CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF THE CRAIG
TRIBAL ASSOCIATION OF CRAIG, ALASKA

PREAMBLE

We, a group of Alaska Natives and American Indians having a common bond of residence in
the neighborhood of Craig, State of Alaska, in order to promote our welfare through the
development and operation of social and economic enterprises, do establish this Constitution and
By-laws in accordance with, and by authority of, the Act of Congress of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat.
984), as amended by the Acts of June 15, 1935 (49 Stat. 378), and May 1, 1936 (49 Stat. 1250).

ARTICLE I

SECTION 1. The name of this organization shall be Craig Tribal Association of Craig,
Alaska, hereinafter calied the Tribe or the Association.

SEC. 2. The Craig Tribal Association of Craig, Alaska, is a continuation in existence of the
same tribal entity formerly known as the Craig Community Association. The Craig Tribal
Association of Craig, Alaska, shall and hereby does succeed to all the rights, privileges, and
immunities of the Craig Community Association, including the ownership and control of the
Federally chartered corporate entity, established by the issuance and October 8, 1938 ratification
of a corporate charter pursuant to Section 17 of the Indian Reorganization Act, 25 U.S.C. § 477,
as amended. All references in said charter to the Craig Community Association shall be read to
apply to the Craig Tribal Association.

ARTICLE II-MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. Original Members.-All persons whose names appear on the roll, prepared in
accordance with the Instructions of the Secretary of the Interior, of all those entitled to vote on
this Constitution and By-laws, being all the adult Indians residing in the neighborhood of Craig,
shall be members of this Association.

SEC. 2. Lass of Membership.-(a) Any member may give up his membership at any time upon
written notice to the Secretary of the Council, in which case he shall no longer share in the
activities and benefits of this Association, but he may be reinstated as 8 member upon written
application filed with the Secretary of the Council and a majority vote of the members of the
Association present at any regular meeting.

(b) Any member who ceases to be a resident of the neighborhood of Craig shall lose his
membership, but he may be reinstated in the same manner as provided in subsection (a) of this
section, upon resuming his residence.

(¢) Any member who, afier notice and an opportunity to present his defense, is found guilty by
the Association of fraud or misconduct in his relations with the Association or of working
deliberately against the interests of the Association, may be expelled by a two-thirds vote of the
members present at any regular or special meeting. A person so expelled may be reinstated as a

member upon written application filed with the Secretary of the Council and two-thirds vote of
the membership present at any regular meeting.

SEC. 3. New Members.-(a) All children, both of whose parents are enrolled members and who
are residents of the neighborhood of Craig, shall be members of this Association.

(&) All children, one of whose parents is an enrolled member of the Association and has
esteblished residence in the neighborhood of Craig at the time of the adoption of the Constitution
or of the birth of the children, shall be members of this Association.

(c) Any Indian who becomes a permanent resident of the neighborhood of Craig may become
a member of this Association through adoption by the Council.

SEC. 4. Definition of Residents.- Any person shall be considered a resident of the
neighborhood of Craig who maintains a permanent residence within the neighborhood of Craig
or within any area in the vicinity of Craig which may be reserved or otherwise acquired for the
use of this Association. Temporary absences shall not constitute loss of residence.

SEC. 5. Rule-making Power.-The Association may make rules and regulations to carry out the
provisions of this Article, and, subject to the approval of the Secretary of the Interior or his duly
authorized representative, the Association may make rules and regulations containing provisions
for the loss of membership and the enrollment and adoption of new members not dealt with in
this Article,

SEC. 6. Definition of Neighborhood of Craig.- The neighborhood of Craig includes all areas
within the incorporated limits of the town of Craig, Alaska; all areas located within a 7-mile
radius of the incorporated limits of the town of Craig, Alaska; and outlying areas without tribal
enrollment affiliation.

SEC. 7. Definition of Outlying areas without tribal enrollment affiliation.- Any Indian residing
on or around Prince of Wales Island that wishes to be enrolied in the Craig Tribal Association
and that is not enrolled with any other tribe or IRA may do so provided there is no other IRA or
tribe that claims the area of which the potential enrollee resides in (i.e. Hollis, outlying islands
without tribal affiliation) on or around Prince of Wales Island.

ARTICLE III-THE COUNCIL

SECTION 1. Composition and Functions. - (a) There shall be a Council composed of the
President and six other members elected by the Association.

