Marijuana will be harvested and grouped into batches up to
ten (10) pounds of individual strains and will be assigned a METRC harvest batch humber. A random sample (size of sample
depending on pending regulation changes to testing requirements) will be collected from each batch and sent to a licensed
testing facility. The remainder of the batch will be segregated in the secured quarantined product area until the testing results
are received. A transport manifest generated from METRC will accompany each transfer of marijuana to another licensed
facility. Marijuana will be sealed in containers not exceeding ten pounds and placed inside a locked storage compartment
within the vehicle or bed of a truck for wholesale transactions and up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without
re-packaging. Package labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana
was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net
weight and the quantity of usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system;
(6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana. All transfers of marijuana

BAM Alaska will ensure that marijuana cannot be visible by the public from any door within the facility and will not have
windows to the cultivation facility. All movement/transport of marijuana will be discrete, Mike and Steve will take extra care to
ensure no marijuana can be visible by the public during movement/transport. As current cultivation licenses in their Anchorage
grow, Mike and Steve have experience ensuring no marijuana is visible during transport to to the public. All growing, processing,
curing, packaging and labeling activities will be done inside the facility, not visible from outside. All marijuana will be securely
packaged, labeled and organized for transport within the facility before being moved to the transport vehicle.

4.5. Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s growing medium(s) to be used:

BAM Alaska will use several mediums to grow the marijuana plants. The facility will use hydroponics with rock-wool with a water-
only nutrient solution in which the roots of the plant will not be suspended. For the strains that will be grown hydrponically, the
grow tables will be outfitted with an automatic irrigation system desighed with the nutrient management system to maximize
production. The facility may also use additional supplemental organic growing mediums with a combination of materials and
substances including coconut shell fibers (coco), peat moss, soil, sand, perlite, Pro-Mix, and vermiculite, combined with or without

plant nutrients. The facility might also use, from time to time, azadirachtin, essential oilis, botanigard, spoinsad,and diatomaceous
earth neem oil.

Copper; (11) Zinc; (12) Molybdenum; (13) Chlorine; (14) Nickel; and {15) Silicon. The facility will use some amount of the following non-fertilizer
plant elements as gases absorbed through the plant roots or plant leaves: (1) Hydrogen; (2) Oxygen; and (3) Carbon. The facility will use carbon
dioxide (CO2) as a gas distributed in the growing rooms by pressurized cylinders of carbon dioxide. The gas is used to supply the plant roots and
plant leaves with oxygen and carbon. The parts per million {(ppm) of carbon dioxide gas distributed to each growing room will be constantly
electronically monitored and set to turn on and off when the ppm concentration of CO2 gas falls below or rises above a set concentrate. The
facility will use hydrogen peroxide and chlorine bleach as cleaning agents.

The facility will use an automatic drip watering and irrigation system for plants in the growing in hydroponic systems and
possibly hand watering for the mothers, clones, and soil grown plants. There will be little to no water run-off, and the
facility will collect runoff water in trays and reuse the water. After recirculation occurs, any remaining waste water will
be introduced to the _ sewer system and shall have traces of minerals remaining in the water.

The final mixture will be stored in a secured locked
container within the locked é foot fence that abuts the building, see diagram, until it can be picked up by the local waste
facility truck or transported to the waste station OR if this board approves, allow for Mike and Steve to burn the plant
waste outside the facility in a controlled burn barrel. For purposes of clarification, the incineration of the waste does not
mean incineration via smoking by humans. A waste truck or Mike and Steve will collect the waste mixture and dispose of
it at the local waste station. This information will be recorded in the disposal log and securely stored as a business
record, available to AMCO upon request.
