Subject: Amended - Public Comment on 3 AAC 306 of the Alaska Administrative 
Code dealing with COVID-19 outbreak 


Dear Honorable Marijuana Control Board Members,  


The Marijuana Control Board proposes to adopt regulation changes in 3 AAC.306 with regard to the COVID-19 
outbreak and exterior window and curbside pickup service.  


We support this regulation change as written.  


We have observed that window/curbside service has and would continue to: 


• Provide convenience, especially for customers with physical disabilities/injuries or those who are 
parents to young children. 


• Help prevent transmission of Covid-19 at retail stores as it requires shopping online or calling ahead to 
place an order; delivery of the product happens outside the main store at the customer’s car. 


This allowance has been in place for most of the summer and fall and has worked well without a public safety 
incident as far as we have been made aware. The AMIA has members who have explored this option and have 
had a satisfactory result and would like to continue this practice into the foreseeable future or as long as the 
public health emergency continues. To be clear, we are not advocating that curbside/window pickup be made 
permanent but support the allowance for the duration of the state of emergency. A permanent change for this 
type of operation would need considerable vetting and public input before the industry association could 
possibly take a position.  


We appreciate the diligence of the control board in crafting and renewing policies that serve to protect the 
public health, and we want to assure our regulators that we will take this new option seriously and respect our 
duty to keep our businesses upstanding.  


Lastly, the AMIA would like to extend our gratitude to the AMCO staff and the Marijuana Control Board for 
your hard work, time, and dedication to our Industry.

RE:  Regulations Project – 
Curbside/Window Pickup-
emergency regulations 
becoming permanent 


 
 
At the November 2020 special meeting, the board adopted emergency regulations regarding 
curbside/window pickup of marijuana and marijuana products; they became effective 
November 24, 2020, and expire March 23, 2021. At the same time, the board sent out the 
emergency regulations out for public comment to consider making them permanent. The 
emergency regulation was out for about 38 days closing on January 4, 2021. Comments were 
received.  
 
The regulations would do the following: 
 


• 3 AAC 306.305(a) and 3 AAC 306.310(a) add language to allow for Internet and phone 
orders; exterior window and curbside pickup service permitted under 3 AAC 306.995. 
 


• 3 AAC 306.995 allows for Internet and phone orders, exterior window and curbside 
pickup until the expiration of the governor’s November 6, 2020, COVID-19 public health 
emergency disaster declaration or any extensions or renewals of the declaration. It 
outlines privileges, requirements, and responsibilities of the marijuana retail store 
licensee providing the service. It defines “curbside pickup” and “exterior window 
pickup” for the purposes of this regulation. 


 
 
Options for the board: 


• Vote to adopt emergency regulations as permanent 


• Substantially amend and put out for public comment 


• Send back to staff for revisions 


• Close the project without action – this option will still leave the emergency regulations 
in effect through March 23, 2021
