No Member shall take any action
inconsistent with this intent.

Section II
Definitions

The following terms shall have the meanings set forth in this Section II:

“Act” means the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, A.S. Sections
10.50.010 through 10.50.995, as amended from time to time (or any corresponding
provisions of succeeding law).

“Affiliate” means, with respect to any Interest Holder or Member, any Person: (i)
who is a member of the Interest Holder’s or Member’s Family; (i1) which owns more than
ten percent (10%) of the voting or economic interests in the Interest Holder or Member;
(iii) in which the Interest Holder or Member owns more than ten percent (10%) of the
voting or economic interests; or (iv) in which more than ten percent (10%) of the voting or
economic interests are owned by a Person who has a relationship with the Interest Holder
or Member described in clause (1), (i), or (iii) above.

“Capital Contribution” means the total amount of cash and the fair market value of
any other assets contributed (or deemed contributed under Regulation Section 1.704-
1(b)(2)(iv)(d)) to the Company by an Interest Holder, net of liabilities secured by the
contributed Property that the Company is considered to assume or take subject to under
Section 752 of the Code.

“Cash Flow” means all cash funds derived from operations of the Company
(including interest received on reserves), without reduction for any noncash charges, but
less cash funds used to pay current operating expenses and to pay or establish reasonable
reserves for future expenses, debt payments, capital improvements, and replacements as
determined by the Members. Cash Flow shall be increased by the reduction of anyreserve
previously established.

“Event of Withdrawal” means those events and circumstances listed in Section

“Interest Holder” means any Person who holds an Interest, whether as a Member
or as an unadmitted assignee of a Member.

“Involuntary Transfer” shall include, without limitation, any Transfer of a Member
or Interest Holder’s Interest pursuant to any order of any court relating to any petition for
divorce, legal separation, marital dissolution, or annulment, or any guardianship,
conservatorship, or other protective proceeding.

“Majority in Interest” means one or more Members who own, collectively, a simple
majority of the Percentage Interests held by Members.

“Majority of the Members” means one or more of the Members, regardless of the
Percentage Interest held by the Members.

“Member” means each Person signing this Agreement and any Person who
subsequently is admitted as a member of the Company until such time as an Event of
Withdrawal has occurred with respect to such Member.

“Membership Rights” means all of the rights of a Member in the Company,
including a Member’s: (i) Interest, (ii) right to inspect the Company’s books and records,
and (iii) right to participate in the management of and vote on matters coming before the
Company.

“Transfer” means, when used as a noun, any voluntary or involuntary sale,
hypothecation, pledge, assignment, attachment, or other transfer, and, when used as a verb,
means voluntarily or involuntarily to sell, hypothecate, pledge, assign, or otherwise
transfer.

Section III
Capital Contributions

3.1.  Capital Contributions.

3.1.1. Initial Capital Contributions. Upon the execution of this Agreement,
the Members have or shall make contributions to the capital of the Company as set forth in
Exhibit A attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

3.1.2. Additional Capital Contributions. No Member shall be required to
contribute any additional capital to the Company, and no Member shall have any personal
liability for any obligation of the Company.

3.2.  Withdrawal or Return of Capital Contributions. Except as specifically
provided in this Agreement, no Interest Holder shall have the right to withdraw or reduce
the Capital Contributions he or she makes to the Company. Upon dissolution of the
Company or liquidation of his or her interest in the Company, each Interest Holder shall
look solely to the assets of the Company for return of his or her Capital Contributions and,
if the Company’s property remaining after the payment or discharge of the debts,
obligations, and liabilities of the Company is insufficient to return the Capital contributions
of each Interest Holder, no Interest Holder shall have any recourse against the Company,
any Interest Holder, or Member except for gross negligence, malfeasance, bad faith, or
fraud.

3.3. Form of Return of Capital. Under circumstances requiring a return of any
Capital Contributions, no Interest Holder shall have the right to receive property other than
cash except as may be specifically provided herein.

3.4. In the Event of Member Loans. All Member Loans made pursuant to Section

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Distributions

41.  Distributions. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, distributions
shall be made to the Interest Holders at such times and in such amounts as determined by
the Members. Distributions will be made to Interest Holders pro rata, in proportion to their
Percentage Interests.

42.  General.

42.1. Form of Distribution. In connection with any distribution, no Interest
Holder shall have the right to receive Property other than cash except as may be specifically
provided herein. If any assets of the Company are distributed in kind to the Interest Holders,
those assets shall be valued on the basis of their fair market value, and any Interest Holder
entitled to any interest in those assets shall receive that interest as a tenant-in-common with
all other Interest Holders so entitled. Unless the Interest Holders otherwise agree, the fair
market value of the assets shall be determined by an independent appraiser who shall be
selected by the Members.

422. Withholding. All amounts required to be withheld pursuant to Code

423. Varying Interests; Distributions in Respect to Transferred Interests.
If any Interest is sold, assigned, or transferred in compliance with the provisions of this
Agreement, all distributions on or before the date of such transfer shall be made to the
transferor, and all distributions thereafter shall be made to the transferee. Solely for
purposes of making distributions, and allocating Profits, Losses, and other items of income,
gain, loss, and deduction pursuant to Exhibit B_hereof, the Company shall recognize the

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transfer not later than the end of the calendar month during which it is given notice of such,
provided that if the Company does not receive a notice stating the date such Interest was
transferred and such other information as it may reasonably require within thirty (30) days
after the end of the Fiscal Year during which the transfer occurs, then all of such items shall
be allocated, and all distributions shall be made, to the person who, according to the books
and records of the Company, on the last day of the Fiscal Year during which the transfer
occurs, was the owner of the Interest. Neither the Company nor any Interest Holder shall incur
any liability for making allocations and distributions in accordance with the provisions of
this Section, whether or not any Interest Holder or the Company has knowledge of any
transfer of ownership of Interest.

Section V
Management

51.  Management. Subject to the rights under the Act or the provisions of this
Agreement to approve certain actions, the business and affairs of the Company shall be
managed exclusively by its Manager. The Members shall vote and select a Manager that
will direct, manage, and control the business of the Company to the best of their ability
and, subject only to those restrictions set forth in the Act or this Agreement, shall have full
and complete authority, power, and discretion to make any and all decisions and to doany
and all things which the Manager deem appropriate to accomplish the business and
objectives of the Company. Each Member agrees not to incur any liability on behalf of the
other Members or otherwise enter into any transaction or do anything which will subject
the other Members to any liability, except in all instances as contemplated hereby. All
substantial business decisions shall be put to a majority vote by the members.

