Caradundy is built inside 3 connected connex trailers totaling roughly 1,000 feet square. All exterior
doors are secured and recorded with wide angle night vision cameras.

A marijuana establishment may house
surveillance recording equipment and video surveillance records in an area approved by the board
under 3 AAC 306.705(d) and 3 AAC 306.710(d) if the area meets the security requirements under
this subsection.
