ARTICLE |
Company Formation

FORMATION. The Members have formed a Limited Liability Company
("Company") according to the laws of the state in which the Company
was formed. This operating agreement is entered into and effective as
of the date it is adopted by the members.

REGISTERED AGENT. The name and location of the Company's
registered agent will be stated in the company’s formation documents.

TERM. The Company will continue perpetually unless,

(a2) Members whose capital interest as defined in Article 2.2 exceeds 50
percent vote for dissolution; or

MANAGEMENT OF THE BUSINESS. The Members holding a majority
of the capital interests in the Company, as set forth in Exhibit 2 as
amended, may vote to elect a Manager ar Managers.

MEMBERS. The liability of the Members will be limited according to
state law. Members that are not Managers will take no part in the
control, management, direction, or operation of the Company's affairs
and will have no power to bind the Company in legal agreements. The
Managers may seek advice from the Members, but need not follow
such advice.

Effective March 13th, 2020, all harvest batches must be uniformly
dried, cured and packaged prior to creating a test sample package.

This caused the test results to not be properly attached to the remaining marijuana from this harvest batch.  Effective March 13th, 2020, all harvest batches must be uniformly dried, cured and packaged prior to creating a test sample package.  

AMCO Enforcement sent all licensees an Advisory Notice outlining these changes on 3/6/20.

This is a violation of 3 AAC 306.445
