WHAT IS A COMMERCIAL LEASE
AGREEMENT?

A simple Commercial Lease Agreement
will identify the following basic elements:

A Commercial Lease Agreement is a formal
document between a landlord and a tenant

to rent business property. If the tenant plans

to operate a company on the premises, a
Commercial Lease Agreement allows both

parties to formalize their leasing relationship

through a legally recognized document.

Often times, the property leased can be a
simple office, an entire building, a retail
store, a new restaurant, or even a large
warehouse for industrial purposes like a
manufacturing factory or self-storage
facilities.
