Seed will be stored in a safe in the secure room. All clones and immature plants will be kept in the veg room. 
Plants be transferred to the flower room upon reaching maturity in the veg room. 


After an average of 8 weeks in the flower room, plants will be cut and weighed. The weight will be recorded. 


Next, the marijuana will be trimmed, dried, and cured in the curing room. 


Once cured, samples will be sent out for testing. Upon receiving test results, marijuana will be weighed for final, dry 
weight.

All compost material will be stored in a fenced area on the west side of the building and reused in outdoor gardening 
once the material has composted.

The building is located over 200 feet from the road. The filtration system is made up of two 10 inch powered air filters, 
each running 1201 CFM. The filters will be in operation 24 hrs per day, 7 days per week, internally filtering the flower 
room. The intake and exhaust all have carbon filters to trap smell and the curing room is a sealed environment. 
All areas of the facility which are under cultivation have intake and exhaust ventilation, all containing carbon filtration.
