THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is entered into to be
effective as of May 10th | 2021 (the “Effective Date”), by and among each of the persons
listed on Exhibit A and executing this Agreement, or a counterpart thereof, as Members of
Rural Retail Northwest, LLC, an Alaska limited liability company (the “Company’’).

Section I
Formation; Name and Office; Purpose

1.1.  Formation. Pursuant to the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act,
A.S. Sections 10.50.010 through 10.50.995 (the “Act”), the parties have formed an Alaska
limited liability company effective upon the filing of the Articles of Organization of this
Company (the “Articles”) with the State of Alaska Department of Commerce, Community,
and Economic Development. The parties have executed this Agreement to serve as the
“Operating Agreement” of the Company, as that term is defined in A.S. section 10.50.095,
and, subject to any applicable restrictions set forth in the Act, the business and affairs of
the Company, and the relationships of the parties to one another, shall be operated in
accordance with and governed bythe terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. By
executing this Agreement, the Members certify that those executing this Agreement
constitute all of the Members of the Company at the time of its formation. The parties agree
to execute all amendments of the Articles, and do all filing, publication, and other acts as
may be appropriate from time to time hereafter to comply with the requirements of the Act.

1.2.  Name and Known Place of Business. The Company shall be conducted under
the name of Rural Retail Northwest, LLC and the known place of business of the Company
shall be at 500 E. International Airport Road, Suite F, AK 99518 or such other place as the
Manager may from time to time determine.

1.3.  Purpose. The purpose and business of this Company shall be for real estate
holdings and management, and any other lawful purpose as may be determined by the
Members. The Company shall have the power to do any and all acts and things necessary,
appropriate, or incidental in furtherance of such purpose.

1.4.  Treatment as a Partnership. It is the intent of the Members that the Company
shall always be operated in a manner consistent with its treatment as a partnership for
federal income tax purposes, but that the Company shall not be operated or treated as a

Section I1
Definitions

The following terms shall have the meanings set forth in this Section II:

“Act” means the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, A.S. Sections
10.50.010 through 10.50.995, as amended from time to time (or any corresponding
provisions of succeeding law).

“Affiliate” means, with respect to any Interest Holder or Member, any Person: (i)
who is a member of the Interest Holder’s or Member’s Family; (ii) which owns more than
ten percent (10%) of the voting or economic interests in the Interest Holder or Member;

“Interest” means a Person’s share of the Profits and Losses (and specially allocated
items of income, gain, and deduction) of, and the right to receive distributions from, the
Company.

“Interest Holder” means any Person who holds an Interest, whether as a Member
or as an unadmitted assignee of a Member.

“Involuntary Transfer” shall include, without limitation, any Transfer of a Member
or Interest Holder’s Interest pursuant to any order of any court relating to any petition for
divorce, legal separation, marital dissolution, or annulment, or any guardianship,
conservatorship, or other protective proceeding.

“Majority in Interest” means one or more Members who own, collectively, a simple
majority of the Percentage Interests held by Members.

“Member” means each Person signing this Agreement and any Person who
subsequently is admitted as a member of the Company until such time as an Event of
Withdrawal has occurred with respect to such Member.

“Membership Rights” means all of the rights of a Member in the Company,
including a Member’s: (i) Interest, (ii) right to inspect the Company’s books and records,
and (iii) right to participate in the management of and vote on matters coming before the
Company.

“Percentage Interest” means, as to a Member, the percentage of the total vote

Section 111
Capital Contributions

3.1.  Capital Contributions.

3.1.1. Initial Capital Contributions. Upon the execution of this Agreement,
the Members have or shall make contributions to the capital of the Company as set forth in
Exhibit A attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

3.1.2. Additional Capital Contributions & capital calls. Additional capital
contributions shall be required if a majority interest of the members vote and determine
capital contribution is necessary. In the event one Member is unable to make necessary
capital contribution, their ownership percentage will be reduced pro rata, this shall be
determined quarterly to allow for the opportunity for the non-contributing member to catch
up on contributions. For example, if the total capital contributions of all members equals
$100,000.00 and the additional capital call is for another $100,000.00 and one member is
unable to come up with their percentage interest share and the other members provide the
full capital call, the non contributing member’s percentage interest shall be reduced
accordingly.

3.2.  Withdrawal or Return of Capital Contributions. Except as specifically
provided in this Agreement, no Interest Holder shall have the right to withdraw or reduce
the Capital Contributions he or she makes to the Company. Upon dissolution of the

5.1.4. Approval to employ accountants, legal counsel, managing agents, or
other experts to perform services for the Company and compensate them from Company
funds requires a simple majority membership percentage interest approval;

5.1.5. To vote any shares or interests in other entities in which Company
holds an interest requires a simple majority membership percentage interest approval;
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52.  Actions Requiring Supermajorty Approval. In addition to those actions for
which this Agreement specifically requires the consent of the Membership percentage
interest, the following actions require approval by a Super Majority of the Membership
percentage Interest (meaning at least 75% of the super majority membership percentage
interest).

