THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT (this "Agreement") of Bay One, LLC, (the
"Company"), is executed and agreed to, for good and valuable consideration, by the
undersigned members (the "Members").

Formation.

A

State of Formation. This is a Limited Liability Company Operating Agreement (the
"Agreement") for Bay One, LLC, a Member-managed Alaska limited liability
company (the "Company") formed under and pursuant to Alaska law.

Operating Agreement Controls. To the extent that the rights or obligations of the
Members or the Company under provisions of this Operating Agreement differ from
what they would be under Alaska law absent such a provision, this Agreement, to the
extent permitted under Alaska law, shall control.

. Primary Business Address. The location of the primary place of business of the

Company is:

5310 Arctic Blvd, #4, Anchorage, Alaska 99518, or such other location as shall be
selected from time to time by the Members.

Registered Agent and Office. The Company's initial agent (the "Agent") for service of
process is John Youse. The Agent's registered office is 5310 Arctic Blvd, #4,
Anchorage, Alaska 99518. The Company may change its registered office, its
registered agent, or both, upon filing a statement with the Alaska Secretary of State.

No State Law Partnership. No provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed or
construed to constitute a partnership (including, without limitation, a limited
partnership) or joint venture, or any Member a partner or joint venturer of or with any
other Member, for any purposes other than state tax purposes.

Purposes and Powers.
A. Purpose. The Company is created for the following business purpose:

to own and operate a a licensed marijuana facility

Powers. The Company shall have all of the powers of a limited liability company set
forth under Alaska law.

Duration. The Company's term shall commence upon the filing of an Articles of

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Organization and all other such necessary materials with the state of Alaska. The
Company will operate until terminated as outlined in this Agreement unless:

1. A majority of the Members vote to dissolve the Company;

2. No Member of the Company exists, unless the business of the Company is
continued in a manner permitted by Alaska law;

3. It becomes unlawful for either the Members or the Company to continue in
business;

4.  Ajudicial decree is entered that dissolves the Company; or

5. Any other event results in the dissolution of the Company under federal or
Alaska law.

III. Members.
A. Members. The Members of the Company (jointly the "Members") and their
Membership Interest at the time of adoption of this Agreement are as follows:

B. Initial Contribution. Each Member shall make an Initial Contribution to the Company.
No Member shall be entitled to interest on their Initial Contribution. Except as
expressly provided by this Agreement, or as required by law, no Member shall have
any right to demand or receive the return of their Initial Contribution. Any modifications
as to the signatories' respective rights as to the receipt of their initial contributions must
be set forth in writing signed by all interested parties.

C. Limited Liability of the Members. Except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement
or otherwise required by Alaska law, no Member shall be personally liable for any acts,
debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company beyond their respective Initial
Contribution, including liability arising under a judgment, decree or order of a court.
The Members shall look solely to the Company property for the retum of their Initial
Contribution, or value thereof, and if the Company property remaining after payment or
discharge of the debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company is insufficient to return
such Initial Contributions, or value thereof, no Member shall have any recourse against
any other Member except as is expressly provided for by this Agreement or as
otherwise allowed by law.

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D. Death, Incompetency, Resignation or Termination of a Member. Should a Member
die, be declared incompetent, or withdraw from the Company voluntarily or
involuntarily, the remaining Members will have the option to buy out that Member's
Membership Interest in the Company. If a Member is removed involuntarily, it must be
by vote recorded in the official minutes. If a Member resigns, they should submit a
notarized resignation letter to the Registered Agent. Should the Members agree to buy
out the Membership Interest of the withdrawing Member, that Interest shall be paid for
equally by the remaining Members and distributed in equal amounts to the remaining
Members. The Members agree to hire an outside firm to assess the value of the
Membership Interest.

If no individual Member(s) finalize a purchase agreement by 60 days, the withdrawing
Member, or their estate, may dispose of their Membership Interest however they see
fit, subject to the limitations in Section III (E) below. If a Member is a corporation,
trust, partnership, limited liability company or other entity and is dissolved or
terminated, the powers of that Member may be exercised by its legal representative or
SUCCESSOT.

The name of the Company may be amended upon the written and unanimous vote of
all Members if a Member withdraws, dies, is found incompetent or is terminated.

