There are also capable of being on at all times if necessary. Security cameras will be I.R capable and the field of view will cover the approach up to each exterior door. The security

cameras will record 24 hours a day all year round for a minimum of 40 days as per AMCO

regulation.

		5: The alarm system and company we will be using at the proposed premises will be Vivint. 

The system has a main control panel that will be in the facility. The Vivint main control panel contains panic functions for fire, 

emergency,medical situations and silent alarms (Hold ups). The security system functions, reports and controls will also be 

accessible through the licensee's cell phone through a "Mobile Vivint App" to monitor the facility 24/7/365. The security system will also have motion sensors throughout the facility and door sensors in every room for each entry door. While in "away mode" if there is a door that is opened or motion is detected in the facility, it will be automatically be logged into the security system with a time and date stamp and trigger the alarm. These actions will also be tracked and recorded by the Vivint security company as 

well. The sensed movements and doors being·opened whether in. "Stay" or "Away" mode will be available for the licensee to see on his mobile phone app at all times. The security system will remain active at all times for all emergency, fire, medical and silent alarm situations. The security camera system will record 24/7/365 in excess of 40 days with date and time stamps. In the event of a motion related alarm, Licensee or designated agent will view the camera feed from the inside proposed premises or on the 

mobile app and determine if any further action is necessary. The panic audible alarm button will be used in the event of security breach as well as the silent alarm button to be activated in case of a hold up or other emergency that may arise. 

Procedures for a notification of security breach: If facility is staffed, assess the situation and take appropriate action. Call 911 if necessary. If the facility is vacant the licensee or authorized agent are to return to the facility to assist law enforcement once the area is made safe by 'law enforcement. law enforcement will be notified immediately by the .alarm monitor􀃁ng company ,should 

the alarm be set off or for fire or other emergency.

Before accepting the marijuana product, the shipment will be verified by using  METRC to review the manifest to make sure all the information is correct, that all marijuana products are properly packaged and labeled and that the marijuana weight matches the manifest. The product will be  accompanied by a manifest and test results. Shipment will be accepted by the licensee or manager on duty. After accepting the shipment, it will be logged into METRC and our inventory tracking system then locked into the safe or secured room in a storing container.

Upon entering the retail store, retail customers will first have their ID checked by a trained High Vibes, LLC employee. The employee will visually check the ID or use an ID scanner. After age is verified the customer will be able to select various pre packaged marijuana and marijuana products as well as marijuana weighed to order. Any weighed marijuana to order will be weighed on a state certified scale and packaged /labeled as required. Any marijuana weighed will be available for a scent and visual inspection by customer, but will stay in the possesion and control of the High Vibes, LLC employee at all times. After check out the customer will promptly leave the premises. 

		Prohibitions: The High Vibe,LLC employee has taken the marijuana handlers course. In addtion High Vibes, LLC employees will be trained on how to identify if an individual is under the influence of alcohol, an inhalant or controlled substance. Upon entering the retail store they will immediatley be analyzed by the trained High Vibes, LLC employee checking their ID. If the customer is suspected of being under the influence of alcohol, inhalants or controlled sunstances they will be denied entry to the retail store and be asked to leave immediatley. 

		Displays and Sales: Marijuana and marijuana products will be displayed in retail counter displays as well as shelving behind the retail counter. Marijuana will be packaged as well as weighed to order, any marijuana weighed to order will be done on a state certified scale. Once the customer selects their product they will be directed to the point of sale/checkout, if weighing to order the marijuana will be properly packaged and labeled. The customers will be ID'd one last time before transaction is complete. The customer will promptly leave the premises after purchase.

		Security: The Retail customer will be ID'd once upon entering the facility and once at check out. The first ID check will be with the ID scanner, as well as or visual inspection. There will also be an ID guide available to cross reference IDs, look for security features and cross reference.

		Waste Disposal: We will use any left-over trim or remaining flower material and grind into pre roll joints. Plant waste such as stems we will grind in a blender. All marijuana plant waste will be managed and recorded through house and state marijuana tracking system METRC. We will mix marijuana waste product with at least an equal amount of non-marijuana product to render it unusable. In order to make marijuana waste unusable we will mix it with equal parts of compostable materials including food waste, yard waste, and vegetable-based grease or oils and/or non-compostable materials including paper, cardboard, plastic, oil or other waste materials approved by the board.   We will place the waste in a black thick trash bag. The waste will be taken to a state licensed landfill facility and deposed of properly. A security camera will be pointed at the waste bin as well for added security. 

High Vibes,LLC will notify AMCO three days prior to the disposal date. The waste will be store in a secure area in the secured room while waiting to dispose/transfer to landfill.

This notice 
is required under 3 AAC 306.025(d)(2).  Application documents will be sent to you separately via ZendTo. 


To protest the approval of this application pursuant to 3 AAC 306.060, you must furnish the director and the 
applicant with a clear and concise written statement of reasons for the protest within 60 days of the date of 
this notice, and provide AMCO proof of service of the protest upon the applicant. If the protest is a 
“conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the criteria set 
forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the license, but require the applicant to 
show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have been met before the 
director issues the license.  
 
3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new 
license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election 
conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the 
grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local 
zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance 
from the local ordinance.
