I am writing to object to the onsite consumption endorsement application by The Tufted Puffin,
LLC, Lic #36580.   My understanding is that this will be an outdoors onsite consumption location.  I
am opposed to this outdoor, onsite use in this particular location.  This location has a very popular
sidewalk on our main road into town.  In this location, families with kids, teenagers and community
members cannot access town or the harbor without passing through this one bottleneck location. 
There are no alternate streets that can be used to avoid this location for anyone travelling to town
by foot or bike.  This sidewalk is heavily used by families, children and teenagers all summer long and
even in the winter.    Fumes from this outdoor use will not be able to be avoided by anyone who is
travelling into town by vehicle, bicycle, or on foot.  Every single person who travels into our
town/harbor passes this location, sidewalk users are especially close.
 
I live in the neighborhood very close to this location.  Almost every day, I can smell either fumes
from the grill at Safeway, from neighbors blocks away who are burning coal or from the fish
processing plant that is located in the harbor.  The fumes are very strong, even at my house in the
neighborhood.  I do not know why these fumes do not dissipate well in this area, perhaps due to the
bowl shape of our community but the simple fact remains that they do not.  It would be
unacceptable for our neighborhood homes to also have to smell marijuana fumes.
 
This location is also very close to our railroad depot where thousands of visitors disembark to enjoy
our town.  This is not the kind of welcome we want our visitors to receive as they arrive.
 
I also have concerns that this application was not properly noticed before approval by City Council. 
Many in our community were not aware that this was on the agenda.  In fact, when the city council’s
agenda was sent out initially, this application was NOT on the agenda.  It was added after this public
notice was made.  I have attached the public notice for the city council meeting and the agenda that
shows this was NOT on the original agenda.
 
I am not against this kind of business but I am against this particular location for this use.

We are lifelong resides of Seward.  We have worked, raised our children, built a home,
recreated, and enjoyed life in Seward.  We genuinely care for our community and advocate
wholesome living. 


It has come to our attention that the Tufted Puffin has applied for an Onsite Consumption
Endorsement for their business located on Port Avenue in Seward, Alaska.  We are writing
today to convey our objection of this application request.


The location of this business is on the corner of one of the busiest intersections in Seward. 
Port Avenue is aptly named, as it is the route to the Port of Seward.  There is routinely
considerable traffic of cargo transport vehicles going to and from the port area.  Port Avenue
is also an industrial area which contributes to the large transport vehicles from OBI Fisheries,
Shoreside Petroleum, and Alaska Logistics to name a few.  Our USCG station is also located on
Port Avenue.


Seward is a tourist and seasonal weekend destination for many in Alaska.  Port Avenue leads
to docks which are part of the city operated Small Boat Harbor.  It also has boat storage
facilities.  The City of Seward Harbor department regularly operates a boat lift to move marine
vessels in and out of the water via Port Avenue.   This area of our community is really the first
glimpse many visitors get of our community.  Last year, more than 90 cruise ships docked at
the Seward Port.  Buses, taxis, and foot traffic are a constant to and from these ships. 


Seward has seasonal daily train service.  The Seward train depot is located directly behind the
property the Tufted Puffin occupies, which may be within 250 linear feet.   There is much
vehicle and foot traffic in this area as the train arrives and departs.  The train depot in Seward
is small, so many travelers wait outdoors for rides or to enter and exit the train. 


There is also a well-used bike path that runs parallel to the front of the property.  The bike
path is also used as a footpath for residents and visitors to and from our two main grocery
stores, the chamber of commerce, the military resort, city ball fields, schools, and the only
access to the one road in and out of Seward.  We, ourselves, use this bike path/footpath
seasonally to bike or walk to work, utilize the beachfront, harbor area, and access to the
downtown area. 


We find the odor of cannabis very offensive and are concerned for those who frequent the
area to be subjected to it.  There are also businesses in the area that would have to deal with

the smell from this neighboring merchant.  There is a coffee shop in the area that offers
outdoor seating. 


Cannabis is an addictive, intoxicating, and mind-altering drug.  We have firsthand knowledge
of this as family members and friends have fallen prey to the use and addiction to it.  We are
concerned with individuals using the product and then getting in their vehicles to drive.  We
have long battled this scenario with over consumption of alcohol.  Do we really want to go
down that sad road with cannabis consumption?

The Tufted Puffin will prominently display a sign at/on each entry door to the business which states "NO ONE UNDER THE AGE OF 21 IS 
ALLOWED." The sign will not be less than 12 inches wide, with letters at least 1/2 inch in height in high contrast to the background of the 
sign in accordance with 3 AAC 306.325. When a customer enters The Tufted Puffin, they will be greeted by a trained staff member who will 
check and verify the validity of each customer's government issued photo identification. Once on the retail sales floor, a budtender will assist 
the customer to complete a retail sales transaction under the legal sale limit. After the transaction is completed, and the purchase is bagged/
packaged in an opaque, child-resistant exit bag, the customer will be shown the exit door to the store. Any customer that does not comply by 
leaving the premises immediately upon completion of their retail purchase will be trespassed and law enforcement will be contacted. The 
facility will also be equipped with motion-activated security cameras 24/7 with 40 days of storage backup on site to ensure no minors gain 
access to any portion of the licensed premises. There will also be commercial grade locks on all exterior doors and windows as well as 
interior and exterior motion detectors. Staff will walk the perimeter otthe premises at unscheduled intervals throughout the day to ensure there 
are no persons under the age of 21 attempt to gain access to any portion of the licensed premises at any time. Before completing a sale at 
the walk-up or drive-through exterior window, The Tufted Puffin LLC employee shall physically view and inspect the consumer's photographic 
identification, and will ensure each person in a vehicle at the drive-through exterior window will be 21 years of age or older, unless the person 
is the consumer's own child, grandchild, or ward who is not older than seven years of age seated or otherwise required by local or state law to 
be seated in a car seat or booster seat.

