ORDINANCE _____
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF __________
AMENDING TITLE ___, CHAPTER ___

FOR THE CITY OF __________
BE IT ENACTED THAT TITLE ___, CHAPTER ___ OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF __________ IS AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

Section 3. Procedural Requirements

A. The City may acquire and hold real property by warranty or quit claim deed, easement, grant, permit, license, deed of trust, mortgage, contract of sale of real property, plat dedication, lease, tax deed, will, or any other lawful means of conveyance or grant. Real property shall be held in the name of “City of __________”. Unless otherwise provided by law, all acquisitions of real property shall be approved by resolution of the City Council.

B. Upon authorization from a specific resolution of the City Council, the Mayor may act on [its] behalf of the City in the acquisition of real property or an interest in real property when [that] the property acquired for valuable consideration or is part of a program of grants under which the City may receive [only a limited amount of acreage] real property. The resolution shall set forth the terms, conditions and manner of acquisition.

Section 4. [Ownership] Ownership and Use of Municipal Land.

A. [The City may acquire and hold real property as sole owner or as tenant in common or other lawful tenancy, with any person or governmental body for any public purpose. The City may hold real property in trust for any public purpose.]

B.  The Municipality may acquire, own, hold and use real property in any manner not prohibited by law or act of the City Council, the City shall exercise all rights and powers in the acquisition, ownership and holding of real property as if the City were a private person.

C. The City Council may by resolution, or other official act, dedicate real property for a public use. Real property dedicated to public use may not be used by the City in a manner inconsistent with the dedication unless the City Council by a resolution finds the property is no longer used or useful for the purpose to which dedicated. The City may hold real property in trust for any public use.

Section 1. Eminent Domain

The City may exercise the powers of eminent domain and declaration of taking in the performance of a power or function of the City in accordance with the procedures set out in A.S.09.55.250 - 09.55.460. 
Section 2. Ordinance and Vote Required

The exercise of the power of eminent domain or declaration of taking shall be by ordinance which shall be submitted to the qualified voters at the next regularly scheduled general election or a special election called for that purpose. [A majority vote is required for approval of the ordinance. A majority of the votes on the question is required for approval of the ordinance.
