Memorandum of Agreement

Between The Nulato City Council and

The Nulato Tribal Council

To Cooperatively Implement Solid Waste Management

GENERAL
The parties enter into this agreement to provide Solid Waste Management Planning and Services for the Village of Nulato.  The Nulato City Council (hereinafter called the City) currently operates the Municipal Solid Waste Landfill with an interim land lease agreement from Gana-A’Yoo Ltd.  The Nulato Traditional Council (hereinafter called the Tribe) has been developing an Integrated Solid Waste Management Plan through its IGAP Environmental Office, and pursuing funding to improve current solid waste management practices.  The City and The Tribe will work cooperatively to pursue State and Federal funding, and develop environmentally around waste management strategies to modernize current waste management practices, and operate within State and Federal guidelines and regulations.
RESPONSIBILITIES

The Tribe will be responsible for the management of improvement and implementation projects, and will keep the City informed of all phases of the projects with monthly reports of the progress of each project.  The Tribe will be responsible for all hiring of employees for the projects and any financial filing/reports or other data.  The City will continue to be responsible for routine operation and maintenance of the Municipal solid waste landfill.  The City and the Tribe will jointly develop Environmental codes and ordinances, mechanisms for enforcement authority, and user fee structures.
SITE CONTROL, ACCESS AND RIGHT OF WAY
The City shall continue to hold its site control, access and right of way for the existing Municipal Solid Waste Landfill under its ANSCA 14(c)3 interim land conveyance from Gana-A-‘Yoo, Ltd.  Additionally, The City shall pursue all further conveyances, leases and right of ways necessary for future relocation and or expansion of the Municipal Solid Waste Landfill.
INDEMNIFICATION
The City of Nulato assumes full responsibility for, releases the Nulato Traditional Council from liability for, and agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Nulato Traditional Council from property loss and property damage.

INSURANCE
The Nulato Traditional Council will carry the primary liability and workmen’s compensation insurance coverage during and specifically for the projects which will require employment of workers to complete improvements to or relocation of the facility.  Normal operation of the Municipal Solid Waste Landfill during renovation and thereafter will continue coverage through the City’s current insurance carrier.
NOTICE OF CLAIM
The parties agree to immediately notify each other of any claim, demand, or lawsuit arising out of or affecting either party’s occupation or use of the premises.  Both parties shall fully cooperate in the investigation and litigation of any claim, demand, or lawsuit affecting the premises.  

SEVERABILITY OF CLAUSES OF AGREEMENT
If any provision of this agreement is adjudged to be invalid, that judgment does not affect the validity of any other provision of this agreement, nor does it constitute any cause of action in favor of either party against the other.

The signed agreement signifies that the City of Nulato and Nulato Traditional Council have read and agreed to all of the details, terms and conditions of this agreement.
