07-0178-AEL, Michael Adams,
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Respondent, denying Mr. Adams’
eligibility to sit for the PE exam.

adopt a board policy that in 12 AAC
36.064 and .065 coursework in a
board approved curriculum in land
surveying — no degree (minimum of
two years credit hours) means 30
credit hours of core surveying classes
and 30 credit hours of professional
development classes.
