Regulations Adopted

The board adopted the following
regulation:

e Repeal 12 AAC 36.111, Practice of
Land Surveying.

The board did not yet adopt the
proposed continuing education (CE)
regulations for architects, engineers and
landscape architects. Based on public
comment received there may be
revisions to the regulations. The CE
committee will finalize the regulations
and the board will vote at the August
2007 meeting to adopt.

Regulations Approved for Public
Notice

No new regulation projects were
initiated. Pending public notice from the
February 2007 meeting are the following
proposed regulations:

e 12 AAC 36.196 — a new section
regarding field adaptation of design
documents

e 12 AAC 36.055, .100 -
jurisprudence examination
requirement

The board elected to not public notice
changes to 12 AAC 36.100, .105
regarding registration by comity and
examination. The board will revisit this
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proposed regulation change at its
August 2007 meeting.

e A new subsection in AS 08.48.331
exempting NICET certified
engineers from registration.

It will be
continued next session.

A bill regarding the Stop Work Order
was not introduced and the board will
revisit this next session.
