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Call for materials: Alaska-manufactured building products

Producers of Alaska-manufactured building materials are invited to submit their products to the State of Alaska
Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development — Division of Economic Development (DED) for
inclusion in a promotional campaign. The campaign will feature building materials manufactured in Alaska in an effort
to connect locally-made products and producers to Alaskan designers and builders.

Producers have two opportunities to participate:

1) Provide DED a sample building product for the DED booth; and/or
2) Provide DED product information to be included in the online directory.

Businesses must have the required business license(s) with the State of Alaska and produce a product manufactured in
Alaska. A product is considered "Alaska-manufactured" if more than 51 percent of it was manufactured in-state.
Examples of Alaskan-manufactured building material include cabinets, flooring, countertops, lumber made from Alaskan
timber, windows, insulation, doors, and hardware crafted in Alaska.
