To the members of the Alcohol Beverage Control Board
 
While we appreciate that the Board is considering regulatory changes which would allow outdoor
seating in the public right of way, we are disappointed that the regulatory changes exclude major
segments of alcohol retailers.  As a brewery with a tasting room, our business is not eligible for
outdoor seating under the current regulatory package, nor is it eligible under the existing
“alternating premises” permit process.
 
As a part of the covid emergency, we have been eligible to apply for temporary outdoor seating and
did so in a small area of our parking lot with great success. Customers greatly enjoy the opportunity
to sit outside during long summer days and tourism traffic flourished when outdoor seating was
available. This turned out to be hugely popular and now it is expected by the consumer!  We
experienced a significant drop in visits this past summer when there was a lapse in temporary
outdoor seating permits.  There were multiple phone calls daily asking if we had outdoor seating.
Our current temporary permit for a licensed outdoor area in our parking lot will expire at the end of
May, 2023.
 
Seeing the benefits to businesses and overall quality of life, the Municipality of Anchorage has since
eliminated barriers that made temporary outdoor seating an impossible permanent option for my
small business (parking restrictions, in our case).  We had hoped this regulatory project would
provide a mechanism for outdoor seating in our parking area, at least on a seasonal basis. If we are
interpreting current regulations correctly, adding other license types, such as breweries, wineries
and distilleries to the list of entities eligible for an AB-34 Alternating Premises Request would make
this an option.  It is not clear to us the public health benefit of currently excluding manufacturers
with tasting rooms from the AB-34 process, but given growth of craft beverage tourism it seems like
a logical fit for the intent of an AB-34 request.
 
In conclusion, we are requesting that the Board revise the proposed regulatory package to allow
other license types, such as breweries, wineries and distilleries, to have outdoor seating in their
parking areas on a temporary, seasonal, basis. Adding those license types to  the list of entities
eligible to submit an AB-34 Alternating Premises Request could be the mechanism to do so.

The board opened this project and sent the draft out for public comment at its 


December 2022 meeting. Public comment was opened for about 32 days closing on January 31, 


2023. It received a few comments, and they are attached.  


The intent of this regulation is, upon application and approval from both the local 


government and the board, to allow for outdoor seating areas to be designated as licensed 


premises, even if the areas are not contiguous, for the consumption of alcoholic beverages on 


licensed premises of a restaurant or eating place licensee, a beverage dispensary licensee with 


a restaurant designation permit, and any other licensee who has a bona fide restaurant.  


3 AAC 304.185 is proposed to be amended to try to accomplish the goal: 


• (b) adds the type of licensees who would not be subjected to the licensed 


premises being “one area”.  


• (g) is repealed. This was a COVID-19 Emergency Declaration regulation.  


• (h) is new language that would allow a licensee with an approved outdoor 


seating area on a public right of way to take an alcoholic beverage across a 


portion of the public right of way… 


• (i) it further defines “licensed premises” under AS 04.21.080(b)(15) for the 


purpose of this project.  


Potential Board actions: 


• Adopt as is, 


• Amend draft and adopt or send back out for public comment 


• Close project 
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(Words in boldface and underlined indicate language being added; words [CAPITALIZED AND 


BRACKETED] indicate language being deleted.) 


3 AAC 304.185 is amended to read:  


3 AAC 304.185. Licensed premises.  (a) A license is issued for a specific place which is 


the licensed premises and which must be clearly designated in a line drawing accompanying an 


application. The address of the licensed premises and the business name under which the 


licensee is doing business at that address must be indicated on the license application. 


(b) With the exception of a recreational site license, [AND] a destination resort license, 


and an outdoor seating area on a street or sidewalk authorized by the local government for 


sole control by a restaurant or eating place licensee, beverage dispensary licensee who also 


has an approved restaurant eating place designation, and any other licensee who has a 


bona fide restaurant, licensed premises must be one area, but may include separate rooms if the 


rooms are adjacent to one another or if they are rooms described in AS 04.11.090(d). If the 


licensed premises consist of more than one room in which a fixed counter or service bar is 


regularly maintained, a duplicate license is required for the additional rooms. A recreational site 


license, [AND] a destination resort license, and a licensee for whom a local government has 


approved use of an adjoining public right of way may have multiple separate licensed 


premises areas with the approval of the board. 


(c) The licensee shall conspicuously post the license within the licensed premises. 


(d) A licensee may not alter the functional floor plan, reduce or expand the area, or 


change the business name of the licensed premises without the prior written approval of the 
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director. The licensee must provide a new line drawing showing the proposed changes in the 


premises. A licensee must pay a  fee of $250 for changing the business name or line 


drawing of the licensee's licensed premises when the name or line drawing change is not part of a 


transfer of ownership or location. A request for a business name or line drawing change for 


licensed premises not part of a transfer must be made on a form prescribed by the board. 


(e) If a business establishment or facility consists of both licensed premises and an 


unlicensed area, the licensee shall clearly segregate the licensed premises and the unlicensed 


area. 


(f) A licensee may request to have a portion of its licensed premises alternate as licensed 


or unlicensed premises on a seasonal basis under the following conditions: 


(1) the request is made on a form prescribed by the board, accompanied by a 


detailed premises diagram and $250 fee; 


(2) a debt that is incurred during times when the identified area is unlicensed will 


be considered a debt incurred in the operation of the licensed business for purposes of transfer of 


license under AS 04.11.360; 


(3) at any time with written notice to the licensee, the board may withdraw its 


approval of use of the identified area as alternating premises; and 


(4) during times the identified area is designated as an unlicensed premises, all 


alcoholic beverages must either be removed from the identified area or be stored in a location 


approved by the board to be secure from the public.  
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(g)  Repealed ___/___/___. [NOTWITHSTANDING (A) – (F) OF THIS SECTION, A 


LICENSEE MAY PERMIT AN AGENT OR EMPLOYEE TO TAKE AN ALCOHOLIC 


BEVERAGE OFF OF A LICENSED PREMISES AND BRING IT TO A PURCHASER FOR 


CURBSIDE PICKUP OR HOME DELIVERY, UNDER THE CONDITIONS DESCRIBED IN 


3 AAC 304.920 OR 3 AAC 304.925.]  


(h)  Notwithstanding (a) – (f) of this section , a licensee with an approved outdoor 


seating area on a public right of way may permit an agent or employee to take an alcoholic 


beverage across a portion of the public right of way still open for public access and the 


outdoor seating area for which the local government has granted sole control to the licensee 


during the licensee’s business hours.  


(i)  For purposes of applying the definition of “licensed premises” at AS 


04.21.080(b)(15), the outdoor seating area the local government approves for use on a 


public right of way in front of or otherwise adjacent to a licensed establishment shall be 


considered at the specific address for which the licensee is issue.
