enforcement department and community jail, and is responsible for maintaining public
safety and order within the city, consisting of enforcing state statues and city ordinances
as well as providing aid and assistance to residents, visitors and the business community;

the CBS currently exceeds the maximum number of REPL licenses allowed under AS

when considering the cumulative number of year-rounds residents, non-local workers,
and annual visitors, the total resulting population is well above the additional population
that would be required for the 3 additional licenses requested to maintain the 1 to 1,500
ratio mandated under Title 4, meeting the conditions outlined in AS 04.11.405(c)(4); and

expanding the availability of beer and wine sales to additional local restaurants would
enhance dining options for both residents and visitors, while also supporting the growth
and diversification of Sitka’s small business community and related employment
opportunities.

Dear Members of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board,

On behalf of the City and Borough of Sitka (CBS), | respectfully submit this letter in
support of our request for three additional restaurant or eating place licenses (REPLS)
for our local eateries. In accordance with AS 04.11.405, the CBS Assembly has passed
a resolution petitioning for the three (3) additional licenses.

To provide additional context for the data points and rationale used in our resolution,
please find our more detailed responses to several of the requirements for REPL
petitions by local governing bodies as listed in AS 04.11.405 below.

Local, Visitor, and Nonresident Population Counts

In addition to its permanent resident population of 8,063, Sitka serves as a hub of
regional commerce in Southeast Alaska due to its strategic location and established
fishing and seafood industry. CBS is investing heavily in its seafood and maritime
industries through the recently constructed marine haul-out facility to serve our local
fleet and those who come from all over the region to access Sitka’s expansive fishing
grounds.

Expansion within the Sitka’s healthcare sector has further increased travel by those
seeking medical attention and itinerant healthcare professionals. The Southeast Alaska
Regional Health Consortium (SEARHC) is one of the largest Native-run healthcare
organizations in the nation which serves 26 communities and over 41,000 patients in
Southeast Alaska?. Sitka’s Mt. Edgecumbe Medical Center is the largest of SEARHC’s
two hospital facilities and provides medical services not only to Sitka residents, but to
patients from across the region who require services not available at their local
outpatient or traveling clinic facilities?.

Tourism in Sitka has experienced significant post-pandemic growth, with cruise
visitation rising from a previous peak of almost 290,000 annual visitors® to over 585,000
annual visitors in 20234, over 600,000 visitors in 20245, almost 580,000 visitors in

20258, and over 600,000 expected for the 2026 season’. It is also notable that cruise
passenger numbers as reported by Cruise Line Agencies of Alaska (CLAA) do not
include smaller cruise lines they are not associated/partnered with, or yachts that CLAA
services which in 2024 was estimated to be approximately 5,000 additional visitors.*
Independent travel to Sitka has also risen, with summer enplanement at the Sitka Rocky
Guiterrez Airport rising 15% between 2017 and 2024, and the number of nights rented
at short-term rentals regulated by the CBS Planning & Community Development
Department growing 52% between 2018 and 20248, Visit Sitka, our local visitor and
convention bureau, estimates that over 65,000 independent travelers arrived in Sitka via
air travel in 2022 and 2023°.

Sitka’s economy, particularly its seasonally-driven seafood and tourism sectors, rely on
non-local employment. The Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development
reported that 3,184 non-local workers (369 non-local Alaska residents and 2,815 non-
residents) worked in Sitka in 202310,

In consideration of our petition, CBS closely reviewed recent petitions for additional
REPLs from other local governments including the City and Borough of Juneau
(Juneau), the City of Homer (Homer), the City of Valdez (Valdez), the City of Wasilla
(Wasilla), the City and Borough of Haines (Haines) and the City of Soldotna (Soldotna).
The resulting population-to-REPL ratios are demonstrated in the below table:

Sitka currently has 6 active, year-round REPLs, and 2 active, seasonal REPLs. In
determining the appropriate number of additional licenses to request, CBS aimed to
have commensurate post-petition licenses to population ratios with the other two
Southeast Alaska communities that have had recent petitions approved, Juneau and
Haines, to account for the unique geographic isolation of Southeast Alaska communities
and the nature of the visitor industry in the region. With 3 additional REPLs approved,
Sitka’s resulting license to population ratio would be lower than those as approved by

the ABC Board for Juneau and Haines earlier this year, and would represent the lowest
post-petition license to population ratio in any of the above communities if approved.

Public Interest

The granting of additional REPLs in Sitka is in the public interest to support our local
business community as well as providing improved service to locals and visitors alike.
As was noted during consideration of this petition by our Tourism Commission and
Planning Commission, additional REPLs can support growth and sustainability for year-
round food businesses/restaurants. Increasing the number of REPLs will allow existing
businesses to grow, new businesses to start, and for both to meet the demand of our
sizeable visitor and seasonal worker populations while still providing year-round
employment and dining options for locals. In order to best preserve these public
interests, the Assembly has also stated, through the adopted resolution and at the
request of the Planning Commission, its preference to have established, year-round
businesses (those that operate during at least ten months per year) prioritized in cases
of mutually exclusive applications for the additional licensed issued through the ABC
Board’s acceptance of this petition.

As detailed below, CBS engaged in thorough, robust public review and comment period,
and the resulting resolution for the petition is reflective of the input received. While
initially proposing 4 additional REPLs, the Assembly sponsors of the resolution
incorporated feedback from our Tourism Commission and increased the licenses
requested to 6 in the first version of the resolution reviewed by the Assembly at its
August 12" meeting. However, given the public comment received at that meeting, the
Assembly amended the resolution to reduce the additional licenses requested to 3
which was ultimately passed in the final version of the resolution at the October 28t"
Assembly meeting. These changes in the final, passed resolution represent a fair and
responsive compromise that, the Assembly feels, accommodates the varying public
interests expressed during public comment on the petition.

Public Comment Period

In consideration of this request, CBS offered several public comment opportunities
including:

e A review and recommendation for approval by our Tourism Commission occurred
on July 10, 2025, which was publicly advertised and included an opportunity for
public testimony.

¢ A notice was sent to all active alcohol license holders in Sitka on July 22, 2025,
which provided instruction on options for written, telephonic, and in-person
comment at the August 12, 2025, Assembly meeting.

e The Assembly co-sponsors of the resolution published a Letter to the Editor in
the Sitka Sentinel on August 4, 2025, providing the public with information about
the petition and instructions on options for written, telephonic, and in-person
comment at the August 12, 2025, Assembly meeting.





e The Assembly took public comment at its August 12, 2025, meeting which was
publicly advertised, and when the resolution was first considered. The resolution
was amended and postponed for further public comment and review by the
Planning Commission.

¢ A notice was sent to all active alcohol license holders in Sitka on September 22,
2025, which provided instruction on options for written, telephonic, and in-person
comment at the October 1, 2025, Planning Commission meeting.

e A review and recommendation for approval by our Planning Commission
occurred on October 1, 2025, which was publicly advertised and included an
opportunity for public testimony.

e A review by our Health Needs and Human Services Commission occurred on
October 15, 2025, which was publicly advertised and included an opportunity for
public testimony.

e A notice was sent to all active alcohol license holders in Sitka on October 20,
2025, which provided instruction on options for written, telephonic, and in-person
comment at the October 28, 2025, Assembly meeting.

e The Assembly took public comment at its October 28, 2025, meeting which was
publicly advertised and when the resolution passed.

Copies of public notices, notices to active alcohol license holders, meeting minutes, and
written public comments are enclosed for the Board'’s reference.

In conclusion, the City and Borough of Sitka thanks the Alaska Alcoholic Beverage
Control Board for its consideration of our petition to issue three additional REPLs in
Sitka which we believe meets all of the requirements of AS 04.11.405. CBS staff
members are happy to provide any additional information ahead of, or at, the Board'’s
meeting at which this petition will be considered.

. CALL TO ORDER
Chair Jeremy Plank called the Tourism Commission meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.

II. ROLL CALL

Secretary Bryant-Martin confirmed quorum was present.

lll. CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA
No agenda changes were made.

IV. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
M-Bryant-Martin/S-Dempster moved to approve the May 8, 2025 and June 12, 2025 meeting minutes.
Motion passed 6-0 by voice vote.

V. NEW BUSINESS

A. Review of a municipal petition to the Alaska State Alcoholic Beverage Control Board to increase
the number of restaurant and eating licenses in Sitka.
Commission members reviewed Ainslie’s 7/3/25 memo regarding a petition and draft CBS resolution for
additional restaurant and eating place licenses (REPLS) in the City and Borough of Sitka. Ainslie stated
REPLs are only available for “bona fide restaurants” to sell brewed beverages and wine on licensed
premises (hard liquor not permitted). Ainslie also stated municipalities in Alaska cannot have more than
1 REPL per 1,500 residents without a petition. She presented the State’s criteria for additional REPL
petitions as well as an overview of other Alaskan municipalities’ approved petitions in recent years which
included Juneau, Homer, Haines, Valdez, Wasilla, and Soldotna which were based on ratios of licenses
to permanent residents, visitors, and non-residents. Ainslie recommended that Commissioners take
public comment and provide suggestions for the Assembly to consider on the draft resolution/petition.
Commissioners discussed population estimates and felt CBS could possibly qualify for 8 to 12 additional
licenses. Richard Wein spoke in favor of the petition and suggested the city apply for ten or more to
accommodate growing demand from visitors. Scott Saline stated that 4 licenses wasn’t enough for Sitka.
Assembly co-sponsor for the resolution, Thor Christianson, spoke in favor of the petition but cautioned
against requesting too many licenses such that the petition would not be approved. Commission
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members discussed the goals of promoting economic growth and supporting small businesses by
applying for as many REPLs as possible. Peterson spoke to the financial difficulties of running a
restaurant in Sitka, especially in the winter months, without an REPL. There was discussion on what the
right number to request would be. Lowrance stated she was aware of 4-5 businesses that would be
highly interested in applying for additional licenses if available. Calvin stated four additional licenses
was too many.

M-Bryant-Martin/S-Lowrance moved to support the City and Borough of Sitka’s petition to the
Alaska State Alcoholic Control Board to issue up to six additional restaurant or eating place
licenses. Motion passed 6-1 by roll call vote with Calvin opposed.

B. Review a zoning change regulating the development of new cruise docks
Ainslie presented current efforts and progress on a zoning change to regulate the development of new
cruise ship docks based on recommendation #23 from the Tourism Task Force that the Planning
Commission was working on. Key provisions included proposed definitions of “cruise ship” and
“cruise ship dock”, which zones had been identified as allowing cruise ship docks as a conditional use
versus being a prohibited use, proposed permit submission requirements, and criteria for evaluating
impacts of proposed cruise ship docks as a part of the permitting process. Commissioners asked about
the extent of zoning for the whole borough, with Ainslie noting that the majority of lands in the borough
(outside of the road system and islands in Sitka Sound) are not zoned. Commissioners asked Ainslie
how existing cruise ship docks would be affected by the zoning change, and Ainslie responded by stating
that existing docks would be allowed to continue under legal non-conforming use permits. Peterson
stated that she would like to see more consideration of environmental impacts in permitting potential
cruise ship dock developments, recognizing Ainslie’s comments that many environmental standards
were monitored and enforced at State and Federal levels. Ainslie stated that compliance with State and
Federal laws was a common condition of approval for conditional use permits which helps to promote
environmental protections.

Plank opened the floor for public comment. Larry Edwards and Richard Wein advocated that in the
zoning change, cruise ship docks should be prohibited in all zones as it served as a stronger form of
protection against additional cruise ship docks that the community may not wish to see developed as
opposed to allowing the use conditionally. Edwards also stated that cruise ship docks should also be
prohibited in all un-zoned areas of the borough.

