Inspector Rukes,

As you noted in our telephone conversation, this is quite a confusing case; the person who emailed
AMCO regarding the violation was the very person who knowingly committed it.

This individual, Mike Edwards, despite having gone through AMCO training to obtain his Handler
Card where it's made abundantly clear that minors aren't permitted in dispensaries; despite having
been trained by TIP TOP management AND told at the time by the manager on duty that minors
aren't allowed on TIP TOP premises; and despite telling the customers himself that they weren't
allowed in with a minor, STILL served a member of that party while the child was still present in the
store.

On Tuesday afternoon, after you left TIP TOP, and before we discovered that Mr. Edwards was the
individual who made the complaint, TIP TOP's manager-on-duty fired Mr. Edwards for his failure to
adhere to AMCO and TIP TOP protocols regarding minors.

My first thought upon hearing about the case was that Mr. Edwards had ill-will towards TIP TOP and
wanted to get the shop in trouble with his actions. Then, after seeing the unhinged stream of text
messages (samples attached) he sent to staff and management at TIP TOP following his dismissal, |
thought that perhaps Mr. Edwards has a mental health issue. On further reading of his texts, | came
across a particularly troubling one referring to Angie Gonzalez as an "immigrant" which Mr. Edwards
imbued with a negative connotation. And, after intentionally committing the violation, Mr. Edwards in
his email to AMCO somehow tried to blame your organization for allowing the incident to occur.

Given his racism, unstable nature and disregard for AMCO's regulations and the public's safety, |
think Mr. Edwards should lose his handlers card and be prohibited from working in the industry.

Youth plaintiffs plan to appeal dismissal
of lawsuit challenging $44B gas pipeline

Eight young Alaskans are
planning to appeal a lower court’s
dismissal of a lawsuit that chal-
lenged the environmental im-
pacts of Alaska’s planned natural
gas pipeline.

The youth plaintiffs filed the
lawsuit last year, arguing that the
$44 billion project would uncon-
stitutionally exacerbate climate
change. The plaintiffs wanted the
state to recogmze a constitutional

policy choice,” Crosby said in her
five-page order.

Crosby suggested to the youth
plaintiffs that the courts were not

Judge Dani Crosby dismissed
the legal challenge on Monday as
being beyond judicial review. She
noted that the Alaska Legislature
has passed laws in support of con-
structing the 800-mile pipeline
from the North Slope for export.

“This Court lacks the authority
to second guess the legislature’s

Taylor the court’s dis-
missal of the case. He said in a
prepared statement that the law-
suit implicated where decisions
should be made in Alaska’s dem-
ocratic system.

“In this case, decisions re-
garding climate change and how
to address it lie firmly in the
purview of the legislature and
the executive branch. They are
not decisions to be made by few

individuals through the court sys-
tem,” he said.

Our Children’s Trust, an Or-
egon-based public interest law
firm, filed the lawsuit last year on
behalf of the young Alaskans.

Andrew Welle, lead attorney
for the plaintiffs, said in a pre-
pared statement that Crosby’s
decision was “a clear miscarriage
of justice.” He argued that Mon-
day’s order means all natural re-
source manage decisions in Alas-
ka were effectively beyond legal
review.

“We will move forward, seek-
ing to correct this ruling on
appeal to the Alaska Supreme
Court,” Welle said.

Our Children’s Trust, in its
82-page complaint, argued last
year that climate change is al-
ready being felt in Alaska with
falling salmon numbers and
changing caribou migratory pat-
terns — among other impacts.

The Alaska Supreme Court in
2022 issued a split decision on a
similar legal challenge by the law
firm. Two of the justices stated
that Alaska law requires a consti-
tutional right to a livable climate,
but they were overruled.

Crosby stated in her order that
the Alaska Supreme Court’s de-
was binding on the youth
tiffs’ recent climate change
challenge. She said the state’s
highest court had twice ruled that
competing questions of natural
resource development and con-
servation are political questions,
and not justiciable.

A spokesperson for the Alas-
ka Gasline Development Corp.
— the state agency leading the
project — said last year that the
Legislature had supported the
pipeline because of its environ-
mental, economic and energy

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State education commissioner on hand as Trump issues order
to ‘facilitate closure’ of federal Education Department

Alaska Commissioner of Ed-
ucation Deena Bishop was in at-
tendance Thursday when Pres-
ident Donald Trump signed an
order to “facilitate the closure” of
the federal Department of Educa-
tion.

The order is meant to shrink
the number of employees in the
department and transfer some
of its duties to other arms of the
federal government. The
dissolution of the depart-
ment would require an act
of Congress.

Bishop declined an
interview request after
attending the signing
event in Washington, D.C.
A spokesperson for the
Alaska Department of
Education and Early De-
velopment said the order
would “return control of public
education back to the states.”

“With more control, Alaskans
can better focus in on how edu-
cation resources are spent, and
on what they deem most benefi-
cial to our students and their fu-
ture,” the spokesperson said in
an email.

Alaska receives hundreds of
millions of dollars annually to op-
erate K-12 schools. The percent-
age of total school budgets com-
ing from federal sources is among
the highest in the nation when
compared with other states. The
funding is targeted at disadvan-
taged students, including those

Dan Sullivan said during a press
availability in Juneau on Thurs-
day that it “could be a good out-
come” if “there’s more federal
dollars with less D.C. strings at-
tached.”

“The Department of Educa-

“The Department of Educa-
tion was created by statute and it
will require approval of the Con-
gress to close it. I will continue
to defend the continuation of the
laws, programs, and funding that
the Department administers that
Alaska’s educators, students, and
parents rely on,” she said.

State Rep. Rebecca Him-

“Everybody loves to get fund-
ing with no strings attached,” she
said.

“There are different catego-
ries of funding, and the request
was more flexibility within the
funds to share those funds,” Bish-
op said.

She said the loss of federal ed-
ucation department staff could

“The Department of Educa-
tion provides many things, includ-
ing vital support for Alaska stu-
dents with special needs, through
the Individuals with Education
Disabilities Act. Alaska receives

the most Title 1 funding per pupil
of any state in the nation. More
than 51,000 Alaskan students
benefit from that support,” wrote
Tom Klaameyer, president of
NEA-Alaska, in a statement.

