B. The Member and Company hereby agree that this Agreement shall set forth the
duties and obligations of the iMiember and the Company, and that this Agreement shall govern the
operations of the Company and the actions of the Member. In the event of any inconsistency
between this Agreement and the Act, the terms of this Agreement shall control to the extent
permitted by law.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and the mutual covenants,
agreements and promises contained in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Member and
Company agree as follows:

ARTICLE |
GENERAL INFORMATION

1.3 Name

The purpose for which this Company is organized is to engage in the retail sales of
cannabis and hemp products and transacting any other business deemed lawful under the laws
of State of Alaska pursuant to AS 17.38. The Company recognizes that this purpose is legal
under the State of Alaska but questionable as to federal law.

1.5  Principal Place of Business

The Company's principal place of business shall be 2321 E. Paimer Hwy, Wasilla, Alaska,
99654 or such other location as the Member designates from time to ime.

1.6 Registered Office and Registered Agent
The Company’s registered agent shall be Sandra D. Milthouse. The physical address
for the registered office shall be 2339 E. Myrtle Ave. Wasilla, AK 99654 and the mailing
address 2339 E. Myrtle Ave. Wasilla, AK 99654. The registered agent and registered
office of the Company may be changed by the Member from time to time by filing a
statement of change of registered agent in accordance with the Act.

1.7 Term

o election has been made for the existence of the Company to continue until a certain
date or event. The Company shall have a perpetual duration uniess terminated and dissolved
sursuant to Article VII. Pursuant to AS 10.50.210, on the death of the Member: (i) the Membership
interest of the member shall not terminate; (i) the Company shall not be dissolved; and, (iii) the
Member's interest in the Company shall pass to the Member's estate or other successor in
interest.

1.8 Defects as to Formalities

No failure to observe any formalities or requirements of this Agreement, the Certificate or
the Act shall be grounds for imposing personal liability on a Member for liabilities of the Company.

1.9 Liability of Member to Third Parties; Reliance by Third-Party Creditors
{a) Liability of Member

The Member shall not be personally liable for any debt, obligation or liability of the
Tompany, whether arising in contract, tort or otherwise, solely by reason of being
a Member of the Company.

{b}) Reliance by Third Parties

This Agreement is entered into between the Company and the Member for the
exclusive benefit of the Company and the Member, and their successors and
zssigns. Specifically (but not by way of limitation), this Agreement is not intended
for the benefit of any creditor of the Company or any other person. Except to the
extent provided by applicable statute, and then only to that extent, no such creditor
or third party shall have any rights under this Agreement or under any other
agreement between the Company and the Members, either with respect to any
coniribution fo the Company or otherwise.

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1.10 S-Corporation Status
(a) Tax Status

The Member acknowledges that the Company will elect to be taxed as an electing
small business corporation under the provisions of Subchapter S of the Internal
Revenue Code. Notwithstanding such tax treatment, the Member acknowiedges
and agrees that the Company shall be a limited liability company for state law
purposes, under the provisions of the Act, the Articles of Organization, and this
Agreement.

{b) Maintenance of “S” Status

The Member hereby acknowledges that the Company has or will file a Form 2553
(Election by 2 Small Business Corporation) with the Internal Revenue Service and
that the election made pursuant fo the filing is or will be in force and effect for all
periods. Except as otherwise provided herein, during the term of this Agreement
and the continuation of the Company’s S corporation election under § 1362 of the
internal Revenue Code, no Member shall take any action which would cause the
revocation or termination of the Company’s S election (under § 1362(a) of the
Internal Revenue Code) and any attempt to take such an action shall be null and
void and without effect. Any transfer to or attempt to transfer any Membership
Units to any of the following shall be null, void and without effect:

(1N A person whose ownership of the Membership Units would cause the
Company to have a number of Members (Members of an “S” corporation)
in excess of the number permitted by § 1361(b)(1)(A) of the Internal
Revenue Code;

(2) An individual who is not a United States citizen or resident;

3) A trust (or the trustee thereof) which fails to satisfy the requirements of §§
1361(c)(2)(A) or 1361(d) of the Internal Revenue Code; or

4) A corporation or any other entity whose ownership would cause the
termination or revocation of the Company’s S election.

