Alaska residential rental costs used to be 
the highest in the nation.


Now the typical rent in Alaska is about 
the same as the national median for the first 
time on record, and 19 states have higher 
rental prices, according to an analysis by 
state economists.


That is a dramatic turnaround from the 
past.


In the first decades of statehood, rental 
prices in Alaska were far higher than those 
in any other state. In 1980, for example, Alas-
ka’s median rent was about 50% above the 
national level and 18% higher than Hawaii, 
which then had the second-most expensive 
rental costs. Even in 2016, Alaska’s median 
rent was the nation’s sixth-highest, about 
the same as that in New York and Massa-
chusetts, the analysis found. In a group of 
numbers, the median refers to the one in the 
middle, with half higher and half lower.


The analysis is published in Alaska Eco-
nomic Trends, the monthly magazine of the 
Department of Labor and Workforce Devel-
opment’s research section. It uses informa-
tion from 2023, which is the most recent data 
available.


The study compares states’ gross rents, 
as defined by the U.S. Census Bureau, which 
include utilities.


Alaska’s median gross rent was $1,373 in 
2023, the analysis said. California had the 
highest median rent of $1,992 that year, fol-
lowed by Hawaii at $1,940 and the District of 
Columbia at $1,904.


Rental prices have risen over the years 
in all states, but the increase in Alaska over 
the past decades has been slower than that 
elsewhere.


That is not necessarily good news or bad 
news for Alaskans, and it does not necessar-
ily mean that rents are cheap in Alaska, said 
Rob Kreiger, a state labor economist and 
co-author of the Trends article.


“Clearly, rents are moving up at a faster 
rate in the rest of the country than they are 
here. But we don’t know whether they are 
more affordable here than there,” he said. 
Affordability depends on how much renters 
are able to spend, he said. “You could have 
situations where wages are quite low and 
rent is less affordable,” he said.


Alaska’s rent trends roughly track the 
ebbs and flows of the state’s economy and 
demographic changes and the way Alaska 
conditions have compared to those in the 
Lower 48 states.


Twelve consecutive years of net outmi-
gration — with more people leaving the 
state than moving in — was one factor that 
pushed Alaska’s rent-price ranking lower, 
the analysis said. So were the job losses re-
lated to an oil price slump from 2015 to 2018. 
The COVID-19 pandemic affected all states’ 
economies and rental prices, but Alaska had 
a slower post-pandemic recovery, the re-
searchers note.


The inclusion of utilities as part of gross 
rents is a factor that may have slowed the in-
crease in Alaska costs. Natural gas provided 
by utilities is much cheaper than the heating 
oil that Alaskans relied on in past decades, 
the report notes.


The findings include information about 
rental vacancy rates, which are now high-
er in Alaska than in the nation as a whole. 
That is a switch in recent years; from 2005 to 
about 2012, Alaska had a tighter rental mar-
ket, with vacancy rates that were lower than 
the national rate, but since then Alaska’s 
rates have been higher or about the same as 
the national rate, according to the analysis. 
That is despite home construction activity 
that has been consistently lower in recent 
years than in the past, Kreiger said.


Still, it is difficult to calculate a statewide 
vacancy rate “because it varies so much 
from place to place,” he said. Parts of rural 
Alaska have dire housing shortages, for ex-
ample.


While the comparison to national rates is 
new, the department’s research section does 
regular analysis of rental costs differences 
within Alaska.


The researchers, in cooperation with the 
Alaska Housing Finance Corp., publish an-
nual reports on rental costs at different state 
locations, based on costs each March.


The most recent report found that 
among 10 regions, median rents in 2024 for 
two-bedroom apartments were lowest in the 
Wrangell-Petersburg area, at $1,081 a month, 
and highest in the Kodiak Island Borough, at 
$1,713 a month.

MISSION, Kan. — With egg 
prices stubbornly high, the 
internet has offered up a host 
of alternatives, with crafters 
painting rocks and influenc-
ers dyeing everything from 
marshmallows to potatoes.


“Finally a use for B sized 
potatoes!!” one commenter 
wrote in response to a video 
posted on Facebook.


