To protest the approval of this application pursuant to 3 AAC 306.060, you must furnish the director and 
the applicant with a clear and concise written statement of reasons for the protest within 60 days of the 
date of this notice, and provide AMCO proof of service of the protest upon the applicant. If the protest is 
a “conditional protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the 
criteria set forth by the regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the transfer, but require 
the applicant to show to the board’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have 
been met before the director issues the license. 
 
3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a 
marijuana establishment license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a 
result of an ordinance or election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local 
government protests an application on the grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a 
place within the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana 
establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

Top Hat Concentrate's (hereinafter referred to as "Top Hat") entire facility will be designated as a restricted access area and not open 
to the public. Top Hat will train all employees on procedures and policies to prevent persons under the age of twenty-one (21) from 
accessing the premises. Top Hat has signs posted at all entries stating, "No one under 21 years of age allowed" and "Restricted 
Access Area", "Visitors Must Be Escorted". The signs are at least twelve inches long and twelve inches wide (12"x12"). The letters 
are at least 1/2 inch (0.5") in height and contrasts with the signs background. Video surveillance cameras operate 24/7 and capture all 
activity in the interior and exterior of the premises. Doors are equipped with audible alarms to prevent illegal or unauthorized access 
to the facility. Signs are posted informing the public that they are under video surveillance. Visitors must show valid, government-
issued photo identification proving they are over 21 years of age before being allowed into the licensed premises. Except for law 
enforcement, AMCO enforcement, or other authorized individuals, visitors must schedule appointments to be admitted into the 
building. If underage individuals are discovered on the premises, they will be instructed to vacate the premises immediately. If 
necessary, law enforcement will be contacted to enforce this policy.


Top Hat has a sign posted at all entries stating "No one under 21 years of age allowed" and 
"Restricted Access Area", "Visitors Must Be Escorted". All doors have commercial-grade locks and 
remain locked at all times. All employees have their ID badges clearly displayed in a readily 
accessible location on the licensed premises, and any visitors are required to wear visitor badges. 
All visitors must be escorted by a licensee, employee, or an agent of the licensee throughout their 
visit. Surveillance cameras continuously monitor all activities in the restricted access areas, as well 
as, the exterior of the premises. Any unauthorized individuals discovered on the premises will be 
requested to vacate the premises immediately, or law enforcement will be contacted for assistance.


All visitors must be pre-approved and pre-scheduled to enter the facility except for regulatory 
agents, AMCO enforcement, or law enforcement. Visitors must show valid, government-issued 
photo identification showing they are 21 or older. Valid forms of identification are an unexpired, 
unaltered passport, driver's license, or instruction permit, ID card of any U.S. State or territory, the 
District of Columbia, or Canadian province; ID cards issued by a state or federal agency authorized 
to issue driver's licenses or ID cards and tribal ID as outlined in the regulations. All visitors will be 
given a visitor badge, which they must always display on their person. All employees will have their 
employee ID badge clearly displayed in a readily accessible location on the licensed premises. 
Visitors will sign into a Visitor log, which will show the date, time in and out, and the purpose of their 
visit (if necessary). All visitors will be escorted by a licensee or an employee at all times, with no 
more than five (5) visitors per licensee/employee. Immediately after the visit, visitors must return 
their badges and leave the premises. Visitor logs will be stored as official business records and will 
be readily available for review by AMCO enforcement and law enforcement.

Top Hat has exterior lighting fixtures that keep the premises well-lit and assist with security 
surveillance for twenty feet (20') from all the building's outer perimeters, paying particular attention 
to all entry points to the building.
The lighting is installed with protective coverings and at an inaccessible height to discourage 
vandalism and to prevent common obstructions.
A licensee, facility manager, or a designated employee frequently checks the exterior lighting to 
ensure all lights remain fully operational and undamaged.

