The complaint asked about the control and distribution of the Palmer Golf Course Liquor License, it's ownership, and how it is used without any monies collected from the City. AMCO Looked into these matters and found that the City of Palmer/Palmer Municipal Golf Course to have committed several violations.

The City of Palmer and Eagle Golf Course MGMT, Inc. (referred to as Corporation in the contract) entered into a contract that allowed Eagle Golf Course MGMT, Inc. to collect the revenue generated from the sale of alcohol, per the contract section II Payment and Performance, C. By entering into this  contract the City of Palmer allowed a non licensee to profit from the sale of alcohol in violation of AS 04.11.450. The City of Palmer never filed a management agreement with AMCO as required per 3AAC 305.610(b). The Palmer Municipal Golf Course is a seasonal license and appears to have operated outside the approved dates. On the renewal application submitted on 11/05/2024 the operating dates were listed as 04/15 to 10/15. The Palmer Golf Course showed alcohol sales beginning March, 2025 and continued through December, 2025, which is operating for approximately 122 days outside the approved operating time frame. This is in violation of the following Alaska Statutes and Administrative Codes: AS 04.11.450(a)(c), AS 04.21.030, AS 04.11.680, 3AAC 305.610(b), 3AAC 305.610(c).

AS 04.11.450. Prohibited financial interest. (a) A person other than a licensee may not have a direct or indirect financial interest in the business for which a license is issued.(c) A license may not be leased by a licensee to another person, partnership, limited liability organization, or corporation.

AS 04.21.030. Responsibility of licensees, agents, and employees. The licensee has a duty to exercise that degree of care that a reasonable person would observe to ensure that a business under the person’s control is lawfully conducted. This duty of the licensee includes, but is not limited (1) to ensuring the compliance by agents or employees with this title and regulations adopted under this title, including acting with reasonable diligence to determine that agents or employees are advised of the provisions of this title and the regulations adopted under this title, either by securing the agent’s or employee’s written acknowledgment of posted instructions or otherwise; and (2) to ensuring the compliance of the premises with public health, fire, and safety codes and ordinances of the state or municipality having jurisdiction.

AS 04.11.680. Duration of licenses, endorsements, and permits. (a) Upon application, the board may issue a seasonal license under this title that is effective for the intervals stated on the license. We acknowledge the violation involving an employee whose TAP card had expired. Upon 
learning of the issue during the inspection, the employee was immediately advised to stop 
serving alcohol. 
To prevent any future occurrence, we have implemented the following corrective measures: 


1. Alcohol Server Education Tracking System 
We have created a permanent compliance chart located in the employee 
information area listing all staff members who serve alcohol, along with their TAP 
card numbers and expiration dates. This document will be reviewed monthly to 
ensure upcoming expirations are identified in advance.

Employees will be notified at least 30 days prior to expiration and will not be 
scheduled to serve alcohol if their certification lapses.

In the past, if the restaurant became very 
busy, he would occasionally step out to assist the serving staff. He does hold a TAP card; 
however, we recently discovered that it had expired slightly over one month prior to the 
inspection. Unfortunately, we had not reviewed the expiration date earlier this year and 
were unaware that it had lapsed. 
 
On the date of inspection, the two employees who were scheduled and actively serving as 
servers both had valid and current TAP cards. 
 
As soon as we became aware of the expiration, immediate corrective action was taken. 
The TAP card has now been renewed. A copy of the renewed certification can be provided. 
 
Additionally, we have implemented new internal procedures to prevent this from 
happening again.
