INVENTORY CONTROL 


This document shall serve as the Inventory Control Policies and Procedures for Wild Flowers LLC (hereinafter 
referred to as "Wildlowers"). Wildflowers will review Its Inventory Control Policies and Procedures annually at 


a mmimum and update them as necessary, to ensure ongoing and complete compliance with all applicable 
Alaska laws and regulations . 


INTRODUCTION 


The tracking and control of inventory is essential to all aspects of Wiid Flowers venture. while preventing 
opportur,ities for diversion, we seek to provide a steady supply of high.quality marijuana to meet the medicinal 


and treatment needs of Wild Flowers Customers. The goal of inventory control is to create a wholly 
transparent process of production and distribution so that at any time the condition and quantity of every 


product, regardless of its production stage, is documented. This wlll allow us to maintain exceptional quality 
while avoiding over· or underproduction, and it allow us to prevent or promptly recognize any misallocation or 


theft. The primary goals or WlldFlowers Inventory control policies and procedures are: 


To ensure product integrity; 
Prevent internal or external product diversion; 


Comply with all applicable state regulations, requirements and rules, and; 
Track essential statistics related to Wild Flowers qualifying customer, product{s), and business operations. 


There are (4) main components to Wildflowers's Inventory Control: 


Well-trained, educated and service oriented staff; 
State-of-the-art electronic Inventory tracking; 


Security; and 
Rigorous operational protocols governing management, oversight, and accountability. 


PERSONNEL - ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 


Inventory Control Agent 


Wildflowers shall designate an Alaska State Licensed Marijuana Facility Agent as the Inventory Control 
Agent, to be responsible for inventory tracking and control. The Inventory Control Agent will have 


operational oversight over and responsibility for Wildflowers 's Inventory Control system. The Inventory 
Control Agent Is responsible for ensuring the Inventory Control Policies and Procedures arc property 
implemented and complied with. The Inventory Control Agent will also be responsible for ensuring 


Wildflowers 's electronic tracking system is maintained and operated properly, ensure daily opening and 
closing inventories are performed as required. and ensure the m>1nual inventory results coincide with the 


electronic records. The Inventory Control Agent shall also be responsible for performing a full audit of 
Wildflowers 's inventory and electronic and manual Inventory records, no less than every thirty (30) 


calendar days, as well as anytime a discrepancy in the inventory records ls detected. 
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All strains and quantities that are available and approximately when addlttonal strains and quantities will be 
available; 


Timely alerts regarding the occurrence of low Inventory on any particular strain; 
Timely warnings regarding any possible overproduction; 


All recalled and returned marijuana; 
.All marijuana designated for disposal. and; 


All marijuana previously already disposed of: 
Any plant that was produced at Wildflowers faciflty; 


Any plant currently being cultivated; 
Future projections regarding productlon and cultivatiM; 


All product currently In transit and ltis destination; 
Current inventory levels at Wildflowers Alaska State Licensed Marijuana Faciltty. 


Accurate amount of medicinal marijuana •old and the applicable date of sale, and; 
The strains and quantities presently ln the posse$sion of a Wiidfiowers facility; 


To summarize: at any time we can generate an accurate snapshot of current (MMJ) marijuana production and 
holdings, including how many plants are being cultivated, the stage of each plant in the supply chain process, 
and the number and kind of products ready for sale. Real-time up-dates about the acquisition, sale, dellvery, 
return, and disposal of inventory are entered into this system, providing comprehensive data management 


documenting every aspect of Wildflowers operation. This enables us to bulld routine inventory control and 
documentation into the production process Itself, requiring verified inventory updates at each stage of tho 


production process. 


INFORMATION SECURITY 


We will limit access to this network by using unique user passwords etnd by restricting IP addresses and MAC 
addresaeos to specific computers. The uee of third party emaH, web, and data servera wlll be avoided. Wt will 


provide training on user proceduret11 . Wildflowers Inventory record keeping and software system will be 
m~naged by Wildflowers IT Director. All data and Information will be secured and encrypted and backod up 


automatically every night, not only to a private eervliJr on site, but also to a socure, off-site server location. thus 
safeguarding Wlldflowera data agalnat disaster. For data backup we will be using a Mac Time.capsule on site 


and encrypted FTP for transfer to secure off~alte storage. 


OPERATIONAL PROCEDURES

A comprehensive inventory of all (MMJ) marijuana, whether It Is still growing or already prepared, will be done twice 
daily: before commencement and after close of dally operations. All marijuana and Items containing marijuana are 


counted, weighed, or both. 


These inventory results wlll be submitted to the Inventory Control Agent for reconclliation with the Inventory data 
generated tho previous evening or In the operations of the day after being closc-d out. Any discrepancies Will trigger 
an inventory audit by the Inventory Control Agent and, If confirmed, a review of electronic security and surveillance 
data. Law enforcement authorities will be notified immediately if the Inventory Control Agent ascertains that there 


has indeed been loss, theft, Improper diversion, or any other criminal activity (as per applicable state law). 


