Plan for a wireless alarm system incorporating continuous contact, motion, sound, smoke and 
C02 sensors throughout the facility. Using a cellular connection, the system is monitored 24 
hours a day, with alarm and activity alerts sent by text and e-mail. Separate alarms are on the 
Records Cabinet in the Security Office and the Curing Room.

All areas of Dank Research are restricted - visitors will be escorted at all times within the 
facility, and no one will have access to cannabis without my knowledge. 


Otherwise, only one employee per shift will have keys to the Restricted areas, but all 
employees will be closely monitored by way of the alarm & video system. Lastly, using the 
marijuana tracking system selected by the State, we will be able to accurately to track our 
product from seed to sale, allowing us to monitor for diversion. No diversion of product will be 
allowed by anyone. 


Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering: 


A chain link fence secures the area outside the primary entrance. The area is under video 
surveillance and marked with "No Trespassing" and "Video Surveillance in Use" signs. Once 
noticed, trespassers will be asked to leave. If they don't leave then the State Troopers will be 
called. 


Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure 
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises: 


The planned wireless alarm system incorporates continuous contact, motion, sound, smoke 
and CO sensors throughout the facility. Will also have 3 - 4 panic switches discretely placed 
that tie in with the monitored alarm system. 


This alarm system with the video cameras in place, electronic card readers (or keypads) and 
intercom at the secured entrance, and commercial grade locks on all doors will make Dank 
Research a secure location.
