PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT

THIS PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT (the "Agreement") made and entered into this

BETWEEN:

(individually the "Partner” and collectively the "Partners”).

BACKGROUND:

A.  The Partners wish to associate themselves as partners in business.
B. This Agreement sets out the terms and conditions that govern the Partners within the Partnership.

IN CONSIDERATION OF and as a condition of the Partners entering into this Agreement and other
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which consideration is acknowledged, the parties
to this Agreement agree as follows:

Formation

1. By this Agreement the Partners enter into a general partnership (the "Partnership") in accordance
with the laws of the State of Alaska. The rights and obligations of the Partners will be as stated in
the applicable legislation of the State of Alaska (the 'Act’) except as otherwise provided here.

Name

Capital Contributions
Each of the Partners has contributed to the capital of the Partnership, in cash or property in agreed
upon value, as follows (the "Capital Contribution™):

All Partners will contribute their respective Capital Contributions fully and on time.

Withdrawal of Capital
No Partner will withdraw any portion of their Capital Contribution without the express written

consent of the remaining Partners.

Additional Capital
Capital Contributions may be amended from time to time, according to the requirements of the

Partnership provided that the interests of the Partners are not affected, except with the unanimous
consent of the Partners. No Partner will be required to make Additional Capital Contributions.
Whenever additional capital is determined to be required and an individual Partner is unwilling or
unable to meet the additional contribution requirement within a reasonable period, as required by
Partnership business obligations, remaining Partners may contribute in proportion to their
existing Capital Contributions to resolve the amount in default. In such case the allocation of
profits or losses among all the Partners will be adjusted to reflect the aggregate change in Capital
Contributions by the Partners.

Any advance of money to the Partnership by any Partner in excess of the amounts provided for in
this Agreement or subsequently agreed to as Additional Capital Contribution will be deemed a
debt due from the Partnership and not an increase in Capital Contribution of the Partner. This
liability will be repaid with interest at rates and times to be determined by a majority of the
Partners within the limits of what is required or permitted in the Act. This liability will not entitle

Capital Accounts

An individual capital account (the "Capital Accounts") will be maintained for each Partner and
their Initial Capital Contribution will be credited to this account. Any Additional Capital
Contributions made by any Partner will be credited to that Partner's individual Capital Account.

Interest on Capital
No borrowing charge or loan interest will be due or payable to any Partner on their agreed Capital

Contribution inclusive of any agreed Additional Capital Contributions.

Financial Decisions
Decisions regarding the distribution of profits, allocation of losses, and the requirement for

Additional Capital Contributions as well as all other financial matters will be decided by a

unanimous vote of the Partners.

Profit and Loss

Subject to any other provisions of this Agreement, the net profits and losses of the Partnership,
for both accounting and tax purposes, will accrue to and be borne by the Partners in equal
proportions (the "Profit and Loss Distribution").

Books of Account
Accurate and complete books of account of the transactions of the Partnership will be kept in

accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) and at all reasonable times
will be available and open to inspection and examination by any Partner. The books and records
of the Partnership will reflect all the Partnership’s transactions and will be appropriate and

adequate for the business conducted by the Partnership.

Annual Report

As soon as practicable after the close of each fiscal year, the Partnership will furnish to each
Partner an annual report showing a full and complete account of the condition of the Partnership.
This report will consist of at least the following documents:

a. A staternent of all information as will be necessary for the preparation of each Partner's

Banking and Partnership Funds

The funds of the Partnership will be placed in such investments and banking accounts as will be
designated by the Partners. Partnership funds will be held in the name of the Partnership and will
not be commingled with those of any other person or entity.

Fiscal Year
The fiscal year will end on the 31st day of December of each year.

Audit

Any of the Partners will have the right to request an audit of the Partnership books. The cost of
the audit will be borne by the Partnership. The audit will be performed by an accounting firm
acceptable to all the Partners. Not more than one (1) audit will be required by any or all of the

Partners for any fiscal year.

Management

Except as all of the Partners may otherwise agree in writing, all actions and decisions respecting
the management, operation and control of the Partnership and its business will be decided by a
unanimous vote of the Partners.

Contract Binding Authority
Each Partner will have authority to bind the Partnership in contract.

Tax Matters Partner
The tax matters partner will be Ayme S. Zantua (the "Tax Matters Partner"). The Tax Matters
Partner will prepare, or cause to be prepared, all tax returns and reports for the Partnership and

make any related elections that the Partners deem advisable.

A Tax Matters Partner can voluntarily withdraw from the position of Tax Matters Partner or can
be appointed or replaced by a majority vote of the other Partners. In the event of a withdrawal of
the Tax Matters Partner from the Partnership, the remaining Partners will appoint a successor as

Meetings

Regular meetings of the Partners will be held only as required.

Any Partner can call a special meeting to resolve issues that require a vote, as indicated by this
Agreement, by providing all Partners with reasonable notice. In the case of a special vote, the
meeting will be restricted to the specific purpose for which the meeting was held.

