The compensation to the Manager(s) shall be in the discretion of the
majority of the Members of the LLC.

OFFICERS AND RELATING PROVISIONS. If the Members decide to
manage the LLC, rather than appointing a Manager, the Members shall
appoint officers for the LLC and the following provisions shall apply:

(@)  OFFICERS. The officers of the LLC shall consist of a president, a
treasurer and a secretary, or others that may be elected and
appointed by the Members. A Member may hold more than
one or all offices. The officers shall supervise the operation
of the LLC under the direction and management of the
Members, as further described below.

TERM OF OFFICE/ELECTION. The Members shall elect the
officers of the LLC annually by a majority vote. Vacancies
may be filled or new offices created and filled at any
meeting of the Members. All officers shall hold their office
positions unless until their death, removal of office, or
resignation. Election or appointment of an officer or agent
shall not of itself create a contract right.

REMOVAL. The Members may decide to remove any officer or
agent by a majority vote whenever they decide that the best
interest of the company would be served thereby. If a
officer or agent is removed, it shall be without prejudice to
the contract rights.

PRESIDENT. The President shall be the chief executive officer
of the LLC and shall be present at all meetings of the
Members. The president shall have all powers to perform
such duties that are outlined in this Agreement.

THE TREASURER. The Treasurer shall be the chief financial
officer of the LLC. The Treasurer is responsible for all funds
and securities of the LLC. The Treasurer shall preside at the
meeting of the Members when the President is absent. The
treasurer must receive and give receipts for moneys due
and payable to the LLC from any money source whatsoever,
and deposit all such moneys in the name of the LLC in any
such money institution, which shall be selected by the
Members of the LLC. The Treasurer shall perform all other
duties that may be assigned to the office of treasurer by the
President or by the Members of the LLC.

SECRETARY. The Secretary shall keep a time log of the
Members meetings in a file provided for that purpose and
also see that all notices are duly given in accordance with
the provisions of this Agreement or as required by law. The
Secretary shall have custody of the LLC records, addresses
of Members, Member’s resolutions, and other documents to
the LLC as true and correct. The Secretary shall preside at
the meetings of the Members in the absence of the
President and Treasurer and also perform all other duties
that may be assigned to the office of secretary by the
President or by the Members of the LLC.

VACANCIES. A vacancy is any office because of death,
resignation, removal, and disqualification or otherwise may
be filled by the Members for the unexpired portion of the
term.

MEMBER ONLY POWERS. Notwithstanding any other provision of

INTEREST OF MEMBERS. Each Member shall own a percentage
interest on the LLC. The Member’s percentage interest shall be based
on the amount of consideration that the member has contributed to
the LLC and that percentage interest shall control the Member’s share
of the profit, losses, and distributions of the LLC.

CONTRIBUTIONS. The initial contributions and initial percentage
interest of the Members are as set out in this Agreement.

ADDITIONAL CONTRIBUTIONS. In the case when the Members are
called upon by the majority of the Members of the LLC to make
additional cash contributions, the additional cash contribution shall
be based on the Member’s then existing percentage interest. If a
Member is unable to meet a cash call, the other Members can
contribute the unmet call on a pro rata basis based on the Members’
percentage interest at that time, and the percentage interest of each
Member will be adjusted accordingly.

PERCENTAGE INTEREST/RECORD OF CONTRIBUTIONS. This
Agreement, any amendment(s) to this Agreement, and all Resolutions
of the Members of the LLC shall constitute the record of the Members
of the LLC and of their respective interest therein.

DISTRIBUTIONS. Distribution of cash and other assets of the LLC
(other than in dissolution of the LLC) shall be made in the total
amounts and at the times determined by a majority of the Members.
Any such distributions shall be allocated among the Members on the
basis of the Members’ percentage interest in the LLC.

PROFITS AND LOSSES. On the basis of the Members’ percentage
interest in the LLC, the profits and losses and all other tax attributes of
the LLC shall be allocated among the Members.

