AN ALASKA CORPORATION

ARTICLE |
OFFICES

The principal office of the Corporation in the State of Alaska, shall be located
in the Municipality of Anchorage. The Corporation may have such other
offices, either within or without the State of Alaska, as the Board of Directors
may designate or as the business of the Corporation may require from time to
time.

ARTICLE Il
SHAREHOLDERS

SECTION 1. ANNUAL MEETING. The annual meeting of the shareholders
shall be held on the 15th day in the month of January in each year, beginning
with the year 2016, for the purpose of electing Directors and for the
transaction of such other business as may come before the meeting. If the
day fixed for the annual meeting shall be a legal holiday in the State of Alaska,
such meeting shall be held on the next succeeding business day. If the
election of Directors shall not be held on the day designated herein for any
annual meeting of the shareholders, or at any adjournment thereof, the Board
of Directors shall cause the election to be held at a special meeting of the
shareholders as soon thereafter as conveniently may be.

SECTION 2. SPECIAL MEETINGS. Special meetings of the shareholders, for
any purpose or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be
called by the President or by the Board of Directors, and shall be called by the
President at the request of the holders of not less than ten percent of all the
outstanding shares of the Corporation entitled to vote at the meeting.





SECTION 3. PLACE OF MEETING. The Board of Directors may designate
any place, either within or without the State of Alaska, unless otherwise
prescribed by statute, as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for
any special meeting. A waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled to
vote at a meeting may designate any place, either within or without the State
of Alaska, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, as the place for the holding
of such meeting. If no designation is made, the place of meeting shall be the
principal office of the Corporation.

SECTION 4. NOTICE OF MEETING. Written notice stating the place, day and
hour of the meeting and, in the case of a special meeting, the purpose or
purposes for which the meeting is called, shall unless otherwise prescribed by
statute, be delivered not less than 20 days nor more than 60 days before the
date of the meeting, to each shareholder of record entitled to vote at such
meeting. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when
deposited in the United States Mail, addressed to the shareholder at his
address as it appears on the stock transfer books of the Corporation, with
signature required postage thereon prepaid.

SECTION 5. CLOSING OF TRANSFER BOOKS OF EXISTING RECORD.
The purpose of determining shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at any
meeting of shareholders or any adjournment thereof, or shareholders entitled
to receive payment of any dividend, or in order to make a determination of
shareholders for any other proper purpose, the Board of Directors of the
Corporation may provide that the stock transfer books shall be closed for a
stated period, but not to exceed in any case fifty (50) days. If the stock
transfer books shall be closed for the purpose of determining shareholders
entitled to notice of or to vote at a meeting of shareholders, such books shall
be closed for at least 10 days immediately preceding such meeting. In lieu of
closing the stock transfer books, the Board of Directors may fix in advance a
date as the record date for any such determination of shareholders, such date
in any case to be not more than 30 days and, in case of a meeting of
shareholders, not less than 10 days, prior to the date on which the particular
action requiring such determination of shareholders is to be taken. If the stock
transfer books are not closed and no record date is fixed for the determination
of shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at a meeting of shareholders, or
shareholders entitled to receive payment of a dividend, the date on which the
notice of the meeting is mailed or the date on which the resolution of the
Board of Directors declaring such dividend is adopted, as the case may be,
shall be the record date for such determination of shareholders. When a
determination of shareholders entitled to vote at any meeting of shareholders





has been made as provided in this section, such determination shall apply to
any adjournment thereof.

SECTION 6. VOTING LISTS. The officer or agent having charge of the stock
transfer books for shares of the Corporation shall make a complete list of the
shareholders entitled to vote at each meeting of shareholders or any
adjournment thereof, arranged in alphabetical order, with the address of and
the number of shares held by each. Such list shall be produced and kept open
at the time and place of the meeting and shall be subject to the inspection of
any shareholder during the whole time of the meeting for the purposes
thereof.

SECTION 7. QUORUM. A majority of the outstanding shares of the
Corporation entitled to vote, represented in person, shall constitute a quorum
at a meeting of shareholders. If less than a majority of the outstanding shares
are represented at a meeting, a majority of the shares so represented may
adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice. At such
adjourned meeting at which a quorum shall be present or represented, any
business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the meeting
as originally noticed. The shareholders present at a duly organized meeting
may continue to transact business until adjournment, notwithstanding the
withdrawal of enough shareholders to leave less than a quorum.

SECTION 8. Proxies. At all meetings of shareholders, a shareholder may vote
in person or by proxy executed in writing by the shareholder or by his duly
authorized attorney-in-fact. Such proxy shall be filed with the secretary of the
Corporation 5 days before the meeting. A meeting of the Board of Directors
may be had by means of a telephone conference or similar communications
equipment by which all persons participating in the meeting can hear each
other, and participation in a meeting under such circumstances shall
constitute presence at the meeting.

SECTION 9. Voting of shares. Each outstanding share entitled to vote shall be
entitled to one vote upon each matter submitted to a vote at a meeting of
shareholders.

SECTION 10. Voting of Shares by Certain Holders. Shares standing in the
name of another Corporation may be voted by such officer, agent or proxy as
the Bylaws of such Corporation may prescribe or, in the absence of such
provision, as the Board of Directors of such Corporation may determine.
Shares held by an administrator, executor, guardian or conservator may be
voted by him, either in person or by proxy, without a transfer of such shares
into his name. Shares standing in the name of a trustee may be voted by him,





either in person, but no trustee shall be entitled to vote shares held by him
without a transfer of such shares into his name. Shares standing in the name
of a receiver may be voted by such receiver, and shares held by or under the
control of a receiver may be voted by such receiver without the transfer
thereof into his name, if authority so to do be contained in an appropriate
order of the court by which such receiver was appointed. A shareholder
whose shares are pledged shall be entitled to vote such shares until the
shares have been transferred into the name of the pledgee, and thereafter the
pledgee shall be entitled to vote the shares so transferred. Shares of its own
stock belonging to the Corporation shall not be voted, directly or indirectly, at
any meeting, and shall not be counted in determining the total number of
outstanding shares at any given time.

SECTION 11. Informal Action by Shareholders. Unless otherwise provided by
law, any action required to be taken at a meeting of the shareholders, or any
other action which may be taken at a meeting of the shareholders, may be
taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so
taken, shall be signed by all of the shareholders entitled to vote with respect to
the subject matter thereof.

ARTICLE Il
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. General Powers. The business and affairs of the Corporation
shall be managed by its President and Board of Directors.

SECTION 2. Number. Tenure and Qualifications. The number of directors of
the Corporation shall be fixed by the Board of Directors, but in no event shall
be less than one. Each director shall hold office until the next annual meeting
of shareholders, released of duties by the board members or until his
successor shall have been elected and qualified.

