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OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
ALASKAN LEAF, LLC

THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT ("Agreement") of Alaskan Leaf, LLC (the
"Company"), is made and entered into effective as of the date of filing of the Certificate of
Formation of Alaskan Leaf, LL.C by and among the Member(s) in this Agreement. The Member(s)
desire to enter into an operating agreement with respect to the Company pursuant to the terms and
conditions set forth below. All capitalized terms used in this Agreement shall have the meanings
given to them in Schedule 1. Definitions.

SECTION 1. FORMATION

1.1  Name. The Articles of Organization established the name of the Company as Alaskan
Leaf, LLC. The Company may file for one or more assumed business names as the Manager may,
from time to time, determine.

1.2 Duration. The Articles of Organization sets forth the life of the Company.

1.3  Registered Office and Agent. The registered office of the Company shall be located
at the place designated in the Articles of Organization and at such other places as may be
designated from time to time by the Manager upon the filing of any notices required by law. The
registered agent shall be the person or entity designated in the Articles of Organization. The
Manager, upon the filing of any notices required by law, may change the registered agent from
time to time. The registered agent shall have a business office identical with such registered office.

1.4  Other Offices. The Company may also have offices at such other places, within or
outside the state of Alaska, as the Manager may from time to time determine or as the business of
the Company may require.

SECTION 2. ORGANIZATION OF COMPANY

2.1 Organization. The execution and filing of the Articles of Organization created the
Company under the Act. Consistent with the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Act ("Act") and
the Articles of Organization, the Initial Member hereby organizes the Company.

2.2  Business Purpose. The Company is formed to provide business relating to the
production and sale of marijuana in the State of Alaska and to promote any other lawful business
or purpose permitted by the Act (the "Business") and shall have all powers provided for in the Act.
Currently Federal Law makes it illegal to sell or grow marijuana in the United States. Each
Member has consulted with his or her own attorney and understands the risks inherent in the
marijuana business.
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2.3 Defects as to Formalities. A failure to observe any formalities or requirements of this
Agreement, the Articles of Organization or the Act shall not be grounds for imposing personal
liability on any Member for liabilities of the Company.

2.4  No Partnership Intended for Non-Tax Purposes. The Initial Members have formed
the Company under the Act and in the event other Members are admitted do not intend to form a
partnership under either the Alaska Uniform Partnership Act or the Alaska Uniform Limited
Partnership Act, or a corporation under the Alaska Business Corporation Act. The Members do
not intend to be partners, one to another, or partners as to any third party. The Members
acknowledge that it is their intent to be treated as partners solely for federal and state tax purposes
and the Company and Members will file tax returns consistent with that treatment. The Members
agree to make any and all amendments to this Agreement and the Articles of Organization as may
be reasonably necessary to ensure the Members will be treated as partners for federal and state tax
purposes.

2.5  Rights of Creditors and Third Parties. This Agreement is entered into among the
Company and the Initial Members for the exclusive benefit of the Company, the Members, and
their successors. This Agreement is not intended for the benefit of any creditor of the Company
or any other person. Except and only to the extent provided by applicable statute, no such creditor
or third party shall have any rights under this Agreement or any agreements between the Company
and any Member with respect to any contribution.

2.6  Title to Property. Unless specifically provided otherwise, all property used in
connection with the Company business shall be owned by the Company as an entity and no
Member shall have any ownership interest in such property in a Member’s name or right. Except
as otherwise provided in this Agreement, the Company shall hold all Company property in the
name of the Company and not in the name or names of any Member or Members.

2.7 Management by Manager. The business and affairs of the Company shall be
managed by its Manager as provided in Section 4 of this Agreement and the Act.

SECTION 3. MEMBERS

3.1 Members. The name of the Initial Members, the agreed value of their initial capital
contributions, and his initial Units of Ownership (“Units”) is set forth on Schedule 2. Any
Additional Members of the Company shall be added to Schedule 2.

3.2  Liability of a Member to the Company.

3.2.1 A Member who rightfully receives a distribution, in whole or in part, of that
Member’s contributions, is nevertheless liable to the Company only to the extent now or hereafter
provided by the Act.

3.2.2 A Member who receives a distribution by the Company is liable to the Company
for the amount of the distribution only to the extent required by the Act.

Operating Agreement
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3.3  Limitation of Member Liability. Each Member’s liability shall be limited as set forth
in this Agreement, the Act and other applicable law. A Member shall not be liable for any debts
or losses of the Company beyond any obligation of the Member under Section 11, except as
required by the Act or this Agreement.

34 Member Management Authority. On matters submitted for a Member vote, each
Member shall be entitled to vote the number of Units issued to and owned by such Member,
through a designated Member Proxy. Members shall only be entitled to vote on or consent to the
following matters, which may be raised by the Members or submitted by the Manager to a vote or
consent of the Members.

3.4.1 Sale, lease, exchange, mortgage. pledge, or other transfer or disposition of all
or substantially all of the Company’s assets;

3.4.2 Merger or reorganization of the Company with or into another entity;
3.43 Amendment to the Articles of Organization:
3.4.4 Amendment of this Operating Agreement;

3.4.5 A substantial change in the nature of the Company’s business, or any other
event outside the scope of the Company’s ordinary business activities or with substantial and
foreseeable effects upon the Company’s affairs.

3.4.6 Admission of any new Member to the Company or the exercise of the
Company’s rights under Section 10;

3.4.7 To dissolve, windup and liquidate the Company;

3.4.8 A transaction involving an actual or potential conflict of interest between the
Company and a Member or Manager:

3.4.9 Approval of an annual operating budget of the Company, or any amendments.

3.5  Actions of Members. The Members may act with or without a meeting, and a Member
may participate in any action by any reasonable means of communication. Unless a greater
percentage is specifically provided for in this Agreement, an affirmative vote of greater than fifty
percent (50%) of the Units issued and owned by all Members shall be required for any action to
be taken or adopted by the Members with or without a meeting or any determinations to be made
or authorizations to be given by the Members as contemplated under the terms of this Agreement.
Except as otherwise provided in Section 13.2 an affirmative vote of not less than seventy-five
percent (75%) of the Units issued and owned by all Members shall be required for any action
described in Section 3.4.1 through Section 3.4.9. An affirmative vote of not less than one hundred
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percent (100%) of the Units issued and owned by all Members shall be required for any action
described in Section 6.2. No Member shall have any cumulative voting rights on any matter.

