As a dually licensed operation, the retail side will 
generate much less waste than the cultivation side. 
The waste generated from the "Retail location" of Arctic Herbery will be transferred back by 
way of the tracking system to the "Cultivation Operation" of Arctic Herbery in which a waste 
system for larger amounts of waste will be maintained. The Cultivation operation will dispose 
of it as follows: 
Any reusable-growing medium such as · clay or loose dirt that falls from the root ball will be 
removed and recycled for reuse by Arctic Herbery.

Describe what material or materials you will mix with the ground marijuana waste to make it unusable: 


This ground up waste will be mixed with yard waste and added to the "compost pile" in Sib 
deliveries as needed located at American Landscaping located on E 120th or A-1 lawn and 
landscaping located on Old Seward and mixed with their left over landscaping waste at greater 
than a 50% mixture of yard waste to marijuana waste and reduced to mulch. 
This pile consists of many different organic materials depending on the season. Most often it is 
mowed grass clippings, left over top soil, wood and tree clippings or hauled snow.

... Wrappers removed from waste product will be disposed of in local recycling bins or the local 
refuse. 
The organic parts of the product such as the root ball, stalks and stems will be ground up 
weighed and stored in a locked and secured location within the facility. 
This ground up waste will be added to the "compost pile" in Sib deliveries as needed located at 
American Landscaping located on E 120th or A-1 lawn and landscaping located on Old Seward 
and mixed with their left over landscaping waste and reduced to mulch. 
A transportation manifest including amount, destruction details, final destination and delivery 
person's name and a description of the vehicle will be kept with the product, sent to the MCB 
and stored in our marijuana tracking system. 
• City water is used to fill the feed reservoirs and is mixed with the nutrient solution. This 
solution is then used and reused and fresh water is added throughout the plants life. At the end 
of the plants feeding cycle (6-7 weeks into its flowering life) the reservoir is allowed to run low 
and the remainder of the solution is discarded and the plants are flushed with a fresh water 
cleanse. This amounts to about 20 gallons a week from flowering plants and another 20 
gallons every 4 weeks of liquid waste from the young plants as the reservoirs are cleaned and 
renewed.

Our staff has reviewed your 
application after receiving your application and required fees. Your application documents appear to be in 
order, and I have determined that your application is complete for purposes of 3 AAC 306.025(d). 
 
 Your application is now considered complete and will be sent electronically, in its entirety, to your 
local government, your community council if your proposed premises is in Anchorage or certain locations in 
the Mat-Su Borough, and to any non-profit agencies who have requested notification of applications. The 
local government will have 60 days to protest the issuance of your license or waive protest. 
 
 If you have not yet received all necessary approvals, such as a local license, conditional use permit, 
site plan review, Fire Marshal approval, or Department of Environmental Conservation approval, you 
should continue to work with those local or state agencies to get the requirements completed. At this time, 
at the direction of the Marijuana Control Board, I am determining your application to be complete without 
sending your fingerprint card(s) to the Department of Public Safety (DPS) for independent verification of 
your lack of a disqualifying criminal history. The fingerprint card(s) will be forwarded on an as yet 
undetermined date when DPS and the FBI are ready to receive and process it. Your application status in the 
application database will be changed to “Complete” today.
