Subcritical, critical and supercritical CO2 extraction: Ground marijuana material is loaded
manually into a stainless steel vessel, which is then pressurized. CO2 passes through the
material and caries out the cannabinoids, terpenes, plant waxes, and other volatile organic
compounds. Pressures and temperatures can be varied to target specific compounds. The
vessel is then depresurized, the plant material is disposed of according to 3 AAC 306.740 and
the concentrate is removed from its collection vessel and stored in a freezer.

Ethanol extraction both of raw material and of CO2 extracted material: Pure, lab grade ethanol
is added to ground marijuana material or marijuana concentrate and the mixture is placed in a
refrigerator or freezer for a specific period of time, ranging from an hour to several days. The
plant wax is then filtered out of the mixture using either a pump and filter with plumbing or a
vacuum buchner funnel. The filtered plant wax is disposed of and the ethanol/concentrate
mixture is removed from its collection vessel and stored in a freezer.

Fractional distillation:The ethanol/concentrate mixture is placed under vacuum and heated to
remove specific impurities. Vacuum pressure and temperature are varied to target specific
impurities, such as ethanol and water. The ethanol is collected and saved for future use. The
water is disposed of. The refined marijuana concentrates are removed and stored in a
freezer.

Hydraulic rosin press extraction:Ground marijuana material or whole flower is placed into a
stainless steel die, which is loaded into a hydraulic press. The die is heated with an electric
element while the hydraulic press squeezes the concentrates out of the marijuana plant
material. The die is then removed from the press and the marijuana plant material is disposed
of according to 3 AAC 306.740. The marijuana concentrates are removed from the die and
stored in a freezer.

Ice water extraction: Ground marijuana material or whole flower is placed into a bucket lined
with cloth sieves. The bucket is then filled with ice water, and the mixture is manually agitated.
After the ice melts, the sieves are removed sequentially, leaving concentrate of different
consistency in each screen. The marijuana plant material is disposed of according to 3 AAC
306.740. The concentrates can be heated in an oven to remove residual moisture, then stored
in a freezer.

Dry ice extraction: This process is identical to that of ice water extraction, except granulated
dry ice (CO2) is used instead of water.

Secret Garden Cannabis has prepared a disposal plan for disposing of all marijuana product that does not meet state testing
requirements and Secret Garden Cannabis' internal quality standards for any reason, including, but not limited to, disease,
infestation, and mishandling. Rendering marijuana unusable before disposal will ensure that marijuana products are safely
kept away from the public. Secret Garden Cannabis will ensure that all marijuana products are rendered unusable prior to
leaving the facility. The Manager will maintain a log on the status of all marijuana product waste, tracking the type of waste,
the date of disposal, the date It was rendered unusable, and the date that it was picked up by the disposal company. All
marijuana products marked for disposal will be stored in a secured bin, separated from all other products and materials,
until they can be rendered unusable. Once rendered unusable, marijuana products will be securely stored in locked
containers located on the premises. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable (after giving AMCO Enforcement a 3 day
notice) by grinding or mixing the materials with other compostable and non-compostable material until the resulting
mixture is no more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana waste. All locks will comply with the highest UL standards. Only
authorized personnel will have access to the keys that lock and unlock the disposal containers. A waste truck will collect the
waste and dispose of it at the city solid waste facility. To ensure tracking and to ensure that no diversion occurs, a manager
will meet with the waste truck driver and collect a signature and the name of the waste truck driver, the date, time, and the
type of marijuana product waste being collected. This information will be entered Into a log by the manager, which will be
securely stored and made available to AMCO upon request. The manager will make arrangements with the disposal
company if ever the dumpsters are full prior to pickup.
