. Description of Property. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee and Lessee leases from Lessor on the
rent, terms, covenants and conditions as set forth herein, the Property (hereinafter referred to
as the "Property") of approximately 1560 square feet of building space, plus approximately
700 square feet of parking space located at 7596 W. Carmel Road, Wasilla, Alaska, which is
located on that property which has as its legal description:
