 MJ-01 Operating Plan 
o You operating plan needs substantial improvement. Your answers do not reflect you have 


a good understanding of the statutes and regulations either in general or specific to the 
license type you are applying for. Please re-review Title 17.38 of Alaska Statutes and 
Chapter 306 of the Alaska Administrative Code both found on our website, re-do your MJ-
01 Marijuana Establishment Operating Plan, and re-submit for review. You really need 
more elaborate detail on each box explaining how your establishment is going to meet 
the requirements of the statutes and regulations.  The following are examples of what to 
watch out for when re-doing your operating plan (these are examples but they may not 
be the only things you need to address): 


 Page 2: provide more detail on your policies and procedures for preventing 
unescorted members of the public to enter Restricted Access Area(s). There is a 
log you need to maintain with certain information of the visitors being escorted 
into restricted access areas.

We 


need proof that Blueberry Hill, LLC has right to possession of the proposed premises. 
o If you are going to provide a commercial lease, the lease must be a legally binding lease 


and it should include the following: 
 An acknowledgment from the landlord/lessor that the premises will be used as a 


marijuana establishment, and 
 A disclaimer that the landlord/lessor may not take possession or remove 


marijuana from the premises and AMCO will be contacted (this is usually under 
the “Default” section).

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The security system will be monitored by a 3rd party monitoring agency NMC (National Monitoring Center). NMC, based in 
California, has risen to become the premier 3rd party monitoring company in the nation. Their success is due to an 
unparalleled combination of two things: state-of-the-art technology along with the most highly trained, professional and 
knowledgeable staff in the industry. In the event of a security breach of the licensed premises an exterior as well as an interior 
siren will be activated immediately, an alarm signal will be received by the monitoring center who will notify security, law 
enforcement and the licensee.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure 
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises: 
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(1) Motion detectors and door contacts are utilized for afterhours monitoring of the licensed premises.
(2) The key pad will be programmed with a silent medical and fire duress button option to alert medical personnel or fire


fighters in the event of a medical emergency or fire.
(3) Any use of the duress button will notify the monitoring center by silent alarm, giving the appropriate agency information


that a security breach is in progress and to use extreme caution when approaching.


(1) Security and staff will perform routine but unscheduled patrols. Loiterers will be asked to leave when discovered and law
enforcement will be called if continued loitering persists.


(2) Blueberry Hill, LLC will operate under a “no loitering” policy that will limit individuals from standing or waiting without
purpose on the premises as accordingly under 3 AAC 306.715(c)(2). During business hours employees will be provided
training on the importance of limiting loitering and learn skills to verbally remove individuals from the premises. If
individuals are unwilling to leave the premises or continue to loiter in the general area, law enforcement/peace officers
will be notified and employees will follow the recommendations of law enforcement.

The electronic tracking system will be used to ensure diversion of marijuana does not occur throughout 
the normal processes of the cultivation facility. Marijuana will be entered into the system and tracked throughout the 
cultivation, packaging, testing, disposal and selling process. If the tracking system shows potential diversion of product 
authorized personnel will initiate an investigation that will include; talking to employees on shift, assessing last log ins to the 
system and product in question, notifying the Marijuana Control Board and reviewing video feed.
In addition to the above, authorized personnel will randomly check video feed for potential diversion (1x per week), will 
supervise all visitors and require them to remain in the building until law enforcement arrives if diversion is suspected, restrict 
access to restricted areas where marijuana or cash are present as well as will provide information pertaining to the 
consequences of breaking the policy. Consequences include notifying law enforcement, immediate termination, visitor access 
removal and prosecution of crimes.
