Formation.

a.

State of Formation. This is a Limited Liability Company Operating Agreement (the
"Agreement") for Peak Season, LLC., a Member-managed Alaska single member limited
liability company (the "Company") formed under and pursuant to Alaska law.

Operating Agreement Controls . To the extent that the rights or obligations of the Member
or Company under provisions of this Operating Agreement differ from what they would be
under Alaska law absent such a provision, this Agreement, to the extent permitted under
Alaska law, shall control.

No provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed or construed
to constitute a partnership (including, without limitation, a limited partnership) or joint
venture, or any Member a partner or joint venturer of or with any other Member, for any
purposes other than federal and state tax purposes.

Purposes and Powers.
a. Purpose . Peak Season, LLC. is created for the following business purpose: Peak Season

LLC is a marijuana cultivation facility..

b. Powers . The Company shall have all of the powers of a limited liability company set forth





under Alaska law.

c. Duration . Peak Season, LLC.'s term shall commence upon the filing of a Certificate of
Formation and all other such necessary materials with the state of Alaska. The Company
will operate until terminated as outlined in this Agreement unless:

i. The Member votes to dissolve the Company;

ii. No Member of the Company exists, unless the business of the Company is continued in
a manner permitted by Alaska law;

iii. It becomes unlawful for either the Member or the Company to continue in business;
iv. A judicial decree is entered that dissolves the Company; or

v. Any other event results in the dissolution of the Company under federal or Alaska law.

L. Member.
a. The Member . The sole member of Peak Season, LLC. at the time of adoption of this
Agreement is Michael J. Allen (the "Member").

b. Tnitial Contribution . The Member shall make an Initial Contribution to the Company. The
Contribution shall consist of cash, solely, in the amount of $60,000.00.

No Member shall be entitled to interest on their Initial Contribution. Except as expressly
provided by this Agreement, or as required by law, no Member shall have any right to
demand or receive the return of their Initial Contribution.

c. Limited Liability of the Member . Except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement or
otherwise required by Alaska law, no Member shall be personally liable for any acts,
debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company beyond their respective Initial
Contribution. The Member shall look solely to the Company property for the return of
their Initial Contribution, or value thereof, and if the Company property remaining after
payment or discharge of the debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company is insufficient
to return such Initial Contributions, or value thereof, no Member shall have any recourse
against any other Member, if any other Member exists, except as is expressly provided for
by this Agreement.

d. Creation or Substitution of New Members . Any Member may assign in whole or in part






its Membership Interest only with the prior written consent of all Members.

i. If a Member transfers all of its Membership Interest, the transferee shall be admitted to
the Company as a substitute Member upon its execution of an instrument signifying its
agreement to be bound by the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Such admission
shall be deemed effective immediately upon the transfer, and, simultaneously, the
transferor Member shall cease to be a Member of the Company and shall have no
further rights or obligations under this Agreement.

Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, to the fullest extent permitted by law, each Member hereby irrevocably waives
any right or power that such Member might have to cause the Company or any of its assets
to be partitioned, to cause the appointment of a receiver for all or any portion of the assets
of the Company, to compel any sale of all or any portion of the assets of the Company
pursuant to any applicable law or to file a complaint or to institute any proceeding at law






or in equity to cause the dissolution, liquidation, winding up or termination of the
Company. No Member shall have any interest in any specific assets of the Company.

h. Fiduciary Duties of the Member .
i.  Loyalty and Care. Except to the extent otherwise provided herein, the Member shall
have a fiduciary duty of loyalty and care similar to that of members of limited
liability companies organized under the laws of Alaska.

ii. Competition with the Company. The Member shall refrain from dealing with the
Company in the conduct of the Company's business as or on behalf of a party
having an interest adverse to the Company. The Member shall refrain from
competing with the Company in the conduct of the Company's business.

iii. Duties Only to the Company. The Member's fiduciary duties of loyalty and care are
to the Company and not to any future Members. The Member shall owe fiduciary
duties of disclosure, good faith and fair dealing to the Company. A Member who so
performs their duties shall not have any liability by reason of being or having been
a Member.

iv. Reliance on Reports. In discharging the Member's duties, the Member is entitled to
rely on information, opinions, reports, or statements, including financial statements
and other financial data, if prepared or presented by any of the following:

1. One or more other Members, in the event that the Company has multiple
Members or employees of the Company whom the Member reasonably
believes to be reliable and competent in the matters presented.

2. Legal counsel, public accountants, or other persons as to matters the Member
reasonably believes are within the persons' professional or expert competence.

Distributions.

The Company's fiscal year shall end on the last day of December. Distributions shall be
issued on a quarterly basis, based upon the Company's fiscal year. The distribution shall not
exceed the remaining net cash of the Company after making appropriate provisions for the





Company's ongoing and anticipatable liabilities and expenses. The Member shall receive a
percentage of the overall distribution that matches the Member's percentage of Membership
Interest in the Company.

Tax Treatment Election.

The Company has not filed with the Internal Revenue Service for treatment as a corporation.
Instead, the Company will be taxed as a pass-through organization. The Member may elect
for the Company to be treated as a C-Corporation at any time.

