The Cultivation Facility will use Pro-Mix Soil as a growing medium. Pro-Mix is specially
formulated with all natural ingredients, It contains an organic fertilizer that provides gradual
feeding to the plants.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s fertilizers, chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide
management, to be used:

The facility will use carbon dioxide (CO2) as a gas distributed in the growing rooms by pressurized cylinders
of carbon dioxide. The gas is used to supply the plant roots and plant leaves with oxygen and carbon. The
parts per million (ppm) of carbon dioxide gas distributed to each growing room will be constantly
electronically monitored and set to turn on and off when the ppm concentration of CO2 gas falls below or
rises above a set concentrate. The facility will use hydrogen peroxide and chlorine bleach as cleaning agents.

The facility will use FloraNova Bloom and FloraNova Grow as fertilizers. The fertilizer will be added to the 50
gallon water tank which is part of the watering system and mixed with the water according to a schedule. This
fertilizer calls for 1/2 to 3 teaspoons per gallon of water from early flowering through harvest. The water
containing the fertilizer will be delivered through hoses hanging above the plants.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s waste disposal arrangements:

All marijuana that does not meet testing requirements or the company's quality standards for whatever reason will be disposed of in
accordance with the company's disposal plan. All marijuana waste will be stored in a secured bin separate from all other products and
waste materials. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable before departing the facility by grinding and incorporating the marijuana waste
with either non-compostable or compostable solid waste so that the resulting mixture is at least fifty percent (50%) non-marijuana waste.
Non-compostable solid wastes will include paper, plastic, cardboard, and soil. Compostable solid waste will include food, yard material,
and vegetable-based grease or oils. Management will log the final composition of the mixture in a disposal log, available to the MCB upon
request, and will ensure that the mixture is no more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana by volume before releasing it for disposal. The log
will include the type of waste, date of disposal, date it was rendered unusable, and date that it was picked up by the disposal company.The
company plans to dispose of the following marijuana waste: (1) waste from marijuana flowers, trim, and solid plant materials; (2) marijuana
that is identified as infected or fails to meet quality testing; (3) marijuana plant waste; (4) run off water from the plants during cultivation;
and (3) medium used for cultivation and root matter. Discarded solid waste marijuana will be stored in plastic garbage cans and marijuana
waste will be entered into metric tracking system. After the 3 day notice period to AMCO the waste will be crushed and mixed in equal
parts with topsoil or other food waste, or vegetable grease or oils. The garbage cans filled with unusable marijuana solid waste will be
picked up by a waste facility licensed by local, state, and federal authorities to handle this type waste material. Accurate records will be
kept in the inventory tracking system regarding the final disposition of the waste.

Section 4 - Odor Control

A charcoal filtration system will be used in all air exchange and ventilation systems within the
facility which will control the odor and prevent the public from detecting an odor from outside

the facility. Management and ownership will periodical check the perimeter of the property for
marijuana pungent smells to determine whether the filter needs to be changed.

The board will or the director shall from time to time require the marijuana cultivation facility to provide

samples of the growing medium, soil amendments, fertilizers, crop production aids, pesticides, or water for
random compliance checks

Describe the testing procedure and protocols the marijuana cultivation facility will follow:

There will be designated employees trained and authorized to take samples. After the
marijuana is harvested and separated into batches of individual strains, the employee will
collect a random sample of each batch in a sterile container using proper procedures to
ensure the sample is not contaminated. (A face mask, gloves, sterile collection device will be
utilized). The employee will sign a statement indicating the sample has been randomly
selected, a copy of which will be maintained in the facilities business records. The sample will
either be transported to the testing facility in the same manner wholesale and retail packages
are transported to other facilities, or a licensed testing facility will pick up the sample from the
facility. The batches from which the sample or samples are taken will be secured in a separate
location and preserved so that it maintains it's freshness and integrity. The batches tested
shall not be transferred to the packaging area and prepared for sale until the results of the
testing for the batch are received by the facility, the product batch will be quarantine until the
results are transmitted from the testing facility to the cultivation facility. The results of the
testing will be transferred to the labels as required and maintained in the facilities business
records.

The facility will transport all samples to the testing facility in compliance with the state
regulations and the company's transportation policies. Further, the Company will fully comply
with all requests from the MCB, including samples of growing medium, soil amendment,
fertilizer, crop production aid, pesticide, or water, and shall bear the full expense for complying
with such requests.
