ARTICLE I 
 


Company Formation

Management

The Company shall indemnify any person who was or is a party 
defendant or is threatened to be made a party defendant, pending or completed action, suit 
or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, or investigative (other than an action 
by or in the right of the Company) by reason of the fact that he is or was a Member of the 
Company, Manager, employee or agent of the Company, or is or was serving at the request 
of the Company, for instant expenses (including attorney's fees), judgments, fines, and 
amounts paid in settlement actually and reasonably incurred in connection with such action, 
suit or proceeding if the Members determine that he acted in good faith and in a manner he 
reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best interest of the Company, and with 
respect to any criminal action proceeding, has no reasonable cause to believe his/her 
conduct was unlawful.

Exiting member must show that potential 
purchaser has full certified funds, or the ability to get full certified funds before the first right 
of refusal period starts. Current members have 60 days to buy exiting members interest if 
they so desire. 


 


(c) Pursuant to the applicable law, current members may unanimously approve the sale 
of exiting members’ interests to grant full membership benefits and functionality to the new 
member. The current remaining members must unanimously approve the sale, or the 
purchaser or assignee will have no right to participate in the management of the business, 
affairs of the Company, or member voting rights. The purchaser or assignee shall only be 
entitled to receive the share of the profits or other compensation by way of income and the 
return of contributions to which that Member would otherwise be entitled.

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7.2 VALUATION OF EXITING MEMBERS INTEREST. ​If a member wants to exit the LLC, and does 
not have a buyer of its membership interest, exiting member will assign its interest to 
current members according to the following set forth procedures: 


 
(a) A value must be placed upon this membership interest before assigned. 


 


(b) If exiting member and current members do not agree on the value of this 
membership interest, exiting member must pay for a certified appraiser to appraise the LLC 
company value, and the exiting members’ value will be assigned a value according to the 
exiting members’ interest percentage. 


 


(c) The current members must approve the certified appraiser used by exiting member. 
Current members have 30 days to approve the exiting members certified appraiser. If current 
members disapprove the certified appraiser, they must show evidence to support their 
disapproval of the certified appraiser as a vendor qualified to make the LLC business 
appraisal. Current members may not stall the process by disapproving all certified appraisers.

The examining team passed your signage question along to me because it is the last piece to getting
your application complete and I do not agree with your conclusion that you can place your logo on a
sign that is not attached to the building. The regulations are clear that only retail signage is
permitted and it must be attached to the building. I do not believe any of the creative alternatives
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you suggest below relieve you from your duty as a licensee to strictly comply with the regulations,
and I believe that allowing alternatives such as this will essentially gut the regulation and open the
door to all kinds of signage.
 
Because we disagree on this, you have a couple of choices. You can abandon the concept of having
signage on the sign away from the building. The other option is for me to take this to the board with
your application, explain the situation, put all of the email correspondence in the packet, and
propose that they vote on whether you having your store logo on a sign in front of your building but
not attached to your building is a violation of the regulation and whether they will permit it or not. It
is likely that the director will recommend against it, since it will open a Pandora’s box of other
licensees finding ways to get around the intent and wordage of the regulations.
 
Let me know which option you choose, and the examination team will determine your application
complete and let me know whether  to write a memo to the board on the signage question.

Thanks for the reminder. Time sure flies. The business license has been renewed for two more
years.
 
Per our conversation on the phone this morning, here's our additional statement regarding the
sign:
 
The sign post is already installed and holds a sign advertising the business that was previously
in our building. We've covered it with a white board in the meantime, but it should not be
permanent. Any changes to the sign will also require approval from the City and Borough of
Juneau Community Development Department.
 
While state regulation says that we may do a number of things regarding the posting of signs,
it also does not say that we can't make use of the existing sign post on our property. Since the
regulation appears to apply to signs with the business name on them, are we instead allowed to
only put our logo on the sign? Our logo is still being designed, but it will be in compliance
with applicable and laws and regulations. 
 
Another aspect to consider: part of our retail store will include non-cannabis products. If not
allowed to use the standing sign for our cannabis retail, is there anything preventing us from
creating another business within the retail space and displaying that on the sign? "Green
Elephant Accessories," for example. 
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Obviously we do not want this issue to hold up or negatively impact a decision on our license.
While we do believe our use of this sign would not violate law or regulation in letter or spirit,
we are amenable to the board's opinion on this matter.
