BY-LAWS
OF
ARTICLE I. NAME AND LOCATION

SECTION 1. The name of this corporation shall be The High Expedition Company.

SECTION 2. The Principal and registered office of the corporation in the State of
Alaska shall be 13465 E. Main Street, Talkeetna, Alaska 99676. The corporation may
have such other offices, either within or without the State of Alaska as the Board of
Directors may designate or as the business of the corporation may require from time to
time.

ARTICLE Il. SHAREHOLDERS

SECTION 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held on
the first Tuesday of the month of February in each year, beginning with the year
2017nat the time designated by the Board of Directors, for the purpose of electing
Directors and for the transaction of such other business as may come before the
meeting. If the day fixed for the annual meeting shall be a legal holiday in the State of
Alaska, such meeting shall be held on the next succeeding business day. If the election
of Directors shall not be held on the day designated herein for any annual meeting of
the shareholders, or at any adjournment thereof, the Board of Directors shall cause the
election to be held at a special meeting of the shareholders as soon thereafter as
convenient.

SECTION 2. Special Meeting. Special meetings of the shareholders, for any purpose
or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by resolution of the
Board of Directors or by the President at the request of the holders of not less than a
majority of all the outstanding shares of the corporation entitled to vote on any issue
proposed to be considered at the meeting, provided said shareholders sign, date and
deliver to the corporate secretary one or more written demands for the meeting
describing the purpose or purposes for which it is to be held. Only business within the
purpose or purposes described in the meeting notice required by Article 1l, Section 5 of
these By-Laws may be conducted at a special shareholders meeting. In addition, such
meeting may be held at any time without call or notice upon unanimous consent of
shareholders.

SECTION 3. Place of Meeting. The Board of Directors may designate any place, either
within or without the State of unless otherwise prescribed by statute as the place of
meeting for any annual meeting or for any special meeting of shareholders. A waiver of
notice signed by all shareholders entitled to vote at a meeting may designate any place,
either within or without the State of Alaska, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, as
the place for the holding of such meeting. If no designation is made, or if a special
meeting be otherwise called, the place of meeting shall be the principal office of the
corporation in the State of Alaska.






SECTION 4. Notice of Meeting. Written or printed notice stating the place, day and
hour of the meeting shall be delivered not less than ten (10) nor more than sixty (60)
days before the date of the meeting, either personally or by mail, by or at the direction of
the President, or the Secretary, or the officer or persons calling the meeting, to each
shareholder of record entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice shall be
deemed to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail, addressed to the
shareholder at his address as it appears on the stock transfer books of the corporation,
with postage thereon prepaid. Notice of a special meeting shall include a description of
the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called.

SECTION 5. Closing of Transfer Books or Fixing of Record Date. For the purpose of
determining shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at any meeting of shareholders
or any adjournment thereof, or shareholders entitled to receive payment of any
dividend, or in order to make a determination of shareholders for any other proper
purpose, the Board of Directors of the corporation may provide that the stock transfer
books shall be closed for a stated period but not to exceed, in any case, seventy (70)
days. If the stock transfer books shall be closed for the purpose of determining
shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at a meeting of shareholders, such books
shall be closed for at least ten (10) days immediately preceding such meeting. In lieu of
closing the stock transfer books, the Board of Directors may fix in advance a date as the
record date for any determination of shareholders, such date in any case to be not more
than seventy (70) days and, in case of a meeting of shareholders, not less than ten (10)
days prior to the date on which the particular action, requiring such determination of
shareholders, is to be taken. If the stock transfer books are not closed and no record
date is fixed for the determination of shareholders entitled to notice of or to vote at a
meeting of shareholders, or shareholders entitled to receive payment of a dividend, the
date on which notice of the meeting is mailed or the date on which resolution of the
Board of Directors declaring such dividend is adopted, as the case may be, shall be the
record date for such determination of shareholders. When a determination of
shareholders entitled to vote at any meeting of shareholders has been made as
provided in this section, such determination shall apply to any adjournment thereof.

