Also
used is a recovery pump, filter drier, sifters, degassing vacuum, Erienmeyer flasks and a
magnetic stirring plate, vacuum assisted Whitman filter system and filter vacuum flask and
rotary evaporator, Vacuum Pump and rosin pressure press.
The facility may also use methods of extraction that do not require solvents such as keif sifting,
cold water/ dry ice methods, and heat-press for rosin extracting in the future.

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Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates: 


A variety of marijuana concentrates and marijuana products will be created through the use of
water-, food-, oils, food fats and solvent-based (N butane, iso butane, propane, ethanol, CO2,
and/or hexane. ) extractions. The facility will use a professional grade equipment system with
proper ventilation and control of all possible ignition sources. The professional grade
equipment will be used in compliance with the manufacturer's stated pressure ratings and
have certification from a licensed engineer that the system is commercially manufactured, is
safe for its intended use, and is built to code and in compliance with local fire, safety, and
building code requirements. The facility will utilize a closed loop extraction system where
marijuana plant matter is combined with a solvent or combination of solvents (N butane, iso
butane, propane or hexane, and/or ethanol) which causes the resin glands from the plants to
be detached from the plant matter and suspended in the solvent solution. To remove wax and
residual solvents, the solution is distilled and/or winterized, leaving behind concentrated
cannabis. The concentrated cannabis is then placed into a vacuum oven for 1-10 days in order
to achieve th desired finish for a particular marijuana concentrate product texture such as
shatter, or wax or may be combined with other ingredients to create a marijuana product (ie
edible). Any extraction equipment used by the facility will be maintained and operated in
compliance with the manufacturer's directives, and regularly inspected and serviced to
maintain its integrity and function. All employees and agents operating, handling, inspecting,
and cleaning the systems and vessels will be fully trained on how to use and maintain the
system, and will have direct access to all applicable instructional and safety documents at all
times.

Canamo Capsules will consist of ten (10) gel caps per package with each gel cap
containing 5 mg of THC. The gel cap is ovular in shape with a smooth exterior that is clear
with a slight yellowish tint. The infused oil inside will be a yellowish/golden to brownish
color. Each capsule is a size "0", holds about 500 mg of liquid, and is made of a kosher,
vegetarian, non-GMO gelatin. Only 5mg of the 500mg of liquid will be active THC.


Marijuana (oil or concentrate), coconut oil, vegetarian gelatin capsule
(made only from water and hydroxypopylmethycellulose- derived from
vegetable cellulose)


Mix marijuana (oil, concentrate or syrup) with extra virgin coconut oil into a crockpot and let simmer for
three hours, stirring the mixture every half hour for the first two hours. After cooking, turn off crockpot
and let sit for fifteen minutes to cool. Strain infused coconut oil through cheese cloth and into a new
bowl. Set up capsule filling machine and place twenty-four ‘0’ size vegetarian gel capsules in the
machine. Using syringe, absorb the infused oil and disperse into the capsules (amount dependent on
potency to achieve desired 5mg per capsule). Then use the capsule filling machine to close each gel
capsule. Expiration date is expected to be 12-14 months with our air tight, food grade packaging.
