 Your application will now be sent electronically, in its entirety, to your local government, your 
community council if your proposed premises is in Anchorage or certain locations in the Mat-Su Borough, 
and to any non-profit agencies who have requested notification of applications. The local government has 
60 days to protest the issuance of your license or waive protest. 
 
 If you have not yet received all necessary approvals, such as a local license, conditional use permit, 
site plan review, Fire Marshal approval, or Department of Environmental Conservation approval, you 
should continue to work with those local or state agencies to get the requirements completed. We must 
also wait for the criminal history check for each individual licensee based on your fingerprint card(s).Your 
application status in the application database will be changed to “Complete” today.   
 
 Your application may be considered by the board while some approvals are still pending. However, 
your license will not be finally issued and ready to operate until all necessary approvals are received and a 
preliminary inspection of your premises by AMCO enforcement staff is completed.  
 
 Your application will be scheduled for the May 2017 board meeting for Marijuana Control Board 
consideration. The meeting agenda gets posted on our website 7 days before the board meeting. Your 
appearance at the meeting, either in-person or telephonic, is mandatory.

THIS PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT (the "Agreement") made and entered into this 24th day of March, 2017 (the


"Execution Date"),


BETWEEN:


Vernon L Smith of 50815 Old Lamplight Rd, Nikidki, Alaska, 99635, and


Lynn Smith of50815 Old Lamplight Rd, Nikiski, Alaska, 99635


(individually the "Partner" and collectively the "Partners").


BACKGROUND:


A. The Partners wish to associate themselves as partners in business.


B. This Agreement setsout the termsand conditions that govern the Partners within the Partnership.


IN CONSIDERATION OF and as a condition of the Partnersentering into this Agreement and other valuable


consideration, the receiptand sufficiency ofwhichconsideration is acknowledged, the partiesto this Agreement agreeas


follows:


Formation


1.BythisAgreement the Partners enterintoa general partnership (the"Partnership") in accordance with the laws of the
Stateof Alaska. The rightsand obligations of the Partners will be as stated in the applicable legislation of the State


of Alaska (the 'Act') except as otherwise provided here.


Name


2. The firm name of the Partnership will be: North Road Buds.


Purpose


3. The purpose of the Partnership will be: Business Activities


Term


4. The Partnership will beginon December 19th, 2016and will continue until terminated as provided in this


Agreement.


Place of Business


5. The principal officeof the business of the Partnership will be located at PO Box 8704,Nikiski,Alaska,99635or


such other place as the Partners may from time to time designate.


Capital Contributions


6. Each ofthe Partners has contributed to the capital of the Partnership, in cash or property in agreed upon value, as


follows (the "Capital Contribution"):

7. All Partners will contribute their respective Capital Contributions fully and on time.


Withdrawal of Capital


8. No Partnerwill withdraw any portion of their Capital Contribution without the expresswrittenconsentof the


remaining Partners.


Additional Capital


9. Capital Contributions may beamended from time to time, according to therequirements of thePartnership provided
that the interests of the Partnersare not affected, exceptwith the unanimous consentof the Partners. No Partnerwill


be required to make Additional Capital Contributions. Whenever additional capital is determined to be required and
an individual Partneris unwilling or unable to meetthe additional contribution requirement withina reasonable


period, as required by Partnership business obligations, remaining Partners may contribute in proportion to their
existingCapitalContributions to resolve the amount in default. In suchcase the allocation of profitsor lossesamong


all the Partners will be adjusted to reflect the aggregatechange in Capital Contributions by the Partners.


10.Anyadvance of money to the Partnership byanyPartner inexcess of the amounts provided for in this Agreement or
subsequently agreed to as Additional Capital Contribution will bedeemed a debtdue from the Partnership andnotan
increase inCapital Contribution of the Partner. Thisliability will be repaid with interest at ratesandtimes to be
determined bya majority of the Partners within the limits of what is required or permitted in the Act. This liability
will not entitlethe lendingPartnerto any increased shareof the Partnership's profitsnor to a greatervotingpower.


