BYLAWS
OF

GREAT NORTHERN CANNABIS, INC.

ARTICLE I - OFFICES

The mailing address for the principal office of the corporation in the State of Alaska shall
be located at 2341 Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, Alaska 99507. The corporation may have such
other offices within or without the State of Alaska, as the board of directors may designate or as
the business of the corporation may require from time to time.

The registered office of the corporation, required by the Alaska Business Corporation Act
to be maintained in the State of Alaska, may be, but need not be, identical with the principal
office in the State of Alaska, and the address of the registered office may be changed from time
to time by the board of directors of the corporation.

ARTICLE Il - SHAREHOLDERS

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held
during the month of January each year, or at such time as the shareholders shall otherwise
schedule such meeting, for the purpose of electing directors and for the transaction of such other
business as may come before the meeting. If the election of directors shall not be held on the
day designated herein or any annual meeting of the shareholders. or any adjournment or
adjournments thereof, the board of directors shall cause the election to be held at a special
meeting of the shareholders as soon thereafter as conveniently may be scheduled.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders, for any purpose or
purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the president or by the board
of directors, and shall be called by the president at the request of any shareholder.

Section 3. Place of Meeting. The board of directors may designate any place, either
within or outside of the State of Alaska. as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for
any special meeting of the shareholders. A waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled
to vote at a meeting may designate any place, either within or outside of the State of Alaska, as
the place for the holding of such meeting, Shareholders may participate by phone, video
conference, or other electronic means. If no designation is made, or if a special meeting be
otherwise called, the place of meeting shall be the principal office of the corporation.

Section 4. Notice of Meetings, Written notice stating the place, day and hour of the
meeting and, in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is
called, shall, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, be delivered not less than ten nor more than






fifty days before the date of the meeting, either personally, by mail, or by electronic mail, by or
at the direction of the president, or the secretary, or the persons calling the meeting, to each
shareholder of record entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed
delivered when deposited in the United States mail, addressed to the shareholder at his/her
address as it appears on the stock transfer books of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.
If delivered by electronic mail, a delivery receipt or, alternatively, a direct confirmation of
receipt from the recipient shall confirm delivery to the electronic mail address furnished by the
shareholder.

Section 5. Quorum. At all meetings of shareholders of the corporation, the presence at
the commencement of such meetings in person or by proxy of shareholders holding of record a
majority of the total number of shares of the corporation then issued and outstanding and entitled
io vote, shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of any
business. The withdrawal of any shareholder after the commencement of a meeting shall have
no effect on the existence of a quorum, after a quorum has been established at such meeting.

Section 6. Voting,

(@) Any corporate action, other than the election of directors to be taken by vote of the
shareholders, shall be authorized by a majority of votes cast at a meeting of shareholders by the
holders of the shares entitled to vote thereon.

(b) At each meeting of shareholders, each holder of record of shares of the corporation
entitled to vote thereat, shall be entitled to one vote for each share registered in his/her name on
the books of the corporation.

(c) Each shareholder entitled to vote or to €Xpress consent or dissent without a meeting
may do so by proxy; provided, however, that the instrument authorizing such proxy to act shall
have been executed in writing by the shareholder, himself, or by his/her or her attorney-in-fact
duly authorized in writing. No proxy shall be valid after the expiration of eleven months from
the date of its execution, unless the persons executing it shall have specified therein the length of
time it is to continue in force. Such instrument shall be exhibited to the secretary at the meeting
and shall be filed with the records of the corporation,

(d) Any resolution in writing, signed by all of the shareholders entitled to vote thereon,
either in person or by verified electronjc signature, shall be and constitute action by such
shareholders to the effect therein expressed, with the same force and effect as if the same had
been duly passed by unanimous vote at a duly called meeting of the shareholders and such
resolution so signed shall be inserted in the Minute Book and the corporation under its proper
date.

ARTICLE 11l - BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Number, Election and Term of Office.

(a) The number of the directors of the corporation shall be at least five (5).

(b) Except as may otherwise be provided herein or in the articles of incorporation, the
members of the board of directors of the corporation need not be shareholders, and shall be
elected by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of shareholders, by the holders of shares
entitled to vote in the election.

(c) Each director shall hold office until the annual meeting of the shareholders next
succeeding his/her election, and until his/her successor is elected and qualified, or until his/her
death, resignation or removal.

Section 2. Duties and Powers. The board of directors shall be responsible for the
control and management of the affairs, property and interests of the corporation, and may
exercise all powers of the corporation, except as are expressly conferred upon or reserved to the
shareholders.

