This Operating Agreement (“Agreement”) of Tok Heavenly Cannabis, LLC, an Alaska limited
hability company (“Company™), is made by the Member to provide for the governance and
operations of the Company.

All of the Company’s income losses, and other tax items
will be treated as those of the Member.

Section 2.08 Member’s Capital Contributions

Tok Heavenly Cannabis will propagate & grow using Hydroponic Culture, specifically NFT
systems. These systems will be hand crafted and incorporate the features of a classic
Nutrient Film Technic system. Seed & cutting propagation will occur via four (2 per Grow
Room) Turbo Klone® T-144 air-o-ponic systems. Seedlings & Cuttings are held in the Turbo
Klone T-144 with a cut down QOasis Horticube® & neoprene disc or just a neoprene disc
respectively. Once rooted, the infant plants are transplanted into & 3" mesh pot with a small
amount of Grow Stones® or Hydroton® expanded clay pellets anc topped with a 3" neoprene
disc, then placed into the Grow Systems, and later transferred to the Bud Systems. Other
than this the NFT systems and the nutrient solution are the root medium.

Tok Heavenly Gannabis will utilize commerdial hydroponic nulrients in all phases of production, and are delivered via a closed logp system. Water 1s our bas= chermical and will be used only after a chemical analysis (lead &
arsenic sereening) and bactenial scresning has besn performad: these analyses wil be done on an annual basis. Ourwater will pass through a Smicron ther a 1micron particle filters, an Iron fller, and a VIQUA® UV sterlizer
belare 1L reachss the slaraga lanks (lamparanire DIMfenng.) PROSPNANG Acid IS USad 1o Adjust e solutons ph in all cases. The Seedlings & Gutings will stett with a solution of Water, 1-Napthalcncacetic Acid &
Indole-3-Butyric Acid (Hormex®.) In both the Grow & Bud Systems a multi-part nutrient Solution will be farmulated. Our nutrient solutions’ base is Jack's Prcessional® 5-12-26 Hydroponic formulation, used in combination
with 15-0-0 Calcium Nitrate and Jack's® MOST (Mix of Soluble Traces) Micronutrient biend to create our grow solution. The flowering solution is the same minus the Caicium Nitrate and using a Galcium/Magnesium
amendment as a subatitution. In both Grow & Bud Solutions Silica Blast™ a Siliea amendment will be used to strengthen the plants’ cell walls. HydroguaraC, a Bacillus root inoculant (Bacillus Amyloliquefaciens) will be used
to promote 2 heallhier rool system by consuming dead erganie matter, and improve nutrient uptake by praducing high lavels of beneficial digestive anzymes.

Carben Dioxide is the only gas we will be manufacturing and using on site, Carbon Dioxide enrichment will be maintained at 1.000-1.200ppm via Green Air Froducts® [R-42-MF CO2 Generalors controlled by a SPC-2 Set
Point Controllers and fueled with remately stored LP gas. The COZ enrichment for the Grow Rooms is via & low maunted, passive vent and a high mounted, photo cell conlrolied 167 attic fan blowing back int the bud room.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ production model is based on Hydroponic culture, a closed NFT system. Our Grow Systems will utilize
50 gallon tanks with 40 gallons of nutrient solution mixed; our Bud Systems will utilize 100 gallon tanks with 70 gallons of nutrient
solution mixed. These nutrient tanks will be changed on a regular 10 day cycle and require about 10-20 gallons of additional
water to clean and sanitize. By our calculations, at full production, the facility will generate approximately 9,720 gallons of spent
{out of balance) nutrient solution per month, or 116,640 gallons of spent nutrient solution a year. Qur intention is to stockpile all of
our spent solution in a lined, 24,300ft holding pond adjacent to our facility. During the spring and summer months we plan to
siphon this stockpiled nutrient solution into a 5,000 gallon water truck, dilute it to <5600ppm and spray or flood this resource onto
forested and wild berry covered areas on our property, thereby recycling it in lieu of disposal.

