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LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
AXION ENTERPRISES, LLC,
an Alaskan limited liability company

This Limited Liability Company Operating Agreement is adopted effective as of January
1, 2017, by James M.P. Thornton, an individual (the “Member”), the sole initial member of
Axion Enterprises, LLC, an Alaskan limited liability company (the “Company”). Certain
capitalized words used herein have the meanings set forth in Section 2 hereof.

1. ORGANIZATION

1.1  General. The Company was formed as an Alaska limited liability
company by the execution and filing of the Articles of Organization (the “Articles”) with the
State of Alaska Division of Corporations, Business and Professional Licensing (the “Division”)
in accordance with the Act, and the rights and liabilities of the Member shall be as provided in
such Act as may be modified in this Agreement. In the event of a conflict between the
provisions of the Act and the provisions of this Agreement, the provisions of this Agreement
shall prevail unless the Act specifically provides that an operating agreement may not change the
provision in question.

1.2  Business Purpose. The Company may engage in any lawful business
activity in which an Alaskan limited liability company may engage, as determined from time to
time by the Member, except that the Company shall not engage in the trust company business or
in the business of banking or insurance.

1.3 Name and Address of Company. The business of the Company shall be
conducted under the name “Secret Garden Cannabis™ and its principal executive office shall be
located at such address as determined from time to time by the Member.

1.4  Term. The term of this Agreement shall be coterminous with the period
of duration of the Company as provided in the Articles, which is perpetual, unless sooner
terminated as provided in this Agreement.

1.5 Required Filings. The Member shall cause to be executed, filed,
recorded and/or published, such certificates and documents as may be required by this
Agreement or by law in connection with the formation and operation of the Company.

1.6  Registered Agent. The Company’s initial registered agent shall be as
provided in the Articles. The registered agent may be changed from time to time by the Member
by causing the filing of the name of the new registered agent in accordance with the Act.

1.7  Tax Status. The Company shall be treated as disregarded for Federal
income tax purposes for so long as it has only one Member.





2 DEFINITIONS

For purposes of this Agreement, the terms defined herein below shall have the following
meaning unless the context clearly requires a different interpretation:

2.1  “Act” shall mean the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act, as
may be amended from time to time.

2.2 “Affiliate” shall mean with respect to any person or entity: (a) any person
or entity directly or indirectly controlling, controlled by, or under common control with such
person or entity; (b) any person or entity owning or controlling 10% or more of the outstanding
voting securities or beneficial interests of such person or entity; (c) any officer, director, general
partner, manager, trustee, or anyone acting in a substantially similar capacity as to such person or
entity; (d) any person or entity who is an officer, director, general partner, manager, trustee, or
holder of 10% or more of the voting securities or beneficial interests of any of the foregoing; and
(e) any person or entity related to such person or entity within the meaning of Code Section
267(b).

2.3  “Agreement” shall mean this Limited Liability Company Operating
Agreement of the Company, as the same may be amended and/or amended and restated from
time to time.

2.4  “Capital Contribution” shall mean the contribution to the capital of the
Company by the Member, as provided in Section 3.1 hereof.

2.5  “Company” shall refer to the limited liability company created pursuant
to the Articles as governed by this Agreement.

2.6  “Distributions” shall mean any cash (or property to the extent applicable)
distributed to the Member arising from the ownership of an interest in the Company.

2.7  “Manager” shall mean the manager of the limited liability company, and
shall be James M.P. Thornton, its sole Member.

2.8 “Member” shall mean James M.P. Thornton.

2.9  “Net Income” and “Net Losses” shall mean the net income and net
losses, respectively, of the Company as determined for federal income tax purposes.

3. CAPITAL

3.1 Capital Contributions. The Member may make contributions from time
to time at his or her own discretion, which contributions shall be reflected in the books and
records of the Company.

3.2 Interest. The Member shall not receive interest on his contributions to the
capital of the Company.





4. FINANCIAL

4.1  Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Company shall end on December 31,
unless the Member determines that some other fiscal year would be more appropriate and obtains
the consent of the Internal Revenue Service to use that other fiscal year.

4.2  Expenses of the Company. The Company shall pay or reimburse to the
Member any expenses incurred by the Member on behalf of the Company.

4.3 Net Income, Net Losses and Distributions.

(a) Distributions. Cash shall be distributed at such times and in such
amounts as determined by the Member and when distributed shall be distributed to the Member.

(b)  Allocations of Net Income and Net Losses. Net Income and Net
Losses shall be allocated to the Member.

5. MANAGEMENT

5.1 Management of the Company. The operations and affairs of the
Company shall be administered by the Manager. The Manager shall have all authority, rights,
and powers conferred by law and those necessary or appropriate to carry out the purposes of the
Company as set forth in Section 1.2.

6. LIABILITY, RIGHTS AND AUTHORITY OF THE MEMBER.

6.1 Liability of Member. Except as specifically provided in this Agreement
or the Act, the Member shall not be liable for the debts, liabilities, contracts, or any other
obligations of the Company.

7. DISSOLUTION AND TERMINATION OF THE COMPANY

7.1  Events Causing Dissolution. Notwithstanding any provisions of the Act,
the Company shall be dissolved and its affairs shall be wound up only upon the earliest to occur
of the following events:

(a)  The determination of the Member; or
(b)  Entry of a decree of judicial dissolution pursuant to the Act.

7.2 Articles of Dissolution. As soon as possible following the occurrence of
any of the events specified in Section 7.1, the Member shall execute Articles of Dissolution in
such form as shall be prescribed by the Division and file such Articles as required by the Act.

