Hilltop Premium Green is dedicated to protecting all inventory from diversion to youth ar the unregulated market.

Our extensive inventory and quality control plans are geared towards maintaining a solid chain of custody on the product from seed or clone
1o delivery into the storefront or another vendor to all possible outcomes in between. Strict compliance with METRC and regular inventory
checks will support a strong inventory control system.

In summary, all marijuana (seeds, clones, plants, trim and harvested flower) and marijuana products(such as prerolls or kief)

that enter or leave the licensed premises will be verified as compliant with regulations and either approved, quarantined

for further testing/labeling/ete, or rejected.

Definitions
