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Extraction Types and Methods:

CO2 Extraction:
Using the i.2000-5LD extraction machine from Apeks Super Critical, which is an active closed loop extraction
process using super critical CO2.

Cold Water Extraction:
Using a series of screens along with water and ice we plan on agitating plant material until desired to extract
concentrate and form into Bubble Hash which can be used in either edibles or sold direct to customers

*Natural Fat Extraction (Butter, Olive Oil, Vegetable Oil etc):
Using a natural fat along with water we plan on using heat to breakdown and bind THC with the oil to later be
filtered and formed into bricks to be used in our manufacturing of edibles.

.

*Alcohol/ Vegetable Glycerin Extraction:

Combining either high proof alcohol or vegetable glycerin and plant matter in a sealed container while being
stored in a cold environment (under 0° C) the THC will bind with the liquid. Agitating it while under these
conditions will help ensure maximum yield. After the process is complete the mixture will then be strained and
bottled and kept in the same cold environment.

*These recipes will require the plant matter to go through Decarboxylation. The process of switching the THC molecules
into their active state THC-A

Hollyweed 907 submitted a product manufacturing facility application that was calendared for board
action on May 15, 2017. During consideration of the various products proposed, the Board approved
the license with delegation and two products (with delegation), requiring that the applicant produce an
acceptable label: “Natural Fat Extract — Butter” and “Alcohol/Vegetable Glycerin Tincture.”

The Board tabled consideration of the remaining seven products, raising concerns regarding serving
demarcations on the cookies and brownies, ingredient lists missing from the labels, and resealable
bottles.

The applicant provided revised application material for four products: “Brownie Bites,” “Chocolate Chip
Cookie Bites,” “Hot Cocoa,” and “Milk Cookie Bites.”

No additional information was provided for three products: “CO2 Concentrate,” "Bubble Hash,” or
“Fruit Lemonade.” The Board indicated on May 15 that the CO2 Concentrate syringe packaging for
dabbing would be a different product from the CO2 Concentrate vape pen packaging. Additionally the
Board discussed how individual servings would be marked for drinks and noted that the bottles would
need to be glass (or otherwise translucent). The applicant will need to verify if they are still requesting
approval of these three products.
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
