PREAMBLE

THESE BYLAWS (these “Bylaws™) are adopted as of the 5\& dayof Ju hﬂ ,2017, by
and among the sharehelders, or a counterpart thereof, of ISG, Inc., an Alaska busintlss corporation

(hereinafter referred to as the “Corporation™).
ARTICLE I, CORPORATE FORMATION AND ARTICLES

1.1, References Thereto. Anyreference made herein to the Corporation's “Articles™ will
be deemed to refer to its Articles of Incorporation and all amendments thereto which are on file with
the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development at any given time,
together with any and all certificates theretofore filed by the Corporation with the Alaska Department
of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development pursuant to the Alaska Statutes.

1.2, Seniority Thereof. The Articles will in all respects be considered senior and superior
to these Bylaws, with any inconsistency to be resolved in favor of the Articles, and with these
Bylaws to be deemed automatically amended from time to time to eliminate any such inconsistency
which may then exist.

1.3, Purpose. The purpose of the Corporation shall be to operate a commercial marijuana
cultivation, retail, and manufacturing facility, and any other lawful purpose as determined by the
Board of Directors (the “Board™).

ARTICLE II. SHAREHOLDERS' MEETINGS

2.1, Annual Meetings. Annual meetings of the shareholders shall be held on the 2™
day of ; of each year at a time of day and place as determined by the Board (or, in the
absence of action by the Board, as set forth in the notice given, or waiver signed, with respect to such
meeting pursuant to Section 2.3 below), If any such annual meeting is for any reason not held on the
date determined as aforesaid, a special meeting may thereafter be called and held in lieu thereof, and
the same proceedings (including the election of directors) may be conducted thereto as at an annual
meeling,

2.2, Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders may be held whenever and
wherever called for by the President or the Board, or by the written demand of the holders of not
fewer than ten percent (10%) of all issued and outstanding shares of stock, regardless of class. The
business which may be conducted at any such special meeting will be confined to the purposes stated
in the notice thereof, and to such additional matters as the chairman of such meeting may rule to be
germane to such purpose.

2.3.  Notices. At least ten (10) but no more than sixty (60) days (inclusive of the date of

Transfers of stock shall be made only on the books of the Corporation by
the holder of the shares in person, or by her duly authorized attorney or legal representative, and
upon surrender and cancellation of certificates for a like number of shares.

7.5.  Logt Certificates, In the event of the loss, theft or destruction of any certificate of
stock of this Corporation or of any predecessor corporation, the Corporation may issue a certificate
in lieu of that alleged to be lost, stolen or destroyed, and cause the same to be delivered to the owner
of the stock represented thereby, provided that the owner shall have submitted such evidence
showing the circumstances of the alleged loss, theft or destruction, and her ownership of the
certificate, as the Corporation considers satisfactory, together with any other facts which the
Corporation considers pertinent, and, if required by the Board of Directors, a surety bond in the form
and amount satisfactory to the Corporation, unless the stock represented by the certificate lost, stolen
or destroyed has at the time of issuance of the new certificate a market value of five hundred dollars
($500.00) or less (as determined by the Corporation on the basis of such information as it may
select), in which case the requirement of a surety bond shall be waived.

Each provision of these Bylaws shall be considered
separable. If for any reason any provision or provisions herein are determined to be invalid and
contrary to any existing or future law, such invalidity shall not impair the operation of or affect those
portions of these Bylaws which are valid.

11.4. Section Titles, Section titles are for descriptive purposes only and shall not control
or alter the meaning of these Bylaws as set forth in the text.

11,5, Entire Agreement. These Bylaws embody the entire agreement and understanding
between the shareholders, officers and Board hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof and
supersedes all prior agreements and understandings relating to such subject matter,

Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement:

Exterior lighting will be positioned against the building and perimeter, and evenly distributed throughout the
property. The building already has exterior lighting the has been deemed adequate by the city planner when
we applied for the CUP. The security cameras have night vision up to 100ft. lights to be affixed to the
building, motion censored infrared lights to be evenly distributed on the property, and lights to be posted
along the outer perimeter of the premises. The light fixtures will keep the premises, signs, doors, and
windows well lit, and allow the exterior surveillance cameras to record individuals up to twenty (20) feet from
all entry points. The lighting fixtures will be positioned at an inaccessible height with sturdy housings to deter
vandalism and common obstructions. The bulbs will be extremely bright to maximize visibility and deter
crime. The exterior lighting will be checked daily by the manager on duty to ensure that each light in the
system is operational, and that each mount is positioned for optimum recording clarity and to deter
unauthorized presence on the premises.

A third party security company will install the alarm system, maintain its equipment, test the devices
every six (6) months, and continuously monitor the facility to ensure the safety of the property and
to detect unauthorized activity. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion
detectors in all areas of the building during closed hours. The licensee and managers will be
educated on the alarm system by the third party company and installers. Company education will
include all alarm functions, arming and disarming the system, police response, and proper use of
the system.

Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including all doors,and
windows to monitor for motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. The last
employee to leave the facility each day will lock all doors and windows that are not self locking,
and will activate the overnight security devices and sensors. The alarm system will be active at
all times that the facility is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and
electronic notification to the off-site security center. Each morning, the on-site manager will
disable the alarm system, and inspect the security cameras and recordings to ensure that the
system is functioning as expected.
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Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

Video surveillance will continuously monitor all areas of the premises where marijuana is present, including areas
where marijuana is grown, processed, packaged, and stored. Marijuana will not be permitted anywhere outside of the
video monitored processing, cultivating, and/or curing areas unless being transported by authorized employees with a
valid transport manifest. There will be a zero tolerance policy for unacceptable employee/licensee handling of
marijuana. Juneau's Green Garden understands that diversion is a two way street and is equally profitable diverting
product out of the legal system as it is diverting product from the illegal system into the legal market. All employees will
complete mandatory training in recognizing such activity, and are required to notify ownership or management if they
suspect such activity is occurring. In the event that an employee is caught stealing or illegally distributing marijuana,
OR infusing the facility with non-regulated black market product, will result in Juneau's Green Garden notifying local
law enforcement immediately, comply with all directives, and provide all necessary information and records for the
investigation. All reports and documentation concerning a suspected or actual theft will be maintained by the company
for five (5) years and made available to AMCO upon request

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Juneau's Green Garden will have a "No Loitering" sign clearly posted on the exterior of their
facility. If an employee suspects that a person is loitering outside the establishment, they will
be given a verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified and asked to leave the
premises by a company agent. Agents will maintain a regular periodic check around

the property to deter any unauthorized entrance.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

Motion detectors will be rigged to the exterior lighting system, in addition to the stationary
lights, to allow for additional security measures during closed hours and provide extra lighting
for all surveillance recordings. The alarm system will monitor for intrusions with motion
detectors on all access points, including doors, and windows during closed hours. Any
unauthorized or attempted intrusion will prompt an automatic, electronic alert to the security
company who will then contact local law enforcement and ownership. All alarm systems

and devices will be tested every six (6) months.

During emergencies, management will evacuate the building and agents of the company will await the
arrival of local emergency officials in a safe and accessible location. All visitors present on the premises
will be escorted immediately to the nearest exit in a safe and organized manner. When any dangerous,
threatening, or unauthorized activity is reported to local law enforcement, employees will comply with
directives and remain in a safe location while the incident is addressed.

Marijuana waste will be ground up into a 50/50 equal parts ratio with other compostable food
waste, yard waste, vegetable oils, or with non-food paper waste into after giving AMCO at
least three (3) days notice in Metrc.
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Marijuana waste must be rendered unusable for any purpose for which it was grown or produced before it leaves the marijuana
establishment. Describe the process or processes that you will use to make the marijuana plant waste unusable:

To render marijuana unusable, Juneau's Green Garden will grind and incorporate the
marijuana waste with either non-compostable or compostable solid wastes so that the resulting
mixture is at least fifty percent (50%) non-marijuana waste. Authorized agents will use paper
waste, plastic waste, cardboard waste, soil, food waste, yard waste, and/or vegetable-based
grease or oils. Management will inspect the resulting mixture to ensure it is composed of no
more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana by volume, and will record the composition of the
mixture in the disposal log.

The Manifest documents will
clearly have the strain name, type of product, batch number, weight, name of the transporter and handlers ID, time of departure and
expected delivery, and the make, model, and license plate of the transporting vehicle. All marijuana will be in a sealed package or
container not exceeding more than five (5) pounds and then stored in a locked storage compartment within the transport vehicle. The
transport vehicle will travel directly between destinations without making any unnecessary stops and at no time during transit will
marijuana be directly visible.

Juneau's Green Garden will begin by growing in soil only and use Fox Farm Ocean Forest
soil. Ingredients: soll, perlite (small volcanic pebbles mixed into soil for aeration), bat guano,
green sand, earthworm castings, sea-going fish and crab meal, aged forest products, sandy
loam, and sphagnum peat moss.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s fertilizers, chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide
management, to be used:

We will be using Vegamatrix & Cutting Edge Solutions Fertilizer & Fox Farm nutrients.
They are an organically derived fertilizer lines containing:

Calcium 5.0%, Boron .02%, Iron .1%, Magnesium .05%, Molybdenum .0008% and Nitrogen
6.0%. Other products in the line contain sulfur 1% and soluble potash 2.0%

Carbon dioxide will be used in the sealed flower rooms. We will be using electronic C02
sensors connected to a 20 Ib. C02 tank with emitters. The carbon dioxide levels will be 1,200
to 1,500 ppm in each flower rooms for six weeks of each grow cycle.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

We will build a top drip feed irrigation system using PVC pipes, water pumps and a cycle timer.
The plants will receive a predetermined amount of water each day from an automated watering
system. All plants will be in catch trays, all run off from the plants will be caught in catch trays
that the pots rest in and the water will be reabsorbed by the plants creating zero liquid waste.

In the rare event that a reservoir is given the incorrect mixture of nutrients, the water to be
disposed of will not go into the city sewer system. Any waste water will be ran through a
reverse osmosis filter and diluted by 100% before being added to the expired growing medium.

