Visitors to the premises will be supervised at all times by an authorized employee and no more
than five (5) visitors will be allowed per each employee at a time 3 AAC 306.710 (b). All visitors
will be required to sign non-disclosure agreements, visitor agreement and will be stored in the
visitor record with the following information per 3 AAC 306.755(6); name, date, time in and out,
copy of identification and signature of supervising employee.

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Describe your recordkeeping of visitors who are escorted into restricted access areas:

All visitors who are escorted into restricted access areas are required to sign non-disclosure agreements. These forms will be stored in the visitor record
which will include name, date, time in and out, copy of identification and signature of supervising employee in accordance with 3 AAC 306.755(6). Potential
visitors may include: Marijuana Control Board staff, Law Enforcement, Landlord, contracted service personnel, vendor delivery personnel, potential employees
and consultants.

Visitor Agreement: Visitors will be provided instructions regarding not touching plants or preducts while touring the restricted access areas. Additionally,
visitors are prohibited from entering areas that are not designated as a visiting area by the supervising employee. No pictures are allowed during the tour
unless authorized by management.

A record of the visitors log, & months and newer, will be kept on site in a secured locked cabinet In the office in accordance with 3 AAC 306.755. If the

Marijuana Control Board requests visitors documents older than 6 months, Emerald City Organics will provide the documentation within 3 business days of
the request.

Emerald City Organics will ensure that each licensee, employee or agent who is required or
permitted to be physically present on the licensed premises at any time per 3 AAC 306.425 and
3 AAC 306.700 will obtain a marijuana handlers card as provided in 3 AAC 306.700 before
being present of employed at the cultivation facility's licensed premises and it must be in the
person's immediate possession, or a valid copy on file on the premises always. Applicants will
have a marijuana handler's card before accepting employment and Emerald City Organics will
pay for the cost of renewal every three (3) years while the individual is employed.

During work hours, employees will be required to carry an identification badge issued by
Emerald City Organics that is visible and identifies the employee by name and picture 3 AAC
306.710(c). Employees are responsible for maintaining the security of their identification badge
after hours by not leaving it visible to the public (i.e. vehicles) and are responsible for notifying
management immediately if their badge or Marijuana Handler's card is lost or stolen at which
point management personnel will make a not in the employee's file, issue a new card and
provide a new employee identification number. Identification badges will be issued the first day
of employment and will be issued to full-time and part-time employees.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

The alarm system will be monitored by a third party agency. Alarm WATCH certifications include 1Q Certified Central
Station (One of first in nation), UL Certified Facility, UL Certified Operations, SIA Certified Operators, SIA Central Station
Trained Instructors, APCO Certified Operators and -FARA and Federal UL 2050. Supporting Alarm Communications and
Interactive Service from Every Major Manufacturer. The list includes Connect 24, C24 Interactive, Alar NET, AES, Uplink,
DMP Internet, Tellular, Alarm.com. Based in Maryland with monitoring centers nationwide that are staffed 24 hours a day,
7 days a week. During non business hours monitoring of all devices (Motion Detectors, door contacts, and GE Glass
break detectors) within the system will be active and monitored. In the event of a security breach of the licensed
premises, and exterior as well as interior sounder will be activated immediately, an alarm signal will be received by the
monitoring center who will notify security, local law enforcement and the licensee.
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Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product:

Emerald City Organics has a zero tolerance policy on the diversion of marijuana (3 AAC 306.715(c)(1)).
METRC's electronic tracking system will be used to ensure diversion of marijuana does not occur
throughout the normal processes of the cultivation facility. All marijuana will be entered into the system
and tracked throughout the cultivation, packaging, testing, and disposal and selling.

In addition to the above, authorized personnel will randomly check video feed for potential diversion (1x
per week), will supervise all visitors and requires them to remain in the building until law enforcement
arrives if diversion is suspected, restrict areas where marijuana or cash are present as well as will
provide information pertaining to the consequences of breaking the policy. Consequences include
notifying law enforcement, immediate termination, visitor access removal and prosecution of crimes.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

1. Security staff will perform routine but unscheduled patrols. Loiterers will be asked to leave
when discovered and law enforcement will be called if continued loitering persists.