(&) The Council shall represent the Association in all its undertakings and shall exercise the
powers of the Association enumerated in this Constitution. It shall be the duty of the Council to
report its activities and the state of the affairs of the Association at each regular meeting of the
Association at which time the members may outline the policies to be followed by the Council.

SEC. 2. Election.-(a) Members of the Council shall be elected by secret ballot on the first
Thursday after the first Monday in April.

(b) At the regular meeting of the Association on the first Monday in April the members of the
Association shail make nominations and determine the candidates for election.

(¢) The Council shall organize itself within 30 days after each annual election date by electing
from within its membership a Vice-President, and from within or without, a Secretary, Treasurer,
and such other officers as it may deem necessary. Officers elected from without the Council shall
not vote therein,

(d) Rules and regulations governing the conduct of elections may be adopted by the
Association at any regular or special meeting.

SEC. 3. Tenure of Office.-(a) The term of office of each elected officer shall expire when his
successor is elected and gualified.

(b) The President of the Council shall be elected to serve for a term of three years.

(c) Each of the other members of the Council shall be elected to serve for a term of three
years.

(d) Transition Under Amended Constitution and Bylaws. — Pursuant to the Constitution and
Bylaws of the Association ratified on October 8, 1938, the members of the Council (other than
the President) are divided into two equal groups, each consisting of three members of the
Council, known as group “A” and group “B”. Commencing with the first regularly scheduled
election of those members in group “A” following the ratification of this Amended Constitution
and Bylaws, the term of office of those members in group “A” shall be three years.
Commencing with the first regularly scheduled election of those members in group “B”
following the ratification of this Amended Constitution and Bylaws, the term of office of those
members in group “B” shall be three years. The President of the Council shall be elected at the
first regularly scheduled election following the ratification of this Amended Constitution and
Bylaws to serve for a term of three years. Under the Amended Constitution and Bylaws,
elections will not occur every year, but will occur in two out of every three years.

SEC. 4. Conduct and Ethical Obligations of Tribal Council Members. - Because the conduct
of the Tribat Councii has a direct impact on public and tribal membership perceptions about the
Craig Tribal Association, Tribal Council members will conduct themselves in accordance with
the following requirements:

(a) Tribal Council members will maintain an appearance of high credibility in adhering to
policy requirements.

(b) Tribal Council members will be active and encourage all other Tribal Council members to
be active by attending meetings, studying, questioning, voting on all issues, monitoring progress
and maintaining active committees.
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(c) Tribal Council members will not allow conflicts of interest on the Tribal Council. A
generally accepted rule of thumb is that a Tribal Council member or his/her family may not
receive any undisclosed gain {tangible or intangible) through the connection with the Craig
Tribal Council.

(d) Tribal Council members may table proposed actions unti! information is made available.

(e) Tribal Council members will adopt formally, by motion, any rules, regulations, pelicies and
budgets.

(f) Tribal Council members will keep policy and procedures up-to-date for ready reference.
(g) Tribal Council members will review fiscal records at regular intervals.

(h) Tribal Council members will ensure that standard budget forms and any required annual
report forms are prepared and filed as required by law on dates required.

(i) Tribal Councii members will abide by the Craig Tribal Council Code of Ethics, under which
each member of the Craig Tribal Council commits and pledges as follows:

As a Tribal member of the Craig Tribal Association Council, I will...

o Listen carefully to the other Tribal Council members and those served by the Craig Tribal
Association.

e Respect the opinion of other Tribal Council members.
» Respect the majority decisions of the Tribal Council.
o Uphold cultural values, standards, traditions and customs of the Craig Tribe.

o Recognize that all authority is vested in the Tribal Council when it meets in called to

order meetings, which a quorum is present and not with individual Tribal Council
members.

» Keep well informed of developments that are relevant to issues that may come before the
Tribal Council.

» Participate actively in Tribal Council meetings and actions.

» Cal} to the attention of the Tribal Council any issues that I believe will have an adverse
effect on the Craig Tribe or those we serve.

s Attempt to interpret the needs of the Tribal membership to the Craig Tribe and interpret
the action of the Craig Tribe to its tribal membership.
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e Refer tribal membership or staff complaints to the proper level on the chain of command.

e Recognize that the Tribal Council member’s job is to ensure that the Craig Tribal
Association is well managed, and not to manage the Craig Tribal Association.