52.  Certain Management Powers of the Manager. Without limiting the generality
of Section 5.1, the Manager shall have power and authority on behalf of the Company:

5.2.1. In the ordinary course of business, to acquire property from and sell
property to any person as the Manager may determine after a majority approval vote of all
members interest. The fact that a Manager is directly or indirectly affiliated or connected
with any such person shall not prohibit dealing with that Person;

5.2.2. Subject to approval by a Majority of the Members under Section 5.3.4,
to use credit facilities and borrow money for the Company from banks, other lending
institutions, the Interest Holders, or Affiliates of the Interest Holders, on such terms as
approved by the Members, and in connection therewith, to hypothecate, encumber, and
grant security interests in the assets of the Company to secure repayment of the borrowed
sums. No debt or other obligation shall be contracted or liability incurred by or on behalf
of the Company by the Member;

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5.3.2. Authorize the Company to make an assignment for the benefit of
creditors of the Company, file a voluntary petition in bankruptcy, or consent to the
appointment of a receiver for the Company or its assets; or

5.3.3. Approve a plan of merger or consolidation of the Company with or
into one or more business entities;

53.4. Borrow money for the Company from banks, other lending
institutions, the Interest Holders, Members, or Affiliates of the Interest Holders or to
hypothecate, encumber, or grant security interests in the assets of the Company;

5.3.5. Sell or otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of the assets of the
Company in a single transaction or a series of related transactions; or

5.3.6. Enter into any contract or agreement between the Company and any
Member, Interest Holder, or Affiliate of a Member or Interest Holder without the consent
of a Majority of the Members.

54.  Member Has No Exclusive Duty to Company. The Members shall not be
required to manage the Company as the Members’ sole and exclusive function and the
Members may engage in other business and investment activities in addition to those
relating to the Company. Neither the Company nor any Interest Holder shall have any right,
solely by virtue of this Agreement or its relationship to a Member or the Company, to share
or participate in any such other investments or activities of the Members or to the income
or proceeds derived therefrom. Members shall not have any obligation to disclose any such
other investments or activities to the Interest Holders unless it actually or potentially
adversely affects the business or property of the Company.

55.  Compensation and Expenses. The Company may enter into management or
employment contracts, under such terms and conditions and providing for such
compensation as shall be approved by the Members as provided herein, with one or more
Member or Interest Holders or Persons Affiliated with the Member or Interest Holders.

56.  Books and Records. At the expense of the Company, the Members shall keep
or cause to be kept complete and accurate books and records of the Company and
supporting documentation of transactions with respect to the conduct of the Company’s
business. The books and records shall be maintained in accordance with sound accounting
practices and kept at the Company’s known place of business and such other location or
locations as the Members shall from time to time determine. At a minimum the Company
shall keep at its known place of business the following records:

Members

6.1.  Meetings. Unless otherwise prescribed by the Act, meetings of theMembers
may be called, for any purpose or purposes, by a Majority of the Members.

6.2. Place of Meetings. Whoever calls the meeting may designate any place,
either within or outside the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any meeting of the
Members.

6.3. Notice of Meetings. Except as provided in this Agreement, written notice
stating the date, time, and place of the meeting, and the purpose or purposes for which the
meeting is called, shall be delivered not less than three (3) nor more than fifty (50) days
before the date of the meeting, either personally or by mail, electronic mail, facsimile, or
overnight or next-day delivery services by or at the direction of the person or persons
calling the meeting, to each Member entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered two (2) days after being deposited in the United States
mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the Member at his or her address as it appears on the
books of the Company. If transmitted by way of electronic mail or facsimile, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered on the date of such electronic mail or facsimile transmission
to the electronic mail address or fax number, if any, for the respective Member which has
been supplied by such Member to the Company and identified as such Member’s electronic
mail address or facsimile number. If transmitted by overnight or next-day delivery, such
notice shall be deemed to be delivered on the next business day after deposit with the
delivery service addressed to the Member at his or her address as it appears on the books of
the Company. When a meeting is adjourned to another time or place, notice need

business on the ground the meeting is not lawfully called or convened.

6.12. Waiver of Notice. When any notice is required to be given to any Member, a
waiver thereof in writing signed by the Person entitled to such notice, whether before, at, or
after the time stated therein, shall be equivalent to the giving of such notice.

Section VII
Transfers and Withdrawals

71.  Transfers. Except as otherwise provided in this Section VII and Section XIII
no Member may Transfer all, or any portion of, or any interest or rights in, the Membership
Rights owned by the Member, and no Interest Holder may Transfer all, or any portion of,
or any interest or rights in, any Interest without the prior written consent of the other
Members, which consent may be withheld in the Members’ sole and absolute discretion.
Any sale or foreclosure of a security interest will itself constitute a Transfer independent
of the grant of security. Each Member hereby acknowledges the reasonableness of this
prohibition in view of the purposes of the Company and the relationship of the Members.
The Transfer of any Membership Rights or Interests in violation of the prohibition
contained in this Section shall be deemed invalid, null, and void, and of no force or effect.
Any Person to whom Membership Rights or an Interest are attempted to be transferred in
violation of this Section shall not be entitled to vote on matters coming before the Members,
participate in the management of the Company, act as an agent of the Company, receive
allocations or distributions from the Company, or have any other rights in or with respect
to the Membership Rights or Interest.

72 Withdrawal. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, no Member
shall have the right to withdraw from the Company. Any such withdrawal shall constitute
a material breach of this Agreement and the Company shall have the right to recover
damages from the withdrawn member and to offset the damages against any amounts
otherwise distributable to such Member under this Agreement.

hereto and made a part hereof. If the Interest is not purchased by the Company or its
nominee, the Interest shall be transferred to the assignee of the Interest but shall remain fully
subject to and bound by the terms of this Agreement.

74 No Transfer of Membership Rights. The Transfer of an Interest shall not
result in the Transfer of any of the Transferring Member’s other Membership Rights, if
any, and unless the transferee is admitted as a Member pursuant to Section VII of this
Agreement, the transferee shall only be entitled to receive, to the extent transferred, the
share of distributions, including distributions representing the return of contributions, and
the allocation of Profits and Losses (and other items of income, gain, or deduction), to
which the Transferring Member would have otherwise been entitled with respect to the
Transferring Member’s Interest. The transferee shall have no right to participate in the
management of the business and affairs of the Company or to become or to exercise any
rights of a Member.

75, Substitute Members. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, an assignee of a Member may only be admitted as a substitute Member upon the
written consent of a Majority of the non-transferring Members, which consent may be
withheld in the Members’ sole and absolute discretion.

76.  Additional Members. The Company shall not issue additional Interests after
the date of formation of the Company without the written consent or approval of a Majority
of the Members, which consent may be withheld in the Members’ sole and absolute
discretion.