5.2.1. Amend this Agreement or the Articles, except that any amendments
required under the Act to correct an inaccuracy in the Articles may be filed at any time;

5.2.2. Authorize the Company to make an assignment for the benefit of
creditors of the Company, file a voluntary petition in bankruptcy, or consent to the
appointment of a receiver for the Company or its assets; or

5.2.3. Approve a plan of merger or consolidation of the Company with or
into one or more business entities;

5.2.4. Borrow money for the Company from banks, other lending
institutions, the Interest Holders, Members, or Affiliates of the Interest Holders or to
hypothecate, encumber, or grant security interests in the assets of the Company;

5.2.5. Sell or otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of the assets of the
Company in a single transaction or a series of related transactions; or

5.2.6. Enter into any contract or agreement between the Company and any
Member, Interest Holder, or Affiliate of a Member or Interest Holder without the consent
of a Majority of the Members.

53. Managers Have No Exclusive Duty to Company. The Manager(s) shall not
be required to manage the Company as the Manager’s sole and exclusive function and the
Manager(s) may engage in other business and investment activities in addition to those
relating to the Company.

54.  Reports. Any member may access the books and records of the Company for
review.
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55.  Title to Company Property.

5.5.1. Except as provided in Section 5.9.2, all real and personal property
acquired by the Company shall be acquired and held by the Company in its name.

Section VI
Members

6.1. Meetings. Unless otherwise prescribed by the Act, meetings of the Members
may be called, for any purpose or purposes, by a Majority of the Members.

6.2.  Place of Meetings. Whoever calls the meeting may designate any place,
either within or outside the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any meeting of the
Members.

6.3. Notice of Meetings. May be made in writing using electronic forms of
communication and must provide at least three days notice, unless waived by all members.

6.4. Quorum. A Majority of the Members, represented in person or by proxy,
shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of Members. Business may be conducted once a
quorum is present.

6.5. Voting Rights of Membership percentage interest. Each Member is only
entitled to vote his or her membership percentage interest. For example, if one member has
51% membership interest, then their vote is the simple majority interest as it would be 51%
of the total percentage of ownership. No withdrawn Member shall be entitled to vote nor
shall such Member’s Interest be considered outstanding for any purpose pertaining to
meetings or voting.

6.6.  Proxies. At all meetings of Members, a Member may vote their percentage
membership interest in person or by proxy executed in writing by the Member or by a duly
authorized attorney-in-fact.

Section VII
Transfers and Withdrawals

71.  Transfers. Transfers are prohibited unless approved by simple majority of
percentage interest (i.e., it takes 51% of ownership percentage to bring in a new member
into the company).

72, Withdrawal. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, no Member

shall have the right to withdraw from the Company. Any such withdrawal shall constitute
a material breach of this Agreement and the Company shall have the right to recover
damages from the withdrawn member and to offset the damages against any amounts
otherwise distributable to such Member under this Agreement.

73.  Option on Death, Bankruptcy or Involuntary Transfer. Providing that a
majority of the membership interest approves, a member may sell their interest to another
person or provide for inheritance of their interest to a relative or family member.

74.  No Transfer of Membership Rights. The Transfer of an Interest shall not
result in the Transfer of any of the Transferring Member’s other Membership Rights, if
any, and unless the transferee is admitted as a Member pursuant to Section VII of this
Agreement, the transferee shall only be entitled to receive, to the extent transferred, the
share of distributions, including distributions representing the return of contributions, and
the allocation of Profits and Losses (and other items of income, gain, or deduction), to
which the Transferring Member would have otherwise been entitled with respect to the
Transferring Member’s percentage Interest. The transferee shall have no right to participate
in the management of the business and affairs of the Company or to become or to exercise
any rights of a Member. However, membership rights are afforded to persons who receive
the membership interest via inheritance, pending approval stated in section 7.3.

75.  Substitute Members. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, an assignee of a Member may only be admitted as a substitute Member upon the
written consent of a Majority of the non-transferring Membership interest percentage,
which consent may be withheld.

76.  Additional Members. The Company shall not issue additional percentage
Interests after the date of formation of the Company without the written consent or approval
of a Majority of the Members, which consent may be withheld in the Members’ sole and
absolute discretion.

77.  Expenses. Expenses of the Company or of any Interest Holder occasioned by
transfers of Interests shall be reimbursed to the Company or Interest Holder, as the case
may be, by the transferee.

78.  Distributions on Withdrawal. Upon the occurrence of an Event of
Withdrawal with respect to a Member, the withdrawn Member shall not be entitled to
receive a withdrawal distribution but the withdrawn Member (or the withdrawn Member’s

Section VIII
Dissolution and Termination

8.1. Dissolution.

8.1.1. Events of Dissolution. The Company will be dissolved upon the
occurrence of any of the following events:

8.1.1.1. Upon the written consent of a Majority of the Members;

10.50.405 of the Act or an administrative dissolution under Section 10.50.408 of the Act;

8.1.1.3. Upon the sale or other disposition of all or substantially all of
the Company’s assets and receipt by the Company of the proceeds therefrom; or

8.1.1.4. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Withdrawal of the last
remaining Member unless within ninety (90) days all assignees of Interests in the Company
consent in writing to admit at least one member to continue the business of the company.

8.2.  Continuation. An Event of Withdrawal with respect to a Member shall not
cause dissolution, and the Company shall automatically continue following such an Event
of Withdrawal.