E. Creation or Substitution of New Members. Any Member may assign in whole or in
part its Membership Interest only after granting their fellow Members the right of first
refusal, as established in Section III (D) above.

Pay the salaries of its own employees, if any, out of its own funds and maintain
a sufficient number of employees in light of its contemplated business
operations;

Not guarantee or become obligated for the debts of any other person or hold
out its credit as being available to satisfy the obligations of others;

Allocate fairly and reasonably any overhead for shared office space;

Not pledge its assets for the benefit of any other person or make any loans or
advances to any person;

Correct any known misunderstanding regarding its separate identity;
Maintain adequate capital in light of its contemplated business purposes;
Cause its Members to meet or act pursuant to written consent and keep

H. Fiduciary Duties of the Members.

Loyalty and Care. Except to the extent otherwise provided herein, each
Member shall have a fiduciary duty of loyalty and care similar to that of
members of limited liability companies organized under the laws of Alaska.

Competition with the Company. The Members shall refrain from dealing
with the Company in the conduct of the Company's business as or on behalf of
a party having an interest adverse to the Company unless a majority, by
individual vote, of the Members excluding the interested Member, consents
thereto. The Members shall refrain from competing with the Company in the
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conduct of the Company's business unless a majority, by individual vote, of the
Members excluding the interested Member, consents thereto. In the event that
a Member is the sole Member of the Company, no vote shall be required.

3. Duties Only to the Company. The Member's fiduciary duties of loyalty and
care are to the Company and not to the other Members. The Members shall
owe fiduciary duties of disclosure, good faith and fair dealing to the Company
and to the other Members. A Member who so performs their duties shall not
have any liability by reason of being or having been a Member.

4.  Reliance on Reports. In discharging the Member's duties, a Member is
entitled to rely on information, opinions, reports, or statements, including
financial statements and other financial data, if prepared or presented by any of
the following:

1. One or more Members or employees of the Company whom the Member
reasonably believes to be reliable and competent in the matters presented.

1. Legal counsel, public accountants, or other persons as to matters the
Member reasonably believes are within the persons' professional or expert
competence.

. A committee of Members of which the affected Member is not a
participant, if the Member reasonably believes the committee merits
confidence.

Waiver of Partition: Nature of Interest. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, to the fullest extent permitted by law, each Member hereby irrevocably
waives any right or power that such Member might have to cause the Company or any
of its assets to be partitioned, to cause the appointment of a receiver for all or any
portion of the assets of the Company, to compel any sale of all or any portion of the
assets of the Company pursuant to any applicable law or to file a complaint or to
institute any proceeding at law or in equity to cause the dissolution, liquidation, winding
up or termination of the Company. No Member shall have any interest in any specific
assets of the Company.

Compensation of Members. The Members shall have the authority to fix the
compensation of individual Members. All Members may be paid their expenses, if any,
of attendance at meetings of the Members, which may be a fixed sum for attendance at
each meeting of the Members or a stated salary as a Member. No such payment shall

preclude any Member from serving the Company in any other capacity and receiving
compensation therefor.
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K. Members as Agents. All Members are agents of the Company for the purpose of its
business. An act of any Member, including the signing of an instrument in the
Company's name, binds the Company where the Member executed the act for
apparently carrying on the Company's business or business of the kind carried on by
the Company in the ordinary course, unless the Member had no authority to act for the
Company in the particular matter and the person with whom the Member was dealing
knew or had notice that the Member lacked authority. An act of a Member binds the
Company, however, even where the Member executed the act not apparently for
carrying on the Company's business or business of the kind carried on by the
Company in the ordinary course only if the act was authorized by the other Members.

Accounting and Distributions.
A. Fiscal Year. The Company's fiscal year shall end on the last day of January.

B. Records. All financial records including tax returns and financial statements will be held
at the Company's primary business address and will be accessible to all Members.

C. Distributions. Distributions shall be issued on a quarterly basis, based upon the
Company's fiscal year. The distribution shall not exceed the remaining net cash of the
Company after making appropriate provisions for the Company's ongoing and
anticipatable liabilities and expenses. Each Member shall receive a percentage of the
overall distribution that matches that Member's percentage of Membership Interest in
the Company.