The Tufted Puffin will be equipped with a 24 hour monitoring alarm system, exterior lighting, and video surveillance and motion detectors on all doors 
and windows. Locks on the exterior of the building will be commercial grade and will include keypad access. There will be one customer entrance/exit 
to better manage ingress and egress. There are two restricted access areas, one is a room located behind the retail sales counter area. The second 
restricted access area is behind the retail counter. At least one employee will be present behind the point of sale/display counter at all times, ensuring 
customers do not enter the restricted access area behind the counter. All restricted access areas will have prominent signage stating "Restricted Access 
Area" and "Visitors Must Be Escorted." The door to the office will remain closed and locked at all times. Security cameras will be installed throughout 
the retail store that allow for monitoring of all areas 24 hours each day including, at a minimum, all entrances and exits, restricted access areas, all 
windows, every portion of the office, the point of sale area and the exterior of the building to monitor and identify all activity adjacent to the facility. The 
walk-up or drive-through exterior window area will be located to minimize compromises to security. For every transfer of marijuana or 
marijuana product through the walk-up or drive through exterior window, the licensed retail marijuana store's video surveillance will enable 
the recording of the licensee or the employee verifying the consumer's photographic identification and the completion of the transaction. 
Also, to keep unescorted members of the public from entering the drive-thru restricted area, The Tufted Puffin LLC's drive-thru window is 
the same type that is used at banks and pharmacies. Some security features of the window include, Fixed pane window with service 
through a 4" deep cash or 9 ½"deep product drawer. The window Includes wired speaker for clear communication with customers which 
maintains staff safety. The service drawer is bullet resistant. Side extrusions are lined with bullet-resistant material. Extends 10" toward car 
or customer when open.

The Tufted Puffin will ensure that each visitor is pre-scheduled by a licensee or an employee/manager to
access any restricted access area, with the exception of AMCO and duly authorized law enforcement
agents. Each visitor will sign into the visitor's log indicating their name, the date, time in and time out of the
restricted access area, and purpose of the visit (if deemed necessary).
All visitors will be required to sign in, and to provide valid, government issued, photo identification. Each
visitor will be issued a visitor badge {which is visually different than the staff ID badge) and will be instructed
to clearly display it on their person at all times while in the restricted access area, and return the badge
upon exit.

To record every aspect of the retail establishment, both inside and out, from various angles and at a height that will allow a 
clear, unobstructed view, The Tutted Puffin will utilize many cameras. To avoid any obstruction from fixtures, posts, show 
cases, or olher equipment, cameras will be properly positioned to provide a clear, unobstructed view. The facial image of 
anyone within the building and within twenty (20) feet of any facility entrance will be captured by each security camera's 
placement. Any entrance door will have cameras that can clearly see who is inside by their faces. There will be 24ll video 
monitoring of all external doors and restricted access locations, capturing every individual entering or leaving the building.

All products will be weighed by an 
employee and reconciled with the weight listed on the manifest and labels. Any shipments with discrepancies will be 
rejected. Shipments that pass initial inspection will be accepted into the facility, entered into Metre and the point of sale 
system and added to the store inventory storage or display cases. At the end of each business day, The Tufted Puffin 
will reconcile the sale's transactions from the point of sale software with the inventory on hand and with Metre to ensure 
consistency and that any discrepancies are immediately addressed. Customers will be greeted near the store entrance 
by an employee who will check their valid government-issued ID and watch for signs of impairment. If cleared by the 
employee, customers will be able to browse the retail sales floor and view the menu of available products.

, • behind the point of sale counter with the batch labeled strains. Budtenders will take customer 
orders at the point of sale counter and weigh the flower using a certified scale. Once weighed 
to the desired amount, the budtender will register the purchase in the POS system which will 
integrate with Metre, seal the product into a child-resistant container, and print the packaging 
label. The pre-packaged products will be displayed in the display case located within the 
restricted access area. The Tufted Puffin will also buy bulk marijuana and roll their own pre-roll 
marijuana joints and package them in accordance with the regulations and place into 
pre-labeled mylar bags, pop top tubes, joint boxes, etc. Any edibles requiring refrigeration will 
be stored in a refrigerator behind the point of sale counter in the restricted access area. 
Employees will ensure that each sale is in fully opaque exit bag (or customers pocket, bag, 
etc.) before a customer exits the store with it. 


The area immediately outside our walk-up or drive-through exterior window will be under The 
Tufted Puffin LLC sole possession and control and does not include any public property including 
public streets, public sidewalks, or public parking lots. The Tufted Puffin LLC will accept Internet or 
telephone orders or orders from the consumer at the walk-up or drive-through exterior window. 
Internet or telephone orders will be paid for and picked up in person by the consumer placing the 
order. All orders received through the walk-up or drive-through exterior window will be placed by 
the consumer from a menu. The retail marijuana store will not display marijuana or marijuana 
products at the walk-up or drive- through exterior window. All sales will occur within the licensed 
premises. Payment will be made through the following means: (1) by an electronic Internet-based 
payment platform; (2) by a mobile payment point-of-sale system; (3) by payment transferred 
through the walk-up or drive through exterior window into the interior of the retail marijuana store.


7.1 Continued: Employees will be trained on how to identify forgeries and inconsistencies in 
ID's and will utilize an ID guide to help recognize ID's from other states, countries, and 
federally recognized tribes. The Tufted Puffin will schedule employees to help manage 
customer ingress and egress on the sales floor. If an ID is not in compliance for any reason, 
the customer will be asked to leave. If the customer refuses to leave the retail store, law 
enforcement will be contact to enforce The Tufted Puffin's ID policy.