Commissioners reviewed the list of proposed zones in which cruise ship docks would be a conditional
use, and discussed changing it to a prohibited use in all or more zones. Commissioners discussed the
merits (stronger regulatory position to deny proposals) and drawbacks (deterrence of economic
development/investment in Sitka) of making the use prohibited in all zones. The Commission decided it
would be best to have the Planning Commission consider these comments, re-evaluate zoning districts
in which cruise ship docks would be conditional versus prohibited, and review again once this had taken
place. No action was taken.

V. PERSONS TO BE HEARD (For items ON or OFF the agenda and not to exceed 3 minutes)
Scott Saline shared information he had learned at a recent meeting with the Army Corps of Engineers
regarding Fort Babcock, and his concern about the lack of public process regarding permitting of
commercial users to take visitors there and Shoal’s Point. Larry Edwards stated that he would like to see
recordings of Commission meetings made more publicly accessible by posting them on the city website.
Richard Wein echoed Larry Edward’s comments and added that he would also like meeting transcripts be
made available. Wein also commented on liquor licenses noting that SEARHC held a license and support
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for six or more additional licenses, and reiterated his previous statements on the zoning change for cruise
ship docks and making them a prohibited use in all zones.

VI. ADJOURNMENT
M-Bryant-Martin/S-Lowrance moved to adjourn. The motion passed unanimously by voice vote, and
the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.

Vigil for Gaza

Dear Editor: Sitkans for Peace and Democracy will hold a vigil calling for an
end to Israel’s near-total food blockade of Gaza, this Wednesday, Aug. 6, 5:30-
6:30 p.m., at the roundabout.

At least six people died of starvation in Gaza on Sunday, according to Gaza’s
health ministry. The new deaths raised the number of those dying to 175, includ-
ing 93 children. UN agencies caution that time is running out for a humanitarian
response to famine conditions in the Gaza Strip. Nearly a quarter of the popula-
tion is facing “catastrophic” level of food insecurity, and a further 54 per cent is
at “emergency” level. The UN Children’s Fund (UNICEF) stressed that “this is
a condition that we can prevent,” calling for an end to deliberate blocking and
delay of food, health, and humanitarian aid.

Joining a growing international consensus, two leading Israeli human rights
groups, B’Tselem and Physicians for Human Rights Israel, issued reports last
week accusing Israel of committing genocide in Gaza. “What we see is a clear,
intentional attack on civilians in order to destroy a group,” said Yuli Novak, the
director of the Israeli human rights organization, B’Tselem, calling for urgent
action. “I think every human being has to ask himself: what do you do in the face
of genocide?”

Loni Anderson, 80, Dies;
Wasin TV Show ‘WKRP’

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Loni An-
derson, who played a struggling radio
station’s empowered receptionist on
the hit TV comedy “WKRP in Cincin-
nati,” died Sunday, just days before her
80th birthday.

Anderson died at a Los Angeles

hospital following a prolonged illness,
said her longtime publicist, Cheryl J.
Kagan.

“We are heartbroken to announce
the passing of our dear wife, mother
and grandmother,” Anderson’s family
said in a statement.

“WKRP in Cincinnati” aired from
1978 to 1982 and was set in a flagging
Ohio radio station trying to reinvent it-
self with rock music. The cast included
Gary Sandy, Tim Reid, Howard Hesse-
man, Frank Bonner and Jan Smithers,
alongside Anderson as Jennifer Mar-
lowe, whose good looks were matched
by her intelligence.

As the station’s receptionist, the
blonde and high-heeled Jennifer rou-
tinely deflected unwanted business
calls for her boss, Mr. Carlson. Her ef-
ficiency often kept the station running
in the face of others’ incompetence.

The role earned Anderson two
Emmy Award nominations and three
Golden Globe nominations.

Anderson starred on the big screen
alongside Burt Reynold s in the 1983
comedy “Stroker Ace,” and the two lat-
er married and became tabloid fixtures
before their messy breakup in 1994.

Their son, Quinton Reynolds, was
“the best decision that we ever made
in our entire relationship,” she said
during the unveiling of a bronze bust
at Reynolds’ Hollywood grave site in
2021.

“l think back to the beginning of
our relationship, it was so, oh, gosh,
tabloidy. We were just a spectacle all

the time. And it was hard to have a
relationship in that atmosphere. And
somehow, we did it through many ups
and downs,” Anderson told The Asso-
ciated Press.

Anderson detailed their tumultuous
marriage in the 1995 autobiography,

said was about “the growth of a wom-
an, a woman who survives.”

“l think if you’re going to write
about yourself, you have to do it warts
and all,” Anderson told the AP while
promoting the book. “You may not
even tell the nicest things about your-
self, because you’re telling the truth.”

She married four times, most re-
cently to Bob Flick in 2008.

Anderson was born Aug. 5, 1945, in
St. Paul, Minnesota. Her father was an
environmental chemist, and her moth-
er was a model.

Congress Takes Break
But Tensions Not Gone

WASHINGTON (AP) — Lawmak-
ers have left Washington for the annual
August recess, but a few weeks of rel-
ative quiet on the U.S. Capitol grounds
can’t mask the partisan tensions that
are brewing on government funding
and President Donald Trump’s nomi-
nees. It could make for a momentous
September.

Here’s a look at what’s ahead when
lawmakers return following the Labor
Day holiday.

A bitter spending battle ahead

Lawmakers will use much of Sep-
tember to work on spending bills for
the coming budget year, which begins
Oct. 1. They likely will need to pass a
short-term spending measure to keep
the government funded for a few weeks
while they work on a longer-term mea-
sure that covers the full year.

It’s not unusual for leaders from
both parties to blame the other party
for a potential shutdown, but the rhet-
oric began extra early this year, sig-
naling the threat of a stoppage is more
serious than usual.

Today, Senate Democratic lead-
er Chuck Schumer and House Dem-
ocratic leader Hakeem Jeffries sent
their Republican counterparts a sharp-
ly-worded letter calling for a meeting
to discuss “the government funding
deadline and the health care crisis you
have visited upon the American peo-
ple.”

They said it will take bipartisanship
to avert a “painful, unnecessary shut-
down.”

“Yet it is clear that the Trump Ad-
ministration and many in your party
are preparing to go it alone and con-
tinue to legislate on a solely Republi-
can basis,” said the letter sent to Sen-
ate Majority Leader John Thune and
House Speaker Mike Johnson.

Republicans have taken note of the
warnings and are portraying the Dem-
ocrats as itching for a shutdown they
hope to blame on the GOP.

“It was disturbing to hear the Dem-
ocrat leader threaten to shut down the
government in his July 8 Dear Col-
league letter,” Thune said on Saturday.
“.. | really hope that Democrats will
not embrace that position but will con-
tinue to work with Republicans to fund
the government.”

Different approaches
from the House and Senate

So far, the House has approved two
of the 12 annual spending bills, most-
ly along party lines. The Senate has
passed three on a strongly bipartisan
basis. The House is pursuing steep,
non-defense spending cuts. The Senate
is rejecting many of those cuts. One
side will have to give. And any final
bill will need some Democratic sup-
port to generate the 60 votes necessary
to get a spending measure to the finish
line.

Some Democratic senators are also
wanting assurances from Republicans

that there won’t be more efforts in the
coming weeks to claw back or cancel
funding already approved by Congress.

“If Republicans want to make a
deal, then let’s make a deal, but only
if Republicans include an agreement
they won’t take back that deal a few
weeks later,” said Sen. Elizabeth War-
ren, D-Mass.

Rep. Chuck Fleischmann, R-Tenn.,
a veteran member of the House Appro-
priations committee, said the Demo-
cratic minority in both chambers has
suffered so many legislative losses this
year, “that they are stuck between a
rock and their voting base.” Democrats
may want to demonstrate more resis-
tance to Trump, but they would rue a
shutdown, he warned.

“The reality would be, if the gov-
ernment were shut down, the admin-
istration, Donald Trump, would have
the ability to decide where to spend
and not spend,” Fleischmann said.
“Schumer knows that, Jeffries knows
that. We know that. I think it would
be much more productive if we start
talking about a short-term (continuing
resolution.)”

Republican angry about
pace of nominations

Republicans are considering chang-
es to Senate rules to get more of
Trump’s nominees confirmed.

Thune said last week that during the
same point in Joe Biden’s presidency,
49 of his 121 civilians nominees had
been confirmed on an expedited basis
through a voice vote or a unanimous
consent request. Trump has had none
of his civilian nominees confirmed on
an expedited basis. Democrats have in-
sisted on roll call votes for all of them,
a lengthy process than can take days.

“I think they’re desperately in need
of change,” Thune said of Senate rules
for considering nominees. “I think that
the last six months have demonstrated
that this process, nominations is bro-
ken. And so | expect there will be some
good robust conversations about that.”

Schumer said a rules change would
be a “huge mistake,” especially as Sen-
ate Republicans will need Democratic
votes to pass spending bills and other
legislation moving forward.

The Senate held a rare weekend
session as Republicans worked to get
more of Trump’s nominees confirmed.
Negotiations focused on advancing
dozens of additional Trump nomi-
nees in exchange for some concessions
on releasing some already approved
spending.

At times, lawmakers spoke of prog-
ress on a potential deal. But it was
clear that there would be no agreement
when Trump attacked Schumer on so-
cial media Saturday evening and told
Republicans to pack it up and go home.

“Tell Schumer, who is under tre-
mendous political pressure from with-
in his own party, the Radical Left
Lunatics, to GO TO HELL!” Trump
posted on Truth Social.

Tesla Awards CEO Musk
Shares Worth $29 Billion

Tesla gave Elon Musk a stock grant
of $29 billion today as a reward for
years of “transformative and unprece-
dented” growth despite a recent foray
into right-wing politics that has hurt its
sales, profits and its stock price.

In giving its billionaire CEO 96 mil-
lion in restricted shares, the electric car
company noted that Musk hasn’t been
paid in years because his 2018 compen-
sation package has been rejected by a
Delaware court. The award comes eight
months after a judge revoked the 2018
pay package a second time. Tesla has
appealed the ruling. Tesla today called
the grant a “first step, good faith” way
of retaining Musk and keeping him fo-
cused, citing his leadership of SpaceX,
XAl and other companies. Musk said
recently that he needed more shares
and control so he couldn’t be ousted by
shareholder activists.

“Rewarding Elon for what he has
done and continues to do for Tesla is the
right thing to do,” the company said in
a regulatory filing, citing an increase of
$735 hillion in Tesla’s value on the stock
market since 2018.

Tesla shares have plunged 25%
this year largely due to blowback over
Musk’s affiliation with President Don-
ald Trump. But Tesla also faces inten-
sifying competition from both the big

Detroit automakers, and from China.

In its most recent quarter, Tesla re-
ported that quarterly profits plunged
from $1.39 billion to $409 million.
Revenue also fell and the company fell
short of even the lowered expectations
on Wall Street.

Investors have grown increasing-
ly worried about the trajectory of the
company after Musk had spent so much
time in Washington this year, becoming
one of the most prominent officials in
the Trump administration in its bid to
slash the size of the U.S. government.

The electric vehicle maker said in
the regulatory filing that Musk must
first pay Tesla $23.34 per share of re-
stricted stock that vests, which is equal
to the exercise price per share of the
2018 pay package.

In December Delaware Chancel-
lor Kathleen St. Jude McCormick re-
affirmed her earlier ruling that Tesla
must revoke Musk’s multibillion-dollar
pay package. She found that Musk en-
gineered the landmark pay package in
sham negotiations with directors who
were not independent.

The rulings came in a lawsuit filed
by a Tesla stockholder who challenged
Musk’s 2018 compensation package.

That pay package carried a potential
maximum value of about $56 billion,
but that sum has fluctuated over the
years based on Tesla’s stock price.

AP Poll: Grocery Costs
Worrying Most Adults

NEW YORK (AP) — The vast ma-
jority of U.S. adults are at least somewhat
stressed about the cost of groceries, a new
poll finds, as prices continue to rise and
concerns about the impact of President
Donald Trump’s tariffs remain wide-
spread.