“Historically, NEA-Alaska
may not have always agreed with
decisions or directives coming
from the Department of Educa-
tion,” said Klaameyer. “However,
whether it’s through gutting the
department from the inside, or
seeking congressional approv-
al for the complete elimination,
the most vulnerable students in
America and the educators who
serve them will ultimately pay the
price.”

Among its roles, the U.S. Edu-
cation Department also handles
student loans for higher educa-
tion.

According to an email from
University of Alaska President
Pat Pitney, officials with the
state’s public university system
“don’t expect there to be signif-
icant changes to our operations
or the ability of students to access
federal financial aid, including
Pell Grants and loans.”

“Advocating for federal stu-
dent aid funding remains a top
priority for the UA system re-
gardless of what changes happen
at certain federal departments or
agencies,” Pitney wrote in a letter
to students and faculty. “Federal
student aid is a vital component
of ensuring access and affordabil-
ity for students across the State
of Alaska.”

Tom Sexton, former state poet laureate, is remembered
for his ‘unbelievable’ influence teaching Alaska writers

It’s difficult to overstate the impact
Tom Sexton had on generations of Alaska
writers.

As an English and creative writing pro-
fessor at the University of Alaska Anchor-
age for nearly 25 years, Sexton spurred
young writers to chase op-
portunity and inspiration.

“You turn over a rock
and somebody took a class
from Tom Sexton,” said
Mike Burwell, a writer, ed-
itor and former student.
“It’s unbelievable, his over-
all influence on writers in
Alaska.”

Sexton died this month at

age 84, leaving a legacy as a
prolific poet, an influential instructor and an
initiator of literary platforms in the state.

Sexton grew up in Lowell, Massachu-
setts, and had his first exposure to the
state in the U.S. Army. He later returned to
the state in summer 1968, the day after he
and his wife, Sharyn, were married.

Sexton earned a Master of Fine Arts
degree at the University of Alaska Fair-
banks, and when the university expanded
with a four-year institution in Anchorage,
he started teaching at the school.

Alaska author Marybeth Holleman was
an MFA student of Sexton’s at UAA. For a
decade, Holleman said, Sexton handled all
of the university’s writing courses, from
film to fiction, and he even was the chair of
the phllosophy department for a time.

‘He was a wonderful, generous, kind,
very calm teacher,” Holleman said. “Hls
calm presence was so important when
you're a student and you get all those anxi-
eties, but he was just a great teacher.”

Sexton was a founding editor of the
Alaska Quarterly Review, launched by

Ronald Spatz and James Liszka in 1980.

Holleman said Sexton and Spatz, a col-
league at UAA, brought a number of nota-
ble writers to the state, giving students an
opportunity to rub elbows and learn from
the likes of Jane Hirshfield, Tobias Wolff
and Rosellen Brown.

“They would give a public reading that
anyone can go to,” Holleman said. “Then
they would give a ‘craft talk to the students
in the MFA program. And we just got to
meet these incredible writers. So even
though we only had two professors in the
program, it was amuch broader —just a lot
of nourishment coming in from Outside.”

Sexton retired at UAA in 1994 and was
named Alaska’s Poet Laureate in 1995, a
role he held until 2000.

Even when he wasn't actively teaching
at the university, Sexton still maintained
an inspirational spirit. When circumpolar

poetry journal Ice Floe was winding down
its publication, he encouraged Burwell to
launch Cirque. The Alaska-based literary
journal Burwell publishes with Sandra
Kleven has now been in existence for more
than 15 years.

“Basically he was the spark for Cirque,”
Burwell said. “You know, we just put out is-
sue No. 28, so we've been around a while.
It was that original encouragement that
really got me going on Cirque.”

Holleman said it was notable that when
Sexton was at UAA, he focused almost ex-
clusively on teaching.

“He did give his all as a teacher,” Holle-
man said. “He published very little when
he was a teacher. And it was only when he
retired in 1994 that he started putting out a
book every other year. He's written dozens
of books of poetry, but they came after he
retired.”

‘While Sexton was known for his Alas-
ka poems of place, he also did a substan-
tial amount of writing about his home and
youth in Lowell. In total, he published
more than 12 books of poetry in his time in
Alaska.

“He turned out two or three books kind
of around Lowell and the Lowell experi-
ence,” Burwell said. “They’re pretty hard
hitting,”

Both Burwell and Holleman later pub-
lished Sexton’s work — Burwell in Cirque,
and Holleman in projects like “Crosscur-
rents North: Alaskans on the Environ-
ment,” which she co-edited.

“He was my mentor in the program,
and then afterwards, a friend and I have al-
s0 had the great honor of publishing some
of his poems in a couple of anthologies that
Tve edited, too,” Holleman said.

Over the years, Sexton had a number
of rural Alaska properties that functioned
as writing retreats. That included a cabin
along the Chulitna River where he would
often spend weekends writing.

olleman said Sexton was a well-
known rover, and on his walks he would
carry scraps of paper and write notes or
lines that would eventually find their way
into his poems.

“I don’t know, there’s just something
about that that’s so beautiful and so un-
usual for us now,” Holleman said. “But he
studied the Chinese poets, who just were
wanderers. And so I feel like he kind of
continued that lineage, this ancient lin-
eage and brought it to us in contemporary
culture.”

Pilot, 2 children survived the
night on airplane’s wing after it
crashed into icy Tustumena Lake

A pilot and two children survived on the wing of a plane
for about 12 hours after it crashed and was partially sub-
merged in an icy Alaska lake, then were rescued after be-
ing spotted by a good Samaritan.

Terry Godes said he saw a Facebook post Sunday night
calling for people to help search for the missing plane,
which did not have a locator beacon. On Monday morn-
ing, about a dozen pilots — including Godes in his own
airplane — headed out to scour the rugged terrain for the
missing plane. Godes headed toward Tustumena Lake
near the toe of a glacier and spotted what he thought was

eckage.

“It kind of broke my heart to see that, but as I got clos-
er down and lower, I could see that there’s three people
on top of the wing,” he told The Associated Press on Tues-
day.

After saying a little prayer, he continued to get closer
and saw a miracle.

“They were alive and responsive and moving around,”
he said, adding they waved at him as he approached.

The missing Piper PA-12 Super Cruiser, piloted by
a man with two immediate juvenile family members
aboard, flew Sunday on a recreational sightseeing tour
from Soldotna to Skilak Lake on the Kenai Peninsula.

he three were rescued on the eastern edge of Tu-
stumena Lake on Monday by the Alaska Army National
Guard after Godes alerted other pilots searching for the
plane that he had found it. Another pilot, Dale Eicher,
heard Godes’ radio call and alerted troopers since he was
closer to Skilak Lake and figured he had better cell recep-
tion. He was also able to provide the plane’s coordinates
to authorities.