ARTICLEll
CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS AND MEMBERSHIP INTEREST

21 Initial Capital Contribution

The current Member has made any capital contribution required by the Company and
holds all of the outstanding Membership Units of the Company representing 100% of the
ownership interest in the profits, losses, capital, deductions, credits, gains, proceeds, voting
power and voting rights, and all other interests of the Company (collectively, the "Membership
Interest”) as set forth on Schedule A. No person shall be considered a member until they have
made their complete capital contribution.

OPERATING AGREEMENT:
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2.2  Additional Capital Contributions; No Deficit Restoration Obligation

The Member shall not be required to make any additional capital contributions or advance
funds to the Company. Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, this
Agreement shall not be construed to create a deficit restoration obligation or otherwise personally
obligate any Member to make a capital contribution in excess of such Member's initial capital
contribution.

2.3 Company Capital
{a) The Member shall not be paid interest on the Member’s Capital Contributions.

(b)  The Member shall not have the right to withdraw from the Company, or to receive
any return on the Member's Capital Contributions, except as specifically provided for
in this Agreement.

(c) A creditor that makes a loan to the Company shall not, as a result of making such a
loan, have or acquire at any time any direct or indirect interest in the profits, capital
or property of the Company, except that, if security is given for such a loan, then the
creditor may be a secured creditor.

ARTICLE il
TRANSACTIONS WITH THE MEMBER

The Company may borrow money from or lend money to the Member upon such terms
and conditions as may be approved by the Member.

One
person may hold the offices and perform the duties of any two or more of said
offices. Any officer so designated shall have and may exercise, on behalf of
the Company and in its name, such rights and powers as may be designated
by the Member and such rights and powers as are otherwise necessary,
advisable, or convenient to the discharge of such officer's duties. The
Member may assign tites (including, without limitation, president; vice
president; secretary and treasurer) to any such officer. Subject to any specific

Each officer shall hold office until his or her
successor shall be duly designated and shall qualify, or until his or her death,
or until he or she shall resign or shall have been removed in the manner
hereinafter provided. Any officer may resign as such at any time. Such
resignation shall be made in writing and shall take effect at the time specified
in the resignation, or if no time is specified, at the time of its receipt by the
Company.

5.3 Distributions

Distributions to the Member shall be made in such amounts and at such times as may be
determined by the Member.

The Company shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless a Member from and against any
and all losses, claims, demands, costs, damages, liabilities, expenses of any nature (including
attorneys' fees and disbursements), judgments, fines, settlements and other amounts arising from
any and all claims, demands, actions, suits or proceedings, civil, criminal, administrative or
investigative, in which the Member may be involved, or threatened to be involved, as a party or
otherwise, arising out of or incidental to any business of the Company transacted or occurring
while the Member was a member of the Company, regardless of whether the Member continues
to be a Member of the Company at the time any such liability or expense is paid or incurred.

6.2 Nonexclusivity of Rights

The indemnification provided by this Section 6 shall be in addition to any other rights to
which the Member may be entitled under any agreement or vote of the Member, as a matter of
law or equity, or otherwise, and shall continue as to a Member that has ceased to serve in that
capacity, and shall inure to the benefit of the successors and assigns of the Member so

indemnified.
6.3 Indemnification of Officers, Employees and Agents

The Member may cause the Company to indemnify any officer, employee, or agent of the
Company, to the same extent and subject to the same conditions under which it may indemnify
the Member under this Article V1.

ARTICLE VII
DISSOLUTION AND LIQUIDATION OF COMPANY

The Company shall dissolve upon the occurrence of any of the following events:

(@) the sale or other disposition of all or substantially all of the assets of the Company
other than in the ordinary course of its business;

(b) by the written statement of dissolution of the Member; or
() by the entry of a decree of judicial dissolution pursuant to the Act.
7.2  Dissolution
(@ Upon dissolution of the Company, the Member or a court-appointed trustee shall take
full account of the Company's assets and liabilities, and the Company's property shall
be liquidated as promptly as is consistent with obtaining its fair value. The proceeds

from the liquidation, to the extent they are sufficient, shall be applied and distributed
in the following order and priority:

b) The Member shall look solely to the assets of the Company for all distributions with
respect to the Company, including the return of his or her Capital Contributions
and the Member's share of cash, and shall have no recourse therefore, upon
dissolution or otherwise, against the Company.