But amid the laughing 
emojis, LOLs and people sim-
ply posting “huh,” there has 
been a lot of interest from 
price-conscious parents as 
U.S. egg prices increased 
again last month to reach a 
new record high of $6.23 per 
dozen. Relief could be coming: 
There is evidence that prices 
are falling, and grocery stores 
may start offering discounts to 
get shoppers in the door.


But even with all that, egg 
prices are higher than ever. 
That has the idea of coloring 
potatoes or rocks, which first 
made the rounds after a 2023 
spike in prices, making a re-
surgence.


Marshmallows and potatoes  
spark video dyeing craze
One video that is circulat-


ing shows a grinning mom fill-
ing cupcake tins with dye. Her 
child then skewered marsh-
mallows with toothpicks be-
fore gently lowering them into 
the dye and proudly displaying 


the creations on a glass plat-
ter. Another influencer cre-
ated marshmallow chicks 
by dipping marshmallows in 
yellow food coloring, dabbing 
dots of black icing to create 
eyes and and then attaching 
orange M&Ms for a nose and 
feet.


Other videos feature shop-
pers plucking hefty bags of po-
tatoes off the shelf, along with 
egg dye.


“Potatoes are about the 
only thing I can afford,” one 
grateful online commenter 
posted. Another boiled it down 
into a single-word response: 
“Cheaper.”


Foil eggs become a new  
tradition for one family


Kelly Friedl of Chicago 
dyes eggs for Easter with 
her two kids every year. But 
because of this year’s high 
prices, she came up with an 
alternative: foil eggs. Cut egg 
shapes out of cardboard, wrap 
them in foil, and you have 
shiny eggs to decorate and re-
use.


“Our mom used to buy 
three dozen eggs,” said Friedl, 
59, who leads a child care 
products company called Ur-
ban Infant. “I don’t think we 
even ate all the eggs, but it’s 
the memory of doing some-
thing with your mom.”


For many families like 
Friedl’s, dyeing eggs isn’t so 
much about eating eggs. That 
meant having some go bad in 


the fridge wasn’t such a big 
deal when a dozen cost less 
than $2, as they consistently 
did for years, outside the 2015 
bird flu outbreak and the cur-
rent one. But not now.


Paas, a supplier of egg dye-
ing kits, said that while 94% of 
those who celebrate Easter 
will dye eggs this year, 78% of 
families said they would dye 
fewer of them than in past 
years due to the expense.


Plastic eggs, crafty kits  
and other holiday fun


The craft retailer Michaels 
said their craft egg kits are 
flying off the shelves. Sales of 
two of the kits are up 20% com-
pared to the same time last 
year, said Melissa Mills, senior 
vice president and general 


merchandising manager at 
Michaels.


Walmart, the nation’s 
largest retailer, declined to 
comment on sales of dyeable 
plastic eggs and other alterna-
tives, but said it wasn’t the first 
year it carried them. Among 
some options for shoppers: a 
carton of 12 plastic eggs that 
include four liquid dye packets 
and four egg-dyeing bags and 
Play-Doh Easter eggs.


Despite the change in tra-
dition, Friedl’s family is look-
ing forward to the holiday.


“We’re a super crafty fami-
ly and the most valued gift in 
our house is a gift that some-
one has made you,” Friedl 
said. “We get together every 
year and do eggs, and we love 
it.”

Expect more fake eggs made  
of colored marshmallows or even  


potatoes on this year’s Easter spread

NEW YORK — The upheaval in stocks 
has been grabbing all the headlines, but 
there is a bigger problem looming in an-
other corner of the financial markets 
that rarely gets headlines: Investors are 
dumping U.S. government bonds.


Normally, investors rush into Trea-
surys at a whiff of economic chaos but 
now they are selling them as not even the 
lure of higher interest payments on the 
bonds is getting them to buy. The freak 
development has experts worried that 
big banks, funds and traders are losing 
faith in America as a stable, predictable, 
good place to store their money.


“The fear is the U.S. is losing its stand-
ing as the safe haven,” said George Cipol-
loni, a fund manager at Penn Mutual As-
set Management. “Our bond market is 
the biggest and most stable in the world, 
but when you add instability, bad things 
can happen.”