Top Hat has video security and intrusion detection sensors, to include motion sensors that are 
utilized to ensure no unauthorized access to the facility, eliminate break-ins, secure equipment and 
inventory 24 hours a day. The security system will automatically notify licensees and/or 
management if an alarm is triggered to their smart phones or tablets. In the event of an 
unauthorized breach, the licensees, an employee or manager will immediately notify first responders 
to be dispatched to the property, and will meet first responders and assist as necessarily required. 
Immediately following such incident, the owner/company representative on-site is required to fill-out 
and save an "Incident Report" in the company's records. Incident reports will include information 
such as; (1) Date and time the surveillance system was activated, (2) what type of activation 
occurred such as unauthorized access/motion sensor, fire/smoke, carbon monoxide, etc; and (3) 
actions taken to 're-secure' the facility prior to departing the property. 
If any property damage or theft occurs, all necessary documentation will be promptly submitted to 
law enforcement officials and AMCO enforcement. Per AMCO regulations, any event on the 
licensed premises involving law enforcement will be reported to AMCO enforcement electronically 
as soon as reasonably practical - within 24 hours of discovery that there has been a theft, diversion, 
or unexplained disappearance of any marijuana, product, or money.


Video surveillance cameras will continuously monitor all activities inside and outside the licensed premises. Weekly 
inventory counts must be completed by the licensee, facility manager, or designated employee to ensure all business 
records match Metrc generated reports. Weekly counts are documented and maintained as business records  and will 
be available to AMCO enforcement or law enforcement. If theft, inversion, or diversion has been suspected to have 
occurred, employees will notify the licensees immediately. Employees will be trained in spotting theft, diversion, and 
inversion of marijuana. If an employee has been determined to be stealing marijuana or marijuana product, Top Hat will 
contact local law enforcement and AMCO immediately. Theft will be recorded in Metrc and kept as an official business 
record.


Top Hat will abide by a strict no-loitering policy and promote business practices that discourage loitering. A licensee, 
facility manager,or a designated employee will perform frequent, but random perimeter checks to ensure no loiterers are 
on the premises. All loiterers will be asked to leave and escorted off the premises. If loiterers do not comply, law 
enforcement will be contacted. The exterior of the building will be extremely well-lit and equipped with 24/7 video 
surveillance and signs which read "No Loitering". Signs will be posted that brings notice to the video surveillance. 
Employees of Top Hat will view security footage to identify anyone within 20' of any entrance as well as loiterers and 
potential vandals. Visitors must leave the premises immediately upon the completion of their visit.

Outdoor lighting is positioned along the building to assist with the video surveillance to capture a 
twenty foot (20') radius around the exterior of the licensed premises. Cameras are checked 
regularly  for obstructions and to ensure that the twenty-foot (20') line of sight for all entry points to 
the building remains unhindered. Continuous-recording video surveillance cameras are placed 
strategically to record all restricted access areas of the facility, including all areas where marijuana 
and marijuana products are received, processes, packaged, stored, wasted, received, and shipped.


Surveillance equipment is kept in the facility office, accessible only to the licensees. No less than 
forty (40) days of video recordings are available at all times. The surveillance system is managed to 
ensure its readiness for prompt availability to law enforcement or agents of the Marijuana Control 
Board upon request. In cases necessitating longer retention for criminal, civil, or administrative 
investigations, all surveillance footage will be easily accessible, date-stamped, time-stamped, and 
archived in a format that effectively safeguards against any potential tampering.

All required business records are stored in the facility for a minimum of six (6) months, paper 
records are kept in a locked filing cabinet and digital business records are kept on a hard drive in 
the facility office. Paper business records that are older than six (6) months may be moved and 
stored off-site. The business records are only accessible to the licensees. Recordings are managed 
to follow standard retention policies to ensure that they are stored consistently and are searchable. 
These stored records include but are not limited to, inventory and employment logs, manifests, 
financial books, diagrams, surveillance records, operational and regulatory documents, and 
communication materials.

Top Hat's employees, managers and licensees must have a current/valid marijuana handler card 
before starting employment which must be kept current. A licensee/and/or manager will periodically 
verify that all employee handler cards are current and updated in the business records when 
renewed. Top Hat's training will include, but is not limited to, internal policies and procedures, 
employee safety measures, diversion, theft and inversion prevention, manufacturing SOP's, 
sanitation, using Metrc software, state statutes and regulations.