Mandated Monthly Inventories 


At intervals not exceeding 30 days, the Inventory Control Agent will conduct and document an audit of the inventory 
that is accounted for according to generally accepted accounting principles. Any un(!xplalned shrin~ge will be 
documented and trigger a review of electronic Hcurlty and surveillance datl. Wildflowers determines where the 
shrinkage occurred, appropriate corrective measures will be Implemented. Law enforcement fluthorlties will be 
notified immediately If the Inventory Control Agent Hcertains that there has Indeed been Joas, theft, improper 


dlvel'9ion, or any other criminal activity under Alaska State Law.

enforcement for destruction. We would arrange for them to take possession of it on certain specially or regularly 


arranged days. 


Wildflowers third choice Is to process defective . MJ) marijuan& and plant by-products in-house by degrading 
then into a wholly unusable form in conformance with applicable state law, such as grinding and soiling marijuana 


waste with non-consumable solid wast.as. In this form, marijuana waste can be disposed of at a City and State 
approved waste facility.

a scanned facsimile for not less than five years. 


Wildflowers records 


Wl!dflowors will ensure its records, policies and procedures as well all components of Its Inventory Control 
System will be available to applicable state regulatory agencies, upon written notice to review any such Information 
and documentation. In addition, Wiidflowers wlll ensure all such Information is available for on-sight review by the 


applicable state regulatory agency, again upon receipt of written notice. 
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Product Returned as Unaatlafactory. Wildflowers believes that a customer-friendly return policy is essential 
to all aspects of Wildflowers operation. We would like to be made aware as soon as possible of any produ~t 
safety issues that have escaped Wildflowers screening process so that wo can promptly analyze and correct 
the problem. 


Any products returned for quality reasons are weighed and sent for inspection and analysis If evidence of 
pests. contamlnetlon, or other defects la found, the Inventory tracking system wlll Identify all products derived 


from the same plant or batch (regardless wh•ther they are still ln Wildflowers Alasl<a State Licensed 
Marijuana Facility or have been dispensed to qualified customers or other Alaska State licensed M2rljuana 


Facility ), allowing us to do wider testing and remedlate, protect, or dispose of Inventory ae needed and recall 
products when necessary. · 


Customers will be Informed of Wildflowers return policies and rules both verbally and In writing. We witl make 
sure Customers understand that 


To retum products, they must first make, in advance. an appointment specifically for this purpose; 
Marijuana damaged by improper storage by the patient may be returned, but shall not be replaced; 


Marijuana must have in fact been purchased at Wildflowers fcicllity and have been ttle most recent purchase 
made by the cu1tomer; 


Most importantly. we 1trictly enforce a fraudulent return policy by informing customer9 that attempting to 
return marijuana that waa not In fact purchased at Wildflowers Alaeka Alaska State Llcentied MarljvaM 


Facility wlll result In a denial of further purchHlng privileges at Wildflowers Alaska Statq Licensed Marijuana 
Facility . 


Recalled Marijuana. We wlll work to develop a responsible policy on compensating Customers for recalled 
products. 


Disposal and Destruction 


Although Wildflowers has no active Marijuana Waste, If Wildflowers did have waste, Marijuana may be 
destroyed under the following circumstances: 


Marijuana is unused, as when a variety is produced.in a quantity that exceeds actual patient demand, and It is 
also not wanted by other Alaska State Licensed Marijuana Facility ; 


Marijuana is found by internal quality control assesaments to be infected or contaminated or fails to meet 
other quality control standards; 


Marijuana is recalled due to batch-related quality control concerns; 
Marijuana is returned by a customer because it was found to be defective; 


Marijuana is no longer needed by the qualifying registered patient;or 
Wildflowers 's Alaska State Licensed Marijuana Facility expires without being renewed or is revoked. 
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Unescorted Members of the Publlc in Restricted Access Areas:

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CONCLUSION 


We have described the critical components of Wildflowers Inventory Control System. We have Identified 
the staffing positions involved in the oversight and execution of all aspects of inventory control and the key 
elements in the quality control of Wildflowers training, oversight, and accountability. We have detailed the 


technical capabilities and security safeguards of Wildflowers electronic tracking and data management 
systems. For any job responsibility the performance of which involves handling marijuana, we have 


dHcrlbed how Inventory tracking procedures are Integrated Into its execution. Wildflowers operational 
procedures are therefore fully transparent and accountable. The rellablllty of this system of built*in controls 


is ctieckod twice dally by comprehensive Inventories, and all of these production operations and control 
procedurn occur und&r secure video surveillance. 