All meetings will be held at a time and in a location that is reasonable, convenient and practical

considering the situation of all Partners.

Admitting a New Partner
No new Partners may be admitted into the Partnership.

Voluntary Withdrawal of a Partner
Any Partner will have the right to voluntarily withdraw from the Partnership at any time. Written

notice of intention to withdraw must be served upon the remaining Partners at least three (3)
months prior to the withdrawal date.

The voluntary withdrawal of a Partner will result in the dissolution of the Partnership.

A Dissociated Partner will only exercise the right to withdraw in good faith and will act to

minimize any present or future harm done to the remaining Partners as a result of the withdrawal.

Involuntary Withdrawal of a Partner

Events resulting in the involuntary withdrawal of a Partner from the Partnership will include but
not be limited to: death of a Partner; Partner mental incapacity; Partner disability preventing
reasonable participation in the Partnership; Partner incompetence; breach of fiduciary duties by a
Partner; criminal conviction of a Partner; Expulsion of a Partner; Operation of Law against a
Partner; or any act or omission of a Partner that can reasonably be expected to bring the business
or societal reputation of the Partnership into disrepute.

The involuntary withdrawal of a Partner will result in the dissolution of the Partnership.

A trustee in bankruptcy or similar third party who may acquire that Dissociated Partner's interest
in the Partnership will only acquire that Partner's economic rights and interests and will not
acquire any other rights of that Partner or be admitted as a Partner of the Partnership or have the
right to exercise any management or voting interests.

Dissociation of a Partner
Where the dissociation of a Partner for any reason results in the dissolution of the Partnership

then the Partnership will proceed in a reasonable and timely manner to dissolve the Partnership,
with all debts being paid first, prior to any distribution of the remaining funds. Valuation and
distribution will be determined as described in the Valuation of Interest section of this

Agreement.

The remaining Partners retain the right to seek damages from a Dissociated Partner where the
dissociation resulted from a malicious or criminal act by the Dissociated Partner or where the
Dissociated Partner had breached their fiduciary duty to the Partnership or was in breach of this
Agreement or had acted in a way that could reasonably be foreseen to bring harm or damage to
the Partnership or to the reputation of the Partnership.

Dissolution
Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, the Partnership may be dissolved only with the
unanimous consent of all Partners.

Distribution of Property on Dissolution of Partnership
In the event of the dissolution of the Partnership, each Partner will share equally (the "Dissolution

Distribution") in any remaining assets or liabilities of the Partnership.

Upon Dissolution of the Partnership and liquidation of Partnership Property, and after payment of
all selling costs and expenses, the liquidator will distribute the Partnership assets to the following

groups according to the following order of priority:
a. in satisfaction of liabilities to creditors except Partnership obligations to current Partners;
b. in satisfaction of Partnership debt obligations to current Partners; and then

< to the Partners according to the Dissolution Distribution described above.

39.  The claims of each priority group will be satisfied in full before satisfying any claims of a lower
priority group.

Valuation of Interest

40.  In the absence of a written agreement setting a value, the value of the Partnership will be based
on the fair market value appraisal of all Partnership assets (less liabilities) determined in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). This appraisal will be
conducted by an independent accounting firm agreed to by all Partners. An appraiser will be
appointed within a reasonable period of the date of withdrawal or dissolution. The results of the
appraisal will be binding on all Partners. A withdrawing Partner's interest will be based on that
Partner's proportion of the Dissolution Distribution described above, less any outstanding
liabilities the withdrawing Partner may have to the Partnership. The intent of this section is to

ensure the survival of the Partnership despite the withdrawal of any individual Partner.

41. No allowance will be made for goodwill, trade name, patents or other intangible assets, except
where those assets have been reflected on the Partnership books immediately prior to valuation.

Duty of Loyalty

No Partner will engage in any business, venture or transaction, whether directly or indirectly, that
might be competitive with the business of the Partnership or that would be in direct conflict of

interest to the Partnership without the unanimous written consent of the remaining Partners. Any
and all businesses, ventures or transactions with any appearance of conflict of interest must be
fully disclosed to all other Partners. Failure to comply with any of the terms of this clause will be
deemed an Involuntary Withdrawal of the offending Partner and may be treated accordingly by
the remaining Partners.

Duty of Accountability for Private Profits
Each Partner must account to the Partnership for any benefit derived by that Partner without the
consent of the other Partners from any transaction concerning the Partnership or any use by that

Partner of the Partnership property, name or business connection. This duty continues to apply to
any transactions undertaken after the Partnership has been dissolved but before the affairs of the
Partnership have been completely wound up by the surviving Partner or Partners or their agent or

agents.

Duty to Devote Time
Each Partner will devote such time and attention to the business of the Partnership as the majority
of the Partners will from time to time reasonably determine for the conduct of the Partnership

business.

Forbidden Acts
No Partner may do any act in contravention of this Agreement.

No Partner may permit, intentionally or unintentionally, the assignment of express, implied or

apparent authority to a third party that is not a Partner in the Partnership.