CHANGE IN INTEREST. IF during any year there is a change in a
Member’s percentage interest, the Member’s share of the profits and
losses and distributions in that year shall be determined under a
method which takes into account the varying interest during that
year.

VOTING BY MEMBERS. In relation with each Member’s percentage
interest, Members shall be entitled to vote on all matters that provide
for a vote of the Members.

MAJORITY DEFINED. The term “Majority” of the Members shall mean

a majority of the ownership interest of the LLC as determined by the
records of the LLC on the date of the action when used throughout
this agreement.

MAJORITY REQUIRED. The majority of the Members, based upon

their percentage ownership, except as otherwise provided and
delegated to the Officers or Managers, shall decide all decisions made.

MEETINGS. Meetings of the Members may be called by any member

owning 10% or more of the LLC, or, if Managers were selected, by the
Manager of the LLC, or if Officers were elected, by any officer.

WRITTEN CONSENT/MEETINGS. Members or Officers do not have to
hold a meeting in order to accomplish an action but evidence of the
action shall be recorded and signed by the majority of the Members.
Action without a meeting may be evidence by a written consent
signed by a majority of the Members, or the President and Secretary.

MEMBERS HAVE NO EXCLUSIVE DUTY TO LLC. Members may have
other business interest and may participate in other investments in
addition to those relating to the LLC. The Members shall not be
required to participate in the LLC as their sole and exclusive business.
No Member shall be held liability to the LLC or any other Member by
participating in outside businesses, investments, or activities.

DUTIES OF MEMBERS: LIMITATION OF LIABILITY/GOOD FAITH.
All owners of the LLC shall perform their duties in good faith and
perform with such care to be in the best interest of the LLC. All
Members shall be held responsible if a Member or Officer finds them
guilty of fraud, gross negligence, deceit, willful misconduct, or a
wrongful taking. No Member or Officer, by reason of being or having
been a Member or Officer, shall be liable to the LLC or to any other
member or Officer for any loss or damage sustained by the LLC.

XXVIII. PROTECTION OF MEMBERS AND OFFICERS.

(a) As used herein, the term “Protected Party” refers to the Members
and officers of the Company.

(b) To the extent that, at law or in equity, a Protected Party has duties
(including fiduciary duties) and liabilities relating thereto to the LLC
or to any other Protected Party, a Protected Party acting under this
Agreement shall not be liable to the LLC or to any other Protected
Party for good faith reliance on:

INSURANCE AND IDEMNIFICATION.

Right to Indemnification.

Any person who is or was a member or officer of the LLC and
who is or may be a party to any civil action because of his/her
participation in or with the LLC, and who acted in good faith
and in a manner which he/she reasonably believed to be in, or
not opposed to, the best interest of the LLC may be indemnified
and held harmless by the LLC.

Any person who is or was a member or officer of the LLC and
who is or may be a party to any criminal action because of
his/her participation in or with the LLC, and who acted in good
faith and had reasonable cause to believe that the act or
omission was lawful, may be indemnified and held harmless by
the LLC.

Non-Exclusivity of Rights. Members and Officers of the LLC
shall adopt and enter into indemnification agreements for
Members and officers. The right to indemnification and
payment of fees and expenses conferred in this section shall
not be exclusive of any right which any person may have or
hereafter acquire under any statute, provision of this
agreement, contract, agreement, vote of members or
otherwise.

Advancement of Expenses. All expenses including legal fees
incurred by an indemnified person in defending any
proceeding shall be paid in advance of the proceedings
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conclusion. Should the indemnified Member or Officer
ultimately be determined to not be entitled to indemnification,
that member or officer agrees to immediately repay to LLC all
funds expended by the LLC on behalf of the member or Officer.

(d)  Effect of Amendment. No amendment, repeal or modification of
this Article shall adversely affect any rights hereunder with
respect to any action or omission occurring prior to the date
when such amendment, repeal or modification became
effective.