SECTION 3. Regular Meetings. A regular meeting of the Board of Directors
shall be held without other notice than this By-law immediately after, and at
the same place as, the annual meeting of shareholders. The Board of
Directors may provide, by resolution, the time and place for the holding of
additional regular meetings without notice other than such resolution.

SECTION 4. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors
may be called by or at the request of the President or any two directors. The
person or persons authorized to call special meetings of the Board of
Directors may fix the place for holding any special meeting of the Board of
Directors called by them.





SECTION 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall be given at least one
(1) day previous thereto by written notice delivered personally or mailed to
each director at his business address, or by telegram. If mailed, such notice
shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States Mail so
addressed, with postage thereon prepaid. If notice be given by telegram, such
notice shall be deemed to be delivered when the telegram is delivered to the
telegraph company. Any directors may waive notice of any meeting. The
attendance of a director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of
such meeting, except where a director attends a meeting for the express
purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business because the meeting
is not lawfully called or convened.

SECTION 6. Quorum. A majority of the number of directors fixed by Section 2
of this Article Ill shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at
any meeting of the Board of Directors, but if less than such majority is present
at a meeting, a majority of the directors present may adjourn the meeting from
time to time without further notice.

SECTION 7. Manner of Acting. The act of the majority of the directors present
at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board of
Directors.

SECTION 8. Action Without a Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the
Board of Directors at a meeting may be taken without a meeting if a consent
in writing, setting forth the action so to be taken, shall be signed before such
action by all of the directors.

SECTION 9. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the Board of Directors may
be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of the remaining directors though
less than a quorum of the Board of Directors, unless otherwise provided by
law. A director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected for the unexpired term
of his predecessor in office. Any directorship to be filled by reason of an
increase in the number of directors may be filled by election by the Board of
Directors for a term of office continuing only until the next election of directors
by the shareholders.

SECTION 10. Compensation. By resolution of the Board of Directors, each
director may be paid his expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of
the Board of Directors, and may be paid a stated salary as director or a fixed
sum for attendance at each meeting of the Board of Directors or both. No
such payment shall preclude any director from serving the Corporation in any
other capacity and receiving compensation therefor.





SECTION 11. Presumption of Assent. A director of the Corporation who is
present at a meeting of the Board of Directors at which action on any
corporate matter is taken shall be presumed to have assented to the action
taken unless his dissent shall be entered in the minutes of the meeting or
unless he shall file his written dissent to such action with the person acting as
the Secretary of the meeting before the adjournment thereof, or shall forward
such dissent by registered mail to the Secretary of the Corporation
immediately after the adjournment of the meeting. Such right to dissent shalll
not apply to director who voted in favor of such action.

ARTICLE IV
OFFICERS

SECTION 1. Number. The officers of the Corporation shall be a President,
one or more Vice Presidents, a Secretary, and a Treasurer, each of whom
shall be elected by the Board of Directors. Such other officers and assistant
officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or appointed by the
Board of Directors, including a Chairman of the Board. In its discretion, the
Board of Directors may leave unfilled for any such period as it may determine
any office except those of President and Secretary. Any two or more offices
may be held by the same person, except for the offices of President and
Secretary which may not be held by the same person. Officers may be
directors or shareholders of the Corporation.

SECTION 2. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the Corporation to be
elected by the Board of Directors shall be elected annually by the Board of
Directors at the first meeting of the Board of Directors held after each annual
meeting of the shareholders. If the election of officers shall not be held at such
meeting, such election shall be held as soon thereafter as conveniently may
be. Each officer shall hold office until his successor shall have been duly
elected and shall have qualified, or until his death, or until he shall resign or
shall have been removed in the manner hereinafter provided.

SECTION 3. Removal. Any officer or agent may be removed by the Board of
Directors whenever, in its judgment, the best interests of the Corporation will
be served thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract
rights, if any, of the person so removed. Election or appointment of an officer
or agent shall not of itself create contract rights, and such appointment shall
be terminable at will.

SECTION 4. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death,
resignation, removal, disqualification or otherwise, may be filled by the Board
of Directors for the unexpired portion of the term.





SECTION 5. President. The President shall be the principal executive officer
of the Corporation and, subject to the control of the Board of Directors, shall in
general supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the
Corporation. He shall, when present, preside at all meetings of the
shareholders and of the Board of Directors, unless there is a Chairman of the
Board in which case the Chairman shall preside. He may sign, with the
Secretary or any other proper officer of the Corporation thereunto authorized
by the Board of Directors, certificates for shares of the Corporation, any
deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments which the Board of
Directors has authorized to be executed, except in cases where the signing
and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the Board of Directors
or by these Bylaws to some other officer or agent of the Corporation, or shall
be required by law to be otherwise signed or executed; and in general shall
perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other duties as
may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time.

SECTION 6. Vice President. In the absence of the President or in event of his
death, inability or refusal to act, the Vice President shall perform the duties of
the President, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject
to all the restrictions upon the President. The Vice President shall perform
such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the
President or by the Board of Directors. If there is more than one Vice
President, each Vice President shall succeed to the duties of the President in
order of rank as determined by the Board of Directors. If no such rank has
been determined, then each Vice President shall succeed to the duties of the
President in order of date of election, the earliest date having the first rank.

SECTION 7. Secretary. The Secretary shall:

(a) Keep the minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders and of the Board
of Directors in one or more minute books provided for that purpose; (b) See
that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these
Bylaws or as required by law; (c) Be custodian of the corporate records and of
the seal of the Corporation and see that the seal of the Corporation is affixed
to all documents, the execution of which on behalf of the Corporation under its
seal is duly authorized; (d) Keep a register of the post office address of each
shareholder which shall be furnished to the Secretary by such shareholder; (e)
Sign with the President certificates for shares of the Corporation, the issuance
of which shall have been authorized by resolution of the Board of Directors; (f)
Have general charge of the stock transfer books of the Corporation; and (g) In
general perform all duties incident to the office of the Secretary and such
other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or
by the Board of Directors.





SECTION 8. Treasurer. The Treasurer shall: (a) Have charge and custody of
and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Corporation: (b) Receive
and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the Corporation from any
source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of the
Corporation in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as shall be
selected in accordance with the provisions of Article VI of these Bylaws; and
(c) In general perform all of the duties incident to the office of Treasurer and
such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the
President or by the Board of Directors. If required by the Board of Directors,
the Treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such
sum and with such sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine.

SECTION 9. Salaries. The salaries of the officers shall be fixed from time to
time by the Board of Directors, and no officer shall be prevented from
receiving such salary by reason of the fact that he is also a director of the
Corporation.