3.6  Meetings of Members. Meetings of the Members shall be held at least annually and
at such times as the Manager shall select. The Secretary/Treasurer shall give each Member prior
written notice of the time and place of any annual or special meeting and also of any purpose of
the special meeting if the purpose is known by the Secretary/Treasurer at the time notice is given.
Each Member shall be given at least ten (10) days written notice of any meeting, or at least three
(3) days written notice of any proposed action without a meeting, which notice requirement may
be waived either by the Member’s signed waiver or by the Member’s attendance at or participation
in the meeting. Any notice delivered by mail, facsimile, or electronic mail shall constitute written
notice under this Agreement. The notice shall be accompanied by an agenda for the meeting and
copies of any financial reports or information to be discussed at the meeting (if such reports or
information are available at the time the notice is given). Any Member or group of Members with
Units totaling twenty percent (20%) or more of the Units issued and owned by all Members may
call a special meeting of the Members at any time, for any purpose, upon not less than ten (10)
days nor more than fifty (50) days prior written notice to each Member of the time, place and
purpose of the meeting. Any annual or special meetings shall be held at such place as the Manager
designates. If the Manager does not agree, the President may declare the meeting be conducted by
telephonic or electronic means.

3.7  Record of Action. A record shall be maintained of all actions taken by the Members
at any meeting and shall be kept with the other books and records and shall be available to the
Members to the same extent that the other books and records are available as set forth in this
Agreement. Minutes of each meeting or a memorandum of action shall be prepared by the
Secretary/1reasurer and mailed to each Member within a reasonable time after each meeting or
action without a meeting.

SECTION 4. MANAGER

4.1 Number and Qualifications of Manager. The number of Managers shall be one (1).
The Manager shall be Loren Dreyer.

4.2  Appointment of Manager. The Manager shall serve until the Manager retires or is
replaced.

4.3  Authority. The Manager shall have the sole and exclusive right to manage the business
of the Company and shall have all of the rights and powers which may be possessed by the
Manager under the Act, the Articles and this Agreement. The Manager is authorized to enter into
contracts with third parties in the ordinary course of business and within the approved budget of
the Company subject to the limitations in Section 4.4. In the event there are two or more Members,
the Manager may appoint a President and a Secretary/Treasurer of the Company to carry out the
responsibilities described in this Section 4.3 and to engage in such other persons as the Manager
shall deem advisable to operate the Company, and to perform all other acts necessary to manage
and operate the Company. The Manager and the President may be the same person. In the event
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that there is only one Member, the Manager shall fulfill the duties of President and
Secretary/Treasurer of the Company.

4.4  Limitation on Authority. The Manager shall have no authority to bind the Company
through execution of documents or discussions related to the following actions without first
obtaining approval by vote of the Members, as provided in Section 3.4:

4.4.1 Sale, lease, exchange, mortgage, pledge, or other transfer or disposition of all
or substantially all of the Company’s assets;

4.4.2 Merger or reorganization of the Company with or into another entity;
443 Amendment to the Articles of Organization;
444 Amendment to this Operating Agreement;

4.4.5 A substantial change in the nature of the Company’s business, or any other
event outside the scope of the Company’s ordinary business activities or with substantial and
foreseeable effects upon the Company’s affairs.

44.6 Admission of any new Member to the Company or the exercise of the
Company’s rights under Section 10; and

4.5  Other Activities. The Manager may have other business interests and may engage in
other activities in addition to those relating to the Company. This section does not change each
Manager’s duty to act as a fiduciary of the Company in a manner that the Manager reasonably
believes to be in the best interests of the Company. The Manager may have other business interest
which are the same as or substantially similar to the business of the Company without breaching
any fiduciary duty or violating any conflict of interest to a Member or the Company.

4.6  Action by Manager. The Manager may act with or without a meeting and may
communicate by any reasonable means of communication.

4.7  Officers and Delegation of Authority. The Manager may be an officer of the
Company.

4.7.1 President. The President shall, subject to the control of the Manager, serve as
the general manager of the company. Except in cases where such rights or powers have been
expressly denied the President by the Manager or are expressly delegated to the Members by this
Agreement or by law, he or she shall in general perform all other duties as may be prescribed by
the Manager under this Agreement.

4.7.2 Secretary/Treasurer. The Secretary/Treasurer shall: (a) keep the minutes of the
meetings of the Manager and Members in one or more books provided for that purpose; (b) see
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that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement as required by
law; (c) be custodian of the Company records and responsible for the authentication of such
records; (d) keep or cause to be kept the Company's books and records: (e) comply with the other
responsibilities of the Secretary/Treasurer set forth in this Agreement; and (f) in general perform
all duties incident to the office of Secretary/Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time
may be prescribed by the Manager under this Agreement.

4.7.3 Delegated Agents. The Manager may delegate some or all managerial duties
and/or responsibilities hereunder to one or more persons including a general business manager
who the Manager reasonably believes competent to perform such duties and/or responsibilities.
The general manager shall serve at the pleasure of the Manager to manage the day to day business
operations of the Company and to perform such other responsibilities as the Manager directs. The
Company may appoint one or more committees of persons to perform necessary strategic,
operational, marketing or other planning functions as directed by the Manager. Any person to
whom such duties and/or responsibilities are delegated shall be entitled to indemnification under
Sec. 10.2 as a Manager in the performance of such duties and responsibilities.

4.8  Duties of Manager. The Manager shall manage and control the business to the best
of his ability and shall use his best efforts to carry out the business. The Manager shall devote
such time to the business as is reasonable, necessary or appropriate. Whenever reasonably
requested by any Member, the Manager shall render a full and complete accounting of all dealings
and transactions relating to the business. The Manager shall have a fiduciary responsibility for the
safekeeping and use of all funds and assets of the Company, whether or not in their immediate
possession or control, and the Manager shall not employ or permit another to employ such funds
or assets in any manner except for the exclusive benefit of the Company.

4.9 Resignation of Manager and Officers. An Officer may resign at any time by delivering
written notice to the Manager. The resignation is effective when the notice is effective under the
Act, unless the notice specifies a later effective date. Once delivered, a notice of resignation is
irrevocable unless revocation is permitted by the Manager.

4.10 Removal of Officers by Manager. The Officers may be removed by the Manager
with or without cause, by the Manager.

4.11 Accounting, Books and Reports.

4.11.1 Full and complete books and records shall be maintained by the Manager at all
times. The Manager may select an outside professional regarding the Company’s maintenance of
its books and records and to render services to the Company. The books and records shall be
available for examination by any Member, the Member’s attorneys, accountants or other agents or
representatives at reasonable times and upon reasonable notice.

4.11.2 The Manager shall furnish each Member with quarterly unaudited interim
financial statements that shall show all income receipts, expenses and costs in connection with the
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business and the Company’s property for the prior period. The statements shall be delivered to
each Member within a reasonable period of time following month end.