Dissolution.

a. Limits on Dissolution . The Company shall have a perpetual existence, and shall be
dissolved, and its affairs shall be wound up only upon the provisions established in Section
II(c) above.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Bankruptcy of any Member
shall not cause such Member to cease to be a Member of the Company and upon the
occurrence of such an event, the business of the Company shall continue without
dissolution. '

Each Member waives any right that it may have to agree in writing to dissolve the
Company upon the Bankruptcy of any Member or the occurrence of any event that causes
any Member to cease to be a member of the Company.

b. Winding Up . Upon the occurrence of any event specified in Section II(c), the Company

shall continue solely for the purpose of winding up its affairs in an orderly manner,
liquidating its assets, and satisfying the claims of its creditors. The Member, or in the
event of multiple Members one or more Members selected by the remaining Members,
shall be responsible for overseeing the winding up and liquidation of Company, shall take

Agreement, except that a Covered Person shall be liable for any such loss, damage or
claim incurred by reason of such Covered Person's gross negligence or willful misconduct.

b. To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, a Covered Person shall be entitled to
indemnification from the Company for any loss, damage or claim incurred by such
Covered Person by reason of any act or omission performed or omitted by such Covered
Person in good faith on behalf of the Company and in a manner reasonably believed to be
within the scope of the authority conferred on such Covered Person by this Agreement.
Expenses, including legal fees, incurred by a Covered Person defending any claim,





demand, action, suit or proceeding shall be paid by the Company. The Covered Person
shall be liable to repay such amount if it is determined that the Covered Person is not
entitled to be indemnified as authorized in this Agreement.

Company and upon such information, opinions, reports or statements presented to the
Company by any person as to matters the Covered Person reasonably believes are within
such other person's professional or expert competence and who has been selected with
reasonable care by or on behalf of the Company, including information, opinions, reports
or statements as to the value and amount of the assets, liabilities, or any other facts
pertinent to the existence and amount of assets from which distributions to the Member
might properly be paid.

d. To the extent that, at law or in equity, a Covered Person has duties (including fiduciary
duties) and liabilities relating thereto to the Company or to any other Covered Person, a
Covered Person acting under this Agreement shall not be liable to the Company or to any
other Covered Person for its good faith reliance on the provisions of this Agreement. The
provisions of the Agreement, to the extent that they restrict the duties and liabilities of a
Covered Person otherwise existing at law or in equity, are agreed by the Member to
replace such other duties and liabilities of such Covered Person.

. Number of Days . In computing the number of days (other than business days) for
purposes of this Agreement, all days shall be counted, including Saturdays, Sundays and
holidays; provided, however, that if the final day of any time period falls on a Saturday,
Sunday or holiday on which national banks are or may elect to be closed, then the final
day shall be deemed to be the next day which is not a Saturday, Sunday or such holiday.

. Execution of Counterparts . This Agreement may be executed in any number of
counterparts, each of which shall be an original, and all of which shall together constitute
one and the same instrument.

. Severability . The provisions of this Agreement are independent of and separable from
each other, and no provision shall be affected or rendered invalid or unenforceable by
virtue of the fact that for any reason any other or others of them may be invalid or
unenforceable in whole or in part.

Entire Agreement . This Agreement contains the entire understanding among the parties
hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous agreements and understandings, inducements or conditions, express or
implied, oral or written, except as herein contained.

Exterior lighting will be on the building, 3 LED exterior lights on the front, 3 in back, and 1 on
each end. These lights will be powerful enough to illuminate out to 40 feet and directional
enough to illuminate the ground well without being obnoxious to neighbors.

The alarm system is of a quality wired type with separate zones. The exterior zone will be
armable separately from the interior in Home mode to aliow any prowlers to be picked up by
infrared motion sensors outside while folks are in the facility working. This zone will have the
exterior motion sensors, windows, and exterior doors on it. The interior zone can be left off in
this mode. The interior zone will have interior motion sensors on it fo pick up trespassers
should they make it past the exterior sensors. This alarm system wili be setup to transmit on
a cellular link to employee personnel and the alarm company as well as over the intemet to a
the alarm company such as ADT. The alarm company will contact the Alaska State Troopers
and those on the call list for the company.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

The alarm system will have an exterior keypad for arming and disarming. The alarm system
will automatically arm or re-arm every 4 hours unless a temporary disable is entered to extend
the disable to 8 hours for extended work efforts. This automatic re-arming is necessary to
ensure the facility is not left disarmed for extended periods of time. The alarm system will also
be remotely armable via celiular text commands and will be able to reply to cell phone
inquiries as to the status of the alarm system. Any changes to the status, such as a disarm,
arm, alarm, or device failure of the alarm system are immediately sent via text message to the
owner and company reps. The owner lives only 6 minutes away from the facility.

There is no personal consumption by owner. Owner is a non user. Their will be no friends
over for show and tell. There will not be any covert underhand sales tolerated. Any
employees vetted for work in the facility will not be allowed to trim off buds for personal
product testing or consumption. All video recordings will be reviewed randomly and any
suspected illegal activities or theft will be immediately dealt with. Person's falling into this
category will have their alarm system and door access deleted and terminated.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

The property is not a public access point to anywhere. Any person’'s hanging around will be
noted and the AST notified if it is suspicious. Camera footage will be reviewed for suspisious
activity related to any individuals noted to be loitering around the property. No trespassing
signs and video surveillance signs and cameras will hopefully deter this activity.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up atarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

The alarm system will have the standard panic button that will be on whoever is working on
the site. It will be on their badge tether. A pressure switch will not be necessary. Arming teh
alarm system in Home mode will provide an alarm / door bell effect any time someone is
picked up outside the premises allowing persons(s) inside to respond by moving themselves
outside restricted access areas to the exterior doorway and investigating who or what has
triggered the atarm.

That
preserves that data. The video and alarm system events will be recorded and stored offsite to
remote servers. The inventory system will be Franwell's METRC and will be completely online
as well. The logbooks of persons coming and going will be in a locked safe. All other
manifests, transportation documents, inventory, supply receipts, etc will be kept in a locked fire
proof safe.

All product leaving the site will be weighed, sealed, manifested, tagged properly and labelled
per statute. The vehicle license plate will be entered. The records will record time left, time
delivered, persons receiving, weight received and any other requirements of the statute.
These manifests will be scanned and saved in company folders on Google drive and originals
filed in the safe.