SECTION 6. Shareholders’ List. After fixing a record date, the officer or agent having
charge of the share ledger of the corporation shall prepare an alphabetical list of all
persons entitled to notice and to represent shares at such meeting, or any adjournment
thereof, and said list shall be arranged by voting group and shall show the address of
and the number of shares held by each shareholder or representative. The
shareholders’ list shall be available for inspection and copying during usual business
hours by any shareholder beginning two (2) business days after notice of the meeting is
given for which the list was prepared and continuing through the meeting, at the
corporation’s principal office or at a place identified in the meeting notice. Such list shall
be available during the meeting and any shareholder, his agent or attorney is entitled to
inspect the list at any time during the meeting or any adjournment thereof. The original
stock transfer book shall be prima facia evidence as to who are the shareholders
entitled to examine such list or transfer book or to vote at any meeting of shareholders.






SECTION 7. Quorum. A majority of the outstanding shares of the corporation entitled
to vote, represented in person or by proxy, shall constitute a quorum at a meeting of
shareholders. If less than a majority of the shares are represented at a meeting, a
majority of the shares so represented may adjourn the meeting from time to time without
further notice. At such adjourned meeting in which a quorum shall be present or
represented, any business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the
meeting as originally notified. The shareholders present at a duly organized meeting
may continue to transact business until adjournment, notwithstanding the withdrawal of
enough shareholders to leave less than a quorum.

SECTION 8. Proxies. At all meetings of shareholders, a shareholder may vote by
proxy executed in writing by the shareholder or by his duly authorized attorney-in-

fact. Such proxy shall be filed with the Secretary of the corporation before or at the time
of the meeting.

SECTION 9. Voting of Shares. Subject to the provisions of Section 12 of this Article II,
each outstanding share entitled to vote shall be entitled to one vote upon each matter
submitted to a vote at a meeting of shareholders. The affirmative vote of a majority of
the outstanding shares represented at a shareholders’ meeting at which a quorum is
present shall be the act of the shareholders of the corporation.

SECTION 10. Voting of Share by Certain Holders. Shares standing in the name of
another corporation may be voted by such officer, agent or proxy as the By-Laws of
such corporation may preserve, or, in the absence of such provision, as the Board of
Directors of such corporation may determine.

Shares held by an administrator, executor, guardian or conservator may be voted by
him either in person or by proxy, without a transfer of such shares into his name. Shares
standing in the name of a trustee may be voted by him, either in person or by proxy, but
no trustee shall be entitled to vote shares held by him without a transfer of such shares
into his name.

Shares standing in the name of a receiver may be voted by such receiver, and shares
held by or under the control of a receiver may be voted by such receiver without the
transfer thereof into his name if authority so to do be contained in appropriate order of
the court by which such receiver was appointed.

A shareholder whose shares are pledged shall be entitled to vote such shares until the
shares have been transferred into the name of the pledgee, and thereafter the pledgee
shall be entitled to vote the shares so transferred.

Shares of its own stock belonging to the corporation or held by it in a fiduciary capacity
shall not be voted, directly or indirectly, at any meeting, and shall not be counted in
determining the total number of outstanding shares at any given time.

SECTION 11. Informal Action by Shareholders. Unless otherwise provided by law, any
action required to be taken at a meeting of the shareholders, or any other action which
may be taken at a meeting of the shareholders, may be taken without a meeting if a






consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken, shall be signed by all of the
shareholders entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter thereof.

SECTION 12. Cumulative Voting. Unless otherwise provided by law, at each election
for Directors every shareholder entitled to vote, in person or by proxy, shall have the
right to vote at such election the number of shares owned by him for as many persons
as there are Directors to be elected and for whose election he has a right to vote, or to
cumulate his votes by giving one candidate as many votes as the number of such
Directors multiplied by the number of his shares shall equal, or by distributing such
votes on the same principle among any number of candidates.

ARTICLE Ill. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. General Powers. The business and affairs of the corporation shall be
managed by its Board of Directors except as otherwise herein provided.

SECTION 2. Number, Tenure and Qualifications. The number of Directors of the
corporation shall be two (2). Each Director shall hold office until the next annual
meeting of shareholders and until his successor shall have been elected and

gualified. Directors may be re-elected. The Directors need not be a resident of this
state or a shareholder. The initial directors shall be Joseph R. McAneney and Daniel F.
Nelson.

SECTION 3. Regular Meetings. A regular meeting of the Board of Directors shall be
held without other notice than this By-Law immediately after, and at the same place as
the annual meeting of shareholders. The Board of Directors may also provide, by
resolution, the time and place for the holding of additional regular meetings without
other notice than such resolution.