Such debts mayhavepreference or priority overanyotherpayments to Partners as may be determined bya majority


of the Partners.


Capital Accounts


11.An individual capitalaccount(the "Capital Accounts") will be maintained for each Partnerand their Initial Capital


Contribution will be credited to this account. Any Additional CapitalContributions made by any Partnerwill be


credited to that Partner's individual Capital Account.


Interest on Capital


12.No borrowingchargeor loan interestwill be due or payable to any Partneron their agreed CapitalContribution


inclusive ofany agreed Additional Capital Contributions.


Financial Decisions


13.Decisions regarding the distribution of profits, allocation of losses, and the requirement for Additional Capital


Contributions as well as all other financial matters will be decided by a majority vote of the Partners.
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Profit and Loss


14. Subject to the other provisions of this Agreement,the net profits and losses of the Partnership, for both accounting


and tax purposes,will accrue to and be borne by the Partners according to the following schedule(the "Profit and


Loss Distribution"):

Compensation for Services Rendered


15.Partners maybe compensated for servicesactually rendered as from time to time may be agreedby unanimous


consent of the Partners.


Books of Account


16. Accurate andcomplete books of account of the transactions of the Partnership will be kept in accordance with


generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) andat all reasonable times will be available andopen to inspection
and examination by any Partner. The books and records of the Partnership will reflect all the Partnership's


transactions and will be appropriate and adequate for the businessconducted by the Partnership.


Annual Report


17.As soonas practicable after the closeof eachfiscal year, the Partnership will furnish to each Partner an annual report


showing a full andcomplete account of thecondition of thePartnership. Thisreport will consist of at leastthe


following documents:


a. A statement ofall information as will be necessary for the preparation of each Partner's income or other tax


returns;


b. A copyof the Partnership's federal income tax returns for that fiscal year; and


c. Any additional information that the Partners may require.


Banking and Partnership Funds


18.The fundsof the Partnership will be placed in such investments and bankingaccountsas will be designated by the


Partners. Partnership funds will be held in the name of the Partnershipand will not be commingled with those ofany


other person or entity.


Fiscal Year


19. The fiscal year will end on the 1st day ofJanuary ofeach year.
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Audit


20. Any ofthe Partners will have the right to requestan auditofthe Partnership books. The cost of the audit will be


borne by the Partnership. The audit will be performed by an accounting firm acceptable to all the Partners. Not more


than one (1) audit will be required by any or all of the Partners for any fiscal year.


Management


21. All the Partners will be consulted and the advice and opinions ofthe Partners will be obtained as much as is


practicable. However, the Managing Partner will havemanagement andcontrol ofthe day-to-day businessofthe


Partnership forthe purposes stated in this Agreement. All matters outsidethe day-to-day business ofthe Partnership


will be decided by a majority vote of the Partners.


22. Vernon L Smith will be the Managing Partner. The term "Managing Partner" will also include any party


subsequently appointed to that role.


23. Inaddition to day-to-day management tasks, the Managing Partner's duties will include keeping, orcausing to be


kept, full and accurate business records for the Partnership according to generally accepted accounting principles


(GAAP) andoverseeing the preparation ofany reports considered reasonably necessary to keep the Partners


informed of the business performanceof the Partnership.


24. A Managing Partner canvoluntarily withdraw from the position of Managing Partner or canbe replaced by a


unanimous vote ofthe remaining Partners. In theeventofawithdrawal or removal of the Managing Partner from the


position of Managing Partner or from the Partnership, the remaining Partners will haveequal rights in the


management ofthe Partnership until they appoint a successor Managing Partner.


25.The Managing Partner will not be liable to the remaining Partners for anyaction or failure to actresulting in lossor


harmto the Partnership except in the caseofgross negligenceor willful misconduct.