Section 3. Annual and Regular Meetings; Notice.

(2) A regular annual meeting of the board of directors shall be held immediately
following the annual meeting of the shareholders, at the place of such annual meeting of
shareholders.

(b) The board of directors, from time to time, may provide by resolution for the holding
of other regular meetings of the board of directors, and may fix the time and place thereof.

(c) Notice of any regular meeting of the board of directors shall not be required to be
given and, if given, need not specify the purpose of the meeting; provided, however, that in case
the board of directors shall fix or change the time or place of any regular meeting, notice of such
action shall be given to each director who shall not have been present at the meeting at which
such action was taken within the time limited, and in the manner set forth in Section 5 of this
Article II1, with respect to special meetings, unless such notice shall be waived in the manner set
forth in Section 5.

Section 4.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the board of directors may be called
by or at the request of the president or any director, Such special meeting shall be held at the
principal office of the corporation unless the shareholders of the company shall agree in writing
that such meeting may be held at another place which may be either within or without the State
of Alaska.

Section 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall not be required to be given to
any director who shall attend such meeting without protesting prior thereto or at its
commencement, the lack of notice to him, or who submits a signed waiver of notice, whether
before or after the meeting.  Any director may waive notice of any meeting. The attendance of
a director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a
director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business
because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened. Neither the business to be transacted
at, nor the purpose of, any regular or special meeting of the board of directors need be specified
in the notice or waiver of notice of such meeting.

Section 6. Chairman. At all meetings of the board of directors, the chairman of the
board, if any and if present, shall preside. If there shall be no chairman, or he shall be absent,
then the president shall preside, and in his/her absence, a chairman chosen by the directors shall
preside.

Section 7. Quorum and Adjournments.

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, the presence of a majority of the entire board
shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

(b) A majority of the directors present at the time and place of any regular or special
meeting, although less than a quorum, may adjourn the same from time to time without notice,
until a quorum shall be present,

Section 8. Manner of Acting,

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, each director present shall have one vote,
irrespective of the number of shares of stock, if any, which he/she may hold.

(b) The action of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at which a quorum is
present shall be the act of the board of directors. Any action authorized, in writing, by all of the
directors entitled to vote thereon and filed with the minutes of the corporation shall be the act of
the board of directors.

Section 9. Action Without a Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the board of
directors at a meeting may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the
action so to be taken, shall be signed before such action by all of the directors.

Section 10. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the board of directors by reason of
the death, resignation. disqualification, removal (unless a vacancy created by the removal of a
director by the shareholders shall be filled by the sharcholders at the meeting at which the
removal was effected) or inability to act of any director, or otherwise, may be filled by
unanimous vote of the remaining directors. A director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected

for the unexpired term of his/her predecessor in office. Any directorship to be filled by reason
of an increase in the number of directors may be filled by election by the board of directors for a
term of office continuing only until the next election of directors by the shareholders.

Section 11. Resignation. Any director may resign at any time by giving written notice
to the board of directors, the president or the secretary of the corporation. Unless otherwise
specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt thereof by the
board of directors or such officer, and the acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary
to make it effective.

Section 12. Removal, Any director may be removed with or without cause at any time
by the shareholders, at a special meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose, and may be
removed for cause by action of the board.

Section 13. Compensation. By resolution of the board of directors, each director may
be paid his/her expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the board of directors, and may
be paid a salary as director or a fixed sum for attendance at each meeting of the board of
directors or both, No such payment shall preclude any director from serving the corporation in
any other capacity and receiving compensation therefor.

Section 14. Presumption of Assent. A director of the corporation who is present at a
meeting of the board of directors at which action on any corporate matter is taken shall be

Section 15. Change of Number. The number of directors may at any time be increased
or decreased. Such action shall be taken by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the voting stock
issued and outstanding, at any regular or special meeting if a notice of such meeting (or the
waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled to vote) contains a statement of the proposed
increase or decrease, and in case of any such increase, the shareholders at any general or special
meeting held before the board of directors take action, shall have the power to elect such

Section 16. Committees. Standing or temporary committees may be appointed by the
board of directors from time to time, and the board of directors may from time to time invest
such committees with such powers as it sees fit, subject to such conditions as may be prescribed

by the board, and by law. An €xecutive committee may be appointed by resolution passed by a
majority of the whole board: it shali have all the powers provided by statute, except as specially

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limited by the Board. All committees so appointed shall keep regular minutes of the
transactions of their meetings and shall cause them to be recorded in the books kept for that
purpose in the office of the corporation, and shall report the same to the board of directors at its
next meeting.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS

Section 1. Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a president, a vice
president, a secretary and a treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the board of directors,
Such other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or
appointed by the board of directors. Any two or more offices may be held by the same person,
except the office of president and secretary. Notwithstanding the foregoing. in the event there
is only one shareholder there need be only one officer to fulfill the functions of all of the offices
of the corporation.