Our facility will be equipped with a lavatory plumbed into a DEC approved septic system. Part of our maintenance program will
include a monthly dosing of Rid-X® (a hacterial inoculant) to process the material contained within. This is necessary because of

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s waste disposal arrangements:

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ Cultivation Plan calls for the immediate disposal of all organic non-product materials
generated postharvest. Following 3 AAC 306.740 we will ‘give the board notice not later than three days before making
the waste unusable and disposing of it.” The organic waste material will be stored in a fully secured structure, roughly
described as an armored-up garden shed (steel door, commercial lock, metal roofing clad walls & a designated
surveillance camera for it), outside of the Cultivation Facility, until we receive permission to continue with proper
disposal. The collected root systems, which consist of the bare roots & the “stump” of the plant, will be mixed with
sawdust and taken to a designated area on the other side of the property (=1,500" away from the facility to avoid
attracting Fungus Gnats) and appropriately mulched. The dry materials will be weighed, inventoried and immediately
ground via an electric wood chipper, mixed with saw dust and mulched in the same area as the root systems. Our
normal procedure will be to separate all waste materials into three groups; (1) recyclable group of root systems, dry
non-product plant materials & nutrient solutions (addressed in ... cultivation facility's irrigation and waste water
systems... above), (2) paper & other combustibles (3) plastics, foils and other noncombustibles, which will be disposed
of into our dumpster provided by JD Refuse Service in Tok.

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ facility cannot guarantee an odorless operation. Our Operational
Plan approaches this point in this way: Our facility has a singular exhaust port for an air
exchange every hour during the “12hr Working Day.” Here we rely on a Lennox Healthy
Climate® HEPA charcoal filter in the exhaust ductwork of the Fresh Air Exchange System to
capture the normal nominal aromas of production. The exhaust system services the Bud
Room directly & the Drying Room when needed. The production process generates
noticeable aromas only during two phases. The first is harvest day & on days 3-4 of the drying
process, and second is during the trimming & packaging processes. To help mitigate the
stronger smell we will place a tray of ONA Gel® in the exhaust system, beyond the charcoal
filter and before the actual exhaust fan to help neutralize any noticeable odor.

The location of our facility is segregated from the general public. The facility is located a
quarter of a mile from the highway on a cleared, well aerated 50 acre parcel; we believe the air
patterns will quickly dissipate any smell in short order. The prevailing wind patterns tend to
run east to west & parallel to the Alaska Highway. The village of Tok is Ten miles from our
facility and we are certain that any odors generated will dissipate well before reaching Tok.

LAND & BUILDING LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LAND & BUILDING LEASE (this "Lease") is made and entered into as of March 10, 2017, by and between
Lessor and Lessee, as described in the following basic lease information. Lessor and Lessee hereby agree as
follows:

ARTICLE 1--BASIC LEASE INFORMATION

1.1 Defined Terms.

in addition to the terms, which are defined elsewhere in this Lease, the following terms shall have the
following meaning:

(a) LESSOR: Tok Wood Fuels, a Limited Liability Company formed pursuant to the laws of the State of
Alaska.

(b) LESSOR'S ADDRESS: P.O. Box 50, MP 1308 Alaska Highway, Tok, AK 99780

(c) LESSEE: Tok Heavenly Cannabis, a Limited Liability Company formed pursuant to the laws of the State of
Alaska.

/ﬁ (d) LESSEE'S ADDRESS: P.O. Box 70, MP 1308 Alaska Highway, Tok, AK 99720

(e) LAND: Approximately one (1) acre of land which is described and depicted in Exhibit A attached hereto
and incorporated herein by this reference, and which is a part of the parcel of real property leased by
Lessor and located at MP 1308 Alaska Highway, Tok, AK 99780.

(f) PERMITTED USE: The Land may be used for the purpose of construction of a marijuana cultivating facility
(by TWF) and the operating, management, and supervision of the same. Lessee agrees to comply with all
policies, rules, and regulations of Lessor as they now or may hereinafter exist with respect to the use of
the Land & Building.

{g) IMPROVEMENTS: Improvements shall mean the construction and maintenance of a marijuana
cultivating facility in accordance with plans submitted to and approved by the Alaska Marijuana Control
Board.