7.3 Distribution on Dissolution. In the event of dissolution, the Member
shall take full account of the Company’s assets and liabilities, shall liquidate the assets as
promptly as is consistent with obtaining their fair value, or, if the assets cannot be sold, they shall





be valued and distributed in kind, and shall apply and distribute the proceeds or assets in the
following order:

(a) To the payment of creditors of the Company;

(b) To the creation of any reserves which the Member deems
reasonably necessary for any contingent or unforeseen liabilities or obligations of the Company;

(c) To the repayment of any outstanding loans made by the Member to
the Company; and

(d) To the Member.
8. INDEMNIFICATION

8.1  General. The Company, its receiver or its trustee, shall indemnify, defend
and save harmless the Manager, Member and the Member or any of their Affiliates (each an,
“Indemnitee”) to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, as the same exists or may
hereafter be amended, against all expenses, liabilities and loss (including attorneys’ fees,
judgments, fines, and amounts paid or to be paid in any settlement approved in advance by the
Company, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld) (collectively, “Indemnifiable
Expenses™) actually reasonably incurred or suffered by Indemnitee in connection with any
present or future threatened., pending or contemplated investigation, claim, action, suit or
proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative or investigative (collectively, “Indemnifiable
Litigation™) (i) to which Indemnitee is or was a party or is threatened to be made a party by
reason of any action or inaction in Indemnitee’s capacity as a manager, director, officer or
employee of the Company, or (ii) with respect to which Indemnitee is otherwise involved by
reason of the fact that Indemnitee is or was serving as a manager, director, officer, employee or
agent of the Company. or of any subsidiary or division, or is or was serving at the request of the
Company as a manager, director, officer, employee or agent of another corporation, partnership,
joint venture, trust or other enterprise.

8.2 Interim Expenses. The Company agrees to pay Indemnifiable Expenses
incurred by Indemnitee in connection with any Indemnifiable Litigation in advance of the final
disposition thereof, provided, however, the Indemnitee shall repay such amounts advanced only
if, and to the extent that, it shall ultimately be determined that the Indemnitee is not entitled to be
indemnified by the Company as authorized hereby or otherwise. The advances to be made
hereunder shall be paid by the Company to the Indemnitee within ten (10) days following
delivery of a written request therefor by the Indemnitee to the Company.

9. MISCELLANEOUS

9.1 Binding on Successors. This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall
inure to the benefit of the successors and permitted assigns of the Member.

9.2  Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is declared by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be void or unenforceable, such provision shall be deemed severed from
the remainder of this Agreement and the balance of this Agreement shall remain in effect.

9.3  Notices. All notices under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be
given to the person entitled thereto, by personal service, or by mail, first class postage prepaid
and addressed to the address maintained by the Company for that person or at any other address
that he or she specifies in writing.

9.4 Captions. Paragraph titles or captions contained in this Agreement are
inserted only as a matter of convenient reference. The titles and captions in no way define, limit,
extend, or describe the scope of this Agreement nor the intent of any provision hereof.

9.5  Choice of Law. This Agreement shall be construed under the laws of the
State of Alaska, without giving effect to any choice or conflict of law provision or rule that
would cause the application of laws of any other jurisdiction.

9.6 Amendment. This Agreement and the Articles may only be amended in
writing by the Member.

Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The entire facility will be designated as a restricted access area and will be equipped with a robust security system. The premises will be
equipped with outdoor lighting, 24 hour video surveillance, an alarm system that will provide electronic notification to owners and law
enforcement if necessary, and multiple signs stating that the premises is secured and monitored. Posted signs will also state that visitors
must be escorted. The interior of the facility will have security cameras installed for 24 hour monitoring of all entrances and exits, the
check in area, all security doors and restricted access areas, all windows and every portion of the office and safe room. The exterior of
the building will have 24 hour surveillance cameras recording all activity on the premises. All visitors will be directed to enter through one
front entrance door leading into the arctic entry area for check in. Visitors will be required to provide valid state-issued identification, with
no exceptions. Visitors will be given a visitor badge to be displayed on their person at all times within the facility. All visitors will be
escorted by an employee at all times at a 5:1 ratio. A visitor’s log will record the visitor's name, date and time, and purpose for visit, and
will be available to AMCO upon request. All restricted access areas within the facility will be monitored at all times and separated from
public areas by locked doors. The doors will be equipped with spring-loaded hinges to ensure that they close behind each person. Access
to restricted areas will be granted through a smart lock system, and signs will be posted on each door stating that the door leads into a
restricted area and members of the public must be escorted. Cameras will also be placed conspicuously at each door to deter visitors
from attempting access alone.

Describe your processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

The owners, manager on duty, specially-defined agents, and any emergency personnel during
the time of an emergency will have unrestricted access to the entire facility. All other
individuals who are permitted access to restricted areas must be accompanied by an escort at
all times. All visitors will enter through the front entrance door and check in with a security
agent in the arctic entry. Valid government-issued photo identification will be required and will
be retained by security until the visitor exits the premises. The visitor will sign into a log with
their name, the date, time in and out of the restricted space and purpose of their visit. The log
will be kept and stored as a business record and will be made available to the MCB upon
request. All visitors will be given a visitor badge to be displayed on their person at all times and
returned upon exit. Visitors will be escorted and actively supervised by an employee at a 5:1
ratio while in the facility, and once the visit has concluded, the visitor must leave the premises
immediately.
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Describe your recordkeeping of visitors who are escorted into restricted access areas:

Visitors will sign into a visitor's log noting their name, the date, time in and out of the facility,
and the purpose of their visit. The company will retain a photocopy of all visitor IDs to be
stored with the log as official business records and made available to the MCB upon request.
Business records will be kept in the secured office and only the licensee and authorized
employees will have access. Visitors will be escorted by an employee at all times while inside
the facility, and any additional information, activity, or behavior will be recorded, as necessary,
during the visit.