Marijuana plant material that is determined to be waste will be segregated from other marijuana and be
stored in locked containers until it can be rendered unusable and disposed of. AMCO Enforcement will be
notified no more than 3 days prior to rendering the waste unusable. Used soil will be mixed on site with
other compostable materials and deemed expired growing medium. Marijuana plant waste will be rendered
unusable by grinding using a commercial grinder and then mixing with the expired growing medium. Once
the mixture is inspected by an employee to ensure it is at least 50% non-marijuana waste, it will be placed
into a locked container until it can be picked up by a local waste disposal truck. The final destination of
marijuana waste rendered unusable and disposed of will be recorded and kept as official business records.
Capitol Disposal Landfill & Recycling Center was contacted. Shannon Wright (Operations Manager for the
Capitol Disposal Landfill) confirmed that the properly mixed expired soil and plant waste will be accepted for
disposal with no restrictions.

Given the large
size of the building, the HVAC system is able to clean and recirculate the air within the building
with a UV light scrubber eliminating the need to vent air to the outside of the building.

During any entry by Landlord or its agents on the premises,
Landlord’s agents or employees shall be over the age of 21 and shall comply with
Tenant’s sub-lessee visitor policy, show government issued ID, wear a visitor badge,
remain in eye sight of a designated Tenant agent or sub-lessee, comp] y with and sign into
the log in sheet and sign out when leaving the premises, as is required by the Alaska
Marijuana Control Board Regulations. At no time shall Landlord have more than five
persons enter the premises.

3. Amendment to Section 16.2.3; Is hereby amended to reflect that Landlord shall not take
into its possession any marijuana or marijuana product and shall contact the State of
Alaska AMCO prior to any access to the license premises if Tenant, or sub-lessee cannot
be reached, abandons the property, or similar event.

Except to the extent that the terms and conditions of this Lease Amendment are to the
contrary, all other terms and conditions of the original Lease Agreement and any amendments thereto
remain in full force and effect.

COMMERCIAL LEASE

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into the Istday of February 2017 by and between
SHAMROCK PROPERTIES, LLC, of 5165 Glacier Hwy, Juneau, Alaska 99801
(“Landlord”), and BELLALUNA, LLC, of 2375 Jordan #10, Juneau, Alaska 99801

(“Tenant™).

1. Leased Premises. In accordance with the provisions herein, Landlord leases to Tenant
the following described real property, together with all improvements therein except as

excluded, more particularly described as follows:
The property is located at 5011 Short St., Juneau, Alaska.

The warchouse space is approximately 8,000 square feet plus 3 designated parking spaces.
Tenant agrees to Lease the premises in its current condition and “as is” without any required

improvements or alterations by Landlord.

2. Term. The term of this Lease shall be five years commencing on February 1, 2017, and
expiring at midnight on January 31, 2022, regardless of whether or not Tenant secures all

permits and authorities to operate its business or is otherwise not able to operate.

3.1. Rent. Tenant shall pay Landlord monthly rent (“rent”) on or before the first day of each
calendar month and continuing thereafter every month as follows:
(a) Beginning February 1, 2017, monthly rent shall be $ 4,4400.00, base rent plus

CBJ sales tax.
(b) Beginning August 1, 2017, monthly rent shall be $ 8,800.00 base rent plus CBJ

sales tax.

(¢) Beginning February 1, 2018, monthly rent shall be $10,000.00 base rent plus CBJ

sales tax.





(d) Beginning February 1, 2019, monthly rent shall be $11,000.00, base rent plus

CBJ sales tax.
(e) Beginning February 1, 2020, monthly rent shall be $12,100.00, base rent plus

CBI sales tax.
(f) Beginning February 1, 2021, monthly rent shall be $13,310.00, base rent plus

CBJ sales tax.

3.2. Late Charge. Any payment owed but not received by the 5" day of the month,

whether base rent or a deferred payment for rent, shall bear a 5% late charge.

4. Renewal Option. This lease may be automatically renewed for an additional five year
period under the same terms and conditions. The rental rate is to be discussed within 180
days, (by August 1, 2021) before the end of the initial term. The rental rate will be no less
then $14,641.00 base rent plus CBJ sales tax, unless either party delivers written notice 60

days prior to lease termination, (December 1%, 2021).

5. Operating, Maintenance and Repair Costs. Landlord shall be responsible for and
repair, maintain and replace, at its sole cost and expense the following structural building
components: roof, boiler system and radiant floor heating system, foundation, within or
below the foundation or slab plumbing fixtures, utility lines located outside the building or
below the foundation or slab, and the structural soundness of the exterior, interior load
bearing and demising walls of the building, unless these components are damaged due to the
negligence, malfeasance or operations of the Tenant. Landlord’s obligation does not include
repairing clogged lines and drainage or normal routine and maintenance of plumbing,
Tenant shall timely maintain, repair and pay for all costs including regular maintenance,
grounds keeping, janitorial, all utilities (including phone, electricity, heat, sewer and water),
plumbing, refuse disposal. In addition, at its sole cost Tenant agrees to install and maintain a

security system that meets the State’s requirements.