2. Emerald City Organics has adopted a “no loitering” policy that will limit individuals from standing
or waiting without purpose on or around the facility as accordingly under 3 AAC 306.715(c)(2).
During business hours employees will be provided training on the importance of limiting loitering
and learn skills to verbally remove individuals from the premises. If individuals are unwilling to
leave the premises or continue to loiter in the general area, law enforcement/peace officers will be
notified and employees will follow the recommendations of law enforcement.

1. Motion detectors are utilized for after-hours monitoring of the licensed premises.

2. Duress and panic switches are easily accessible to facilitate a response by public safety and
security in an efficient manner and will be utilized by licensee, employees and agents during
business hours. These devices are silent alarms and will be activated in th event of a security
breach in progress such as a robbery, or in the event of an assault on the premises.

3. All'key pads will be programmed with a silent medical and dire duress option to alert medical
personnel or fire fighters in the event or a medical emergency or fire.

4. Any use of the duress or panic buttons will notify the monitoring center by silent alarm, giving
the approaching agency information that a security breach is in progress and to use extremely
caution when approaching.

In the case of an unauthorized breach of security, the third party monitoring company will
immediately notify local law enforcement and an Emerald City designated licensee. All
employees will wait for law enforcement and avoid engaging with individuals responsible for
the security breach. Once law enforcement arrives at the facility, employees will assist them
by providing all pertinent information regarding the security breach. This includes preserving
evidence and protecting the restricted area until law enforcement arrives.

Video cameras will be placed at each entrance and exit of all interior and exterior doors, as well as will be placed strategically in
restricted access areas in order to identify individuals and provide a clear view of regular activity without blockage of hanging
lights, fixtures or other equipment (3 AAC 306.720(b).

Security cameras will consist of Vivotek USA Inc FD-8169 Dome Network Cameras and Vivotek USA Inc FE8181/81V Fish Eye
Network Camera. All security cameras will be positioned in such a manner as to get the most identifiable view of anyone within
20 feet of their line of sight at each entrance and along the exterior and interior of each Restricted Access Area. Cameras will be
placed at a height of 12 feet to ensure unobstructed viewing of all product, plants and persons ensuring all are captured on a
maximum clear sight picture. All cameras will have a recording resolution of at leas 1820x1080(2mp)-2560x1920)5mp), and can
see at night using infrared technology for night time recordings.

Vivotek USA Inc FE8181/81V Fish Eye Network Cameras will be installed in growing, trimming and processing areas, curing and
designated waste processing areas to ensure 360-depgree coverage of the secure areas.

Emerald City Organics will comply with applicable legal requirements, including but not limited
to 3 AAC 306.755; (b) destruction of documents which no longer need to be retained; and (c)
guidance for the Ownership, management, and staff and other constituencies with respect to
their responsibilities concerning document retention and destruction.

Emerald City Organics becomes
subject to a duty to preserve (or halt the destruction of) documents once litigation, an audit or a
government investigation is reasonably anticipated Therefore, the licensees becomes aware
that the any of the above situations is initiated they shall immediately order a halt to all
document destruction under this policy, communicating the order to all affected constituencies
in writing. The licensees may thereafter amend or rescind the order only after conferring with
legal counsel. If any staff member becomes aware that litigation, a governmental audit or
investigation has been instituted, or is reasonably anticipated or contemplated, with respect to
the Cultivation Facility, and they are not sure whether the licensees are aware, they shall make
the licensees aware of it. Failure to comply with this policy, including, particularly, disobeying
any destruction halt order could result in possible civil or criminal sanctions. In addition, for
staff, it could lead to disciplinary action including possible termination.