» Vote to hire the best possible person to manage the Craig Tribal Association without
personal motivation or gain.

s Represent all tribal members of the Craig Tribe and not special interest groups.

o Consider myself “trustee” of the Craig Tribe and do my best to ensure that the Craig
Tribe is well maintained, financially secure, growing and always operating in the best
interest of the tribal membership.

e Always work to learn more about the Tribal Council's responsibilities and how to be
more responsible,

s Declare any conflict of interests between my personal life and my position on the Tribal
Council, and avoid voting on issues that appear to be a conflict of interest.

o Immediately repay any monies paid to me for travel, or per diem when monies paid are to
be used to represent the Craig Tribal Association as a council member if I am unable to
fulfill my travel duties.

As a Tribal member of the Craig Tribal Association Council I will not...

» Be disrespectful, in or outside of the Tribal Council meeting, or of other Tribal Council
members or their opinions.

= Undermine the majority decisions of the Tribal Council.

e Use Craig Tribe or any part of Craig Tribe for my personal advantage or the personal
advantage of my friends or relatives.

e Discuss the confidential proceedings of the Tribal Council outside the Tribal Council
meeting.

s Promise prior to a meeting how I will vote on any issue in the meeting.

¢ Interfere with duties of the Tribal President, Tribal Council, Administrator and/or staff or
undermine the Tribal President, Tribal Council, Administrator’s andfor Craig Tribal
Depertment Head’s authority.

e Attend Council meetings under the influence of drugs or alcohol other than those
prescribed by a medical doctor.
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s Speak maliciously of Tribal Council members, Tribal Administrator, and/or staff or
Tribal President while in public or private.

e Threaten, intimidate, harass, or unreasonably interfere with Craig Tribal Association
staff.

SEC. 5. - Consequences of Violations. - A Council member who violates the Craig Tribal
Council Code of Ethics may be subject to recall pursuant to the procedures in Article V], Section
1(c) of this Constitution.

ARTICLE IV-POWERS OF THE ASSOCIATION
SECTION 1. The Association shall have power:
(@) To negotiate with the Federal and State Governments on behalf of the Association and to
advise and consult with representatives of the Interior Department on all activities of the

Department that may affect the Association.

(b) To manage and contro) all its economic affairs and enterprises in accordance with the charter
issued and ratified on October 8, 1938 under the Act of June 18, 1934.

(c) To employ legal counsel, the choice of counsel and fixing of fees to be subject to the
approval of the Tribal Council.

(d) To levy dues, fees, and assessments, for Association purposes, on its members and to provide
for their collection and for their enforcement through the deprivation of membership privileges.
No such dues, fees, or assessments shall be laid except by resolutions of the membership adopted
at any regular or special membership meeting.

(e) To organize or to charter associations of its members for economic purposes and to regulate
the same.

{/) To prevent the sale, disposition, lease, or encumbrance of any land, interest in land or waters,
or other assets of the Association without its consent.

(g) To make assignments of ancestral land or water areas of the Association for use and
occupancy to members of the Association in accordance with the customs of the Indians forming
this Association or with the regulations of the Association.

(k) To aid needy members and advance the economic and social security of its members.

(i) To protect the natural resources of the Association.

() To preserve and cultivate the arts, crafis and culture of the Indians of this Tribe and their
customs not in conflict with applicable law.
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ARTICLE V-BILL OF RIGHTS

SECTION 1. The Council shall not restrict or in any way abridge the rights of the members of
the Association guaranteed under the Constitution of the United States but it shall be its duty to
see that the full constitutional rights thereof are maintained and preserved.

SEC. 2. Ali members of the Association in good standing shall be accorded equal right and
opportunity to participate and enjoy the resources, property, and benefits of this organization.

SEC. 3. All members of this Association over the age of 18 years shall have the right to vote.
ARTICLE VI-CHANGE OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. Forfeiture of Office, Removal and Recall .-(a) Any member of the Council or
other officer of the Association who is convicted of a felony or any other offense involving
dishonesty shall forfeit his office.

{(b) Any member of the Council who is absent from the regular meetings of the Council for the
period of three months without cause or excuse, may have his seat declared vacant by the
Council after notice and an opportunity to be heard.

() Upon a petition signed by one-third of the adult members of the Association asking the
recall of any member of the Council, the Council shall call a special meeting of the Association
to vote upon his recall. If the Council member is recalled, the Association members shall proceed
to elect his successor to fill the unexpired term.

SEC. 2. Filling Vacancies.-If the office of a Council member is vacant for any reason other
than his recall, the Council may appoint a successor to serve until the next regular meeting of the
Association at which time a member shall be elected to fill the unexpired term.