1. Expenses. Expenses of the Company or of any Interest Holder occasioned by
transfers of Interests shall be reimbursed to the Company or Interest Holder, as the case
may be, by the transferee.

78.  Distributions on Withdrawal. Upon the occurrence of an Event of
Withdrawal with respect to a Member, the withdrawn Member shall not be entitled to
receive a withdrawal distribution but the withdrawn Member (or the withdrawn Member’s
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personal representatives, successors, and assigns) shall be entitled to receive the share of
distributions, including distributions representing a return of Capital Contributions, and the
allocation of Profits and Losses, to which the withdrawn Member otherwise would have
been entitled if the Event of Withdrawal had not occurred, during the continuation of the
business of the Company and during and on completion of winding up. If the Event of
Withdrawal violated this Agreement, the distributions paid to the withdrawn Member shall
be offset by any damages suffered by the Company or its Members as a result of the Event
of Withdrawal.

Section VIII

Dissolution and Termination
8.1. Dissolution.

8.1.1. Events of Dissolution. The Company will be dissolved upon the
occurrence of any of the following events:

8.1.1.1. Upon the written consent of a Majority of the Members;

8.1.1.2. Upon the entry of a decree of dissolution under Section
10.50.405 of the Act or an administrative dissolution under Section 10.50.408 of the Act;

8.1.1.3. Upon the sale or other disposition of all or substantially all of
the Company’s assets and receipt by the Company of the proceeds therefrom; or

8.1.1.4. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Withdrawal of the last
remaining Member unless within ninety (90) days all assignees of Interests in the Company
consent in writing to admit at least one member to continue the business of the company.

8.2. Continuation. An Event of Withdrawal with respect to a Member shall not
cause dissolution, and the Company shall automatically continue following such an Event
of Withdrawal.

8.3.  Distributions and Other Matters. The Company shall not terminate until its
affairs have been wound up and its assets distributed as provided herein. Promptly upon
the dissolution of the Company, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed a Notice
of Winding Up with the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic
Development, and will liquidate the assets of the Company and apply and distribute the
proceeds of such liquidation, or distribute the Company’s assets in kind, as follows and in
the following order:
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8.3.1. Ordinary Debts. To payment of the debts and liabilities of the
Company, including debts owed to Interest Holders, in the order of priority provided by
law; provided that the Company shall first pay, to the extent permitted by law, liabilities
with respect to which any Interest Holder is or may be personally liable;

8.3.2. Reserves and Distributions. To the setting up of such reserves as the
Members may deem reasonably necessary for any contingent or unforeseen liabilities or
obligations of the Company arising out of or in connection with the Company business;

8.3.3. Remainder. The balance of the proceeds shall be distributed to the
Interest Holders in accordance with the positive balance in their Capital Accounts,
determined as though all of the Company assets were sold for cash at their fair market value
as of the date of distribution. Any such distributions shall be made in accordance with the
timing requirements of Treasury Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(b)(2).

8.4.  Deficit Capital Accounts. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement, if any Interest Holder’s Capital Account has a deficit balance (taking into
account all contributions, distributions, and allocations for the year in which a liquidation
occurs), the Interest Holder shall not be obligated to make any contribution to the capital
of the Company and the negative balance of such Interest Holder’s Capital Account shall
not be considered a debt owed by the Interest Holder to the Company or to any other person
for any purpose whatsoever.

8.5.  Rights of Interest Holders—Distributions of Property. Except as otherwise
provided in this Agreement, each Interest Holder shall look solely to the assets of the
Company for the return of his or her Capital Contribution and shall have no right or power
to demand or receive property other than cash from the Company. No Interest Holder shall
have priority over any other Interest Holder for the return of his or her Capital
Contributions, distributions, or allocations.

8.6.  Articles of Termination. When all the assets of the Company have been
distributed as provided herein, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed Articles
of Termination as required by the Act.

Section IX
Other Interests of an Interest Holder

Any Interest Holder may engage in or possess interests in other business ventures
of every nature and description, independently or with others. Neither the Company nor
any Interest Holder shall have any right to any independent ventures of any other Interest
Holder or to the income or profits derived therefrom. The fact that an Interest Holder, a
member of his or her Family, or an Affiliate is employed by, or owns, or is otherwise
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directly or indirectly interested in or connected with, any person, firm, or corporation
employed or retained by the Company to render or perform services, including without
limitation, management, contracting, mortgage placement, financing, brokerage, or other
services, or from whom the Company may buy property or merchandise, borrow money,
arrange financing, or place securities, or may lease real property to or from the Company,
shall not prohibit the Company from entering into contracts with or employing that person,
firm, or corporation or otherwise dealing with him or it, and neither the Company nor any
of the Interest Holders as such shall have any rights in or to any income or Profits derived
therefrom.

Section X
Indemnity

10.1.  Indemnity Rights. The Company shall indemnify each Interest Holder who
was or is a party or is threatened to be made a party to any threatened, pending, or
completed action, suit, or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or
investigative, by reason of his or her actions as an Interest Holder or by reason of his or her
acts while serving at the request of the Company as a director, officer, employee, or agent
of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise, against
expenses, including attorneys’ fees, and against judgments, fines, and amounts paid in
settlement actually and reasonably incurred by him or her in connection with such action,
suit, or proceeding, provided that the acts of such Interest Holder were not committed with
gross negligence or willful misconduct, and, with respect to any criminal action or
proceeding, such Interest Holder had no reasonable cause to believe his or her conduct was
unlawful. The termination of any action, suit, or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement,
or conviction, or upon a plea of no contest or its equivalent, shall not, in and of itself, create
a presumption that the Interest Holder acted with gross negligence or willful misconduct,
or with respect to any criminal action or proceeding, had reasonable cause to believe that
his or her conduct was unlawful.

102.  Notice and Defense. Any Interest Holder who is or may be entitled to
indemnification shall give timely written notice to the Company, the Interest Holders that
a claim has been or is about to be made against him or her, shall permit the Company to
defend him or her through legal counsel of its own choosing, and shall cooperate with the
Company in defending against the claim. The Interest Holder shall have the sole power and
authority to determine the terms and conditions of any settlement of the claim.

103.  Other Sources. The indemnification provided for herein shall apply only in
the event, and to the extent that, the person is not entitled to indemnification, or other
payment, from any other source (including insurance), and the Company’s indemnity
obligations hereunder shall be in excess of any indemnification or other payment provided
by such other source.
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104.  Survival. The indemnification provided for herein shall continue as to a
person who has ceased to be an Interest Holder and shall inure to the benefit of the heirs,
executors, and administrators of such person.