8.3.  Distributions and Other Matters. The Company shall not terminate until its
affairs have been wound up and its assets distributed as provided herein. Promptly upon
the dissolution of the Company, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed a Notice
of Winding Up with the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic
Development, and will liquidate the assets of the Company and apply and distribute the
proceeds of such liquidation, or distribute the Company’s assets in kind, as follows and in
the following order:
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8.3.1. Ordinary Debts. To payment of the debts and liabilities of the Company,
including debts owed to Interest Holders, in the order of priority provided by law; provided
that the Company shall first pay, to the extent permitted by law, liabilities with respect to
which any Interest Holder is or may be personally liable;

8.3.2. Reserves and Distributions. To the setting up of such reserves as the
Members may deem reasonably necessary for any contingent or unforeseen liabilities or
obligations of the Company arising out of or in connection with the Company business;

8.3.3. Remainder. The balance of the proceeds shall be distributed to the
Interest Holders in accordance with the positive balance in their Capital Accounts,
determined as though all of the Company assets were sold for cash at their fair market value as
of the date of distribution. Any such distributions shall be made in accordance with the timing
requirements of Treasury Regulation Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(b)(2).

8.4.  Deficit Capital Accounts. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement, if any Interest Holder’s Capital Account has a deficit balance (taking into account
all contributions, distributions, and allocations for the year in which a liquidation occurs), the
Interest Holder shall not be obligated to make any contribution to the capital of the Company
and the negative balance of such Interest Holder’s Capital Account shall not be considered a
debt owed by the Interest Holder to the Company or to any other person for any purpose
whatsoever.

8.5.  Rights of Interest Holders—Distributions of Property. Except as otherwise
provided in this Agreement, each Interest Holder shall look solely to the assets of the
Company for the return of his or her Capital Contribution and shall have no right or power to
demand or receive property other than cash from the Company. No Interest Holder shall have
priority over any other Interest Holder for the return of his or her Capital Contributions,
distributions, or allocations.

8.6.  Articles of Termination. When all the assets of the Company have been
distributed as provided herein, the Members shall cause to be executed and filed Articles of
Termination as required by the Act.

1L1.  Partial Invalidity. The invalidity of any portion of this Agreement will not
affect the validity of the remainder hereof.

112 Governing Law; Parties in Interest. This Agreement will be governed by and
construed according to the laws of the State of Alaska without regard to conflicts of law
principles and will bind and inure to the benefit of the heirs, successors, assigns, and personal
representatives of the parties.
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113.  Execution in Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, all
of which taken together shall be deemed one original.

114 Titles and Captions. All article, section, or paragraph titles or captions
contained in this Agreement are for convenience only and are not deemed part of the context
thereof.

115.  Pronouns and Plurals. All pronouns and any variations thereof are deemed to
refer to the masculine, feminine, neuter, singular, or plural as the identity of the person or
persons may require.

116.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding between
the parties, and supersedes any prior understandings and agreements between or among them
with respect to the subject matter hereof.

11.7.  Estoppel Certificate. Each Member shall, within ten (10) days after written
request by any Member or the Members, deliver to the requesting Person a certificate stating,
to the Member’s knowledge, that: (a) this Agreement is in full force and effect; (b) this
Agreement has not been modified except by any instrument or instruments identified in the
certificate; and (c) there is no default hereunder by the requesting Person, or if there is a
default, the nature and extent thereof.

Section XII
Arbitration

If the parties are unable to resolve any dispute arising out of this Agreement either
during or after its term informally, including the question as to whether any particular matter
is arbitrable, the parties agree to submit the matter to binding arbitration. In the event the
parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within twenty (20) days after either party has
demanded arbitration, either party may file a demand for arbitration with an Alaska regional
office of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA”) and a single arbitrator shall be
appointed in accordance with the then existing Commercial Arbitration Rules of the AAA.
At all times during arbitration, the arbitrator shall consider that the purpose of arbitration is
to provide for the efficient and inexpensive resolution of disputes, and the arbitrator shall limit
discovery whenever appropriate to insure that this purpose is pre-served. The dispute between
the parties shall be submitted for determination within sixty (60) days after the arbitrator has
been selected. The decision of the arbitrator shall be rendered within thirty (30) days after the
conclusion of the arbitration hearing. The decision of the arbitrator shall be in writing and
shall specify the factual and legal basis for the decision. Upon stipulation of the parties, or
upon a showing of good cause by either party, the arbitrator may lengthen or shorten the time

periods set forth herein for conducting the hearing or for rendering a decision. The decision
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of the arbitrator shall be final and binding upon the parties. Judgment to enforce the decision
of the arbitrator, whether for legal or equitable relief, may be entered in any court having
jurisdiction thereof, and the parties

hereto expressly and irrevocably consent to the jurisdiction of the Alaska Courts for such
purpose. The arbitrator shall conduct all proceedings pursuant to the then existing
Commercial Arbitration Rules of the AAA, to the extent such rules are not inconsistent with
the provisions of this Article III. The AAA Uniform Rules of Procedure shall not apply to
any arbitration proceeding relating to the subject matter or terms of the documents. In the event
a dispute is submitted to arbitration pursuant to this Section, the prevailing party shall be
entitled to the payment of its reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, as determined by the
arbitrator. Each of the parties shall keep all disputes and arbitration proceedings strictly
confidential, except for disclosures of information required by applicable law or regulation.