Tax Treatment Election.

A. Tax Designation. The Company has or will file with the Internal Revenue Service for
treatment as an S-corporation.

Dissolution.

A. Limits on Dissolution. The Company shall have a perpetual existence, and shall be
dissolved, and its affairs shall be wound up only upon the provisions established in
Section II (C) above.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Bankruptcy of any
Member shall not cause such Member to cease to be a Member of the Company and
upon the occurrence of such an event, the business of the Company shall continue
without dissolution.

Each Member waives any right that it may have to agree in writing to dissolve the
Company upon the Bankruptcy of any Member or the occurrence of any event that
causes any Member to cease to be a Member of the Company.

B. Winding Up. Upon the occurrence of any event specified in Section II(C), the

Company shall continue solely for the purpose of winding up its affairs in an orderly
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VIL

manner, liquidating its assets, and satisfying the claims of its creditors. One or more
Members, selected by the remaining Members, shall be responsible for overseeing the
winding up and liquidation of the Company, shall take full account of the liabilities of
the Company and its assets, shall either cause its assets to be distributed as provided
under this Agreement or sold, and if sold as promptly as is consistent with obtaining
the fair market value thereof, shall cause the proceeds therefrom, to the extent
sufficient therefor, to be applied and distributed as provided under this Agreement.

. Distributions in Kind. Any non-cash asset distributed to one or more Members in

liquidation of the Company shall first be valued at its fair market value (net of any
liability secured by such asset that such Member assumes or takes subject to) to
determine the profits or losses that would have resulted if such asset were sold for
such value, such profit or loss shall then be allocated as provided under this
Agreement. The fair market value of such asset shall be determined by the Members
or, if any Member objects, by an independent appraiser (any such appraiser must be
recognized as an expert in valuing the type of asset involved) approved by the
Members.

. Termination. The Company shall terminate when (1) all of the assets of the Company,

after payment of or due provision for all debts, liabilities and obligations of the
Company, shall have been distributed to the Members in the manner provided for
under this Agreement and (i1) the Company's registration with the state of Alaska shall
have been canceled in the manner required by Alaska law.

. Accounting, Within a reasonable time after complete liquidation, the Company shall

furnish the Members with a statement which shall set forth the assets and liabilities of
the Company as at the date of dissolution and the proceeds and expenses of the
disposition thereof.

. Limitations on Payments Made in Dissolution. Except as otherwise specifically

provided in this Agreement, each Member shall only be entitled to look solely to the
assets of the Company for the return of its Initial Contribution and shall have no
recourse for its Initial Contribution and/or share of profits (upon dissolution or
otherwise) against any other Member.

. Notice to Alaska Authorities. Upon the winding up of the Company, the Member with

the highest percentage of Membership Interest in the Company shall be responsible for
the filing of all appropriate notices of dissolution with Alaska and any other appropriate
state or federal authorities or agencies as may be required by law. In the event that
two or more Members have equally high percentages of Membership Interest in the
Company, the Member with the longest continuous tenure as a Member of the
Company shall be responsible for the filing of such notices.

Exculpation and Indemnification.
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A. No Member, employee or agent of the Company and no employee, agent or affiliate
of a Member (collectively, the "Covered Persons") shall be liable to the Company or
any other person who has an interest in or claim against the Company for any loss,
damage or claim incurred by reason of any act or omission performed or omitted by
such Covered Person in good faith on behalf of the Company and in a manner
reasonably believed to be within the scope of the authority conferred on such Covered
Person by this Agreement, except that a Covered Person shall be liable for any such
loss, damage or claim incurred by reason of such Covered Person's gross negligence
or willful misconduct.

B. To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, a Covered Person shall be entitled to
indemnification from the Company for any loss, damage or claim incurred by such
Covered Person by reason of any act or omission performed or omitted by such
Covered Person in good faith on behalf of the Company and in a manner reasonably
believed to be within the scope of the authority conferred on such Covered Person by
this Agreement. Expenses, including legal fees, incurred by a Covered Person
defending any claim, demand, action, suit or proceeding shall be paid by the
Company. The Covered Person shall be liable to repay such amount if it is determined
that the Covered Person is not entitled to be indemnified as authorized in this
Agreement. No Covered Person shall be entitled to be indemnified in respect of any
loss, damage or claim incurred by such Covered Person by reason of such Covered
Person's gross negligence or willful misconduct with respect to such acts or omissions.
Any indemnity under this Agreement shall be provided out of and to the extent of
Company assets only.