About half of all Americans say the
cost of groceries is a “major” source of
stress in their life right now, while 33% say
it’s a “minor” source of stress, according to
the poll from The Associated Press-NORC
Center for Public Affairs Research. Only
14% say it’s not a source of stress, under-
scoring the pervasive anxiety most Amer-
icans continue to feel about the cost of ev-
eryday essentials.

Other financial stressors — like the cost
of housing or the amount of money in their
bank accounts — are also broadly felt,
but they weigh more heavily on younger
Americans, who are less likely than older
adults to have significant savings or own
property.

The survey also found that about 4 in 10
Americans under age 45 say they’ve used
what are known as “buy now, pay later”
services when spending on entertainment
or restaurant meals or when paying for es-
sentials like groceries or medical care.

Adam Bush, 19, based in Portland,
New York, is one of those younger Amer-
icans who has used pay-later services for
things like groceries or entertainment.
Bush works as a welder, fabricating parts
for trucks for Toyota, and makes under
$50,000 per year.

“I just keep watching the prices go up,
so I'm looking for the cheapest possible
stuff,” he said. “Hot pockets and TV din-
ners.”

Everyone is stressed about groceries

Groceries are one of the most far-reach-
ing financial stressors, affecting the young
and old alike, the poll finds. While Ameri-
cans over age 60 are less likely than young-
er people to feel major financial anxiety
about housing, their savings, child care, or
credit card debt, they are just as worried
about the cost of groceries.

Esther Bland, 78, who lives in Buckley,
Washington, said groceries are a “minor”
source of stress — but only because her
local food banks fill the gap. Bland relies
on her Social Security and disability pay-
ments each month to cover her rent and
other expenses — such as veterinary care
for her dogs — in retirement, after decades
working in an office processing product
orders. “I have no savings,” she said. “I'm
not sure what’s going on politically when
it comes to the food banks, but if I lost
that, groceries would absolutely be a major
source of stress.”

Bland’s monthly income mainly goes
toward her electric, water and cable bills,

she said, as well as care of her dogs and
other household needs. “Soap, paper tow-
els, toilet paper. | buy gas at Costco, but
we haven’t seen $3 a gallon here in a long
time,” she said. “I stay home a lot. I only
put about 50 miles on my car a week.”

According to the poll, 64% of the low-
est-income Americans — those who have
a household income of less than $30,000 a
year — say the cost of groceries is a “ma-
jor” stressor. That’s compared with about
4 in 10 Americans who have a household
income of $100,000 or more.

But even within that higher-income
group, only about 2 in 10 say grocery costs
aren’taworry at all.

Women and Hispanic adults are espe-
cially economically anxious

Housing is another substantial source of
worry for U.S. adults — along with their
savings, their income and the cost of health
care. About half of U.S. adults say housing
is a “major” source of stress, according to
the poll, while about 4 in 10 say that about
the amount of money they get paid, the
amount of money they have saved and the
cost of health care. About 3 in 10 say cred-
it card debt is a “major” source of stress,
while about 2 in 10 say that about the cost
of child care and student debt.

But some groups are feeling much more
anxiety about their finances than others.
Women, for instance, are more likely than
men to report high levels of stress about
their income, savings, the cost of groceries
and the cost of health care. Hispanic adults
are also particularly concerned about hous-
ing costs and both credit card and student
debt. About two-thirds of Hispanic adults
say the cost of housing is a “major” source
of stress, compared with about half of
Black adults and about 4 in 10 white adults.

Some people are making changes to
their lifestyle as a result of high costs.
Shandal LeSure, 43, who works as a re-
ceptionist for a rehabilitation hospital in
Chattanooga, Tennessee, and makes be-
tween $85,000 and $100,000 a year, said
she’s started shopping for groceries at less
expensive stores.

“It’s an adjustment,” she said. “Some-
times the quality isn’t as good.”

Many US adults have used ‘buy now,
pay later’ services

As they stretch limited budgets, about
3in 10 U.S. adults overall say they’ve used
“buy now, pay later” services such as Af-
terpay or Klarna to purchase groceries,
entertainment, restaurant meals or meal
delivery, or medical or dental care, accord-
ing to the poll. Bland, the Washington state
retiree, said she’s paid for pet surgery with
a pay-later plan. Younger Americans are
much likelier than older people to have
used pay-later plans for entertainment,
groceries or restaurant meals, but there’s
no age gap on medical care. Black and His-
panic people are also especially likely to
adopt the plans.

Dear Assembly Members,

Sitka CHARR is a trade organization that represents existing members in the hospitality industry in Sitka. We are
concerned about your method and desire to request additional REPL licenses in Sitka using the number of cruise
visitors and non-residents in determining how many licenses should be issued. In doing so you are devaluing what
current businesses have paid handsomely for and risking sustainability for our community. You are setting a
dangerous precedent. What happens when we have one million visitors? Will you seek more licenses? We are
already over licensed for our population. Additionally, you are being asked to approve two distillery licenses.

While we are in the hospitality industry, and welcome our visitors, we also strive to be here year-round for our
community. We donate as individual businesses to local nonprofits and schools as well as collectively as an industry
group. We provide year round employment.

Additional considerations:

What prevents non-locally owned and operated businesses from getting a license? Do you want non-resident
business owners getting liquor licenses? Do you want to allow food trucks to sell beer and wine? How many food
carts, food courts or the like will you allow? How many new marijuana shops and licenses do you want to
allow/request once their limits are met? Where are the places to locate more public restrooms going to be as we
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grow besides the middle of streets? How do we better handle the increased foot traffic and what is the answer for
getting more internet and bandwidth on high traffic days? There are many issues to address and starting with six
new REPL is not the best starting place when the industry hasn’t been asked to participate until the end of the
discussion. Not to mention, we in the industry are VERY busy right now trying to manage what we have in the busy
season. Why is this not a topic of discussion for October, when we can reasonably participate? What is the rush?

Before requesting a variance from the state, we feel appropriate planning needs to take place. Sitkais ata
crossroads and we feel it is time to plan for the next ten to twenty years. We have the ability to slow down long
enough to plan what Sitka will look like and not be haphazard in our design.

We have all visited places that are welcoming, beautiful and well thought out versus thrown together and

tacky. Let’s maintain our Paris of the Pacific appearance and have the hard conversations and PLAN not REACT to
what change is taking place. In the planning let’s be sure to have the right stakeholders at the right meetings for
input. The Tourism Commission is not the place we would have expected to be to discuss this issue. This
commission doesn’t have the representation of our industry. As a new commission, we did not realize this would be
within their scope. Additionally, it appears they are not familiar with how thin the profit margins are in our

industry. Likewise, the Chamber appears to be representing one part of their group and not the whole.

If you proceed with this request, please understand you will be devaluing and financially harming the current license
holder’s assets and investments. You will be creating more strain for needed workers than Sitka has available. Not
to mention a real lack of affordable housing for the new workers that would be required for six more fully operating
businesses.

Additionally, you are basing the “needs” of our community on a population that is only here for maybe 5 hours a day
for a limited time of year. How is it that this population truly defines the ‘needs’ of Sitka as a whole?

Prop 2 Limits Rights

Dear Editor: Proposition 2 is a severe
limitation of your rights — and com-
pletely unneeded. Sitkans don’t need
more government regulations.

To address the elephant in the room:
the cruise ship limitation initiative
failed overwhelmingly. Sitkans spoke
loud and clear on that issue. For the
context of this letter, | was not part of
SOUL and did not sign their petition.

Much has already been said about
Prop 2 being unconstitutional and how
economic studies are costly and cum-
bersome. I’ll add two points.

First: the sponsors of Prop 2 did not
commission such a study. If the spon-
sors skipped their own remedy, how
realistic is it to expect citizen groups
to hire one out — especially volunteers
with limited funds?

Second: long-time Sitkans will re-
member that | sponsored an initiative
20 years ago requiring a public vote
before building a cruise ship dock on
City property at Sawmill Cove (now
GPIP). Our measure passed by an
overwhelming majority. It did not lim-
it cruise ships—it simply required that
the terms of a sale or lease be accept-
able to voters.

That initiative would have been un-
necessary if the Assembly had simply
listened to Sitkans. But a majority on
the Assembly at the time feared putting
the issue in front of voters.

As the sponsor of a past initiative
and chair of an initiative group, I can
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say raising funds is already a burden.
How can we vote for economic stud-
ies without knowing the true costs and
complexities of such studies?

Looking back, most citizen ini-
tiatives in Sitka have passed by large
margins. But when the Assembly is out
of step with voters on a single issue,
we need a system of checks and bal-
ances. | deeply appreciate the service
of Assembly members — but | do not
trust 4 of 7 to always do right.

We need to trust Sitka voters—not
throw the baby out with the bath water.

“New Study Maps Alaska’s Thou-
sands of Landslides” and the recent
Elfin Cove slide Sept. 23, 2025, raise
questions about Sitka’s emergency pre-
paredness. Landslides, earthquakes,
tsunamis, and volcanic eruptions are
natural disasters that threaten our com-
munity. Additionally, disasters include
dam breaks, structural bridge damage,
and loss of telecommunications. We
are vulnerable.

What are the city’s emergency plans
when a catastrophic event hits Sitka?
There is a public blowhorn that can
warn us, but not only can people not
hear it, they also can’t clearly discern
what is being broadcast to take appro-
priate action. Did you know the police
department has a warning system? Ev-
eryone should know what it can com-
municate and how, especially if com-
munication systems are down.

My experience of the Alameda Fire in
Oregon, drives home Sitka’s need for in-
formation in advance of an event. There,
the Red Cross was the fire’s evacuation
site’s saving grace (Sitka has no Red
Cross).

Sitka has a Local Emergency Plan-
ning Committee with February 2025 as
the last posted meeting minutes. Sitka’s
website has information on emergency
go Kits, etc., but insufficient community
direction.

The tsunami parking areas protect
from sea surge, but if the event of a dam
break, earthquake or damage to O’Con-
nell Bridge, where and how do folks get
food, warmth, transportation and shelter?

Remember it isn’t “if” it is “when.”
Our first responders cannot do it all. We
need the Assembly and candidates to an-
swer “how are you going to keep us safe
and informed in a catastrophic emergen-
cy?”

Our community needs to know and
practice evacuation responses just like
city officials, the fire and police depart-
ments. Don’t leave us out of this, it can
and will save lives.

NEW YORK (AP) — President
Donald Trump’s unprecedented retri-
bution campaign against his perceived
political enemies reached new heights
as his Justice Department brought
criminal charges against a longtime
foe and he expanded his efforts to clas-
sify certain liberal groups as “domestic
terrorist organizations.”

Days after Trump publicly demand-
ed action from his attorney general and
tapped his former personal lawyer to
serve as the top federal prosecutor in
Virginia, former FBI Director James
Comey, a longtime target of Trump’s
ire, was indicted by a grand jury for
allegedly lying to Congress during tes-
timony in 2020.

Hours earlier Thursday, Trump
signed a memorandum directing his
Republican administration to target
backers of what they dubbed “left-
wing terrorism” as he alleged without
evidence a vast conspiracy by Demo-
crat-aligned nonprofit groups and ac-
tivists to finance violent protests.

The developments marked a dra-
matic escalation of the president’s ex-

traordinary use of the levers of pres-
idential power to target his political
rivals and his efforts to pressure the
Justice Department to pursue investi-
gations — and now prosecutions — of
those he disdains. It’s a campaign that
began soon after Trump returned to of-
fice and one that critics see as an abuse
of power that puts every American
who dares to criticize the president at
risk of retaliation.