“T wasn't sure if we would find them, especially be-
cause there was a cloud layer over quite a bit of the moun-
tains so they could have very easily been in those clouds
that we couldn’t get to,” Eicher said. But he said that find-
ing the family within an hour of starting the search and
finding them alive “was very good news.”

The three survivors were taken to a hospital with in-
juries that were not considered life-threatening, Alaska
State Troopers said.

“They spent a long, cold, dark, wet night out on top of a
wing of an airplane that they weren't planning on,” Godes
said.

He said there were many miracles at play, from the
plane not sinking, to the survivors being able to stay on
the wing, to the three surviving the night in temperatures
dipping into the 20s.

“It’s a cold dark place out there at night,” he said.

The plane was mostly submerged in the lake with only
the wing and the top of the rudder exposed above the ice
and water; Godes noted.

In Alaska, many communities with limited or no road
access rely on small airplanes as a preferred mode of

transportation.

Last month, in Western Alaska, 10 people died when a
small commuter plane that was overweight by half a ton
crashed into sea ice in the Norton Sound, near Nome on
the state’s western coast.

Five years ago, a deadly midair collision near the
Soldotna airport claimed the lives of seven people, includ-
ing an Alaska state lawmaker.

The Alaska Army National Guard dispatched a he-
hcopter from its base in Anchorage to rescue the three

The initial plan was to use a hoist to pull the three up
and off the wing, but it proved to be too dangerous as the
smallest girl was being buffeted and blown around by
the wind created by the helicopter, said Lt. Col. Brendon
Holbrook, commander of the guard’s 207th Aviation Regi-
ment. So, instead the helicopter hovered to the side of the
plane’s wing and pulled the three people on board.

He said his personnel reported the two girls were sur-
prisingly dry but the adult male had been in the water at
some point, “We don't know to what extent, but he was hy-
pothermic,” Holbrook sai

Holbrook said he was told the three people had basic

State Supreme
Court places
new limits on

pretrial delays

Alaska’s Supreme
Court has placed new lim-
its on how long criminal
cases can be postponed,
part of an effort to reduce
the time many criminal
defendants wait to face tri-
alin the state.

The court’s order,
which takes effect May
12, directs state judges
to allow no more than 270
days of new delays for
criminal cases filed in 2022
or before. Court system
data shows that about 800
active cases fall into that
category, making each one
more than 800 days old
and counting.

The move to reduce
delays follows an investi-
gation by ProPublica and
the Anchorage Daily News
that found some cases
have taken as long as a
decade to reach juries,
potentially violating the
rights of victims and de-
fendants alike.

he time to resolve
Alaska’s most serious fel-
ony cases, such as mur-
der and sexual assault,
has nearly tripled over
the past decade. Victims
rights advocates had long
complained that judges
rubber-stamped delays,
particularly in Anchor-
age, where about half of
the cases impacted by
the Supreme Court order
are pending. Some cases
dragged on so long that
victims or witnesses had
died in the meantime.

In addition to capping
the duration of delays, the
state Supreme Court’s or-
der says judges must ex-
plain why they've allowed
any request for delay.

“It’'s a positive step
by the court to be able to
work with the lawyers to
move cases along,” said
state Sen. Matt Claman,
D-Anch chair of

There is no indication why the plane crashed. The Na-
tional Transportation Safety Board said Tuesday that it is
investigating with the Federal Aviation Administration.

The 60,000-acre Tustumena Lake is situated about 80
miles southwest of Anchorage and has been described by
the Alaska Department of Fish and Game as “notorious
for its sudden, dangerous winds.”

Conditions around the lake — with nearby mountains,
a glacier and gusty winds — can cause havoc for both
boats and planes. The body of water is the largest fresh-
water lake on the Kenai Peninsula.

“Even under what would be considered a benign or
relatively weak pressure gradient, the terrain helps turn

the winds around, and occasionally they get a little squir-
relly,” said Michael Kutz, a meteorologist at the National
Weather Service in Anchorage.

Godes agreed that the area is always windy, and fresh
water can kick up with the wind and turn into waves.

“Then just the way it’s placed right there at the heel of
that, or at the toe of that glacier where you've got moun-
tains on both sides, you know, just  few miles to the west,
you've got Cook Inlet running back and forth with huge
temperature and tidal swings every day. It's just a recipe
for chaos and for turbulence,” he said.

pretrial delays in Febru-

ary.

Alaska Court System
spokesperson Rebecca
Koford said the new Su-
preme Court order, issued
on March 12, tackles the
“most pressing concern.”

he time needed to
close out the oldest cases
“is exceedingly long,” she
said, “and we need to get
them resolved.”

The Supreme Court or-
der said judges in pre-2023
cases are to allow only 90
days of new delays at the
request of the defense, 90
days for prosecutors and
90 days for “other periods
of delay for good cause.”

Koford said that an ex-
ample of why a case might
be delayed for good cause
would be when a witness is
temporarily unavailable to
testify. Additional efforts
are in the works to reduce

the time it takes cases to
get to trial, she said.

“We do not view it as
the solution; it is part of
the solution,” Koford said.

Alaska criminal rules
grant defendants the right
to a trial within 120 days
of being charged with a
crime. Crime victims have
the right to the “timely
disposition” of their case
under the state constitu-
tion.

The 120-day deadline
is rarely met. One sexual
assault case highlighted
by the Daily News and
ProPublica was filed in
2014 and has been delayed
more than 70 times. That
case has now been set for
trial on April 1.

Several high-ranking
state officials have spoken
of the need to rein in de-
lays since the news orga-
nizations highlighted the
issue in January.

Chief Justice Susan
M. Carney told state law-
makers on Feb. 12 that the
court system was work-
ing to curb delays, noting
recent news coverage of
the issue. The Senate Ju-
diciary Committee held a
hearing focused on pretri-
al delays later that month,
‘when court system Gener-
al Counsel Nancy Meade
told legislators that the
cases recently highlighted
in news stories were unac-
ceptable but were outliers
among criminal cases.

“The time it takes to
resolve cases now is cer-
tainly longer than it was
20 years ago. Nobody is
happy about that,” Meade
testified.