7.3 Certificate of Cancellation

When all debts, liabilities and obiigations have been paid and discharged or adequate
provisions have been made therefore and all of the remaining property and assets have been
distributed to the Member, a certificate of cancellation shall be filed as prescribed by the Alaska
Commissioner of Commerce, Community & Economic Development.

ARTICLE VIlI
ADDITIONAL MEMBERS

The Member may admit additional Members and determine the Membership Interest and
Capital Contribution for each additional Member. Prior to the admission of an additional Member,
this Agreement shall be amended to address the relative rights and obligations of the Members.

ARTICLE IX
AMENDMENT

This Agreement may be amended, restated or modified from time to time upon the
unanimous consent of the Member.

ARTICLE X
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

10.1  Application of Alaska Law

This Agreement, and the application and interpretation hereof shall be governed
exclusively by its terms and by the laws of the State of Alaska without regard to its choice of law
or conflict of laws principles, and specifically by the Act.

10.2 Construction

Whenever the singular number is used in this Agreement and when required by the
context, the same shall include the plural and vice versa, and the masculine gender shall include
the feminine and neuter genders and vice versa.

10.3 Headings

OPERATING AGREEMENT:
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The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience only and are in no way
intended to describe, interpret, define or limit the scope, extent or intent of this Agreement or any
orovision of it.

10.4 Successors and Assigns

All of the covenants, terms, provisions and agreements contained in this Agreement shall
be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties and, to the extent permitted by this
Agreement, their respective successors and assigns.

10.5 Severability
If any provision of this Agreement or the application of that provision to any person, entity

or circumstance shall be invalid, illegal or unenforceable to any extent, the remainder of this
Agreement and the application thereof shall not be affected and shall be enforceable to the fullest

extent permitted by law.
10.6 -Waivers

The failure of any party to seek redress for violation of or to insist upon the strict
performance of any covenant or condition of this Agreement shall not prevent a subsequent act,
which would have originally constituted a violation, from having the effect of an original violation.
10.7 Counterparts

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an
original but all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All restricted areas will have signs prominently marked "Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted” (3 AAC 306.710(b)). Visitors are admitted into
the premises in accordance with (3AAC 306.710(C)).

Section: 3.1 The second layer involves active security measures such as employing commercial grade door and window locks. To
prevent unauthorized access the entrances to the licensed premises shall remain locked. All doors and windows will have commercial
grade locks that are tamper resistant.

The third layer of our security plan involves lighting. Canna Get Hashy shall install exterior lighting that facilitates surveillance and
video monitoring. Lighting shall be inspected daily to ensure that all lights function. Bulbs and fixtures shall be replaced immediately
upon discovery that they are not working.

The fourth layer of security is continuous video monitoring and recording of the licensed premises. Cameras shall be installed at every
entrance, restricted areas, and at the point of sale area. Each camera shall provide a clear and unobstructed view. Surveillance
recording equipment shall be housed in a secure area or an offsite monitoring location with security requirements identical to Canna
Get Hashy. Only authorized Canna Get Hashy employees, law enforcement officers, and an agent of the Alaska Marijuana Control
Board may have access to video recordings.

If the standard inventory tracking systems and
comprehensive Metrc utilization shows any potential diversion of marijuana, the Licensee and employee managers will immediately
initiate such investigation. Investigation will include interviews, comprehensive review of video surveillance discs, and review of
security system tracking records. Visitors are monitored by authorized employees at all times to prevent diversion of marijuana. Our
24/7 video surveillance system will be utilized in such investigation which will allow us to review any footage (from 40 days prior).

criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have
been met before the director issues the license.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a
result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.