That could be bad news for taxpayers 
paying interest on the ballooning U.S. 
debt, consumers taking out mortgages 
or car loans — and for President Donald 
Trump, who had hoped his tariff pause 
earlier this week would restore confi-
dence in the markets.


What’s happening?
A week ago, the yield on the 10-year 


Treasury was 4.01%. On Friday, the yield 
shot as high as 4.58% before sliding back 
to around 4.50%. That’s a major swing for 
the bond market, which measures moves 
by the hundredths of a percentage point.


Among the possible knock-on effects 
is a big hit to ordinary Americans in the 
form of higher interest rates on mortgag-
es and car financing and other loans.


“As yields move higher, you’ll see your 
borrowing rates move higher, too,” said 
Brian Rehling, head of fixed income strat-
egy at Wells Fargo Investment Institute. 
“And every corporation uses these fund-
ing markets. If they get more expensive, 
they’re going to have to pass along those 
costs customers or cut costs by cutting 
jobs.”


Treasury bonds are essentially IOUs 
from the U.S. government, and they’re 
how Washington pays its bills despite col-
lecting less in revenue than it spends.


To be sure, no one can say exactly 
what mix of factors is behind the develop-
ing bond bust or how long it will last, but 
it’s rattling Wall Street nonetheless.


Bonds are supposed to move in the 
opposite direction as stocks, rising when 
stocks are falling. In this way, they act 
like shock absorbers to 401(k)s and oth-
er portfolios in stock market meltdowns, 
compensating somewhat for the losses.


“This is Econ 101,” said Jack McIn-
tyre, portfolio manager for Brandywine 
Global, adding about the bond sell-off 
now, “It’s left people scratching their 
heads.”


The latest trigger for bond yields to 
go up was Friday’s worse-than-expected 
reading on sentiment among U.S. con-
sumers, including expectations for much 
higher inflation ahead. But the unusual 
bond yield spike this week also reflects 
deeper worries as Trump’s tariffs threats 
and erratic policy moves have made 
America seem hostile and unstable — 
fears that are not likely to go away even 
after the tariff turmoil ends.


“When the issue is a broader loss of 
confidence in the United States, even a 
much fuller retreat on trade might not 
work” to bring yields down, wrote Sarah 
Bianchi and other analysts at investment 
bank Evercore ISI. “We’re not sure any of 
the tools remaining in Trump’s toolkit will 
be sufficient to fully staunch the bleeding.”


U.S. Treasury Secretary Scott Bes-
sent has said the yield spike is not unusu-
al or worrisome, pinning the blame on 
professional investors who had borrowed 
too much and needed to sell.


“I think that it is an uncomfortable but 
normal deleveraging that’s going on,” he 
told Fox News Thursday, adding that it 
“happens every couple of years.”


Speaking to reporters on Air Force 
One Friday night, Trump said “The 
bond market’s going good. It had a little 
moment, but I solved that problem very 
quickly. I’m very good at this.”


The influence of the bond market
Trump acknowledged that the bond 


market played a role in his decision 
Wednesday to put a 90-day pause on ma-
ny tariffs, saying investors “were getting 
a little queasy.”


If indeed it was the bond market, and 
not stocks, that made him change course, 
it wouldn’t come as a surprise.


The bond market’s reaction to her tax 
and budget policy was behind the ouster 
of United Kingdom’s Liz Truss in 2022, 
whose 49 days made her Britain’s short-
est-serving prime minister. James Car-
ville, adviser to former U.S. President 


Bill Clinton, also famously said he’d like 
to be reincarnated as the bond market 
because of how much power it wields.


The instinctual rush into U.S. debt is 
so ingrained in investors it even happens 
when you’d least expect.


People poured money into U.S. Trea-
sury bonds during 2009 Financial Crisis, 
for instance, even though U.S. was the 
source of the problem, specifically its 
housing market.


But to Wall Street pros it made sense: 
U.S. Treasurys are liquid, stable in price 
and you can buy and sell them with ease 
even during a panic, so of course busi-
nesses and traders would rush into them 
to wait out the storm.


Yields on U.S bonds quickly fell during 
that crisis, which had a benefit beyond 
cushioning personal financial portfolios. 
It also lowered borrowing costs, which 
helped businesses and consumers recov-
er.


This time that natural corrective isn’t 
kicking in.