However, we have not yet said anything about the most Important oversight of all, which Is the oversight of 
the State of Alatka over Wlldflowera buslnnt operations. Wlldftowel'!I understand• that we are 


rosponalble for facilitating this oversight by documenting or being abfo to document on demand proof that 
we are In full compliance with the laws of the applicable State, H well as all rules and regulations of tho 


applicable Agencies. 


We believe the Inventory Control Policies and Procedures det1cribed here meets or exceeds the legal and 
regulatory requirements of the State and all relevant Agencies, Including ttie reporting requirements. The 


!!;yStem of operational procedures we have described generates real-time records of all production 
activities. Theae recorda are Immediately cached In Wiidfiower& secure databases. Their rellabllity Is 


verified by a comprehensive Inventory perfonned twice dally. The results of these Inventories are added to 
Wildflowers secure data cache and reconciled with the operationally.generated data. Audits and security 
reviews are also documented in the system. This database ls comprehensive. It will be fully audltable and 


searchable. Data will be preserved for five years and made available to State authorities at any tlme. 


All Wildflowers and Wildflowers Inventory Control Policies and Procedures ahall be updated to fully 
comply with Alaska State Law defined by State, local and Municipal jurisdictions as defined by Alsske'& 


Marijuana Statute. 
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Exterior Lighting Example 
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The Cultivation Facility will transport marijuana products in accordance with the 
Alaska 


Administrative Code at section 3 AAC 306.750(a)(1 ), shipping throughout the State

and 4 . Marijuana plant waste, including roots, stalks, leaves, and stems. 


While handling marijuana waste and wastewater, employees will be 
trained in proper disposal methods and wear PPE's including nitrate 


gloves, eye glasses, clean clothing and other requirements as needed. 
Employees are required to follow health standards as outlined in 3 AAC

personal hygiene, avoiding contaminating areas, and ensuring waste 
disposal equipment is adequately maintained.

(d) Marijuana plant waste must be made unusable by grinding the marijuana plant waste and 
mixing it with at least an equal amount of other compostable or non-compostable materials. A 
marijuana establishment may use another method to make marijuana waste unusable if the 
board approves the method in advance.

(1) compostable materials including food waste, yard waste, vegetable based grease or oils,

(2) non-compostable materials including paper waste, cardboard waste, plastic waste, oil, or 
other wastes approved by the boa rd when the mixed material may be delivered to a permitted 
solid waste facility, incinerator, or other facility with approval of any applicable local 
government entity.

306.700. 
(c) When marij uana or a marijuana product is transported, the marijuana establishment that 
originates the transport shall use the marijuana inventory tracking system to record the type, 
amount and weight of marijuana or marijuana product being transported, the name of the 
transporter, the time of departure and expected delivery, and the make, model, and license 
plate number of the transporting vehicle. A complete printed transport manifest on a form 
prescribed by the board must be kept with the marijuana or marijuana product at all times. 
(d) During transport, the marijuana or marijuana product must be in a sealed package or 
container and in a locked, safe, and secure storage compartment in the vehicle transporting 
the marijuana or marijuana product. The sealed package may not be opened during transport. 
A vehicle transporting marijuana or a marijuana product must travel directly from the 
shipping marijuana establishment to the receiving marijuana establishment, and may not 
make unnecessary stops in between except to deliver or pick up marijuana or a marijuana 
product at another licensed marijuana establishment. (e) When a marijuana establishment 
receives marijuana or a marijuana product transported in compliance with this section, the 
recipient of the shipment shall use the marijuana inventory tracking system to report the type, 
amount, and weight of marijuana or marijuana product received. The recipient shall refuse to 







accept any shipment of marijuana or marijuana product that is not accompanied by the 
transport manifest. 
(f) A marijuana establishment shall keep records of all marijuana or marijuana 


products shipped from or received at that marijuana establishment as required 


under 3 AAC 306. 755.

I agree that there seems to be some confusion, and I would like to clarify a few things:


·         AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306 are the laws that articulate what’s required to apply for a
marijuana establishment license, not AS 34. Those laws are implemented and enforced
by the Marijuana Control Board (MCB) and the agency that supports it, the Alcohol &
Marijuana Control Office (AMCO);


·         only the AMCO Director can determine an application to be complete, per 3 AAC
306.025;


·         many documents that are received by AMCO staff end up needing to be revised and
resubmitted to AMCO, occasionally multiple times, before they meet the requirements
and before the Director can determine the application to be complete;


·         the multiple copies of the master lease and the sublease that you have submitted still
need additional revision in order to meet the requirements for a marijuana
establishment license application;


·         as of today, August 26, your application is still incomplete; and
·         in order to be on the September 7-8, 2016 MCB meeting agenda, your application


needed to be completed by August 24.