No Partner may do any act that would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary business of the
Partnership.

No Partner may confess a judgment against the Partnership.

A Partner will not be entitled to indemnification under this section for liability arising out of
gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Partner or the breach by the Partner of any
provisions of this Agreement.

Liability
A Partner will not be liable to the Partnership, or to any other Partner, for any mistake or error in
judgment or for any act or omission done in good faith and believed to be within the scope of

authority conferred or implied by this Agreement or the Partnership.

Liability Insurance

The Partnership may acquire insurance on behalf of any Partner, employee, agent or other person
engaged in the business interest of the Partnership against any liability asserted against them or
incurred by them while acting in good faith on behalf of the Partnership.

Life Insurance

The Partnership will have the right to acquire life insurance on the lives of any or all of the
Partners, whenever it is deemed necessary by the Partnership. Each Partner will cooperate fully
with the Partnership in obtaining any such policies of life insurance.

Amendments
This Agreement may not be amended in whole or in part without the unanimous written consent
of all Partners.

Jurisdiction
The Partners submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Alaska for the enforcement of
this Agreement or any arbitration award or decision arising from this Agreement.

f. "Operation of Law" means rights or duties that are cast upon a party by the law, without
any act or agreement on the part of the individual including, but not limited to, an
assignment for the benefit of creditors, a divorce, or a bankruptcy.

Miscellaneous
Time is of the essence in this Agreement.

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts.

A good method to determine
whether a food 1s non- Potentlalh hazardous is whether it reqmres refﬂ¢emt{on to keep it safe ot
preserve it. If it does not require reﬁ-lgerauon it is most likely non- potenuaﬂ\— hazardous. If you are
unsure about the safety of a product and whether it requires temperature control be sure to contact
the Food Safety and Sanitation program for more information.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

To prevent diversion from occurring, a member of management or a designated employee will do a regular walk-through of the parking lot and circumference of the building. The purpose of
this walk-though will be to prevent loitering, which will in tum help prevent diversion. The walk-through will be conducted every thirty minutes during hours of operation.

An employee will be stationed at the door at all fimes to check for proper identification. This employee will be able to do a visual scan of the parking area from their post, in addition to the
walk-through.

There will be video cameras placed around the | peri of the premises. These cameras will be recording any activity in the parking area as well as behind the building. The video
cameras should help deter diversion from occurring on the external part of the property.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Many of the procedures in place to prevent diversion will also be used to prevent loitering on the premises. A
member of management or a designated employee will do a regular walk-through of the parking lot, and external
circumference of the building during business hours. This will help regulate the pedestrian traffic on the outside of
the building. This walk-through will be conducted every thirty minutes.

Surveillance cameras and external lighting will also be in place to prevent loitering. The external cameras will be
infrared to allow for good visual both day and night.

Any person(s) caught loitering will be asked to leave the premises immediately, unless anything out of the
ordinary comes to our attention (such as diversion). In that case, a call will be placed to the local authorities to file
a complaint.

The Option will be exercised by mailing or delivering written notice to the Landlord prior
to the expiration of this Option. Notice, if mailed will be by certified mail, postage
prepaid, to the Landlord at the following address: PO Box 975, Ward Cove, Alaska,
99928 and will be deemed to have been given on the date shown on the postmark of the

envelope in which such notice is mailed.





21. The Tenant may not assign any rights under this Option separately from all of the
Tenant's other rights under this Lease. No assignment may be made without the
Landlord's prior written consent.

22. The Landlord warrants to the Tenant that the Landlord is the legal owner of the Premises
and has the legal right to sell the Premises under the terms and conditions of this Lease.

23. If the Option is exercised, the following provisions will be applicable:

a. The Tenant will take title to the Premises subject to any of the following
exceptions (the "Permitted Exceptions"):

i.  real estate taxes not yet due at the time of closing;

ii.  covenants, conditions, zoning laws and ordinances, reservations, rights,
public and private easements then on record, if any; and

iii.  liens or encumbrances involving an ascettainable amount that will be paid
off or removed by the Landlord upon the closing of this purchase.
b. Unless otherwise extended by other terms of this Lease, the closing will be held
within the latter of 90 from exercise of the Option or the removal of any
exceptions, outside of the Permitted Exceptions, to the title by the Landlord.

c. Rents, real estate taxes and other expenses of the Premises will be prorated as of
the date of the closing date. Security deposits, advance rentals or considerations

involving future lease credits will be credited to the Tenant.

d. The Parties acknowledge that the availability of financing and purchase costs
cannot be guaranteed. The Parties agree that these items will not be conditions of
performance of this Lease or this Option and the Parties agree they have not relied
upon any other representations or warranties by brokers, sellers or any other

parties which are not set out in this Lease.