(e) Insurance. With a majority vote, the Members may decide to
purchase and maintain insurance for the LLC, for its Members
and officers, and/or on the behalf of any third party or parties
whom the members might determined should be entitled to
such insurance coverage.

TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP. A Member’s interest in the LLC
shall cease upon the incidence of one or more of the following events:

(a) A Member dies

(b) A Member decides to give notice of withdrawal to the LLC thirty
days (30) in advance of the withdrawal date. There is no breach of
Agreement when a Member decides to withdraw in this fashion.

(c) A Member assigns all of his/her interest to a qualified third party.

(d) There is an entry of an order by a court of competent jurisdiction
adjudicating the Member incompetent to manage his/her person or
his/her estate.

(e) In the case of an estate that is a Member, the distribution by the
fiduciary of the estate’s entire interest in the LLC.

(f) If within one hundred twenty (120) days after the commencement
of any action against a Member seeking reorganization, readjustment,
composition, readjustment, liquidation, arrangement, dissolution, or
similar relief under any statue, law, or regulation, the action has not
been dismissed and/or has not been consented to by a majority of the
members.

(g) If within ninety days (90) after the appointment, without a
Member’s consent or acquiescence, of a trustee, receiver, or liquidator
of the Member or of all or any substantial part of the Member’s
properties, said appointment is not vacated or within ninety days (90)





after the expiration of any stay, the appointment is not vacated and/or
has not been consented to by a majority of the members.

(h) A Member, without the consent of a majority of the Members: (1)
makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors; (2) files a voluntary
petition in bankruptcy; (3) is adjudicated a bankrupt or insolvent; (4)
files a petition or answer seeking for himself any reorganization,
arrangement, composition, readjustment, liquidation, dissolution, or
similar relief under any statute, law or regulation; (5) files an answer
or other pleading admitting or failing to contest the material
allegations of a petition filed against him in any proceeding of the
nature described in this paragraph; (6) seeks, consents to, or
acquiesces in the appointment of a trustee, receiver, or liquidator of
the Member or of all or any substantial part of his properties; or (7) if
any creditor permitted by law to do so should commence foreclosure
or take any other action to seize or sell any Member’s interest in the
LLC

(i) Any of the events provided in applicable code provisions that are
not inconsistent with the dissociation events identified above.

XXXI. ENCUMBRANCE. With majority consent from the Members, a
Member can encumber his LLC interest by a security interest or other
form of collateral.

XXXII. LLC INTEREST. A Member has no interest in property owned by the
LLC. The LLC interest is personal property.

XXXIII.SALE OF INTEREST. A Member can sell his LLC interest only as
follows:

(a) If a Member decides to sell any part of their interest he/she must
first offer their interest to the LLC. The LLC shall have the option to
buy the seller’s interest at the then existing Set Price as stated in the
Agreement. The LLC shall then have to option for 30 days upon
receiving the receipt of its intention to buy all, a portion, or none of
the offered interest with a majority vote. Closing on the sale shall
occur within 60 days (60) from the date that the LLC gives written
notice of its intention to buy. The purchase price shall be paid in cash
at the closing unless the total purchase price exceeds $___ A/ /A

in which the purchase price shall be paid in _as/ ( 4 ) equalm
quarterly installments beginning at the tinfe of closing. The
installment amounts shall be computed by applying the following
interest factor to the principle amount: interest compounded
quarterly at the Quarterly Federal Short-Term Rate existing at closing






under the Applicable Federal Rates used for purposes of Internal
Revenue Code § 1 274(d), or any successor provision.

(b)  If the LLC decides not to buy the offered interest of the selling
Member, the other Members shall have the right to buy the offered
interest at a set price on a pro-rata basis based on the Members’
percentage interests at that time. If a Member decides not to buy up
to his/her proportional part, the other Members can buy the
remaining interest on the same pro rata basis. Members shall have
fifteen days (15) from the date the LLC gives its written notice to the
selling Member to give the selling Member notice in writing of their
intention to buy all, some, or none of the offered interest. The closing
shall occur within sixty days (60) from the date that the Members give
written notice of their intention to buy. The purchase price from each
purchasing member shall be paid in cash at closing.