ARTICLE V
INDEMNITY

The Corporation shall indemnify its directors, officers and employees as
follows:

(a) Every director, officer, or employee of the Corporation shall be indemnified
by the Corporation against all expenses and liabilities, including counsel fees,
reasonably incurred by or imposed upon him in connection with any
proceeding to which he may be made a party, or in which he may become
involved, by reason of his being or having been a director, officer, employee
or agent of the Corporation or any settlement thereof, whether or not he is a
director, officer, employee or agent at the time such expenses are incurred,
except in such cases wherein the director, officer, or employee is adjudged
guilty of willful misfeasance or malfeasance in the performance of his duties;
provided that in the event of a settlement the indemnification herein shall
apply only when the Board of Directors approves such settlement and
reimbursement as being for the best interests of the Corporation. (b) The
Corporation shall provide to any person who is or was a director, officer,
employee, or agent of the Corporation or is or was serving at the request of
the Corporation as a director, officer, employee or agent of the corporation,
partnership, joint venture, trust or enterprise, the indemnity against expenses
of suit, litigation or other proceedings which is specifically permissible under
applicable law. (c) The Board of Directors may, in its discretion, direct the





purchase of liability insurance by way of implementing the provisions of this
Article V.

ARTICLE VI
CHECKS, DEPOSITS CONTRACTS, AND LOANS

SECTION 1. Checks. All checks, drafts or other orders for the payment of
money, notes or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the
Corporation, shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the
Corporation and in such manner as shall from time to time be determined by
resolution of the Board of Directors.

SECTION 2. Deposits. All funds of the Corporation not otherwise employed
shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of the Corporation in such
banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Board of Directors may
select.

SECTION 3.Contracts. The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or
officers, agent or agents, to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any
instrument in the name of and on behalf of the Corporation, and such authority
may be general or confined to specific instances.

SECTION 4. Loans. No loans shall be contracted on behalf of the Corporation
and no evidences of indebtedness shall be issued in its name unless
authorized by a resolution of the Board of Directors. Such authority may be
general or confined to specific instances.

ARTICLE VI
CERTIFICATES FOR SHARES AND THEIR TRANSFER

SECTION 1. Certificates for Shares. Certificates representing shares of the
Corporation shall be in such form as shall be determined by the Board of
Directors. Such certificates shall be signed by the President and by the
Secretary or by such other officers authorized by law and by the Board of
Directors so to do, and sealed with the corporate seal. All certificates for
shares shall be consecutively numbered or otherwise identified. The name
and address of the person to whom the shares represented thereby are
issued, with the number of shares and date of issue, shall be entered on the
stock transfer books of the Corporation. All certificates surrendered to the
Corporation for transfer shall be canceled and no new certificate shall be
issued until the former certificate for a like number of shares shall have been
surrendered and canceled, except that in case of a lost, destroyed or





mutilated certificate, a new one may be issued upon such terms and
indemnity to the Corporation as the Board of Directors may prescribe.

SECTION 2. Transfer of Shares. Transfer of shares of the Corporation shall
be made only on the stock transfer books of the Corporation by the holder of
record thereof or by his legal representative, who shall furnish proper
evidence of authority to transfer, or by his attorney thereunto authorized by
power of attorney duly executed and filed with the Secretary of the
Corporation, and on surrender for cancellation of the certificate for such
shares. The person in whose name shares stand on the books of the
Corporation shall be deemed by the Corporation to be the owner thereof for all
purposes. Provided, however, that upon any action undertaken by the
shareholders to elect S Corporation status pursuant to Section 1362 of the
Internal Revenue Code and upon any shareholders agreement thereto
restricting the transfer of said shares so as to disqualify said S Corporation
status, said restriction on transfer shall be made a part of the bylaws so long
as said agreement is in force and effect.

ARTICLE VIlI
FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Corporation shall begin on the first day of January and
end on the 31st day of December each year.

ARTICLE IX
DIVIDENDS

The Board of Directors may from time to time declare, and the Corporation
may pay, dividends on its outstanding shares in the manner and upon the
terms and conditions provided by law and its Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE X
CORPORATE SEAL

At the discretion of the Board of Directors, the Corporation may adopt a
corporate seal, circular in form and shall have inscribed thereon the name of
the Corporation and the State of incorporation and the words, "Corporate
Seal". No seal shall be necessary to make any contract or undertaking valid.

ARTICLE Xl
WAIVER OF NOTICE





Unless otherwise provided by law, whenever any notice is required to be
given to any shareholder or director of the Corporation under the provisions of
these Bylaws or under the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation or under
the provisions of the applicable Business Corporation Act, a waiver thereof in
writing, signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether
before or after the time stated therein, shall be deemed equivalent to the
giving of such notice.

ARTICLE Xl
- AMENDMENTS

The consumer will be asked for identification for formal scanning registration into
our electronic FlowHub marijuana tracking system to identify the individual as a legitimate consumer that is 21 years and older.
This system will notify security and all employees if that particular consumer has already been in the store that day and how
much the consumer purchased for the day based on regulations (3AAC 306.355/limit on quantity sold). All employees must have
acquired a marijuana handlers card and gone through AMD training in order to be able to identify individuals. After a frained
security employee has verification of age being 21 years or older in compliance with (3 AAC 306.350), the person will be asked to
stand on a designated line as to allow the surveillance camera to capture their picture. The potential consumer will then be
allowed to enter the restricted access retail area. Security will also maintain the flow of customers into and out of the marijuana
retail area. Any person that is not 21 years and older or intoxicated in any way will be asked to leave the building. The public will
only be allowed access to the marijuana retail area. Other restricted areas are off limits to the public.

Describe your processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

The public (21 and older) will only be allowed into the marijuana retail area. No public access of the other
restricted areas of the facility will be allowed unless necessary such as AMCO officials, law enforcement,
other business owners, or new employees. Compliance of this regulation (3 AAC 306.710) will be as
follows. Security will scan the ID, ensuring appropriate age, then call the owners or trained employee to
meet the person/persons at the front classroom/conference room. There will be another ID check by the
owner or trained employee. ID will then be taken, copied and held in the secure filing cabinet until
returning from the tour. A security form will also be filled out by the person wishing to enter the back
restricted area and a picture will be taken of the person to be placed onto a badge (see attachment of ID
badge in the section providing a sample copy) to be wom by the person/persons touring all restricted
access areas ( 3 AAC 306.710 (c) (2)(3)). The form will consist of time, date and signature of individual
along with the manager or licensee signature. Another form will be filled out in reference to any iliness the
person/persons may have at the time that may possibly contaminate any of the restricted area ( 3 AAC

Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement:

The building has seven large six foot commercial fixtures consisting of two T12 bulbs in each fixture for lighting
under the overhang/awning. This lighting consists of four fixtures on the front of the building providing well
enough lighting for clear view of the entrance. The lighting also consist of three fixtures down the side of the
building providing enough lighting for the sidewalk and back door. These large multiple fixtures will be
facilitating bright light throughout the buildings sidewalk and parking lot at least 90 feet in order to view security
camera surveillance clearly (3 AAC 306.720 (a)(1)(2)(b)).