4.11.3 The Secretary/Treasurer shall file or cause to be filed applicable tax returns for
the Company.

4.12 Depository Account. Due to conflict with Federal Banking Law and Federal Criminal
Law, all contributions collected from the Members shall be deposited in such commercial checking
accounts, savings accounts or money market accounts if possible. Due to conflict with Federal
Banking Law and Federal Criminal Law, all funds derived from the Business will be in cash until
such times as the regulations permit the use of banking services. The Manager shall develop
methods to safely account for and store all proceeds from the sale of product. Distributions to
Members will be in cash until such time as the regulations permit the use of banking services.

SECTION 5. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

5.1 Other Self-Interest. A Member or Manager does not violate a duty or obligation to
the Company merely because the Member’s or Manager’s conduct furthers the interests of the
Member. A Member may lend money to, and transact other business with, the Company. The
rights and obligations of a Member who lends money to, or transacts business with, the Company
are the same as those of a person who is not a Member, subject to other applicable law. No
transaction with the Company shall be voidable solely because a Member has a direct or indirect
interest in the transaction if the transaction is approved or ratified as provided for in Section 3.4
above.

SECTION 6. CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS

6.1 Initial Contributions. Each Initial Member shall contribute the consideration
described for that Initial Member on Schedule 2 at the time and on the terms specified on Schedule
2 ("Initial Contribution(s)") and the Admission Agreement. No interest shall accrue on any Initial
Contribution and no Member shall have the right to withdraw or to be repaid any Initial
Contribution except as provided in this Agreement.

6.2 Additional Contributions. Contributions, in addition to the Initial Contributions
("Additional Contributions(s)") of any Member, shall be contributed by each Member to the
Company only upon the affirmative vote of one hundred percent (100%) of the Units issued and
owned by the Members. Contributions made by any new Member shall be established by the
Members with the number of Units and terms for payment set forth on an Admission Agreement.
No interest shall accrue on any additional contributions and no Member shall have the right to
withdraw or to be repaid any Additional Contribution except as provided in this Agreement.

6.3  Units of Ownership. The Units of Ownership ("Units") of each Initial Member in the
Company are set forth on Schedule 2. Each Member shall be severally liable for the obligations
and agreements to the extent of the Units held by Member.
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6.4  Maintenance of Capital Accounts. The Company shall establish and maintain Capital
Accounts with respect to each Member in accordance with the following:

6.4.1 Increases. Each Member’s Capital Account shall be increased by such
Member’s Contributions, such Member’s distributive share of Profits and any items in the nature
of income or gain that are specially allocated pursuant to Section 7 below and the amount of any
Company liabilities expressly assumed by such Member or that are secured by any property
distributed to such Member. The principal amount of a promissory note that is not readily traded
on an established securities market and that is contributed to the Company by the maker of the
note shall not be included in the Capital Account of any Member until the Company makes a
taxable disposition of the note or until (and to the extent) principal payments are made on the note,
all in accordance with Regulations Section 1.704-1(b)(2)(iv)(d)(2).

6.4.2 Decreases. Each Member’s Capital Account shall be decreased by the amount
of cash and the Gross Asset Value of any Company Property (other than cash) distributed to such
Member pursuant to any provision of this Agreement, such Member’s distributive share of Losses
and any items in the nature of expenses or losses that are specially allocated pursuant to Section 7
below and the amount of any liabilities of such Member assumed by the Company or that are
secured by any property contributed by such Member to the Company.

6.4.3 Distribution of Assets. Ifthe Company at any time distributes any of its tangible
assets in-kind to any Member, the Capital Accounts shall be adjusted to account for that Member’s
allocable share (as determined under Section 7 below) of the Profits or Losses that would have
been realized by the Company had it sold the assets that were distributed at their respective fair
market values immediately prior to their distribution.

6.4.4 Compliance with Section 704(1)(b) of the Code. The foregoing provisions and
the other provisions of this Agreement relating to the maintenance of Capital Accounts are
intended to comply with the Internal Revenue code of 1986, as amended (the" Code") Section
704(1)(b) and Treasury Regulations Section 1.704-(1)(b) and shall be interpreted and applied in a
manner consistent with such Regulations. If the Member(s) shall determine that it is prudent to
modify the manner in which the Capital Accounts, or any adjustments thereto (including, without
limitation, adjustments relating to liabilities that are secured by Contributions, or distributed
property, or that are assumed by the Company or Member(s)), are computed to comply with such
Regulations, the Members may make such modification; provided, however, that it is not likely to
have a material effect on the amounts distributed to any Member pursuant to Section 7 or 11 below.

SECTION 7. ALLOCATION OF PROFIT AND LOSS; DISTRIBUTIONS

7.1 Income and Loss Determination. The Company’s income or loss for each fiscal year,
after any applicable management bonuses, will be determined as of the end of such fiscal year by
the Company’s or its accountants in accordance with federal income tax accounting principles,
consistently applied, utilizing that method of accounting employed in the federal income tax
informational return filed by the Company for that fiscal year.
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1.2 Allocations of Profits and Losses to Members. All Profits and Losses and each item
of income, gain, loss, deduction and/or credit shall be allocated to the Members according to their
percentage ownership interest in the Company and this agreement. Profits and Losses shall be
allocated to a Member only for that portion of the Company’s Fiscal Year for which such Member
is a Member. Profits and losses realized by the Company subsequent to the date of the admission
of an Additional Member shall be allocated ratably among all the Members after such admission.

7.3  Distributions. No distribution may be made to any Member if, after giving effect to
the distribution, in the judgment of the Manager, either (a) the Company would not be able to pay
its debts as they become due in the ordinary course of business, or (b) the fair value of the total
assets of the Company would not at least equal its total liabilities. Subject to the foregoing
limitation, the Company will make such distributions, including draws, to Members as the
Manager shall determine. Any distribution, except a liquidating distribution under Section 11.4,
to a Member shall be in the proportion set forth in Section 7.4. All cash not necessary for working
capital shall be distributed at least annually. Subject to the provisions contained above in this
Section 7.3, pro rata distribution shall be made to the Members prior to the end of the first quarter
of each year in an amount at least necessary to satisfy any member’s income tax liability for the
prior year, if any, resulting from profits and gains of the Company for the prior year attributable
to the member. For purposes of this Section, a Member’s income tax liability shall be presumed
to be an amount calculated at the combined applicable federal and Alaska income tax rates.

7.4  General Distribution Limitations. Except as otherwise provided for in the Act, the
Articles of Organization or this Agreement, no Member shall have the right or power to demand
or receive a distribution in a form other than cash and shall not be required or compelled to accept
a distribution of any asset in-kind, to the extent that the interest distributed would exceed the
Member’s pro rata share of operating or liquidating distributions. Notwithstanding anything
contained in this Agreement or the Articles of Organization to the contrary, no distribution shall
be made to a Member in violation of the Act.