SECTION 4. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be
called by or at the request of the President or any Director. The person or persons
authorized to call special meetings of the Board of Directors may fix the place for
holding any special meeting of the Board of Directors called by them.

SECTION 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall be given at least five (5) days
previously thereto by notice personally given or mailed to each Director at his business
address, or by telegram. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when
deposited in the United States mail so addressed, with postage thereon prepaid. If
notice be given by telegram, such notice shall be deemed to be delivered when the
telegram is delivered to the telegraph company. Any Director may waive notice of any
meeting. The attendance of a Director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of
such meeting, except where a Director attends a meeting for the express purpose of
objecting to the transaction of any business because the meeting is not lawfully called
or convened, and does not thereafter vote for or assent to action taken at the meeting.

SECTION 6. Quorum. A majority of the number of Directors fixed by Section 2 of this
Article Il shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the





Board of Directors, but if less than a majority is present at a meeting, a majority of the
Directors present may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.

SECTION 7. Manner of Acting. The act of the majority of the Directors present at a
meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board of Directors.

SECTION 8. Compensation. By resolution of the Board of Directors, the Directors may
be paid their expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the Board of Directors
and may be paid a fixed sum for attendance at each meeting of the Board of Directors
or a stated salary as Director. No such payment shall preclude any Director from
serving the corporation in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefor.

SECTION 9. Presumption of Assent. A Director of the corporation who is present at a
meeting of the Board of Directors at which action on any corporate matter is taken shall
be presumed to have assented to the action taken unless his dissent shall be entered in
the minutes of the meeting or unless he shall file his written dissent to such action with
the person acting as Secretary of the meeting before the adjournment thereof or shall
forward such dissent by registered mail to the Secretary of the corporation immediately
after the adjournment of the meeting. Such right to dissent shall not apply to a Director
who voted in favor of such action.

SECTION 10. Informal Action by Board of Directors. Unless otherwise provided by law,
any action required to be taken at a meeting of the Directors, or any other action which
may be taken at a meeting of the Directors, may be taken without a meeting if a consent
in writing, setting forth the action so taken, shall be signed by each director, and
included in the minutes or filed with the corporate records reflecting the action taken.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS

SECTION 1. Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a President and a
Secretary-Treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the Board of Directors. Such
other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or
appointed by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 2. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the corporation to be elected
by the Board of Directors shall be elected annually by the Board of Directors at the first
meeting of the Board of Directors held after each annual meeting of the shareholders. If
the election of officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as
soon thereafter as conveniently may be. Each officer shall hold office until his
successor shall have been duly elected and shall have qualified or until he shall resign
or shall have been removed in the manner hereinafter provided. The initial officers may
be elected at the first meeting of the Board of Directors.

SECTION 3. Removal. Any officer or agent elected or appointed by the Board of
Directors may be removed by the Board of Directors whenever in its judgment, the best
interest of the corporation would be served thereby, but such removal shall be without
prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person so removed.





SECTION 4. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation,
removal, disqualification or otherwise, may be filed by the Board of Directors for the
unexpired portion of the term.

SECTION 5. President. The President shall be the principal executive officer of the
corporation and, subject to the control of the Board of Directors, shall in general
supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the corporation. He shall, when
present, preside at all meetings of the shareholders and of the Board of Directors. He
may sign certificates for shares of the corporation, any deeds, mortgages, bonds,
contracts, or other instruments which the Board of Directors has authorized to be
executed except in cases where the signing and execution thereof shall be expressly
delegated by the Board of Directors, or by these By-Laws, to some other officer or
agent of the corporation, or shall be required by law to be otherwise signed or executed;
and in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other
duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time.

SECTION 6. Vice-President. The Board of Directors may determine when there is a
need for a Vice-President or Vice-Presidents. In the absence of the President or in
event of his death, unavailability of or refusal to act, a Vice-President shall perform the
duties of the President, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject
to all the restrictions upon the President. A Vice-President shall perform such other
duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the President or the Board of
Directors.