Contract Binding Authority


26. Each Partner will have authority to bind the Partnership in contract.


Tax Matters Partner


27.The tax matters partner will be LynnSmith (the"Tax Matters Partner"). The Tax Matters Partner will prepare, or


cause to be prepared, all tax returns and reports for the Partnership and makeany related elections thatthe Partners


deem advisable.


28. A Tax Matters Partner canvoluntarily withdraw from the position ofTax Matters Partner or can be appointed or


replaced by a majority voteof the other Partners. In the eventof awithdrawal ofthe Tax Matters Partner from the


Partnership, the remaining Partners will appoint a successor as soonas practicable.


Meetings


29. Regular meetings ofthe Partners will be held only as required.


30. Any Partner cancall a special meeting to resolve issuesthat require a vote, as indicated by this Agreement, by


providing all Partners with reasonable notice. In the caseofa special vote, the meeting will be restricted to the


specific purpose for which the meeting was held.
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31. All meetings will be held at a time and in a location that is reasonable, convenient and practical considering the


situation ofall Partners.


Admitting a New Partner


32. A new Partner may only be admitted to the Partnership with a majority vote of the existing Partners.


33. Any new Partner agrees to be bound by all the covenants,terms, and conditions of this Agreement, inclusiveofall


current and future amendments. Further, a new Partner will execute such documents as are needed to effect the


admission of the new Partner. Any new Partner will receivesuch business interest in the Partnership as determined


by a unanimous decision of the other Partners.


Voluntary Withdrawal of a Partner


34. AnyPartner will havethe rightto voluntarily withdraw from the Partnership at any time. Written noticeof intention


to withdraw must be serveduponthe remaining Partners at leastthree (3) monthsprior to the withdrawal date.


35. The voluntary withdrawal of a Partnerwill resultin the dissolution of the Partnership.


36. A Dissociated Partner will onlyexercise the right to withdraw in good faith and will act to minimize any present or


future harm done to the remaining Partners as a result of the withdrawal.


Involuntary Withdrawal of a Partner


37. Events resulting inthe involuntary withdrawal ofa Partner from thePartnership will include butnotbe limited to:
death of a Partner; Partner mental incapacity; Partner disability preventing reasonable participation in the
Partnership; Partner incompetence; breach of fiduciary duties bya Partner; criminal conviction of a Partner;
Expulsion ofa Partner; Operation of Law against a Partner; orany act oromission ofa Partner that can reasonably
be expected to bring the business or societal reputation of the Partnership intodisrepute.


38.The involuntary withdrawal of a Partner will result inthedissolution of the Partnership.


39. Atrustee inbankruptcy or similar third party who may acquire that Dissociated Partner's interest inthe Partnership
will only acquire that Partner's economic rights and interests and will not acquire any other rights of thatPartner or
be admitted as a Partner of the Partnership or have the rightto exercise any management or votinginterests.


Dissociation of a Partner


40.Where thedissociation of a Partner forany reason results inthedissolution of thePartnership then thePartnership
will proceed ina reasonable and timely manner to dissolve the Partnership, with all debts being paid first, prior to
any distribution ofthe remaining funds. Valuation and distribution will be determined asdescribed inthe Valuation
of Interest section of this Agreement.


41.The remaining Partners retain the right to seek damages from a Dissociated Partner where thedissociation resulted
from a malicious or criminal act by the Dissociated Partner or where the Dissociated Partner had breached their
fiduciary duty to thePartnership or was inbreach of this Agreement or had acted ina way that could reasonably be
foreseen to bring harm or damage to the Partnership or to the reputation of the Partnership.


Dissolution


42.Except as otherwise provided inthisAgreement, thePartnership will bedissolved upon a majority vote of all
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Partners.