Section 2. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the corporation to be elected
by the board of directors shall be elected annually by the board of directors at the first meeting of
the board of directors held after each annual meeting of the shareholders. If the election of
officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as soon thereafier as
conveniently may be. Each officer shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly
elected and shall have qualified or until his/her death or until he shall resign or shall have been
removed in the manner hereinafter provided.

Section 3. Resignation. Any officer may resign at any time by giving written notice of
such resignation to the board of directors, or to the president or the secretary of the corporation.
Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt
thereof by the board of directors or by such officer, and the acceptance of such resignation shall
not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 4. Removal. Any officer or agent may be removed by a majority vote of the
board of directors whenever in its judgment the best interests of the corporation will be served
thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person
so removed. Election or appointment of an officer or agent shall not of itself create contract
rights.

Section 5. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resi gnation, removal,
disqualification or otherwise. may at any time be filled by the board of directors for the
unexpired portion of the term.

Section 6. President. The president shall be the principal executive officer of the
corporation and, subject to the control of the board of directors, shall in general supervise and
control all of the business and affairs of the corporation. He/she shall, when present, preside at
all meetings of the shareholders and of the board of directors. He/she may sign, with the

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secretary or any other proper officer of the corporation authorized by the board of directors.
certificates for shares of the corporation, and deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other
instruments which the board of directors has authorized to be executed, except in cases where the
signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the board of directors or by these
bylaws to some other officer or agent of the corporation. or shall be required by law to be
otherwise signed or executed; and in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of the
president and such other duties as may be prescribed by the board of directors from time to time.

Section 7. The Vice-President. In the absence of the president or in the event of
his/her death, inability or refusal to act, the vice-president (or in the event there be more than one
vice-president, the vice-presidents in the order designated at the time of their election, or in the
absence of any designation, then in order of their election) shall perform the duties of the
president, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions
upon the president. and shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to
him by the president or by the board of directors. In addition to the above-described duties. the
vice-president shall use his/her best efforts to assist the president, secretary and treasurer.

Section 8. The Secretary. The secretary shall:

(a) Keep the minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders and of the board of directors
in one or more books provided for that purpose.

(b) See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws
or as required by law,

(¢) Be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the corporation and see that
the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents the execution of which on behalf of the
corporation under its seal is duly authorized.

(d) Keep a register of the post office address of each shareholder which shall be furnished
to the secretary by such shareholder.

(e) Sign with the president, certificates for shares of the corporation, the issuance of
which shall have been authorized by resolution of the board of directors.

(f) Have general charge of the stock transfer books of the corporation; and

(8) In general perform all duties as from lime to time may be assigned to him by the
president or by the board of directors, In addition to the above-described duties, the secretary
shall run the day to day operations of the corporation.

Section 9. The Treasurer. The treasurer shall;

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(a) Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the
corporation.

(b) Receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the corporation from any
source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of the corporation and in such
banks, trust companies and other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the
provisions of Article VII of these bylaws; and

(¢) In general perform all of the duties incident to the office of treasurer and such other
duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the president or by the board of directors.
If required by the board of directors, the treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of
his/her duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the board of directors shall
determine.

Section 10. Salaries. The salaries of the officers shall be fixed from time to time by
the board of directors and no officer shall be prevented from receiving such salary by reason of
the fact that he/she is also a director of the corporation. The salary of the officers of the
corporation shall not be changed without a majority vote of the board of directors.

Section 11.  Shares of Other Corporations. Whenever the corporation is the holder of
shares of any other corporation, any right or power of the corporation as such shareholder
(including the attendance, acting and voting at shareholders' meetings and execution of waivers,
consents, proxies or other instruments) may be exercised on behalf of the corporation by the
president, or such other person as the board of directors may authorize.

ARTICLE V. - STOCK CERTIFICATES

Section 1. Certificates for Shares. All certificates of stock shall be signed by the
president or vice-president and the secretary or assistant secretary.

Section 2. Treasury Stock. Treasury stock shall neither vote nor participate in
dividends.