(h) TERM: The term of the lease shall be ten (10) years; however, in the event that Lessee ceases using the
Property for the permitted use as described in this Agreement the lease shall expire within sixty (60)
days of written notice from Lessor to Lessee and, after the expiration of the initial ten (10) year term,
Lessor may, in its sole discretion, unilaterally terminate this lease by giving Lessee six (6} months’
written notice of termination. The lease shall expire within sixty (60) days of written notice from Lessor
to Lessee, if Lessor determines that the property is not being used according to the permitted uses by
Lessee or Lessee’s agents or assigns. Lessor reserves the right to unilaterally terminate this Agreement

upon the expiration of the initial ten (10) year term, by giving Lessee six (6) months written notice of
termination.

(i) COMMENCEMENT DATE: April 1, 2017.

(j ANNUAL RENT: Three Hundred Twelve Thousand Dollars and no/100 ($312,000) due annually, payable
quarterly on or before April 1st, luly 1st, October 1st, and January 1st of each year.

(k) SECURITY DEPOSIT: None

ARTICLE 2--AGREEMENT AND USE
2.1 Lease.

Lessor hereby demises and leases to Lessee the Land, and Lessee shall lease the Land from Lessor, according
to the terms and conditions of this Lease Agreement. The duration of this Lease will be for the Term
described in section 1.1. {i).

2.2 Use.

Lessee shall use the Land only for the Permitted Use. Lessee shall not allow the Land to be used for any
unlawful purposes. Lessee will not commit waste and will not create any nuisance or interfere with, annoy
or disturb any other lessee of Leaser’s Property. Lessee shall not erect signs or other improvements on the
Land without the approval of Lessor, which approval may be withheld in the sole discretion of Lessor, unless
such signs are required by state or federal law, in which case such approval shall not be unreasonably
withheld or delayed. Lessee will keep and maintain the Improvements in good condition and repair. Lessee
will keep the Land free from all trash, debris, and waste. Lessor will provide Lessee with access to the Land
twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days a week, three hundred sixty-five (365) days a year, subject to
limitations set forth in Section 2.5 of this agreement. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in
this Lease Agreement, if, in the exercise of any rights hereunder, Lessee, its licensee, or agents shall cause
damage to the Lessor's Property or any equipment located on Lessor’s Property, Lessee shall, within ten (10)
days after receipt of a statement from Lessor evidencing the amount of such damage, pay Lessor the costs
to repair such damage. The cost of repair shall include a reasonable sum to compensate Lessor for its direct
and indirect staff time in obtaining quotes for the repair work and preparing the statement to Lessee.

2.3 Delivery of Possession.

Lessor will deliver possession of the Land to Lessee on the Commencement Date, “AS-IS” in its present
condition. Lessee acknowledges neither Lessor nor its agents or employees have made any representations
or warranties as to the suitability or fitness of the Land for the conduct of Lessee 's business or as to the
physical condition of the Land, nor has Lessor or its agents or employees agreed to undertake any
alterations or construct any improvements to the Land.

2.4 Governmental Approvals.

Lessee shall, at its sole cost and expense before the Commencement Date, apply for and obtain all licenses,
permits, approvals, required by any local, state or federal governmental authorities for its use of the Land &
Building, including without limitation, all applications for zoning variances, zoning ordinances, building code
variances, amendments, special use permits, and construction permits and other licenses and approvals
necessary for the operation of Lessee 's business from the Land (collectively, the "Governmental
Approvals"). Lessor shall cooperate with Lessee to obtain all necessary Governmental Approvals, provided;
however, Lessor shall not be required to expend any money in such cooperation. Lessee understands and
agrees that Lessee's right to use the Land is contingent upon Lessee obtaining and continually maintaining in
full force and effect all Governmental Approvals. In the event any Governmental Approvals issued to Lessee
are canceled, expire, lapse, or are otherwise withdrawn or terminated by any governmental authority so
that Lessee will be unable to use the Land for its intended purposes, this Lease shall automatically
terminate.

2.5 Access.

Lessee shall be provided access to the Land, across Lessor's Property as more particularly depicted in Exhibit
A (the "Access Drive"). In accessing the Land, Lessee shall not interfere with Lessor's operations and Lessee






shall not in any manner block access to the gate or to any other facilities on Lessor's Property. Lessor shall
have the right upon ten (10) days prior written notice to Lessee, to relocate the Access Drive to another
location on Lessor's Property, as long as Lessee's access to and use of the Land is not materially affected.
Lessor may from time to time, with twenty-four (24) hour prior notice to Lessee, impose such reasonable
restrictions on the time and means of access to the Land as Lessor deems necessary for security precautions.
Lessee agrees that it will not change locks on any gates to Lessor’s Property or the Land, or install additional
locks on such gates. Lessee further agrees that it will not duplicate any keys of Lessor.