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Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306.715):

Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement:

Exterior lighting will be positioned against the building and perimeter, and evenly distributed
throughout the property. The facility plans to install a total of 8-12 commercial LED lights to be
affixed to the building, evenly distributed on the property, and posted along the outer perimeter of
the premises. The light fixtures will keep the premises, signs, doors, and windows well lit, and allow
the exterior surveillance cameras to record individuals up to twenty (20) feet from all entry points.
The lighting fixtures will be positioned at an inaccessible height with sturdy housings to deter
vandalism and common obstructions. The bulbs will be extremely bright to maximize visibility and
deter crime. The exterior lighting will be checked daily by the manager on duty to ensure that each
light in the system is operational, and that each mount is positioned for optimum recording clarity
and to deter unauthorized presence on the premises.

An alarm system is required for all license types. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises:

A third party security company will install the alarm system, maintain the equipment, test the devices every six (6)
months, and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site center to ensure the safety of the property and to detect
unauthorized activity. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all areas of
the building, during closed hours. When triggered, an electronic alert will be automatically sent to the security
company who will then contact local law enforcement and ownership. Panic buttons will be worn on lanyard for
employees to access in case of emergency. When pressed, the buttons will trigger the alarm system, 24 hours a
day. Employees will be trained to know how and when to use the panic buttons prior to beginning work, and all
owners and managers will be educated on proper use, troubleshooting, and control of the alarm system. Each
morning, the on-site manager will disable the overnight alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and
recordings to ensure the system is functioning as expected. The last agent to leave the facility each night will
activate the overnight devices and sensors, and lock all doors and windows that are not self-locking.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including all doors and
windows, to monitor for motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. The last
employee to leave the facility each day will lock all doors and windows that are not self locking,
and will activate the overnight security devices and sensors. The alarm system will be active at
all times that the facility is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and
electronic notification to the off-site security center. Each morning, the on-site manager will
disable the alarm system, and inspect the security cameras and recordings to ensure that the
system is functioning as expected.
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Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

Video surveillance will continuously monitor storage, growing, processing and packaging areas, and the office and safe room. Employees will
perform mandatory inventory counts each week and document the reports as business records. The company has a zero tolerance policy for theft
and diversion, and all employees will complete mandatory training in recognizing such activity. In the event that theft or diversion is suspected, all
employees will alert management immediately. In the event that an employee is caught stealing marijuana, Secret Garden Cannabis will notify local
law enforcement immediately, comply with all directives, and provide all necessary information and records for the investigation. Ownership will
take the necessary steps to ensure that illegal conduct by an employee does not compromise the facility's license and legitimate business
operations. Once a theft is reported, ownership will update the product records in the tracking system, as needed, to maintain an accurate and
comprehensive accounting for all marijuana products and inventory. Ownership will comply with all inquiries and investigations lodged by the MCB
as a result. Documentation related to marijuana theft will be maintained as a business record for five (5) years and made available to the MCB
upon request. All marijuana product will be secured in the cultivation area during growth and processing, and then will be stored in a locked and
secured area once it is ready and waiting for packaging. Only designated personnel will have access to marijuana storage. Constant surveillance
will monitor the marijuana storage space and all individuals entering the area. Video recordings will be backed up and stored for forty (40) days.
Cameras will be prominently displayed in the processing and packaging areas and next to all storage containers, and will provide a full view of the
cultivation room, entryway, safes, money counting areas, and product packaging areas. Security monitors and video recording equipment will be
located in the office and safe room.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

The company will prevent business practices that might entice or allow loitering, and escorting all
loitering individuals off the premises. The exterior will be well lit and equipped with 24 hour video
surveillance and "No Loitering"” signs. Agents of the facility will have a noticeable presence around
the property to monitor for and deter loitering and unauthorized entrance. The facility will have a
single marked entrance to maintain order. Any individuals found loitering outside the building will be
asked to leave the premises or law enforcement will be notified. Once a visitor has completed their
visit and no longer has a purpose inside the facility, they will be escorted off of the premises. No
visitors will be permitted to remain on the property after their escorted visit has concluded.
Company agents will contact local law enforcement for assistance when necessary.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

Motion detectors will be rigged to the exterior lighting system, in addition to the stationary
lights, to allow for additional security measures during closed hours and to provide extra
lighting for all surveillance recordings. The alarm system will monitor for intrusions with motion
detectors on all access points, including doors and windows during closed hours. Any
unauthorized or attempted intrusion will prompt an automatic, electronic alert to the security
company who will then contact local law enforcement and ownership. Panic buttons worn on
lanyards for emergencies will trigger the alarm system at any time they are pressed.
Employees will be trained in how and when to use the panic buttons prior to beginning work.
All alarm systems and devices will be tested every six (6) months.
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Describe your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or agent when any
automatic or electronic notification system alerts a local law enforcement agency of an unauthorized breach of security:

During emergencies, management will evacuate the building and agents of the company will await
the arrival of local emergency officials in a safe and accessible location. All visitors present on the
premises will be escorted immediately to the nearest exit in a safe and organized manner. When
any dangerous, threatening, or unauthorized activity is reported to local law enforcement,
employees will comply with directives and remain in a safe location while the incident is addressed.
After the emergency is resolved, employees will look for property damage, verify cash and
inventory, and submit all necessary documentation to law enforcement officials for a police report.
Surveillance footage will be downloaded and submitted to police officials to aid in their
investigation, and authorized officials will be given direct phone numbers to ownership and agents
to ensure a good working relationship.