6. Deposit. Upon execution of this Lease, Tenant shall pay to Landlord a security deposit
of $10,000.00, on or before August 5", 2017. This deposit shall be maintained in an
account of Landlord’s choosing, without incurring any obligation to pay interest or other
charges to Tenant. Should tenant not complete the Lease term this security deposit is
nonrefundable and shall be shall-be used as a damage, security and rent deposit to partially
assist in mitigating Landlord’s losses including lost rent, repairs, damages, administrative
costs; without waiving Landlord’s right to recover full damages and rent owed for the
entirety of the lease term. At the end of the lease term, provided all rent has been paid and

all damages remedied, Landlord shall return the deposit without incurring interest.

7. Surrender. Tenant shall surrender the Premises by the expiration of the Lease, or any
other earlier termination date, clean and free of debris and in the same condition as on the

commencement of this Lease, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

8. Termination of Lease Prior to Term. If Tenant vacates the leased premises prior to the
end of the lease term for any reason other than Landlord’s breach of the Lease, all past and
future deferred rent payments and lease payments that would be owed through the end of the
lease term become immediately due and owed to Landlord. If not paid within 30 days of
demand, Landlord may proceed to collect full amounts owed through litigation or any other

remedy available.

9. Tenant Improvements. All Tenant improvements and alterations are subject to
Landlord approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably denied. Tenant shall submit
proposed improvements and alterations to Landlord for review within 10 days. Once
approved, they shall be incorporated into this Lease. All costs associated with any
improvements or alterations shall be the exclusive responsibility of Tenant.  All
improvements and alterations must comply with all permitting, building codes, laws,
accepted engineering and construction standards and other legal requirements; and shall be

performed by licensed and bonded contractors except for minor work approved by
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Landlord. Upon completion of improvements involving structural components, Tenant shall

provide Landlord with “as-built” plans and specifications.

10. Ownership of Improvements and Fixtures. All tenant improvements and alterations
shall be the property of and owned by Landlord and may not be removed by Tenant at the
expiration or earlier termination of the Lease. Landlord may elect to require Tenant to
remove at the expiration or termination of the Lease any improvements or alterations, at
Tenant’s sole cost. All Tenant fixtures shall be the property of and owned by Tenant, which
Tenant may remove at any time and shall be required to remove at expiration or termination
of the Lease. For all purposes of this Lease, “improvements and alterations” shall mean the
improvements Tenant makes to the interior or structure of the Premises; “fixtures” shall
mean those items of personal property that the Tenant affixes to the Premises in a manner
that they can be easily removed without damage to the Premises. Major improvements can

be lined out in addendums as we see fit.

11. Quiet Enjoyment. If Tenant performs and fulfills all the covenants and conditions

herein contained, Tenant shall quietly enjoy the premises during the term of this lease.

12. Destruction of Premises. If the Premises shall be destroyed or rendered untenanable,
either wholly or in part, by fire or other casualty, Landlord may, at its option, restore the
Premises to its previous condition, and in the meantime the monthly rent shall be abated in
the same proportion as the untenable portion of the Premises bears to the whole thereof: but
unless Landlord, within 30 days after the happening of any such casualty, shall notify the
Tenant of its election to so restore the Premises under this Section, Landlord must do so
within a reasonable time not to exceed 10 months of the notice of its intention to so restore.

If the Building of which the Premises are a part shall be destroyed or damaged by fire or
other casualty insured against under Landlord’s fire and extended coverage insurance policy
to the extent that more than 50% thereof is rendered untenantable, or in the case the

Building of which the Premises is a part shall be materially destroyed or damaged by any
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other casualty other than those covered by such insurance policy, Landlord may in its
election, terminate this Lease by notice in writing to Tenant within 60 days after such
destruction or damage. Such notice shall be effective 30 days after receipt thereof by
Tenant.

If the Premises are damaged to the extent that the damage materially interferes with
Tenant’s business operations, or reduces the Premises therefore by more than 25%, provided
the damage is not duc to the intentional or negligent acts of Tenants, then Tenant may, at its
election, terminate this Lease by notice in writing to Landlord within 60 days after such

damage. Such notice shall be effective 30 days after receipt by Landlord.

13. Assignments and Subleases. Tenant shall neither assign the leasehold created hereby
or any interest hereunder for any purpose, nor sublet the premises or any part thereof, nor
permit any person to occupy or use the premises except upon Landlord’s written consent.
Landlord reserves the right to withhold said consent in its sole discretion. Lessor
acknowledges that tenant may sublease or assign this leasehold only to ISG, Inc.. which will
be engaged in the business described in paragraph 17. Lessor agrees to this sublease or
assignment. Further, rent shall apply for this entity. Any other unapproved assignment or
sublease shall be void. Notwithstanding any assignment or sublease pursuant to Landlord’s
consent thereto, Tenant shall remain fully liable on this lease and shall not be released from

performing any of the terms, covenants and conditions thereof.

14. Liens. Tenant shall not do or permit anything causing the premises to be encumbered
by any lien and shall, whenever and as often as such lien is claimed against the premises
purporting to be for labor or materials furnished to Tenant or otherwise being based on a
claim against Tenant, discharge the same within ten (10) days or Tenant shall post with
Landlord a bond in an amount and with sureties which are satisfactory to Landlord
guaranteeing that said lien will be removed. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold
harmless Landlord from any lien claim. Notice is hereby given that Landlord shall not be

liable for any labor or materials furnished to Tenant upon credit and that no mechanic’s lien
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for such labor or material or other lien shall be attached to the interest of Landlord in the

premises.