4. Electronic Documents; Document Integrity. Documents in electronic format shall be
maintained just as hard copy or paper documents are, in accordance with the Document
Retention Schedule. Due to the fact that the integrity of electronic documents, whether with
respect to the ease of alteration or deletion, or otherwise, may come into questions, the
licensee shall attempt to establish standards for document integrity, including guidelines for
handling electronic files, back up procedures. archiving of documents, and regular check-ups

Emerald City Organics will utilize the state compliant and approved Marijuana Enforcement Tracking Reporting & Compliance (METRC) electronic
inventory tracking system pursuant to regulation 3 AAC 306.730. METRC will track all marijuana that is propagated, grown, cultivated, transferred or
destroyed within the facility and will share results in real-time with the Marijuana Control Board. Marijuana at the facility will be entered in the tracking
system and receive unique RFID secure bar codes that will be attached to each plant or batch. The bar code will allow the system to track the plants’
entire life cycle from when it's entered into the system through product transfer. METRC will be used for overall state tracking needs to aide in overall
company compliance and operations including; destruction reports, pending harvest events, transportation events and manifests, existing inventory logs,
quarantined inventory and plant count. METRC will be used as a point of sale system, which provides licensees and state employees to have access
through a web user interface to record transactions and generate reports.

This third party provides real time data exchange for licensing, taxation, retail inventory management and POS systems. Emerald Gity Organics will be
responsible for ensuring that the systems will be adequately maintained. The system provides internal controls that align with compliance standards.

Plants will be logged into the inventory tracking system and be given a bar code in groups not to exceed 50 (3 AAC 306.435 (a). Additional notes will be
attached to the groups, which will detail nutrients and other growing observations. When plants reach 8 inches tall they will be given a unique bar code
and tracked individually. The timeline of the growth cycle with specific dates will be documented in the inventory tracking system which will include:
room location, cloning, propagation, vegetation, flowering, harvested, drying, curing, quarantined, shipped and sold,

Inventory Track Procedure

Plants will be logged into the inventory tracking system and be given a bar code in groups not
to exceed 50 (3 AAC 306.435 (a). Additional notes will be attached to the groups, which will
detail nutrients and other growing observations. When plants reach 8 inches tall they will be
given a unique bar code and tracked individually. The time-line of the growth cycle with
specific dates will be documented in the inventory tracking system which will include: room
location, cloning, propagation, vegetation, flowering, harvested, drying, curing, quarantined,
shipped and sold.

During harvest the wet plant will be weighed in compliance with scales under (3 AAC 306.
745). The plants will be weighed separately and then divided into their strain group where a
total weight will be calculated. These plants will be updated in the system to be moved to
curing.

After the plants are cured, the tracking system will weigh the dry plant products separately
(stems, fan leaf, trim) and categorize which parts will be discarded as waste. The product will
then be broken down into individual products and placed into quarantine while awaiting testing
results prior to being shipped out by the METRC transport manifest as required by (3 AAC
306.435 (b).

Discarded plants or products will also be tracked by the inventory tracking system and will
require specific notes such as (i.e. mold, spiders, mites, root rot, broken etc.), and how the
plants were destroyed and by whom. This will be in accordance with (3 AAC 306.755) which
will help assess marijuana diversion for unlawful purposes. Frequent audits of the inventory
tracking system will be done to ensure all plants and products that are entered into the system
are accounted for.

Retailer information will be added into the tracking system during the sale, which will include
name, address, phone number, license number and notes. As well as supplemental
documents such as invoices that will be scanned into the system.

The product will be transferred by re-weighting the product, scanning the bar code, price point
and method of payment. An invoice will be created for every transaction which will include the
invoice number, date, retail information, group #, strain, quantity and amount sold for. The
transport manifest will be generated by METRC and prepared for delivery.

Vehicles transporting product will be documented in the inventory tracking system. Information
will include: vehicle make, model, and license plate number. Emerald City Organics
employees are responsible for ensuring all vehicle information is current at all times.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s growing medium(s) to be used:

Emerald City Organics will use a combination of growing mediums in order to provide rapid and healthy growing techniques to ensure
consistent product. The two mediums that will be utilized will be hydroponic (soilless) as well as soil. Hydroponic cultivation refers to plant
propagation within a soilless environment that deliver nutrients through liquid fertilizers making them available directly to the root systems
that are submerged in water. Other plants will be propagated in soil whereas soil refers to earth in combination with other nutrients
produce vegetation and crop production. Emerald City Organics utilizes these two mediums for different stages of plant development, soil
being the medium for mothers/genetics and hydroponic medium for the flowing/late stage development.