ARTICLE VII-FEDERATION

The Counci! may for the purpose of forming a federation or union with other organizations of
like character appoint a committee to meet with such other organizations and submit its findings
to the said Council for appropriate action.

ARTICLE VIII-AMENDMENTS

Amendments to this Constitution and By-laws may be proposed by resolution of the Council
or the Tribe’s adult membership. Such amendments, if approved by the Secretary of the Interior,
shall be effective when ratified by a majority vote of the adult members of the Tribe voting at an
election called for the purpose by the Secretary of the Interior, provided that at least 30 per cent
of those entitled to vote shall vote in such election.

BY-LAWS OF THE CRAIG TRIBAL ASSOCIATION, CRAIG, ALASKA
ARTICLE I-DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. The President of the Council shall preside over all meetings of the Association
and of the Council, exercising the usual duties of chairman and any others delegated to him. He
may vote in Council meetings only in case of a tie or where the vote is by ballot.

SEC. 2. The Vice-President shall act as President in the absence or disability of the President.
Absence means the President is not physically present and is not reachable by telephone or e-
mail for a period of no less than 3 consecutive days, other than scheduled absences. Disability
means the President is unable to perform his/her duties due to health, accident or death,

SEC. 3. The Secretary of the Council shall conduct all correspondence and keep a complete
and accurate record of all business transacted at Council or Association meetings.

The Secretary of the Council, or a designee recommended by the Secretary of the Council and
approved by resolution of the Council, shall record all rules, regulations, and resolutions in

appropriate books, indexing the same and assigning a short title, and may publish the same for
the information of the Association.

The Secretary shall notify each person of his election to an office of the Association within
five days thereafter,

SEC. 4. The Treasurer of the Council, or a designee recommended by the Treasurer of the
Council and approved by resolution of the Council, shall accept, receive, receipt for, preserve
and safeguard all funds in the custody of the Council, whether Association funds or other funds
for which the Council is responsible. He shall deposit all such funds in such banks or elsewhere
as directed by the Council and, when a Federal charter is adopted, in accordance with such
charter, He shall make and preserve a faithful record of such funds and shall report to the
Council all receipts and expenditures and the amount and nature of all funds in his possession or
custody. He shall not pay out or authorize disbursement of any funds for which he is responsible
except upon written authorization of the Council.

The books and records of the Treasurer shall be audited at least once each year by a competent

auditor employed by the Council and acceptable to the Juneau Office of the Bureau of Indian
Affairs, and at such other times as the Council shall direct.

The Treasurer shall be required at the request of the Council or the Assistant Secretary of
Indian Affairs to give bond satisfactory to the Council and the Assistant Secretary. The Treasurer
may with the advice and consent of the Council appoint assistants,

SEC. 5. The duties of all appointive officers or agents shall be clearly defined by a resolution
of the Council at the time of their appointment.
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SEC. 6. All accounts, records, books and minutes of the Association shall be subject to
examination by members of the Association and by the Assistant Secretary of Indian Affairs or
his authorized representative.

ARTICLE H-QUALIFICATION OF OFFICERS

No person may be a candidate for any elective office unless he has the qualifications of a
voter.

ARTICLE III-INSTALLATION OF OFFICERS

Each person appointed or elected to an office shall subscribe to the fotlowing oath of office
before entering upon the duties thereof:

"I, , do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will support and defend the
Constitution of the United States against all enemies; that I will carry out faithfully and
impartially the duties of my office as to the best of my ability; that I will
promote and protect the best interests of the Association, in accordance with this Constitution
and By-laws."

ARTICLE IV-TIME AND PLACE OF COUNCIL
MEETINGS AND ORDER OF BUSINESS

SECTION 1. The Council shall meet on the second Tuesday of each month at 6:00 p. m.,
unless otherwise ordered by resolution, and may meet at such other times as may be voted by the
Council. The President or three of the Council members may call a special meeting on two days'
actual notice to the Council members.

SEC. 2. Unless otherwise ordered by resolution of the Council, meetings shall be held at the
principal place of business of the Association, which place shall be such location within the town
of Craig as may be determined by the Association by resolution.

SEC. 3. A number equal to one-half of the membership of the Council exclusive of the
President shall constitute a quorum.

SEC. 4. The following shall be the order of business unless changed by or with the consent of
the Council, namely;

Call to order by the President;
Roll call;
Announcement of quorum;

Reading the minutes of the last meeting;
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Comection or approval of the minutes of last meeting;
Treasurer's report;

Report of committees;

Unfinished business;

New business;

Adjournment.