Section XI
Miscellaneous

111 Notices. Any notice, demand, offer, or other communication which any
person is required or may desire to give to any other person shall be delivered in person or
by United States mail, electronic mail, facsimile, or overnight or next-day delivery service.
If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered two (2) days after being deposited
in the United States mail, postage prepaid, addressed to the person at his or her address as
it appears on the books of the Company. If transmitted by way of electronic mail or
facsimile, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered on the date of such electronic mail
or facsimile transmission to the electronic mail address or facsimile number, if any, for the
person which has been supplied by such person and identified as such person’s electronic
mail address or facsimile number. If transmitted by overnight or next-day delivery, such
notice shall be deemed to be delivered on the next business day after deposit with the

delivery service addressed to the person at his or her address as it appears on the books of
the Company.

112 Bank Accounts. All funds of the Company shall be deposited in a bank
account or accounts opened in the Company’s name. The Members shall determine the
institution or institutions at which the accounts will be opened and maintained, the types
of accounts, and the Persons who will have authority with respect to the accounts and the
funds therein.

113.  Partial Invalidity. The invalidity of any portion of this Agreement will not
affect the validity of the remainder hereof.

114 Governing Law; Parties in Interest. This Agreement will be governed by and
construed according to the laws of the State of Alaska without regard to conflicts of law
principles and will bind and inure to the benefit of the heirs, successors, assigns, and
personal representatives of the parties.

115. Execution in Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts,
all of which taken together shall be deemed one original.

116.  Titles and Captions. All article, section, or paragraph titles or captions
contained in this Agreement are for convenience only and are not deemed part of the
context thereof.
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117.  Pronouns and Plurals. All pronouns and any variations thereof are deemed
to refer to the masculine, feminine, neuter, singular, or plural as the identity of the person
Or persons may require.

118.  Waiver of Action for Partition. Each of the Interest Holders irrevocably
waive any right that he or she may have to maintain any action for partition with respect to
any of the Company Property.

119.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding
between the parties, and supersedes any prior understandings and agreements between or
among them with respect to the subject matter hereof.

1110. Estoppel Certificate. Each Member shall, within ten (10) days after written
request by any Member or the Members, deliver to the requesting Person a certificate
stating, to the Member’s knowledge, that: (a) this Agreement is in full force and effect; (b)
this Agreement has not been modified except by any instrument or instruments identified
in the certificate; and (¢) there is no default hereunder by the requesting Person, or ifthere
is a default, the nature and extent thereof.

Section XII
Arbitration

If the parties are unable to resolve any dispute arising out of this Agreement either
during or after its term informally, including the question as to whether any particular
matter is arbitrable, the parties agree to submit the matter to binding arbitration. In the event
the parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within twenty (20) days after either party has
demanded arbitration, either party may file a demand for arbitration with an Alaska
regional office of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA™) and a single arbitrator
shall be appointed in accordance with the then existing Commercial Arbitration Rules of
the AAA. At all times during arbitration, the arbitrator shall consider that the purpose of
arbitration is to provide for the efficient and inexpensive resolution of disputes, and the
arbitrator shall limit discovery whenever appropriate to insure that this purpose is pre-
served. The dispute between the parties shall be submitted for determination within sixty
(60) days after the arbitrator has been selected. The decision of the arbitrator shall be
rendered within thirty (30) days after the conclusion of the arbitration hearing. The decision
of the arbitrator shall be in writing and shall specify the factual and legal basis for the
decision. Upon stipulation of the parties, or upon a showing of good cause by either party,
the arbitrator may lengthen or shorten the time periods set forth herein for conducting the
hearing or for rendering a decision. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding
upon the parties. Judgment to enforce the decision of the arbitrator, whether for legal or
equitable relief, may be entered in any court having jurisdiction thereof, and the parties
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covenant and agree that on the death of any Member, the remaining members, or the
Company, at its option, by providing written notice to the estate of the deceased Member
within 120 days of the death of the Member, may purchase, acquire, and redeem the Interest
of the deceased Member in the Company pursuant to the provision of Section 13.4.

13.4 Value of Death Buy Out. The value of the deceased Member will be determined
by mutual agreement of the surviving Members and the personal representative of the estate
of the deceased Member. If the parties cannot reach an agreement on the value within 30
days after the appointment of the personal representative of the deceased Member, then the
surviving Members and the personal representative each must select a qualified appraiser
within the next succeeding 30 days. The appraisers so selected must attempt to determine
the value of the Company Interest owned by the decedent at the time of death and said
interest will be valued based on the income valuation method. In the event the appraisers
cannot agree on the value within 30 days after being selected, the two appraisers must,
within 30 days, select a third appraiser. The value of the Interest of the decedent in the
Company and the purchase price of it will be the average of the two appraisals nearest in
amount to one another. That amount will be final and binding on all parties and their
respective successors, assigns, and representatives. The costs and expenses of the third
appraiser and any costs and expenses of the appraiser retained but not paid for by the estate
of the deceased Member will be offset against the purchase price paid for the deceased
Member's Interest in the Company.

13.5 Closing. Closing of the sale of the deceased Member's Interest in the Company
will be held at the office of the Company on a date designated by the Company, not be later
than 90 days after agreement with the personal representative of the deceased Member's
estate on the fair market value of the deceased Member's Interest in the Company; provided,
however, that if the purchase price are determined by appraisals as set forth in this Section ,
the closing will be 30 days after the final appraisal and purchase price are determined. If no
personal representative has been appointed within 60 days after the deceased Member's death,
the surviving Members have the right to apply for and have a personal representative
appointed.

At closing, the Company will pay the purchase price for the deceased Member's Interest in
the Company. If the purchase price is less than $1,000.00, the purchase price will be paid in
cash; if the purchase price is $1,000.00 or more, the purchase price will be paid as follows:

(1) $1,000.00 in cash (unless otherwise agreed to allow for more cash payment, bank cashier's
check, or certified funds;

(2) The balance of the purchase price by the Company executing and delivering its
promissory note for the balance, with interest at the prime interest rate stated by primary
banking institution utilized by the Company, its successors and assigns, at the time of the
deceased Member's death. Interest will be payable monthly, with the principal sum being due
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MEMBERS:

Joshua Boots
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and payable in three equal annual installments. The promissory note will be unsecured and
will contain provisions that the principal sum may be paid in whole or in part at any time,
without penalty.

13.6 At the closing, the deceased Member's estate or personal representative must
assign to the Company all of the deceased Member's Interest in the Company free and clear
of all liens, claims, and encumbrances, and, at the request of the Company, the estate or
personal representative must execute all other instruments as may reasonably be necessary to
vest in the Company all of the deceased Member's right, title, and interest in the Company
and its assets. If either the Company or the deceased Member's estate or personal
representative fails or refuses to execute any instrument required by this Agreement, the other
party is hereby granted the irrevocable power of attorney which, it is agreed, is coupled with
an interest, to execute and deliver on behalf of the failing or refusing party all instruments
required to be executed and delivered by the failing or refusing party.