Section XIII Agreement
of Spouses of Members

By executing this Agreement, the spouse of each Interest Holder acknowledges and
consents to the terms and conditions of this Agreement and agrees, for himself or herself and
for the community of himself and herself and the Interest Holder, to be bound hereby. Each
spouse of an Interest Holder, for himself or herself and the community of which he or she is
a member, hereby irrevocably appoints the Interest Holder as attorney-in-fact with an
irrevocable proxy coupled with an Interest to vote on any matter to come before the Members
or to agree to and execute any amendments of this Agreement without further consent or
acknowledgment of the spouse and to execute proxies, instruments, or documents in the
spouse’s name as may be required to effect the same. This power of attorney is intended to
be durable and shall not be affected by disability of the spouse. At the time of executing this
agreement, none of the members are married, if they get married this agreement is binding
upon the community and spouse.

Section XIV
Representation

The parties hereby acknowledge that (i) JDW, LLC (the “Firm”) has not represented
Rural Retail Management, LLC in connection with the drafting of this Operating Agreement;
(11) that each of the signatories has been advised to seek independent counsel in connection
with such matters; and (ii1) that the firm does represent personally only member Kalla
Peacock and no other members of the Company. Payment of the Firm’s fees by the Company
or member shall not alter or amend any of the relationships.

Such Appraiser shall be jointly
selected by the Company and the offering Member, Interest Holder, or such Person’s estate
(the “Offering Member”) within fifteen (15) days after the other Members’ actual
knowledge of the Offering Member’s death or bankruptcy. The cost of the Appraiser shall
be borne equally by the Company and the Offering Member. If a mutually satisfactory
Appraiser cannot be selected, then the Company and the Offering Member each shall select
and pay for its own Appraiser and the two Appraisers shall attempt to reconcile their
valuations to arrive at a single valuation. If they are unable to do so, they shall jointly select
a third Appraiser to value the Offering Member’s Interest. The cost of the third Appraiser
shall be borne equally by the Company and the Offering Member. The three Appraisers
shall attempt to reconcile their valuations to arrive at a single valuation.

AMENDMENT AND ASSIGNMENT OF THE PREMISES LEASE

THIS AMENDMENT AND ASSIGNMENT OF THE PREMISES LEASE (this
“Amendment and Assignment”), is made as of Aprl € , 2021 by and between
GUDLIEF ORGANIZATION, LLC, an Alaska limited liability company, whose address is P.O.
Box 397, Nome, Alaska 99762 (“Assignor”), RURAL RETAIL NORTHWEST, LLC, an Alaska
limited liability company, whose address is Attn: Jason Evans, Manager, P.O. Box 241223,
Anchorage Alaska 99524 (“Assignee”), and NANCY MENDENHALL, an individual person,
whose address is P.O. Box 1141, Nome, Alaska 99762 (“Landlord”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Assignor and Landlord are parties to that certain Lease Agreement, dated
July 1, 2018 (as amended herein, the “Lease”), which Lease concerns approximately 600 square
feet of land and the building thereon (approximately 20ft x 30ft), owned by Assignor, at 303-C
West E Street, Nome, Alaska 99762 (the “Premises”); and

WHEREAS, the Landlord owns a two-story residence, storage hut, and all of the land on
Lot 14, Block 55, Nome, Alaska, 99762, including the land under the Premises (collectively, the

“Property”);

WHEREAS, the parties acknowledge certain encumbrances on the Property, as follows:
(i) encroachment permit of the City of Nome for public right-of-way to the Premises; and (ii)
utility encumbrances for electric, sewer, and water services provided by the City of Nome,
including all charges and fees associated therewith, which shall be for the account of Tenant for
all utilities costs incurred for Tenant’s use of the Premises;

WHEREAS, Assignor and Landlord desire to amend the Lease Agreement in certain
respects; and

WHEREAS, Assignor also has agreed to assign to Assignee the Assignor’s/tenant’s
interest in the Lease Agreement, Assignee has agreed to assume such interest therein, and
Landlord has agreed to consent to such assignment of lease interests under the Lease.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE IN CONSIDERATION OF the promises, covenants and
agreements herein contained, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendments to Lease. The parties agree to the following amendments to the
Lease (collectively, the “Amendment”), which shall further be binding upon the parties and in
force as of the Assignment of the Lease.

a. Term. The first sentence of Section II of the Lease, entitled “TERM?”, is
hereby amended and restated in its entirety as follows:

Amendment and Assignment of the Premises Lease
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TERM. The term of this lease shall be from the date the Alaska Marijuana
Control Board approves the transfer application of license number 11119 to
Rural Retail Northwest, LLC until July 1, 2058, consisting of a fifty-year (50)
term.

b. Rent. Section III of the Lease, entitled “RENT”, is hereby amended and
restated in its entirety as follows:

RENT. For the term of this Lease (until July 1, 2071), Tenant agrees to pay to
Landlord rent at the rate of $300.00 per month plus City of Nome Sales Tax as
provided in NCO Sec. 17.10.020. It is the intent of the parties to utilize a
monthly rental amount based on square footage approximations and rates rather
that a precise per square foot cost. Accordingly, in the event of a discrepancy
between the monthly rental rate and the actual square footage of the land or
square footage rate, the monthly rental rate set forth herein shall be controlling.