C. A Covered Person shall be fully protected in relying in good faith upon the records of
the Company and upon such information, opinions, reports or statements presented to
the Company by any person as to matters the Covered Person reasonably believes are
within such other person's professional or expert competence and who has been
selected with reasonable care by or on behalf of the Company, including information,
opinions, reports or statements as to the value and amount of the assets, liabilities, or
any other facts pertinent to the existence and amount of assets from which distributions
to the Members might properly be paid.

D. To the extent that, at law or in equity, a Covered Person has duties (including fiduciary
duties) and liabilities relating thereto to the Company or to any other Covered Person,
a Covered Person acting under this Agreement shall not be liable to the Company or
to any other Covered Person for its good faith reliance on the provisions of this
Agreement. The provisions of the Agreement, to the extent that they restrict the duties
and liabilities of a Covered Person otherwise existing at law or in equity, are agreed by
the Members to replace such other duties and liabilities of such Covered Person.

E. The foregoing provisions of this Article VII shall survive any termination of this
Agreement.

Insurance.

Grace Flower will only allow access to a restricted area to individuals who produce government issued photo identification
(with exception of AMCO, AMCO enforcement and Local Law Enforcement), and will be given a company-issued visitor
badge to be displayed on their person at all times within the facility. The visitor will sign into a log indicating the time in and
time out of the restricted area, and the purpose of the visit (if necessary). The visitor's log will be kept and stored as an official
business record and will be made available to AMCO and Enforcement upon request.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All visitors to Grace Flower (with exception of an agent of AMCO, AMCO enforcement, Law
Enforcement or other duly authorized municipality of Anchorage agents) who are granted access to
the cultivation facility must sign a visitors log noting their name, date of visit, the purpose of visit (if
necessary), and the time in and out of the facility.

Grace Flower will contract with a third party security company to install the alarm system, maintain the
equipment, periodically test the devices and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site security
monitoring center. The alarm system will be set up to'monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all
areas of the building, active during closed hours, as well as door sensors on each entrance/exit door. If
triggered, an automatic electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to the
licensees' cell phones and or the manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter potential
intruders. The licensees and manager will have access to remotely view the security footage live via their
cellular phones. The alarm system will be active at all times that the facility is closed. The last employee or
licensee to leave the cultivation facility each night will activate the alarm system and the first employee or
licensee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system. In the event of an unauthorized breach, the
licensees or manager will evacuate the building (if it is safe enough to do so and/or necessary) to a
pre-determined safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of employees and any visitors
that may have been on the premises to ensure that everyone is accounted for. The licensees or manager
will await instruction from law enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is safe to do so,
employees will return to the facility and inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and submit all
ncesseasry and requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement.
Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement will be
promptly reported to AMCO enforcement via email. In the case of Grace Flower's knowledge of evidence or
circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of marijuana,
marijuana products, or money from the licensed premises; or any unauthorized access to the licensed
premises, the licensee's will notify AMCO and AMCO enforcement within 24 hours.

Weekly
counts are documented as business records. If it is discovered or suspected that theft or diversion has occurred, employees will
alert the Licensee or manager immediately. Grace Flower has a zero tolerance policy towards theft or diversion/inversion.
Employees will complete mandatory training in identifying theft or diversion. If it has been determined that an employee is caught
stealing marijuana the company will notify local law enforcement immediately, comply with all directives and provide the
necessary information and records for a thorough investigation.

To protest the approval of this application pursuant to 3 AAC 306.060, you must furnish the director and
the applicant with a clear and concise written statement of reasons for the protest within 60 days of the
date of this notice, and provide AMCO proof of service of the protest upon the applicant. If the protest is
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have
been met before the director issues the license.
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3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a
result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

This application will be in front of the Marijuana Control Board at our June 29-30, 2022 meeting.