“Donald Trump has made clear
that he intends to turn our justice sys-
tem into a weapon for punishing and
silencing his critics,” said Sen. Mark
Warner of Virginia, the top Democrat
on the Senate Intelligence Committee.
The Comey indictment came less than
a week after Trump installed a former
White House aide and confidant to
the role of U.S. attorney in the East-
ern District of Virginia. The president
had forced the ouster of his previous
pick because he wasn’t sufficiently re-
sponsive to calls from Trump to bring
charges against his longtime targets.

“This kind of interference is a dan-
gerous abuse of power,” Warner said.
“QOur system depends on prosecutors
making decisions based on evidence

2 Groups End Blackout
Of Jimmy Kimmel Show

NEW YORK (AP) — Nexstar Media
Group joined Sinclair Broadcast Group
in bringing Jimmy Kimmel’s late-night
talk show back to its local TV stations
on Friday night, ending a dayslong TV
blackout for dozens of cities across the
us.

The companies suspended the pro-
gram over remarks the comedian made
in the wake of conservative activist
Charlie Kirk’s killing. The move means
“Jimmy Kimmel Live!” will return to lo-
cal TV on Nexstar’s ABC affiliates in 28
cities, along with the 38 stations where
Sinclair agreed to restore the show.

The show will also return to Sinclair’s
local TV markets from Seattle to Wash-
ington, D.C.

Disney-owned ABC  suspended
Kimmel on Sept. 17, following threats
of potential repercussions from the
Trump-appointed head of the Federal
Communications Commission. Sinclair
also condemned the host — confirming
that it would stop airing the show the
same day.

The Maryland-based broadcast giant,
which is known for conservative political
content, called on Kimmel at the time to
apologize to Kirk’s family — and taking
it a step further, asked him to “make a
meaningful personal donation” to Turn-
ing Point USA, the nonprofit that Kirk
founded.

On the day Kirk was killed, Kimmel
shared a message of support for Kirk’s
family and other victims of gun violence
on social media, which he reiterated
during his Tuesday return to ABC. He
had also called the conservative activist’s
assassination a “senseless murder” prior
to being taken off air.

Kimmel’s original comments didn’t
otherwise focus on Kirk. He instead
lambasted President Donald Trump and
his administration’s response to the kill-
ing. The comedian did not apologize on
Tuesday, but did say “it was never my
intention to make light of the murder of
a young man” and acknowledged that to
some, his comments “felt either ill-timed
or unclear or maybe both.”

Sun Day

Last Sunday, September 21, was the
first Sun Day, a national celebration of
renewable energy and climate protec-
tion, just as April’s Earth Day was de-
signed 55 years ago to bring attention
to the needs of the environment. Near-
ly 500 events were registered across
every state with incredible diversity
and creativity. Some were festivals.
Some were home tours of energy-effi-
cient appliances like heat pumps. One
was a choreographed dance among a
college’s solar panels. Another event
installed solar panels on affordable
Habitat for Humanity homes. A band
performance powered its amplifiers
with electric Ford F-150 truck batter-
ies. Everywhere were the signature lo-
gos of half a sun with the other half an
artistic rendering of anything that local
participants wanted to create. Looking
at a sampling of these 10,000 designs
on the organizing website https:/www.
sunday.earth is an inspiring treat.
There are even internationally contrib-
uted designs, reflecting that Sun Day
events were organized outside the U.S.

These Sun Day celebrations por-
trayed what people concerned about
keeping the world livable for our chil-
dren and grandchildren are working
for. Stopping the earth’s global tem-
perature increase, lowering air pollu-
tion, and improving health requires
replacing fossil fuel combustion with
pointing glass solar panels at the sun to
generate electricity; catching wind en-
ergy with turbines; harnessing gravity
of falling water with hydropower; and
mining heat with geothermal. In the
U.S., after the current administration
erased most of the climate-protective
measures taken by the last administra-

tion, Sun Day was an affirmation that
climate matters as an existential risk
to our collective existence. Despite the
chaos of the last 8 months, we have to
continue to build political will for pol-
icies that guarantee urgent transition to
clean energy and industry, despite ob-
stacles from climate deniers and min-
imizers.

Luckily, economics are on the side
of an accelerating energy transition.
Solar and wind power are now cheap-
er than fossil fuel power. The gigantic
electricity needs of data centers can
only be quickly and economically met
with renewable energy, since fossil and
nuclear power plants take many years
to be built. Globally, the solar power
installed in the first half of 2025 was
about equal to the total solar installed
in 2021 and 2022 combined. Two-
thirds of the 6 months global solar total
was installed in China, which is also
supplying many third world countries
with new electricity.

At the last Sitka Farmers Market
of the year, the Transition Sitka ta-
ble featured a live-aboard boat owner
who is in process of installing battery
storage and solar power to lower utili-
ty cost. These solar panels will join a
smattering of other local solar panels,
such as at Sitka Electric and Blue Lake
campground, and on off-grid islands
and aids to navigation. The Jarvis
Street community garden will have so-
lar power supplying its electric fence,
restroom lighting, and equipment
charging. When SEARHC and Coast
Guard expansion places more electric
demand on our microgrid, should the
municipality be exploring floating so-
lar on Blue and Green Lakes?

and the law, not on the personal grudg-
es of a politician determined to settle
scores.”

An escalation in retribution

The first former president convicted
of a felony — for falsifying business
records to hide hush-money payments
to conceal an alleged affair — Trump
won the White House despite a host of
other legal troubles over his alleged re-
tention of classified information after
leaving the White House in 2021 and
his role in stoking denials of his 2020
electoral defeat that culminated in the
Jan. 6 attack on the Capitol.

Thursday’s moves were the latest in
a concerted effort by Trump to wield
the vast powers of his office in unpar-
alleled ways to punish his enemies
since returning to the Oval Office in
January. During his campaign, Trump
made clear this was his intention if he
returned to office.

“In 2016, | declared: 1 am your
voice,” he said in 2023. “Today, | add:
I am your warrior. I am your justice.
And for those who have been wronged
and betrayed, | am your retribution.”

Earlier this week, he signed an or-
der designating a decentralized move-
ment known as antifa — short for “an-

ti-fascists” — as a domestic terrorist
organization, a move testing broad
First Amendment protections enjoyed
by organizations operating within the
United States.

The Thursday memo went further,
targeting liberal-leaning groups and
donors, and “represents a significant
abuse of power where the government
is either changing the law or bending
definitions to try and investigate and
punish their political opponents in a
way that is really unprecedented,” said
Caitlin Legacki, of Americans Against
Government Censorship, which was
founded to fight the Trump adminis-
tration’s weaponization of the federal
government against its political rivals.

As for Comey, she said, “It reeks of
selective prosecution, it reeks of vin-
dictive targeting and calls into question
the integrity of many of the charges be-
ing brought by the office.”

Trump, meanwhile, denied Friday
that he’s on a campaign of retribution.

“It’s about justice, really. It’s not re-
venge, it’s about justice. It’s also about
the fact that you can’t let this go on,”
he told reporters. “They are sick, radi-
cal left people and they can’t get away
with it.”

Asked who is next on his list, he
responded: “It’s not a list, but | think
there’ll be others.”

A widespread pressure campaign

Beyond Comey, Trump has also
pressured prosecutors to bring mort-
gage fraud charges against New York
Attorney General Letitia James, who
brought a massive civil fraud case
against the president. Attorney Gener-
al Pam Bondi last month named a spe-
cial prosecutor to investigate mortgage
fraud allegations against James and
Democratic U.S. Sen. Adam Schiff of
California, another top Trump target.
Both have denied wrongdoing.

The Justice Department has also
begun examining mortgage fraud alle-
gations against Lisa Cook, the Federal
Reserve governor who’s won success
in lower courts in challenging Trump’s
effort to remove her from her job in a
move she says is designed to erode the
central bank’s independence. Trump
has appealed to the Supreme Court to
allow him to oust her.

Ainslie informed the commission that the body would again discuss cruise docks at
the following meeting. She said also the Office of Administrative Hearings had issued
its decision regarding VAR 25-01, the height variance request related to a
telecommunications tower on Nancy Court.

THE EVENING BUSINESS

CUP 25-14 Public hearing and consideration of a request for a conditional use permit for
multifamily housing (four-plex) at 200 Baranof Street in the R-1 single-family
and duplex residential district. The property is also known as Lot 1,
Jones-OJA Street Subdivision. The request is filed by Jake Trierschield. The
owners of record are Peter and Linda Jones.

Davis introduced a request for a conditional use permit for multifamily housing at 200
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Baranof Street in the R-1 single-family and duplex residential district. The applicant
was looking to place two more apartments in the building, the site of the old Etolin
Street School. The building had two apartments already.

Davis said the applicant expected small increases in noise and traffic, in line with
typical residential use. Applicant Jake Trierschield said he did not have anything to add
and no public comment was received. The commission noted during deliberation that
the property was adjacent to a grocery store with several dwelling units on its second
floor.

The owners of record were Peter and
Linda Jones. Motion passed 4-0 by voice vote.

M/Riley-S/Alderson moved to adopt and approve the required findings for
conditional use permits as listed in the staff report. Motion passed 4-0 by voice
vote.

C CUP 25-15 Public hearing and consideration of a request for a conditional use permit for a
bed and breakfast at 116 Knutson Drive in the R-2 multifamily residential
district. The property is also known as Lot Seventeen A (17A), Knutson
Subdivision Phase Il Lot Line Adjustment. The request is filed by Michael Finn.
The owners of record are Michael and Elizabeth Finn.

Davis reviewed a request for a conditional use permit for a bed and breakfast at 116
Knutson Drive. Davis said the applicant planned to host up to six guests in three
rooms. Guests were to be picked up by the applicant/owner and would stay only one
night per week in the summers. Applicant Mike Finn said that the guests were to be
clients for his son's charter business.

No public comment was received and the commission did not deliberate prior to voting
on the motion.

4-0 by voice vote.

M/Riley-S/Alderson moved to adopt the required findings for conditional use
permits as listed in the staff report. Motion passed 4-0 by voice vote.

D MISC 25-13 Review and recommendation of a municipal petition to the State of Alaska's
Alcoholic Beverage Control Board to increase the number of restaurant and
eating place licenses in Sitka.

Ainslie presented a memo to the commission regarding a draft resolution to be
approved by the Assembly petitioning the State of Alaska Alcoholic Beverage Control
Board for three additional Restaurant and Eating Place Licenses (REPLs). As was,
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Sitka had eight REPLs, two of which were seasonal licenses. REPLs were only be
available to "bona fide restaurants" and only applied to "brewed beverages and wine."
The petition to request for more licenses was permitted given that state law required
visitor and nonresident numbers to be considered alongside resident population
numbers. With the proposed petition requesting three additional licenses, one REPL
would serve around 61,000 people, including visitors. Ainslie noted that among Alaska
communities that had requested additional REPLs and received them, this was by far
the lowest ratio of REPL-to-person ratio.

The Assembly was to again consider the resolution and petition at its October 28
meeting. Ainslie explained that the commission was being asked to consider the
resolution, and specifically the adequacy of community and economic growth to
warrant an increase of REPLs, public health and safety concerns associated with
additional REPLs, economic impacts associated with additional REPLs, consistency
of the petition with the Comprehensive Plan, and any other considerations the
Assembly should make in determining whether to move forward with the petition.

The commission asked whether a third seasonal REPL could be requested from the
state. It was determined that this was a possibility. Ainslie clarified that seasonal
licenses could only operate for six months of the year. Ainslie said the license filing fee
with the state was $1500 or $2000 and that no further price was paid by recipients, but
that licenses were resold at "market rate," which seemed to transfer for "tens of
thousands" of dollars. Ainslie noted that more money was typically paid for full liquor
licenses than for REPLs.

Michelle Kavouras, Patricia MacPike, Luke Bruckert, Mary Magnuson, Peter
Menendez, and Christian Litten all spoke under public comment. Letters from Stan
Filler and Amy Zanuzoski were read into the record. Kavouras, MacPike, Magnuson,
Menendez, Filler, and Zanuzoski were opposed to the petition for additional REPLs.
Bruckert and Litten were in favor of the petition and identified themselves as business
owners interested in acquiring REPLs for their eating establishments.