The new order signed
by Carney and other Alas-
ka Supreme Court justices
said that a 2023 judicial
order had led to “some de-
crease” in what the court
characterized as “per-
sistent backlogs.” The cur-
rent order, the court said,

“is intended to facilitate
the further reduction in
the time to disposition of
these older criminal cases
without undue delay.”

he order also address-
es delays caused when
attorneys fail to provide
evidence to the opposing
party in a timely manner.
It says that judges should
consider sanctions, in-
cluding dismissing the
charges, when prosecu-
tors fail to provide ev-
idence or banning the
missing evidence from be-
ing used at trial.

LLC OPERATING AGREEMENT

This LLC Operating Agreement (this "Agreement") is made this 11 day of November, 2022, between
Evanjelina Gonzalez, (each a "Member" and collectively referred to as the "Members"). The parties agree
as follows:

I. Introductory Provisions
1. Name. The name of the company shall be Wolf Town Farm, LLC (the "Company").
2. Principal Place of Business. The Company's principal place of business shall be at 233 E 5th
Ave, Anchorage, AK 99501.
3. Purpose. The purpose of the Company is to engage in any lawful act or activity for which a
Limited Liability Company may be formed within the State of Alaska.
4. Registered Agent. Evanjelina Gonzalez is the Company's initial registered agent. The
registered office is 8820 Solar Dr, Anchorage, AK 99507.
5. Term. The term of the Company commences on November 11, 2022 and shall continue until
dissolved pursuant to this Agreement.
6. Limitation of Liability. The liability of each Member and each employee of the Company shall
be limited to the fullest extent provided by law.
7. Names and Addresses of Members. The Members' names and addresses are attached as
Exhibit 1 to this Agreement.
8. Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Company shall end on December 31st.

ll. Membership Interests, Voting and Management
1. Members. The Members are those identified in Exhibit 1. For all purposes hereunder,
references to Exhibit 1 shall mean Exhibit 1 as may be modified from time to time to reflect
changes in Members, Units and contributions.
2. Classification of Membership Interests. The Company is authorized to issue one hundred
(100) membership units of Class A Voting Capital (“Voting Capital”) to the voting Members (“the
Voting Members”). The Voting Members have the right to vote in proportion to their respective
Percentage Voting Interest (“PVI”). The PVI shall be calculated by dividing the individual Member's
Voting Capital by the total Voting Capital. Each membership unit issued shall be referred to as a
"Unit." The membership interests are included in Exhibit 1.
3. Percentage Ownership. The percentage ownership shall be calculated by combining the total
of a Member's Voting Capital and Nonvoting Capital and dividing the sum by the total of all the
Members’ Voting and Nonvoting Capital. The initial percentages are included in Exhibit 1.
4, Management by Voting Members. The Voting Members shall manage the Company and vote
upon all matters upon which the Members have the right to in proportion to their PVI. The
nonvoting Members have no right to vote or participate in management. The Voting Members may
act only collectively and unanimously. For purposes of this Agreement, a “majority-in-interest” shall
mean consent or approval of those Members holding a majority of the Units eligible to vote on the
respective matter.
5. Quorum. The Members holding 100% of the Voting Capital in the Company:represented in
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person, by telephonic participation, or by proxy, shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the
Voting Members.

6. Delegation. The Members may delegate their powers but not their responsibilities, including
voting, to officers or agents or employees of the Company.

7. Transfer. No Member may transfer any interest without the consent of all of the Members
(excluding the proposed transferor and transferee).

8. New Members. New or additional members may be admitted at any time by affirmative vote of
all of the Members.

lll. Capital Contributions
1. Initial Contributions. The Members initially shall contribute capital as described in Exhibit 1 as
a condition of the issuance of the respective Units indicated in Exhibit 1. The contribution
percentages and totals in the schedule shall be adjusted as they change to reflect the admission of
new Members or any other event.
2. Additional Contributions. No Member shall be obligated to make any additional contribution to
the Company’s capital without the prior unanimous consent of the Members.
3. Interest. The Members are not entitied to interest or other compensation on their capital
contributions except as expressly provided in this Agreement.
4. Return. No Member has any right to any return of capital or other distribution except as
expressly provided in this Agreement. No Member has any drawing account in the Company.

IV. Aliocation of Profits and Losses

1. Profits/Losses. For accounting and tax purposes, net profits or net losses shall be determined
on an annual basis. Profits and losses will be distributed in proportion to each Member's relative
proportion of total capital in the Company, as set forth in Exhibit 1.

2. Distributions. The Members shall distribute funds annually or, if determined as necessary by
the Voting Members, at more frequent intervals. No Member has the right to demand or receive
distribution in any form other than money. No Member may be compelled to accept distribution of
assets in lieu of money, except on dissolution and winding up of the Company.

V. Salaries, Reimbursement, and Expenses
1. Organization Expenses. All expenses in connection with the management and organization of
the Company will be paid by the Company.
2. Salary. No salary will be paid for the performance of duties under this Agreement unless
approved in writing by a majority-in-interest of the Members, excluding the Member to receive the
salary and such Member's interest.
3. Legal and Accounting Services. The Company may obtain legal and accounting services to
the extent reasonably necessary.

VI. Records and Reporting
1. Books. The Company shall maintain complete and accurate books and records in accordance
with generally accepted accounting principles.
2. Records. The Company shall maintain at its principal office the following: (a) the full name and
last known business or residence address of each Member; (b) records detailing all capital
accounts, including entries for contributions and distributions, ownership interest, percentage,
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ownership, and voting interests; (c) a copy of the certificate of formation of the Company and any
and all amendments; (d) copies of all federal ,state, and local income tax or returns and reports for
the six most recent taxable years; (e) a copy of this Agreement and any amendments; (f) copies of
financial statements of the Company for the six most recent fiscal years; (g) the books and records
as related to the affairs of the Company; and (h) true and full information regarding the status of
the business and financial conditions of the Company, including the amount of cash and
description of the agreed value of any property or services contributed or that will be contributed by
Members.

3. Accountings. At the close of each fiscal year, the Voting Members shall make a full and
accurate accounting of the affairs of the Company, including a balance sheet, a profit and loss
statement, and a statement of the Members’ equity showing the respective capital accounts and
distributions, if any, and any other information necessary for a complete and fair presentation of
the financial condition of the Company.