What’s causing the sell-off?
Aside from sudden jitters about the 


U.S., several other things could be trig-
gering the bond sell-off.


Some experts speculate that China, 
a vast holder of U.S. government bonds, 
is dumping them in retaliation. But that 
seems unlikely since that would hurt the 
country, too. Selling Treasurys, or essen-
tially exchanging U.S. dollars for Chi-
nese yuan, would make China’s currency 
strengthen and its exports more expen-
sive.


Another explanation is that a favored 
strategy of some hedge funds involving 
U.S. debt and lots of borrowing — called 
the basis trade — is going against them. 
That means their lenders are asking to 
get repaid and they need to raise cash.


“They are selling Treasurys and that 
is pushing up yields — that’s part of it,” 
said Mike Arone, chief investment strate-
gist at State Street Global Advisors. “But 
the other part is that U.S. has become a 
less reliable global partner.”


Wells Fargo’s Rehling said he’s wor-
ried about a hit to confidence in the U.S., 
too, but that it’s way too early to be sure 
and that the sell-off may stop soon, any-
way.


“If Treasurys are no longer the place 
to park your cash, where do you go?,” he 
said. “Is there another bond out there 
that is more liquid? I don’t think so.”

It’s no secret that to see some 
of the best of Alaska, you have to 
get high. Up in the air, that is.


I still recall my first flight to 
Alaska, when I had a window 
seat on a Western Airlines 727. 
My face was pressed against the 
window once the mountains and 
glaciers started coming into view. 
I couldn’t believe the scene over 
Prince William Sound, where 
the glaciers were pouring off the 
huge mountains into the sea.


Alaska from 34,000 feet is a 
sight to behold. But it’s an en-
tirely different perspective when 
you’re flying in a small aircraft 
among giant rock formations, 
glaciers and water features.


The miracle of flight offers 
both amazing views and a chance 
for adventure and observation 
that simply would not be possible 
without a fixed-wing plane or ro-
tor-wing helicopter.


“Rust’s Flying Service of-
fers a 30-minute flightseeing 
tour around the city,” said Cole 
Chambers, Rust’s marketing di-
rector. “You get a good look at the 
Chugach Mountains and Cook 
Inlet. But a big part of the fun is 
the takeoff and landing on the 
water.”


Rust’s planes are based at 
Lake Hood. The cost is $175 per 
person.


One of the most popular 
flightseeing trips in the area is 
the flight from Talkeetna up to 
Denali, including a glacier land-
ing. Both K2 Aviation and Talk-
eetna Air Taxi offer a selection of 
flights. The more time you spend 
in the air, the more expensive it 
is.


“Our Mountain Voyager tour 
with a glacier landing is a great 
option to experience Denali,” 
said Courtney Shaffer, general 
manager at Talkeetna Air Taxi. 
The cost is $386.75 per person, 
with $110 for a glacier landing.


“Of course, the specific routes 
are dictated by weather, but you’ll 
see interesting land structures 
on the mountain, including the 
Kahiltna Glacier, the Great Gorge 
of the Ruth Glacier and the Don 
Sheldon Amphitheater,” she said. 
“This summer, we have seven, 
10-place Turbine de Havilland 
Otters (DHC-3) to explore the 
mountain.”


Chambers, who also markets 
K2’s flights in Talkeetna, adds 
that “every seat is a window 
seat. We also offer two-way head-
phones for all guests, as well as 
overboots for walking on the gla-
cier.” K2 also flies the powerful 
Turbine Otters on Denali tours.


One of the fastest-growing 
sectors for flightseeing in Alaska 
is helicopter flightseeing. Hover-
ing over a blue pool on a glacier 
is inspiring, but touching down 
at just the right spot without a 
runway is the helicopter’s super-
power.


Alaska Helicopter Tours has 
nine helicopters at its base at the 
end of Knik River Road, 54 miles 
from downtown Anchorage. It’s 
about a five-minute flight from 
there before you’re over the ice of 
the Knik Glacier.


“We offer a 60-minute helicop-
ter flight with a glacier landing 
for $439 per person,” said Jenn 
Hanks, the company’s director of 
product development. “We also 
offer a 10% discount for Alaska 
residents.”