e. No later than 30 days from the exercise of this Option, the Landlord will provide
the Tenant the following documents (the "Seller Disclosure"):





i.  aproperty condition disclosure, signed and dated by the Landlord;
ii. acommitment for the policy of title insurance; and

iii.  written notice of any claims and/or conditions known to the Landlord
relating to environmental problems or building or zoning code violations.
f. The Tenant has 45 days from the date of receipt of the Seller Disclosure to
examine the title to the Premises and to report, in writing, any valid objections.
Any exceptions to the title which would be disclosed by examination of the
records will be deemed to have been accepted unless reported in writing within 45
days. If the Tenant objects to any exceptions to the title, the Landlord will use all
due diligence to remove such exceptions at the Landlord's own expense within 60
days. But if such exceptions cannot be removed within the 60 days allowed, all
rights and obligations under this Option may, at the election of the Tenant,
terminate and end unless the Tenant elects to purchase the Premises subject to

such exceptions.

g. Upon the completion of the closing, all rights and obligations under the Lease
(other than the Option) will cease to exist and the Parties will have no further
rights or claims against each other concerning the Lease.

24. Quiet Enjoyment

24, The Landlord covenants that on paying the Rent and performing the covenants contained
in this Lease, the Tenant will peacefully and quietly have, hold, and enjoy the Premises
for the agreed term.

25. Default

25. If the Tenant is in default in the payment of any money, whether hereby expressly
reserved or deemed as rent, or any part of the rent, and such default continues following
any specific due date on which the Tenant is to make such payment, or in the absence of
such specific due date, for the 30 days following written notice by the Landlord requiring
the Tenant to pay the same then. at the option of the Landlord, this Lease may be
terminated upon 30 days notice and the term will then immediately become forfeited and
void, and the Landlord may without further notice or any form of legal process
immediately reenter the Premises or any part of the Premises and in the name of the

whole repossess and enjoy the same as of its former state anything contained in this
Lease or in any statute or law to the contrary notwithstanding.

Unless otherwise provided for in this Lease, if the Tenant does not observe, perform and
keep each and every of the non-monetary covenants, agreements, stipulations,
obligations, conditions and other provisions of this Lease to be observed, performed and
kept by the Tenant and persists in such default, after 60 days following written notice
from the Landlord requiring that the Tenant remedy, correct or comply or, in the case of
such default which would reasonably require more than 60 days to rectify, unless the
Tenant will commence rectification within the said 60 days notice period and thereafter
promptly and diligently and continuously proceed with the rectification of any such
defaults then, at the option of the Landlord, this Lease may be terminated upon 60 days
notice and the term will then immediately become forfeited and void, and the Landlord
may without further notice or any form of legal process immediately reenter the Premises
or any part of the Premises and in the name of the whole repossess and enjoy the same as
of its former state anything contained in this Lease or in any statute or law to the contrary
notwithstanding.

If and whenever:

a. the Tenant's leasehold interest hereunder, or any goods, chattels or equipment of
the Tenant located in the Premises will be taken or seized in execution or
attachment, or if any writ of execution will issue against the Tenant or the Tenant
will become insolvent or commit an act of bankruptcy or become bankrupt or take
the benefit of any legislation that may be in force for bankrupt or insolvent debtor
or become involved in voluntary or involuntary winding up, dissolution or
liquidation proceedings, or if a receiver will be appointed for the affairs, business,

property or revenues of the Tenant; or

b. the Tenant fails to commence, diligently pursue and complete the Tenant's work
to be performed under any agreement to lease pertaining to the Premises or vacate
or abandon the Premises, or fail or cease to operate or otherwise cease to conduct
business from the Premises, or use or permit or suffer the use of the Premises for
any purpose other than as permitted in this clause, or make a bulk sale of its goods
and assets which has not been consented to by the Landlord, or move or

commence, attempt or threaten to move its goods, chattels and equipment out of
the Premises other than in the routine course of its business;

then, and in each such case, at the option of the Landlord, this Lease may be terminated
without notice and the term will then immediately become forfeited and void, and the
Landlord may without notice or any form of legal process immediately reenter the
Premises or any part of the Premises and in the name of the whole repossess and enjoy
the same as of its former state anything contained in this Lease or in any statute or law to

the contrary notwithstanding.

In the event that the Landlord has terminated the Lease pursuant to this section, on the
expiration of the time fixed in the notice, if any, this Lease and the right, title, and interest
of the Tenant under this Lease will terminate in the same manner and with the same force
and effect, except as to the Tenant's liability, as if the date fixed in the notice of

cancellation and termination were the end of the Lease.

Distress

If and whenever the Tenant is in default in payment of any money, whether hereby
expressly reserved or deemed as rent, or any part of the rent, the Landlord may, without
notice or any form of legal process, enter upon the Premises and seize, remove and sell
the Tenant's goods, chattels and equipment except marijuana and/or marijuana

products from the Premises or seize, remove and sell any goods, chattels and equipment
except marijuana and/or marijuana products at any place to which the Tenant or any other
person may have removed them, in the same manner as if they had remained and been
distrained upon the Premises, all notwithstanding any rule of law or equity to the
contrary, and the Tenant hereby waives and renounces the benefit of any present or future
statute or law limiting or eliminating the Landlord's right of distress. The State of Alaska
AMCO will be contacted in the case of the Tenant's default payment to the Landlord.