(c)  If the LLC or Members choose not to buy the offered interest,
the selling Member has the right to assign the interest to a non-
member.

(d) The selling Member must come to a close within ninety days
(90) of the date that he/she gave notice to the LLC. If the interest of
the selling Member does not close within that time, he/she must start
the selling process over.

(e) A non-member purchaser of a member’s interest cannot
exercise any rights of a member unless a majority of the non-selling
Members consent to him becoming a member. The non-member
purchaser will be entitled, however, to share in such profits and
losses, to receive such distributions, allocations of income, loss, profit,
deduction, credit or similar items to which the selling member would
be entitled, to the extent of the interest assigned, and will be subject to
calls for contributions under the terms of this Agreement. The
purchaser shall agree to be subject to all the terms of this Agreement
as if he were a Member by purchasing the selling member’s interest.

XXXIV. DISSOCIATION. If a Member of the LLC becomes dissociated, the
remaining Members shall have the option to purchase the dissociated
member’s interest at the Set Price in the same fashion as stated in
Article 9. The sale will be carried out as if the dissociated Member had
notified the LLC of his/her desire to sell all of his/her LLC interest.
The date the LLC received the notice as provided in Article 28
triggering the options shall be deemed to be the date that the LLC
receives actual notice of the dissociation event.

XXXV. EFFECT OF DISSOCIATION. When a Member becomes dissociated
from the LLC they shall not be entitled to receive fair value of their
LLC interest solely by virtue of dissociation. If the dissociated Member






still owns interest in the LLC, they shall be entitled to continue to
receive such profits and losses. A dissociated Member shall receive
similar items to which he would if he/she were a Member but shall
not be considered a Member nor have any rights of a Member.

XXXVI. TERMINATION OF LLC. Only upon the consent of the majority of the

Members can the LLC and it affairs be dissolved.

XXXVIIL. FINAL DISTRIBUTIONS. Upon the ending of the LLC, the assets

must be distributed as follows: (a) to the LLC creditors; (b) to
Members in satisfaction of liabilities for distributions; and (c) to
Members first for the return of their contributions and secondly
respecting their LLC interest, in the proportions in which the
Members share in profits and losses.

XXXVIII. RECORDS AND INSPECTION. The LLC shall maintain at its place of

business the Articles of Organization, any amendments thereto, this
Agreement, and all other LLC records required to be kept by the Act,
and the same shall be subject to inspection and copying at the
reasonable request, ad the expense, of any Member.

AMENDMENT. At any time a Member may wish to propose a new
amendment but the other Members can waive it. The Proposing
Member shall submit to the Members any such proposed amendment
together with an opinion of counsel as to the legality of such
amendment and the recommendation of the Member as to its
adoption. Once the majority of the Member approves the amendment
it shall be in effect. This Agreement may not be amended nor may any

To maintain the security of Uncle Herbs facility and all marijuana products, access to the facility will
be monitored and restricted. Access will only be granted with a lock smart system. The restricted
access area door will remain locked at all times with a spring loaded hinge to ensure it closes
behind persons as they either enter or leave the secured access area. Distinct and apparent
cameras will be placed throughout and around the facility to encourage people to not attempt
access into the restricted access area. The facility will be equipped with 24 hour monitoring alarm
system, video surveillance, and on on-site security. All entrances, exits, security doors, restricted
access areas, windows,every portion of the office and safe room, and the exterior of the building
will have security cameras installed to monitor and identify all activity adjacent to the facility.