An alarm system is required for all license types. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises:

The alarm system to be placed will be installed and maintained by a third party security company. The alarm system is a combination of
motion sensors, fire sensors and surveillance cameras that have day and night capability with camera range up to 150 foot. Monitors will
be set up with split screens in various places inside the facility as to view the marijuana retail area and entrance of the building from all
angles. Employees and consumers will be able to see the monitors as to know there is surveillance in progress as to try and deter any
theft issues. The alarm system has motion devices for all external doors along with inside each room of the building. The windows of the
building do not open so shatter sensors are on all windows along with the glass front door. If any alarm is triggered an alert will be
immediately sent to the alarm company, the owners and managers cell phones as to be able to monitor immediately the alarm visually via
live video stream surveillance. There are Lorex HD IP commercial surveillance cameras throughout the building with also utilizing
Fortress GSM alarm system. Both these systems are backed up by ADS UPS 750, 600 watts utilizing a 3 battery each UPS that will keep
the surveillance and security systems running at full capacity in case there is an electrical failure. 24/7 recording capability for all
surveillance cameras using DVR and Cloud services. There is an internal siren with strobe that will also alarm loudly as to try and deter
intruders. Having live video feed will give an advantage as to if the alarm is false, it will be able to be turned off remotely. If there is an
intruder or fire, the police or fire department will be nofified immediately. The APD substation is across the street along with the
Anchorage Fire Department and they have been given a layout of the building and contact number of ownership.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

There are motion devices on the external doors and windows as well as internal doors, to provide
safety for the building and deterrence of an intruder. If the doors move or there is any movement in
the building, the alarm will immediately sound internally and externally and an immediate alert will go
out to the owner, manager and security company. The windows in the building do not open and have
a shatter sensor on each window as to alarm if any breakage. The windows in the building have
security glass that will take a severe force before shattering and even then they should not fall out
due to the coating on the glass. There are night vision cameras as well with clear view of the internal
and external building. The alarm system will be activated upon leaving the building for closing.

In compliance with (3 AAC 306.715 (c)(1)(2)) Video surveillance cameras (3 AAC 306.720) along with a standard operating
procedure and marijuana tracking system will be implemented along with policies and procedure to prevent diversion of
marijuana. Video cameras will be placed where marijuana and marijuana product will be monitored, counted and weighed daily
in the Marijuana tracking system (3 AAC 306.330). Surveillance 360 cameras are also placed over the POS systems and check
out counters. Marijuana weight will be measured using a certified scale ( 3 AAC 306.745) at the end of each day or when being
packaged for the retail area and a policy is in place as to not have any diversion of product. Every step will be monitored by and
tracked by double checking and signing policy of two or more employees, security video system and FlowHub/MetrC marijuana
tracking system. Monitor cameras will be placed in various areas. Employees and consumers will be able to see the monitors as
to know there is surveillance in progress as to try and deter any theft issues. Proposed employees will also go through an
extensive screening process, background checks and work history with references. AM Delight will provide all employees with
proper training as to prevent diversion of product and to menitor the consumers in the marijuana retail area.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

A sign of 12x18 inches will be placed on the outside of building that will state, no loitering and no soliciting.
The building is set up in such that trained security personnel or employees will be able ask for the ID and the
loiters/solicitors will be asked to leave or possibly escorted from the marijuana business premises. All
customers will be educated on leaving the premises after their purchases have been made as to not allow
lingering or soliciting. Security monitor screens will be in place throughout the facility as to see every aspect
of the outside the building. Our policy and procedure will consist of educating the consumer of no loitering on
the marijuana business premises, and to not consume marijuana or marijuana product in public. People who
are not adhering will be escorted off the marijuana premises by security, management or owner while other
qualified personnel maintains safety of customers and the building. If necessary, local law enforcement will
be notified if the person is uncooperative and unwilling to leave the premises.

Our policy and procedure of the security/panic button which is placed in various places in the building
and will only be pressed in an emergency situation that will alarm in the building with a siren and strobe,
as well as sending a signal to the security company,manager and owners cell phone immediately. If the
situation in in the marijuana retail area,the security personnel will be able to close off waiting consumers
or ask them to step outside to provide safety to the public and community. The security personnel may
assess the situation from the security desk surveillance screen or enter the marijuana retail area to
assess the situation along with any manager and/or owner ensuring other consumers safety. The police
will be notified immediately. As stated above, motion sensors along with the cameras and surveillance
system will be turned on after the business is closed at night upon leaving the building.

AMD Policy and Procedure 1015 Alarm System usage

The alarm system is set up to work 24/7. The system has motion sensors, door sensors, window shatter
sensors, and smoke sensors. This system works in conjunction with the surveillance system that has full
spectrum day vision as well as night vision with a camera range of the entire inside of the building and up to
150 feet of the outside of the building with zoom capability. The system is designed to alett the alarm company,
managers and owner via txt and a call immediately upon being triggered.

1. The owner and one to two managers will be kept on night call at all times. They will be scheduled as such
in order to maintain security of the building along with the alarm company. A schedule will be kept in the
main office.

If you are on call, you must stay in good cell phone reception and within 20-30 minutes of driving distance

to the building,

3. Upon leaving the building at night after closing, the alarm is to be set by wither using the FOB or directly
setting it at the station and the live video feed is to be tested by looking at the surveillance from your
phone.

4. TIf the alarm should be triggered, it will immediately send a txt and phone call to your phone, the loud siren
alarm will be heard inside the building along with the strobe.

5. Immediately look into the live feed surveillance system to assess the situation.

6. Determine if there is a need to place a call to Anchorage Police Department in order for them to dispatch
the substation across the street.

When marijuana product is brought into the building where surveillance cameras are on live video feed,
the delivery persons ID and product manifest will be checked and then escorted by management and/or
owner.

The product will be assessed, weighed, manifest checked again, and signature given of the delivery
person along with the manager/owner of verification of the product type and weight.

Along with the double signatures verifying everything is correct, the product will then be immediately
placed into the marijuana tracking system of both FlowHub and MetriC.

Verification by the manager and owner shall be made on the “Daily Product Storage” sheet by both
parties signing and placing the product into the storage cabinet and place the lock onto the cabinet.

A trained employee may verify with a manager or owner if one of them are not available.

There must be dual signing on all marijuana product every time.

Packaging

When packaging is needed, all packaging personnel will keep all personal belongings in the break troom
in a locked locker.

No personal items will be allowed into the packaging area.

A manager and/or owner will open the locked daily storage cabinet and product will be weighed and
signed off together on the “Daily Product Storage” sheet.

The marijuana product will then be placed into a bin on the table in the middle of the room under the
direct camera.