7.5 Sale of Substantially all Property; Liquidating Distributions. If all or substantially
all of the Company’s property is sold or if the Company is dissolved and the business and affairs
are wound up, distributions shall be made pursuant to Section 11 below.

SECTION 8. ADDITIONAL MEMBERS

8.1 Admission. The Company may accept Additional Members by not less than a seventy-
five percent (75%) affirmative vote of the Units issued and owned by the Members upon terms
and conditions as established by the Manager. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a party shall not
become an Additional Member unless and until such party:

8.1.1 or an entity approved by unanimous consent of all Members;

8.1.2 becomes a party to this Agreement as a Member by signing an Admission
Agreement and a counterpart hereof and executes such documents and instruments as the Company
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may reasonably request as may be necessary or appropriate to confirm such party as a Member of
the Company and be bound by the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

8.1.3 provides the Company with evidence satisfactory to counsel for the Company
of the authority of the party to become a Member and to be bound by the terms and conditions of
this Agreement, and

8.1.4 satisfy all requirements of any admission agreement.

8.2  Accounting. No Additional Member shall be entitled to any retroactive allocation of
losses, income or expense deductions incurred by the Company. The Company may at the time
an Additional Member is admitted, close the Company books (as though the Company’s tax year
had ended) or make pro rata allocations of loss, income and expense deductions to an Additional
Member for that portion of the Company’s tax year in which such Member was admitted in
accordance with the provisions of Section 706(d) of the Code and the Regulations promulgated
thereunder.

SECTION 9. TRANSFERS OF UNITS

9.1  Restriction on Transfers. Except as set forth in this Section 9 or Section 11, no
Member shall have the right or power to transfer, sell or encumber all or any part of the Member’s
Units in the Company to any third party or any successor in interest of a Member or to allow a
change in majority ownership of the Member, without first obtaining the written consent of all of
the other Members, and satisfaction of all conditions of transfer or sale in this Section 9. Any
consent to sell or transfer Units shall be subject to such terms and conditions as the other Members
unanimously determine in their sole discretion. Any purported transfer of a Member’s Units in
the Company that is not permitted shall be null and void and of no force or effect whatsoever. In
the case of a transfer or attempted transfer of Units in the Company that is not permitted, the parties
engaging or attempting to engage in such transfer shall indemnify and hold harmless the Company
and the other Members from all cost, liability and damage that any of such indemnified persons
may incur (including, without limitation, incremental tax liability and attorney fees and expenses)
as a result of such transfer or attempted transfer and efforts to enforce the indemnity granted
hereby.

9.2 Conditions to Permitted Transfers. A transfer or sale of Member Units shall not be
permitted unless and until each of the following conditions are satisfied:

9.2.1 The transferor and transferee shall execute and deliver to the Company such
documents and instruments of transfer as may be necessary or appropriate in the opinion of counsel
for the Company to effect such transfer and to confirm the agreement of the transferee to be bound
by the provisions of this Agreement and to assume obligations of the transferor that may be
outstanding as of the date of transfer. In the case of a transfer of a Member’s Units in the Company
or involuntarily by operation of law, the transfer shall be confirmed by presentation to the
Company of legal evidence of such transfer, in form and substance satisfactory to counsel to the
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Company. In all cases, the Company shall be reimbursed by the transferor and/or transferee for
all costs and expenses that the Company reasonably incurs in connection with such transfer.

9.2.2 The transferor shall, if requested by the Company, furnish to the Company an
opinion of counsel, which counsel and opinion shall be satisfactory to the Company that the
transfer will not cause the Company to terminate for federal income tax purposes.

9.2.3 Ifrequested by the transferor, the Company shall deliver an opinion of counsel,
in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to the Company, to the effect that the transferor’s
interest in the Company has been registered under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and
under any applicable state securities laws, or that the proposed transfer of such interest is exempt
from all applicable registration requirements imposed by such laws and that such transfer will not
violate any other applicable requirements of federal or state securities laws. The transferor shall
pay the cost of the counsel opinion obtained by the Company; and

9.3  No Pre-emptive Purchase Rights. No Member shall have any preemptive right to
purchase additional Units in the Company.

9.4  Redemption. Unless prohibited by the Act. in the event any Member is placed into
conservatorship or bankruptcy or gives notice of a proposed liquidation, the Company has the right
but not the duty to redeem all Units owned by the Member at the current book value of such Units.
In the event one Member merges with another Member, the surviving Member may acquire the
Units of the non-surviving Member, subject to the Company’s right but not the duty to redeem all
of the Units of the non-surviving Member at the current book value of such Units, upon majority
vote of the Units issued and owned by the remaining Members.

SECTION 10. CONTRIBUTION AND INDEMNITY

10.1 No Contribution. If any Member pays more than its proportionate share of any debt,
liability or other obligation of the Company, such payment shall constitute a loan to the Company
and the Member shall not be entitled to contribution from the other Members. All obligations
created pursuant to this Section 10.1 shall have priority as a general creditor of the Company.

10.2 Indemnity of Manager, Officers, Employees, and Agents. The Company shall
indemnify the Manager, Officers, employees, and persons serving on a committee of the Company
("Agent"), including former Manager, officers, employees, or agents, and shall make advances for
expenses, and the liability of the Manager, Officers, employees, or Agents to the Company or to
any Member for any loss suffered thereby which arises out of any action or omission of any
Manager, Officer, employee, or agent shall be limited to the maximum extent permitted under the
Act; provided, however that this provision shall not eliminate or limit a Manager’s, Officer’s,
employee’s, or Agent’s liability for:

10.2.1 Any breach of a Manager’s or Officer’s duty of loyalty to the Company or its
Members as described in this Agreement;
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10.2.2 Acts or omissions not in good faith that involve intentional misconduct or a
knowing violation of law;

10.2.3 Any unlawful distribution under the Act; or

10.2.4 Any transaction from which a Manager, Officer, employee, or agent derives an
improper personal benefit.

SECTION 11. WITHDRAWAL, DISSOLUTION AND WINDING UP

11.1 Member Withdrawal Right. A Member may withdraw as a Member from the
Company upon sixty (60) days written notice to the Company and all other Members.

11.1.1 The Company shall have a right of first refusal to redeem all but not less than
all of the withdrawing Member’s Units at the then current book value of such Units. The Company
shall exercise its right of redemption within thirty (30) days of the notice of withdrawal. Upon its
election to redeem, the Company shall have fifteen (15) days to pay for and redeem the Units of
the withdrawing Member.