SECTION 7. Secretary-Treasurer. The Secretary-Treasurer shall: (a) keep the minutes
of the shareholders and of the Board of Directors meetings in one or more books
provided for the purpose; (b) be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of
the corporation and see that the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents, the
execution of which on behalf of the corporation under its seal is duly authorized; (c) see
that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these By-Laws or as
required by law; (d) keep a register of the post office address of each shareholder which
shall be furnished to the Secretary by such shareholder; (e) have general charge of the
stock transfer books of the corporation; (f) have charge and custody of and be
responsible for all funds and securities of the corporation, receive and give receipts for
monies due and payable to the corporation from any source whatsoever, and deposit all
such monies in the name of the corporation in such banks, trust companies or other
depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the provisions of Article V of these
By-Laws; and (g) in general perform all of the duties incident to the Office of Secretary-
Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the
President or by the Board of Directors. If required by the Board of Directors, the
Secretary-Treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such sum
with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine.

SECTION 8. Salaries. The salaries, compensation and other benefits, if any, of the
officers shall be fixed from time to time by the Board of Directors, and no officer shall be
prevented from receiving such salary by reason of the fact that he is also a Director of
the corporation.





ARTICLE V. CONTRACTS, LOANS, CHECKS AND DEPOSITS

SECTION 1. Contracts. The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers,
agent or agents, to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the
name of and on behalf of the corporation, and such authority may be general or
confined to specific instances.

SECTION 2. Loans. No loans shall be contracted on behalf of the corporation and no
evidence of indebtedness shall be issued in its name unless authorized by a resolution
of the Board of Directors. Such authority may be general or confined to specific
instances.

SECTION 3. Checks, Drafts, etc. All checks, drafts, or other orders for the payment of
money, notes or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the corporation
shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the corporation and in
such manner as shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board of
Directors.

SECTION 4. Deposits. All funds of the corporation not otherwise employed shall be
deposited from time to time to the credit of the corporation in such banks, trust
companies or other depositories as the Board of Directors may select.

ARTICLE VI. CERTIFICATES FOR SHARES AND THEIR TRANSFER

SECTION 1. Certificates for Shares. Certificates representing shares of the
corporation shall be in such form as shall be determined by the Board of

Directors. Such certificates shall be signed by the President and by the Secretary or by
such other officers authorized by law and by the Board of Directors so to do. All
certificates for shares shall be consecutively numbered or otherwise identified. The
name and address of the person to whom the shares represented thereby are issued,
with the number of shares and date of issuance, shall be entered on the stock transfer
books of the corporation. All certificates surrendered to the corporation for transfer shall
be cancelled and no new certificate shall be issued until the former certificate for a like
number of shares shall have been surrendered and cancelled, except that in case of a
lost, destroyed or mutilated certificate, a new one may be issued therefor upon such
terms and indemnity to the corporation as the Board of Directors may prescribe.

SECTION 2. Transfer of Shares. Transfer of shares of the corporation shall be made
only on the stock transfer books of the corporation by the holder of record thereof or by
his legal representative, who shall furnish proper evidence of authority to transfer, or by
his attorney thereunto authorized by power of attorney duly executed and filed with the
Secretary of the corporation, and on surrender for cancellation of the certificate of such
shares, and also, any transfer is subject to the limitations set forth in the Articles of
Incorporation, reference to which is hereby made. The person in whose name shares
stand on the books of the corporation shall be deemed by the corporation to be the
owner thereof for all purposes.

ARTICLE VII. FISCAL YEAR






The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the 1st day of January and end on the
31st day of December in each year.

ARTICLE VlII. DIVIDENDS

The Board of Directors may from time to time declare, and the corporation may pay
dividends on its outstanding shares in the manner and upon the terms and conditions
provided by law and its Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE IX. SEAL

The Board of Directors shall provide a corporate seal which shall be circular in form and
shall have inscribed thereon the name of the corporation and the state of incorporation
and the words “Corporate Seal.”

ARTICLE X. WAIVER OF NOTICE

Unless otherwise provided by law, whenever any notice is required to be given to any
shareholder or Director of the corporation under the provisions of these By-Laws or
under the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation, a waiver thereof in writing, signed
by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated
therein, shall be equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE XI. AMENDMENTS

These By-Laws may be altered, amended or repealed and new By-Laws may be
adopted by a majority vote of the Board of Directors at any annual Board of Directors
meeting or at any special Board of Directors meeting when the proposed amendment
has been set out in the notice of such meeting. These By-Laws may also be altered,
amended or repealed by a majority vote of the shareholders notwithstanding that these
By-Laws may also be amended or repealed by the Board of Directors.