Distribution of Property on Dissolution of Partnership


43. In the event ofthe dissolution ofthe Partnership, Partnership assets or liabilities will be shared according to the


following dissolution distribution (the "Dissolution Distribution") schedule:


PARTNER DISSOLUTION DISTRIBUTION PERCENT


Vernon L Smith 51%


Lynn Smith 49%


44. Upon Dissolution ofthe Partnership and liquidation of Partnership Property, and after payment of all selling costs


and expenses, the liquidator willdistribute thePartnership assets to the following groups according to the following
order of priority:


a. in satisfaction of liabilities to creditors except Partnershipobligations to current Partners;


b. in satisfaction of Partnership debt obligations to current Partners; and then


c. to the Partners according to the Dissolution Distributiondescribed above.


45. The claims ofeach priority group will be satisfied in full before satisfying anyclaims of a lowerpriority group. Any


excessof Partnership assets afterliabilities orany insufficiency in Partnership assets in resolving liabilities under


this section will be shared by the Partners according to the Dissolution Distribution described above.


Valuation of Interest


46. In the absence ofa written agreement setting a value,the valueof the Partnership will be based on the fair market


valueappraisal ofall Partnership assets (less liabilities) determined in accordance with generally accepted


accounting principles (GAAP). This appraisal will be conducted by an independent accounting firm agreed to by all


Partners. An appraiser will be appointed within a reasonable period of the date ofwithdrawal or dissolution. The


resultsof the appraisal will be binding on all Partners. A withdrawingPartner's interestwill be basedon that


Partner's proportion ofthe Dissolution Distribution described above, lessany outstanding liabilities the withdrawing


Partner may haveto the Partnership. The intentof this section is to ensure the survival of the Partnership despitethe


withdrawal of any individual Partner.


47. No allowance will be made for goodwill, trade name, patents or other intangible assets, except where those assets


have been reflected on the Partnership books immediately priorto valuation.


Goodwill


48. The goodwill ofthe Partnership business will be assessed at an amount to be determined by appraisal using generally
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accepted accounting principles (GAAP).


Title to Partnership Property


49. Title to all Partnership Property will remain in the name of the Partnership.No Partner or group ofPartners will have


any ownership interest in such Partnership Property in whole or in part.


Voting


50. Any vote required by the Partnershipwill be assessed where each Partner receives one vote carrying equal weight.


Force Majeure


51. A Partnerwill be free of liability to the Partnership wherethe Partneris prevented from executing their obligations


underthis Agreement in wholeor in partdue to force majeure, suchas earthquake, typhoon, flood, fire, and war or


anyother unforeseen and uncontrollable eventwhere the Partner hascommunicated the circumstance of saideventto


any and all other Partners and taken any and all appropriateaction to mitigate said event.


Duty of Loyalty


52.No Partnerwill engage in any business, venture or transaction, whether directly or indirectly, that mightbe


competitive with the business of the Partnership or thatwould be in direct conflict of interest to the Partnership
withoutthe unanimous written consentof the remaining Partners. Anyand all businesses, venturesor transactions


with anyappearance of conflict of interest must be fully disclosed to allotherPartners. Failure to comply with anyof
the terms of this clause will be deemed an Involuntary Withdrawal of the offending Partner and may be treated


accordingly by the remaining Partners.


Duty of Accountability for Private Profits


53. Each Partnermust account to the Partnership for any benefitderivedby that Partnerwithoutthe consentof the other


Partners from anytransaction concerning the Partnership or anyuse by that Partner of the Partnership property, name


or business connection. Thisdutycontinues to apply to anytransactions undertaken after the Partnership has been


dissolved but beforethe affairsof the Partnership havebeencompletely wound up by the survivingPartneror


Partners or their agent or agents.


Duty to Devote Time


54. Each Partner will devote such time and attention to the business of the Partnership as the majority ofthe Partners


will from time to time reasonably determinefor the conductof the Partnership business.


Actions Requiring Unanimous Consent of the Partners


55. The following list ofactions will require the unanimous consent of all Partners:


a. Hiringany employeewhose total compensation packageexceeds$30,000.00 USD per annum;


b. Firingof any employee except in the caseof grossmisconduct that exposesthe Partnership to possible


liability; and


c. Endangering the ownership or possession of Partnership property.