Section 3. Transfer of Shares. Transfer of stock shall be made only on the books of the
corporation and the old certificate, properly endorsed, shall be surrendered and canceled before a
new certificate is issued. The stock books of the corporation shall be closed against any
transfers for a period of thirty (30) days before the date of payment of a dividend and for fifteen
(15) days before each meeting of the shareholders.

Section 4. Loss or Destruction. 1In the case of loss or destruction of a certificate of
stock, no new certificate shall be issued in lieu thereof, except upon satisfactory proof to the
board of directors of such loss or destruction, and upon the giving of security as required by the
board of directors.  Any such new certificate shall be plainly marked Aduplicate@ upon its face.

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ARTICLE VL. - FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the 1st day of January and end on the
31st day of December.

Available funds, as referred to herein, shall
mean the net cash of the Company available after appropriate provision for expenses
and liabilities, as determined by the Managers. Distributions in liquidation of the
Company or in liquidation of a Member's interest shall be made in accordance with the
positive capital account balances pursuant to Treasury Regulation 1.704-I(b)(2)(ii)(b)(2).
To the extent a Member shall have a negative capital account balance, there shall be a
gualified income offset, as set forth in Treasury Regulation 1.704-1(b)(2)(ii)(d).

ARTICLE IV
Management

MANAGEMENT OF THE BUSINESS. The name and place of residence of each Manager is
attached as Exhibit 1 of this Agreement. By a vote of the Members holding a majority of
the capital interests in the Company, as set forth in Exhibit 2 as amended from time to
time, shall elect so many Managers as the Members determine, but no fewer than one,
with one Manager elected by the Members as Chief Executive Manager. The elected
Manager(s) may either be a Member or Non-Member.

MEMBERS. The liability of the Members shall be limited as provided pursuant to
applicable law. Members that are not Managers shall take no part whatever in the
control, management, direction, or operation of the Company's affairs and shall have no
power to bind the Company. The Managers may from time to time seek advice from the
Members, but they need not accept such advice, and at all times the Managers shall
have the exclusive right to control and manage the Company.

the payment of the Company's funds; (c) all promissory notes, loans, security
agreements and other similar documents; and, (d) all other instruments of any other
kind relating to the Company's affairs, whether like or unlike the foregoing.

CHIEF EXECUTIVE MANAGER. The Chief Executive Manager shall have primary
responsibility for managing the operations of the Company and for effectuating the
decisions of the Managers.

(b) credit balances transferred from his distribution account to his capital account;
and decreased by:

(a) distributions to him/her in reduction of Company capital;
(b) the Member's share of Company losses if charged to his/her capital account.
REPORTS. The Managers shall close the books of account after the close of each

calendar year, and shall prepare and send to each member a statement of such
Member's distributive share of income and expense for income tax reporting purposes.

The entire retail cannabis store will have carefully managed access to ensure that all visitors
are at least 21 years of age, to reduce the risk of marijuana diversion, to comply with the fire
code, and to ensure that every customer has a pleasant experience. A staff member will
monitor the door between the visitor control room and the retail cannabis store at all times.
The locked door will only be accessible with an authorized electronic badge, and customer
access will be managed by a trained staff member. All individuals must present proper photo
identification for age verification before entering the retail cannabis store. In addition,
customers will be required to present photo identification at the counter before purchasing
cannabis products. The double-layered approach will ensure that only adults ages 21 years or
older are able to access cannabis.

There will be one additional point of egress at the rear of the building; however, visitors will not
have access to it unless absolutely necessary in the event of an emergency. The rear point of
exit will be locked to outside use, and it may only be opened from the inside. All visitors will

only have entry access through the primary entrance to the visitor control room on 4th Avenue.

As required under 3 AAC 306.710(c), all visitors that need to enter a restricted access area will
be required present identification to prove they are at least 21 years of age, obtain a visitor
identification badge, and be escorted at all times by a designated licensee or employee.
Visitors of restricted access areas must present a valid photo identification as described in 3
AAC 306.350(b).

All visitors of a restricted access area will be directly supervised by an authorized employee or
licensee, and no more than five (5) visitors will be assigned to a single employee or licensee at
a time as mandated under 3AAC 306.710(b).