ARTICLE 3--RENT AND TAXES
3.1 Rent.

Annual Rent shall be in the sum of Three Hundred Twelve Thousand Dollars and no/100 ($312,000) per year,
paid quarterly on or before April 1%, July 1%t October 1%, and January 1% each year. Lease period for 2017
begins July 1%t through December 31%, and rent is due and payable on or before January 1% 2018, being paid
by Lessee to Lessor. Quarterly Rent will be paid to Lessor at PO Box 50, Tok, AK 99780 or to such other
person, firm or place as Lessor may, from time to time, designate.

3.2 Utilities.

Lessor shall, at its sole cost and expense, arrange for electricity, water, gas, and other utilities necessary for
Lessee’s operations to be provided to the Land directly from such providers. Lessee shall be billed by the
Lessor for the use of such services, and shall promptly pay the same when due.

3.3 Taxes.

In addition to Rent, Lessee shall pay additional taxes or assessments, if any, which may be levied or charged
to Lessor as a result of Lessee's use or occupancy of the Land, including but not limited to, assessments upon
or measured by Rent, including without limitation, any gross revenue tax, excise tax, or value added tax
levied by the federal government or any other governmental body with respect to the receipt of Rent; and
upon this transaction or any document to which Lessee is a party creating or transferring an interest or an
astate in the Land. Lessee shall promptly pay all personal property taxes on Lessee's Improvements and
personal property and any other taxes payable by Lessee as due.

3.4 Limitation on Liability.

Lessor will not be in default under this Lease or be liable to Lessee or any other person, for direct or
consequential damages, or otherwise, for any failure to supply any electricity, water, gas, security or other
utilities, or for surges or interruptions of electricity, or other such services or utilities.

ARTICLE 4--INSURANCE

4.1 Lessee's Insurance.

At all times during the Term, Lessee will carry and maintain, at Lessee's expense, the following insurance in
the amounts specified below or such other amounts as Lessor may from time to time reasonably request.

(a) bodily injury and property damage liability insurance, with a combined single occurrence limit of not
less than $1,000,000. All such insurance will be equivalent to coverage offered by a Commercial
General Liability form including, without limitation, personal injury, death of persons or damage to
property occurring in, on, or about the Land, and contractual liability coverage for the performance
by Lessee of the indemnity agreements set forth in this Lease;






(b) insurance covering the Improvements, and any other personal property owned by Lessee or any
Licensee located on or about the Land, and any leasehold improvements to the Land, in an amount
not less than the full replacement cost. Property forms will provide coverage on a broad form basis
insuring against "all risks of direct physical loss."

(c) worker's compensation insurance insuring against and satisfying Lessee's and any Licensee’s
obligations and liabilities under the worker's compensation laws of the state where the Land is
located, including employer's liability insurance in the limits required by the laws of the state where
the Land is located;

(d) additional insurance reasonably requested by Lessor.

4.2 Forms of the Policies.

All such insurance shall be acceptable to Lessor. Certificates of Insurance, together with copies of
endorsements, when applicable, listing Lessor and any others specified by Lessor as additional insureds, will
be delivered to Lessor prior to Lessee's occupancy of the Land and from time to time at least 10 days prior to
the expiration of the term of each such policy. All Commercial General Liability or comparable policies
maintained by Lessee will list Lessor and such other persons or entities as Lessor specifies from time to time
as additional insured parties, entitling them to recover under such policies for any loss sustained by them,
their agents and employees. All such policies maintained by Lessee will provide that they may not be
terminated nor may coverage be reduced except after 30 days’ prior written notice to Lessor. All
Commercial General Liability and property policies maintained by Lessee will be written as primary policies,
not contributing with and not supplemental to the coverage that Lessor may carry.