The licensee and all employees will be required to obtain a marijuana handler permit from AMCO Enforcement prior to beginning employment and must keep the permit in
good standing at all times while employed with Secret Garden Cannabis. Qualified agents will be hired on a three (3) month probationary period during which they will be
trained in their position, receive regular education and evaluation from ownership and management, and cross-trained to ensure that no positions are vacant. Training
education will include marijuana industry topics, safety, customer care, legal issues, state and federal regulations, and OSHA, and will take place throughout the year as
well as when topics arise. Employees will be expected to learn: (1) Alaska laws, regulations, and codes governing the marijuana industry and marijuana establishments;
(2) all of the permitting requirements to act as a handler in a marijuana establishment; (3) company standards, protocol, and best practices; (4) general safety procedures
and protocol; (5) how to think defensively in threatening situations and how to recognize the signs of impairment, drug abuse, and instability; (6) in-depth information about
particular strains and products; (7) in-depth information on the requirements of each room, task, and system; and (8) the general federal, state, and local employment
regulations by which the Company is governed. Employees will meet with management monthly for continued education and evaluation. Managers will be trained in
opening and closing procedures, safety protocol, and managing operations and the inventory tracking system.

The
facility will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as contaminated, infected or is otherwise rejected for quality or fails to meet
quality testing; (2) waste from marijuana flowers and plant material and trimmings; (3) run off water from cultivation and processing; and
(4) any other materials or containers in contact with marijuana products that risk contamination. Marijuana waste will be stored away from
all other products in a locked container inside the facility, and will be rendered unusable prior to leaving the facility for disposal. A notice
will be sent to AMCO enforcement not later than three days prior to rendering waste unusable. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable
by grinding the materials and mixing with other compostable and non-compostable material until the resulting mixture is no more than fifty
percent (50%) marijuana waste.

The final mixture will be securely stored in locked
containers located inside the premises with locks in compliance with the highest UL standards. A waste truck will collect the waste
mixture and dispose of it at the city dump. Only authorized personnel will have access to the keys that unlock the disposal containers.
The on-site manager will meet with the waste truck driver and collect a signature and name, the date, time, and the type of marijuana
waste being collected. This information will be recorded in the disposal log and securely stored as a business record, available to the
MCB upon request.

Marijuana waste will be ground up with other compostable food waste, yard waste, vegetable
oils, or with non-food paper waste or cardboard after giving AMCO Enforcement at least three

(3) days notice via email.

Describe how marijuana or marijuana product will be prepared, packaged, and secured for shipment:

Metrc will generate a transport manifest to accompany all marijuana in transit. The facility will send a copy of the manifest with the
products, and file an additional copy on the premises as a business record. The manifest will document the strain name, type of
product, batch number, weight, name of the transporter and handler’s ID, time of departure and expected delivery, and the make,
model, and license plate of the transporting vehicle. The transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations without making any
unnecessary stops, and marijuana will be sealed in not more than five (5) pound containers inside a locked storage compartment
within the vehicle for wholesale transactions up to one ounce containers for re-sale by retailers without re-packaging. At no time
during transit will marijuana be visible outside the vehicle. The shipping container will have a label stating that a licensed testing
facility has tested each batch in the shipment, and list: (1) the date of final testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a
range of percentages that extends from the lowest percentage to highest percentage of concentration for each cannabinoid listed
from every test conducted on that strain of marijuana from the same marijuana cultivation facility within the last three months; (3) a
statement listing the results of microbial testing; and (4) a statement listing the contaminants for which the marijuana was tested,
including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful chemicals. Any packaging done at the facility will be
performed in an area specifically set aside for packaging and monitored with 24 hour surveillance. Packaging will be uniform with
labels secure and prominently displayed. The facility will use certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and Measures
Act, and will maintain registration and inspection reports at the facility. After agents package marijuana they will be placed in
sanitized, air-tight containers, labeled with all compliant labeling information, and given a barcode for the inventory control system.
Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed without an easy-open tab, dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a
secured area until ready for transport. All packaging will be inspected, accepted or rejected, and recorded in the log, and the on site
manager will check all final packages to ensure that they will secure marijuana from contamination and not impart toxic or deleterious
substances. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana was harvested,
(3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity
of usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; (6) a complete list of all
pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana.

Describe the type of locked, safe, and secure storage compartments that will be used in any vehicles transporting marijuana or
marijuana product:

Any vehicle transporting marijuana will be unmarked and inconspicuous. Vehicles that will be
used for transportation of marijuana will contain a secure and sanitary area affixed to the
inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure the products cannot be seen
by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. The secure storage area within the
transportation vehicle will be sanitized before and after each use. Prior to departure, a
manager will ensure all marijuana is in sealed packages, and locked in the safe and secure
storage compartment in the transport vehicle. All employees will be trained and will understand
that under no circumstances (absent instruction from a duly authorized law enforcement
officer) shall a sealed package containing marijuana be opened during transportation. The
vehicle storage box will be a large rectangular industrial container mounted and secured within
the vehicle, accessible by a combination lock. The structure will be formed of steel, hard
plastic or like materials. From time to time ownership may utilize a third party for transport and
shall ensure the third party transport company has their Marijuana Handlers' card.