15. Entry of Landlord. Landlord shall be privileged at any time in the case of an
emergency and at reasonable times on reasonable notice to inspect the premises or for the
purpose of performing its duties under this lease, and time to inspect the premises, and
during the 12 month period next preceding the expiration of the term, shall be privileged
with brokers and prospective tenants to inspect the premises. If, at reasonable hours,
admission to the premises for the purposes aforesaid cannot be obtained, or if any time
Landlord shall deem admission necessary for the benefit of Tenant, Landlord may, but is not
obligated to, enter the premises by means of a master key or other peaceable manner. Any
entry by landlord shall not unduly disrupt tenant’s quiet enjoyment or disturb the ongoing

operations by tenant.

16. Indemnity. Tenant agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Landlord harmless from any
and all claims of any nature whatsoever, including but not limited to for injury to person or
property or contract claims, arising out of or in any way related to the conduct of Tenant,
Tenant’s use of the leased premises or this Lease. Tenant shall also indemnify, defend and
hold Landlord harmless from any criminal, regulatory or other government actions against
Landlord arising out of Tenant’s cannabis operations. Landlord agrees to indemnify, defend
and hold Tenant harmless from any and all claims for injury to person or damage to property

arising out of the Landlord’s intentional or negligent acts pertaining to the leased premises.

17. Use and Care of the Premises. Tenant: (a) shall usc the premises only for the purpose
of operating a state and municipal licensed marijuana cultivation, and manufacturing
facility; and offices, storage, vehicle parking and other purposes directly related to the same;
(b) shall conduct its activities upon and generally maintain the premises in such a manner
and with such care that injury to persons and damage to property does not result therefrom:;

(c) shall not make any use of the premises that will cause the cancellation of Tenant’s





insurance or will make such coverage unavailable; (d) shall not damage the building while
moving equipment to and from the premises; (¢) shall comply with all federal, state and
municipal laws, ordinances, regulations or orders, whether the same are of legislative,
administrative or judicial origin. Upon Tenant’s failure to comply with these conditions,
Tenant agrees that Landlord may bring the premises into compliance and charge Tenant the
reasonable cost thereof. Any such expense incurred by Landlord is payable by Tenant to
Landlord upon presentment of the charges to Tenant. When Tenant vacates the premises at
the conclusion of the rental term, Tenant will be charged rent for each day required by
Landlord to clean or repair the premises in order to bring the premises back to its condition

at the time of renting.

18. Default. Any of the following shall constitute a default hereunder by Tenant:

a. Failure to perform the covenants contained herein for the payment of rent.

b. Failure to perform or fulfill any other covenant or condition contained herein.

¢. Dissolution, other termination of existence, or insolvency, in any sense, of Tenant.
Failure to perform a covenant or fulfill a condition contained herein shall constitute a default
for purposes of this paragraph, regardless of whether other consequences of such failure are
provided for herein, as in the case where an assignment without consent is void. All rights
and remedies of the Landlord herein enumerated shall be cumulative, and none shall exclude
any other right or remedy allowed by law. In addition to the other remedies in this lease
provided, the Landlord shall be entitled to the restraint by injunction of the violation or
attempted violation of any of the covenants, agreements or conditions of this lease.
Landlord’s remedies are as follows:

1. If Tenant defaults in the payment of the rent reserved in this lease, and such default
continues for ten (10) days after notice, or if Tenant defaults in the prompt and full
performance of any other provision of this lease and such default continues for thirty (30)
days after notice, or if the leasehold interest of Tenant be levied upon under execution or be
attached by process of law, or if Tenant abandons the Property, then, in any such events,

Tenant shall be in default under this lease and Landlord may, at its election, either terminate
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this lease and Tenant’s right to possession of the premises or, without terminating this lease,
endeavor to relet the premises. Nothing herein shall be construed so as to relieve Tenant of
any obligation including payment of the rent reserved in this lease.

ii. Upon termination of this lease, Tenant shall surrender possession and vacate the
premises immediately, and deliver possession thereof to Landlord, and Tenant hereby grants
to Landlord full and free license to enter into and upon the premises in such event with or
without process of law, and to repossess Landlord of the Property and to expel or remove
Tenant and any others who may be occupying or within the premises, and to remove any
and all property therefrom, using such force as may be necessary, without being deemed in
any manner guilty of ftrespass, eviction or forcible entry or detainer, and without
relinquishing Landlord’s right to rent or any other right given to Landlord hereunder or by
operation of law.

iii. If Tenant abandons the premises or Landlord otherwise becomes entitled so to
elect, and Landlord elects, without terminating this lease, to endeavor to relet the premises,
Landlord may, at Landlord’s option, enter into the premises, remove Tenant’s signs and
other evidence of tenancy, and take and hold possession thereof as provided in subparagraph
(ii) of this paragraph, without such entry and possession terminating this lease or releasing
Tenant, in whole or in part, from Tenant’s obligation to pay the rent hereunder for the full
term as hereinafter provided. Upon and after entry into possession without termination of
this lease, Landlord may relet the premises or any part thereof for the account of Tenant to
any person, firm or corporation other than Tenant for such rent, for such time and upon such
terms as Landlord shall determine to be reasonable. In any such case, Landlord may make
repairs, alterations and additions in or to the premises, and redecorate the same to the extent
deemed by Landlord necessary or desirable, and Tenant shall, upon demand, pay the cost
thereof, together with Landlord’s expenses of the reletting including, without limitation,
broker’s commissions and advertising expenses. If the consideration collected by Landlord
upon any such reletting for Tenant’s account is not sufficient to pay yearly the full amount

of the rent reserved in this lease, together with the cost of repairs, alterations, additions,





redecorating and Landlord’s expenses, Tenant shall pay to Landlord the amount of each
yearly deficiency upon demand.