The vegetation room will consist of both soil and hydroponic mediums depending on the type needed for stage of growth and strain of
plant. The flowering rooms with rely on hydroponic mediums for all plants entering late stage/flowering growth periods. The Cultivation
Specialist with monitor these mediums regularly in order to avoid contamination of pests, molds, mildews and any other issues that can
be harmful to the cultivation process.

Once the soil has been utilized for the life of the plant the soil will be disposed of by isolating the remaining soil and consolidated to be
transferred to a waste facility or providing it to local businesses. When the late stage/ flowering process is completed the hydroponic
water will be reused or consolidated and provided to local businesses.

All fertilizers will be handled and mixed
according to manufacturer’s labeling specifications or at the Cultivation Specialists specifications.

Fertilizers to be introduced into soil mediums will be mixed in container before administering by hand directly into the growing
medium. Hydroponic fertilizers will be administered by entire reservoir nutrient changes or additional nutrients supplemented to
the system in order to maintain desired levels determined by the Cultivation Specialist. Regular feeding schedules will be
followed as set by the Cultivation Specialist to maintain consistent grow cycles. Records will be kept of feeding schedules and all
nutrients provided to each plant to ensure proper labels are produced with all ingredients requirements as required by 3 AAC
306.475.

Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

Emerald City Organics will be using irrigation systems specific for the stage of plant development and medium
used in each system. Each irrigation system will utilize the needed fertilizers required for the plant growth
phase determined by the Cultivation Specialist. Vegetation/Mother/Genetic rooms will administer irrigation
techniques that include manual feeding of nutrients and monitored daily by the Cultivation Specialist and
cultivation employees. Flower rooms will require nutrient balancing and controlled by daily measurements of
nutrient concentrations in order to maintain the desired feeding regiment. The flowering rooms will then be
completely flushed of all nutrients and replaced with the following feed schedules fertilizer concentrations as
determined by the Cultivation Specialist. All employees involved in monitoring levels and administering
fertilizers will adhere to a safety protocol included wearing gloves, safety glasses, and clean clothes when
working on irrigation systems.

The chemicals used for pests, insect and fungus maintenance will be Neem Oil in flowering
rooms that will be thoroughly cleaned after each plant cycle and harvest has been completed.
Hydrogen Peroxide will be used in the hydroponic mediums to clean and help prevent fungus
development during flowering plant cycles as well as after harvest to sanitize prior to the
following flower cycle. Isopropyl alcohol will be used to clean and maintain scissors and trim
equipment. Simple Green will be used as a general purpose cleaner.

Gases and Delivery Systems:

CcO2:

CO2 will be supplemented into the flower/late stage rooms in order to produce and CO2 rich
environment that supports enhanced growth and nutrient uptake. Compressed CO2 that
produce CO2 through UL listed CO2 sensors and regulators will be utilized. These canisters
will be in specified areas and monitored daily by the Cultivation Specialist and any cultivation
employee. Each CO2 canister will produce a regulated amount of CO2 and will be recorded.
The use of CO2 bags may be added if the primary CO2 canisters become broken or additional
amounts are needed.

Each room will contain a CO2 monitoring devise that indicate when the levels of CO2 have
reached an dangerous level in order to provide a warning to employees. If an employee
experiences a leak or an indication of unsafe CO2 levels they will follow the protocols below:

* Immediately shut off CO2 canister

* Immediately contact a manager who is trained in located CO2 leaks and responding to CO2
emergencies.

* Manager will contact CO2 supplier if needed for additional support

* All employees will follow the evacuation plan out of the facility if concentration is not confined
to a single room.

Manual Feeding:

Potted plants with soil medium will be hand fertilized based upon the schedule determined by
the Cultivation Specialist. All fertilizers will be mixed in large containers and directly applied to
each pot using a technique known as flood/drain tables. Each pot will be contained in large
tubs that will be filled with fertilizer/water solutions and allow each plant to absorb its individual
requirements. These tables will be monitored daily and solution will be added when applicable
by the Cultivation Specialist and all cultivation employees.

Excess fertilizer solutions will be stored up to three (3) days until it is reused or disposed of into
the wastewater reservoirs. Storage will abide by all wastewater specifications and regulatory
requirements.