SEC. 5. The Council may adopt regulations governing its procedure, and in the absence
thereof, Robert's Rules of Order shall govern.

SEC. 6. Every resolution, afier the explanatory clauses, shall begin with the words: "Be it
resoived by the Council of the Craig Tribal Association."

ARTICLE V-MEETINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION
SECTION 1. In addition to the regular meeting identified in Article II1, Section 2(b) of this

Constitution and By-laws, one additional regular meeting of the Association shall be held by the
end of November of each year.

Special meetings may be catled at any time by the Council and must be called upon petition of
one-third of the adult members of the Association. For such meetings three days posted or
written notice must be given.

SEC. 2. One-third of the adult membership shall constitute a quorum at any meeting.

Absentee votes that are timely cast in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Craig
Tribal Association shall be counted for purposes of establishing & quorum.

SEC. 3. Meetings shall be held at the principal place of business unless otherwise ordered by
resolution of the Association or otherwise specified in the notice of a special meeting,.

ARTICLE VI-DEFINITIONS

SECTION 1. Where the masculine pronoun is used in this Constitution and By-laws and other
general documents of the Association, it shall be understood to include the ferninine.

SEC. 2. The word "adult” means a person who is 18 years of age or over.
ARTICLE VII-RATIFICATION OF CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

This Constitution and By-laws shall be effective from and after the date of its ratification by a
majority vote of those entitled to vote who vote at an election called for the purpose by the
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Secretary of the Interior, provided that at least 30 per cent of those entitled to vote shall vote in
such election, Such ratification shall be formally certified by the Election Board.

The persons entitled to vote are all the adult Indians who are residing in the neighborhood of
Craig, State of Alaska, and whose names appear on a roll of such Indians compiled under the
Instructions of the Secretary of the Interior.

This Constitution and By-laws are herewith approved by the Assistant Secretary of the Interior
and submitted for ratification by the group of Indians having a common bond of residence in the
neighborhood of Craig, State of Alaska, in a popular referendum called and held under the
Instructions of the Secretary of the Interior.

3.1 Continued: If it is determined that a customer is impaired, that individual will be safely
escorted from the premises. Law enforcement will be contacted for back-up when necessary.
Additionally, employees and management will exercise strict diligence and compliance with
the sale limits embodied in 3 AAC 306.355. A manager will be on hand to help manage
customer ingress and egress and ensure there is an adequate number of employees on the
sales floor.

As the managing owner of Thee Treasure Chest, a retail cannabis store in Craig
(#16184), I am providing comments regarding the “420 Green Street”
application, also located in Craig. My comments are not so much directed as
an absolute objection, but to ask that the Board review the application fairly
and with equal standards, as was done during our review. However, we do
have some concerns for a couple of reasons.

As you know, the Craig Tribal Association doing business as “420 Green
Street” (#34761) has applied for a similar license. This entity is a non-profit,
which has acquired Federal funding in various forms, thereby we request that
the State of Alaska conduct a review vis-a-vis the “Alaska Unfair Trade
Practices and Consumer Protection Act.” Our contention is that Federal
funding they have acquired for the promotion of their “mission statement,” and
as similarly repeated in the “articles of incorporation” warrant review under the
Alaska Unfair Trade Practices and Consumer Protection Act due to some
deceptive wording that contradicts their current business goals.

Simply said, any one entity who acquires Federal funding to subvert
competition while the other competitor is disallowed from seeking similar
Federal funding needs to be reviewed under that State of Alaska law. The State
of Alaska does have an obligation to promote business, as well as ensuring the
protection of existing Alaskan businesses from unfair competition. And in this
case, a large Federally funded corporation should not be able to out compete an
existing Alaskan business using Federal funding where none were allowed in
our business.

Additionally, there is no known documentation that disallows a felon, out of
state resident or underage person from being voted on the CTA board.
Consequently, at each of their regular elections, a change of licensee would be
necessary and would necessitate the State granting a license to potentially an

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underage, out of state, and possibly a felon. These possibilities are contrary to
our understanding of the application process we incurred.

Finally, I am not objecting to the potential issuance of a license acquired under
equal and fair circumstances, however, based on our information at this point,
their approval would not be fair or equal, especially considering their
uncompetitive advantage of acquiring Federal funding. And we believe it is
withing the States purview to ensure that our long-established business, Thee
Treasure Chest, is not disadvantaged by unfair competitive practices. Thanks
for your time and attention.