13.7 On completion of the purchase of the deceased Member's Interest in the
Company, the Ownership Interests of the remaining Members will increase proportionately
to their then-existing Ownership Interests.

In Witness Whereof, the spouses of the members of the Company hereby confirm and
agree that they understand this section 13 of the Agreement and agree to comply with its
terms and be bound to the same.

122. the Capital Account shall be decreased by the items described in
Regulation Sections 1.704-1(b)(2)(i1)(d)(4), (5) and (6).

This definition of Adjusted Capital Account Deficit is intended to comply with Section

1.12. “Profit” and “Loss” means, for each Fiscal Year of the Company (or other
period for which Profit or Loss must be computed), the Company’s taxable income or loss
determined in accordance with Code Section 703(a), with the following adjustments:

1.121.  All items of income, gain, loss, deduction, or credit required to be
stated separately pursuant to Code Section 703(a)(1) shall be included in computing taxable
income or loss;

1.122.  Any tax-exempt income of the Company, not otherwise taken into
account in computing Profit or Loss, shall be included in computing Profit or Loss;

1.123. Any expenditures of the Company described in Code Section
705(a)(2)(B) (or treated as such pursuant to Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(i)) and
not otherwise taken into account in computing Profit or Loss, shall be included in
computing Profit or Loss;

1.124.  If the Adjusted Book Value of Company Property differs from its
adjusted basis for federal income tax purposes, then gain or loss resulting from any taxable
disposition of Company property shall be computed by reference to the Adjusted Book
Value of the Property disposed of rather than the adjusted basis of the property for federal
income tax purposes;
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L125.  If the Adjusted Book Value of Company Property differs from its
adjusted basis for federal income tax purposes, then in lieu of the depreciation,
amortization, or cost recovery deductions allowable in computing taxable income or loss,
the depreciation, amortization (or other cost recovery deduction) shall be an amount that
bears the same ratio to the Adjusted Book Value of such Property as depreciation,
amortization (or other cost recovery deduction) computed for federal income tax purposes
for such period bears to the adjusted tax basis of such Property. If the Property has a zero

222.  Second, Losses shall be allocated to the Interest Holders in proportion

All Losses in excess of the limitations set forth in this Subsection shall be allocated
to the other Interest Holders in accordance with the other Interest Holders’ Percentage
Interests until all Interest Holders are subject to the limitation of this Subsection, and
thereafter, in accordance with the Interest Holders’ interest in the Company as determined
by the Members. If any Losses are allocated to an Interest Holder because of this
Subsection, then notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, all subsequent
Profits shall be allocated to the Interest Holders pro rata based on Losses allocated to them
pursuant to this Subsection until each Interest Holder has been allocated an amount of
Profits pursuant to this Subsection equal to the Losses previously allocated to that Interest
Holder under this Subsection.

232.  Cash Method Limitation. If the Company is on the cash method of
accounting and more than 35% of the Company’s Losses in any year would be allocable to
Interest Holders who are limited entrepreneurs (within the meaning of § 464(e)(2) of the
Code), then except as otherwise provided in Section 2.2.1, the Losses in excess of 35%
otherwise allocable to those Interest Holders shall be specially allocated among the other
Interest Holders in the ratio that each shares in Losses. If any Losses are allocated to an

Year. It is the intent of the parties hereto that any allocation pursuant to this Subsection
shall constitute a “minimum gain chargeback™ under Regulation Section 1.704-2(i)(4).

253.  Qualified Income Offset. If an Interest Holder unexpectedly receives
an adjustment, allocation, or distribution described in Regulation Section 1.704-
1(b)(2)(i1)(d)(4), (5), or (6), then to the extent required under Regulations Section 1.704-
1(b)(2)(d), such Interest Holder shall be allocated items of income and gain of the Company
(consisting of a pro rata portion of each item of Company income, including grossincome
and gain for that Fiscal Year) before any other allocation is made of Company items for
that Fiscal Year, in the amount and in proportions required to eliminate the Interest
Holder’s Adjusted Capital Account Deficit as quickly as possible. This Subsection is
intended to comply with, and shall be interpreted consistently with, the “qualified income
offset” provisions of the Regulations promulgated under Code Section 704(b).

LEASE AGREEMENT

BONIFACE MALL, LLC

1. PARTIES. This Lease Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made ty and between Boniface Mall
LLQ (“Landlord”), and B2H LLC ("Tenant") executing this Agreement, whose namne and address is set forth on
Exhibit A attached, which is hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Agreenzent.

‘ 2. PREMISES. Landlord leases to Tenant, and Tenant leases from Landlord those premises (the
“Premises”) located in Anchorage, Alaska, and more particularly described in Exhibit A.

3. TERM.

) 3.1 Initial Term. The Initial Term of this Lease shall commence on or as of the
"Effective Date" and shali terminate on the "Termination Date" set forth in Exhibit A.

32 Renewal Term(s). After the expiration of the [nitial Term and provided Tenant
is not then in default of any provision of this Lease, Tenant may renew, at its option. the term of this Lease for the
period of time set forth on Exhibit A. Tenant shall elect to renew this Lease by delivering written notice of such
election to Landlord no earlier than twelve (12) months prior to the expiration of the Initial Term and no later than
three (3) months prior to the expiration of the Initial Term. Any such renewal of this Lease shall be upon mutual
agreement of the Parties, and on such terms as the parties agree in writing. As used in this Lease Agreement, "term
of this Lease" or "lease term" includes the Initial Term and any Renewal Term.

3.3 Holdover Tenancy. If Tenant remains in possession of the Premises after the

expiration of the term cf this Lease without the express written consent of Landlord, such occupancy shall be a
tenancy from month-to-month at a rental rate of 150% of the last monthly rental amount, plus all other charges

payable under this Agreement, and upon all other terms and conditions of this Leasc.

4. RENT AND SECURITY DEPOSIT.

4.1 Rent. Tenant shall pay to Landlord monthly rent for the Premises ("Rent") in
advance on the first day of each month, without prior demand, deduction, or offset in the amount and at the place
set forth on Exhibit A, oi at such other place as Landlord from time to time designates. Rent for any partial month

shall be prorated..