Rent shall be payable on or before the fifteenth (15th) day of each calendar month
to the Landlord, Nancy Mendenhall, at PO BOX 1141, Nome, Alaska, or, upon
Landlord’s written instruction, to Robin C. Thomas, his successors and assigns.
Tenant may prepay rent payments to Landlord at any time. Subject to the terms of
this lease and notice and cure periods provided herein, in the event Tenant fails to
make rent payments for three (3) consecutive months, this lease shall terminate as
of the last day of the third consecutive month.

Rent may be paid by Tenant in the form of personal check, cashier's check,
money order, or cash. If a personal check is returned by Tenant's bank for any
reason, a charge of $50.00 shall be billed to Tenant's account. Tenant agrees that
if a rental payment is returned uncollected or unpaid, all future rental payments
must be in the form of cashier's check, money order, or cash. Late fees will be
assessed until rent payment has been cleared. Payments made by the Tenant shall
apply first to the oldest item for which a bill or statement has been presented, or
for the earliest month's rent due.

Rent is late beginning on the 19th day of the month. If rent is not received before
the 24th day of the current month, a late fee of $15.00 per day will be charged for
each day that the rent is late. All late fees shall be deemed additional rent for the
rental month and shall be paid and collected as such.

c. Non-disturbance. Section XIX of the Lease, entitled “SALE OR
TRANSFER OF LAND DURING LEASE TERM IS PROHIBITED UNLESS APPROVED IN
WRITING BY TENANT”, is hereby amended and restated in its entirety as follows:

SALE OR TRANSFER OF LAND DURING LEASE TERM. Prior to any
mortgage, encumbrance, sale, assignment or other transfer (“Transfer”) of the real
property covered by this Lease, as specified on Exhibit A, which includes a two-
story house, storage hut, and land under the building at 303-C West E. Street,
Nome, Alaska 99762, which is owned by Rural Retail Northwest, LLC (the
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“Building Land”, and collectively, the “Property”), the Landlord and Tenant agree
to the following terms:

If at any time during the term of this lease, (i) the Landlord receives a bone fide
offer from a third party for the purchase of all or any part of Property or (ii) the
Landlord desires to sell the Property to any third party at fair market value (in
either case, an “Offer”), Landlord shall promptly notify Tenant of such Offer, and
Tenant shall, in any such instance, have the right of first refusal to purchase the
Property from Landlord upon the same terms and conditions as the Offer.

If Tenant fails to accept the Offer within sixty (60) days of delivery of Landlord’s
notice to Tenant, Landlord may, after the expiration of such time period, Transfer
the Property to a third party upon the same terms and conditions as those offered
to Tenant. If Tenant provides written notice to Landlord of its acceptance of the
Offer within the time permitted, Landlord and Tenant shall mutually negotiate in
good faith such purchase and sale of the Property with a closing to be held within
thirty (30) days following delivery of Tenant’s notice of acceptance.

In the event of Transfer of the Property to any party other than Tenant, Landlord
shall require, as a condition precedent to any such purchase and sale, the
transferee to execute and deliver a tenant non-disturbance agreement by the
transferee, on terms and conditions reasonably acceptable to Tenant. In the event
Tenant approves such sale, and the Property is indeed sold or transferred,
voluntarily or involuntarily, the Landlord’s lease obligations shall be binding on
the new owner and the new owner shall assume all of the obligations and
responsibilities of the Landlord under this lease.

2. Assignment. Assignor hereby assigns, transfers and conveys to Assignee, all of
its right, title and interest as tenant under the Lease, as amended pursuant to the foregoing
Amendment, effective as of the Effective Date (the “Assignment”).

3. Assumption. Assignee, by its acceptance of the Assignment provided for in this
Amendment and Assignment, hereby assumes and agrees to keep, observe and perform all of the
covenants, conditions, terms and provisions under the Lease to be kept, observed and performed
as the tenant of the Premises, beginning as of and continuing from the Effective Date.

4. Landlord Consent. Pursuant to Section XX of the Lease, entitled
“ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING”, Landlord hereby consents to the Assignment of the
Lease, as amended pursuant to the foregoing Amendment, by Assignor to Assignee. Landlord
agrees to be liable for the performance of any obligations required to be performed as landlord
under the Lease for all periods prior to and as of the Effective Date.

5. Effective Date. The effective date of this Amendment and Assignment is
conditioned upon Assignee receiving approval from the Alaska Marijuana Control Board of the
transfer from Assignor to Assignee of License No. 11119 (the “Effective Date™).
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6. Entire Agreement. This Amendment and Assignment sets forth all the
agreements, conditions and understandings between the parties affecting the Premises.

7. No Other Amendment. Except as herein otherwise specifically provided, all
terms and provisions of the Lease are confirmed and ratified and shall remain in full force and
effect and be unaffected hereby.