Those opposed cited public health, competition, and the devaluation of existing
licenses as reasons to against recommendation of the petition. Those opposed also
said that police presence was not robust enough to appropriately respond to an
increased number of REPLs. Those in favor said the additional licenses would not
meaningfully contribute to competition with liquor licenses--which were held by some
public commenters--or increased rates of alcohol abuse.

During deliberation, the commission said it felt that the population numbers shown
supported the petition and that additional REPLs could support local economic growth
of year-round restaurants. Commissioner Riley said that she had spoken with the
police chief about the health impacts of REPLs, and that the chief had said the biggest
public health concern regarding the consumption of alcohol was not establishments
that held REPLs or even bars, but package stores that allowed people to "take liquor
home."

The commission requested the Assembly ask the state to give deference to REPL
applicants who owned year-round, local businesses, should the state grant additional
REPLs. Following the vote, Ainslie said that this recommendation would be routed
through the city's legal department before it was returned to the Assembly.

M/Alderson-S/Riley moved to recommend approval of Resolution 2025-11A,
petitioning the Alaska State Alcoholic Beverage Control Board to issue up to
three additional restaurant and eating place licenses (REPLS) in Sitka, with the
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addition that established, year-round businesses be prioritized in cases of
mutually exclusive, i.e. competing applications. Motion passed 4-0 by voice
vote.

E MISC 25-15 Recommendation of the Sitka Historic Preservation Plan.

Will introduced the draft Sitka Historic Preservation Plan, which she explained had
been approved by the Historic Preservation Commission on August 13. The next steps
were for the plan to receive recommendation from the Planning Commission before
forwarding to the Assembly for approval and adoption. Will said the plan was part of the
Historic Preservation Commission's duties as outlined in Sitka General Code, and said
the body had not updated the plan since 1994. She explained the plan's contents and
read through the plan's goals and actions. She also explained the public process the
plan had undergone, including a recent public input meeting and feedback from Sitka
Tribe of Alaska's Cultural Resources Committee.

The Planning Commission asked how the plan related to its goals. Will and Ainslie
explained the concept of adaptive reuse to the commission and how the continued use
of a building allowed for its preservation, which related to Planning Commission goals
and actions. Ainslie said that the goals of both commissions were largely intertwined,
including the use of legal nonconforming structures and certain rezoning efforts.

No public comment was received.

M/Alderson-S/Frank moved to recommend Assembly approval of the Sitka
Historic Preservation Plan. Motion passed 4-0 by voice vote.

Dear Mayor and Assembly Members,

On behalf of Sitka Counseling and Prevention, | am writing to express our opposition to
expanding the number of Restaurant/Eating Place Licenses (REPLs) in Sitka,

Under Alaska Statute Title 4, AS 04.11.405, the legislature established strict population-based
limits on the number of alcohol licenses in a community. This framewaork is not arbitrary—itis a
public health safeguard designed to balance economic opportunity with the health and safety
of Alaska residents. The law recognizes that excessive alcohol availability increases risks to
community wellbeing, especially for youth.

Expanding licenses beyond these statutory quotas is not in the public interest for Sitka. Alcohol
already contributes significantly to the harms we face as a community:

« Youth Risk: Local surveys show alcohol is one of the top substances used by Sitka youth,
with about one-third of high school students reporting recent use. Increased
availability—particularly in family-centered venues such as the movie theater—
normalizes alcohol for young people and undermines prevention efforts.

« Health Impacts: Alcohol misuse is linked to liver disease, cancers, heart problems,
depression, and suicide. Sitka residents continue to experience these harms, which are
compounded by the high rates of alcohol-related injuries in Alaska.

» Community Costs: Increased availability drives up demands on law enforcement,
healthcare, and social services—costs borne by the entire community.

s Conflict with State Goals: Expansion contradicts the prevention priorities outlined in
Healthy Alaskans 2030, which include reducing youth and aduit binge drinking and
lowering alcohol-related injury deaths.

By petitioning the Alcoholic Beverage Contral Board for more licenses, the Assembly is asking to
bypass the very safeguards created under AS 04.11.405. Doing so may serve the economic
interests of a few, but it directly harms the broader public interest of community heaith and
safety.






We strongly urge the Assembly to reconsider this request. Sitka has invested years of effort into
prevention and youth support. Expanding alcohol availability undercuts that progress and
places our most vuinerable populations at risk.

Thank you for your thoughtful consideration. We stand ready to support the Assembly in
identifying healthier strategies to balance economic development with community wellbeing.

Dear Members of the Planning Commission,
Please refer to the statute set below.

It is my understanding that even using the 665,000 visitors and dividing that by the 182 we would be
eligible for two seasonal licenses. We are already over licensed both on the permanent licenses and
the seasonal.

The statutes are set to protect public interest and help communities find economic balance and
sustainability. Adding more licenses with our small year-round population will strain our existing
businesses. There is a breaking point at which too much competition does no favors to any business,
folks will lose jobs due to closures and sales tax will decrease.

Additionally, as a community that supports its youth, even to the point that we have Ballot
Proposition 1 where we will invest millions in their health, what kind of mixed message would we be
sending the youth by allowing for more liquor licenses? We need to have options for our youth as
well.

Restaurants that sell alcohol cannot sell food to youth under 16 without a parent present. Likewise,
a 16 or 17 year old can’t be in a restaurant that has entertainment without buying food. As we have
many student visitors in our town during the winter months, as a community, we should make sure
we have a variety of options available. After all these visitors collectively spend more time in our
town and with more frequency. Example- a Freshman basketball player will come no less that four
times not including tournaments. This is more time than one tourist for six hours.

As community members appointed to plan for our future, | respectfully ask you to find that we
already have plenty of REPL’s in our community and do not need to add additional licenses.

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Trump Fails Again In
Quest for Peace Prize

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Donald Trump was passed over for the
Nobel Peace Prize today despite jockey-
ing from his fellow Republicans, various
world leaders and — most vocally —
himself.

Venezuelan opposition leader Maria
Corina Machado was awarded the prize,
after she was nominated last year by a
group that included then-Sen. Marco
Rubio, who is now Trump’s secretary of
state. The Norwegian Nobel Commit-
tee said it was honoring Machado “for
her tireless work promoting democratic
rights for the people of Venezuela and
for her struggle to achieve a just and
peaceful transition from dictatorship to
democracy.”

Machado, however, said she wanted
to dedicate the win to Trump, along with
the people of her country, as she praised
the president for support of her cause.

Trump congratulated Machado in a
phone call today, her campaign manager
Magalli Meda confirmed to The Associ-
ated Press.

The White House responded to the
news of the award today, with commu-
nications director Steven Cheung say-
ing members of “the Nobel Committee
proved they place politics over peace”
because they didn’t recognize Trump, es-
pecially after the Gaza ceasefire deal his
administration helped strike this week.

“He has the heart of a humanitarian,
and there will never be anyone like him
who can move mountains with the sheer
force of his will,” Cheung wrote on so-
cial media.

The White House did not comment
on Machado’s recognition, but Trump
on social media shared Machado’s post
praising him.

Her opposition to President Nicolas
Maduro in Venezuela aligns with the
Trump administration’s own stance on
Venezuela, and Secretary of State Marco
Rubio previously praised her as “the per-
sonification of resilience, tenacity, and
patriotism.”

Trump, who has long coveted the
prestigious prize, has been outspoken
about his desire for the honor during
both of his presidential terms, particu-
larly lately as he takes credit for ending
conflicts around the world. The Republi-
can president had expressed doubts that
the Nobel committee would ever grant
him the award.

“They’ll have to do what they do.
Whatever they do is fine. I know this:
I didn’t do it for that. | did it because |
saved a lot of lives,” Trump said Thurs-
day.

Although Trump received nomina-
tions for the prize, many of them oc-
curred after the Feb. 1 deadline for the
2025 award, which fell just a week and a
half into his second term. His name was,
however, put forward in December by
Republican Rep. Claudia Tenney of New
York, her office said in a statement, for
his brokering of the Abraham Accords,
which normalized relations between Is-
rael and several Arab states in 2020.

A long history of lobbying
for the prize

Jargen Watne Frydnes, chair of the
Norwegian Nobel Committee, said the
committee has seen various campaigns
in its long history of awarding the peace
prize.

“We receive thousands and thousands
of letters every year of people wanting
to say what for them leads to peace,”
he said. “This committee sits in a room
filled with the portraits of all laureates,
and that room is filled with both courage
and integrity. So we base only our deci-
sion on the work and the will of Alfred
Nobel.”

The peace prize, first awarded in 1901,
was created partly to encourage ongoing
peace efforts. Alfred Nobel stipulated in
his will that the prize should go to some-
one “who shall have done the most or the
best work for fraternity between nations,
for the abolition or reduction of standing
armies and for the holding and promo-
tion of peace congresses.”

Three sitting U.S. presidents have
won the Nobel Peace Prize: Theodore
Roosevelt in 1906, Woodrow Wilson in
1919 and Barack Obama in 2009. Jim-
my Carter won the prize in 2002, a full
two decades after leaving office. Former
Vice President Al Gore received the
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prize in 2007.

Obama, a Democrat who was a focus
of Trump’s attacks well before the Re-
publican was elected, won the prize early
in his tenure as president.

“They gave it to Obama for doing ab-
solutely nothing but destroying our coun-
try,” Trump said Thursday.

Wars in Gaza and elsewhere

As one of his reasons for deserv-
ing the award, Trump often says he has
ended seven wars, though some of the
conflicts the president claims to have re-
solved were merely tensions and his role
in easing them is disputed.

But while there is hope for the end to
Israel and Hamas’ war, with Israel saying
a ceasefire agreement with Hamas came
into effect today, much remains uncer-
tain about the aspects of the broader
plan, including whether and how Hamas
will disarm and who will govern Gaza.
And little progress seems to have been
made in the Russia-Ukraine war, a con-
flict Trump claimed during the 2024
campaign that he could end in one day.

As Trump pushes for peaceful reso-
lutions to conflicts abroad, the country
he governs remains deeply divided and
politically fraught. Trump has kicked
off what he hopes to be the largest de-
portation program in American history
to remove immigrants living in the U.S.
illegally. He is using the levers of gov-
ernment, including the Justice Depart-
ment, to go after his perceived political
enemies. He has sent the military into
U.S. cities over local opposition to stop
crime and crack down on immigration
enforcement.

He withdrew the United States from
the landmark Paris climate agreement,
dealing a blow to worldwide efforts to
combat global warming. He touched off
global trade wars with his on-again, off-
again tariffs, which he wields as a threat
to bend other countries and companies
to his will. He asserted presidential war
powers by declaring cartels to be un-
lawful combatants and launching lethal
strikes on boats in the Caribbean that he
alleged were carrying drugs.

The full list of people nominated is
secret, but anyone who submits a nom-
ination is free to talk about it. Trump’s
detractors say supporters, foreign leaders
and others are submitting Trump’s name
for nomination for the prize — and an-
nouncing it publicly — not because he
deserves it but because they see it as a
way to manipulate him and stay in his
good graces.

The office of Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu, who this summer
said he was nominating Trump for the
prize, today reposted Cheung’s response
with the comment: “The Nobel Commit-
tee talks about peace. President @real-
DonaldTrump makes it happen.”

“The facts speak for themselves,”
Netanyahu'’s office said on X. “President
#Trump deserves it.”

The authoritarian president of Belar-
us, Alexander Lukashenko, said Trump
deserved the prize and said it was “sheer
stupidity” for him not to receive it.

Lukashenko, whose government has
faced sweeping Western sanctions for its
brutal crackdown on critics after a con-
tested 2020 election, had a phone call
with Trump in August that sparked spec-
ulation of a possible thaw in relations.