4. Inspection. Each Member has the right, on reasonable request related to their interest as a
Member, to: (a) inspect and copy during normal business hours any of the Company’s records
described above; (b) obtain from the Company promptly after becoming available a copy of the
Company’s federal, state, and local income taxes and returns for each fiscal year.

5. Taxes. The Members intend that the Company shall be treated as an s-corporation for federal
and, if applicable, state or local income tax purposes, and that the Members and the Company
shall file all tax returns and shall otherwise take all tax and financial reporting positions in a manner
consistent with such treatment.

VII. Dissolution and Liquidation

1. Dissolution. The Company shall be dissolved upon the occurrence of any the following:

a. Approval by all of the Members.

b. Bankruptcy, death, dissolution, expulsion, incapacity, or withdrawal of any Member unless a

majority-in-interest of the remaining Members gives written consent to continue.

c. As required by law or judicial decree.
2. Winding Up and Distribution. Upon dissolution of the Company one or more Members elected
by a majority-in-interest shall be the liquidating Member(s) (“Liquidating Member”). The Liquidating
Member shall wind up the Company’s affairs, liquidate the property and assets, and terminate any
remaining business. The Liquidating Member(s) shall give a full accounting of the assets and
liabilities. The assets and liabilities may be liquidated by selling the assets and distributing the net
proceeds. The proceeds of the liquidation shall be distributed in this order: (1) the expenses of
liquidation; (2) debts and liabilities of the Company (including debts of the Company to the
Members or affiliates); (3) a reserve for contingent or unforeseen liabilities or abligations to third
parties (to be held in escrow by an agent chosen by the Liquidating Member); (4) to the Members
in proportion to the Units owned by each Member relative to the total of all issued Units.

VIIl. Indemnification
1. Members. No Member shall be liable to the Company or to the other Members for damages or
otherwise with respect to any actions taken in good faith and reasonably believed to be in the best
interests of the Company, unless the Member has committed fraud, gross negligence, willful or
want misconduct, or a material breach of this Agreement or the fiduciary duties of the Member.
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2. Indemnification by Company. The Company shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend the
Members in their capacity as Members, managers, or officers, from and against any loss, expense,
damage, or injury sustained as a result of any acts or omissions arising out of any activity of the
Company, unless the Member seeking indemnification has committed fraud, gross negligence,
willful or wanton misconduct, or a material breach of this Agreement or the fiduciary duties of the
Member relating to the basis for the claim for indemnification.

3. Indemnification by Members. The Members agree to indemnify and defend the Company,
including the other Members and each of their respective employees, agents, partners,
shareholders, officers, and directors; and hold them harmless from and against any and all claims,
liabilities, damages, costs, and expenses arising out of any fraud, gross negligence, willful or
wanton misconduct or a breach of this Agreement by that Member.

4. Insurance. The Company shall have the authority to purchase and maintain insurance covering
any person who is or was a Member or agent of the Company against any liability asserted against
the person arising out of his/her status as a Member or agent of the Company, regardless of
whether the Company would have the authority to indemnify such person against liability under this
Agreement or applicable law.

IX. Confidential Information

1. General. Each Member hereby acknowledges that the Company has or may have, utilizes or
may utilize, may develop and/or may acquire proprietary intellectual property, trade secrets, and
other confidential information not generally known to the public (collectively, "Confidential
Information”). Each Member acknowledges that such Confidential Information is a special,
valuable, and unique asset of the Company and agrees that it will not use any such Confidential
Information for its own benefit or for the benefit of any person or entity with which it may be
associated in any manner except the Company or its Affiliates. Except (i) in connection with
maintaining and reporting its investment in the Company as reasonably required in its own
operation, (ii) in connection with the operation of the Company and for the benefit thereof, or (iii) as
may be required by law or court order (in which event the Member so required shall promptly notify
the Company, as the case may be, to give the respective entity an opportunity to seek an
appropriate protective order), each Member agrees that it will not disclose any Confidential
Information to any Person unless such information is previously known, was disclosed on a non-
confidential basis or was disclosed by the Company in a manner intended to not be confidential.
“Affiliate® of a Party means (1) any corporation, partnership, trust or other entity controlling,
controlled by or under common control with such Party; (2) any executive officer, director, trustee
or general partner of any Party described in (1) above; or (3) any spouse, lineal ancestor, lineal
descendant or member of the household of such Party. For purposes of this section, “control” shall
mean the control or ownership of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting securities in the Party
referred to.

2. Member Contributions. Each Member further acknowledges that it may contribute ideas,
knowledge, know-how and, potentially, Confidential Information of such disclosing Member to the
Company, the employees, agents or contractors of the Company. Each disclosing Member shall
retain ownership of such Confidential Information but grants to only the Company, not to the
individual(s) to whom the information was disclosed in his/her respective personal capacity(ies),
the limited right to use such Confidential Information solely and exclusively. for the benefit of the
Company, and not any individual Member other than the disclosing Member; and each Member
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other than the disclosing Member promises and agrees to not use Confidential Information of a
disclosing Member for any purpose whatsoever except in connection with the Company and
except with the written consent of both the disclosing Member and the Company. For purposes of
this Section IX, all references to the Company shall include its Affiliates.

3. Exceptions. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Confidential Information shall not include any
information which a Member can show, by contemporary documentation, (i) is now or later
becomes available in the public domain without breach of this Agreement by the Member, (ii) was
in the possession of the Member prior to disclosure to the Member by the Company, (iii) was
received from a third party without breach of any nondisclosure obligations to the Company or
otherwise in violation of the Company’s rights, or (iv) was developed by the Member independently
of any Confidential Information received from the Company.

X. Representations and Warranties

1. Investment Matters. Each Member, severally and not jointly, hereby warrants and represents to
the Company and to each other Member that (i) such Member is acquiring his, her or its Units
solely for investment and not with a view to the distribution or resale thereof or to divide his or its
participation with others, (ii) such Member is acquiring his, her or its Units with his, her or its own
funds and for his, her or its own account and not on behalf of any other Person, (iii) neither such
Member nor any other Person acting on his, her or its behalf has paid any commission or other
compensation to any Person in connection with such Member's acquisition of his, her or its Units,
and (iv) such Member acknowledges that none of the Units has been registered or qualified under
the Securities Act of 1933, as amended from time to time (the "Securities Act”), or any applicable
state securities laws, and, in addition to the other restrictions on disposition contained in this
Agreement, the Units may not be sold, transferred or otherwise disposed of in whole or in part
unless a registration statement under the Securities Act with respect to such Units and qualification
in accordance with all applicable state securities laws has become effective, or unless such
Member establishes to the satisfaction of the Company that an exemption from such registration
and qualification is available.