Alaska Helicopter Tours’ 
choppers sit in front of the Alaska 


Glacier Lodge, which also hosts 
backcountry heli-ski guests 
during the season. In addition to 
the skiing packages, the helicop-
ters provide support for unique 
experiences that Hanks calls the 
“Adventure Series.” This includes 
ice climbing, stand-up paddle-
boarding, packrafting, heli-hiking 
and even polar plunge packages.


“Taking an impromptu plunge 
into an icy pool can be tricky, es-
pecially when it’s time to get out,” 
said Hanks. “Our Knik Polar Dip 
package provides a safe way to do 
that, with robes and towels.”


For most of the glacier tours, 
Alaska Helicopter Tours uses 
the Robinson R-44 four-place 
helicopter. But for a new tour 
across some challenging terrain, 
the company uses a more robust 
A-Star 350 airframe.


With all the attention on 


Mount Spurr, Alaska Helicopter 
Tours now offers a helicopter 
tour of the volcano from Merrill 
Field.


“For volcano viewing, we offer 
ample time for photos. There’s no 
landing and if the mountain is ac-
tive we don’t take too long,” said 
Hanks. “But this trip includes 90 
minutes of flying over Anchorage 
and across Cook Inlet.”


The cost for the Mount Spurr 
tour is $1,500 per person.


Outbound Heli Adventures is 
another company offering cus-
tom air tours with the Robinson 
R-44 helicopters.


From its base near Bodenburg 
Butte in Palmer, Outbound Heli 
offers a tour called the “Chugach 
Explorer” featuring multiple 
landings in and around the Knik 
River Valley.


“We can fly guests over the 
Colony Glacier, over Lake George 
and then land in a high alpine 
meadow,” said Skye Hostetler, 
the company’s marketing direc-
tor. “We match what the guest 
wants and then add some of our 
secret spots.”


With the multiple landings, the 
Chugach Explorer costs a little 
more, $564. Outbound Heli also 
offers a shorter tour “for the per-
fect Instagram photo” starting at 
$439 per person, said Hostetler.


For the helicopter tour en-
thusiast, Outbound Heli offers 
a longer trip past Lake George. 
The route extends over the top of 
the Knik River Valley to Prince 
William Sound and includes an 
up-close look at the glaciers of 
College Fjords. It costs more: 
$990 per person.


Sean Petersen grew up 
around airplanes, and around 


Katmai National Park. Both his 
dad and his grandfather made 
their mark as aviators around the 
state. Sean’s grandfather, Ray 
Petersen, was head of Wien Air 
Alaska and also founded some of 
the state’s earliest sportfishing 
lodges around Katmai National 
Park. Sean’s dad, Sonny Peters-
en, flew anglers to the lodges and 
helped develop the world-famous 
bear viewing phenomenon at 
Brooks Falls.


Today, Petersen flies directly 
from Anchorage’s Lake Hood 
Seaplane Base to Brooks Falls 
so day-trippers can see bears in 
the wild while they’re fishing for 
salmon.


Petersen’s company is called 
Anchorage Aero, but he uses the 
trade name Fly Katmai since 
that’s the only regular route he 
flies during the month of July.


“Once we land at Brooks, ev-
eryone gets to go to ‘Bear School’ 
with the (National) Park Ser-
vice,” said Petersen.


That’s the mandatory safety 
briefing for visitors in an area 
where bears frequently wander 
through the camp.


Petersen’s schedule allows for 
guests to have about five hours 
on the ground to go and visit the 
viewing platforms at the falls. 
The flight down and back from 
Katmai includes a pass right by 
another steaming volcano: Mount 
Iliamna.


A lunch provided by Brooks 
Lodge is included in the price, 
$1,390 per person.


Rust’s Flying Service flies to 
several other destinations to see 
bears, starting as soon as May 15. 
Destinations including Redoubt 
Bay, Lake Clark National Park 
and Chinitna Bay.


There are lots of other oper-
ators around the state flying to 
unique destinations, offering big 
adventures. Alpine Air flies from 
Girdwood to nearby Twentymile 
Glacier. Smokey Bay Air flies 
from Homer across Cook Inlet to 
see bears on the far shore.