If the Tenant continues to occupy the Premises without the written consent of the
Landlord at the expiration or other termination of the term, then the Tenant will be a
tenant at will and will pay to the Landlord, as liquidated damages and not as rent, an
amount equal to twice the Base Rent plus any Additional Rent during the period of such
occupancy, accruing from day to day and adjusted pro rata accordingly, and subject
always to all the other provisions of this Lease insofar as they are applicable to a tenancy
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at will and a tenancy from month to month or from year to year will not be created by
implication of law; provided that nothing in this clause contained will preclude the

Landlord from taking action for recovery of possession of the Premises.

Inspections and Landlord's Right to Enter

During the Term and any renewal of this Lease. the Landlord and its agents may enter the
Premises to make inspections or repairs at all reasonable times. However, except where
the Landlord or its agents consider it is an emergency, the Landlord must have given not

less than 24 hours prior written notice to the Tenant.

The Tenant acknowledges that the Landlord or its agent will have the right to enter the
Premises at all reasonable times to show them to prospective purchasers, encumbrancers,
lessees or assignees, and may also during the ninety days preceding the termination of the
terms of this Lease, place upon the Premises the usual type of notice to the effect that the

Premises are for rent, which notice the Tenant will permit to remain on them.

Utilities and Other Costs

The Tenant is responsible for the direct payment of the following utilities and other
charges in relation to the Premises: electricity, water, sewer, telephone, Internet and
cable.

Signs

The Tenant may erect, install and maintain a sign of a kind and size in a location, all in
accordance with the Landlord's design criteria for the Building and as first approved in
writing by the Landlord. All other signs, as well as the advertising practices of the
Tenant, will comply with all applicable rules and regulations of the Landlord. The
Tenant will not erect, install or maintain any sign other than in accordance with this

section.

Insurance

The Tenant 1s hereby advised and understands that the personal property of the Tenant is
not insured by the Landlord for either damage or loss, and the Landlord assumes no
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liability for any such loss. The Tenant is advised that. if insurance coverage is desired by
the Tenant, the Tenant should inquire of Tenant's insurance agent regarding a Tenant's

Policy of Insurance.

The Tenant is not responsible for insuring the Landlord's contents and furnishings in or
about the Premises for either damage and loss, and the Tenant assumes no liability for

any such loss.

Abandonment

If at any time during the term of this Lease, the Tenant abandons the Premises or any part
of the Premises, the Landlord may, at its option, enter the Premises by any means without
being liable for any prosecution for such entering, and without becoming liable to the
Tenant for damages or for any payment of any kind whatever, and may, at the Landlord's
discretion, as agent for the Tenant, relet the Premises, or any part of the Premises, for the
whole or any part of the then unexpired term, and may receive and collect all rent payable
by virtue of such reletting, and, at the Landlord's option, hold the Tenant liable for any
difference between the Rent that would have been payable under this Lease during the
balance of the unexpired term, if this Lease had continued in force, and the net rent for
such period realized by the Landlord by means of the reletting. If the Landlord's right of
reentry is exercised following abandonment of the premises by the Tenant, then the
Landlord may consider any personal property belonging to the Tenant and left on the
Premises to also have been abandoned, in which case the Landlord may dispose of all
such personal property in any manner the Landlord will deem proper and is relieved of all
liability for doing so.

Subordination and Aftornment

This Lease and the Tenant's rights under this Lease will automatically be subordinate to
any mortgage or mortgages, or encumbrance resulting from any other method of
financing or refinancing, now or afterwards in force against the Lands or Building or any
part of the Lands or Building, as now or later constituted, and to all advances made or
afterwards made upon such security; and, upon the request of the Landlord, the Tenant
will execute such documentation as may be required by the Landlord in order to confirm

and evidence such subordination.

The Tenant will, in the event any proceedings are brought, whether in foreclosure or by
way of the exercise of the power of sale or otherwise, under any other mortgage or other
method of financing or refinancing made by the Landlord in respect of the Building, or
any portion of the Building, attorn to the encumbrancer upon any such foreclosure or sale
and recognize such encumbrancer as the Landlord under this Lease, but only if such

encumbrancer will so elect and require.

Upon the written request of the Tenant, the Landlord agrees to request any mortgagee or
encumbrancer of the Lands (present or future) to enter into a non-disturbance covenant in
favor of the Tenant, whereby such mortgagee or encumbrancer will agree not to disturb
the Tenant in its possession and enjoyment of the Premises for so long as the Tenant is

not in default under this Lease.

Registration of Caveat

a. The Tenant may file a caveat respecting this Lease but will not be entitled to
attach this Lease, and, in any event, will not file such caveat prior to the
commencement date of the term. The caveat will not state the Base Rent or any
other financial provisions contained in this Lease.

b. If the Landlord's permanent financing has not been fully advanced, the Tenant
covenants and agrees not to file a caveat until such time as the Landlord's
permanent financing has been fully advanced.