Describe your processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Access to the premises will be highly monitored and restricted to maintain controlled access to all
cannabis products. All persons permitted into the facility will have numerous degrees of access.
Owners, the Manager on duty, specially-defined agents, and emergency personnel during the time of an
emergency, will be the only persons granted unrestricted access to the entire facility. Limited access will
be permitted to other agents to include the break room and storage. All visitors who will be escorted into
any restricted access area must sign into a log book indicating the date, time in and out of restricted
space, and purpose of the visit, in order to gain escorted access to facility. These records will be stored
as official business records and available to the MC Board upon request. Any persons wishing to gain
escorted access to the restricted access areas of the facility must have a government-issued ID that will
be taken and photocopied my Uncle Herbs staff. The visitors ID will be kept in security possession the
entire time they are within the restricted access parts of the facility. Each visitor will be given a
company-issued visitor's badge which they will be required to display around their neck at all times
during their visit so it is clear to employees that they have restricted access permissions. Visitors may
only be up to a 5:1 ratio of visitors to employed agents, and must be physically present with them at all
times.

Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306.715):

Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement:

Exterior lighting will be distinctively designed and positioned to keep the premises well lit and
visually secure. Our surveillance system with be capable of depicting individuals within twenty (20)
feet from all entry points of the facility. Uncle Herbs will use will use extremely bright lights to deter
crime and ensure maximum visibility. The lights being used will be mounted in inaccessible places
and have robust housing and lenses helping to ensure them being vandal proof. All lights will be of
commercial grade and style and to be checked daily by management to ensure each light is well
placed for visibility and operational. The lights will also be used to deter loitering and any
unauthorized presence on the premises. Uncle Herbs plans to install sufficient exterior lights that
will be distributed evenly and affixed to the facility, and sufficient lights equipped around the outer
perimeter of the property.

An alarm system is required for all license types. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises:

We will be installing an approved monitoring alarm system that will have 24 hours a day, 7 days a week monitoring to
ensure the safety of both our agents and assets. The monitoring system will be capable of detecting any unauthorized
intrusion or activity, and able to notify local law enforcement if necessary. Our alarm system will be tested every six (6)
months to ensure the equipment is working properly. Uncle Herbs will contract with a third party alarm system that will
be responsible for the instillation and maintenance of all alarm system equipment, as well as being in direct contact
with local law enforcement and our on-site manager. In the case of an unauthorized intrusion or attempted intrusion,
the alarm system will send an automatic, electronic alert to both ownership and local law enforcement. During
employee training, each employee will be educated and aware, and taught how to use the security alarms. The
buttons will be placed and located at the front entrance, the office, and the safe room. Each moming the daily manager
who is the first to arrive, will be responsible for disabling the alarm system and examining all security cameras and
tapes to ensure they are operating correctly. The last agent to leave the facility each night will be responsible for
activating all over night security devices, and making sure to lock all doors and windows.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

Censors will be installed on all doors and windows through the third party security monitoring
center, and activated during all closed business hours. The alarms will register all activities,
and any attempt of intrusion will initiate a response.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

All marijuana products will be stored in a secured locked area during closed business hours under 24 hour video surveillance. During
open business hours the marijuana product will be stored on display for customers in a secure, unreachable to customers case. All
inventory will be diligently tracked through Metrc and weighed frequently to ensure there is no diversion happening through Uncle
Herb employees or managers. In the event that an employee is caught illegally distributing marijuana, or caught stealing, the
company will cooperate as needed with local City and State law enforcement. Employees found to be diverting marijuana could be
arrested and punished to the fullest extent of the law, and the Company will cooperate with all law enforcement detectives. Employee
found Inventory tracking will be taken weekly and stored as official business records. Surveillance cameras will be strategically
placed to be visible and provide a full view of the room, entryway, safes, money counting area, and product counting area. All
employees will be trained to recognize potential theft, and will be required to immediately notify either ownership or management if
they suspect theft is occurring. Shall any theft occur, or suspected theft occur, ownership will contact local law enforcement
immediately. Once a theft is reported to law enforcement, ownership will update the product records into Metrc to maintain an
accurate and comprehensive accounting for all marijuana inventory activity. Any reports and documentation conceming a suspected
or actual theft will be maintained by the company for five (5) years and made available to the MC Board upon request.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Uncle Herbs will have a "No Loitering" sign clearly posted on the exterior of their facility. If an
employee suspects that a person is loitering outside the establishment, they will be given a
verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified and asked to leave the premises by a
company agent. Once a customer has finished their transaction they no longer have a purpose
to be inside the retail area. Agents will cordially let the customer know that the company has a
"No loitering" policy and they need to leave the area and wait outside if they are waiting on
others. Agents will maintain a regular and noticeable presence around the property to deter
any unauthorized entrance.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

Exterior motion detector lights will be installed allowing for any additional security measures
during closed business hours, and to ensure the outside cameras are capable of clearly
identifying any persons approaching the premises.