Packaging employees will gather supply such as the different size bags, cone or papers for joints needed
to stock the retail floor.

The area where packaging and weighing will be facilitated, there will be cameras placed for
total room view along with overhead cameras pointing straight down but still having surround range, allowing clear view of packaging and the scale being
used and the individuals using them. As stated above on lighting: Our building has seven large 6 foot commercial fixtures of lighting under the
overhang/awning on the building to facilitating bright light throughout the buildings sidewalk and parking lot at least 50 feet in order to view security camera
surveillance clearly. There is a street light in front of the building providing nighttime light along with the building extemal lights. Outside lights along with some
inside lights will be left on after hours. These lights along with night vision cameras will facilitate security.

| have called and spoke with Alecia at Anchorage Wastewater and she stated there is no policy on what can be drained into the system at
this time. She states there is no problem with wastewater from plants or any liquids that is used in the marijuana business as everything is
drained into a central area that is treated. We will continue to keep in touch on occasion to be compliant if their policy changes. The only
liquids and wastewater should be everyday use liquids, hand washing water, toilet water and some cleaning supplies.

Solid waste such as marijuana and marijuana product (3 AAC 306.740) will be finely ground and placed into a compost bin mixed with
soil, coffee grounds, worms and other organic material. This solid waste of all marijuana and marijuana product will be stored in a locked
cabinet until approval from control board for disposal prior to composting. All wasted marijuana and marijuana product material will be
documented into the tracking system (3 AAC 306.740 (c)(2)) and the board notified per regulation of a three-day notice prior to disposal
(3 AAC 306.740 (c)(1)). Other waste such as paper, plastic, cardboard and regular waste will be either sent to be recycled or disposed of
with local Anchorage waste management (3 ACC 306.740 (d)(2)). The trash dumpster is located outside the back door of the building.

COMMERCIAL BUILDING LEASE AGREEMENT
Parties

This lease agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between
ONeill Properties, Inc. (“Landlord”), an Alaska corporation, and Alaska Aurora Enterprises

6.5. Maintenance/Repairs.

6.5.1. By Landlord. Landlord shall, at its expense, maintain and repair in
a good, safe and clean condition all parts of the Building and Property, including the outer walls,
roofs and mechanical, plumbing and electrical systems of and in the Building. However, if
Landlord is required to make any repairs that are caused by any negligent or wrongful intentional
acts or omissions of Tenant or any of Tenant’s representatives, agents, employees, licensees or
invitees, Landlord may charge the reasonable cost of such repairs to Tenant as Additional Rent
due in its entirety with the next monthly Rent payment..

6.5.2. By Tenant. Tenant shall, at its expense, maintain and repair in a
good, safe and clean condition the Premises and all of its personal properties, fixtures, furniture
and equipment located in and on the Premises, including, without limitation, all mechanical,
plumbing and electrical systems including the interior ceilings, walls, windows, doors and floors
of the Building. Tenant will maintain and replace all broken plate glass.

6.6. Parking Area. Subject to Section 4.3.1 of this Agreement, Landlord shall,
atits expense: (a) maintain and repair the Parking Area; and (b) keep the Parking Area reasonably
free and clear of snow and ice obstructions. Tenant acknowledges, accepts and assumes the risk,
however, that the Parking Area may not always be sanded in the winter season and may be slippery.

[ Taxes and Assessments. Tenant shall be responsible for and promptly pay when
due all personal property taxes and assessments levied against Tenant’s personal properties,
fixtures, furniture and equipment located in or about the Premises. Subject to Section 4.3.1 of this
Agreement, Landlord shall be responsible for and promptly pay when due all real property taxes
and assessments levied against the Property, including the Premises.

8. Utilities and Services. Subject to Section 4.3.1 of this Agreement, Landlord shall
procure and pay for all exterior lighting. Tenant shall procure and pay for all other utilities and
services required for the operation of the Premises, including, without limitation, all utilities
electric, natural gas, telephone, telecommunications, data services and janitorial utilities and
services for the Premises. Landlord shall not be liable to Tenant for any loss or damage caused by
or resulting from any variation, interruption or failure of utilities or services required to be provided
by Landlord arising from any cause, condition or event whatsoever; and no variation, interruption
or failure of such utilities or services incident to the making of repairs, alterations or improvements,
or arising from any casualty loss or damage, accident, strike, lockout or other labor dispute,
condition, cause or event in whole or in part beyond the reasonable control of Landlord shall be
deemed an actual or constructive eviction of Tenant or relieve Tenant from any obligation
hereunder.

9. Liens and Encumbrances. Tenant shall have no right, power or authority to subject
the Premises to any liens or title encumbrances, including, without limitation, mechanics’ and

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materialmen’s liens, mortgages and deeds of trust arising out of its use, improvements, additions,
alterations or possession of the Premises.

10. Improvements, Alterations and Trade Fixtures.

10.1.  Initial Improvements. Landlord is not required to make any improvements
to the Premises.

10.2.  Additional Improvements or Alterations. Tenant may make improvements
or alterations to the Premises only with Landlord’s prior written approval, which approval shall

not be unreasonably delayed or withheld. Tenant is responsible for paying for (a) any and all such
improvements or alterations made by or on behalf of Tenant and (b) all electrical, mechanical,
plumbing and other Building upgrade costs necessitated by Tenant’s improvements or alterations.

10.3.  Ownership, Possession and Use of Permanent Improvements or Alterations.

All permanent alterations or improvements to the Premises shall immediately become and remain
the property of Landlord, subject to Tenant’s right to possess and use them during the Lease Term,
and shall remain in and on the Premises at the end of the Lease Term or sooner termination of this
Agreement.

10.4.  Notice of Non-Responsibility. Prior to commencing any improvements or
alterations to the Premises Tenant shall obtain from Landlord and duly post and record an
appropriate notice of Landlord’s non-responsibility for such improvements and alterations, pur-
suant to AS 34.35.065. Tenant shall, upon the completion of any improvements or alterations to
the Premises, promptly give and record an appropriate notice of completion respecting all such
improvements and alterations, pursuant to AS 34.35.071.

11.  Indemnification. Tenant shall defend, indemnify and save Landlord harmless from
and against any and all claims, causes of action, suits, actions, proceedings, damages, losses,
injuries, deaths, liabilities, judgments, awards, costs, expenses, interest and fees, including,
without limitation, reasonable actual costs and attorneys fees, suffered or incurred by Landlord as
a result of any act or omission by Tenant or its representatives, agents, servants, employees,
invitees, licensees, contractors or subcontractors in, on or about the Premises, but only to the extent
that Landlord’s negligence or willful misconduct was not the legal cause thereof.