11.1.2 In the event the Company does not exercise its right of first refusal, the
remaining Members shall each have the right, but not the duty, to purchase the Units of the
withdrawing Member, in proportion to their Units of Ownership and the Units of Ownership of all
other Members electing to purchase at the lesser of the asking price of the withdrawing Member
or the current book value of the Units. Each Member shall have thirty (30) days to exercise its
right to purchase. Upon an election to purchase, the purchasing Member shall have fifteen (15)
days to pay for and acquire the Units of the withdrawing Member.

11.1.3 Should there be any conflict between the provisions of this Section 11 and the
provisions of any other written redemption agreement between the withdrawing Member and the
Company, in force and effect at the time of the Member’s withdrawal, then the provisions of the
other written redemption agreement shall control.

11.2 Covenant Not to Cause Dissolution. Except as otherwise permitted by this
Agreement, each Member hereby covenants and agrees not to take any voluntary action that would
cause the Company to dissolve and notwithstanding any provision of the Act, the Company shall
not dissolve prior to the occurrence of a Dissolution Event.

11.3 Dissolution. The Company shall dissolve and commence winding up and liquidating
upon the first to occur of any of the following Dissolution Events:

11.3.1 The sale of all or substantially all of the Company’s property or Business;

11.3.2 The vote of the Members to dissolve, wind up and liquidate the Company as
provided in Section 3 above;
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Notwithstanding anything in the Act to the contrary, the foregoing events are the
exclusive events that may cause the Company to dissolve.

11.4 Winding Up. Upon the occurrence of a Dissolution Event, the Company shall continue
solely for the purposes of winding up its affairs in an orderly manner, liquidating its assets and
satisfying the claims of its creditors and Members and no Member shall take any action that is
inconsistent with, or not necessary to or appropriate for, the winding up of the Company’s business
and affairs. To the extent not inconsistent with the foregoing, all obligations in this Agreement
shall continue in full force and effect until such time as the Company assets have been distributed
pursuant to this Section 11.4. The Manager shall (1) be responsible for overseeing the winding up
and dissolution of the Company, (2) take full account of the Company’s liabilities and assets (3)
cause the Company assets to be liquidated as promptly as is consistent with obtaining the fair value
thereof, and (4) cause the proceeds therefrom, to the extent sufficient therefore, to be applied and
distributed in the following order:

11.4.1 To the payment and discharge of all of the expenses of liquidation, Company’s
debts and liabilities to creditors other than Members;

11.4.2 To the payment and discharge of any Company debts and liabilities owed to
Members, and;

11.4.3 The balance of net tangible assets, if any, to the Members based on or in
proportion to their Capital Accounts in the Company.

No Member shall receive any additional compensation for any services performed
pursuant to this Section 11 unless authorized by the Manager.

11.5 Rights of Members. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement,

11.5.1 Each Member shall look solely to the assets of the Company for the return of
Contributions and shall have no right or power to demand or receive property other than cash from
the Company, and

11.5.2 No Member shall have priority over any other Member as to the return of
Contributions, distributions, or allocations.

11.6 Notice of Dissolution. If a Dissolution Event occurs or an event occurs that would,
but for provisions of Section 11.3 above, result in a dissolution of the Company, the President
shall, within thirty (30) days thereafter, provide written notice thereof to each of the Members.
Upon the dissolution of the Company, the Secretary/Treasurer shall comply with the notice and
publication requirements of the Act.
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SECTION 12. TAXES

12.1 Tax Matters Manager. The Manager shall also act as the Tax Matters Manager, in
the event that there is more than one Member, of the Company pursuant to Section 6231(a)(7) of
the Code. The Tax Matters Manager shall take such action as may be necessary to cause each
Member to become a "notice partner" within the meaning of section 6223 of the Code. Any
Manager who is designated Tax Matters Manager may not take any action contemplated by
Sections 6222 through 6232 of the Code without the majority consent of the Members. The
Manager acting as Tax Matters Manager shall be entitled to reimbursement from the Company for
reasonable expenses necessarily incurred in the performance of his or her responsibilities, upon
presentation of vouchers indicating in detail the amount and business purpose of each such
expense. This provision is only applicable in the event that other Members purchase units of the
Company. In the event the Company has only one member, the Manager, shall have the discretion
in all tax matters.

12.2 Elections. Unless determined otherwise by vote of the Members, the Tax Matters
Manager may make any tax elections for the Company allowed under the Code or the tax laws of
any state or other jurisdiction having taxing jurisdiction over the Company, including, but without
limitation, elections:

12.2.1 To adjust the basis of Company assets pursuant to Code Sections 754, 734(b)
and 743(b), or comparable provisions of state or local law, in connection with transfers of interests
in the Company and Company distributions;

12.2.2 With the consent of the Members, to extend the statute of limitations for
assessment of tax deficiencies against Members with respect to adjustments to the Company’s
federal, state or local tax returns; and

12.2.3 To the extent provided in Code Sections 6221 through 6231, to represent the
Company and the Members before taxing authorities or courts of competent jurisdiction in tax
matters affecting the Company and the Members, and to file any tax returns and to execute any
agreements or other documents relating to or affecting such tax matters, including agreements or
other documents that bind the Members with respect to such tax matters or otherwise affect the
rights of the Company and the Members.

SECTION 13. GENERAL CONTRACT PROVISIONS

13.1 Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance
with the substantive laws of the state of Alaska. and not in accordance with any conflict-of-law
provisions that would apply the law of a different jurisdiction. The Members and the Manager
consents to the jurisdiction of the courts of the state of Alaska and agrees that the venue shall be
in the Anchorage, Third Judicial District of the State of Alaska for any legal proceeding in
connection with this Agreement.
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13.2 Amendments. This Agreement may be amended by written instrument at any time by
the Members upon an affirmative vote of at least seventy-five percent ( 75%) of the Units issued
and owned by Members; provided, however, that any amendment that would change a required
voting percentage for approval of any matter of a Member’s voting rights or amendment that would
alter the interest of one or more Members in Profits, Losses, other similar items, or any Company
distribution, shall require an affirmative vote of one hundred percent (100 %) of the Units issued
and owned by the Members.

13.3 Savings Clause. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid and
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement, or the application of such provision to persons or
circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid, shall not be affected hereby.

13.4 Attorney Fees and Costs. If action becomes necessary in connection with this
Agreement or any rights arising therefrom or thereunder, or to recover damages for breach of any
terms of this Agreement, or to obtain injunctive or other equitable relief, the prevailing party in
such action shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney fees and costs incurred in such action,
as determined by the arbitrator, arbitration panel or the trial court. In the event of any appeals
from the action, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney fees and
costs incurred in such appeals, as determined by the appropriate appellate courts. The term "costs"
shall include, in addition to statutory costs and disbursements, all costs associated with the initial
investigation of, and determination whether to commence, an action, and all costs associated with
discovery depositions, witness fees (expert and otherwise), and out-of-pocket costs incurred by the
prevailing party in the prosecution or defense of the action. For the purpose of this Section, the
term "action" shall be deemed to include any proceeding commenced in any court of general or
limited jurisdiction, including any proceeding commenced in the bankruptcy courts of the United
States, or before any arbitrator or arbitration panel.