Al exterior lighting will be checked by a manager on duty on a daily basis to ensure that each
light in the system is operational, and each mount is positioned for optimum rerecording clarity
and to deter unauthorized presence on the premises. The facility plans to install a total of three
(3) motion activated lights to be affixed to the building, lights to be evenly distributed on the
three sides of the facility that have points of entry. The light fixtures will keep the premises,
signs, and doors well lit, and allow the exterior surveillance camera to record individuals up to
twenty (20) feet from all entry points.

The alarm system that will be installed by a third party security company, is a commercial grade alarm system that utilizes a pin pad code and
utilizes electronic medians to communicate when the alarm is triggered. will be monitored by the third party company and Joe and Dan will
have direct contact with the alarm company's representative via phone and email. The alarm will be armed any time the store is not open to
the public. While Joe and Dan will contract with a third party alarm system and monitoring company to install and rnatnlaln all alarm system
equipment, they will also know how to train management level employees on how to arm the alarm, disarm the alarm, and basic
froubleshooting procedures. The security monitoring company will be in direct contact with Joe and Dan and will if necessary directly contact
local law enforcement. The alarm system will monitor all exterior doors, windows, and roof penetrations. Motion detectors will monitor all areas
of the building including the roof and the loft area during all hours not open for business.

Video surveillance will continuously monitor storage area of MJ and MJ product, restricted access areas, exits and entrances, and
POS portals to ensure that employees doing transactions are only giving the correct amount of marijuana or product that the
customer buys. Additionally, all ID checking at the entrance will be visible to ensure no minors have the ability to come into the store.
All MJ and MJ product will be identified in metrc and mandatory inventory counts will be taken weekly and stored as official business
records to ensure any MJ or MJ product is not missing AND to ensure there isn't more MJ or product in the store than recorded in
Metrc as a surplus of unrecorded MJ would indicated inversion of black market product. All employees will complete mandatory
training in recognizing such activity, and are required to notify ownership or management if they suspect such activity is occurring.

This Lease Agreement made December 9, 20186, between Mary D. Krywe and Joe
McAneney, co-owners of the Premises(herein after referred to coliectively as “Landlord”),
and The High Expedition Company, Inc., an Alaskan Corporation (“Tenant”).

Dear Esteemed Marijuana Control Board Members,

I am writing to request the Board, if it is within your authority, abstain from granting or deny
Jmdn Enterprises, LLC (The High Expedition) approval of its license as a retail marijuana
shop to be located at 13465 E Main Street, Talkeetna, Alaska 99676.

I will say 1 am not completely opposed to legalization of marijuana, however, | do have
concerns primarily related to the location of this business and its impact on this rural
community.

As you may be aware, the research that other states have performed
(https://www.colorado.gov/cdphe/marijuana-health-report) have shown an increase in child
poisonings, 911 calls, ER visits and hospital admissions. As a health care provider in this
community for over 15 years, | have grave concerns that our current EMS and clinic resources
are not prepared for this impact. By locating itself in the middle of town and marketing to a
bustling summer tourism industry, | feel it is very likely that tourists who are naive to
marijuana use and its effects will not be able to distinguish whether they are experiencing a
drug effect or a more serious health concern. This will likely result in diverting our
Ambulance to the care of these individuals, making them unavailable to assist people with
serious and life threatening conditions. Without an Emergency Room available within an
hours drive of our town and only having access to a health clinic from 9am to 5pm Monday
through Saturday, | feel there will be casualties.

Additionally, the research about impact on the developing brain for exposure to marijuana in
youth is clear. For that reason many states have limited marijuana retail stores from being
located in close proximity to schools, public parks, etc. This business is located across the
street from a public park/campground, is within a few hundred feet of our public ball field,
scenic river access and within walking distance of our elementary school. Though I do
understand that it is every parents responsibility to educate their children about what drugs can
do to them, I also believe that not allowing easy access is also important. Whether we like it
or not some people will not be responsible with this product and it will end up in the hands of
our youth.

The children that attend these functions as well as the tourist that come here, have to walk past the proposed marijuana store location to get to the Rivers.  Federal officers working at the Talkeetna Ranger Station have arresting ability as marijuana is illegal Federally, and have stated that they will do so if it is found on their land.