56. Any losses incurredas a resultof a violation of this sectionwill be chargedto and collectedfrom the individual


Partner that acted without unanimous consent and caused the loss.
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Forbidden Acts


57. No Partner may do any act in contravention of this Agreement.


58. No Partner may permit, intentionallyor unintentionally, the assignmentofexpress, implied or apparent authority to a


third party that is not a Partner in the Partnership.


59. No Partner may do any act that would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary business of the Partnership.


60. No Partner may confess a judgment against the Partnership.


61. No Partner will have the right or authority to bind or obligate the Partnershipto any extent with regard to any matter


outside the intended purpose of the Partnership.


62. Any violation of the aboveForbidden Actswill be deemed an Involuntary Withdrawal of the offending Partnerand


may be treated accordingly by the remaining Partners.


Indemnification


63. All Partners will be indemnified and held harmlessby the Partnershipfrom and against any and all claims ofany


nature,whatsoever, arising out of a Partner'sparticipation in Partnership affairs. A Partnerwill not be entitled to


indemnificationunder this section for liabilityarising out of gross negligenceor willful misconductof the Partner or


the breach by the Partner ofany provisions of this Agreement.


Liability


64. A Partner will not be liable to the Partnership,or to any other Partner,for any mistake or error in judgment or for any


act or omission done in good faith and believed to be within the scope ofauthority conferred or implied by this


Agreement or the Partnership.


Liability Insurance


65. The Partnership may acquireinsurance on behalfof any Partner, employee, agentor other personengagedin the


business interestof the Partnership against any liabilityassertedagainst them or incurred by them while acting in


good faith on behalfof the Partnership.


Life Insurance


66. The Partnership will have the right to acquirelife insurance on the livesof any or all of the Partners, whenever it is


deemed necessary by the Partnership. Each Partner will cooperate fully with the Partnership in obtaining any such


policies of life insurance.


Amendments


67. This Agreement may not be amended in whole or in part without the unanimouswritten consent ofall Partners.


Jurisdiction


68. The Partners submit to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Alaska for the enforcement of this Agreementor


any arbitration award or decision arising from this Agreement.


Definitions


69. For the purpose of this Agreement, the following terms are defined as follows:
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a. "Additional CapitalContributions" meansCapital Contributions, other than InitialCapitalContributions, made


by Partners to the Partnership.


b. "Capital Contribution" meansthe totalamountof cashor Property contributed to the Partnership by any one


Partner.


c. "Dissociated Partner"meansany Partnerwho is removed fromthe Partnership througha voluntaryor


involuntary withdrawal as provided in this Agreement.


d. "Expulsion of a Partner" canoccuron application bythe Partnership or another Partner, where it has been


determined that the Partner:


i. Hasengaged in wrongful conduct thatadversely and materially affected the Partnership's business;


ii. Haswillfully or persistently committed a material breach of this Agreement or of a duty owed to the


Partnership or to the other Partners; or


iii. Hasengaged in conduct relating to the Partnership's business that makes it not reasonably practicable to


carry on the business with the Partner.


e. "Initial Capital Contribution" means Capital Contributions made byany Partnerto acquire an interest in the


Partnership.


f. "Operation of Law" means rights or duties thatarecastupon a party by the law, without anyactor agreement
on the partof the individual including, butnot limited to, an assignment for thebenefit of creditors, a divorce,


or a bankruptcy.


Miscellaneous


70. Time is of the essence in this Agreement.


71. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts.


72. Headings areinserted fortheconvenience of theparties only and arenot to beconsidered when interpreting this
Agreement. Words in the singular mean and include the plural andviceversa. Words in the masculine gender include
the feminine gender andviceversa. Words in theneuter gender include the masculine gender andthe feminine


gender and vice versa.