In compliance with 3 AAC 306.7.15(c)(1), Great Northern Cannabis will have a zero tolerance
policy for the diversion of marijuana. Marijuana will be entered into the Metrc system and
tracked throughout the normal processes of the facility, including receipt of wholesale
cannabis, packaging, storage, and selling processes. If the tracking system shows a potential
diversion of marijuana, the management team will initiate an investigation which will include
employee interviews, review of video surveillance, review of system login records, and
notification of the Marijuana Control Board.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Great Northern Cannabis will have a "No Loitering” sign clearly posted on the exterior of its
facility. If a person is suspected of loitering outside the establishment, he or she will be given a
verbal warning asked to leave the premises. If a loiterer refuses to leave, law enforcement
authorities will be contacted. Employees will receive training on how to remain alert for
loitering inside and outside of the premises and how to respond when it occurs. Great
Northern staff will maintain a consistent and visible presence around the property to deter
loitering. Security camera footage will also be reviewed to ensure that loitering is not occurring
outside the front or rear of the premises.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

The Great Northern policies and procedures regarding the use of additional security devices
are noted within this plan as part of the comprehensive facility alarm and security system.
When the facility is unoccupied by personnel, motion detectors will be activated in all parts of
the facility. All exterior doors and windows will be equipped with pressure switches to detect a
breach. If activated, the pressure switches will trigger an alarm with a link to law enforcement
authorities through the third-party security monitoring company. Panic buttons will also be
installed at locations throughout the proposed premises, and employees will received training
on how to use them, how to respond in the event of a robbery, and how to assist law
enforcement.

If the investigation confirms a diversion or an attempted diversion of marijuana, then the
responsible employee will face disciplinary action including termination of employment and
referral to law enforcement, if appropriate.

Visitors will be monitored by authorized employees/licensees at all times to prevent diversion of
marijuana. In addition, the restricted access area will be under 24-hour video surveillance with
data stored securely for at least forty (40) days as required under 3 AAC 306.720(e). Video
surveillance will be randomly reviewed, trash bags will be randomly inspected, employees may
be randomly searched upon departure of the premises, and areas where cash or marijuana is
present will be continuously monitored and designated with a higher level of restricted access.

If any visitor, employee, or licensee is discovered to be involved in diversion or attempted
diversion of marijuana, the individual will be required to remain at the premises until law
enforcement arrives, and the Marijuana Control Board will be notified. All visitors, employees,
and licensees will be advised on the severity of marijuana diversion and the associated
consequences, which include termination of employment, potential loss of marijuana handler’s
permit, permanent loss of visitation privileges, loss of ownership in the business (for licensees),
and criminal prosecution to the maximum extent allowed by law.

Employees will be required to follow health standards as described in 3 AAC 306.735 such as
maintaining a clean working environment, maintaining personal hygiene, avoiding
contamination, and ensuring waste disposal equipment is properly maintained.

Before making waste unusable, it will be entered into the Metrc tracking system to provide the
Marijuana Control Board at least three (3) days’ notice. Once solid waste is made unusable as
required by 3 AAC 306.740, it will be taken to a solid waste facility or transfer station or
incinerator, and a record of the final destination will be maintained as a business record.
Testing samples returned to the facility after required testing will be disposed of in the same
manner as previously described.

In the case of a waste disposal emergency such as pests, molds, or accidents, the solid plant
waste will be separated from all other waste and stored in a separate bins until a Marijuana
Control Board staff and/or Director authorizes an immediate disposal as described in 3 AAC
306.740(c)(1). Procedures on waste disposal will be followed for the emergency disposal
situation and sanitary measures will take place as applicable.

All marijuana waste will be inspected and the composition of the disposal mixture recorded
before it is removed from the facility. The disposal mixture will be no more than fifty percent
(50%) marijuana waste by volume. Once rendered unusable, marijuana waste will be securely
stored in a locked dumpster. A manager will supervise the marijuana waste management
process, and a log will be maintained with information such as date, time, and type of
marijuana waste being collected, date it was entered into Metrc, date it was rendered unusable
(must be at least three (3) days later), the composition of the disposal mixture, the date it was
sent to a waste disposal facility, and the final destination of the waste material. All waste
management records will be maintained in accordance to the regulations and made available
to the Marijuana Control Board upon request.

Although packaging on site at the retail store is not expected to occur often, procedures will be
in place. After authorized personnel package bulk flower into units, it will be placed in sanitized
air-tight containers labeled with all compliant labeling information and a bar code for the
marijuana inventory control system. After all usable marijuana has been placed in bins and
labeled it will be moved to the secure storage area.

Product will be weighed on scales certified by the Alaska Department of Weights & Measures
as required by state and local regulations & statutes (AS 45.75.080, 3 AAC 306.745). Any
scale that does not meet quality control standards will be replaced before any additional
product is weighed. Scales will be upgraded and certified as needed to ensure accurate
weight. Two (2) certified scales will be used to ensure large and small products will have
accurate weight.