4.3 Self Insurance.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 4 of this Agreement, Lessee shall be permitted to assume and self-
insure the risks covered as set forth Section 4.1 of this Agreement with deductible amounts as agreed to by
the Lessor and shall not be required to purchase or maintain any insurance policy of any kind with respect to
this Lease.

4.4 Waiver of Subrogation.

Lessor and Lessee each waive any and all rights to recover against the other or against the officers, directors,
shareholders, partners, joint ventures, employees, agents, customers, invitees or business visitors of such
other party, for any loss or damage to such waiving party arising from any cause covered by any property
insurance required to be carried by such party pursuant to this Article or any other property insurance
actually carried by such party to the extent of the limits of such policy. Lessor and Lessee, from time to time,
will cause their respective insurers to issue appropriate waiver of subrogation rights endorsements to all
property insurance policies carried in connection with the Land or the contents of the Land.

ARTICLE 5--INDEMNIFICATION, WAIVER, AND RELEASE

5.1 Lessee's Indemnification.

From and after execution of this Lease, Lessee assumes all risks of its own operations, and those of its
agents, independent contractors, and any licensees, including the Tok Heavenly Cannabis, LLC. Lessee and its
agents, independent contractors, and any licensees, including the Tok Heavenly Cannabhis, LLC, shall
indemnify, defend and hold Lessor, its employees, directors, officers and agents harmless from and against,
any and all demands, claims, causes of action, fines, penalties, damages (including consequential damages),
liabilities, judgments, and expenses (including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees and expert
witness fees) which arise out of or relate to:





(a) the use or occupancy or manner of use or occupancy of the Land by Lessee or any person claiming
under Lesseeg;

(b) any activity, work, or thing done or permitted by Lessee in or about the Land;

(c) any breach by Lessee or its employees, agents, contractors or invitees of this Lease; and

{d) anyinjury, loss or damage to the person, property or business of Lessee, its employees, agents, or
contractors or any invitees entering upon the Land under the express or implied invitation of Lessee.
If any action or proceeding is brought against Lessor or its employees, directors, officers or agents
by reason of any such claim for which Lessee has indemnified Lessor, Lessee, upon written notice
from Lessor, will defend the same at Lessee's expense with counsel reasonably satisfactory to
Lessor. Lessee's obligations under this Section shall survive the expiration or other termination of
this Lease. The Lessee shall have each of its agents, independent contractors, and any licensees,
including the Tok Heavenly Cannabis, LLC, sign an agreement in favor of Lessor that obligates each of
Lessee’s agents, independent contractors, and any licensees, including the Tok Heavenly Cannabis,
LLC, to indemnify Landowner and Tok Wood Fuels, LLC in accordance with the terms of this Lease
Agreement and promptly provide Lessor with copies of such agreements.

5.2 Waiver and Release.

Lessee, as a material part of the consideration to Lessor for this Lease, hy this section waives and releases all

claims against Lessor, its directors, officers, employees and agents with respect to all matters for which
Lessor has disclaimed liability pursuant to the provisions of this Lease.

ARTICLE 6--END OF TERM
6.1 Surrender.

Upon expiration or earlier termination of this Lease Agreement, Lessee shall surrender the Land to Lessor.
Within sixty (60) days following the expiration or termination of this Lease, Lessee shall remove all of its
equipment or trade fixtures constructed or installed pursuant to this Lease. Lessee will also restore the Land
to its original condition as of the Commencement Date, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

Voluntary or involuntary proceedings under any bankruptcy or insolvency or for reorganization or
arrangement under the bankruptcy laws of the United States or insolvency act of any state or for
the dissolution of Lessee are instituted against Lessee, or a receiver or trustee is appointed for all
or substantially all of the property of Lessee, and such proceeding is not dismissed or such
receivership or trusteeship vacated within sixty (60) days after such institution or appointment;
Lessee purports to assign this Lease, or sublet all or a portion of the Premises, in violation of the
terms hereof;

Any recordation in violation of Section 10.13 below; or,

Lessee breaches any of the other agreements, terms, covenants or conditions which this Lease

If any provision of this Lease proves to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Lease shall
not be affected by such finding, and in lieu of each provision of this Lease that is illegal, invalid or
unenforceable, a provision will be added as a part of this Lease as similar in terms to such illegal, invalid or
unenforceable provision as may be possible and be legal, valid and enforceable.