Watering of plants will be accomplished using multiple methods.

1/4 inch irrigation feed lines will be supplied by a master reservoir to an individual drop manifold. Manual watering will also be done when
necessary by a watering wand connected to a pump inside a nutrient reservoir via PVC line.

The company has a disposal plan for marijuana waste. The facility will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as
contaminated, infected or is otherwise rejected for quality or fails to meet quality testing; (2) waste from marijuana flowers and
plant material and trimmings; (3) run off water from cultivation and processing; and (4) any other materials or containers in contact
with marijuana products that risk contamination. Marijuana waste will be stored away from all other products in a locked container
inside the facility, and will be rendered unusable prior to leaving the facility for disposal. A notice will be sent to AMCO
enforcement not later than three days prior to rendering waste unusable. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable by grinding
the materials and mixing with other compostable and non-compostable material until the resulting mixture is no more than fifty
percent (50%) marijuana waste. Management will maintain a log on the status of all marijuana waste, tracking the type, date of
disposal, date it was rendered unusable, and final destination. The final mixture will be moved to the secured, enclosed dumpster
outside the facility using opaque coverings in a cart with secured compartments. A waste truck will collect the waste mixture and
dispose of it at the muni waste station. Only authorized personnel will have access to the keys that unlock the secured dumpster.
This information will be recorded in the disposal log and securely stored as a business record, available to the MCB upon request.
The manager will notify AMCO enforcement three days before disposing of marijuana waste.

Commercial grade activated carbon filters will be used throughout the cultivation areas to filter
all air before being vented outside. The carbon filters will be regularly replaced to ensure
maximum performance at all times. In addition, once every week one employee will be tasked
with going to each property line of the property to conduct a "smell test". The "smell test" will
consist of the employee walking to each edge of the property line and will attempt to smell
marijuana from the edge of the property line. If marijuana smell is present at the edge of
property line - the facility will replace the charcoal filters (if necessary) or install additional
smell controls.

The individual
responsible for collection will prepare a signed statement attesting that each sample was
randomly selected, provide a signed statement to the testing facility, and maintain a copy as a
business record. The facility will transport all samples to a licensed testing facility in
compliance with the state regulations and the company's transportation policies. The facility
will ensure that any individual transporting marijuana has a valid marijuana handler permit
issued by AMCO. While awaiting the testing results, the remainder of the batch will be
segregated in the secured quarantine area. The facility will maintain all testing results as part
of its official business records, and will enter the results in METRC.

COMMERCIAL LEASE

THIS COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT (“Lease”, or “Agreement”) sets
forth the current terms and conditions of the Lease as follows:

The parties to this Lease are AK RED, LLC, whose address is 6020 Maximilian
Drive, Anchorage, AK 99507 (hereinafter referred to as "Landlord"), and Axion
Enterprises, LLC, whose address is 726 E. 15th Avenue, Anchorage, Alaska 99501
(hereinafter referred to as "Tenant").

WITNESSETH:

1. PREMISES AND TERM. In consideration of the obligation of Tenant to
make payment as herein provided, and in consideration of the other terms, provisions and
covenants hereof, Landlord hereby demises and leases to Tenant, and Tenant hereby
takes from Landlord certain Premises situated at 726 E. 15th Avenue, within Anchorage,
Alaska (the “Premises”), with the Premises identified on the attached map. The Premises
include appurtenances such as the parking area, roadways, means of ingress and egress
and service areas.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same for a term commencing on
W\O.u‘/ 0 , 2017 and ending on December 31, 2018.

2. RENT. Tenant agrees to pay Landlord rent, without deduction or set off,
in monthly installments of Thirty Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($30,000.00), plus such
add-ons as noted below, commencing on December 1, 2017 and on the first day of
each succeeding calendar month through December 1, 2018.
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3. SE. The demised Premises shall be used by Tenant only for the purpose
of growing, processing (including what is referred to as “manufacturing”), and selling
commercially produced marijuana.

Tenant agrees to maintain the Premises and adjacent parking area and driveways in
a clean and orderly condition and to store any garbage or trash in covered metal
containers inside the Premises, or, if permitted by Landlord, in metal containers outside
the Premises at a location designated by Landlord. At the termination of this Agreement,
Tenant shall leave the Premises in a "broom clean" condition and in the same condition as
at the commencement of this Lease, reasonable wear and tear excepted. Absent written
consent by Landlord, Tenant agrees not to store in or about the Premises any gasoline,
distillates, or other petroleum products or any other substance or material of an explosive,
inflammable or radiological nature which may endanger any part of the Premises or its
occupants, business patrons or invitees, or present any unusual fire, explosion or other
damaging or dangerous hazard, nor use acetylene torches on, in or about the Premises.
Tenant agrees to refrain from causing any objectionable odors or sounds; from causing
any public or private nuisance or act or thing which may disturb the quiet enjoyment of
any other tenants or adjacent landowners; from causing any obstructions of any type on
the driveway and parking areas other than when in the process of loading or unloading
and in the parking of vehicles in the locations designated by Landlord.