iv. If Landlord elects to terminate this lease in any of the contingencies specified in
this paragraph, it being understood that Landlord may elect to terminate the lease after, and
notwithstanding its election to terminate Tenant’s right to possession as provided in
subparagraph (i) of this paragraph, Landlord shall forthwith, upon such termination, be
entitled to recover as damages, and not as a penalty, an amount equal to the then present
value of the rent reserved in this lease for the residue of the term of this lease, less the
present value of the fair rental value of the premises for the residue of the term of this lease.

v. Tenant agrees that if it shall, at any time, fail to make any payment or perform any
other act on its part to be made or performed under this lease, Landlord may, but shall not be
obligated to, after ten (10) days prior written notice and without waiving, or releasing
Tenant from any obligation under this lease, make such payment or perform such other act
to the extent Landlord may deem desirable, and in connection therewith to pay expenses and
employ counsel. Tenant agrees to pay a reasonable attorney’s fee if legal action is required
to enforce performance by Tenant of any condition, obligation or requirement thereunder.
All sums so paid by Landlord and all expenses in connection therewith, together with
interest thereon at the current maximum legal rate of interest from the date of payment to the
date of repayment, shall be deemed additional rent hereunder and payable at the time of any
installment of rent thereafter becoming due, and Landlord shall have the same rights and
remedies for the non-payment thereof, or of any other additional rent, as in the case of
default in the payment of rent.

d. The parties agree that nothing in this paragraph or in this commercial lease limits
or otherwise affects each party’s duty to mitigate its losses and damages in the event of
default or breach by the other party. SHAMROCK PROPERTIES, LLC will of course be
looking for a new tenant in which case you would get an offset in rent. But it is the

obligation of the tenant to obtain a qualified lessee.





19. Imsurance. During the term of this Lease Tenant shall maintain at its sole cost and with
prool of said insurance upon demand by Landlord:

(a) Commercial general comprehensive liability insurance, that specifically includes
coverage for Tenant’s cannabis operations, protecting Tenant and Landlord (as an additional
named insured) against all claims for personal injury and death, and property damage based
upon, involving, or arising out of the operation, maintenance or use of the Premises or
Tenant’s business operations, in an amount of not less than Three Million and No/100
Dollars ($3,000,000.00) per occurrence. The foregoing insurance may be effected under a
master or general policy carried by Tenant. Any such insurance shall be endorsed to require
at least thirty (30) days’ notice to Landlord prior to cancellation.

(b) Insurance coverage on Tenant’s personal property and fixtures. Tenant shall also
be responsible for providing Tenant’s own loss of business, property damage, content,
personal property/inventory insurance coverage. Landlord will not be providing any
insurance for the protection of Tenant, including but not limited to Tenant’s loss of business,
personal injury or property damage claims or content coverage.

(c) Fire and casualty insurance on the building, premises and all leasehold
improvements protecting against loss, damage or destruction caused by wind, fire, lightning,
explosion, vandalism, malicious mischief, or such other casualties and such other risks as
may be provided by extended coverage, said amount to be sufficient to cover any such
losses as to be determined by Landlord. Any such insurance shall name Landlord as an
additional insured or contain such other provisions as may be needed to preclude any
subrogation claims by the insurers against Landlord. Any such insurance shall be endorsed
to require at least thirty (30) days’ notice to Landlord prior to cancellation.

(d) All policies of insurance shall be issued by and maintained in responsible
insurance companies selected by Tenant, organized under the laws of one of the states of the
United States or The Underwriters at Lloyd’s of London, authorized under the laws of the
State of Alaska to assume the risks covered thereby, and rated at least “A” by A.M. Best
Company, Inc. or Standard & Poor’s Ratings Services, a Division of The McGraw-Hill

Companies, Inc. Tenant will deposit annually with Landlord policies evidencing all such
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insurance, or a certificate or certificates or binders of the respective insurers stating that
such insurance is in force and effect. Each policy shall contain a provision that the insurer
shall not cancel nor modify it without giving written notice to Landlord and Tenant at least

30 days before the cancellation, non-renewal or modification becomes effective.

20. Hazardous Materials. Tenant shall be strictly liable for any and all hazardous waste
materials stored, used, tested or distributed from the premises during the term of this lease.
Further, Tenant shall be strictly liable for any and all hazardous waste damage done to the
property during the lease term as a result of Tenant’s acts, even if such hazardous waste
damage does not become known until after the lease termination. Tenant further agrees to
indemnify, defend and hold Landlord harmless against any claim, cause of action, or
regulatory action arising out of the use, storage, removal, or disposal of hazardous waste
products in, on, or about the leased premises, said indemnity to continue in existence

beyond the lease termination for all hazardous waste activities identifiable to Tenant.