Hydroponic-Deep Water Culture:

Deep Water Culture Hydroponics maintains desired nutrient concentration by circulating
solution through the entire system 24 hours a day. The system connects all pots together and
is fed by the main reservoir tank that monitors solution levels provided to each plant. This
closed loop systems allows for nutrient solution to be circulated continuously in order to provide
the plant with adequate fertilizer and oxygen delivery to root systems. Each unit will be
checked daily for solution concentration and system capacity to avoid leakage, clogs, and
efficiency of system flow. If solution concentration is outside the desired range or unit capacity
is below optimal operating parameters the Cultivation Specialist will take the needed steps to
establish equilibrium. Nutrient solution will be replaced every two (2) weeks and replaced with
the following weeks nutrient schedule as determined by the Cultivation Specialist.

Emerald City Organics will store, manage and dispose of liquid, solid and wastewater as well
as other waste determined by the Marijuana Control Board in compliance with federal, state
and local laws and regulations as outlined in 3 AAC 306.740(a). We will provide adequate
training and have employees adhere to a detailed disposal process with the use of personal
protective equipment and reasonable precautions will be taken while storing, managing and
disposing of the waste listed above in accordance with 3 AAC 306.740.

Water Waste:

Wastewater from the hydroponic systems will be emptied into storage tanks. A licensed
wastewater disposal company will regularly pump the wastewater out of the storage tanks in
compliance with 3 AAC 306.740(a).

Emerald City Organics will store, manage and dispose of solid and liquid waste, including wastewater and other waste
determined by the Marijuana Board in compliance with applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations as
describe in 3 AAC 306.740(a). Emerald City Organics will ensure the safety and heaith requirements are followed as
well as the use of protective safety equipment and adequate operating precautions followed during disposal of all waste
materials as described in 3 AAC 306. 740. Waste is defined as marijuana plant waste, including roots, stalks, leaves
and stems that have not be treated with solvent, solid marijuana sample plant waste in possession of marijuana testing
facilities and other waste determined by the Marijuana Control Board.

Odor control systems will consist of air filtration systems attached to
ventilation throughout the facility as well as seal containers both inside the facility and during
transportation of marijuana product to/from the facility. Odor proof packaging will be used for
added odor control when marijuana products are being transported off of the facility.

Odor control systems will be checked regularly in order to maintain that the
filters/containers/canisters are functioning properly and will be replace if necessary. A record
will be kept on the maintenance of these filters and will be replaced by management or by
certified maintenance technician if required. The Cultivation Specialist will determine the odor
maintenance is checked and replaced per policy and conclude the odor control systems are
adequate for the facilities needs. Odor control systems are listed below.

Plant Waste:

The cultivation facility will require plant waste containers within the vegetation/genetic,
flowering, and dry/trim rooms in order to maintain clean work environments on a daily basis.
Each container will be clearly labeled “Plant Waste”.

During the transfer to larger bins the plant waste will be weighed using an industrial scale as
outlined below and in compliance with 3 ACC 306.745 and logged into the electronic inventory
tracking system which will provide the required three (3) days notice to the Marijuana Board in
preparation to render it unusable and disposing of it (3 ACC 306.745(b)(1)).

After the required three (3) days waiting period the Board has for approval of disposal, waste
material will be added to compostable or non-compostable material. Marijuana plant waste will
be weighed on the industrial scale, ground down using a commercial grinder and mixed with an
equal amount of compostable or non-compostable material listed below.

Compostable:

-Food waste

-Vegetable waste

-Yard waste

Unusable solid waste will be collected by a waste management facility and disposed of in an
incinerator or any other means to dispose of properly. A record will be kept for business
requirements outlined in 3 ACC 306.470(c)(2). Testing samples will be disposed of in the same
fashion when they are return to the facility after testing in accordance to plant waste disposal.

In a case that the plant waste material has been flagged for emergency disposal from pest,
mold/mildew, accidents or any similar situation the solid waste will be quarantined from any
other solid plant waste or material. The Marijuana Board will be contacted immediately and
remains quarantined until the Board approves disposal as defined in 3 ACC 306.740(c)(1).
Procedures on waste disposal will follow the emergency disposal situation and sanitary
precautions will be taken if applicable.