4.2 Additional Rent. The parties agree and acknowledge that the Rent provided in this
Lease reflects Landlord's current cost of real property taxes and insurance on the Premises and that these costs
may increase during the teim of this Lease. Tenant hereby agrees to pay to Landlord as additional Rent any
increases in Landlord's cost of insurance (not including increases resulting froin increases in insurance coverage
levels) and/or real property taxes on the Premises after the Effective Date. Any such increases in insurance or
taxes shall be prorated based on the square footage of the Premises in relation to the entire building in which the
Premises are located. Tenant also hereby agrees to pay as additional Rent any sales ot use taxes imposed on the
Rent payable under this Agreement. The marijuana retail business can effect insurance rates above and beyond
other retail establishments. If insurance rates based on a marijuana retail establishment increases the Mall
insurance as a whole, then that increase will be passed on to the tenant directly and not allocated to other tenants
based on square footage. The additional cost shall be determined by an insurance quote that includes the marijuana
retail store and a quote by the same company the excludes a marijuana retail store.
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4.3 Security Deposit. Upon exccution of this Lease Agreement, Tenant shall pay
to Landlord the amount set forth on Exhibit A ("Security Deposit") as security for the performance by Tenant of
the provisions of this Lease, If Tenant is in default, Landlord shall use the Security Deposit, or any portion of it.
to cure the default or to compensate Landlord for all damage sustained by Landlord resulting from Tenant's default.
If Tenant is not in default at the expiration or termination of this Lease. Landlord shali return the Security Deposit
to Tenant. Payment of the Security Deposit shall not relieve Tenant from paying the lasi month's Rent.

5. SURRENDER. On termination of this Lease and subject to Sections 9 and 13, Tenant shall
surrender the Premises ciean and in as good condition as when Landlord delivered possession of the Premises to
Tenant, normal wear and tear excepted. Tenant shall return all keys to Landlord on the final day of the lease term.

6. USE. The Premises shall be used solely for purposes consistent with Tenant's Business, as
described in Exhibit A. Tenant shall not use or permit any part of the Premises to be used for a purpose in violation
of any municipal, state, or federal ordinance or law with the exception of federal laws which are not consistent
with state laws with respect to the marijuana retail/grow business. Tenant shali not use or permit the use of the
Premises in any manner that will tend to create waste or a nuisance or disturb other tenants or neighbors.

7. MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS, AND ALTERATIONS.

7.1 Tenant’s Obligations. Tenant, at Tenant’s sole expense, shall comply with all
applicable laws, ordinances, and regulations governing Tenant’s use of the Premises. Subject to Section 9 of this
Agreement, Tenant shali be responsible for all maintenance and repairs to the Premises including, but not limited
to, maintenance of all interior and exterior doors, heating, ventilating and cocling svstems, back door exterior
lighting, interior wiring, plumbing and drain pipes to sewers due to tenant neglect {not unforeseen issues that would
be out of tenant’s control). and replacement of all glass. Tenant shall also remove snow and ice from the sidewalk
or walkways in front of the Premises, Tenant shall refrain from disposal of any material into the wastewater
system other than toilet paper. Plumbing repair charges related to unauthorized disposal of material into the
wastewater system shall be paid by the tenant.

7.2 Landlord’s Rights. If Tenant fails to perform Tenant’s obligzations under Section 7.1.
Landlord, at its option, and after five (5) days' advance notice to Tenant, may enter upon the Premises and put the
Premises in good order, condition, and repair. Tenant shall pay the reasonable cost of Landlord’s repair at the time
of Tenant’s next renta! payment upon receipt of an invoice from Landlord. Notwithstanding the forgoing, during
any entry by Landlord or its agents on the premises, Landlord’s agents or employees shall be over age of 21 and
shall comply with Tenant’s visitor policy, show government issued ID, wear a visitor badge, remain in eye sight
of a designated Tenant agent. comply with and sign into the log in sheet and sign out when leaving the premises.
as is required by the Alaska Marijuana Control Board Regulations. At no time shalt Landlord have more than five
persons enter he premises.

7.3 Alterations and Additions. Tenant has thoroughly examined the Property and accepts
possession of the same "AS [3" and in its present condition. Tenant shall not make any alterations, improvements.
additions, or utility installations in, on, or about the Premises except upon Landlord's prior written consent. Any
such approved alterations, improvements, additions, or installments made by Tenant 1c the Premises shall be at
Tenant’s sole cost and expense. Upon termination of this Lease, Landlord may require Tenant to remove all or
part of any alterations instalied during Tenant’s occupancy. Unless Landlord requires their removal, all alterations.
improvements, additions, or fixtures, other than Tenant’s trade fixtures, shall become the property of Landlord and
shall be surrendered with the Premises at the expiration of the term of this lease.
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8. INSURANCE & INDEMNITY.

8.1 Insurance. Tenant, at Tenant’s sole expense, shall maintain liability insurance in the
minimum amount of $300.000 per occurrence and $1,000,000 aggregate, unless other minimum coverage limits
are set forth in Exhibit A, All policies of insurance obtained by Tenant under this Agreement shall contain and
provide for a waiver of subrogation against Landlord,

8.2 Insurance Policies. Insurance purchased by Tenant shall be, if obtainable and
available, to be with companies rated A or better in the “Best Insurance Guide,” and shall not be cancelable or
materially changed except after thirty (30) days written notice to Landlord. Tenant shall name Landlord as an
additional insured on Tenant’s policies. Tenant shall deliver to Landlord certificates evidencing such insurance.
naming Landlord as an additional insured. Tenant shall furnish Landlord with renewals or “binders” of such
insurance. If Tenant fails to provide the above-described insurance or fails to provide evidence of such insurance,
Landlord may order such insurance and charge the cost to Tenant. Such cost shall be reimbursed to Landlord at
the time of Tenant’s next remal payment.

8.3 Indemnity. Tenant shall defend, indemnify, and hold Landlord harmless against any
and all loss or claims arisiig from Tenant’s use of the Premises, the conduct of Tenani's Business, or from any
activity, work, or things dene, permitted, or suffered by Tenant or any of Tenart's agents, guests, invitees. visitors.
contractors, or employees on or about the Premises, and against all costs, attorney’s fees, expenses, and liabilities
incurred in the defense of any such claim.

84 Waiver. Landlord shall not be liable for loss or damage io Tenant’s property. Tenant
assumes all risk of damage to property or injury to persons, in, upon, or about the Premises resulting from Tenant’s
activities and/or those of its employees, invitees, and/or agents, and Tenant waives all claims against Landlord
relating to such loss or damage, unless such loss or damage is due to Landlord's gross negligence.

9. DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION - REPAIRS AND RESTORATION

9.1 Destruction. If the Premises are totally destroyed or suffer damage from casualties or
acts of God amounting to 75% or more of the value of the Premises, this Lease shail terminate automatically as of
the date of such occurrence. Terant, however, shall remain liable for all sums owed at the date of such occurrence.
but no further liability shall accrue to Tenant after the date of such damage.