8. Counterparts. This Amendment and Assignment may be executed in any
number of counterparts, by the parties hereto in separate counterparts and by facsimile or other
electronic signature, each of which when so executed and delivered shall be deemed to be an
original and all of which taken together shall constitute but one and the same agreement.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE, made and entered into this 1* day of July, 2018 by and between Nancy Mendenhall, with
an address of P.O. Box 1141, Nome, Alaska 99762 (“Landlord”), and Gudlief Organization, LLC, an
Alaskalimited liability company, of PO Box 397, Nome, Alaska 99762 (“Tenant”). While payment of: rent
may commence prior to the approval by the Alaska Marijuana Control Board (MCB) of: the transfer of:
license number 11119 to Gudlief Organization LLC, actual possession by Gudlief: Organization LLC of:
premises shall not commence until approval by the MCB.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Landlord owns certain land situated in the City of Nome, State of Alaska, described
commonly as 303-C West E. Street, Nome, Alaska 99762.

WHEREAS, Tenant desires to lease from Landlord and Landlord desires to lease to Tenant the
above described land for business purposes and on the terms and subject to the covenants and conditions
provided (hereinafter referred to as the “Lease” or “Agreement”), which area, including all improvements
now or hereafter to be constructed thereon, are more particularly described and referred to as the “land”.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements as set
forth below, the sufficiency of which consideration is acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

L LAND. Landlord leases to Tenant and Tenant leases from Landlord, the land located at
303-C West E. Street, Nome Alaska 99762 Block 55 Lot 14. This lease agreement
shall be only applicable to the footprint of the land under the approximate 1200
square foot building and five feet around the building and any related parking. The
building, herein after referred to as “Building,” is depicted on the attached and
incorporated by reference Exhibit A, which identifies Building, which is owned by the
Tenant; and Parking area located at the premises, at the rental rate, and subject to all
of the conditions, covenants and agreements set forth below.

I TERM. The term of this lease shall be from the date the Marijuana Control Board
approves the transfer application of license number 11119 to Gudlief Organization,
LLC until July 1, 2028, consisting of a ten-year term. Notwithstanding the
commencement date set forth above, if for any reason Landlord cannot deliver possession
of the demised land to Tenant on that date, Landlord shall not be subject to any liability
therefore, nor shall such failure affect the validity of this lease or the obligations of Tenant
hereunder or extend the term hereof; however, in such case, Tenant shall not be obligated
to pay rent until possession of the demised land is tendered to Tenant. In the event that
Landlord fails to deliver possession of the demised land within thirty (30) days from the
commencement date, Tenant may, at its option, cancel this lease by giving to Landlord
written notice within ten (10) days after the expiration of such thirty (30) day period, in
which event, Landlord and Tenant shall be discharged from all responsibilities hereunder.
Failure to deliver such written notice within the prescribed ten (10) day period shall
terminate Tenant’s right to cancel this lease. Tenant shall use best efforts to obtain the
approvals from the Alaska Marijuana Control Board to secure a retail license for the land.
Tenant shall also use best efforts to secure approvals from the City of Nome local
government. In the event that Tenant is unable to secure those approvals using best efforts,
Tenant may, notify Landlord in writing, outlining the reasons why it is unable to secure
proper and necessary permits and licenses, for this specific land and Tenant, upon a
showing of the use of best efforts, shall be released from the remainder of this Agreement.
In this event, Tenant shall forfeit all rents previously paid and any deposit to Landlord.

II. RENT. For the period beginning July 1, 2018 until July 1, 2028 Tenant agrees to pay to
Landlord rent at the rate of $300.00 per month plus City of Nome Sales Tax as provided
in NCO Sec. 17.10.020. It is the intent of the parties to utilize a monthly rental amount
based on square footage approximations and rates rather that a precise per square foot cost.
Accordingly, in the event of a discrepancy between the monthly rental rate and the actual
square footage of the land or square footage rate, the monthly rental rate set forth herein
shall be controlling.
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Rent shall be payable on or before the first day of each calendar month to Nancy
Mendenhall mailed to P.O. Box 1141, Nome, Alaska 99762 Nome, Alaska 99762, or
such change of address as may be provided by Landlord. Rent may be paid by Tenant in
the form of personal check, cashier’s check, money order, or cash. If a personal check is
returned by Tenant’s bank for any reason, a charge of $50.00 shall be billed to Tenant’s
account. Tenant agrees that if a rental payment is returned uncollected or unpaid, all
future rental payments must be in the form of cashier’s check, money order, or cash.
Late fees will be assessed until rent payment has been cleared. Payments made by the
Tenant shall apply first to the oldest item for which a bill or statement has been
presented, or for the earliest month’s rent due.

Rent is late beginning on the 4% day of the month. If rent is not received before the 9
day of the current month, a late fee of $15.00 per day will be charged for each day that
the rent is late. All late fees shall be deemed additional rent for the rental month and
shall be paid and collected as such.