Russian President Vladimir Putin,
who sent troops to Ukraine in 2022
and has sought to show alignment with
Trump, told reporters in Taijikistan today
that it’s not up to him to judge whether
Trump should have received the prize, but
he praised the ceasefire deal for Gaza.

He also criticized the Nobel Commit-
tee’s prior decisions, saying it has in the
past awarded the prize to those who have
done little to advance global peace.

Congress Advances Plan
For Alaska Road Project

Three days after President Donald
Trump signed an order approving fed-
eral permits for a proposed mining road
through the Brooks Range, the U.S. Con-
gress put the finishing touch on a resolu-
tion intended to further aid the Ambler
Road project.

In a 50-46 vote on Thursday, the U.S.
Senate approved a resolution that over-
turns the Biden administration’s decision
to enact a land management plan for In-
terior Alaska that would have limited
development in order to encourage the
growth of declining caribou herds, salm-
on, dall sheep and other wildlife.

That vote followed one in early Sep-
tember by the U.S. House of Representa-
tives. The resolution now goes to Trump’s
desk, and the president is expected to sign
it. The Central Yukon Resource Manage-
ment Plan was the result of a 10-year
project to determine how 13.3 million
acres of federal land in Interior Alaska
should be used, including public access
for subsistence and recreation, as well
as opportunities for development. But
the final result dissatisfied members of
Alaska’s congressional delegation and
Alaskans who favor mining and resource
development, including Doyon Ltd., the
regional Alaska Native corporation for
Interior Alaska.

Those opponents worried that the plan
would hamper projects like the 211-mile
Ambler Road, which is intended to con-
nect the Dalton Highway with potential
mine sites in the Brooks Range. They
also expressed concern that the plan
could derail construction of the proposed
trans-Alaska natural gas pipeline.

Environmental groups praised the
plan, noting that local residents and Alas-
ka Native tribes participated in shaping
the result. Opponents urged the delega-
tion to seek the repeal of the plan, and
Rep. Nick Begich, R-Alaska, introduced
a resolution to do so. Begich guided it
through the House and on to the Senate,
where it was supported by Sens. Lisa

Murkowski and Dan Sullivan, R-Alaska.

“The Biden administration’s Central
Yukon Resource Management Plan was
an egregious case of federal overreach
and just one of the administration’s 70
executive orders and actions singularly
focused on harming Alaska, our econo-
my, and our working families,” Sullivan
said in a written statement. “This particu-
lar scheme effectively locked up millions
of acres of Alaska’s land, ignored Alaska
Native voices, undermined long-standing
federal law, and blocked access to critical
mineral, energy, gravel, and material re-
sources that our local communities, state
and nation need.”

Murkowski said that reopening the
plan for additional changes will allow the
Bureau of Land Management “to develop
a more balanced plan.”

“T expect a new final plan to address
long-standing access issues, provide
greater opportunity for economic devel-
opment, including key energy and min-
eral resources, and ensure Alaska Native
landowners in the region can maximize
the use of their own lands while still pro-
tecting subsistence and conserving where
truly necessary,” she said in a statement.

Begich said he is “proud to see this
legislation head to the President’s desk
and grateful for the work of Senator Mur-
kowski and Senator Sullivan to get this
across the finish line as we continue to
unlock Alaska’s resource potential.”

Environmental groups denounced the
decision, with the Sierra Club and the
Wilderness Society saying that the dele-
gation acted incorrectly.

“The existing plan was vital for both
the people in the region and the salmon,
caribou and Dall sheep that will suffer if
migration routes are cut off and habitat isn’t
protected,” said Cooper Freeman, Alaska
director of the Center for Biological Diver-
sity. “Our Alaska delegation should stop
selling out our communities and public
lands to out-of-state corporations that just
want to plunder our state for profit.”

Inequality Implications for Climate

In 1990, 63% of global carbon in-
equality in greenhouse gas emissions
was due to differences among nations.
The average citizen of rich countries
polluted more than the rest of global
inhabitants. Now, 30 years later, with-
in-nation inequality accounts for near-
ly two-thirds of global carbon emis-
sion inequality. This is a result of the
increase in economic inequality, with
the rich contributing much more to
global warming everywhere, and par-
ticularly in rich nations.

Based on 2019 data, the U.S. need-
ed to decrease per capita emissions by
11.1 metric tons/year to meet its target
emission reductions by 2030. The bot-
tom 50% of the U.S. population is al-
ready below this target and would not
need to reduce their emissions at all.
Those in the next 40% of the popula-
tion would need to reduce their emis-
sions by 12 tons (54%) per person an-
nually. The top 10% of the population
would need to reduce their emissions
by 64.7 tons (87%) per person annually.

Globally, the bottom 50% of the
population generates an average of
1.6 tons of carbon per person annual-
ly. The top 1% generate 110 tons per
person annually. The top 0.1% generate
467 tons, and the top 0.01% 2,530 tons
annually. The top 10% globally gener-
ate 48% of all global carbon emissions.
And the top 1% exceed the carbon
emissions of the bottom 50% globally
by 5 percentage points. Thus, 4 billion
people in the world are suffering from
global warming caused by a very few
people.

The Paris Agreement involved na-
tions agreeing to cut carbon emissions,
but the disproportionate contributions
of the wealthy to global warming sug-
gest that the effort must be directed to
the top 1-10% of a nation’s citizens,
particularly in rich countries. As eco-
nomic wealth is increasingly concen-

trated, governmental action to comply
with the 10-year old Paris Agreement
is diminished or eliminated. In the
U.S., Trump again withdrew our coun-
try from the Paris Agreement upon
taking office this year.

Action to mitigate global warming
can’t be successful without addressing
the distribution of wealth. National
governmental climate action isn’t fea-
sible without ensuring that the com-
mon good takes precedence over de-
sires and habits of the wealthy. Only
a third of nations have submitted their
commitments to lower their carbon
emissions for nationally determined
contributions to lowering greenhouse
gas emissions. These were due months
ago for the annual Conference of the
Parties scheduled in one month in
Belem, Brazil. Past such meetings of
all nations have been overwhelmed
by lobbyists from fossil fuel industries
and obstructed by petro-states.

The practice of needing consen-
sus among all attending nations for
the meetings’ conclusions has delayed
progress, such that we have already
exceeded the 1.5 degree C target for
global warming in the last 2 years.
Many are calling for a change in in-
ternational discussions convened by
the United Nations. The increasing
concentration of wealth among the few
may make nations ineffectual partici-
pants in dealing with our existential
crisis of global warming.

The City and Borough of Sitka is reaching out to all active license holders in Sitka to inform you of an upcoming
opportunity for public comment on Resolution 2025-11A, petitioning the State of Alaska Alcoholic Beverage
Control Board to issue up to three additional restaurant or eating place licenses (REPLs) under AS 04.11.405 in
Sitka. Please feel free to forward this message to other interested parties.

The original resolution (Resolution 2025-11) was reviewed by the Assembly on August 12", at which time the
Assembly voted to lower the request from six additional licenses to three, and also requested that additional
public comment and review take place by the Planning Commission prior to the Assembly considering the
amended resolution again at its October 28" meeting.

The Planning Commission reviewed and took public comment on Resolution 2025-11A at their October 1
meeting. The Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the amended resolution, noting that the
population numbers shown supported the petition, and that additional REPLs could support local economic
growth of year-round restaurants in particular. There was discussion regarding potential public health/safety
impacts, and while there was concern about alcohol use/misuse in Sitka overall, did not find that REPLs in
particular were a significant source of alcohol-related public health concerns. The Planning Commission did
request that the Assembly ask the ABC Board to give deference to REPL applicants who own established, year-
round businesses in the case of mutually exclusive applications (i.e. competing applications in which there are
more applicants for the additional licenses than the number of licenses available).

The Assembly will consider the amended resolution and take public comment at their regular meeting on
Tuesday, October 28th, beginning at 6:00 PM at Harrigan Centennial Hall.

Dear Mayor and Assembly Members,

On behalf of The Alliance, a statewide coalition of over 200 community organizations and
individuals committed to advancing prevention of the harms of alcohol use and promoting
wellness across Alaska, | am writing to express strong opposition to expanding the number of
Restaurant/Eating Place Licenses (REPLs) in Sitka.

Alaska Statute Title 4, AS 04.11.405, intentionally sets population-based limits on alcohol
licenses. These limits are not arbitrary; they are carefully designed public health safeguards to
protect the wellbeing of Alaskans. Expanding liquor licenses beyond these statutory quotas risks
undermining community health and safety for the sake of short-term economic gain.

Alcohol already plays a significant role in the harms our communities face. In Sitka and across
Alaska, these impacts are clear:

¢ Youth Risk: Local and statewide surveys show alcohol remains one of the top substances
used by youth, with roughly one-third of Alaska high school students reporting recent
use. Increased availability—especially in family-oriented venues—normalizes alcohol for
young people and undermines ongoing prevention efforts.

¢ Health Impacts: Alcohol misuse is directly linked to liver disease, cancers, heart
problems, depression, suicide, and injuries. Alaska continues to experience these
disproportionate harms, straining individuals, families, and systems of care.

e Community Costs: Increased alcohol availability results in higher demand on law
enforcement, healthcare, and social services. These costs are borne by the community

as a whole.

e Conflict with Statewide Goals: The proposed expansion runs counter to Healthy
Alaskans 2030 objectives, which prioritize reducing youth and adult binge drinking and
lowering alcohol-related injury deaths.

By petitioning the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board to expand licenses, the Assembly would be
bypassing important safeguards designed to prevent exactly these outcomes. While expansion
may serve the economic interests of a few, it does so at the expense of the broader public good.

We urge the Assembly to reconsider this request and to pursue approaches that strengthen,
rather than weaken, community health and safety. Sitka has invested years of effort into
prevention and youth wellness, and these efforts should be reinforced—not undermined—by
local policy decisions.

Thank you for your thoughtful consideration of this issue. The Alliance stands ready to support
the Assembly in advancing healthier strategies that balance economic development with the
long-term wellbeing of the Sitka community.

restaurant, sometimes even at fast food ( e.g. Qdoba in SEATAC). I'd think you'd be hard pressed to say
that these types of locations are attempting to become 'bars’', or are somehow promoting vice to a new
level.

(A completely personal opinion: To some degree | think Alaska is still burdened with this 'frontier state'
mentality, and has regulation aimed at curbing out-of-date fears, like hordes of drunken
miners/fishermen/loggers from stumbling up and down the streets. | truly think times have

changed. Locals and visitors just want to have a beer with dinner or lunch, quasi-european. We are not
going to need a paddywagon to drive around and haul dozens to the drunk tank every day.)

Likewise, | have some small sympathy for the businesses that have for many years struggled to keep or
fought to get access to either a REPL or a full liquor license, and now see the potential for expansion as a
threat. However, | don'tthink 'wrongs of the past' or keeping regulations status quo to ensure that
incumbents are protected is a justification for no action or improving the situation. The city needs to
consider how to help all businesses thrive, and clearly there are many restaurants that have expressed
they feel their business (especially in light of our tourism population) would benefit from a REPL.

Dear Assembly Members,
Please refer to the statute set below.

It is my understanding that even using the 665,000 visitors and dividing that by the 182 we would be eligible for two
seasonal licenses. We are already over licensed both on the permanent licenses and the seasonal.

The statutes are set to protect public interest and help communities find economic balance and sustainability. Adding
more licenses with our small year-round population will strain our existing businesses. There is a breaking point at
which too much competition does no favors to any business, folks will lose jobs due to closures and sales tax will
decrease.

Additionally, as a community that supports its youth, even to the point that we have Ballot Proposition 1 where we will
invest millions in their health, what kind of mixed message would we be sending the youth by allowing for more liquor
licenses? We need to have options for our youth as well.