2, Authorization; No Conflicts; Due Execution and Delivery. Each person now or hereafter
becoming a Party to this Agreement hereby represents and warrants to the Company and each
other Party hereto that such person is of legal age and is duly authorized to execute, deliver and
perform this Agreement, and such execution, delivery and performance will not breach, conflict
with, give rise to a default under, or violate any law, rule, regulation or order applicable to such
person or by which such person is bound, nor any material contract or agreement to which such
person is a party or by which such person is bound. Each person executing or delivering this
Agreement in a representative capacity on behalf of another person represents and warrants to the
Company and each Party hereto that such representative is duly authorized to do so.

Xl. Miscellaneous
1. Dispute Resolution. Any dispute arising out of or related to this Agreement that the Members
are unable to resolve by themselves shall be settled by arbitration in the State of Alaska in
accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association. The written decision of the
arbitrator(s), as applicable, shall be final and binding on the Members. Judgment on a monetary
award or enforcement of injunctive or specific performance relief granted by the arbitrator(s), or to

An email notice, by itself, shall suffice as notice at such time as the
sender receives a receipt acknowledgment or the recipient replies, directly or indirectly, to such
notice.

11. Waiver. No Member shall be deemed to have waived any provision of this Agreement or the
exercise of any rights held under this Agreement unless such waiver is made expressly and in
writing. Waiver by any Member of a breach or violation of any provision of this Agreement shall not
constitute a waiver of any other subsequent breach or violation.

12. Survival. Notwithstanding termination of this Agreement and the Company, the following

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Youth plaintiffs plan to appeal dismissal

Eight young Alaskans are
planning to appeal a lower court’s
dismissal of a lawsuit that chal-
lenged the environmental im-
pacts of Alaska’s planned natural
gas pipeline.

The youth plaintiffs filed the
lawsuit last year, arguing that the
$44 billion project would uncon-
stitutionally exacerbate climate
change. The plaintiffs wanted the
state to recogmze a constitutional

individuals through the court sys-
tem,” he said.

Andrew Welle, lead attorney
for the plaintiffs, said in a pre-
pared statement that Crosby’s
decision was “a clear miscarriage
of justice.” He argued that Mon-
day’s order means all natural re-
source manage decisions in Alas-
ka were effectively beyond legal
review.

“We will move forward, seek-
ing to correct this ruling on
appeal to the Alaska Supreme
Court,” Welle said.

Our Children’s Trust, in its
82-page complaint, argued last
year that climate change is al-
ready being felt in Alaska with
falling salmon numbers and
changing caribou migratory pat-
terns — among other impacts.

The Alaska Supreme Court in
2022 issued a split decision on a
similar legal challenge by the law
firm. Two of the justices stated
that Alaska law requires a consti-
tutional right to a livable climate,
but they were overruled.

Crosby stated in her order that
the Alaska Supreme Court’s de-
was binding on the youth
tiffs’ recent climate change
challenge. She said the state’s
highest court had twice ruled that
competing questions of natural
resource development and con-
servation are political questions,
and not justiciable.

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State education commissioner on hand as Trump issues order
to ‘facilitate closure’ of federal Education Department

Alaska Commissioner of Ed-
ucation Deena Bishop was in at-
tendance Thursday when Pres-
ident Donald Trump signed an
order to “facilitate the closure” of
the federal Department of Educa-
tion.

The order is meant to shrink
the number of employees in the
department and transfer some
of its duties to other arms of the
federal government. The
dissolution of the depart-
ment would require an act
of Congress.

Bishop declined an
interview request after
attending the signing
event in Washington, D.C.
A spokesperson for the
Alaska Department of
Education and Early De-
velopment said the order
would “return control of public
education back to the states.”

“With more control, Alaskans
can better focus in on how edu-
cation resources are spent, and
on what they deem most benefi-
cial to our students and their fu-
ture,” the spokesperson said in
an email.

Alaska receives hundreds of
millions of dollars annually to op-
erate K-12 schools. The percent-
age of total school budgets com-
ing from federal sources is among
the highest in the nation when
compared with other states. The
funding is targeted at disadvan-
taged students, including those

Dan Sullivan said during a press
availability in Juneau on Thurs-
day that it “could be a good out-
come” if “there’s more federal
dollars with less D.C. strings at-
tached.”

She said the loss of federal ed-
ucation department staff could
mean the elimination of data and
oversight — and the Alaska edu-
cation department does not nec-
essarily have the capacity to take

“The Department of Educa-
tion provides many things, includ-
ing vital support for Alaska stu-
dents with special needs, through
the Individuals with Education
Disabilities Act. Alaska receives

the most Title 1 funding per pupil
of any state in the nation. More
than 51,000 Alaskan students
benefit from that support,” wrote
Tom Klaameyer, president of
NEA-Alaska, in a statement.

“Historically, NEA-Alaska
may not have always agreed with
decisions or directives coming
from the Department of Educa-
tion,” said Klaameyer. “However,
whether it’s through gutting the
department from the inside, or
seeking congressional approv-
al for the complete elimination,
the most vulnerable students in
America and the educators who
serve them will ultimately pay the
price.”

Among its roles, the U.S. Edu-
cation Department also handles
student loans for higher educa-
tion.

According to an email from
University of Alaska President
Pat Pitney, officials with the
state’s public university system
“don’t expect there to be signif-
icant changes to our operations
or the ability of students to access
federal financial aid, including
Pell Grants and loans.”

“Advocating for federal stu-
dent aid funding remains a top
priority for the UA system re-
gardless of what changes happen
at certain federal departments or
agencies,” Pitney wrote in a letter
to students and faculty. “Federal
student aid is a vital component
of ensuring access and affordabil-
ity for students across the State
of Alaska.”

Tom Sexton, former state poet laureate, is remembered
for his ‘unbelievable’ influence teaching Alaska writers

It’s difficult to overstate the impact
Tom Sexton had on generations of Alaska
writers.

As an English and creative writing pro-
fessor at the University of Alaska Anchor-
age for nearly 25 years, Sexton spurred
young writers to chase op-
portunity and inspiration.