Up at Denali National Park, 
TEMSCO Helicopters offers 
heli-hiking tours nearby and sev-
eral operators offer flights to the 
mountain. TEMSCO also has an 
extensive fleet of helicopters in 
Juneau and Skagway to accom-
modate cruise ship passengers 
who want to go flightseeing.


Getting up in the air is expen-
sive. But whether you’re going 
flightseeing, or off to see some 
big animals, the memories will 
stay with you for a lifetime.

believe in best player avail-
able and positional value. 
And you know we didn’t 
necessarily expect (Sand-
ers) to be available in the 
fifth round.”


The Browns moved up 
to take Sanders, trading 
their own fifth-round pick 
(No. 166 overall) and a 
sixth-round selection (No. 
192) to Seattle in exchange 
for No. 144.


After such a long delay, 
Sanders let out his emo-
tions once he finally got the 
call.


With his brother Shilo 
live-streaming the proceed-
ings on Twitch, Sanders 
could be seen putting on a 
Browns cap and dancing 
at his family’s Texas home. 
Another video shared on X 
by the NFL showed Sand-
ers jumping into the pool.


“I’m just thankful for op-
portunity, so that’s all I can 


ask for,” Sanders said. “The 
rest is on me.”


The history of the draft 
includes plenty of stories of 
quarterbacks waiting much 
longer than expected to get 
drafted. Sometimes it ulti-
mately worked out just fine 
for them.


Dan Marino was the 
sixth quarterback taken in 
the famous 1983 draft class 
and went 27th overall to Mi-
ami, where he would spend 
his entire Hall of Fame ca-
reer. Aaron Rodgers was 
supposed to go among the 
first few picks in 2005 but 
went 24th to Green Bay, 
where he went on to win 
four MVP awards and a Su-
per Bowl.


More recently, Will Levis 
was considered a near-cer-
tain first-round pick in 2023 
but slipped into the second 
round before Tennessee 
took him at No. 33 overall.


But it’s hard to come up 
with a fall as steep as this 
one.


Sanders was projected 
to go in the first round after 


he finished eighth in the 
Heisman Trophy balloting 
and threw for a school-re-
cord 4,134 yards last sea-
son. He instead found him-
self getting passed over 
as other quarterbacks got 
selected.


The New York Giants 
traded up to get the 25th 
overall pick on Thursday 
but opted for Mississippi’s 
Jaxson Dart. New Orleans 
selected Louisville’s Ty-
ler Shough in the second 
round. In the third round, 
Seattle chose Alabama’s 
Jalen Milroe and Cleveland 
took Gabriel.


Sanders was asked Sat-
urday how his tumble down 
the draft board might fuel 
him as he starts his pro ca-
reer.


“I’ve just got to prove 
and show what I’m capa-
ble of,” Sanders said. “But 
what fuels me is my pur-
pose in life and understand-
ing the route that we’re 
going to have to take. Un-
derstanding that I was able 
to get an opportunity when 


a lot of people didn’t want to 
give me an opportunity. So 
that’s what I’m truly thank-
ful for. So that’s what fuels 
me.”


Sanders now is part of 
a crowded Browns quar-
terback room as Deshaun 
Watson is expected to sit 
out the upcoming season 
with a torn Achilles tendon. 
The group also includes 
Kenny Pickett, 40-year-old 
Joe Flacco and Gabriel, 
who was responsible for 
a Football Bowl Subdivi-
sion-record 188 total ca-
reer touchdowns during a 
six-year career that also 
included stops at Central 
Florida and Oklahoma.


Some other familiar 
names also got taken Sat-
urday.


Cam Skattebo, the run-
ning back who led Arizo-
na State to a surprising 
College Football Playoff 
appearance, went in the 
fourth round to the New 
York Giants. Tennessee 
running back Dylan Samp-
son, the 2024 Southeastern 


Conference offensive play-
er of the year, went lat-
er in the fourth round to 
Cleveland. Syracuse’s Kyle 
McCord, who set an Atlan-
tic Coast Conference sin-
gle-season record by throw-
ing for 4,779 yards last year, 
went to Philadelphia in the 
sixth round.