Estonpel Certificate and Acknowledgement

Whenever requested by the Landlord. a mortgagee or any other encumbrance holder or
other third party having an interest in the Building or any part of the Building, the Tenant
will, within ten (10) days of the request, execute and deliver an estoppel certificate or
other form of certified acknowledgement as to the Commencement Date, the status and
the validity of this Lease, the state of the rental account for this Lease, any incurred
defaults on the part of the Landlord alleged by the Tenant, and such other information as
may reasonably be required.

Sale by Landlord
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In the event of any sale, transfer or lease by the Landlord of the Building or any interest
in the Building or portion of the Building containing the Premises or assignment by the
Landlord of this Lease or any interest of the Landlord in the Lease to the extent that the
purchaser, transferee, tenant or assignee assumes the covenants and obligations of the
Landlord under this Lease, the Landlord will without further written agreement be freed
and relieved of liability under such covenants and obligations. This Lease may be
assigned by the Landlord to any mortgagee or encumbrancee of the Building as security.

Tenant's Indemnity

The Tenant will and does hereby indemnify and save harmless the Landlord of and from
all loss and damage and all actions, claims, costs, demands, expenses, fines, liabilities
and suits of any nature whatsoever for which the Landlord will or may become liable,
incur or suffer by reason of a breach, violation or nonperformance by the Tenant of any
covenant, term or provision hereof or by reason of any builders' or other liens for any
work done or materials provided or services rendered for alterations, improvements or
repairs, made by or on behalf of the Tenant to the Premises, or by reason of any injury
occasioned to or suffered by any person or damage to any property, or by reason of any
wrongful act or omission, default or negligence on the part of the Tenant or any of its
agents, concessionaires, contractors, customers, employees, invitees or licensees in or
about the Building.

It is agreed between the Landlord and the Tenant that the Landlord will not be liable for
any loss, injury, or damage to persons or property resulting from falling plaster, steam,
electricity, water, rain, snow or dampness, or from any other cause.

It is agreed between the Landlord and the Tenant that the Landlord will not be liable for
any loss or damage caused by acts or omissions of other tenants or occupants, their
employees or agents or any persons not the employees or agents of the Landlord, or for
any damage caused by the construction of any public or quasi-public works, and in no
event will the Landlord be liable for any consequential or indirect damages suffered by
the Tenant.

It is agreed between the Landlord and the Tenant that the Landlord will not be liable for
any loss, injury or damage caused to persons using the Common Areas and Facilities or

to vehicles or their contents or any other property on them, or for any damage to property
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entrusted to its or their employees, or for the loss of any property by theft or otherwise,
and all property kept or stored in the Premises will be at the sole risk of the Tenant.

Liens

The Tenant will immediately upon demand by the Landlord remove or cause to be
removed and afterwards institute and diligently prosecute any action pertinent to it, any
builders' or other lien or claim of lien noted or filed against or otherwise constituting an
encumbrance on any title of the Landlord. Without limiting the foregoing obligations of
the Tenant, the Landlord may cause the same to be removed, in which case the Tenant
will pay to the Landlord as Additional Rent, such cost including the Landlord's legal

costs.

Governing Law

It is the intention of the Parties to this Lease that the tenancy created by this Lease and
the performance under this Lease, and all suits and special proceedings under this Lease,
be construed in accordance with and governed, to the exclusion of the law of any other
forum, by the laws of the State of Alaska, without regard to the jurisdiction in which any
action or special proceeding may be instituted.

Severability

If there is a conflict between any provision of this Lease and the applicable legislation of
the State of Alaska (the 'Act'), the Act will prevail and such provisions of the Lease will
be amended or deleted as necessary in order to comply with the Act. Further, any
provisions that are required by the Act are incorporated into this Lease.

If there is a conflict between any provision of this Lease and any form of lease prescribed

by the Act, that prescribed form will prevail and such provisions of the lease will be
amended or deleted as necessary in order to comply with that prescribed form. Further,
any provisions that are required by that prescribed form are incorporated into this Lease.

Amendment of Lease
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Any amendment or modification of this Lease or additional obligation assumed by either
party to this Lease in connection with this Lease will only be binding if evidenced in
writing signed by each party or an authorized representative of each party.

Assignment and Subletting

The Tenant will not assign this Lease, or sublet or grant any concession or license to use
the Premises or any part of the Premises. An assignment, subletting, concession, or
license, whether by operation of law or otherwise, will be void and will, at Landlord's
option, terminate this Lease.

Bulk Sale

54. No bulk sale of goods and assets of the Tenant may take place without first obtaining the

written consent of the Landlord, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld so long
as the Tenant and the Purchaser are able to provide the Landlord with assurances, in a
form satisfactory to the Landlord, that the Tenant’s obligations in this Lease will continue
to be performed and respected, in the manner satisfactory to the Landlord, after
completion of the said bulk sale.