Multiple cameras will be used in order to record all areas of the establishment, inside and outside, at multiple angles and at a height
that will provide a clear, unobstructed view. Cameras will be carefully placed to prevent any blockage from lighting hoods, fixtures, or
other equipment. To ensure clear views for identity, the company will use high definition security cameras with extra upgrades to
prevent vandalism. All security cameras will be positioned in such a manner as to get the best facial image of anyone present within
the building and within twenty (20) feet of the exterior walls. The front entrance door of the facility as well as the exterior emergency
exit door will have cameras documenting the face of anybody going in or out of the building.

All Trip Manifests will be sent with the products, and an additional copy will be stored and filed on the premises as
official business records. The Manifest documents will clearly have the strain name, type of product, batch number,
weight, name of the transporter and handlers ID, time of departure and expected delivery, and the make, model,
and license plate of the transporting vehicle. All marijuana product will be in a sealed package or container not
exceeding more than five (5) pounds and then stored in a locked storage compartment within the transport vehicle.
The transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations without making any unnecessary stops and at no time
during transit will marijuana products be directly visible.

Uncle Herb's will not sell, offer to sell, give, distribute, or deliver marijuana or marijuana products to any consumers who are: (1) not
physically present on the licensed premises; (2) under the influence of an alcoholic beverage, inhalant, or controlled substance; or (3) not
at least twenty one (21) years of age at the time of purchase, as evidenced by that consumer’s government-issued identification.

If a person enters the
premises exhibiting signs of impairment, Uncle Herb's employees and agents will be trained to recognize those signs, refuse all service
and sale to that individual, and escort them safely from the premises. If an agent suspects a customer of being intoxicated with any
substance upon entrance, the customer will be asked to leave and come back at a later date. Additionally, employees and management
will exercise strict diligence and compliance with the sale limits embodied in 3 AAC 306.355. No customer, in a single transaction, shall
be sold more than the following quantity of marijuana or marijuana product in a single transaction: (1) one ounce of usable marijuana; (2)
seven grams of marijuana concentrate for inhalation; or (3) marijuana or marijuana products containing more than a total of 5600
milligrams of THC per single transaction. All employees will be required to obtain a Marijuana Handlers Permit, as required by state
regulations. In addition to the permit, all employees will receive in-house training prior to their employment start date. This comprehensive
training module will include tools to target the prevention of marijuana or marijuana product sales to consumers who are under the
influence of alcohol, inhalants, or a controlled substance.