12.  Insurance.

12.1.  Liability Insurance. Tenant shall procure and maintain, at its expense: (a)
commercial public liability insurance coverage, which includes coverage for (i) blanket
contractual liability for all risks assumed by Tenant under this Agreement, (ii) property damage,
and (iii) premises and operations. All such insurance shall: (a) name Tenant as the insured and
Landlord as an additional insured; and (b) provide them with single limits coverage of at least One
Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and in the aggregate for those sums that the named
insured and/or additional insured becomes legally obligated to pay because of bodily or personal
sickness, illness or injury, death, property damage and/or economic loss or damage occurring in,
on about or with respect to the Premises, the Building or any operations thereon or uses thereof,

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12.2.  Property Damage Insurance. Tenant may obtain, maintain and keep, at its
expense, throughout the Lease Term, all-risks physical damage insurance coverage on Tenant’s
furniture, equipment, fixtures and personal properties located in, on or about the Premises, but
neither Tenant nor Landlord shall be required to do so.

12.3. Employers Liability/Workers Compensation Insurance. Tenant shall

procure and maintain, at its expense in a form acceptable to the State of Alaska, employers’ liability
and workers’ compensation insurance coverage for its activities and operations in, on, about and
with respect to the Premises. Such employers’ liability insurance shall provide coverage in at least
the amount of the liability insurance coverage required in Section 12.1 and such workers
compensation insurance shall provide coverage in at least the amount of the statutorily required
limits.

12.4. General Requirements. All such insurance: (a) shall be issued by a
responsible insurance company that (i) is licensed to do business in Alaska or is a surplus carrier
then approved by the State of Alaska and (ii) then has general policyholder’s rating of at least “B”
in Best’s Key Rating Guide; (b) shall continue in effect until the expiration of the Lease Term; and
(c) shall provide by endorsement (i) that such insurance is primary with respect to all other
insurance, and without right of contribution from any other insurance, that may be carried or issued
to or for the benefit of Landlord, (ii) that no such insurance shall be canceled or materially changed
as respect the interests of Landlord on less than thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord at
its address in Section 23.17, except in the case of war and allied risks for which seven (7) days
prior written notice or such lesser period as may be specified in the policy conditions shall be
given. Tenant shall, within thirty (30) days after the Effective Date of this Agreement, and
thereafter whenever Landlord may reasonably require, provide Landlord with the policies
evidencing such coverage or, altenatively, a current written certificate(s) issued by an authorized
representative or agent of Tenant’s insurer(s), which states with specificity that each and every one
of the foregoing insurance coverages is in full force and effect. Prior to Tenant using or occupying
any portion of the Premises, Tenant shall provide Landlord with a written binder evidencing that
all such coverage is in full force and effect.

12.5. Waiver of Subrogation Rights. Landlord and Tenant hereby mutually
release each other from all liabilities and claims and waive all rights of recovery and remedies
against each other for and to the extent of their respective insurance coverages for such liabilities
and claims, including any extended coverage and endorsements thereto; provided, however, that
this release and waiver shall be inapplicable if it would have the effect, but only to the extent that
it would have the effect, of invalidating any insurance coverage of cither Landlord or Tenant

13.  Damage to Building. In the event that the Premises that is necessary for the
Permitted Use is damaged by fire, earthquake or other casualty, Landlord shall have the option to
forthwith repair such damages, if such repairs can, with ordinary efforts (not including overtime)
be made within ninety (90) days after such damages occur. Provided that such damage is not
caused by Tenant’s willful or negligent act or omission, there shall be a proportional abatement of
Tenant’s Rent obligations based upon the extent to which Tenant’s normal occupancy and use of
the Premises is curtailed or interfered with during the period when such repairs are being made.

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Otherwise, there shall be no Rent abatement for such curtailment or interference. In the event that
the Premises are destroyed or such repairs cannot, with ordinary efforts (not including overtime),
be made within ninety (90) days after such damages occur, Landlord (and Tenant if such damage
is not caused by Tenant’s willful or negligent act or omission) shall each have the option to
terminate this Agreement, provided that the party exercising the option gives written notice of its
exercise of the option to the other party within thirty (30) days following the date the casualty
occurred.

14. Condemnation. If any part of the Premises that is necessary for the Permitted Use
should be taken under power of eminent domain, or by a purchase in lieu thereof, whether by a
public, quasi-public or private entity, this Agreement shall, at the time of such condemnation, or,
at the option of Landlord, at the time of the taking, terminate; and the Rent for the calendar month
in which the Lease Term so ends shall be prorated between Tenant and Landlord. Otherwise, this
Agreement shall continue in effect with no reduction in Rent. In either case, all compensation for
the taking shall belong exclusively to Landlord, irrespective of whether such compensation is
awarded for the decrease in the value or the taking of the leasehold estate or the reversionary fee
interest. However, Tenant may make separate claim for moving expenses and the value of any of
its personal property which has been condemned.

15.  Default. In the event that Tenant should fail to observe any condition it is required
to observe or should default in the performance of any of its obligations or in the satisfaction of
any ofits liabilities under or with respect to this Agreement, including the timely payment of Rent,
Landlord shall give Tenant notice of the particulars of such default. If (a) within ten (10) days
after the giving of any such notice, Tenant has not completely cured all defaults in the payment of
Rent and (b) within twenty (20) days after the giving of such notice, Tenant has not completely
cured, or commenced to cure and be diligently proceeding toward a complete cure of, all of its
other defaults, Landlord may elect, but is not required to elect, among the following remedies.

15.1. If Tenant Has Not Abandoned Premises.

15.1.1. Remedy With Termination. If Tenant has not abandoned the
Premises and Landlord elects this remedy, Landlord shall so notify Tenant. This Agreement shall
thereupon terminate; Landlord may thereupon evict and dispossess Tenant from the Premises; and
Tenant shall thereupon pay Landlord all unpaid Rent and all damages suffered by Landlord as a
result of such default, which rights and remedies shall survive such termination.