13.5 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts and
by different parties hereto on separate counterparts, each of which counterparts, when so executed
and delivered, shall be deemed an original and all of which counterparts, taken together, shall
constitute but one and the same agreement, Duplicates of the same signature page or pages with
the original signatures on different pages may be attached to the original Agreement without
affecting the validity thereof or the liability of the Members.

13.6 Successors. Each and all of the covenants, terms, provisions and agreements herein
contained shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, and, to the extent
permitted by this Agreement, their respective successors.
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13.7 Entire Agreement. This Agreement supersedes all previous Agreements between the
parties and contains the whole Agreement between the parties and may not be modified except in
writing.

Alaskan Leaf, LLC will use a combination of soil and hydroponic mediums depending on the
gowth stage of the plant and its intended purpose. These mediums include rockwool, clay
pellets, perlite, coco fiber, lava rocks, etc. In the beginning we will use mostly soil and
rockwool, but we will upgrade and refine our growing mediums and methods as we progress
along our organizational learning curve. Our mother plants will be placed in a soil medium.
Cuttings will be placed into small cubes and ttransplanted to larger hydroponic mediums as
they progress through vegetative and flower growth stages.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s fertilizers, chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide
management, to be used:

Alaskan Leaf, LLC will use a combination of fertilizers to maximize plant health and strength.
We will use Heavy 16 brand as our primary nutrient system. Other nutrients from Advanced
Nurtrients or other suppliers will be used to aid in different development areas of the plant.
These include Bud Ignitor, Big Bud, Overdrive, Rhino Skin, Sensizym, Bud Candy, Voodoo
Juice, Piranha, Tarantula. These other nutrients assist with other critical growth areas such as
root zone, microbials, terpene development, stalk strength and resilience, and potency.
Carbon Dioxide will be used to maximize foliage growth. Cannabis plants need a higher CO2
parts-per-million level than that is naturally present in our air. CO2 will be purchased from
Airgas or another approved supplier.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

Our hydroponic feeding systems include recirculating top-drip and ebb and flow systems. Water
and nutrient solutions will be recycled and reused by the plants. Plants in soil mediums will be
hand-watered. Our recirculating systems are designed to give the plants just the right amount
of water and nutrients and will generate minimal waste water. Any waste water will be collected
and used to water landscaping or disposed of in accordance with local and state regulations,
including 3 AAC 306.740.

Alaskan Leaf, LLC is committed to the health and safety of its employees and the community in
which we operate. All cannabis waste will be rendered safe unusable prior to leaving the facility.
Plant waste such as stems, stalks, roots will be ground and mixed 50/50 with compostable
materials to be reused as fertilizer or disposed of according to local and state waste
management regulations. Any waste needing to be stored will be locked and secured on-site
until transportation or disposal. Our hydroponic systems are designed to minimize water and
nutrient solution waste. Waste water and old nutrient solution will be collected to water
landscaping or disposed of according to local and state waste management regulations.

Disposal logs will record all waste disposal and will be tracked in accordance with 3 AAC
306.740.

LEASE

THIS LEASE made this uLth day of May 2016, by and between T & M Development, LLC,
hereinafter referred to as Lessor, and Alaskan Leaf, LLC, hereinafter referred to as Lessee.

WITNESSETH

That the parties hereto do hereby mutually agree as follows:

[ Leased premises. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee, and Lessee hereby leases from
Lessor, 36" Ave Retail Condominium Unit A of that certain building in Demers Subdivision,
Lot 23A located in the Anchorage Recording District, Third Judicial District, State of Alaska,
herein described as follows
1211 West 36" Avenue, Suite A
Anchorage, Alaska 99503

Together with a non-exclusive right, subject to the provisions hereof, to use all common parking
areas designated by Lessor for use by tenants of the subject building.

2. Lease Term and Option. The term of this lease shall be for Three Years commencing
on October 1, 2016 and expiring on September 31, 2019, if the Premises are available to
Lessee and the Paragraph No. 5, 6 & 7 Contingencies are met. Lessee will be given access to
the space on October 1, 2016 pending receipt by Lessor of (i) a Certificate of Insurance from the
Lessee evidencing required liability insurance, (ii) first months rent and (iii) Security Deposit.

Option Term: Lessee shall have one (1) successive option to extend the Lease Term for a
period of sixty (60) months (“Option Term”) at the then fair market rent with 3% annual
escalators, exercisable in writing no less than 180 calendar days prior to the expiration of the
original Lease Term. Option rent shall not be less than the rent paid in the preceding period;

3. Rent/Late Fee. Lessee agrees to pay, in advance, on the first day of every month as
rental for the leased premises the monthly sum as follows:

October 1, 2018 to September 31, 2019 $2,912.00 subject to the below condition:

The parties acknowledge that the Premises is currently leased to another tenant.

If the current tenant terminates its Lease and vacates before October 1, 2016, then Alaskan
Leaf, LLC (Lessee) shall begin making Interim Rental payments in the amount of $1,400.00 per
month, hereinafter “Interim Rent” to Lessor to replace lost rents until such time as Alaskan Leaf,
LLC enters into this Lease contemplated as October 1, 2016. If the time needed to provide a
30-Day Termination Notice to the current tenant means that the Premises will not be available
until November 1, 2016, then this Lease will start November 1, 2016. The Interim Rental
payments continue until this Lease becomes effective. Interim Rent obligations cease when this
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Lease becomes effective, or if Alaskan Leaf, LLC fails to obtain a Marijuana License, or no later
than December 31, 2016.

If Alaskan Leaf, LLC does not obtain a Marijuana License by December 31, 20186, then this
Lease and any further rental obligations will cease and this Lease will be of no further effect and
will be void. Any rents and deposits given to Lessor will then be considered forfeited in full to
Lessor as a lease termination penalty.

In the event the present tenant vacates before Alaskan Leaf, LLC has obtained a Marijuana
License, then Alaskan Leaf, LLC shall be granted full access to the Premises at the Interim Rent
rate of $1,400.00 per month until such time as Alaskan Leaf, LLC obtains a Marijuana License.
Upon being granted a Marijuana License, Alaskan Leaf, LLC will start paying rent at the rate of
$2,800.00 per month, no later than December 31, 2016 and the Premises will be fully available
to Alaskan Leaf, LLC.