A marijuana store downtown will do irreparable harm to our Federal Historic District on the National Registry.  Talkeetna has grown “cultural tourism” where tourists come to visit our historic town.  The retail marijuana business would negatively affect our tourist economy in multiple ways.  Most tourists that are visiting our charming boutique Alaskan community do not want to smell marijuana.  In 2016 when our population was 852 people, 300,000 tourists visited our one street town on one of 25 busses a day, during the 100 days that constitute our summer season.  Over time our tourist economy has developed and the tour companies such as Princess, Holland America and Greyline all have sanctions against marijuana in their hotels or on their busses.  





Cost and demand of local EMS services has increased dramatically in towns that have legalized marijuana.  Response to varying cases of toxicity from local residents and tourists rose over 100% in towns throughout Colorado.  Sunshine Clinic, our community health center, and our EMS are already grossly overtaxed during the tourist season.  Our health center runs purely on grant money. Dear Marijuana Licensing Board,

| will outline my main objections to having a retalil
marijuana shop in our Special Use District of Main Street
Talkeetna. When the community voted last October in
favor of marijuana to be grown and sold in our area there
were state laws in place. Many people who voted
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thought our main street would be a protected area.

There are multiple different parks located in downtown
area, the river park that is our overnight campground (66
feet from proposed license), since the 1960's, the main
park directly across from Nagley's Trading Post and the
ball park. We also have children's programs run out of
the Don Sheldon Hangar, sponsored by Denali Arts
Council, most of these programs have kids present
everyday during the summer months whether it be
Circus practice, drama or musicians. We also have the
main south side Denali National Park Service running
kids programs that walk down to the river frequently.

The Susitna Salmon Center also operates a children's
program once a week in the summer. | mention this
because the National Park Service building hosts about
25,000 to 30,000 visitors every summer, they are located
approximately 120 feet from this purposed cannabis
store. This makes our town unable to have a state-lawful
cannabis store.

When the vote was taken at our borough assembly,
unbeknownst to the community because there were no
postings or notifications, or was proper borough
procedure followed that "parks" were being redefined by
the Matanuska Susitna Borough Assembly. This was
done so a pot shop could apply to the borough for a
Conditional Use Permit and be on Main Street Talkeetna.
Furthermore, a CUP was found not necessary in our
borough SPUD areas in October. The borough has
recently rectified that mistake but in the meantime they





grandfathered the High Expedition store unto Main Street
of Talkeetna. This is all before Joe McAneney,
representing the High Expedition did not even qualify for
an Alaska State marijuana selling license. He was not
eligible because of length of time spent in the state of
Alaska or had your board approved his application or
had it even been reviewed. We are crying fowl play by
our assembly people. We don't understand how these
two things can be lawful, one changing the state
recommendation to parks and children programs, and
moreover, grandfathering in a business without a license.

It seem to us someone has their hand in benefiting by
this business.

Talkeetna is a very unique, quaint little village. The main
street area of 2 blocks is recognized as a Historical
District. This is a federally recognized under a national
registry, the marijuana shop will threaten our registry.
We also are in a SPUD, this main street area has it's
own regulations and it's own set of specifications. Our
town sees around 300,000 tourists in the summer
months. We have many tour companies that supply
these visitors to us and they have a zero tolerance policy
of marijuana at all of their hotels close by and especially
on their ships and buses (the very transportation to their
hotel from Talkeetna). It is very out of character for
these tourist to be doing drugs. They are in general,
retired and on a fixed income. Approximately 20
businesses border our main street, for one of these to be
a marijuana retail store will change the face of our
postage stamp town.





Another objection is that the Alaska State Troopers no
longer have a base in our area. The station is now 70
miles away. It takes 2-24 hours for a trooper to arrive to
the scene of a crime or an emergency. We have very
little law enforcement in our area anymore. This area
they patrol is one of the largest areas in the state and it
reaches from Houston, Willow, Hatcher's Pass, Trapper
Creek, Petersville, Talkeetna, Chase and the railroad
and highway systems up to Hurricane bridge on the
Parks highway. It's enormous, which is very scary to us
because of all the alcohol abuse in the summertime
business owners can be assured they will be broken into
at least once in the summer months already and if we
add legalized marijuana to the list of substance abuse in
the area we are overtaxing our emergency responders
and troopers.