73. If anyterm, covenant, condition or provision of thisAgreement is held bya courtof competent jurisdiction to be
invalid, voidor unenforceable, it is the parties' intentthat such provision be reduced in scope by the courtonly to the


extent deemed necessary by that court to render the provision reasonableand enforceable and the remainder ofthe


provisions of this Agreement will in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated as a result.


74. ThisAgreement contains the entire agreement between the parties. All negotiations and understandings have been


included in this Agreement. Statements or representations whichmayhave been made by any party to this


Agreement in the negotiation stagesof this Agreement may in somewaybe inconsistent withthis final written
Agreement. All such statements are declared to be of no valuein this Agreement. Only the writtentermsof this
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Agreement will bind the parties.


75. This Agreement and the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement apply to and arebinding upon the
Partner's successors, assigns, executors, administrators, beneficiaries, and representatives.


76.Any notices or delivery required herewillbedeemed completed when hand-delivered, delivered by agent, or seven
(7) daysafterbeing placed in the post, postage prepaid, to the parties at the addresses contained in thisAgreement or


as the parties may later designate in writing.


77. All oftherights, remedies and benefits provided by this Agreement will becumulative and will not beexclusive of
any other such rights, remedies and benefits allowed by law.

All activities will be monitored per video surveillance protection. It is the policy and procedure of North Road Buds to train
employees that: No person shall have access to restricted areas unless accompanied by a designated handler. All
Employees will be monitored at all times through surveillance cameras or personal attention by the Licensee or the
designated marijuana handler appointed to oversee any or all activity regarding work with Cultivated or the Cultivationof
marijuana. Also employees will be required to wear full body Tyvek suits and rubber gloves while attending to the Cultivated
or Cultivation of marijuana inside the restricted area.

We will position and mount
all external camera and lighting fixtures in clear view ofthe public to establish video surveillance monitoring activities. Signs
will be posted and illumination identification capabilities will be present. We intend to place signs inside and outside ofthe
building that read: NOTICE: thisarea is under24 hour surveillance". NRB does not intend to post signs with our business
name at our cultivation facility. It is our intention to keep our cultivation facility nondescript and visually unobtrusive to our
surrounding area.

As described in the aforementioned there will be 24hr video surveillance cameras and motion sensors. There will also be a
panic orholdup alarm trigger located in and outside of the licensed premises for the protection and safety of people working.

After all the marijuana buds have cured, the bud is then trimmed from the stem, weighed, in compliance with 3 AAC
306.745 (1) and (2), packaged, and re-weighed for consistency. A tracking label will then be attached provided by the
METRC tracking system. NRB will then prepare, package, and secure the marijuana sample during shipment, then
record the transfer in the marijuana inventory tracking system, and prepare the transport manifest. In addition, the
individual transporting marijuana in compliance shall have a marijuana handler permit required under 3 AAC 306.700.
NRB shall observe the limits set out in 3 AAC 306.565 (a) (c) and (e) (1) (2) (3), in addition the packaging will protect
the Flower/Bud from contamination. All packaged marijuana will be identified by a tracking label generated by the
marijuana manufacturing facility's marijuana inventory tracking system "(METRC)". NRB shall prepare marijuana
Flower/Bud for transfer to another marijuana establishment by placing the marijuana Flower/Bud within a sealed,
tamper-evident shipping container; and generating a transport manifest from NRB facility's "(METRC)" inventory
tracking system; the name of the transporter, the time of departure and expected delivery and the make model and
license plate of the transporting vehicle.

It will then be made unusable by grinding the plant waste and mixing it with at least an equal
amount of non-compost-able materials.


All solid waste will be ground up, properly packaged and disposed of at a permitted Class Ior
Class II landfill willing to accept the waste. The operator of the landfill will be contacted prior to
delivering the waste confirming the waste will be accepted and to comply with the possible
additional requirements.

based on 12 complete changes of air per hour. The 6" x 20" inch carbon air filter/scrubber oder
control is designed to handle 440 CFM's. This will allow for clean smelling air for exhaust and
not emit an odor that is detectable by the public.