Employees will ensure they have met sanitary guidelines for handling marijuana including the
use of gloves, smocks, shoes, hair nets and other sanitary instruments when handling and
packaging marijuana product as per 3 AAC 306.735.

Products received from licensed marijuana establishments may consist of wholesale packages
for repackaging or pre-packed products for direct sale by the retail store. Marijuana flower
received in wholesale packages will be weighed and repackaged in units ranging from one (1)
gram up to one (1) ounce. Containers will not have images that target individuals less than 21
years of age. All packages will be sealed and are only authorized to be opened by
management, a marijuana establishment, or customers (after they purchase and take their
product home). Marijuana flower will be packaged with the Great Northern Cannabis logo and
applicable content label and warnings as described in 3 AAC 306.345. Pre-rolled joints will
consist of an individual strain and will be rolled using RAW brand papers (or comparable).
Joints will be placed in an opaque plastic child-resistant joint tube or an opaque child-resistant
exit bag, and will have all required labels and warnings. All marijuana products will be placed
into an opaque child-resistant exit bag at the point of sale before the customer leaves the
premises.

LICENSED MARIJUANA FACILITY LEASE

This LEASE (the “Lease"”) goes into effect the 16th day of January, 2017
(“Effective Date”), by and between Boulder Buffalo, LLC, an Alaska limited liability
company (“Lessor”), whose address is 2751 DeBarr Road, Suite 300, Anchorage, AK
99508 and Great Northern Cannabis, Inc., an Alaska Corporation (‘Lessee”), whose
address is 2341 Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, AK 99507.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Lessee seeks to operate a licensed marijuana facility within the
Municipality of Anchorage; and

WHEREAS, Lessee is aware that the cultivation, manufacturing, sale, and
possession in general of marijuana remains federally unlawful despite the State of
Alaska laws and regulations permitting such activities; and

WHEREAS, Lessee and Lessor recognize that Lessee’s use of the property as a
licensed marijuana facility subjects Lessor to increased risk and liability; and

WHEREAS, Lessor and Lessee agree that the use of the property as a marijuana
facility or establishment requires strict compliance with state and local law and that any
ambiguity in the terms of the Lease must be interpreted to comply with law and preserve
the health and safety of neighboring Lessees and the public at large; and

WHEREAS, the federally unlawful nature of the commercial marijuana industry
results in increased financial risks, which include but are not limited to the inability for
Lessee to rely upon traditional security interest, which necessitates increased rents,
security deposits, and interest charges.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals (which are incorporated into
the Lease), the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this Lease, and other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, Lessor and Lessee hereby agree as follows:

PREMISES. Lessor, for and in consideration of the rents, covenants and
conditions hereinafter specified to be paid, performed and observed by Lessee, does
hereby lease to Lessee, and Lessee does hereby lease from Lessor, the property

described as follows: 541 W. 4™ Ave., Anchorage, Alaska, 99501 (the "Premises" or the
"Leased Premises.")

2. TERM. This Lease shall be for approximately sixty-six (66) months, and
shall commence on January 16, 2017 and terminate the 31% day of July, 2022 (the
“Initial Term”), unless earlier terminated as provided hereunder.

3. LEASE RENEWAL. The Lease may be renewed by Lessee with written
notice provided at least three (3) months prior to the expiration of the Initial Term. Each
renewal period will be in sixty (60) month increments.

If Lessee made
alterations, additions or improvements, Lessee shall, at its own expense, remove all
alterations, additions or improvements at the termination of the Lease, unless Lessor
provides otherwise in writing.

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Pollution Control Act, 33 U.S.C. §1321, each as now or hereafter amended; (2) a
“hazardous waste” pursuant to §1004 or §3001 of the Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. §6903, 42 U.S.C. §691, as now or hereafter amended; (3) a
"toxic pollutant” under §307(1)(a) of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, 33 U.S.C.
§1317(1)(@); (4) a “hazardous air pollutant” under §112 of the Clean Air Act,
42 U.S.C. §7412, as now or hereafter amended; (5) a “hazardous material” under the
Hazardous Material Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. §1802(2), as now, or hereafter
amended; (6) toxic or hazardous substances pursuant to regulations promulgated now
or hereafter under the aforementioned laws; or (7) presenting a risk to human health or
the environment under other applicable federal, state or local laws, ordinances, or
regulations, as now, or as may be passed or promulgated in the future.