10.15 Entire Agreement; Amendment.

This Lease contains the entire agreement between Lessor and Lessee. No amendment, alteration,
modification of, or addition to the Lease will be valid or binding unless expressed in writing and signed by
Lessor and Lessee,

MJ-07-The email with attachment labeled “THC-MJ-07 Revised” was
not the corrected MJ-07, it was a copy of the public notice.

MJ-12-Petition: so on the coversheet of MJ-08 you state that the
proposed premises are over 50 miles away from the nearest local
government.

Now, on the petition, on page 3, you selected “within one mile..”

The problem here is that if the proposed premises is over S50
miles away from the nearest local government you should have
collected the signatures within five miles, but from the nearest post
office, not the proposed premises.

The Cultivation Fagcility for Tok Heavenly Cannabis (T.H.C.) will have an overall foot print of
16,000 ft22 (100'x160".) The Facility is divided into two distinct cropping areas, there is a
single Propagation & Growing Room and a single Budding Room. The dimensions of the
Growing Room will be 28'W x 75’L with a 12'ceiling, equaling 2,100ft* of growing space. The
Budding Room will be 100'W x 85'L with a 12’ ceiling, equaling 8,500ft2. Alongside these two
cropping areas will be an area of approximately 5,400ft?; this area will house the Mechanical
Room, the Trimming & Packaging Room, Secure Storage Room, Office and a Bath Room

within the Secured area of the facility.
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Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s growing medium(s) to be used:

Tok Heavenly Cannabis will propagate & grow using Hydroponic Culture, specifically NFT
systems. These systems will be hand crafted and incorporate the features of a classic
Nutrient Film Technic system. Seed & cutting propagation will occur via four (2 per Grow
Room) Turbo Klone® T-144 air-o-ponic systems. Seedlings & Cuttings are held in the Turbo
Klone T-144 with a cut down QOasis Horticube® & neoprene disc or just a neoprene disc
respectively. Once rooted, the infant plants are transplanted into & 3" mesh pot with a small
amount of Grow Stones® or Hydroton® expanded clay pellets anc topped with a 3" neoprene
disc, then placed into the Grow Systems, and later transferred to the Bud Systems. Other
than this the NFT systems and the nutrient solution are the root medium.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s fertilizers, chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide
management, to be used:

Tok Heavenly Gannabis will utilize commerdial hydroponic nulrients in all phases of production, and are delivered via a closed logp system. Water 1s our bas= chermical and will be used only after a chemical analysis (lead &
arsenic sereening) and bactenial scresning has besn performad: these analyses wil be done on an annual basis. Ourwater will pass through a Smicron ther a 1micron particle filters, an Iron fller, and a VIQUA® UV sterlizer
belare 1L reachss the slaraga lanks (lamparanire DIMfenng.) PROSPNANG Acid IS USad 1o Adjust e solutons ph in all cases. The Seedlings & Gutings will stett with a solution of Water, 1-Napthalcncacetic Acid &
Indole-3-Butyric Acid (Hormex®.) In both the Grow & Bud Systems a multi-part nutrient Solution will be farmulated. Our nutrient solutions’ base is Jack's Prcessional® 5-12-26 Hydroponic formulation, used in combination
with 15-0-0 Calcium Nitrate and Jack's® MOST (Mix of Soluble Traces) Micronutrient biend to create our grow solution. The flowering solution is the same minus the Caicium Nitrate and using a Galcium/Magnesium
amendment as a subatitution. In both Grow & Bud Solutions Silica Blast™ a Siliea amendment will be used to strengthen the plants’ cell walls. HydroguaraC, a Bacillus root inoculant (Bacillus Amyloliquefaciens) will be used
to promote 2 heallhier rool system by consuming dead erganie matter, and improve nutrient uptake by praducing high lavels of beneficial digestive anzymes.