Tenant will not at any time, during the term of this Lease, carry any stock of goods
or do anything in or about the Premises which will in any way tend to increase the
insurance rates upon the building of which the premise are a part nor shall any use be
made or permitted of the Premises or any part thereof, nor do any acts which will violate,
make inoperative, or increase the existing rate of any insurance policy at any time held by
or in any way for the benefit of Landlord pursuant to any provisions of this Lease.
Tenant agrees to pay to the Landlord forthwith upon demand the amount of any increase
in premiums for insurance that may be charged during the term of this Lease in the
amount of insurance to be carried by Landlord on the Premises resulting from the
foregoing or from Tenant doing any act in or about said Premises which does so increase
the insurance rates, whether or not the Landlord shall have consented to such act on the
part of Tenant. If Tenant installs upon the Premises any electrical equipment which
constitutes an overload on the electrical lines of the Premises, Tenant shall at its own
expense make whatever charges are necessary to comply with the requirements of the
insurance underwriters, any governmental authority having jurisdiction thereover and the
Landlord, but nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute Landlord's consent
to such overloading.

Tenant shall at its own cost and expense obtain any and all licenses and permits
necessary for any such use. Tenant shall comply with all governmental laws, ordinances
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and regulations applicable to the Use of the Premises, including, but not limited to, local
fire codes, zoning regulations, and occupancy codes; provided, however, that federal laws
and regulations prohibiting the production of marijuana and industrial hemp are expressly
excluded from the legal requirements with which Tenant is required to comply herein.
Tenant will promptly provide to Landlord copies of all communications to or from any
government entity that relate to the Use or Tenant’s noncompliance or alleged
noncompliance with any laws or other government requirements (including federal laws)
impacting the Premises. Tenant shall promptly comply with all governmental orders and
directives for the correction, prevention, and abatement of nuisances in, upon, or connected
with the Premises, all at Tenant's sole expense.

4. TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS.

(A) Landlord agrees to pay before they become delinquent all taxes (both
general and special), assessments or governmental charges (hereinafter collectively
referred to as "taxes™) lawfully levied or assessed against the Premises or any part thereof
for the taxable year in which this Lease commences hereinafter referred to as the
"commencement year", and a like sum towards the payment of said taxes and
assessments levied each and every year thereafter during the term of this Lease; provided,
however, Landlord may, at its sole cost and expense (in its own name or in the name of
both, as it may deem appropriate) dispute and contest the same, and in such case, such
disputed item need not be paid until finally adjudged to be valid. At the conclusion of
such contest, Landlord shall pay the items contested to the extent that they are held valid
together with all items, court costs, interest and penalties relating thereto. As additional
rent, Tenant shall pay to Landlord a sum equal to fifty percent (50%) of the difference in
the amount paid by Landlord and the total amount of said taxes thereafter levied against
the leased Premises or any part thereof for each and every taxable year during the
Term, which payment shall be made by Tenant on the due date of the next rental payment
required under the terms hereof following presentation by Landlord to Tenant of an
authenticated statement setting forth the computation of said additional payment
necessitated by any increase in taxes or assessments for all taxable years after the
commencement year of this Lease.

(B) Tenant shall pay all taxes, assessments, license fees and public charges
levied upon its business operation, trade fixtures, leasehold improvements, merchandise
and other personal property in or about the Premises. In the event any such items of
property are assessed with property of the Landlord, such assessment shall be equitably
divided between Landlord and Tenant to the end that Tenant shall pay only its equitable
proportion of such assessment.
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(C) If at any time during the term of this Lease, the present method of taxation
shall change so that in lieu of the whole or any part of any taxes, assessments, levies or
charges levied, assessed or imposed on real estate or the improvements thereon there shall
be levied, assessed or imposed on Landlord a capital levy or other tax directly on the rents
received therefrom and/or a franchise tax, assessment, levy or charge measured by or based
in whole or in part upon such rents for the present or any future building or buildings on the
Premises, then all such taxes, assessments, levies or charges, or the part hereof so measured
or based, shall be deemed to be included within the term "taxes" for the purposes hereof.

5. LANDLORD'S REPAIRS. Landlord agrees to maintain at its expense only

the roof, foundation and exterior walls (to the extent related to foundation and support) of
the building in good repair, reasonable wear and tear excepted. Tenant understands that,
effective upon execution of this Lease, it will be responsible for maintaining the heating
equipment for the Premises, the exterior walls to the extent that the maintenance does not
include issues related to the foundation or support of the building, and the portion of
the parking lot which serves Tenant's Premises.

For any foundation or exterior work that needs to be addressed by Landlord, and
which is not caused by tortuous conduct of Tenant or Tenant's customers, guests or
invitees, Tenant shall immediately give Landlord written notice of defect or need for
repairs, after which Landlord shall have reasonable opportunity to repair same or cure
such defect. Landlord's liability hereunder shall be limited to the cost of such repairs or
curing such defects.

(A)  Snow Removal. Tenant shall be responsible for parking lot snow removal,
sanding and spring lot sweeping.

6. TENANT'S REPAIRS. Tenant shall at its own cost and expense maintain
and repair or replace all of the leased Premises, including but not limited to windows,
glass and plate glass, all window sash, casement or frames, doors, pedestrian and overhead,
door frames, locks and closing devices, any special store front, interior walls, finish work
and insulation, floors and floor covering and lighting fixtures. Any exterior or interior
graffiti on or to the leased Premises shall be immediately removed, or painted over, by
Tenant. In addition, Tenant will be responsible for such other non-foundation related
repairs that may be required to the exterior walls of the building to the extent they are
encompassed by Tenant's leased Premises.