21. Key to Leased Premises. Landlord agrees to provide Tenant with a key to said
premises, and further agrees that all locks to that portion of the property demised to Tenant
shall be keyed differently from the Landlord’s facilities. Tenant, at Tenant’s sole cost and
expense, is authorized to install such lock(s) on all doors, grates over windows or motion
security systems as are deemed necessary by Tenant, provided Tenant agrees to provide a

key for each lock to Landlord.

22. Signs. Tenant will pay for exterior signage for Tenant’s business. All signage must be
consistent with the signing size requirements of the City and Borough of Juneau. Tenant
must obtain Landlord’s prior written consent on the location of Tenant’s business sign, and

the manner by which said sign shall be displayed.

23. Notice. All notices required or permitted to be given hereunder shall be deemed given if

in writing and delivered personally or sent by registered or certified mail, with postage

thereon paid, addressed to Landlord or Tenant, as the case may be, at the addresses stated in
the opening paragraph of this agreement. Either party may change the address at which it is

to receive notices hereunder by giving the other party notice thereof, in writing, in the

manner set forth above.

24. Taxes and Assessments. Tenant shall be responsible to pay any and all personal
property taxes assessed by the City and Borough of Juneau for the leasehold interest in the
subject premises. Landlord agrees to pay the real property taxes assessed by the City and
Borough of Juneau on the land and building, exclusive of any Tenant improvements. Tenant
shall be responsible for any additional taxes on any Tenant improvements. Said amounts
shall be payable at least ten (10) days prior to delinquency. Nonpayment of sales taxes,
assessments and/or real property taxes shall be enforceable in the same manner as

nonpayment of rent,

25. Attorney’s Fees and Costs. Tenant agrees to pay any and all reasonable actual
attorney’s fees and costs incurred by Landlord if legal action is required to enforce

performance by Tenant of any condition, obligation or requirement under this lease.

26. General.

i. The provisions hereby shall bind and inure to the benefit of the devisees, legatecs,
heirs, distributees, representatives, and assigns of the parties.

ii. This lease contains all of the covenants, promises, agreements, conditions and
understanding, either oral or written, between the partics. No subsequent alteration, change
or amendment to this lease shall be binding upon the parties unless reduced to writing and
signed by them.

iii. Time is of the essence in this lease agreement.

iv. This lease agreement shall be construed under the laws of the State of Alaska.

Any litigation arising out of or in any way related to this Lease or leasehold shall be filed
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and may only be brought in a court for the State of Alaska, the First Judicial District in
Juneau.

v. Tenant agrees to attorney to a lender or any other party who acquires ownership of
the Premises by reason of a foreclosure of Security Device. Tenant agrees to subordinate to
any ground lease, mortgage, and deed of trust or other security device placed by Landlord.

vi. In the event Tenant shall hold over at the expiration or other termination of the
Lease, this Lease shall continue as a month to month lease subject to termination by either

Party upon 60 days prior written notice, and shall be subject to all terms and conditions of

this Lease.

The last
facility agent to leave the facility each night will activate the overnight devices and sensors, and
lock all doors and windows that are not self-locking.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including all doors,and
windows to monitor for motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. The last
employee to leave the facility each day will lock all doors and windows that are not self locking,
and will activate the overnight security devices and sensors. The alarm system will be active at
all times that the facility is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and
electronic notification to the off-site security center. Each morning, the on-site manager will
disable the alarm system, and inspect the security cameras and recordings to ensure that the
system is functioning as expected.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

Video surveillance will continuously monitor all areas of the premises where marijuana is present, including areas
where marijuana is grown, processed, packaged, and stored. Marijuana will not be permitted anywhere outside of the
video monitored processing, cultivating, and/or curing areas unless being transported by authorized employees with a
valid transport manifest. There will be a zero tolerance policy for unacceptable employee/licensee handling of
marijuana. Juneau's Green Garden understands that diversion is a two way street and is equally profitable diverting
product out of the legal system as it is diverting product from the illegal system into the legal market. All employees will
complete mandatory training in recognizing such activity, and are required to notify ownership or management if they
suspect such activity is occurring. In the event that an employee is caught stealing or illegally distributing marijuana,
OR infusing the facility with non-regulated black market product, will result in Juneau's Green Garden notifying local
law enforcement immediately, comply with all directives, and provide all necessary information and records for the
investigation. All reports and documentation concerning a suspected or actual theft will be maintained by the company
for five (5) years and made available to AMCO upon request

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Juneau's Green Garden will have a "No Loitering" sign clearly posted on the exterior of their
facility. If an employee suspects that a person is loitering outside the establishment, they will
be given a verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified and asked to leave the
premises by a company agent. Agents will maintain a regular periodic check around

the property to deter any unauthorized entrance.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

Motion detectors will be rigged to the exterior lighting system, in addition to the stationary
lights, to allow for additional security measures during closed hours and provide extra lighting
for all surveillance recordings. The alarm system will monitor for intrusions with motion
detectors on all access points, including doors, and windows during closed hours. Any
unauthorized or attempted intrusion will prompt an automatic, electronic alert to the security
company who will then contact local law enforcement and ownership. All alarm systems

and devices will be tested every six (6) months.