Emerald City Organic’s will give at least three (3) days notice to the Board before disposal of
any solid waste material by logging the affected products in the inventory tracking system,
METRC.

The Cultivation Specialist will be the designated employee unless otherwise specified to gather the sample required for
testing procedures as defined by 3 ACC 306.455(a)(2). This employee will trained on obtaining, weighing, and packaging
the samples prior sale to transport to the authorized testing facility as well as acquire random sample by the request of the
Marijuana Control Board Director and/or staff outline in 3 ACC 306.456.

The authorized employee will obtain a sample and weigh each sample to determine if the sample is less that the
maximum gram amount required. All weighing equipment used in the Cultivation Facility will be certified in compliance
with A8 45.75.080 the Alaska Weights and Measures Act. The QCU will be responsible for maintaining the weighing
devises.

The authorized employee will conduct the weighing procedure and prepare a signed statement for each individual sample
to show that each sample was randomly obtained from each batch and then provide this statement to the licensed testing
facility as well as a copy to be added to the official business record.

Testing will occur in a licensed testing facility as outlined in 3 ACC 306.475(e)(1-4):

+ Cannabinoid Profile

* Microbial Testing

* Residual Solvent Testing

* Contaminates such as; molds, mildew, filth, insecticides, pesticides, fungicides, and any other harmful chemicals.

Testing requirements are determined by the licensed testing facility and require seven (7) grams per five (5) pound
batches unless otherwise noted by the licensed testing facility specifies or requires for random sampling. Samples will be
obtained from individual strain flowers and then randomly selected from each batch. Each sample will be tracked using
their own category within the inventory tracking system as being in testing status until testing results and/or sample are
returned to the facility. Each sample will be placed into airtight secured bags prior to transport to the licensed testing
facility.

All marijuana products will be delivered in a secured container by a third party, secured
transport or authorized Emerald City Organics employee that will meet all regulations
described in 3 ACC 306.750 including:

» Preparing, packaging, and securing product for transportation

* Recording of transportation of marijuana in the inventory tracking system

* Preparing the transport manifest

* Record the type, amount and weight being transported, the name of transporter,
departure/expected arrival times, make and model as well as license plat number of the
transporting vehicle.

Testing Lab Procedures:

Marijuana will be tested for: cannabinoid content (THC, THCV, CBD, CBDN, CBG, etc.),
terpinoids, microbial contaminants, mycotoxins, heavy metals and pesticide chemical residue,
residual solvent levels, and an active ingredient analysis. This test will conclude if any pests,
molds, fungus or any other harsh contaminates were found on the samples. The testing facility
will report the results of the finding directly into the METRC system within twenty-four (24)
hours after the test has been completed. The testing facility will provide the Cultivation facility
with a final report as well as the Marijuana Board Director within seventy-two (72) hours when
the results of the testing samples exceed allowable levels.

Testing Results Acceptable for Sale:

If the marijuana samples are within acceptable levels for sale, the testing facility will contact the
Cultivation Facility in a written statement that the samples indicate that the marijuana product is
approved for sale. Then an authorized employee will ensure that the testing results are
recorded within the METRC system, and then the corresponding quarantined marijuana can be
moved into storage and ready for transport to sale.

Testing Results Not Acceptable for Sale

If the testing facility find a sample that does not fall within acceptable levels for microbial,
mycotoxins, heavy metals, pesticide chemical residue, or residual solvent levels the Cultivation
Facility will dispose of the entire batch corresponding to the failed sample result and record the
disposal in the METRC system. All disposal will adhere to the disposal policy describe
previously. The Cultivation facility will ensure that for each failing sample test, an electronic
copy of the testing results is forwarded to the Marijuana Board.

The METRC system will allow the Cultivation Facility to remove any product from its inventory.
Should the Cultivation Facility receive notice from a licensed facility that any of its products
should be removed from its inventory, the QCU will locate all indicated marijuana and
marijuana products, immediately removing and placing into quarantine in order for the product
to be disposed of in accordance with the Disposal Policy.

Disclosure of Testing Results:

Any testing that is legally required in labeling of marijuana products will be included on all
labels on marijuana products sold by the Cultivation Facility. As well as the test results and
name of testing the licensed testing facility will be available upon request.