9.2 Damage. If the Premises suffer damage from casuaities or acts of God amounting to
less than 75% of the value of the Premises, this Lease will continue in full effect unless Tenant requests, in writing.
within thirty (30) days following the damage, that Landlord make an election as described in this Section 9.2.
Landlord shall elect within fifteen (15) days of Tenant’s request to either (a) restore the Premises to substantiallv
their condition immediaiely preceding such damage; or (b) terminate this Lease, in which case all further rights
and obligations of both parties shall terminate as of the date of such damage. If Landlord elects to restore the
Premises, then Landlord shall reduce the rent according to the degree of untenantability of the Premises from the
date of such damage untii the restoration of the Premises is substantially compieted.

2.3 Liability. Notwithstanding Sections 9.1 and 9.2 abovz. ir no event shall La'ndlord be
liable to Tenant for destruction or damage by casualty to any of Tenant’s property, inciudmg business, inventory,
furniture, equipment, or other items otherwise belonging to Tenant, or for income derived from such business or

property.
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10. TAXES.

10.1 Payment by Landlord. Landlord will pay, or cause to be paid. to the appropriate
governmental body ail reai property taxes and assessments when due, subject to the provisions of Section 4.2 of
this Lease. In the event any governmental body assesses the Premises as a resuit of Tenant’s use of the Premises
and occupancy, Tenant shall promptly, upon receipt of invoice, reimburse Landlord for any such assessment paid
by or on behalf of Landlord.

12. Assignment and Subletting. Tenant may not assign or sublet Tcnant’s interest in this Lease
Agreement or in the Premises without Landlord's prior written consent. In the event that Landlord consents to any
such assignment or sublease, Tenant shall remain primarily responsible to pay the rent and to perform all of
Tenant’s other obligaticns under this Lease. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant shail have the right to sublease
this space or portions of the Preniises to any other entity formed by the Tenant for the purpose of complying with
licensing requirements for the use described in Exhibit A, item number 6.

13. DEFAULTS AND REMEDIES.

13.1 Defaults. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events shall constitute
a material default and breach of this Lease by Tenant:

a) Breach or default by Tenant of any of the terms or conditions of any sublease
or assignment of this Lease;

b) Abandonment of the Premises without payment of Reat;

c) Failure by Tenant to make payment of Rent;

d) Failure by Tenant to make any payment other than Rent payments as and when
due, where such failure shall continue for a period of (5) business days after written notice from Landlord: or

€) Failure by Tenant to observe or perform any of the covenants, conditions. or

provisions of this Lease, other than making of any payment, where such failure shall continue for a period of ten
(10) days after writien notice from Landlord (or if such failure cannot be reasonabiv cured within said 10-day
period, where Tenant does not begin efforts to cure the default within such 10-dav period and/or does not
subsequently continue to diligently work to cure such default within a reasonable period).
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13.2  Remedies. In the event of any material default or breach by Tenant, Landlord, at any
time with or without notice or demand, without waiving or limiting any other rizht or remedy, may choose. at its
sole discretion, any one or more of the following remedies:

a) Terminate this Lease. In the event of terminaticn Tenant shall surrender
possession of said Premises immediately and shall pay Landlord all damages Landlord may reasonably incur by
reason of Tenant’s default, including the cost of recovering possession of the Premises and the excess, if any. of
the amount of Rent and charges due under this Agreement for the remainder of the term over the then reasonable
rental value of the Premises for the remainder of the term.

b) Immediately, after contacting the Marijuana Control Office, re-enter and
remove all persons and personal property from the Premises. At Landlord’s option. Landlord may arrange for
storage of the property at Tenant’s expense and without liability to Landlord. Landlord’s re-entry shall not
terminate this Lease, unless Landlord gives written notice of an intention to terminate to Tenant. Notwithstanding
any such re-entry by Landlord, the liability of Tenant for the Rent provided for in this Agreement, including any
unrecovered Rent, shall not be extinguished for the balance of the term of the Lease. Landlord shall not take into
its possession any marijuana or marijuana product and shall contact the State of Alaska AMCO prior to any access
to the license premises if Tenant cannot be reached, defaults on obligations. abandons the property, or similar
event.

c) Rent the Premises or any part of the Premises for the account of Tenant upon
such terms and conditions and for such period as Landlord may consider advisable, either with or without any
equipment that may be situated on the Premises. Landlord shall apply the rents received from re-renting first to
the reasonable expenses of re-renting, including any necessary renovation and alteration, reasonable attorney’s
fees, and any real estate commission actually paid. Landlord shall apply any r=mzining rent toward payment of
all sums due or to become due t¢ Landlord under this Agreement.

d) Collect by legal proceedings Rent or other surns as they become due.

e) Enforce by legal proceedings or otherwise any covenant or condition or term
of this Lease.

13.3 Automatic Termination. This lease shall terminate immediately and be of no further
effect upon (i) the making of Tenant of any general arrangement for the benefit of creditors; (ii) the filing by or
against Tenant of a petition in bankruptcy, including reorganization or arrangement, unless, in the case ofa
petition filed against Tenant, the same is dismissed within sixty (60) days; or (iii) the apnointment of a trustee or
receiver to take possession of substantially all of Tenant’s assets located at the Preinises or of Tenant’s interest in

the Lease.
13.4 Notice by Tenant of Default. Tenant shall notify Landlord promptly of Landlord’s

default.

13.5 Defaunlt by Landlord. Landlord shall not be in default, unless Landlord fails to
perform its obligations within thirty (30) days after written notice by Tenant specifying how Landlord has failed
to perform. If the nature of L.andlord’s obligation, however, is such that more than thirty (30) days are required
for performance, Landlord shall not be in default if Landlord commences performance within thirty (30) days of
Tenant’s written notice and subsequently completes Landlord’s performance within a reasonable time. If Landlord
is in default under this Lease, Tenant shall have the right to cure any such default for and at the expense of
Landlord, whereby Landlord shail pay such reasonable costs incurred by Tenant to cure the default on behalf of
Landlord within thirty (30) days of Tenant furnishing Landlord with a written invoice spacifying such costs. In
the event of any actual or alleged failure, breach, or default by Landlord, the solz and exclusive remedy ot Tenant
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shall be against Landlord’s interest in the Premises, and no writ of execution will ever be levied against the assets
of Landlord, other than L.andlord’s interest in the Premises.

14. CONDEMNATION. If all or part of the Premises is taken unider powzr of eminent domain. or
sold under the threat of the exercise of said power, Tenant may, by written notice within ten (10) days after notice
of such taking (or absent such notice, within ten (10) days after either the condemning authority takes possession
or the sale), terminate this Lease. If Tenant does not so terminate, this Agreement shall remain in effect as to the
portion of the Premises remaining, except that the rent shall be reduced in the prcportion that the floor area taken
bears to the original total floor area. Landlord shall be entitled to any award for the taking of all or part of the
Premises under the power of eminent domain (including any award for diminution of value of the leaschold.
severance damages, or the like) and/or any proceeds from a sale made under threat of the exercise of such power.
Tenant shall be entitled only to any award for loss of or damage to Tenant's trade fixtures and removable personal
property and moving expenses or any portion of the condemnation award attributabie to relocation cost or
interruption/loss of its Jeasehold rights.

15. ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS.

15.1 Hazardous Substances. Tenant shall not use the Premises or permit the Premises to
be used for the generation, manufacture, storage, treatment, disposal. release. or threatened release of any
Hazardous Substance. For purposes of this Agreement, the term "Hazardous Substance” shall mean and include
oil, petroleum, and hydrocarbons in any form, as well as substances deemed hazardous or toxic pursuant to the
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act ("CERCLA"), 42 U.S.C. § 9601 et.
seq.; the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (“RCRA™), 42 U.S.C. § 6901 et seq.; the Clean Water Act, 33
U.S.C. § 1251 et seq.: the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. § 7401 et seq.; the Emergency Planning and Community Right
to Know Act ("EPCRA™),42 U.S.C. § 11001 et seq.; the Alaska Superfund statute, AS 46.03.822; and other Alaska
environmental laws set forth in Title 46 of the Alaska Statutes. Tenant shall comply with all applicable local. state.
and federal environmental statutes, rules, regulations, and orders during the term of this Agreement.

15.2 Indemnification. Tenant shall indemnify, defend, reimburse, assume the costs of, and
hold Landlord, and Landlord's agents, employees, successors, and assigns (each an "Indemnified Person™)
harmless from and against any and all Losses whatsoever arising directly or indirectly trom or out of, or in any
way connected with (i) any breach by Tenant of Section 15.1 above or any adverse environmental condition arising

after the Effective Date of this Agreement.

15.3 Assumed Costs, Tenant expressly agrees to assume all costs incurred by any
Indemnified Person in investigating the nature and severity of any adverse environmental condition; conducting
studies to determine the impact of the adverse environmental condition upon the public health or environmental
receptors; eliminating the adverse environmental condition to the satisfaction of the government agencies with
jurisdiction over the Premises; conducting any tests, monitoring, or other activities requested by such agencies
following the cleanup; and compensating any person, or the estate, heirs, or beneficiaries of such person, who
suffered injury, illness, or death as a result of the adverse environmental condition.

15.4 Losses. For purposes of this Agreement, “Losses” is defined to include, without
limitation, all known and unknown liabilities, claims, causes of action, payment requests or demands, losses.
expenses, obligations, responsibilities, remedial actions, lawsuits, judgments, consent agreements, orders,
assessments, costs (including, but not limited to, costs associated with investigation, feasibility studies, cleanup.
remediation, response, monitoring, institutional controls, deed restrictions, and government oversight), sums paid
in settlement, fees (including, but not limited to, disbursements, expenses, and fees of counsel, experts, and
consultants), diminution in value of the Premises or other affected property, penalties, fines, sanctions, interest,
equitable relief, damages, punitive damages, consequential damages, and treble dariages. Losses include those
arising under CERCLA, 42 U.S.C. § 9601 et seq., RCRA, 6901 et seq., the Alaska Superfund statute, AS
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46.03.822; and other applicable State and federal environmental laws. Losses do not depend on the existence of
pending or threatened litigation, or whether or not any Indemnified Person is a party.

15.5 Adverse Environmental Condition. For purposes of this Agreement, "adverse
environmental condition" includes, but is not limited to (i) the existence of, or the release, leakage, spill. or
emission (whether sudden or non-sudden, accidental or non-accidental) of, or exposure to, any Hazardous
Substance into or onto the environment (including, without limitation, the air, ground, water, groundwater, or any
surface); and (ii) the vioiation or alleged violation of any statute, ordinance, order, rule, regulation, permit. or
license of or from any governmental authority, agency, or court relating to environmental matters.

15.6 Survival. This Section 15 shall survive termination of the lease,

16. GENERAL PROVISIONS.

16.1 Estoppel Certificates. Within ten (10) days after a writien request by Landlord, Tenant
shall execute, acknowledge, and deliver to Landlord a statement in writing (i) certifying that this Agreement is
unmodified and in full force and effect (or, if modified, stating the nature of such modification and certifying that
this Agreement, as so modified. is in full force and effect) and the date to which Rent and other changes are paid
in advance, if any; and (ii) either acknowledging that Tenant is not aware of any defaulis on the part of Landlord.
or specifying such defaults if any are claimed. Tenant’s failure to provide this siatement shall be conclusive
evidence (i) that this Agreement is in full force and effect, without modification except as may be represented by
Landlord; (ii) that no defaults in Landlord’s performance exist; and (iii) that Tenant has not paid more than one
month’s Rent in advance.

16.2 Landlord’s Liability. Landlord may assign this Agreemnent at any time without
notification to or permission by Tenant. Such assignment shall, effective beginning as of the date of such
assignment, terminate Landlord’s obligations under this Agreement provided that the assignment requires the
assignee to be responsible for all provisions of the Agreement applicable to Landlord.

16.3 Interest on Past Due Obligations. Except as expressly provided, any amount not paid
by Tenant when due shall bear interest at ten percent (10%) per year from the date due, provided, however. if 10%
exceeds the applicable legal maximum rate, the legal maximum shall apply.

16.4 Prior Agreements and Amendments. This Agreement contains all agreements of the
parties with respect to any matter mentioned, and may be modified only by a writing signed by the parties.

16.5 Waivers. Waiver by Landlord of any provision shail not waive Landlord’s right to
enforce any other provision or object to any subsequent breach of the same or any other provision.

16.6 Recording. Tenant shall not record this Lease without Landlord’s prior written
consent. The parties may execute, acknowledge, and deliver a “short form” memorandum of this Lease, which

either party may record.

16.7 Binding Effect. This Lease shall bind the parties, their personal representatives,
successors, and assignees.

16.8 Subordination. This Lease, at Landlord’s option, shal! be subordirate to any ground
lease, mortgage, deed of trust, or other security arrangement now or later placed upon the real property of which
the Premises are a part and to any and all advances made on the security of such security arrangement and to all
renewals, modifications, consolidations, replacements, and extensions. Notwithstanding such subordination,

To protest the approval of this application pursuant to 3 AAC 306.060, you must furnish the director and
the applicant with a clear and concise written statement of reasons for the protest within 60 days of the
date of this notice, and provide AMCO proof of service of the protest upon the applicant. If the protest is
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have
been met before the director issues the license.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a
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result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our March 31 — April 1, 2021 meeting.