V. SECURITY DEPOSIT. Landlord acknowledges receipt of $ 1000.00 that Landlord
is to retain as security for the faithful performance of all the terms and conditions of this
lease. In no event shall Landlord be obligated to apply the deposit on rents or other
charges in arrears or on damages for failure to perform the term and conditions of this
lease by Tenant. Application of the security deposit sum to the arrears of rental payments
or damages shall be at the option of the Landlord, and the right to possession of the land
by Landlord for nonpayment of rent or for any other reason shall not in any event be
affected by this security deposit. The security deposit is to be returned to Tenant when
this lease is terminated, according to the terms of this lease, if not applied toward the
payment of rent in arrears or toward the payment of damages suffered by the Landiord by
reason of any breach of the terms and conditions of this Lease Tenant. In no event is the
security to be returned until Tenant has vacated the land and delivered possession to
Landlord and all rents and damages have been paid in full. In the event that the Landlord
repossesses the land because of default of Tenant or because of a failure by Tenant to
carry out the terms and conditions of this Lease, Landlord may apply the security on all
damages suffered to the date of repossession and may retain the balance of the security to
apply on damages that may accrue or be suffered thereafter by reason of the default or
breach of Tenant. Landlord shall not be obligated to hold the security in a separate fund
but may mix the security with other funds of the Landlord.

V. OPTION TO RENEW LEASE. Provided that Tenant is not in default of any of the
Terms of this Agreement, Tenant shall have and is granted the option to renew and
extend this lease for a three (3) year term after the expiration of the term demised, upon
the same terms and conditions provided for under the original term, except as to the rate
of rent, which shall increase 3% every year.

V1. UTILITIES. Tenant shall pay or cause payment throughout the term of this Lease
all other charges for utilities used by it including, but not limited to the following:
a) Electricity - Tenant shall have electricity account put under Tenant’s name prior
to occupying land and be solely responsible for his units electricity bills).
b) Qil Heat -Tenant shall provide its own heating oil.

VIIL. PROPERTY CONDITION. The Tenant agrees to have examined the land, including,
but not limited to, any and all hat the same are in good, clean, and sanitary order,
condition and repair, unless noted to the Landlord in a signed writing attached hereto.
The Tenant shall return the land to the Landlord in as good order, condition and repair as
when received, ordinary wear and tear excepted, and free of all Tenant’s personal
property and trash and debris. The Tenant acknowledges that no representations as to the
condition or repair of the land, nor as to the Landlord’s intentions with respect to any

improvement, alteration, decoration or repair of the land, have been made to the Tenant
unless noted in any signed writing attached hereto.

MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. The Tenant shall (1) keep the land in a clean and
sanitary condition; (2) disposed of all rubbish, garbage, and waste in a clean and sanitary
manner; (3) properly use and operate all electrical, gas and plumbing fixtures and keep
the same in a clean condition; (4) notify the Landlord of any damage to the land area
requiring maintenance and any potential hazard or danger on the property; (5) snow
removal in front of his unit, maintenance within his unit; (6) occupy and use the land in
the manner in which they were designated and intended to be occupied and used. The
Tenant agrees not to store any explosive chemicals or hazardous materials on the land.
The Tenant shall not alter land without prior written consent of the Landlord. The Tenant
shall be liable for the expense caused by the Tenant’s failure to comply with these
conditions. Upon the Tenant’s failure to comply with these conditions, the Tenant agrees
that the Landlord may bring the land into compliance and charge the Tenant the
reasonable cost thereof. Any such expense incurred by the Landlord is payable by the
Tenant to the Landlord upon presentment of the charges to the Tenant. When the Tenant
vacates the land at the conclusion of the rental term, the Tenant will be charged rent for
each day required by the Landlord to clean or repair the land in order to bring the land
back to its condition at the time of renting.

USE OF THE LAND. Tenant shall utilize the land for the following purposes: Tenant
shall use and operate the Leased Land for general business purposes, including to conduct
the business of a commercial marijuana cultivation facility in the building (“Building™)
owned by the Tenant. The parties acknowledge that myriad regulations and local, state,
and federal laws and private persons shall govern the operation of Tenant’s use and that
Tenant alone will be responsible for compliance with all mandates and requirements of
any nature. The parties also acknowledge that under federal law, the production,
distribution and sale of cannabis remains a violation of the Controlled Substances Act
and that, as between Landlord and Tenant, the risk of enforcement of such laws is on
Tenant. Tenant’s foregoing obligation shall encompass (i) all state and local laws and
regulations from any governmental authority with jurisdiction over Tenant’s use,
including but not limited to the Alaska Marijuana Control Board regulations and related
guidance memorandums, and local zoning ordinances: and (ii) all federal laws to the
extent those laws are not inconsistent with state and local laws allowing Tenant to use the
“Building” and Land for the Permitted Use. The covenant to comply encompasses all
applicable laws that become effective before and during the Lease Term, as may be
extended (collectively, the “Mandates”), regardless of the cost of such compliance.
Tenant’s inability to comply with the Mandates shall be grounds for termination of this
Lease. Landlord is relying on the historic pattern of the federal government relying
primarily on the state and local governments to address marijuana businesses that are

state licensed and, in any event, if this federal government policy shifts, landlord will

comply with the federal government and its request. Tenant will abide by the following

priorities, in additional to all state and local regulatory requirements:

Preventing the distribution of marijuana to minors;

Preventing revenue from the sale of marijuana from going to criminal enterprises
gangs and cartels:
Preventing the diversion of marijuana from states where it is legal under state law in

some form to other states;

Preventing state-authorized marijuana activity from being used as a cover or pretext
for the trafficking of other illegal drugs or other illegal activity:

Preventing violence and the use of firearms in the cultivation and distribution of
marijuana;

Preventing drugged driving and the exacerbation of other adverse public health
consequences associated with marijuana use;

g) Preventing the growing of marijuana on public lands and the attendant public _safety

and environmental dangers posed by marijuana production on public lands: and
h) Preventing marijuana possession or use of marijuana on federal property.