Restaurants that sell alcohol cannot sell food to youth under 16 without a parent present. Likewise, a 16 or 17 year old
can’t be in a restaurant that has entertainment without buying food. As we have many student visitors in our town
during the winter months, as a community, we should make sure we have a variety of options available. After all these
visitors collectively spend more time in our town and with more frequency. Example- a Freshman basketball player will
come no less that four times not including tournaments. This is more time than one tourist for six hours.

As community members appointed to plan for our future, | respectfully ask you to find that we already have plenty of
REPL’s in our community and do not need to add additional licenses.

The board may
approve an application for the transfer of ownership of a seasonal restaurant or eating place
tourism license to a person who files a license application under AS 04.11.260, if the applicant's
licensed premises qualify as a bona fide restaurant or eating place under the sole control of the
applicant and is

(1) located in a municipality or established village that has a population of 40,000

or less; and

(2) receives more than 4,000 visitors a year as determined under 3 AAC 305.910.

(b) The holder of a seasonal restaurant or eating place tourism license may provide

entertainment as set out and identified in AS 04.09.360. (Eff. 1/1/2024, Register 248)

3 AAC 305.310. Determining available seasonal restaurant or eating place tourism

licenses. (a) The board will not issue seasonal restaurant or eating place tourism licenses in
municipalities or established villages that qualify for this license type if the issuance results in
more than one seasonal restaurant or eating place tourism license per 1,500 visitors per visitor
day.

(b) Visitor count or fraction of visitor per visitor day is calculated by dividing the total

annual visitor count as set out under 3 AAC 305.910 by 182.

(c) The board may further limit the available seasonal restaurant or eating place tourism
licenses upon application if the number of restaurant and eating place licenses issued under
AS 04.09.210 exceed the restaurant and eating place licenses permissible under AS 04.11.400(a),
or as public interest requires. (Eff. 1/1/2024, Register 248)

Unfortunately | can’t be at the meeting tonight as I’'m currently visiting extended family in Europe, however, | felt
compelled to take some time to briefly write in after closely following the issue of these 6 liquor licenses. | have no plans
or desires to pursue one of said licenses, so | figure as a business owner involved in the field, but without any stake in the
debate | can provide an opinion as unbiased as possible in this small, interconnected town.

In my opinion the majority of arguments we’ve heard so far against opening up said licenses are more rooted in self
interest than considering what’s best for the community at large. Isn’t the main point in favor of a free market economy
that competition results in a better overall product for the consumer? If someone pays a million dollars for a house they
can’t afford, that isn’t a legitimate argument against building more affordable housing. If a business model relies on
stifling competition in a growing market to succeed, is it the local governments job to abet them with a near monopoly?

Furthermore, my understanding is AK Sec. 04.11.100 dealing with restaurant or eating
place licenses, allows for the COS Assembly to issue REPLs without violating any
superseding authority of the Alaska Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) given the
demographics of Sitka. As a consumer, it appears many of the existing REPLs in Sitka are
not fully utilized as they are closed for a significant portion of the calendar year.

My conclusion is that Sitka is underserved and there is a scarcity of REPLs in Sitka given its
demographics. This situation is essentially a restriction of free trade and it diminishes the
ability of Sitkan residents to patronize restaurants of their choice. This is antithetical to
several of the City of Sitka's stated goals of creating a thriving business sector, increasing
employment opportunities and generating revenue for the City.

The addition of more REPLs would open the door for local, full-service restaurants who stay
open year-round to grow, create jobs, and capture more visitor spending through the winter
months in addition to the busier tourist season.

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Cruise Dock Owner Hails
Progress Over Season

Sitka will finish its 2025 cruise season Wednesday with a visit by Holland America’s 2,000-
passenger Eurodam, the final ship of the season.

That will bring the total number of cruise visitors this year to 579,900 passengers, a slight
drop from last year’s record of 600,780, said Chris McGraw, owner of the Sitka Sound Cruise
Terminal.

The total represents the actual number of passengers aboard, not the capacity, as reported
by Cruise Line Agencies of Alaska. The count includes small cruise ships.

McGraw spoke today about how the season went for his cruise terminal business, the
changes in the shuttle bus service, what he's heard from tenant businesses at the terminal,
and feedback he's received from Sitkans. Other members of the businesses community
weighed in about how their season went.

“It actually went really well from an operational standpoint,” McGraw said. “We learn more
and more every year, how to better provide transportation, shuttle queuing and staging, just
from a passenger flow standpoint.”

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McGraw said staggering the arrival of two ships has been key to resolving the problem of the
mid-morning rush, with all the passengers trying to get into town all at once.

“Typically we'll have them both arrive early before eight, or we'll have one at 8 and one at
9:30 or 10,” he said.

Another improvement has been an online shuttle reservation system which has helped with
anticipating the number of buses needed for inbound and outbound trips. This has reduced
the number of buses on the road, which has been a complaint by citizens.

“In years' past,” he said, “we would have a tendency to have buses on a loop and not
knowing when the increase in demand was going to come. This year, we would hold buses at
the terminal. If we knew the peak (in demand) was coming at 2, for example, we would start
dispatching those buses on a more frequent basis. ... The goal was to have fewer buses on
the road.”

The other result was fewer long lines, and queuing, for the passengers at Centennial Hall
and at the terminal. McGraw is continuing to replace the larger white buses with smaller
school-bus style buses, which have updated and better emissions systems. His plan is to “no
longer use any of the large motor coaches” within the next two years.

The number of canceled ships this year was nine, one up from last year, and generally
caused by stormy September weather. The largest passenger numbers at the dock were
generally on Wednesdays, with two large ships totaling 6,100 passengers at the dock. On a
handful of days, that coincided with a large vessel tendering passengers to Crescent Harbor.
With the implementation of the agreement between the city and the cruise dock, the
number of days with three large ship was reduced.

“Next year we will not have any days with two large ships at the dock and a ship with over
1,000 passengers tendering to Crescent Harbor,” McGraw said.

McGraw not only runs the dock but rents space at the terminal to two dozen vendors, and
has had feedback from businesses. Sales were flat from 2024 to 2025 with businesses at the
cruise dock, but that's based on a lower number of visitors overall.

“I| feel like travelers were upbeat ... I've heard fewer complaints, ” he said. “The last week and
the week before with our not very nice weather, passengers did seem to be a little tired of
the rain. We didn't see a significant softening of spending on retail, food and beverages. We
had more tour operators at the dock, which helped disperse people better.”

He said the reviews from the ships for the year are not yet available, and are expected
sometime in the winter.

“i do know for ‘24 we had good ratings from all the ships - we are one of the higher-rated
ports,” he said.
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McGraw opened the dock in 2012, with only a few ships using the terminal. It ramped up in
2015 with the addition of Holland America. The terminal was expanded in 2020, and cruise
numbers increased dramatically with Norwegian and Royal Caribbean lines deploying more
vessels to Sitka starting in 2022.

In terms of plans for next year, McGraw said the number of visitors is expected to be above
600,000. He's working on a plan for a new bus turnaround area at the corner of Oja Way and
Monastery Street that would avoid conflicts at Centennial Hall.

“From a passenger standpoint there’s a lot of conflict with the independent tour sales, cross
traffic, food traffic, and we were in their way a lot,” McGraw said. “It's very congested - | think
at the new location we would do away with the jaywalking issue across Harbor Drive.”

The plan is still in the works, with final details yet to be determined, including the removal of
a building on Oja Way, he added.

Chamber of Commerce Director Rachel Roy said reviews from the business community have
been solid for the season.

“We've seen businesses expanding, and new businesses open up this season or this year,”
she said.

In contrast to past seasons, she said, businesses seem to be coming up with solutions to
staffing challenges, which has “lifted some of the pressures we've felt as a business
community with the rapid growth after COVID. | felt like everyone this year was able to run
at full capacity, and it just made it a successful season.”

The three rising Sitka High School seniors were a popular addition to the Visit Sitka office,
since they were well-versed with the community, and worked well with the team of mostly
“seasoned Sitkans.” Visit Sitka is a service provided by the Chamber.

“I enjoyed seeing our young people working in the visitor industry, which helped support
Sitka’'s workforce needs,” Roy said.

Sherri Blankenship just finished her first summer as owner of Highliner Coffee Co. and
found the season was a bit of a learning experience as a business owner but was positive
overall. She said the summer was busy, and she focused a lot on employee training, building
a culture of self-advocacy, and employee retention.

“There were days that we did feel a little overwhelmed, but that was maybe 10 days the
entire season,” Blankenship said. “We did have a day we felt overwhelmed and a lot of that
had to do with the bathroom, which got a lot of use.” She reported tipping was down for
whatever reason, but the tourists were by and large “friendly, and really nice.”

Joe leremia, co-owner of Work & Rugged Gear Store finishing his third visitor season here,
said his season went “great,” from both a business and customer flow standpoint.
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“One of the biggest differences is that the flow of folks through town didn't feel like it was
overwhelming,” he said. “The schedule of berthing, and offloading, changed the flow (of
customers) for good. In the past, sometimes it was so busy the customers would just walk in
and walk out. This year, the flow of folks hitting downtown; it wasn't a fire hose, it was more
even.”

leremia said the more moderated arrivals and departures of passengers through the revised
shuttle system should have made it easier for residents to access downtown than in the
past.

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There were 62 total permits in 2024. Of the seven permits issued in 2024, four began rental activity
within the calendar year and three did not. One permit issued in 2022 was given a two-year initiation
period and did not begin renting in 2024. These four are the permits considered “Active permits not
yet used.” Two permits reported activity in 2024 but communicated the intent to deactivate in 2025.
The beginning baseline of active permits as of January 1, 2025, was 56. Four permits with reported
activity did not remit bed tax; staff will be following up with permit holders to resolve this issue. Those
permit holders were excluded from calculations of average implied revenue and nightly price. There
was a 100% response rate for all permits.

Of the 62 permit holders who responded to the report, 53 reported bed tax remittance. Sitka’s bed tax
on short-term rentals is 6% and the total reported bed tax remitted was $90,783; this implies total
rental revenue of $1,513,057, breaking $1 million for the third year in a row and surpassing $1.5
million for the first time. Reported STR revenue exceeded 2023 revenues by 19%. Over 4,312 rental
days reported by properties also reporting bed tax, the average price per night was approximately
$351.

In 2023, the average nights rented per permit was 78; when considering all nights reported—including
nights reported by those who did not report bed tax remittance—that number declined slightly to 72 in
2024. However, when considering only permittees who reported bed tax remittance, that number
increased from 78 in 2023 to 83 in 2024.

STRs still represent a significant revenue source that could substantially offset housing expenses.
Among permit holders reporting bed tax, the average revenue per permit holder is $29,097—a sizeable
revenue stream for properties owners not otherwise captured at hotels, lodges, or short-term
rentals/bed and breakfast establishments in other zoning districts. In comparison to long-term rentals,
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the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development estimates that the fair market value of a two-
bedroom unit in Sitka is $1,498 per month. Averaging short-term rental revenue (average per permit
reporting bed tax) over twelve months, this equates to $2,425 per month while only having to rent the

unit for 83 days a year.

The average implied revenue per CUP increased steadily between 2017 and 2019, dropped
dramatically in 2020 due to the pandemic, and has rebounded and steadily grown since 2021.

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B. MARKETING & MANAGEMENT DATA

Marketing platform data is collected to help
better understand marketing trends and
monitor platforms for compliance. The
survey question regarding marketing
platforms was optional, and 52 of the 62
permit holders surveyed responded to the
question.

Most respondents listed multiple marketing
platforms, such as using multiple websites,
or a manager as well as a private listing site
(such as Airbnb or VRBO). Airbnb was again
the most popular marketing platform,
followed by VRBO and local company Sitka
Travel. “Word of mouth" grew from 26% in
2023 to 28% in 2024, while Airbnb
decreased from 32% in 2023 to 30% in 2024.