“You turn over a rock
and somebody took a class
from Tom Sexton,” said
Mike Burwell, a writer, ed-
itor and former student.
“It’s unbelievable, his over-
all influence on writers in
Alaska.”

Sexton died this month at

age 84, leaving a legacy as a
prolific poet, an influential instructor and an
initiator of literary platforms in the state.

Sexton grew up in Lowell, Massachu-
setts, and had his first exposure to the
state in the U.S. Army. He later returned to
the state in summer 1968, the day after he
and his wife, Sharyn, were married.

Sexton earned a Master of Fine Arts
degree at the University of Alaska Fair-
banks, and when the university expanded
with a four-year institution in Anchorage,
he started teaching at the school.

Alaska author Marybeth Holleman was
an MFA student of Sexton’s at UAA. For a
decade, Holleman said, Sexton handled all
of the university’s writing courses, from
film to fiction, and he even was the chair of
the phllosophy department for a time.

‘He was a wonderful, generous, kind,
very calm teacher,” Holleman said. “Hls
calm presence was so important when
you're a student and you get all those anxi-
eties, but he was just a great teacher.”

Sexton was a founding editor of the
Alaska Quarterly Review, launched by

Ronald Spatz and James Liszka in 1980.

Holleman said Sexton and Spatz, a col-
league at UAA, brought a number of nota-
ble writers to the state, giving students an
opportunity to rub elbows and learn from
the likes of Jane Hirshfield, Tobias Wolff
and Rosellen Brown.

“They would give a public reading that
anyone can go to,” Holleman said. “Then
they would give a ‘craft talk to the students
in the MFA program. And we just got to
meet these incredible writers. So even
though we only had two professors in the
program, it was amuch broader —just a lot
of nourishment coming in from Outside.”

Sexton retired at UAA in 1994 and was
named Alaska’s Poet Laureate in 1995, a
role he held until 2000.

Even when he wasn't actively teaching
at the university, Sexton still maintained
an inspirational spirit. When circumpolar

poetry journal Ice Floe was winding down
its publication, he encouraged Burwell to
launch Cirque. The Alaska-based literary
journal Burwell publishes with Sandra
Kleven has now been in existence for more
than 15 years.

“Basically he was the spark for Cirque,”
Burwell said. “You know, we just put out is-
sue No. 28, so we've been around a while.
It was that original encouragement that
really got me going on Cirque.”

Holleman said it was notable that when
Sexton was at UAA, he focused almost ex-
clusively on teaching.

“He did give his all as a teacher,” Holle-
man said. “He published very little when
he was a teacher. And it was only when he
retired in 1994 that he started putting out a
book every other year. He's written dozens
of books of poetry, but they came after he
retired.”

‘While Sexton was known for his Alas-
ka poems of place, he also did a substan-
tial amount of writing about his home and
youth in Lowell. In total, he published
more than 12 books of poetry in his time in
Alaska.

“He turned out two or three books kind
of around Lowell and the Lowell experi-
ence,” Burwell said. “They’re pretty hard
hitting,”

Both Burwell and Holleman later pub-
lished Sexton’s work — Burwell in Cirque,
and Holleman in projects like “Crosscur-
rents North: Alaskans on the Environ-
ment,” which she co-edited.

“He was my mentor in the program,
and then afterwards, a friend and I have al-
s0 had the great honor of publishing some
of his poems in a couple of anthologies that
Tve edited, too,” Holleman said.

Over the years, Sexton had a number
of rural Alaska properties that functioned
as writing retreats. That included a cabin
along the Chulitna River where he would
often spend weekends writing.

olleman said Sexton was a well-
known rover, and on his walks he would
carry scraps of paper and write notes or
lines that would eventually find their way
into his poems.

“I don’t know, there’s just something
about that that’s so beautiful and so un-
usual for us now,” Holleman said. “But he
studied the Chinese poets, who just were
wanderers. And so I feel like he kind of
continued that lineage, this ancient lin-
eage and brought it to us in contemporary
culture.”

Pilot, 2 children survived the
night on airplane’s wing after it
crashed into icy Tustumena Lake

A pilot and two children survived on the wing of a plane
for about 12 hours after it crashed and was partially sub-
merged in an icy Alaska lake, then were rescued after be-
ing spotted by a good Samaritan.

Terry Godes said he saw a Facebook post Sunday night
calling for people to help search for the missing plane,
which did not have a locator beacon. On Monday morn-
ing, about a dozen pilots — including Godes in his own
airplane — headed out to scour the rugged terrain for the
missing plane. Godes headed toward Tustumena Lake
near the toe of a glacier and spotted what he thought was

eckage.

“It kind of broke my heart to see that, but as I got clos-
er down and lower, I could see that there’s three people
on top of the wing,” he told The Associated Press on Tues-
day.

After saying a little prayer, he continued to get closer
and saw a miracle.

“They were alive and responsive and moving around,”
he said, adding they waved at him as he approached.

The missing Piper PA-12 Super Cruiser, piloted by
a man with two immediate juvenile family members
aboard, flew Sunday on a recreational sightseeing tour
from Soldotna to Skilak Lake on the Kenai Peninsula.

he three were rescued on the eastern edge of Tu-
stumena Lake on Monday by the Alaska Army National
Guard after Godes alerted other pilots searching for the
plane that he had found it. Another pilot, Dale Eicher,
heard Godes’ radio call and alerted troopers since he was
closer to Skilak Lake and figured he had better cell recep-
tion. He was also able to provide the plane’s coordinates
to authorities.

“T wasn't sure if we would find them, especially be-
cause there was a cloud layer over quite a bit of the moun-
tains so they could have very easily been in those clouds
that we couldn’t get to,” Eicher said. But he said that find-
ing the family within an hour of starting the search and
finding them alive “was very good news.”

The three survivors were taken to a hospital with in-
juries that were not considered life-threatening, Alaska
State Troopers said.

“They spent a long, cold, dark, wet night out on top of a
wing of an airplane that they weren't planning on,” Godes
said.

He said there were many miracles at play, from the
plane not sinking, to the survivors being able to stay on
the wing, to the three surviving the night in temperatures
dipping into the 20s.

“It’s a cold dark place out there at night,” he said.

The plane was mostly submerged in the lake with only
the wing and the top of the rudder exposed above the ice
and water; Godes noted.