The two quarterbacks 
from the most recent CFP 
championship game went 
in the sixth round, with 
Pittsburgh taking Ohio 
State’s Will Howard at No. 
185 and Indianapolis se-
lecting Notre Dame’s Riley 
Leonard at No. 189. Texas 


quarterback Quinn Ewers, 
whose team lost to Ohio 
State in the semifinals, 
went to Miami in the sev-
enth round.


Howard was one of sev-
en Ohio State players to get 
selected Saturday, meaning 
14 players from the reign-
ing national champions 
were drafted. That left the 
Buckeyes one shy of the 
record for a seven-round 
draft, as Georgia produced 
15 draft picks in 2022.

exciting and “unbelievable” 
for coaches and players 
alike, Walters said.


“(During) warmups, it 
was already half full and 
in the second intermis-
sion they were singing the 
songs, dancing around 
with everybody’s cellphone 
light,” Walters said.

“I’ve 
never played in front of 
6,000 people. It’s awesome. 
That crowd is just always 
buzzing. Once we hit the 
goal, everyone (was) just 
loving it, and that’s how we 
got the win.”


He played a key role in 
the Wolverines’ victory by 
recording assists on their 
first two goals and calling 
his own number in the third 
period, which ended up be-
ing the game-winner.


“It feels amazing,” Ushio 
said. “It was going to be a 
tough game (and) it was go-
ing to be a close game.”


Just 23 seconds after he 
made it a two-goal game 
with 5:46 left to play in regu-
lation, the overzealous Wol-
verines had a lapse in their 
defense and gave up a goal 
to make it a one-score defi-
cit again.


“I think the bench was 
a little high, we celebrated 


pretty hard and I didn’t 
love it because there was 
still five minutes left in that 
game and (Fairbanks) is a 
proud organization,” Wal-
ters said. “They’re not go-
ing to just give it to us, espe-
cially as an in-state rival.”


Even before they pulled 
their goalie late, the Ice 
Dogs were turning up the 
pressure on the Wolverines, 
but they didn’t waver.


“I knew they were going 
to come out hard in the last 
20 minutes, so we just had 
to answer it and play the 
same level as them and we 
just had to step up,” Ushio 
said.


The most impressive 
and improbable of the 
scores Anchorage record-
ed Friday night came in the 
second period, when for-
ward Cole Christian found 
the back of the net despite 
his team being shorthand-
ed on the ice.


“I was certainly happy 
we scored it, but it was a 
little bit of a broken play 
and I was a little bit wor-
ried that it was going to be 
an odd man rush going the 


other way. But we won the 
puck battle and it was a 
nice pass across,” Walters 
said. “When you leave Cole 
Christian open right there 
in the slot, he’s probably 
gonna have a pretty good 
chance of scoring that.”


Another key contribu-
tor to the Wolverines’ win 
was starting goalie Michael 
Manzi, who made 30 saves 
on 32 shots and was lights-
out on penalty kills in par-
ticular.


“He’s our backbone,” 
Walters said. “Your starting 
goalie has to make big-time 
saves, and he certainly did 
on the penalty kill and late 
in that game. Your starter 
has to bail you out when 
your guys miss assign-
ments, and he bailed us 
out a couple times tonight 
for us to keep the lead, and 
that’s what you need out of 
your guy.”


Notching this win has 
the team feeling confi-
dent heading into the next 
round.


“It builds momentum,” 
Walters said. “You’re just 
building energy, you’re 


putting a lot of positives 
together, you’re putting it 
in the bank and you’re put-
ting a lot of moments in the 
bank. You’re going to be 
able to draw from these ex-
periences later.”


As far as who they will 
face in the Midwest Divi-
sion champion series next 
week, the Wolverines await 
the results of Saturday’s 
game between the Chip-
pewa Steel and top-seeded 
Wisconsin Windigo in Chip-
pewa Falls, Wisconsin. If 
the Steel win on their home 
ice, they keep their playoff 
hopes alive by forcing a fifth 
game, but if the Windigo 
come out on top, they clinch 
the series win and will host 
the first leg of the next best-
of-five series against the 
Wolverines.


“We got a couple days off 
and we don’t know who we 
play next weekend yet, but 
it doesn’t matter,” Ushio 
said. “Whoever we play, we 
just play the same way that 
we do.”