Additional Provisions

Damage to Premises

If the Premises. or any part of the Premises, will be partially damaged by fire or other
casualty not due to the Tenant's negligence or willful act or that of the Tenant's employee,
family, agent, or visitor, the Premises will be promptly repaired by the Landlord and
there will be an abatement of rent corresponding with the time during which, and the
extent to which, the Premises may have been untenantable. However, if the Premises
should be damaged other than by the Tenant's negligence or willful act or that of the
Tenant's employee, family, agent, or visitor to the extent that the Landlord will decide not
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to rebuild or repair, the term of this Lease will end and the Rent will be prorated up to the
time of the damage.

Force Majeure

In the event that the Landlord or the Tenant will be unable to fulfill, or shall be delayed
or prevented from the fulfillment of, any obligation in this Lease by reason of municipal
delays in providing necessary approvals or permits, the other party’s delay in providing
approvals as required in this Lease, strikes, third party lockouts, fire, flood, earthquake,
lightning, storm, acts of God or our Country's enemies, riots, insurrections or other
reasons of like nature beyond the reasonable control of the party delayed or prevented
from fulfilling any obligation in this Lease (excepting any delay or prevention from such
fulfillment caused by a lack of funds or other financial reasons) and provided that such
party uses all reasonable diligence to overcome such unavoidable delay, then the time
period for performance of such an obligation will be extended for a period equivalent to

the duration of such unavoidable delay.

Eminent Domain and Expropriatien

If during the term of this Lease, title is taken to the whole or any part of the Building by
any competent authority under the power of eminent domain or by expropriation, which
taking, in the reasonable opinion of the Landlord, does not leave a sufficient remainder to
constitute an economically viable building, the Landlord may at its option, terminate this
Lease on the date possession is taken by or on behalf of such authority. Upon such
termination, the Tenant will immediately deliver up possession of the Premises, Base
Rent and any Additional Rent will be payable up to the date of such termination, and the
Tenant will be entitled to be repaid by the Landlord any rent paid in advance and
unearned or an appropriate portion of that rent. In the event of any such taking, the
Tenant will have no claim upon the Landlord for the value of its property or the
unexpired portion of the term of this Lease, but the Parties will each be entitled to
separately advance their claims for compensation for the loss of their respective interests
and to receive and retain such compensation as may be awarded to each respectively. If
an award of compensation made to the Landlord specifically includes an award for the
Tenant, the Landlord will account for that award to the Tenant and vice versa.

Condemnation
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A condemnation of the Building or any portion of the Premises will result in termination
of this Lease. The Landlord will receive the total of any consequential damages awarded
as a result of the condemnation proceedings. All future rent installments to be paid by
the Tenant under this Lease will be terminated.

Tenant's Repairs and Alterations

The Tenant covenants with the Landlord to occupy the Premises in a tenant-like manner
and not to permit waste. The Tenant will at all times and at its sole expense, subject to
the Landlord's repair, maintain and keep the Premises, reasonable wear and tear, damage
by fire, lightning, tempest, structural repairs, and repairs necessitated from hazards and
perils against which the Landlord is required to insure excepted. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, the Tenant will keep, repair, replace and maintain all glass,
wiring, pipes and mechanical apparatus in, upon or serving the Premises in good and
tenantable repair at its sole expense. When it becomes (or, acting reasonably, should have
become) aware of same, the Tenant will notify the Landlord of any damage to or
deficiency or defect in any part of the Premises or the Building.

The Tenant covenants with the Landlord that the Landlord, its servants, agents and
workmen may enter and view the state of repair of the Premises and that the Tenant will
repair the Premises according to notice in writing received from the Landlord, subject to
the Landlord's repair obligations. If the Tenant refuses or neglects to repair as soon as
reasonably possible after written demand, the Landlord may, but will not be obligated to,
undertake such repairs without liability to the Tenant for any loss or damage that may
occur to the Tenant's merchandise, fixtures or other property or to the Tenant's business
by such reason, and upon such completion, the Tenant will pay, upon demand, as
Additional Rent, the Landlord's cost of making such repairs plus fifteen percent (15%) of

such cost for overhead and supervision.

The Tenant will keep in good order, condition and repair the non-structural portions of
the interior of the Premises and every part of those Premises, including, without limiting
the generality of the foregoing, all equipment within the Premises, fixtures, walls,
ceilings, floors, windows, doors, plate glass and skylights located within the Premises.
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the Tenant will keep, repair, replace and
maintain all glass, wiring, pipes and mechanical apparatus in, upon or serving the

Premises in good and tenantable repair at its sole expense. When it becomes (or, acting
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reasonably, should have become) aware of same, the Tenant will notify the Landlord of
any damage to or deficiency or defect in any part of the Premises or the Building. The
Tenant will not use or keep any device which might overload the capacity of any floor,
wall, utility, electrical or mechanical facility or service in the Premises or the Building.

The Tenant will not make or have others make alterations, additions or improvements or
erect or have others erect any partitions or install or have others install any trade fixtures,
exterior signs, floor covering, interior or exterior lighting, plumbing fixtures. shades.
awnings, exterior decorations or make any changes to the Premises or otherwise without
first obtaining the Landlord's written approval thereto, such written approval not to be
unreasonably withheld in the case of alterations, additions or improvements to the interior

of the Premises.