All marijuana products will be displayed in locked and secured display cases and cabinets which require employee assistance to access. Product
displays will be in full view of a working video surveillance camera at all times that marijuana or marijuana product is stored in the display.
Marijuana products will be placed in the secured displays at opening, and will only be on display during business hours. Each moming the specified
products will be removed from their secure storage in the safe room and placed in their designated and labeled display. Each evening, any product
left in the display room will be placed back into secure storage in the safe room. Marijuana and marijuana products will be secured in a locked case
at all times where customers may be present on the premises. Only marijuana that is packaged and labeled in accordance with all state and
municipal laws and regulations, and in accordance with Uncle Herb's palicies, will be placed in product displays and accessed for sale to the public.
All employees will be trained and regularly monitored to ensure compliance with the display and closing policies, and that all product is secured and
accounted for at all times. The facility will have education stations positioned around the shopping area with product details and information.
Trained agents will be walking around, interacting, and educating customers on the displayed products, the benefits, and the prices. When
customers have made their purchasing decisions, they will then head to the check-out counter. All sell-able edibles, concentrates, and flowers will
be stored behind the check-out counter. All products on the shopping floor will be for display only. Cashiers will take the customer order and fulfill
them from behind the counter. Concentrates and edibles will all be prepackaged and labeled. Flower will be sold in a hybrid system. Some will be
prepackaged in heat sealed mylar bags (smell proof) in 1g, 3.5g, and 7g increments. These bags will be per-labeled. Other options will be “Deli"
style. Large glass jars with batch labeled strains will be on display. If a customer wants that strain, the agent will weigh flower at the check-out
counter using a certified scale. Once weighed to the desired amount, the agent will register the purchase in the POS system, seal the product into
a child-proof container, and print the packaging label. The prepackaged products will be in secured bins on the shelves in the shopping area, or on
hooks against the back wall behind the counter, well out of the reach of the customers. Any edibles will be stored in a refrigerator, also securely
placed behind the counter out of reach of the customers. Any non-marijuana inventory will be stored in bins on the shelves, on hooks against the
back wall, or out on the shopping floor in a separate display case.

Cannabis products transported from cultivation or
manufacturing facilities will be inspected by a QCU agent for quality and consistency with the travel manifest documentation. Once approved,
inventory will be entered into the POS tracking system with all mandatory information designated by the MC Board. Purchase order entry
information will be stored on the server, and printed and stored as official business records. When cannabis-infused edibles and marijuana
concentrates are delivered from a manufacturer, QCU will inspect the products for contamination, the travel manifest documentation
consistency, and the label information. Labels will be checked for: (1) name and license number of the providing entity; (2) production lot and
batch number; (3) strain Information; (4) net weight of the product in the package (not including weight of packaging); and (5) packaging date
and expiration date. The travel manifest paperwork will be checked for: (1) name and license number of the providing entity; (2) delivery date;
(3) start time and estimated arrival time; (4) strain and batch information; (5) delivery driver name and handler's card verification; and (6) the
weight of the products transferred. The manager accepting the product will take photocopies of all paperwork involved in the transfer. Both the
provider and the receiver of the marijuana products will sign paperwork expressing that all information is correct and the transfer took place.

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COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT

This Commercial Lease Agreement (hereinafter the “Agreement”) is entered into between

Kisha Smaw, owner of the premise located at 6511 Arctic Spur Rd., Anchorage, Alaska
(hereinafter the “Lessor”) and Eden Management Group, LLC (hereinafier the “Lessee”).

Term. The term of this lease shall be for Five (5) years, renewable at the option of the

Lessee shall exercise this option to
renew by giving Lessor written notice of intention to renew not less than 60 days prior to
the expiration of the original term.

Written Agreement. Should the term of this lease pursuant to this Agreement be renewed
on any other basis than a year-to-year basis as provided in Paragraph 1.2, the renewed
lease shall be in writing and appended to this Agreement.

First Right of Refusal. Lessee shall have an ongoing, and exclusive right of first refusal
(herein after referred to as “Right of First Refusal™) to lease or purchase the Premises. The
Right of First Refusal shall be exercisable by Lessee only if: [i] Lessee is not then in
default of its obligations under this Lease and the term of the Lease (including any
Extension Term) has not expired; and (ii) no event of default by Lessee under this Lease
then exists and is continuing beyond the expiration of any notice and cure periods
applicable thereto under the Lease, as of the date of submission of the Offer.