15.1.2. Remedy Without Termination. If Tenant has not abandoned the
Premises and Landlord elects this remedy, Landlord shall so notify Tenant. This Agreement shall
not terminate; and Tenant shall thereupon pay Landlord: (a) all unpaid Rent and damages which it
then owes to Landlord; and (b) the present value, computed at a discount rate of six percent
(6%) per annum, of the Rent payable for the remainder of the Lease Term, which shall thereupon
be accelerated and become due and owing. Landlord may proceed immediately against Tenant to
collect all such Rent (including accelerated Rent) and damages. If Tenant pays Landlord all such
Rent (including accelerated Rent) and does not further default under this Agreement, Tenant may
continue to possess and use the Premises for the remainder of the Lease Term. Otherwise,
Landlord may evict and dispossess Tenant from the Premises by appropriate legal proceedings
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without terminating this Agreement; in which case Landlord shall attempt to mitigate Tenant’s
damages by seeking to relet the Premises for Tenant’s account to a new tenant during the remainder
of the Lease Term on such terms and conditions as may be commercially reasonable under the
circumstances, including for more or less rent, for more or less space, as a whole or in parcels, for
a shorter or longer term, and/or to itself or to an affiliate. If Landlord is successful in reletting the
Premises, all rental payments received by Landlord from the new tenant during the Lease Term
shall be duly credited against the Rent (including accelerated Rent) and damages Tenant then owes
to Landlord. However, Tenant’s liability to Landlord for such Rent (including accelerated Rent)
and damages shall not be delayed or reduced by anticipated future rental payments from any new
tenant. At the end of the Lease Term, Landlord shall reimburse Tenant for the excess (if any) of
the net rent it collects during the Lease Term for reletting the Premises which exceeds the total
Rent (including accelerated Rent) and damages Tenant owes Landlord (if any). No re-rental of all
or a portion of the Premises to Landlord or any affiliate for Tenant’s account shall cause any
termination of this Agreement or merger of Landlord’s and Tenant’s respective reversionary and
leasehold estates.

15.2. If Tenant Has Abandoned Premises.

15.2.1. Remedy With Termination. If Tenant has abandoned the Premises
and Landlord elects this remedy, Landlord shall notify Tenant of such election and Landlord’s
acceptance of Tenant’s resulting offer to surrender the Premises. This Agreement shall thereupon
terminate; and Tenant shall thereupon pay Landlord all unpaid Rent and damages suffered by
Landlord as a result of such default, which rights and remedies shall survive such termination.

15.2.2. Remedy Without Termination. If Tenant has abandoned the
Premises, and Landlord elects this remedy, Landlord shall notify Tenant of such election. Such
notice shall imply, and need not state, that Landlord has declined to accept Tenant’s resulting offer
to surrender the Premises. This Agreement shall not terminate and Tenant shall thereupon pay
Landlord: (a) all unpaid Rent and damages owed to Landlord by Tenant through such termination;
and (b) the present value, computed at a discount rate of six percent (6%) per annum, of the Rent
payable for the remainder of the Lease Term, which shall thereupon be accelerated and become
due and owing. Landlord may proceed immediately against Tenant to collect all such Rent
(including accelerated Rent) and damages. Landlord shall attempt to mitigate Tenant’s damages
by seeking to relet the Premises for Tenant’s account during the remainder of the Lease Term on
terms and conditions that are commercially reasonable under the circumstances, including for more
or less rent, for more or less space, as a whole or in parcels, for a shorter or longer term, and/or to
itself or to an affiliate. If Landlord is successful in reletting the Premises, all rental payments
received by Landlord from the new tenant during the Lease Term shall be duly credited against
the Rent (including accelerated Rent) and damages Tenant then owes to Landlord. However,
Tenant’s liability to Landlord for such Rent (including accelerated Rent) and damages shall not be
delayed or reduced by anticipated future rental payments from any new tenant. At the end of the
Lease Term, Landlord shall reimburse Tenant for the excess (if any) of the net rent it collects
during the Lease Term for reletting the Premises which exceeds the total Rent (including
accelerated Rent) and damages Tenant owes Landlord (if any). No re-rental of all or a portion of
the Premises to Landlord or any affiliate for Tenant’s account shall cause any termination of this
Agreement or merger of Landlord’s and Tenant’s respective reversionary and leasehold estates.
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15.3. No Surrender/Waiver/Release. No surrender of this Agreement and no
waiver or release of any of Landlord’s rights or remedies or of Tenant’s obligations under this
Agreement or termination of this Agreement shall occur as a result of any act, error, omission or
conduct, verbal or nonverbal, on the part of Landlord or its agents or representatives in the absence
of an express notice from Landlord to Tenant that Landlotd has agreed to such surrender, waiver,
release or termination.

[5.4. Other Remedies. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall require
Landlord to elect one of the remedies provided for in this Agreement. Landlord may initially or
subsequently elect any other remedy it may have in equity or at law. All overdue sums owed by
Tenant to Landlord under or with respect to this Agreement shall bear interest at the legal rate
provided in AS 45.45.010(a) or its successor (“Legal Rate™).

15.5.  Specific Occurrences Constituting Default by Tenant. A material default
by Tenant under this Agreement shall include, without limitation: (a) any failure by Tenant to
fully, faithfully and timely pay all or any part of the Rent due under this Agreement, provided
however, Tenant shall be given written notice thereof and such failure continues for ten (10)
business days after receipt of the notice before such failure constitutes a default hereunder; (b) any
failure by Tenant to fully, faithfully and timely perform any other material duties or obligations
under this Agreement provided however, Tenant shall be given written notice thereof and such
failure continues for twenty (20) business days after receipt of the notice before such failure
constitutes a default hereunder; (c) any failure to procure or maintain the insurance coverage
required under this Agreement; (d) any repudiation or anticipatory breach by Tenant of any of its
material duties or obligations under this Agreement; and (€) the filing of any voluntary petition in
bankruptcy by Tenant or the filing of any involuntary petition in bankruptcy against Tenant that is
not dismissed within ten (10) days.

16.  Quiet Enjoyment. Provided that Tenant fully, faithfully and timely performs its
obligations to Landlord under this Agreement, Tenant shall quictly enjoy the use of the Premises,
Common Areas and Parking Area during the Lease Term on the terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

17.  Inspection. Landlord shall have the right to inspect and/or repair the Premises
during such reasonable times as may be mutually arranged between the parties, unless there is an

emergency, in which event Landlord may enter the Premises at any time to secure or repair the
same.

18.  Holding Over. In the event that Tenant remains in possession of the Premises after
the expiration of the Lease Term with Landlord’s permission, Tenant shall be deemed to be
occupying the Premises as a month-to-month tenant and using the Common Areas and Parking
Area as a month-to-month licensee, subject to all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement
and the law, insofar as they may be applicable thereto.

19.  Estoppel Certificate. Within twenty (20) days after written request therefor by
Landlord, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord in recordable form a certificate provided by Landlord
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or a person or entity designated by Landlord, addressed to any person designated by Landlord
which: (a) certifies (i) that this Agreement is valid, enforceable and in full force and effect and
(ii) that there are no defenses or offsets available to Tenant under or against it; or (b) states (i) why
this Agreement is not valid, enforceable and in full force and effect and (ii) all defenses and offsets
available to Tenant under or against it.

20.  Attornment. In the event any proceedings are brought for the foreclosure of or
exercise of any power of sale under any mortgage, deed of trust or security interest covering the
Premises, Common Areas and/or Parking Area, Tenant shall, within twenty (20) days after written
request therefor by Landlord or its successor, attorn to the purchaser upon any such foreclosure or
sale and recognize such purchaser as the Landlord under this Agreement.