Note: Alaskan Leaf, LLC has a need to place a Public Notice on the Premises. Lessor will
make available space as required by law for a Public Notice to be placed on the Premises.
However, it is desired that the current tenant remain in the Premises until such time as the
Contingencies mentioned herein are met and when Alaskan Leaf, LLC has received its
license(s).

During the term of this lease, Lessee will be assessed a late fee of 5.0% for payments not
received by the closing of the seventh day of the month. Lessee will also be assessed a $35.00
fee for any non-sufficient funds (NSF) received. If lessor receives a NSF check, Lessee will be
required to pay immediately in person with a cashier's check or money order for all amounts
due. Any legal fees required to collect such funds will be paid by the Lessee.

3.1. Payment of Rent. All rent payments shall be sent to Lessor at the following
address payable to: T & M DEVELOPMENT, LLC., 100 W. 15™ AVENUE, UNIT A,
ANCHORAGE, ALASKA 99501, or to such other address as LESSOR may from time to time
designate.

4. Deposit. Simultaneously with the execution of this Lease, Lessee shall deposit with
Lessor a security deposit in the amount of $2,800.00. Upon termination of the Lease, the
amount of damages which the Lessor suffered by reason of the Lessee’s noncompliance of this
agreement and with Section 34.03.120 Alaska Statutes, or for such amount as is necessary to
clean the premises, repair all damages, or remedy any breach of this agreement will become
due and payable. Within 14 days after termination of the lease and delivery of possession and
keys by the Lessee, Lessor will deliver to the Lessee in writing, the itemized amounts of rent
due, damages and cleaning costs.

5. Contingencies. This Lease is contingent upon Alaskan Leaf, LLC obtaining a State of
Alaska Marijuana License for cultivation and retail sales (the intended use of the Premises) by
December 31, 2016. This Lease is also contingent upon the Alaska Marijuana Control Board's
and the Municipality of Anchorage’s approval of the Premises for the intended uses. In addition,
Lessee shall submit a complete set of financials and a credit report to Lessor for approval at
Lessor’s sole discretion.

6. Contingency upon Inspection. This Lease is contingent upon inspection of the
Premises by the Lessee before September 1, 2016.
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o Contingency upon Verification of Electrical Power. This Lease is contingent upon

inspection of the Premises to verify electric power presently being supplied to the Premises is
adequate to operate the cultivation operation.

8. Use of Leased Premises. The leased premises shall be used for a legal, licensed
cannabis cultivation and retail sales of cannabis products and paraphemalia and for no other
purpose. Lessee shall not use or permit the leased premises or any part thereof to be used for
any purpose in violation of any municipal, borough, state, federal, or other govemmental law,
ordinance, rule or regulation. Lessee agrees that Lessee, together with all other personnel
entering and/or occupying the leased premises at Lessee’s request or with Lessee’s permission,
will abide by, keep and observe all reasonable rules and regulations which Lessor may make
from time to time for the management, safety, care and cleanliness of 1211 West 36™ Avenue
Building, Suite A, and the preservation of good order therein, as well as for convenience of other
occupants and tenants of the building. The violation of any such rules and regulations shall be
deemed a material breach of the lease by Lessee. Any changes to the format of Lessee’s
business shall require the prior written consent of the Lessor.

Lessee shall comply with all laws relating to its use of the Premises and shall observe such
reasonable rules and regulations as may be adopted and published by Lessor for the safety,
care and cleanliness of not only the Premises but also the Building and for the preservation of
good order therein. Lessee at Lessees expense shall take any and all steps necessary to
prevent noxious odors from penetrating into other leased spaces in the Building including but

not limited to appropriate ventilation in accordance to Municipal code requirements.

9. Advertising — Signs. Lessee shall not place any sign upon the leased premises

Security. Lessee shall be responsible for security services for the Premises as may be
required by the Municipality of Anchorage for Lessee’s specific use.

Lessor shall not be liable for any loss damage caused by or resulting from any variation,
interruption or failure of said utilities and services beyond Lessor’s reasonable control; and no
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temporary interruption or failure of any such utilities and services incident to the making of
repairs, alterations or improvement, or due to accident, strike or conditions or events beyond
Lessor’'s reasonable control shall be deemed as an eviction of Lessee or relieve Lessee from
any of Lessee’s obligations hereunder.

11.  Janitorial Service. The Lessee shall provide janitorial services, to include cleaning up
the trash (cigarette butts, breaking down the boxes from your business) in the area of the back
door and depositing them in the trash receptacle on a nightly basis. No storage or sales of
items will be made outside the front or back doors to include empty boxes or empty pallets.

12. Taxes. Lessee shall pay any and all taxes levied on personal property, equipment,
trade or other fixtures in the leased premises owned or installed by Lessee to include leasehold
improvements and betterments, and any license and excise fees other fees or taxes related to
Lessee’s specific use, occupation taxes covering business conducted on the leased premises
by the Lessee, and any sales taxes on rentals rented by Lessee payable hereunder. Lessor
shall pay any real property taxes and assessments payable on 1211 W. 36", Unit A Avenue
Building and the associated Real Property.

13.  Alterations. Lessee shall not make any alterations, additions, or improvements in or to
the leased premises without first obtaining the written consent of Lessor. Any such alterations,
additions and improvements consented to by Lessor shall be made at Lessee’s expense.
Lessee shall secure all governmental permits required in connection with such work, and shall
hold Lessor harmless from all liabilities and liens resulting therefrom. All alterations, additions
and improvements, expect trade fixtures and appliances and equipment which do not become
attached to the building, shall immediately become the property of the Lessor without obligation
to pay thereof. Upon removal of the trade fixtures and appliances and equipment which do not
become attached to the building, Lessee shall restore the leased premises to the same
condition that they were in prior to the installation of said items. Any items or fixtures installed
by Lessor as tenant improvements shall be property of the Lessor. If the heating needs to be
configured as a result of interior walls, such costs shall be made at the Lessee’s expense.

14. Maintenance and Repairs. Lessor shall, at its expense, maintain and keep in good
repair the foundations, exterior walls, common areas, heating, ventilation, roof and other
structural portions of 1211 W. 36™, Unit A Avenue Building. Lessee shall at its expense
maintain in good condition and repair, the interior of the leased premises at all times, including
but not limited to light bulbs and ballasts, locks, doors, window and sash, carpets, plumbing
fixtures, towel dispensers, counters, etc., all in accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska
and all directions and regulations of governmental agencies having jurisdiction over such
matters. Lessee agrees to maintain replacement of the light ballasts on regular basis to reduce
fire hazard (also lessens electrical usage). Lessee shall commit no waste of any kind in or
about the leased premises, and Lessee shall pay for all damage to the building, as well as
damage to tenants or occupants thereof, caused by Lessee’s misuse or neglect of the leased
premises, its apparatus or appurtenances.