Beautiful downtown Talkeetna is a family friendly area.
Just the unsightly presence of the shop with the extra
security, like steel doors, bars on the windows, warning
signs is not appealing for the character of our downtown
area. This business would border where kids walk
freely, parades are held, children's groups frequent,
families camping, the only path to the riverfront, and
tourists are mingling. | was former president of the
Talkeetna Chamber of Commerce, we like this culture,
we treasure that it is still a safe place for children to walk
about freely. A marijuana retail shop just doesn't fit what
we have worked for, for so many years. Seriously, there
IS a public restroom 66 feet away, I'm sure that the
restroom will be used for intaking the product customers





have just bought. Another issue | foresee is there isn't
any parking. The business owners themselves will have
to park on the street, there is no land for customer
parking.

We have a serious drug problem in our town already.
We have a task force working with Sunshine Community
Health Center on what to do about it. We have heroin
needles blocking our sewage, we are known as the meth
capital of Alaska, you tell me why this is good business
to open a cannabis store in downtown Talkeetna. We do
know that the revenue raised, (which | don't even think
there will be revenue for our borough from the High
Expedition, because of not having to have a CUP with
our borough) is it worth wrecking more lives and having
more people addicted to this gateway drug, that could
lead to other way more harmful drugs. The treatment
and addiction programs that our state will have to pay for
in the future, and the lives that will be wrecked, far
outweighs the benefits of having this store.

We appreciate your consideration, many people in our
town have petitioned our borough assembly, testified,
and wrote letters. | challenge you to read every email
sent in opposition, look at all the signatures that object to
a main street marijuana shop in Talkeetna. Call them
and talk to them, this issue is near and dear to the
culture of our town, please take heed and research what
our borough has illegally done to make this shop
happen. For one business man to move to our town and
decide that this is the business for him and his partner,





that will change Talkeetna forever is not fair to the long
term residents that were born and raised there. It's not
fair to our Historical District, our parks and rec. areas,
our residents, our visitors, and our children.

One last side note to the board, | feel like this issue can
split towns. It is incredibly scary to send this to the
actual applicant of the license with my name on it. | think
that the board should take these objections and yes
email them to the applicant, but without specific names
on them, it puts us at risk that object. One of these
partners is a neighbor of mine. | own businesses in this
town, | have children here and our extended family lives
in Talkeetna. We have already experienced strange
consequences of objecting to this license. It's a fight that
is dividing our town deeply and it is putting my family at
risk.

| will outline my main objections to having a retail
marijuana shop in our Special Use District of Main Street
Talkeetna.

| would like to point out in this particular objection,
that people who have applied for these 2 separate
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licenses have brought nothing but mayhem to this small
hamlet.

It is now know that the FBI and Homeland Security
are now investigating the happenings here in Talkeetna.
This is because Holly Sheldon Lee's business (Sheldon
Air Service) was subject to attacks which is located on
the Talkeetna Airport property, it has now elevated this to
a Federal level. Before the said proprietors arrived here
in town , that being Joe McAneney
and Dan Nelson and or DBA The High Expedition
Company, we never experienced the strong arm tactics
that are being used on our local towns people because
they objected, Holly Sheldon Lee and Connie Twigg
have been subjected to numerous threats and strong
arm tactics , so much that State Troopers have been
called in as well and reports filed. This is not what
Talkeetna needs or wants. Too verbally attack towns
people, to vandalize for the sake of a pot shop. | think
that the Board needs to be aware of these things
happening in our little town. This is not how businessmen
operate, this is how thugs and organized crime operate.
We ask that you take these matters into careful
consideration, when ruling on permitting the licenses to
operate with in the town limits of Talkeetna or any other
protected area set with in the town charters. Also Joe did
not post his intentions as required for 30 days, it was
only posted 2 days that we know of and not posted in the
Post Office or other public bulletin board.





There are multiple different parks located in downtown
area, the river park that is our overnight campground (66
feet from proposed license), since the 1960's, the main
park directly across from Nagley's Trading Post and the
ball park. We also have children's programs run out of
the Don Sheldon Hangar, sponsored by Denali Arts
Council, most of these programs have kids present
everyday during the summer months whether it be
Circus practice, drama or musicians. We also have the
main south side Denali National Park Service running
kids programs that walk down to the river frequently.
The Susitna Salmon Center also operates a children's
program once a week in the summer. | mention this
because the National Park Service building hosts about
25,000 to 30,000 visitors every summer, they are located
approximately 120 feet from this purposed cannabis
store. Its also a felony to have marijuana within 500 feet
of a National Park. This makes our town unable to have
a state-lawful cannabis store.