Any
marijuana, as defined by AS 17.38, left on the premises will be considered forfeited by
Lessee, and Lessor, without liability for loss thereof or damage thereto, shall transfer
the marijuana to local law enforcement authorities. If Lessee shall not pay the cost of
storing any such property after it has been stored for a period of thirty (30) days or
more, Lessor may, at its option, sell or permit to be sold any or all of such property at
public or private sale, in such manner and at such times and places as Lessor in its sole
discretion may deem proper, without notice to Lessee, and shall apply the proceeds of
such sale as follows: first, to the cost and expense of such sale, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees actually incurred; second, to the payment of any other money which may
then be or thereafter become due Lessor from Lessee under any terms of this Lease;
and the balance, if any, to Lessee.

22. ANIMALS. Except as required by law, pets or animals shall not be
permitted to enter the Premises.

23. FLOOR WEIGHT. Lessee shall comply with the weight requirements and
structural limitations of the Premises.

24. TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS. This is a Triple Net Lease. Lessor shall
notify Lessee regarding all tax obligations and Lessee shall pay all taxes and
assessments on the Premises or Lessee’s operations or use of the Premises or any
goods, products, or services provided by Lessee, including real property taxes..

25. HAZARDOUS MATERIAL. Lessee agrees that neither Lessee nor any of
Lessee's agents, employees, contractors, invitees, assignees, or sublesses shall cause
any hazardous material to be brought on, kept, or used in, on, or about the Premises,
or transported to or from the premises without the prior written consent of Lessor, which
Lessor shall not unreasonably withhold so long as Lessee demonstrates to Lessor's
satisfaction that the hazardous material: (a) is necessary or useful to Lessee’$usiness:
(b) would be used, kept, stored, and disposed of in a manner that fully complies with all
laws, rules, statutes, ordinances, orders, requirements, or policies of any governmental
agency or authority or any fire insurance underwriters applicable to any such hazardous

material; and (c) would not substantially increase the risk of fire or other casualty to the
Premises.

Lessee agrees that for any hazardous material, for which written permission has
been received from Lessor, the Lessee, Lessee’s agents, employees, contractors,
invitees, assignees, or sublesses shall cause ‘any such hazardous material to be kept,
used, or present in, on or about the Premises in full compliance with any and all statues,
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rules and regulations of any local or Alaskan or federal governmental agency relating
thereto.

Lessee agrees that should the presence of any hazardous material in or on the
Premises caused by Lessee or any of Lessee’s agents, employees, contractors,
invitees, assignees, or sublessees result in any discharge or release of hazardous
material from, in or on the Premises, soil, surrounding land, surface waters and
surrounding surface waters, subsurface waters and surrounding subsurface waters,
then Lessee shall promptly take all action, at is sole expense, as necessary or
appropriate to immediately abate, contain and clean up any such discharges or
releases; to return the Premises and any affected soil and or water to the condition
existing before that discharge or release; and to promptly notify the Lessor.

However, prior to taking any such remedial action, beyond the immediate and
necessary abatement, containment, and initial cleanup efforts, Lessee shall first obtain
Lessor's prior approval, including, without limitation, approval of any contractors Lessee

26. KEYS. In the event that Lessee finds themselves locked out of the
Leased Premises and requests that Lessor respond and unlock a door, Lessee then
agrees to pay $25.00 for the first such request, $50.00 for the 2nd such request and
$75.00 for any such subsequent requests. Lessee also agrees that Lessor is under no
obligation to respond to any such requests and may in fact refuse to respond until such
time as it is reasonably convenient for the Lessor to do so.

Lessee also agrees that Lessor may refuse to unlock a door if unsatisfied as to
the relationship claimed to the Lessee by the individual requesting such service.
Lessee also agrees to indemnify and save and hold Lessor harmless from and against
any and all claims, actions, damages, liability and expense resulting from Lessor's good
faith response to any request to unlock a door to the Leased Premises by any individual
claiming to be an agent, employee or representative of the Lessee.

Additional Keys may be requested at a cost of $25.00 for each such request (limit
of 5 keys per request). Lessee agrees that such requests may be responded to at the
convenience of Lessor.

27. AMENDMENTS. All amendments to this Lease shall be in writing and
subscribed to by the parties hereto.
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28. INSURANCE. Lessee agrees to carry General Liability insurance on the
Premises for the term of the Lease, in an aggregate sum of at least $1,000,000.00.
Lessee further agrees to name Boulder Buffalo, LLC as additional insured with respect
to the Lease.