A fresh air exchange will accur hourly via a 35,000cfm “squirrel cage
style™ exhaust fan equipped with a Lennox Healthy Climate® carbon filter, to capture the aromas of production. The fresh air supply is passive via ductwork srginating from the tempered non-growing areas of the facility.
Carban Diaxide is a "Nieavy gas” and falis out of a cos! aimosph he GO? ejected during the air exchange will slay close to the surface and be ulilized by the local vegetation, having a pa ‘act on the ecology.
Carben Dioxide is the only gas we will be manufacturing and using on site, Carbon Dioxide enrichment will be maintained at 1.000-1.200ppm via Green Air Froducts® [R-42-MF CO2 Generalors controlled by a SPC-2 Set
Point Controllers and fueled with remately stored LP gas. The COZ enrichment for the Grow Rooms is via & low maunted, passive vent and a high mounted, photo cell conlrolied 167 attic fan blowing back int the bud room.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ production model is based on Hydroponic culture, a closed NFT system. Our Grow Systems will utilize
50 gallon tanks with 40 gallons of nutrient solution mixed; our Bud Systems will utilize 100 gallon tanks with 70 gallons of nutrient
solution mixed. These nutrient tanks will be changed on a regular 10 day cycle and require about 10-20 gallons of additional
water to clean and sanitize. By our calculations, at full production, the facility will generate approximately 9,720 gallons of spent
{out of balance) nutrient solution per month, or 116,640 gallons of spent nutrient solution a year. Qur intention is to stockpile all of
our spent solution in a lined, 24,300ft holding pond adjacent to our facility. During the spring and summer months we plan to
siphon this stockpiled nutrient solution into a 5,000 gallon water truck, dilute it to <5600ppm and spray or flood this resource onto
forested and wild berry covered areas on our property, thereby recycling it in lieu of disposal.

Our facility will be equipped with a lavatory plumbed into a DEC approved septic system. Part of our maintenance program will
include a monthly dosing of Rid-X® (a hacterial inoculant) to process the material contained within. This is necessary because of

the anti-bacterial cleaning products used in the lavatory and other areas of the facility. If nacessary, we will have the septic tank
pumped by a licensed waste disposal service.
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Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s waste disposal arrangements:

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ Cultivation Plan calls for the immediate disposal of all organic non-product materials
generated postharvest. Following 3 AAC 306.740 we will ‘give the board notice not later than three days before making
the waste unusable and disposing of it.” The organic waste material will be stored in a fully secured structure, roughly
described as an armored-up garden shed (steel door, commercial lock, metal roofing clad walls & a designated
surveillance camera for it), outside of the Cultivation Facility, until we receive permission to continue with proper
disposal. The collected root systems, which consist of the bare roots & the “stump” of the plant, will be mixed with
sawdust and taken to a designated area on the other side of the property (=1,500" away from the facility to avoid
attracting Fungus Gnats) and appropriately mulched. The dry materials will be weighed, inventoried and immediately
ground via an electric wood chipper, mixed with saw dust and mulched in the same area as the root systems. Our
normal procedure will be to separate all waste materials into three groups; (1) recyclable group of root systems, dry
non-product plant materials & nutrient solutions (addressed in ... cultivation facility's irrigation and waste water
systems... above), (2) paper & other combustibles (3) plastics, foils and other noncombustibles, which will be disposed
of into our dumpster provided by JD Refuse Service in Tok.

Tok Heavenly Cannabis’ facility cannot guarantee an odorless operation. Our Operational
Plan approaches this point in this way: Our facility has a singular exhaust port for an air
exchange every hour during the “12hr Working Day.” Here we rely on a Lennox Healthy
Climate® HEPA charcoal filter in the exhaust ductwork of the Fresh Air Exchange System to
capture the normal nominal aromas of production. The exhaust system services the Bud
Room directly & the Drying Room when needed. The production process generates
noticeable aromas only during two phases. The first is harvest day & on days 3-4 of the drying
process, and second is during the trimming & packaging processes. To help mitigate the
stronger smell we will place a tray of ONA Gel® in the exhaust system, beyond the charcoal
filter and before the actual exhaust fan to help neutralize any noticeable odor.

The location of our facility is segregated from the general public. The facility is located a
quarter of a mile from the highway on a cleared, well aerated 50 acre parcel; we believe the air
patterns will quickly dissipate any smell in short order. The prevailing wind patterns tend to
run east to west & parallel to the Alaska Highway. The village of Tok is Ten miles from our
facility and we are certain that any odors generated will dissipate well before reaching Tok.