(A) Additional Maintenance. Tenant is responsible for the following additional
maintenance during the term of this Lease:

(1)  Maintenance of the heating system. The performance of any
warranty work on the furnace is assigned to Tenant during the term of this Lease;
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(i) All interior and exterior maintenance on the building and Premises
covered by this Lease to the extent not covered by Landlord's insurance for claims
thereunder.

To the extent that work needs to be done under the foregoing, Tenant will advise
Landlord to inquire as to whether the maintenance would be covered by insurance.
Landlord agrees to reasonably cooperate with Tenant with respect to tender of any such
claim, but ultimate responsibility for insuring that the leased Premises does not suffer any
loss shall be the burden of Tenant.

7. ALTERATIONS. Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions, or
improvements to the Premises without the prior written consent of Landlord. In no event
shall Tenant make or cause to be made any penetration through the roof of the Premises,
erect or increase the size of any mezzanine, or make any changes to the water, sewer,
electrical, or gas systems without the written consent of the Landlord. At the termination
of this Lease, Tenant shall, if Landlord so elects, remove all alterations, additions and
partitions erected by Tenant and restore the Premises to their original condition;
otherwise such improvements shall be delivered up to the Landlord with the Premises.
All shelves, blinds, machinery and trade fixtures installed by Tenant may be removed by
Tenant at the termination of this Lease if Tenant so elects, and shall be removed if
required by Landlord. All such removals and restoration shall be accomplished in a good
and workmanlike manner so as not to damage the primary structure or Premises.

8. SIGNS. Tenant shall have the right to install signs upon the exterior of said
building only when first approved in writing by Landlord and subject to any applicable
governmental laws, ordinance, regulations and other requirements. Tenant shall not place
graphics or paint on the exterior of the building, nor place awnings, marquees, or other
structures without the written consent of the Landlord. Tenant shall remove all such
signs at the termination of this Lease. Such installations and removals shall be made in
such manner as to avoid injury or defacementof the building and other improvements.

9. INSPECTION. Landlord and Landlord's agents and representatives shall
have the right to enter and inspect the Premises at any time during reasonable business
hours, for the purpose of ascertaining the condition of the Premises or in order to make
such repairs as may be required to be made by the building owners under the terms of this Lease.
All inspections shall be noticed to Tenant with reasonable notice and all agents,
representatives of landlord shall be over the age of 21 and shall strictly adhere with the
Tenant’s state of Alaska marijuana regulation required visitor policy. During the period
that is three (3) months prior to the end of the term hereof, Landlord and Landlord's agents
and representative shall have the right to enter the Premises at any time during reasonable
business hours for the purpose of showing the Premises and shall have the right to erect
on the Premises a suitable sign indicating the Premises are available.

10. UTILITIES. Tenant agrees to pay Landlord all of any sums billed to
Landlord for gas heating expenses. Landlord shall make this information available to
Commercial Lease-Page 5





Tenant on a monthly basis, with payment due within thirty (30) days.

Tenant is responsible for all other utilities including electric, water and
wastewater, phone and refuse service.

Landlord shall not be liable in damages or otherwise for any failure or interruption
of any utility service being furnished the Premises, unless Landlord fails to pay
Landlord's costs for such service which is not separately metered and no such failure or
interruption shall entitle Tenant to terminate this Lease. In the event Landlord elects to
discontinue furnishing any such utility service to the Premises for reasons other than the
nonpayment by Tenant of any utility charge or other rental payment required hereunder,
Tenant shall have the right to use all existing conduits and facilities situated in the
Premises.

11. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Tenant shall not have the right to
assign this Lease or to sublet the whole or any part of the Premises without the prior
written consent of Landlord; notwithstanding any permitted assignment or subletting,
Tenant shall at all times remain fully responsible and liable for the payment of the rent
herein specified and for compliance with all of its other obligations under the terms,
provisions and covenants of this Lease. Upon the occurrence of an "event of default” as
hereinafter defined, if the Premises or any part thereof are then assigned or sublet,
Landlord, in addition to any other remedies herein provided, or provided by law, may at
its option collect directly from such assignee or subtenant all rents becoming due to Tenant
under such assignment or sublease and apply such rent against any sums due to it by Tenant
hereunder, and so such collection shall not be construed to constitute a novationor a
release of Tenant from the further performance of its obligations hereunder. Landlord shall
have the right to assign any of its rights under this Lease.

12.  FIRE AND CASUALTY DAMAGE.

(A) If the buildings situated on the Premises should be damaged or destroyed by
fire or other casualty, Tenant shall give immediate written notice thereof to Landlord.

(B) If the buildingssituated on the Premises should be totally destroyed by fire
or other casualty, or if they should be so damaged that rebuilding or repairs cannot be
completed within thirty (30) days after the date upon which Landlord is notified by
Tenant of such damage, this Lease shall terminate and the rent shall be abated during the
unexpired portion of this Lease, effective upon the date of the occurrence of such
damage.
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(C)  If the buildings situated on the Premises should be damaged by fire or other
casualty, but only to such extent that rebuilding or repairs can be completed within thirty
(30) days after the date upon which Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, this
Lease shall not terminate, but Landlord shall at its sole cost and expense proceed with
reasonable diligence to rebuild and repair such buildings, to substantially the condition in
which they existed prior to such damage, except that Landlord shall not be required to
rebuild, repair or replace any part of the partitions, fixtures and other improvements
which may have been placed on the Premises by Tenant. If the Premises are untenantable
in whole or in part following such damage, the rent payable hereunder during the period
in which they are untenantable shall be reduced to such extent as may be fair and
reasonable under all of the circumstances. In the event that Landlord should fail to
complete such repairs and rebuilding within thirty (30) days after the date upon which
Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, Tenant may at its option terminate this
Lease by delivering written notice of termination to Landlord as Tenant's exclusive
remedy, whereupon all rights and obligations hereunder shall cease and determine.