Data
will be recorded at: (1) delivery; (2) sale, sample, and transport; and (3) disposal, destruction,
and if any theft shall occur. The facility will assign a tracking number to each batch and record
the tracking information in Metrc. All employees will be trained to use the system to ensure
that: (1) all marijuana prepared and packaged is identified and tracked through its sale,
transfer, or destruction; (2) all establishments transacting to purchase or receive marijuana
products are licensed; and (3) any loss or theft of marijuana products is reported immediately.

Marijuana waste will be stored away from all other products in a locked container
inside the facility, and will be rendered unusable prior to leaving the facility for disposal. Management will maintain a log on the status of
all marijuana waste, tracking the type of waste, the date of the disposal, the date it was rendered unusable, and the date that it was
transported to the waste station and by whom made the transport ( any transport will be done by a cultivation employee with a valid MJ
handler card) Juneau's Green Garden will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as contaminated, infected or is otherwise
rejected for quality or fails to meet quality testing; (2) all packaging, labeling, containers, or other related materials which arrive at the
facility with marijuana products that have been disqualified for quality; (3) expired marijuana products and (4) any other materials or
containers in contact with marijuana products that risk contamination.

Marijuana waste will be ground up into a 50/50 equal parts ratio with other compostable food
waste, yard waste, vegetable oils, or with non-food paper waste into after giving AMCO at
least three (3) days notice in Metrc.
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Marijuana waste must be rendered unusable for any purpose for which it was grown or produced before it leaves the marijuana
establishment. Describe the process or processes that you will use to make the marijuana plant waste unusable:

To render marijuana unusable, Juneau's Green Garden will grind and incorporate the
marijuana waste with either non-compostable or compostable solid wastes so that the resulting
mixture is at least fifty percent (50%) non-marijuana waste. Authorized agents will use paper
waste, plastic waste, cardboard waste, soil, food waste, yard waste, and/or vegetable-based
grease or oils.

For all transports of products the establishment will create a Metrc generated Trip Manifest. All Trip Manifests will be sent with the
products, and an additional copy will be stored and filed on the premises as official business records. The Manifest documents will clearly
have the strain name, type of product, batch number, weight, name of the transporter and handlers ID, time of departure and expected
delivery, and the make, model, and license plate of the transporting vehicle. All marijuana product will be in a sealed package or container
not exceeding more than five (5) pounds and then stored in a locked storage compartment within the transport vehicle. The transport
vehicle will travel directly between destinations without making any unnecessary stops and at no time during transit will marijuana
products be directly visible. All marijuana packaging will have a label stating that a licensed testing facility has tested each batch in the
shipment. All packaging materials that will be sold to marijuana establishments for sale to consumers will be child-proof and unappealing
to children. All packaging done at the facility will be performed in a specific 24 hour surveillance monitored area and will then be
packaged in a uniform matter with labels secure and clearly displayed. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a secured area until ready
for display or transport, and will be inspected, accepted or rejected, and recorded in an official log. The company will check all packages
to make sure that they will keep all marijuana from contamination and will check to make sure that the packages will not impart any toxic
or deleterious substance to marijuana. Juneau's Green Garden will use certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and
Measures Act, and will maintain registration and inspection reports at the facility which are available to AMCO at its request. All usable
marijuana sold to any marijuana establishment will be labeled with the following information: (1) the name and license number of the
cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana; (4) the date the
marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the
inventory tracking system; (6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation and preparation of the
marijuana; and (7) the date of expiration if perishable; (8) testing results & date tested; and (9) required warnings (if packaged for retail
sale). A label must be affixed to all shipping containers showing that a licensed marijuana testing facility has tested each harvest batch in
the shipment . The label will list: (1) the date of final testing; (2) the cannabinoid potency profile, expressed as a range of percentages (3)
a statement listing the results of microbial testing; (4) a statement listing the results of residual solvent testing, as applicable; and (5) a
statement listing the contaminants for which the product was tested, including molds, mildew, filth, herbicides, pecticides. fungicides, and
harmful chemicals.

Describe the type of locked, safe, and secure storage compartments that will be used in any vehicles transporting marijuana or
marijuana product:

Any vehicle transporting marijuana products will be unmarked and inconspicuous. Vehicles
that will be used for transportation of marijuana samples will contain a secure and sanitary
area affixed to the inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure the
marijuana products Can not be seen by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. The
secure storage area within the transportation vehicle will be sanitized before and after each
use. All employees will be trained and will understand that under no circumstances shall a
sealed package containing marijuana be opened during transportation and that the most direct
route of transport must be adhered to unless there is an emergency justifying diversion from
that route. In the case of an emergency, AMCO will be altered of the alternate route and
reason for the diversion from the original trip manifest route. The vehicle storage box will be a
large industrial container mounted and secured within the vehicle, accessible by a combination
or key lock. The structure will be a large capacity heavy duty storage box that is lockable and
equipped with wheels.

There will be one sign with the business name on it visible to the general public, and each sign
will not exceed 4800 square inches. The planned signs, postings, logos, and advertisements will
be developed by ownership.