In no event shall Tenant allow for the smell of marijuana to become a nuisance to other
Tenants or neighbors, Any odor issues shall be immediately remedied at Tenant’s sole

expense.

X. PARKING. No more than 3 vehicles will be at parking lot overnight for any reason.
Adequate parking for daily use shall be provide to meet the local land use parking

requirements for Tenant’s use of the facility.

X1. Tenant shall comply with all statutes, ordinances and requirements of all municipal, state
and federal authorities now in force, of which may hereafter be in force pertaining to the
use of the land. Tenant agrees to verify and comply with zoning regulations pertaining to
the land. Owner makes no representation as to whether or not the Tenant’s business
would comply to the local zoning laws and shall not be responsible for any violations
caused by and/or as a result of the Tenant’s occupancy. No illegal non-prescriptive drugs
shall be permitted in the land. Tenant shall at all times keep the land in a neat, clean and
orderly condition and in a good state of repair. Tenant shall not make any unlawful or
offensive use of the land, or any portion thereof, shall not permit any business to be
conducted on the land by any licensee or concessionaire, and shall not use or permit the
land to be used in a manner that may create a nuisance, disturb other tenants of the
property, or increase any insurance rates upon the land or other portions of the property.

XIL SIGNS AND AWNINGS. Tenant shall not place or maintain on any exterior wall, door
or window of the land any sign, awning, advertising, decoration or lettering of any kind
without the prior written approval of Landlord. Any approved sign, awning, advertising,
decoration or lettering shall conform to all applicable local or state requirements as
design, size, location and safety and shall be maintained by Tenant in good condition and
repair at all times.

XHI. IMPROVEMENTS TO LAND. Tenant, at Tenant’s sole cost and expense, will provide
for any and all alterations, additions or improvements which Tenant may desire in respect

to the land. Tenant owns the Building, also referred to as the Building and shall have

complete control and may modify its Building as it deems necessary.

XIV. ALTERATIONS. All additions, alterations and improvements to the land shall remain
the property of Tenant throughout the term of this lease and any extensions or renewals
thereof. Upon the expiration of the term of this lease or any renewal thereof, Tenant
shall, at Tenant’s election, either remove all such additions, alterations and improvements
(including fixtures) and restore the land to their prior condition or shall abandon them,
whereupon they shall become Landlord’s property. Tenant may, upon Tenant and
Landlord’s good faith agreement, leave the Building on the property, and reach some
agreement with Landlord for fair and reasonable compensation for the Building.

XYV. TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS. Landlord shall pay all property taxes assessed against
the land upon which the land is located and invoice Tenant for those taxes/assessments
and Tenant shall reimburse Landlord for those costs. In addition, Tenant shall pay before
delinquent all federal, state taxes assessed against any and all personal property owned by
Tenant or placed by it on the land.

XVI. Intentionally omitted.
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XVIl. EMINENT DOMAIN. In the event that the entire land is condemned by a public
authority, or acquired pursuant to a threat of condemnation, or the extent of the taking is
such that the demised land are no longer suitable for the conduct of Tenants business, this
lease shall terminate as of the date title to the subject property is vested in the acquiring
party. All compensation for such taking, whether fixed by agreement of judicial award,
shall belong to Landlord except those portions of the award that are specifically allocated
as compensation for actual expenses incurred by Tenant for moving Tenant’s fixtures,
stock in trade and inventory and as compensation for the taking of Tenant’s fixtures and
leasehold improvements, which shall belong to Tenant. In the event that a portion of the
land is condemned or acquired under threat of condemnation but the remaining portion of
the demised land is suitable for the conduct of Tenant’s business; this lease shall not
terminate and Landlord shall promptly repair land at its own expense in accordance with
plans and specifications approved by Tenant. Following such taking, rent shall be abated
proportionately according to the square footage of the land that were taken and Tenant’s
ability to continue its business operations in the same manner. In no event shall Landlord
be obligated to expend for such repairs any amount in excess of the compensation
received from the taking authority. All compensation paid by the condemning authority,
whether fixed by agreement or judicial award, shall belong to Landlord except any
portions thereof specifically allocated to Tenant as compensation for the taking of
Tenant’s fixtures of leasehold improvements.

XVIIL INDEMNIFICATION. Tenant’s Indemnity. Tenant indemnifies, defends, and holds
Landlord harmless from claims: (i) for personal injury, death, or property damage; (ii) for
incidents occurring in or about the land ; and (iii) caused by the negligence or willful
misconduct of Tenant, its agents, employees, or invitees. When the claim is caused by
the joint negligence or willful misconduct of Tenant and landlord or Tenant and a third
party unrelated to Tenant, except Tenant’s agents, employees, or invitees, Tenant’s duty
to defend, indemnify, and hold Landlord harmless shall be in proportion to Tenant’s
allocable share of the joint negligence or willful misconduct.

If the protest is
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have
been met before the director issues the license.
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License transfer of 11119 to Rural Retail Northwest, LLC

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a
result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our April 13-14, 2022 meeting.