28% of those with active permits stated that they were using professional services for property
management, a slight decline from 31% in 2023, which was a decline from 46% in 2022. 56% of
permittees report that they live on the property with the short-term rental and are present when the
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unit is rented—the same proportion as in 2023—18% personally monitor the property when it is
rented, and 26% are not present on the property when it is rented.

C. VISITATION — ENPLANEMENT

Short-term rentals primarily serve independent travelers who arrive in Sitka via commercial airlines.
Beginning in the 2021 report, enplanement data was presented to understand visitation numbers and
the strength of the independent travel market.

2024 enplanement from the months of April through September was about 1% higher than
enplanement in 2023. Comparing the two years, enplanement was slightly higher in April and July of
2024, with a 15% increase (1,253 additional passengers) in May. Decreases in enplanement were
observed in June (438-passenger, or 3% decrease), August (400-passenger, or 3% decrease), and
September (123-passenger, or 1% decrease). The consistent level of enplanement between 2022 and
2024 is particularly interesting in the context of the increase in total nights rented (10%) in 2024 from
2023, and more of note as the increase follows a slight decline (4%) in total rental nights in 2023 from
2022. This could imply that in 2024, travel was absorbed more by residential short-term rentals than by
hotels, lodges, and short-term rentals in commercial zones; that there was less resident travel; that
there was less travel by family and friends of residents who might stay as house guests; that there was
less day-travel from nearby communities; and/or that there was a decrease in non-permitted short-
term rentals.

Summer enplanement has grown 15% since 2017, and total yearly enplanement has grown by 13%.
Enplanement in the summer months as a proportion of total year enplanement was consistently two-
thirds 2017-2019, dipped to 53% in 2020, reached a high of 74% in 2021, was 70% in 2022, and 68% in
2023 and 2024.

As in the 2023 report, respondents were able to select all options they felt applied to alternative uses
for their units when not short-term rented.

Personal use, including the unit serving as the permittee’s primary dwelling unit, was the highest use.
Visits from family and friends received the second-most responses, followed closely by long-term
renting to local residents.
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A continued area of interest has been whether units are alternatively used as long-term rentals when
not rented short-term. In total, 41% of respondents indicated use of the unit as a long-term rental for
part of the year; their responses are further detailed below:

For responses indicating long-term rental use by local residents as their only alternate use of the unit
(8% of total permits), of those five permits, four (7% of total permits) are short-term rented in the
summer only which means they could potentially provide up to 6 months of housing for local residents.
The remaining permit is rented continuously throughout the year.

Use by visiting family and friends was also common at times when units were not short-term rented. A
little over one-third of respondents reported using their short-term rental to house nonpaying visitors.
Slightly less than three-quarters of respondents who indicated use by houseguests also indicated
additional use; 50% reported use as housing for nonpaying family/friends, and 50% reported long-term
rental use. Two permit-holders reported using their units solely for housing for nonpaying family and
friends when not rented short-term.

Slightly over a quarter of respondents reported personal use or use as a primary dwelling unit as the
only alternative use of a short-term rental unit. Such reporting might be an indication of the use of
short-term rentals as a method of subsidizing the high cost of home ownership in Sitka.

There has also been continued interest in understanding how many units are vacant when not used as
short-term rentals. Of the 11 respondents who reported that the unit is vacant, slightly less than half
indicated no other additional uses. 45% reported use by visitors, 18% reported housing use by other
family/friends, and 27% reported occasional long-term rental use.

Visitor Characteristics

Respondents were asked to characterize the primary users of their short-term rentals, as well as users
overall. 79% of respondents said vacation and leisure travelers were their primary users, followed by
14% travelers visiting family/friends who reside in Sitka, 3% business travel, and 3% itinerant workers.

When looking at all short-term renters hosted by permittees, the proportions between vacation and
leisure travelers, those visiting Sitkans, and work-related travel is fairly even. The question
differentiated between itinerant workers such as those who come to work for Sitka for short,
infrequent, or intermittent periods such as a those providing specialized repair services, visiting
researchers or artists, etc., temporary employees like traveling nurses, and other business travelers
such as those visiting for meetings or conferences.

85% of hosts reported hosting vacation and leisure travelers; 22% reported that these visitors were
their only short-term renters. 10% reported only having guests who were visiting Sitkans. 42% reported
hosting all four categories of short-term renters.

E. SHORT-TERM RENTAL DENSITY MAPS

The density maps produced depicting the locations of active short-term rental permits demonstrate
similar trends from previous years—STRs are generally concentrated in the downtown area and the
Edgecumbe Drive/connectors area.
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There has been an upward trend in air passengers into Sitka since 2009. While the pandemic hit the travel

Nonresidents work in every bor-
ough and census area, with the
largest numbers in the most pop-
ulated areas and several smaller
places with significant seafood
processing, tourism, or resource
extraction. The North Slope and
Bristol Bay boroughs are examples.

Nonresident percentages tend to
be highest in areas with small pop-
ulations and significant seafood
processing, tourism, or resource
extraction. Nonresidents account-
ed for a majority of the workers

in several areas with small pop-
ulations and dominant seasonal
seafood processing or tourism.

In contrast, nonresidents tend to
account for smaller shares of the
workforces in rural areas where
seafood processing, tourism, and
resource extraction are absent
and in more populated areas with
diversified economies.

The department also uses place
of work information from wage
records and place of residence
from PFD applications to deter-
mine whether residents lived and
worked in the same borough or
census area. Overall, 84 percent of
Alaska residents lived and worked
in the same area in 2023, and

16 percent lived in one area and
worked in another. (Appendix A-2
provides a detailed matrix.)

Locals accounted for at least half
of workers in close to two-thirds
of the boroughs and census areas,
with the highest local worker
percentages found in areas with
the largest propulations or without
significant seafood processing,
tourism, or extraction.

The largest group of nonlocals com-
mutes from the Matanuska-Susitna
Borough to Anchorage. However,
the North Slope Borough has the
largest nonlocal percentage by far
and was the only area where nonlo-
cals were a plurality of workers.

Re: Public Comment for December 2, 2025 ABC Board Meeting

Dear Members of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board,

I am submitting this public comment regarding the increase in Restaurant—Eating Place (REPL)
licenses in the City and Borough of Sitka and the significant concerns this trend presents for
youth safety, public health, and community well-being.

Over the past several months, it has become clear that there is a serious gap in oversight and
accountability in the REPL approval process. Locally, the City and Borough of Sitka operates
under the assumption that the State holds primary responsibility. However, when speaking with
ABC Board representatives, I learned that the Board relies heavily on the recommendations of
local governing bodies. This mutual reliance results in no one being fully accountable for
assessing the long-term impacts of increasing licenses, particularly when it comes to youth risk
factors, mental health considerations, and broader public health implications.

Another critical concern is the lack of clarity around population metrics used to justify new
licenses. Sitka’s population fluctuates dramatically due to seasonal tourism, yet there is no clear
direction on whether these temporary visitor populations are included in the formula. Using
inflated numbers that include tourists misrepresents the actual needs and realities of our year-
round residents. This ambiguity has affected the data being used to support additional licenses
and undermines the accuracy of decision-making.

The research on the public health impacts of increased alcohol availability is clear and
consistent. Youth alcohol use increases when the density of alcohol outlets, such as
restaurants and bars, goes up. Multiple peer-reviewed studies have found that:

e Adolescents living in areas with higher alcohol outlet density exhibit higher rates of
both general drinking and heavy drinking.

o Higher density of on-premise outlets is associated with greater odds of lifetime alcohol
use and recent heavy drinking among youth.
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o The density of alcohol-licensed restaurants specifically has been
linked to increased rates of underage drinking.

o Higher outlet density increases youth perception of alcohol availability, which is a key
driver of use and risk-taking behaviors.

e Youth in areas with many on-premise outlets report more alcohol-related harms,
including drinking and driving and attempts to purchase alcohol.

These findings show a clear pattern: more licenses mean more youth drinking and more
harm. This should be a central consideration in any decision to expand alcohol availability.

Beyond the data, expanding REPL licenses shapes community norms. We saw this with cannabis
licensing, where increased access influenced youth perception, making use seem more normal
and less risky. Adding more alcohol-serving establishments risks reinforcing similar beliefs
among our youth, undermining prevention efforts and contributing to rising risk factors in our
community.

Additionally, the current process does not adequately address mental health or substance use
concerns. Increasing alcohol availability without a structured public health review overlooks
significant vulnerabilities in our population and fails to consider the broader implications for
community wellness.

For these reasons, I respectfully request that the ABC Board:

1. Require a public health impact review, including youth risk factors, before approving
additional REPL licenses.

2. Clarify population-count methodology, particularly regarding whether tourist numbers
should be included.

3. Strengthen accountability and transparency between the ABC Board and local
governments to ensure that public health, youth safety, and community values are
appropriately weighed.

4. Engage community stakeholders, including public health practitioners, youth
representatives, mental health providers, and prevention coalitions, in conversations
about the implications of expanding licenses.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide public comment for your December 2, 2025 meeting. I
appreciate the Board’s work and your consideration of how these decisions impact youth,

families, and the long-term health of our community.

The City and Borough of Sitka submitted a petition to the board in accordance with AS 04.11.405
requesting 3 additional Restaurant or Eating Place licenses (REPL's) under AS 04.09.210. The City
and Borough of Sitka currently have 8 REPL’s which is above the population limit allowing for 6. At
this time, there are no Seasonal Restaurant or Eating Place Tourism licenses (SREPTL) under AS
04.09.360 issued in Sitka.

AS 04.11.405(b) states that following a public hearing, the board may issue one or more additional
REPLs under AS 04.09.210, within the boundaries of the municipality, if the board finds that

(1) the municipality
(A) serves as a center for commercial activity within and outside the boundaries of the
municipality by providing goods and services to a population that is greater than the
permanent resident population within the boundaries of the municipality;

Paragraph 2 of the resolution. The current population count within the City and
Borough of Sitka is 8,063.

(B) maintains a local law enforcement department;
Paragraph 4 of the resolution.

(C) exercises planning or land use authority; and
Paragraph 5 of the resolution.

(D) at the time of the petition, meets or exceeds the maximum limit under AS 04.11.400(a)
for restaurant or eating place licenses issued under AS 04.09.210;

Paragraph 6 of the resolution. AMCO shows 6 available REPL’s in Sitka and 8
currently active REPL’s.





(2) the number of additional licenses does not exceed the number of additional licenses requested
by the municipality in the petition; and

Paragraphs 3 and 7 of the resolution.
(3) granting the additional licenses is in the public interest.
Paragraph 8 of the resolution.
The City and Borough of Sitka resolution includes the following required information:
(1) information demonstrating that the petitioner meets the criteria in (b) of this section;
Paragraphs 2-8 of the resolution.

(2) the most recent estimate of the number of people who claim residency or work outside the
boundaries of the municipality and who are served by the municipality, including the

(A) population located outside the boundaries of the municipality that relies on the
municipality for goods and services;

Paragraph 3 of the resolution.
(B) visitor population; and
Paragraph 3 of the resolution.

(C) nonresident worker population that resides in the municipality, but that is not counted
in the latest federal or state census for the municipality;

Paragraph 3 of the resolution.

3) the number of existing restaurant or eating place licenses
g gp
(A) within the boundaries of the municipality;

Paragraph 6 of the resolution.

(B) in a geographic area that the municipality serves under (2) of this subsection;

AMCO comments: AMCO assesses this count to be zero due to the isolated (fly-in)
geographic location of the City and Borough of Sitka.

(4) information showing that the number of additional licenses requested does not exceed one
license for each 1,500 population of the population identified under (2) of this subsection;

Paragraph 3 and 7 of the resolution.





If the board grants the City and Borough of Sitka’s petition for additional restaurant or eating place
licenses under AS 04.11.405, the board may not authorize additional restaurant or eating place
licenses to the same municipality under this statute for the following year (04.11.405(d)).