In Alaska, many communities with limited or no road
access rely on small airplanes as a preferred mode of

transportation.

Last month, in Western Alaska, 10 people died when a
small commuter plane that was overweight by half a ton
crashed into sea ice in the Norton Sound, near Nome on
the state’s western coast.

Five years ago, a deadly midair collision near the
Soldotna airport claimed the lives of seven people, includ-
ing an Alaska state lawmaker.

The Alaska Army National Guard dispatched a he-
hcopter from its base in Anchorage to rescue the three

The initial plan was to use a hoist to pull the three up
and off the wing, but it proved to be too dangerous as the
smallest girl was being buffeted and blown around by
the wind created by the helicopter, said Lt. Col. Brendon
Holbrook, commander of the guard’s 207th Aviation Regi-
ment. So, instead the helicopter hovered to the side of the
plane’s wing and pulled the three people on board.

He said his personnel reported the two girls were sur-
prisingly dry but the adult male had been in the water at
some point, “We don't know to what extent, but he was hy-
pothermic,” Holbrook sai

Holbrook said he was told the three people had basic
clothing one would wear in Alaska on small planes with-
out very good heating systems, but nothing sufficient to

State Supreme
Court places
new limits on

pretrial delays

Alaska’s Supreme
Court has placed new lim-
its on how long criminal
cases can be postponed,
part of an effort to reduce
the time many criminal
defendants wait to face tri-
alin the state.

The court’s order,
which takes effect May
12, directs state judges
to allow no more than 270
days of new delays for
criminal cases filed in 2022
or before. Court system
data shows that about 800
active cases fall into that
category, making each one
more than 800 days old
and counting.

The move to reduce
delays follows an investi-
gation by ProPublica and
the Anchorage Daily News
that found some cases
have taken as long as a
decade to reach juries,
potentially violating the
rights of victims and de-
fendants alike.

he time to resolve
Alaska’s most serious fel-
ony cases, such as mur-
der and sexual assault,
has nearly tripled over
the past decade. Victims
rights advocates had long
complained that judges
rubber-stamped delays,
particularly in Anchor-
age, where about half of
the cases impacted by
the Supreme Court order
are pending. Some cases
dragged on so long that
victims or witnesses had
died in the meantime.

In addition to capping
the duration of delays, the
state Supreme Court’s or-
der says judges must ex-
plain why they've allowed
any request for delay.

“It’'s a positive step
by the court to be able to
work with the lawyers to
move cases along,” said
state Sen. Matt Claman,
D-Anch chair of

keep a person warm outside in
with cold winds blowing on the lake.

“It was literally the best possible scenario and out-
come,” Holbrook said. “Ultimately, the crew of that air-
plane were lucky because from what my guys told me,
that plane was in the ice with the tail refrozen and if that
tail hadn't refrozen, it would have sunk.”

There is no indication why the plane crashed. The Na-
tional Transportation Safety Board said Tuesday that it is
investigating with the Federal Aviation Administration.

The 60,000-acre Tustumena Lake is situated about 80
miles southwest of Anchorage and has been described by
the Alaska Department of Fish and Game as “notorious
for its sudden, dangerous winds.”

Conditions around the lake — with nearby mountains,
a glacier and gusty winds — can cause havoc for both
boats and planes. The body of water is the largest fresh-
water lake on the Kenai Peninsula.

“Even under what would be considered a benign or
relatively weak pressure gradient, the terrain helps turn

the winds around, and occasionally they get a little squir-
relly,” said Michael Kutz, a meteorologist at the National
Weather Service in Anchorage.

Godes agreed that the area is always windy, and fresh
water can kick up with the wind and turn into waves.

“Then just the way it’s placed right there at the heel of
that, or at the toe of that glacier where you've got moun-
tains on both sides, you know, just  few miles to the west,
you've got Cook Inlet running back and forth with huge
temperature and tidal swings every day. It's just a recipe
for chaos and for turbulence,” he said.

the Judiciary Committee,
which held a hearing on
pretrial delays in Febru-

ary.

Alaska Court System
spokesperson Rebecca
Koford said the new Su-
preme Court order, issued
on March 12, tackles the
“most pressing concern.”

he time needed to
close out the oldest cases
“is exceedingly long,” she
said, “and we need to get
them resolved.”

The Supreme Court or-
der said judges in pre-2023
cases are to allow only 90
days of new delays at the
request of the defense, 90
days for prosecutors and
90 days for “other periods
of delay for good cause.”

Koford said that an ex-
ample of why a case might
be delayed for good cause
would be when a witness is
temporarily unavailable to
testify. Additional efforts
are in the works to reduce

the time it takes cases to
get to trial, she said.

“We do not view it as
the solution; it is part of
the solution,” Koford said.

Alaska criminal rules
grant defendants the right
to a trial within 120 days
of being charged with a
crime. Crime victims have
the right to the “timely
disposition” of their case
under the state constitu-
tion.

The 120-day deadline
is rarely met. One sexual
assault case highlighted
by the Daily News and
ProPublica was filed in
2014 and has been delayed
more than 70 times. That
case has now been set for
trial on April 1.

Several high-ranking
state officials have spoken
of the need to rein in de-
lays since the news orga-
nizations highlighted the
issue in January.

Chief Justice Susan
M. Carney told state law-
makers on Feb. 12 that the
court system was work-
ing to curb delays, noting
recent news coverage of
the issue. The Senate Ju-
diciary Committee held a
hearing focused on pretri-
al delays later that month,
‘when court system Gener-
al Counsel Nancy Meade
told legislators that the
cases recently highlighted
in news stories were unac-
ceptable but were outliers
among criminal cases.

“The time it takes to
resolve cases now is cer-
tainly longer than it was
20 years ago. Nobody is
happy about that,” Meade
testified.

The new order signed
by Carney and other Alas-
ka Supreme Court justices
said that a 2023 judicial
order had led to “some de-
crease” in what the court
characterized as “per-
sistent backlogs.” The cur-
rent order, the court said,

“is intended to facilitate
the further reduction in
the time to disposition of
these older criminal cases
without undue delay.”

he order also address-
es delays caused when
attorneys fail to provide
evidence to the opposing
party in a timely manner.
It says that judges should
consider sanctions, in-
cluding dismissing the
charges, when prosecu-
tors fail to provide ev-
idence or banning the
missing evidence from be-
ing used at trial.