The Tenant will not install in or for the Premises any special locks, safes or apparatus for
air-conditioning, cooling, heating, illuminating, refrigerating or ventilating the Premises
without first obtaining the Landlord's written approval thereto. Locks may not be added
or changed without the prior written agreement of both the Landlord and the Tenant.

When seeking any approval of the Landlord for Tenant repairs as required in this Lease,
the Tenant will present to the Landlord plans and specifications of the proposed work
which will be subject to the prior approval of the Landlord, not to be unreasonably
withheld or delayed.

The Tenant will promptly pay all contractors, material suppliers and workmen so as to
minimize the possibility of a lien attaching to the Premises or the Building. Should any
claim of lien be made or filed the Tenant will promptly cause the same to be discharged.

The Tenant will be responsible at its own expense to replace all electric light bulbs, tubes,

ballasts or fixtures serving the Premises.

Landlord's Repairs

The Landlord covenants and agrees to effect at its expense repairs of a structural nature to
the structural elements of the roof, foundation and outside walls of the Building, whether
occasioned or necessitated by faulty workmanship, materials, improper installation,

construction defects or settling, or otherwise, unless such repair is necessitated by the
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negligence of the Tenant, its servants, agents, employees or invitees, in which event the
cost of such repairs will be paid by the Tenant together with an administration fee of
fifteen percent (15%) for the Landlord's overhead and supervision.

Maintenance

The Tenant will, at its sole expense, keep and maintain the Premises and appurtenances in
good and sanitary condition and repair during the term of this Lease and any renewal of
this Lease.

In particular, the Tenant will keep the fixtures in the Premises in good order and repair.
The Tenant will, at Tenant's sole expense, make all required repairs to the plumbing,
range. heating apparatus, and electric and gas fixtures whenever damage to such items
will have resulted from the Tenant's misuse, waste, or neglect or that of the Tenant's

employee, family, agent, or visitor.

The Tenant will be responsible at its own expense to replace all electric light bulbs, tubes,
ballasts or fixtures serving the Premises.

Major maintenance and repair of the Premises involving anticipated or actual costs in
excess of $100.00 per incident not due to the Tenant's misuse, waste, or neglect or that of
the Tenant's employee, family, agent, or visitor, will be the responsibility of the Landlord
or the Landlord's assigns.

Care and Use of Premises

. The Tenant will promptly notify the Landlord of any damage, or of any situation that may

significantly interfere with the normal use of the Premises.

Vehicles which the Landlord reasonably considers unsightly, noisy. dangerous,
improperly insured, inoperable or unlicensed are not permitted in the Tenant's parking
stall(s), and such vehicles may be towed away at the Tenant's expense. Parking facilities
are provided at the Tenant's own risk. The Tenant is required to park in only the space
allotted to them.
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The Tenant will not make (or allow to be made) any noise or nuisance which, in the
reasonable opinion of the Landlord, disturbs the comfort or convenience of other tenants.

The Tenant will dispose of its trash in a timely, tidy, proper and sanitary manner.
The Tenant will not engage in any illegal trade or activity on or about the Premises.

The Landlord and Tenant will comply with standards of health, sanitation, fire, housing

and safety as required by law.

The hallways, passages and stairs of the building in which the Premises are situated will
be used for no purpose other than going to and from the Premises and the Tenant will not
in any way encumber those areas with boxes, furniture or other material or place or leave

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

To prevent diversion from occurring, a member of management or a designated employee will do a regular walk-through of the parking lot and circumference of the building. The purpose of
this walk-though will be to prevent loitering, which will in tum help prevent diversion. The walk-through will be conducted every thirty minutes during hours of operation.

An employee will be stationed at the door at all times to check for proper identification. This employee will be able to do a visual scan of the parking area from their post, in addition to the
walk-through.

There will be video cameras placed around the external perimeter of the premises. These cameras will be recording any activity in the parking area as well as behind the building. The video
cameras should help deter diversion from occurring on the external part of the property.

A
member of management or a designated employee will do a regular walk-through of the parking lot, and external
circumference of the building during business hours. This will help regulate the pedestrian traffic on the outside of
the building. This walk-through will be conducted every thirty minutes.

Surveillance cameras and external lighting will also be in place to prevent loitering. The external cameras will be
infrared to allow for good visual both day and night.

Any person(s) caught loitering will be asked to leave the premises immediately, unless anything out of the
ordinary comes to our attention (such as diversion). In that case, a call will be placed to the local authorities to file
a complaint.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, suchas a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

Passive infrared sensors will be placed strategically throughout the building to detect any movement when the
premises is not in operation. Five sensors will be placed in the following locations: near the entrance to the
building, near the exit door to the building, in the proposed consumption room, in the office, and in the
surveillance room. These sensors will set off the alarm if triggered when the premises is closed for business. This
will notify the local authorities to a possible unauthorized breach in security.