Offer to lease from third party. Prior to unconditionally accepting a bona fide offer (the
“Offer”) from a prospective tenant to lease or purchase all or any part of the Premise at the
end of the lease term. Lessor shall give Lessee written notice of same setting forth all of
the material terms and conditions of such Offer (the “Offer Notice”). Lessee shall have
Thirty (30) business days after receipt of the Offer Notice to exercise the Right of First
Refusal by written notice to Lessor of its intent to exercise and Seven (7) additional days
to provide proof of funds after Lessor receives Notice of Lessor’s intent to exercise Right
of First Refusal from Lessee. If Lessor exercises the Right of First Refusal, Lessee shall be
required to lease or purchase all of the Premise that is the subject of the Offer on the same
terms as set forth in the offer. If Lessee fails to notify Lessor of its election within the
aforesaid Thirty (30) business day period, Lessee shall be deemed to have waived the
Right of First Refusal with respect to the Offer.
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ARTICLE

2.1  Property. The property to be leased by Lessor to Lessee is owned by Lessor, and is an
office/warehouse, more particularly described as at: 6511 Arctic Spur Rd., Anchorage, AK.
(hereinafter referred to as “Premises” or “Property”). Lessor shall lease to Lessee all real
property and improvements contained thereon to Lessee at this location.

ARTICLE Il

3.1 Payments. Rent shall be abated, due to the startup nature of Lessee’s business venture,
until Lessee’s business is licensed by the State of Alaska and local government and has
commenced revenue-generating operations. All amounts due and payable under this Agreement
from Lessee to Lessor shall be comprised of Seven Thousand Three Hundred and Seventy-One
dollars per month ($7371.00), which shall be good and valuable consideration for and in
exchange for the responsibilities and obligations under this lease and may be modified or more
specifically delineated in an amendment to this Lease, as agreed to in writing by the parties.

3.2 Utilities: Lessee will be responsible for all utility payments for the leased property to
include, electric, natural gas, refuse, sewer & water, security, telephone, internet, snow plowing,
as required for lessee’s business operation. This lease does not anticipate any common or shared
Utilities or any utility cost that will be the Lessor responsibility.

3.3 Payments Due. All payments due from Lessee to Lessor shall be made no later than the
fifth day of the month. Thereafter, payments received after the 5 day of the month shall be
deemed late and subject to a Five (5) percent late fee, which may be waived at Lessor’s option.

ARTICLE IV

4.1  Covenants. Lessor hereby covenants to Lessee that the property to be leased under this
Agreement is in reasonably good condition and suited for the purpose for which it was built.
Lessor shall not prohibit lessee from peaceably using and enjoying the property.

42  Repairs. Lessee accepts the property under this Agreement as-is and hereby assumes
responsibility for all costs associated with maintenance and repairs to the property, with the
exception of structural damage and necessary repairs, which shall be Lessor’s obligation to
maintain. Lessor shall be responsible for remediation of any environmental, soil, or other site
conditions. Lessee shall not be responsible for any soil, environmental, or other site conditions
that were pre-existed Lessee’s occupancy of the Property.

Nothing in this
section 5.1 releases either party from the obligations and responsibilities under this Agreement if
termination is prior to end of lease term.

52  Notice. Notice, whether required by Paragraph 5.1 or for any other reason, shall be given
in writing addressed to the parties’ respective addresses listed in the signature block of this
Agreement. Notice given via electronic mail shall be sufficient under this Agreement.

5.3  Early Termination. In the event Lessee, despite commercially reasonable efforts and at
no fault of its own, is unable to obtain the necessary Alaska state license and municipal special
land use permit approvals needed to implement their business plan [or there are changes in
Alaska state or municipal law that make the business of Tenant illegal or a change in federal
enforcement policy], Lessee may, at Lessee’s election, be released from the terms of the Lease.
In such event Lessor shall retain, as liquidated damages all payments and deposits paid by or on
behalf of Lessee. Lessor and Lessee acknowledge that Lessor’s damages in such an event are
difficult to precisely measure, but that said sum is a reasonable approximation of those damages.
This release and liquidated damages provision is not applicable in any circumstances other than
those expressly set forth in this paragraph.

Should any
good faith and informal discussions fail to resolve any dispute, then any party to this Agreement
shall have the right to seek resolution in a court of law possessing jurisdiction over the parties
and subject matter of this agreement. Any award of attorneys fees to the prevailing party shall be
in accordance with any applicable law, rule or regulation.