21.  Subordination. Landlord reserves the irrevocable and unconditional right to
unilaterally subject and subordinate the Premises to the lien of any mortgage, deed of trust or
security interest now or hereafter placed upon Landlord’s right, title or interest in or to the
Premises, Common Areas and/or Parking Area, the Property or the Building and to all advances
made or hereafter to be made upon the security thereof, provided that Landlord adequately protects
Tenant’s interest in the Premises, Common Areas and/or Parking Area by an appropriate non-
disturbance agreement. Tenant shall within twenty (20) days after written request therefor by
Landlord execute and deliver such further instruments evidencing such subordination as Landlord
may request. Tenant hereby irrevocably appoints Landlord as its attorney in fact to execute and
deliver any and all such instruments as Tenant fails or refuses to execute and deliver, which
appointment shall survive the death/dissolution of Tenant and is coupled with an interest in
Landlord.

22.  Sale/Transfer of Premises. In the event of a sale or other transfer of the Property
by Landlord to any other person or entity, Landlord shall have the right to transfer and assign this
Agreement to the vendee or transferee; and, upon the assumption of this Agreement by such vendee
or transferee, Landlord shall be thereafter released from all of Landlord’s obligations and liabilities
to Tenant under this Agreement or otherwise with respect to the Premises, Common Areas and
Parking Area. Landlord shall provide Tenant with written notification of transfer of the security
deposit.

23. General Provisions.

23.1. Time of Performance. Time is of the essence of this Agreement. It is the
express intention of all of the parties to this Agreement that no extensions or grace periods beyond
the deadlines set forth in this Agreement shall be provided, because all intended extensions and
grace periods have been taken into consideration in establishing such deadlines.

23.2. Parties Bound and Benefitted. The covenants, terms and conditions
contained in this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the heirs, devisees,
administrators, executors, representatives, assigns and successors in interest of the respective
parties hereto. No third parties are intended to be benefited by this Agreement.
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23.3. Amendment/Novation. No amendments, deletions or additions or other
forms of amendment or novation to or of this Agreement shall be effective unless they are

completely and unambiguously contained in a writing executed by all of the parties to this
Agreement.

23.4. Marginal Titles and Headings. The marginal titles, subtitles, headings and
subheadings of the paragraphs, subparagraphs, sections and subsections herein are intended to be
for reference and for the sake of convenience only and shall not be construed to narrow or broaden
the scope of or affect whatever interpretation or construction would otherwise be given to the plain
and ordinary meanings of the words herein.

23.5. Entire Agreement. This written Agreement has been fully integrated,
constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and
supersedes all other prior or contemporaneous agreements, contracts, representations, promises,
acknowledgments, warranties and covenants, oral or written, by and between the parties with
respect to such subject matter which are not included herein.

23.6. Applicable Law. This Agreement and the respective rights and obligations
of the parties hereunder shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State
of Alaska and the United States of America.

23.7. Exclusive Jurisdiction and Venue. In the event that a question, dispute or
requirement for interpretation or construction should arise with respect to this Agreement, the
jurisdiction and venue therefor shall lie exclusively with the courts for the Third Judicial District
for the State of Alaska, at Anchorage, Alaska, or, alternatively, with the United States District
Court for the District of Alaska, at Anchorage, Alaska, unless a nonwaivable federal or state law
should require to the contrary.

23.8. Limited Waivers. Any failure or delay by any party to object to a default
or exercise any rights or remedies under this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver of the right
to do so in the future, unless such failure is accompanied by an express written waiver by such

party.

23.9. Gender. Unless the context of this Agreement clearly requires a different
interpretation or construction, all references to the masculine, feminine or neuter genders shall be
construed to refer to all such genders and vice versa.

23.10. Plurality. Unless the context of this Agreement clearly requires a different

interpretation or construction, all references to the singular shall also include the plural and vice
versa.

23.11. Risk of Loss and Damage. Until Tenant first enters the Premises to
beneficially use or occupy such Premises, all risk of loss and damage to the Premises shall remain
with Landlord. Thereafter, it shall pass to Tenant.
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23.12. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts so long as
each of the parties to this Agreement executes at least one counterpart; and all such executed
counterparts shall collectively constitute one and the same original instrument.

23.13. Warranties by Landlord. Landlord, and each individual executing this
Agreement on its behalf, acknowledges, warrants and represents: (a) that Landlord is an Alaska
corporation that has been duly formed, organized and capitalized; (b) that each individual
executing this Agreement for and on behalf of Landlord is duly authorized and empowered to do
s0; (c) that all necessary and appropriate action authorizing Landlord to enter into, execute and
perform this Agreement and the transactions called for and contemplated herein has been obtained;
and (d) that all steps have been taken and acts performed that are conditions precedent to making
this legal instrument valid, enforceable and binding against Landlord.

23.14. Warranties by Tenant. Tenant, and each individual executing this
Agreement on its behalf, acknowledges, warrants and represents: (a) that Tenant is a Alaska
individual that has been duly formed, organized and capitalized; (b) that each individual executing
this Agreement for and on behalf of Tenant is duly authorized and empowered to do so; (¢) that all
necessary and appropriate action authorizing Tenant to enter into, execute and perform this
Agreement and the transactions called for and contemplated herein has been obtained; and (d) that
all steps have been taken and acts performed that are conditions precedent to making this legal
instrument valid, enforceable and binding against Tenant.

23.15. Independent Counsel. Each party to this Agreement acknowledges that it
has enjoyed the advice and representation of competent independent legal counsel in negotiating,
entering into and executing this Agreement, or has waived its right to do so; and the fact that this
Agreement may have been drafted in whole or in part by one such party’s counsel shall not cause
any part of this Agreement to be construed against such party.

23.16. Severability. In the event that any term or condition of this Agreement is
declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be void or unenforceable, the remaining terms and
conditions shall nevertheless be valid and enforceable; and such void or unenforceable term shall
be modified to the minimum extent necessary to be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent
permitted by applicable law and enforced as such.

23.17. Notices. Each notice required under this Agreement or by law shall: (a) be
in writing; (b) contain a clear and concise statement setting forth the subject thereof and the reasons
therefor; and (c) be personally delivered, duly mailed by certified mail, or return receipt requested,

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3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a
new license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or
election conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200.

3 AAC 306.010(c) provides that the board will not issue a license when a local government protests an
application on the grounds that the applicant’s proposed licensed premises are locatedin a place within
the local government where a local zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana establishment, unless the
local government has approved a variance from the local ordinance.

At this time, the fingerprints submitted by the applicant cannot be submitted for a criminal history
report until a date to be determined by the Department of Public Safety and the Federal Bureau of
Investigation based upon the effective date of the act containing enabling statutorylanguage for such
criminal history report. On April 27, 2016, the Marijuana Control Board directed me to determine
applications complete based solely upon the representations made by the applicantin Form MJ-00.