15.  Assignment — Sublease. Lessee shall not assign or transfer this lease or any interest
therein, nor sublet any portion of the lease premises nor shall this lease or any interest
hereunder be assignable or transferable by operation of law or by any process or proceeding of
any court or otherwise, without first obtaining the written consent of Lessor. Any assignment of
this lease by Lessee shall not release Lessee from any of its duties or obligations hereunder.

If Lessee is a corporation, then any merger, consolidation or liquidation to which it may be party
or any charge in the ownership of or power to vote the majority of its outstanding voting stock
shall constitute an assignment or transfer of this lease for the purposes of this paragraph.

16.  Indemnification and Insurance. Lessor shall not be liable to Lessee or to any persons
for any injury to or death of any person, or for loss or damage to property (including property of
Lessee) occurring in the Lessee’s premises due to negligence on the part of the Lessee.
Lessee agrees to indemnify and save Lessor harmless from all loss, damage, liability and
expense (including expense of defending claims) relating to any actual or alleged loss or
damage to property caused by or resulting from any occurrence on the leased premises due to
negligence on the part of the Lessee. Lessee shall at Lessee’s expense maintain liability and
personal property insurance with an insurance company or companies satisfactory to Lessor in
the minimum limits of $1,000,000.00 combined single limit which covers bodily injuries and
property damage, to indemnify both Lessor and Lessee with regard to the items which Lessee
has herein agreed to indemnify and hold Lessor harmless. Such policy or policies shall
name Lessor as additional insured, and shall be non-cancelable as to Lessor except upon at
least 10 days prior written notice given to Lessor. Lessee shall fumish Lessor with a Certificate
of Insurance evidencing that said insurance is in effect prior to release of keys and occupancy of
premises.

17. Inspection. Lessor may retain a pass key to the leased premises and Lessor and its
agents shall have the right to inspect within 24 hours of notification the leased premises at all
reasonable times and to enter the same whenever reasonably necessary to exercise any right
or privilege of Lessor under this lease. Lessor shall not be liable for the consequences of
admitting by pass key or refusing to admit to the leased premises the Lessee or any of Lessee's
agents or employees or other persons claiming the right of admittance. In the event security
measures for the Premises as dictated by the State of Alaska render a “pass key” inoperable,
Lessee will make all arrangements necessary for Lessor to perform inspections as needed in a
reasonable manner. If required by the Municipality of Anchorage Fire Department, a key to the
Premises will be installed in a knox box on the exterior of the Building.

Lessor may, at any time, place on or about the Building any ordinary “For Lease” signs and
may, during the last ninety (90) days of the term of this Lease, place on or about the Premises
any ordinary “For Sale or Lease” signs, without rebate of rent or liability to Lessee.

18. Eminent Domain. If the entire leased premises shall be taken by any public or
governmental authority under the power of eminent domain, the term of this lease shall cease
as of the date of possession taken by such authority and the rent shall be paid up to date. If
only a part of the leased premises shall be taken and the remainder remains tenantable for the
purpose for which Lessee has been using the leased premises, than this lease shall continue in
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effect, except that the rental shall be reduced in proportion to the amount of the floor area (in
terms of square feet) of the leased premises taken, and Lessor at its expense shall make all
necessary repairs and alterations to the leased premises required by such taking. All damages
awarded for such taking may be retained by Lessor whether such damage is awarded as
compensation for diminution in the value of the leasehold or to the fee of the leased premises,
but Lessor shall not be entitied to portion of the award made to Lessee for cost of removal of
stock and fixtures. The term “eminent domain” as used herein shall include the exercise of any
similar governmental power and any purchase or other acquisition in lieu thereof.

19.  Fire and Other Casualty. Should the leased premises be damaged by fire or other
casualty, and if the damage is repairable within four weeks from the date of the occurrence

(with the repair work and the preparations therefore to be done during regular working hours on
regular work days), the damages shall be repaired with due diligence by Lessor, and in the
meantime the monthly rental shall be abated in the un-tenantable portion of the leased
premises. Should they be damaged cannot be repaired within four weeks of the occurrence,
Lessor shall have the option to terminate this lease, and Lessor shall advise Lessee within 15
days after the happening of any such damage whether Lessor has elected to continue the lease
in effect or to terminate it. If Lessor shall elect to continue this lease in effect, it shall commence
and prosecute with reasonable diligence any work necessary to restore or repair the leased
premises. If Lessor shall fail to notify Lessee of its election within 15-day period, or shall not
have commenced the restoration or repair work within said period, Lessor shall be deemed to
have elected to terminate. The commencement by Lessor of repair work shall be deemed to
constitute notice that Lessor has elected to restore or repair the leased premises. For the
period from the occurrence of any damage to the leased premises to the date of completion of
the repairs (or to the date of termination of the lease if Lessor shall elect not to restore the
leased premises) the monthly rental shall be abated in the same proportion as the un-tenantable
portion of the leased premises bears to the whole thereof.

20. Waiver of Subrogation. Lessee and Lessor hereby mutually releases each other from
liability and waive all right of recovery against each other for any loss perils insured against
under their respective fire insurance policies, including any extended coverage and
endorsements thereto; provided, however, that this paragraph shall be inapplicable if it would
have the effect, but only to the extent that it would have the effect, of invalidating any insurance
coverage of Lessor or Lessee.

21. Defaults. Time is the essence hereof, and in the event that the Lessee shall violate or
breach or fail to keep or perform any covenant, agreement, term or condition of this lease, and
is such default or violation shall continue or shall not be remedied within seven (7) days after
notice in writing thereof given by Lessor to Lessee specifying the matter claimed to be in default,
Lessor at its option may immediately declare Lessee’s rights under this lease terminated, and
re-enter the leased premises and repossess itself thereof, as of its former estate, removing all
persons and effects therefrom. If upon re-entry of Lessor, there remains any personal property
of Lessee or others upon the leased premises, Lessor may (but without the obligation to do so)
remove said personal property and place the same in a public warehouse or storage as may be
reasonable, at the expense and risk of the owners thereof, and Lessee shall reimburse Lessor
for any expense incurred by Lessor in connection with said removal and/or storage.
Notwithstanding any such re-entry, the liability of Lessee for the full rental provided for herein
shall not be extinguished for the balance of the term of this lease, and Lessee shall make good
to Lessor each month during the balance of said term any deficiency arising from a re-letting of
the leased premises at a lesser rental than that herein agreed upon as the monthly rental, plus
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the cost of renovating the leased premises back to the original condition in order to obtain a new
tenant.

construed so as to at any future time stop Lessor from promptly exercising any other option,
right or remedy that it may have any term or provision of the lease.