When the vote was taken at our borough assembly,
unbeknownst to the community because there were no
postings or notifications, or was proper borough
procedure followed that "parks" were being redefined by
the Matanuska Susitna Borough Assembly. This was
done so a pot shop could apply to the borough for a
Conditional Use Permit and be on Main Street Talkeetna.
Furthermore, a CUP was found not necessary in our
borough SPUD areas in October. The borough has
recently rectified that mistake but in the meantime they





grandfathered the High Expedition store unto Main Street
of Talkeetna. This is all before Joe McAneney,
representing the High Expedition did not even qualify for
an Alaska State marijuana selling license. He was not
eligible because of length of time spent in the state of
Alaska or had your board approved his application or
had it even been reviewed. We are crying fowl play by
our assembly people. We don't understand how these
two things can be lawful, one changing the state
recommendation to parks and children programs, and
moreover, grandfathering in a business without a license.

It seem to us someone has their hand in benefiting by
this business.

Talkeetna is a very unique, quaint little village. The main
street area of 2 blocks is recognized as a Historical
District. This is a federally recognized under a national
registry, the marijuana shop will threaten our registry.
We also are in a SPUD, this main street area has it's
own regulations and it's own set of specifications. Our
town sees around 300,000 tourists in the summer
months. We have many tour companies that supply
these visitors to us and they have a zero tolerance policy
of marijuana at all of their hotels close by and especially
on their ships and buses (the very transportation to their
hotel from Talkeetna). It is very out of character for
these tourist to be doing drugs. They are in general,
retired and on a fixed income. Approximately 20
businesses border our main street, for one of these to be
a marijuana retail store will change the face of our





postage stamp town.

Another objection is that the Alaska State Troopers no
longer have a base in our area. The station is now 70
miles away. It takes 2-24 hours for a trooper to arrive to
the scene of a crime or an emergency. We have very
little law enforcement in our area anymore. This area
they patrol is one of the largest areas in the state and it
reaches from Houston, Willow, Hatcher's Pass, Trapper
Creek, Petersville, Talkeetna, Chase and the railroad
and highway systems up to Hurricane bridge on the
Parks highway. It's enormous, which is very scary to us
because of all the alcohol abuse in the summertime
business owners can be assured they will be broken into
at least once in the summer months already and if we
add legalized marijuana to the list of substance abuse in
the area we are overtaxing our emergency responders
and troopers.

Beautiful downtown Talkeetna is a family friendly area.
Just the unsightly presence of the shop with the extra
security, like steel doors, bars on the windows, warning
signs is not appealing for the character of our downtown
area. This business would border where kids walk
freely, parades are held, children's groups frequent,
families camping, the only path to the riverfront, and
tourists are mingling. We like this culture, we treasure
that it is still a safe place for children to walk about freely.
A marijuana retail shop just doesn't fit what we have





worked for, for so many years. Seriously, there is a
public restroom 66 feet away, I'm sure that the restroom
will be used for intaking the product customers have just
bought. Another issue | foresee is there isn't any
parking. The business owners themselves will have to
park on the street, there is no land for customer parking.

We have a serious drug problem in our town already.
We have a task force working with Sunshine Community
Health Center on what to do about it. We have heroin
needles blocking our sewage, we are known as the meth
capital of Alaska, you tell me why this is good business
to open a cannabis store in downtown Talkeetna. We do
know that the revenue raised, (which | don't even think
there will be revenue for our borough from the High
Expedition, because of not having to have a CUP with
our borough) is it worth wrecking more lives and having
more people addicted to this gateway drug, that could
lead to other way more harmful drugs. The treatment
and addiction programs that our state will have to pay for
in the future, and the lives that will be wrecked, far
outweighs the benefits of having this store.

We appreciate your consideration, many people in our
town have petitioned our borough assembly, testified,
and wrote letters. | challenge you to read every email
sent in opposition, look at all the signatures that object to
a main street marijuana shop in Talkeetna. Call them
and talk to them, this issue is near and dear to the





culture of our town, please take heed and research what
our borough has illegally done to make this shop
happen. For one business man to move to our town and
decide that this is the business for him and his partner,
that will change Talkeetna forever is not fair to the long
term residents that were born and raised there. It's not
fair to our Historical District, our parks and rec. areas,
our residents, our visitors, and our children.