29. STATE AND FEDERAL MARIJUANA LAW.

A. Amendments fo the Lease. The parties agree to make any
amendments to the Lease that are reasonably necessary to avoid failing to satisfy the
requirements of state or federal guidelines regarding marijuana enforcement, as those
guidelines and laws may be amended from time to time.

B. Violation of Federal Law, State Law, or Local Law. Lessee shall
promptly notify Lessor of any allegation or determination by a federal, state, or local
agency or official that Lessee has violated federal, state or local law.

C. Search or Notice to Search Leased Premises. Any court, agency,
or authorized entity search of Premises by enforcement officials requires prompt
notification to Lessor and may require immediate vacation of Premises.

D. Issuance of Cease and Desist Notice. Any communication or letter
from a local, state, or federal agency requesting or requiring the Lessee or Lessor to
cease or desist a particular action relating to Leased Premises requires prompt
notification to Lessor.

30. GENERAL.

A. Lessee agrees to do no act and permit no act to be done that will
cause any lien to be placed against the Premises or any other property owned by
Lessor.

Neither the Lessor nor anyone claiming through the
Lessor shall have the right to file mechanics liens or any other kind of lien on the
Premises and the filing of this Lease constitute notice that such liens are invalid.
Further, Lessor agrees to (1) give actual advance notice to any contractors,
subcontractors or suppliers of goods, labor, or services that such liens will not be valid,
and (2) take whatever additional steps necessary in order to keep the premises free of
all liens resulting from construction done by or for the Lessor.

33. ACCESS BY LESSOR TO PREMISES. Subject to Lessee's consent
(which shall not be unreasonably withheld), Lessor shall have the right to enter the
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Premises to make inspections, provide necessary services, or show the unit to
prospective buyers, mortgagees, Lessees or workers. However, Lessor does not
assume any liability for the care or supervision of the Premises. As provided by law, in
the case of an emergency, Lessor may enter the Premises without Lessee's consent.
During the last three months of this Lease, or any extension of this Lease, Lessor shall
be allowed to display the usual "To Let" signs and show the Premises to prospective
Lessees. Lessor acknowledges that, because the Premises is being utilized by Lessee
in connection with a retail marijuana business, applicable laws require that a Lessee
representative be present to serve as an escort to Lessor and Lessor's agents during
any entry.

34. DISPUTE RESOLUTION. The parties will attempt to resolve any dispute
arising out of or relating to this Lease through negotiations amongst the parties. If the
matter is not resolved by negotiation, any dispute, claim or controversy between Lessor
and Lessee arising out of or relating to this Lease shall be submitted to arbitration with
the American Arbitration Association pursuant to the Commercial Arbitration Rules, with
proceedings to be conducted in Anchorage, Alaska before a single arbitrator agreed to
by the Parties. The decision rendered by the arbitrator shall be binding. Judgment upon
the decision of the arbitrator may be entered into any court having jurisdiction thereof.
Each party shall pay the expenses of the American Arbitration Association and the
arbitrator equally. The arbitrator may, as part of the arbitration award, permit the
substantially prevailing Party to recover all or part of its attorneys’ fees and other costs
incurred in connection with such arbitration.

The Parties will maintain confidentiality regarding any and all arbitration
proceedings, both during and after the arbitration proceedings. The parties will not
disclose to any person or entity the amount, range, terms, conditions, or the substance
of the arbitration. The Parties may, however, respond to any inquiry by stating that the
dispute has been resolved to their mutual satisfaction. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
the Parties may disclose the matters subject to this confidentiality provision if compelled
by court order, subpoena, or other legal requirement. Further, notwithstanding the
foregoing, the Parties may discuss the matters subject to this confidentiality provision
with their attorneys, accountants, financial advisors, tax preparers, and other persons
who are subject to an independent duty to maintain the confidentiality of such
information.

35. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT. The rule of construction that an
instrument shall be construed more strictly against the party who drafted the same shall
not apply to this Lease since both parties have had legal counsel available or have had
the opportunity to seek independent advice and Lessee’s activities require the
provisions of this Lease to be interpreted in favor of Lessor.

36. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Lease contains the entire agreement
between the parties as of this date, and supersedes all prior written or oral agreements
regarding this subject matter.
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EACH AND EVERY CLAUSE AND CONDITION HEREIN CONTAINED SHALL
BE BINDING UPON AND INURE TO THE BENEFIT OF THE HEIRS, EXECUTORS,