(D)  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, in the event the holder of
any indebtedness secured by a mortgage or deed of trust covering the Premises requires
that the insurance proceeds be applied to such indebtedness, then Landlord shall have the
right to terminate this Lease by delivering written notice of termination to Tenant,
whereupon all rights and obligations hereunder shall cease and determine.

(E)  Any insurance which may be carried by Landlord or Tenant against loss or
damage to the buildings and other improvements situated on the Premises shall be for the
sole benefit of the party carrying such insurance and under its sole control.

(F)  Landlord and Tenant hereby release the other from any and all liability or
responsibility to the other or anyone claiming through or under them by any of subrogation
or otherwise for any loss or damage to property caused by fire or any of the extended
coverage casualties covered by the insurance maintained hereunder, even if such fire or
other casualty shall have been caused by the fault or negligence of the other party, or
anyone for whom such party may be responsible; provided, however, that this release
shall be applicable and in force and effect only with respect to loss or damage occurring
during such time as the releasor's policies shall contain a clause or endorsement to the effect
that any release shall not adversely affect or impair such policies or prejudice the right of
the releasor to recover thereunder. Each of Landlord and Tenant agrees that it will request
its insurance carriers to include in its policies such a clause or endorsement. If extra cost
shall be charged therefore, each party shall advise the other thereof and of the amount of
the extra cost, and the other party, at its election, may pay the same, but shall not be
obligated to do so.

(G) Landlord covenants and agrees to maintain standard fire and extended
coverage insurance covering the building on the Premises in an amount not less than
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eighty per cent (80%) of the replacement cost thereof. Lessee agrees to pay fifty percent
(50%) of any increase in the cost of said insurance after the date this Lease is
commenced, within twenty (20) days after demand therefor. Landlord shall furnish
Tenant a statement showing the computation of the amount due. The failure to pay
such excess shall be treated in the same manner as a default in the payment of rent
hereunder when due.

(H)  Tenantshall maintain in full force on all of its fixtures and equipmentin the
leased Premises, a policy or policies of fire and extended coverage insurance to the extent
of at least eighty percent (80%) of their insurable value. During the lease term, the
proceeds from any such policy or policies of insurance shall be used for the repair and
replacement of fixtures and equipment so insured. Landlord shall have no interest in the
insurance upon Tenant's equipment and fixture and will sign all documents necessary or
proper in connection with the settlement of any claim or loss by Tenant.

()] Landlord may procure earthquake insurance effective as of the effective
date of this Lease. If such insurance is procured, Tenant shall be responsible for
one-half of any premium increase for this insurance, in subsequent years, as additional rent.
Tenant shall be responsible for payment of this premium increase after Lease
inception within thirty (30) days of invoicing. Failure to timely reimburse Landlord
shall be considered a breach of this Lease Agreement pursuant to Section 17 below.

13.  LIABILITY. Landlord shall not be liable to Tenant or Tenant's employees,
agents, patrons, or visitors, or to any other person whomever, for any injury to person or
damage to property on or about the Premises, caused by the negligence or misconduct of
Tenant, its agents, servants or employees, or of any other person entering upon the
Premises under express or implied invitation of Tenant, or caused by the building and
improvements located on the Premises becoming out of repair, or due to any cause
whatsoever, and Tenant agrees to indemnify Landlord and hold it harmless from any loss,
expense or claims, including attorneys' fees, arising out of any such damage or injury,
except that any injury to person or damage to property caused by the negligence of
Landlord or by the failure of Landlord to repair and maintain that part of the Premises
which Landlord is obligated to repair and maintain after the receipt of written notice from
Tenant of needed repairs or of defects shall be the liability of Landlord and not of Tenant,
and Landlord agrees to indemnify Tenant and hold it harmless from any and all loss,
expense or claims, including attorneys' fees, arising out of such damage or injury. Tenant
shall procure and maintain throughout the term of this Lease a policy or policies of
insurance at its sole cost and expense, insuring both Landlord and Tenant against all
claims, demands or actions arising out of or in connection with Tenant's use or occupancy
of the Premises, or by the condition of the Premises, the limits of such policy or policies
to be in an amount not less than $1,000,000.00 in respect of injuries to or death of any
one person, and in an amount not less than $1,000,000.00 in respect of any one accident
or disaster, and in an amount not less than $100,000.00 in respect of property damaged or
destroyed, and to be written by insurance companies qualified to do business in the state
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in which the Premises are located. Tenant shall furnish Landlord with a certificate of
such policy and whenever required, shall satisfy Landlord that such policy is in full force
and effect. Such policy shall name Landlord as an additional insured and shall be
primary and non-contributing with and not in excess of any insurance carried by
Landlord. The policy shall further provide that it shall not be cancelled or altered without
thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord and renewals thereof as required shall be
delivered to Landlord at least ten (10) days prior to the expiration of the respective policy
terms.

14. CONDEMNATION.

(A)  If the whole or any substantial part of the Premises should be taken for any
public or quasi-public use under governmental law, ordinance or regulation, or by right of
eminent domain, or by private purchase in lieu thereof, this lease shall terminate and the
rent shall be abated during the unexpired portion of this Lease, effective when the physical
taking of said Premises shall occur.
