LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
DYZ ALASKA, LLC

FORMED IN THE STATE OF ALASKA

This Agreement is a SINGLE-MEMBER LLC OPERATING AGREEMENT, entered into by and
between DYZ ALASKA, LLC, an Alaska Limited Liability Company (“Company”) and Sheila
Pierskalla of Wasilla, Alaska hereinafter known as the “Member”.

WHEREAS the Member has formed a Limited Liability Company according to the laws
of the State of Alaska and set forth the terms herein of the Company’s operation and the
relationship between Member.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein and
other valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which hereby are acknowledged,
the Member and the Company agree as follows:

1. Name and Principal Place of Business

The name of the Company shall be DYZ ALASKA, LLC. The principal place of business of the
Company shall be at 350 N Pioneer View Circle, Wasilla, in the State of Alaska or at such
other place of business as the Member shall determine.

2. Formation

The Company was formed on February 21, 2017, when the Member filed the Articles of
Organization with the State of Alaska pursuant to the statutes governing limited liability
companies in the State of Alaska (the “Statutes”).

3. Purpose

The purpose of the Company is to engage in and conduct any and all lawful businesses,
activities or functions, and to carry on any other lawful activities in connection with or incidental
to the foregoing, as the Member in their discretion shall determine.

4. Term
The term of the Company shall be perpetual, commencing on the filing of the Articles of

Organization of the Company, and continuing until terminated under the provisions set forth
herein.





5. Member Capital Contributions

Single Member LLC: The Member may make such capital contributions (each a “Capital
Contribution”) in such amounts and at such times as the Member shall determine. The
Member shall not be obligated to make any Capital Contributions. The Member may take
distributions of the capital from time to time in accordance with the limitations imposed by the
Statutes.

6. Distributions

For purposes of this Agreement “net profits” and “net losses” mean the profits or losses of the
Company resulting from the conduct of the Company’s business, after all expenses, including
depreciation allowance, incurred in connection with the conduct of its business for which such
expenses have been accounted.

The term “cash receipts” shall mean all cash receipts of the Company from whatever source
derived, including without limitation capital contributions made by the Member; the proceeds of
any sale, exchange, condemnation or other disposition of all or any part of the assets of the
Company; the proceeds of any loan to the Company; the proceeds of any mortgage or
refinancing of any mortgage on all or any part of the assets of the Company; the proceeds of
any insurance policy for fire or other casualty damage payable to the Company; and the
proceeds from the liquidation of assets of the Company following termination.

The term “capital transactions” shall mean any of the following: the sale of all or any part of the
assets of the Company; the refinancing of mortgages or other liabilities of the Company; the
receipt of insurance proceeds; and any other receipts or proceeds are attributable to capital.

A “Capital Account” for the Member shall be maintained by the Company. The Member's
Capital Account shall reflect the Member’s capital contributions and increases for any net
income or gain of the Company. The Member's Capital Account shall also reflect decreases for
distributions made to the Member and the Member’s share of any losses and deductions of the
Company.

During each fiscal year, the net profits and net losses of the Company (other than from capital
transactions), and each item of income, gain, loss, deduction or credit entering into the
computation thereof, shall be credited or charged, as the case may be, to the capital accounts
of the Member.

7. Books, Records and Tax Returns

The Company shall maintain complete and accurate books and records of the Company's
business and affairs as required by the Statutes and such books and records shall be kept at
the Company's Registered Office and shall in all respects be independent of the books,
records and transactions of the Member.

The Company's fiscal year shall be the calendar year with an ending month of December.

The Member intends that the Company, as a single member LLC, shall be taxed as a sole
proprietorship in accordance with the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code. Any provisions

herein that may cause the Company not to be taxed as a sole proprietorship shall be
inoperative.

8. Bank Accounts

Funds of the Company shall be deposited in the Company’s name in a bank account or
accounts or as chosen by the Member. Withdrawals from any bank accounts shall be made
only in the regular course of business of the Company and shall be made upon such signature
or signatures as the Member from time to time may designate.

9. Management of the Company

The business and affairs of the Company shall be conducted and managed by the Member in
accordance with this Agreement and the laws of the State of Alaska.

Sheila Pierskalla, as sole member of the Company, has sole authority and power to act for or
on behalf of the Company, to do any act that would be binding on the Company, or incur any
expenditures on behalf of the Company. The Member shall not be liable for the debts,
obligations or liabilities of the Company, including under a judgment, decree or order of a
court. The Company is organized as a “member-managed” limited liability company. The
Member is designated as the initial managing member.

10. Ownership of Company Property

The Company'’s assets shall be deemed owned by the Company as an entity, and the Member
shall have no ownership interest in such assets or any portion thereof. Title to any or all such
Company assets may be held in the name of the Company, one or more nominees or in “street
name”, as the Member may determine.

Except as limited by the Statutes, the Member may engage in other business ventures of any
nature, including, without limitation by specification, the ownership of another business similar
to that operated by the Company. The Company shall not have any right or interest in any
such independent ventures or to the income and profits derived therefrom.

10. Dissolution and Liquidation

The Company shall dissolve and its affairs shall be wound up on the first to occur of (i) At a
time, or upon the occurrence of an event specified in the Articles of Organization or this
Agreement. (ii) The determination by the Member that the Company shall be dissolved.

Upon the death of the Member, the Company shall be dissolved. By separate written
documentation, the Member shall designate and appoint the individual who will wind down the
Company’s business and transfer or distribute the Member's Interests and Capital Account as
designated by the Member or as may otherwise be required by law.





11. Indemnification

The Member (including, for purposes of this Section, any estate, heir, personal representative,
receiver, trustee, successor, assignee and/or transferee of the Member) shall not be liable,
responsible or accountable, in damages or otherwise, to the Company or any other person for:
(i) any act performed, or the omission to perform any act, within the scope of the power and
authority conferred on the Member by this agreement and/or by the Statutes except by reason
of acts or omissions found by a court of competent jurisdiction upon entry of a final judgment
rendered and un-appealable or not timely appealed (“Judicially Determined”) to constitute
fraud, gross negligence, recklessness or intentional misconduct; (ii) the termination of the
Company and this Agreement pursuant to the terms hereof; (iii) the performance by the
Member of, or the omission by the Member to perform, any act which the Member reasonably
believed to be consistent with the advice of attorneys, accountants or other professional
advisers to the Company with respect to matters relating to the Company, including actions or
omissions determined to constitute violations of law but which were not undertaken in bad
faith; or (iv) the conduct of any person selected or engaged by the Member.

The Company, its receivers, trustees, successors, assignees and/or transferees shall
indemnify, defend and hold the Member harmless from and against any and all liabilities,
damages, losses, costs and expenses of any nature whatsoever, known or unknown,
liquidated or unliquidated, that are incurred by the Member (including amounts paid in
satisfaction of judgments, in settlement of any action, suit, demand, investigation, claim or
proceeding (“Claim”), as fines or penalties) and from and against all legal or other such costs
as well as the expenses of investigating or defending against any Claim or threatened or
anticipated Claim arising out of, connected with or relating to this Agreement, the Company or
its business affairs in any way; provided, that the conduct of the Member which gave rise to the
action against the Member is indemnifiable under the standards set forth herein.

Upon application, the Member shall be entitled to receive advances to cover the costs of
defending or settling any Claim or any threatened or anticipated Claim against the Member
that may be subject to indemnification hereunder upon receipt by the Company of any
undertaking by or on behalf of the Member to repay such advances to the Company, without
interest, if the Member is Judicially Determined not to be entitled to indemnification as set forth
herein.

All rights of the Member to indemnification under this Agreement shall (i) be cumulative of, and
in addition to, any right to which the Member may be entitled to by contract or as a matter of
law or equity, and (ii) survive the dissolution, liquidation or termination of the Company as well
as the death, removal, incompetency or insolvency of the Member.

The termination of any Claim or threatened Claim against the Member by judgment, order,
settlement or upon a plea of nolo contendere or its equivalent shall not, of itself, cause the
Member not to be entitled to indemnification as provided herein unless and until Judicially
Determined to not be so entitled.





12. Miscellaneous

ALASKA LEASE AGREEMENT FOR SHOP/WAREHOUSE SPACE

This Lease agreement, entered into effective August 23, 2017, by and between Nicolas and/or
Sheila Pierskalla, husband and wife (Lessor), and DYZ ALASKA LLC, a limited liability company
located in the State of Alaska ("Lessee") provides as follows;

Lessor warrants and represents that they own that certain parcel of land located in the Wasilla,
Alaska in the Matanuska-Susitna Borough, more particularly described as 350 N Pioneer View
Circle, Wasilla, Alaska 99654; and

Lessor wishes to lease to Lessee, and Lessee wishes to lease from Lessor, under the terms
and conditions of this agreement, approximately 1000 square feet of shop/warehouse space;

Therefore, the parties agree as follows:

The Premises. Lessor hereby agrees to lease to Lessee, and Lessee hereby leases from
Lessor, the following described premises:

That certain 1000 square feet of floor space of the Building, as outlined in red on Exhibit
"A" attached hereto and made a part of this lease for description purposes, more
commonly known as Shop/Warehouse.

Term. The term of this lease shall commence on the date of occupancy of the Premises by
Lessee and shall continue for a period of 5 (five) years thereafter, unless sooner terminated as
provided in this Lease.

Rent. Lessee agrees to pay Lessor a minimum monthly rent during the term of this Lease in
the amount of $1,000 per month for the first 12 months and $2,500 per month for the next 48
months, payable on the first day of each month during the term of this Lease, with payments to
be made by personal delivery or mailing by U.S. Mail to Lessor's office, postmarked not later
than the first day of each month during the term of this lease.

A late charge of $50 shall be paid as additional rental for any rental payment hand delivered or
received more than ten (10) days after the first day of any calendar month during the term of
this lease. Any checks not paid by the Bank upon first presentment shall not constitute pay-
ment of any of the sums due under this lease.

Notice. Wherever in this lease it is required or permitted that notice or demand be given or
served by either party on the other, such notice or demand shall be deemed given or served
when written and hand delivered, or deposited in the United States Mail, certified, return receipt
requested, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

To Lessee at: PO Box 870834, Wasilla, AK 99687
Possession. Lessor promises to place Lessee in peaceful possession of the Premises, and

Lessee, by taking possession of the Premises, will have acknowledged that the Premises are in
satisfactory and acceptable condition.
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Use. Lessee shall use the Premises as a Limited Marijuana Cultivation Facility.

Compliance with Laws. Lessee agrees to observe all laws and governmental regulations
applicable to its use of the Premises, together with all reasonable rules and regulations that may
be promuigated by Lessor from time to time.

Alterations by Lessee. Lessee agrees that Lessee will make no alterations to the Premises
without the prior written consent of the Lessor.

Care of the Premises. Lessee agrees to take good care of the Premises.

Liability. Lessee agrees that Lessor shall not be liable for any damage or injury to persons or
property arising out of the use of the Premises by Lessee, its agents and employees, invitees,
or visitors except that occasioned by the negligence or act of Lessor, its agents, employees,
contractors, or subcontractors.

a. Lessee will indemnify and save Lessor harmless from all liability and loss on
account of any such damage or injury; but Lessee shall not be liable for any
damage or injury occasioned by any failure of Lessor to comply with its
obligations under this Lease or by reason of the negligence of the Lessor, its
agents, employees, contractors, or subcontractors.

Lessor's Right to Inspect. With prior notice, Lessee agrees to permit Lessor and its
authorized representatives to enter the Premises at all reasonable times during usual business
hours for the purpose of inspection, or for the making of any necessary repairs for which the
Lessor is responsible or feels necessary for the safety and preservation of the Premises or for
the performance of any work on the premises that may be necessary to comply with any laws or
regulations of any public authority.

Fixtures and Personal Property. Any trade fixtures, equipment, or personal property
permanently installed in or permanently attached to the Premises, Building, or Parcel by or at
the expense of Lessee shall be and remain the property of Lessee, including Lessee's lighted
sign, and Lessor agrees that Lessee shall have the right to remove any and all of such property
prior to the expiration or termination of this Lease Agreement, so long as no default exists under
this Lease. Lessee agrees that it will, at its expense, repair any damage occasioned to the Pre-
mises by reason of the removal of any of its trade fixtures, equipment, or other permanently af-
fixed personal property as described above.

Repairs and Maintenance. Lessor agrees that it shall, at its cost and expense, maintain the
parking area, the building in which the premises are located, and the premises, and every part
of them, in good, first class condition, except that Lessee shall make any repairs or
replacements necessitated by damage caused by the Lessee or its employees, agents,
invitees, or visitors. Provided, however, if Lessee fails to make any such repairs or
replacements promptly, Lessor may, at its sole option, make the repairs or replacements after at
least ten (10) days prior written notice to Lessee, and Lessee shall repay the cost of the repairs
or replacements to Lessor on demand.

Utilities. Lessee agrees to be responsible for their own utilities.

Janitorial Service. Lessee agrees to be responsible for their own janitorial/cleaning services.
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Destruction of Premises. If at any time during the term of this lease, the Premises or any part
of the Building or Parcel shall be damaged or destroyed by fire in a way that does not render the
premises unfit for the conduct of Lessee's business or that does not injure Lessee's business,
Lessor shall promptly and through the exercise of reasonable diligence repair the damage and
restore the premises, at Lessor's expense, to the condition in which the premises existed
immediately prior to the damage or destruction. In such case there shall be no abatement of
rent.

Eminent Domain. As used in this section, the word "condemned” shall include (a) receipt of
written notice of the intent to condemn from an entity having the power of eminent domain, (b)
the filing of any action or proceeding for condemnation by any such entity, and (c) the
conveyance of any interest in the Premises by the Lessor or the Lessee to a public or quasi
public authority having the power of eminent domain with respect to the Premises as a result of
the authority's express written intent to condemn. In the event any part of or interest in the
Premises, Building, or Parcel is condemned, this lease shall terminate at the option of either
Lessor or Lessee as of the date title or actual possession vests in the condemnor, whichever
first occurs, and rent under this Lease shall be payable only to that date. Lessor shall return to
Lessee any rent paid beyond that date. Lessor shall give Lessee written notice promptly after
receiving notice of any contemplated condemnation and Lessee shall have thirty (30) days after
receipt of the notice to terminate this lease, provided the contemplated condemnation will render
the Premises unfit for use by Lessee in the ordinary conduct of its business or will in Lessee's
opinion injure Lessee's business.

Assignment and Subletting. Lessee may not sublet or assign its interest under this Lease
without the written consent of Lessor, except to a business entity that is owned or controlled by
Lessee or that is the survivor of any merger, acquisition, or corporate reorganization in which
Lessee's shareholders control the survivor.

a. If permission is granted, Lessee may assign its interest in this lease, provided
Lessee remains personally liable for the performance of its obligations under this
Lease through the remainder of the original term, together with all extensions,
expansions, and renewals that may have been executed by Lessee and Lessor
prior to any such assignment.

b. Lessor's consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

In the event that this Lease is terminated as permitted under the terms of this Lease, Lessor
shall refund to Lessee the security deposit and any prepaid rent accrued as of the date of
damage or destruction, less any sum then owing Lessor by Lessee. If Lessor is required under
this Lease to repair and reconstruct the Premises, the lease term shall be extended by a period
of time equal to the period of time reasonable required to complete the repair and
reconstruction.

Default by Lessee. Should Lessee at any time be in default with respect to payment of rent for
a period of ten (10) days after written notice from Lessor; or should Lessee be in default in the
performance of any other of its obligations under this Lease for thirty (30) days after written
notice from Lessor specifying the particulars of the default; or should Lessee vacate and
abandon the Premises; or if a petition in bankruptcy or other insolvency proceeding is filed by or
against Lessee, without dismissal within thirty (30) days of filing; or if Lessee makes any general
assignment for the benefit of creditors or composition; or if a petition or other proceeding is
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instituted by or against the Lessee for the appointment of a trustee, receiver, or liquidator of
Lessee or of any of Lessee's property pursuant to laws for the benefit of creditors; or if a
proceeding is instituted by any governmental authority for the dissolution or liquidation of
Lessee; then and in any such events, Lessor, in addition to other rights or remedies it may
have, shall have the immediate right of reentry in the Premises, and after five (5) days prior
written notice to Lessee, may remove NOTHING from the premises. Lessor and Lessee
agree that in the case of default of the lease agreement, the Lessor will NOT remove or
take possession of marijuana, and that AMCO enforcement will be contacted.

Should Lessor at any time terminate this lease under Lessor's express rights set forth in this
Lease for any breach, Lessor may, in addition to any other remedy it may have, recover from
Lessee all damages incurred by reason of the breach, including the cost of recovering the
Premises.

Redelivery of Premises. Lessee agrees to redeliver to Lessor the physical possession of the
Premises at the end of the term of this Lease, or any extension of this Lease, in good condition,
excepting reasonable wear and tear, and damage by fire or from any other cause not
attributable to the willful or negligent act of the Lessee, or its employees, agents, invitees, or
visitors.

Holding Over. Any holding over after the expiration of the term of this lease shall be deemed to
constitute a tenancy from month to month only, and shall be on the same terms and conditions
as specified in this Lease, so far as applicable, and at a monthly rental equal to twice the rentals
and other charges stated in this Lease for the primary term of this lease.

Attorneys' Fees. If either party is required to place the enforcement of all or any part of this
Lease, the recovery of possession of the Premises, or damages in the hands of an attomey, or
if legal proceedings are commenced by either party against the other party to protect or enforce
rights or obligations under this Lease, the prevailing party, whether as Plaintiff or Defendant,
shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorneys' fees and costs.

Time of Essence. Time is of the essence in this lease.
Mutuality. All covenants and conditions in this Lease are mutually dependent.

Option to Renew. Lessee is hereby given an option to renew this lease for an additional term
of five (5) years by giving Lessor written notice on or before ninety (90) days before the
expiration of the primary term of this lease. The renewal lease is to be upon the same terms,
covenants, and conditions contained in this Lease except as to Rent as provided in Paragraph 3
above and Tenant Improvements.

Recording of Agreement. Lessee shall not record this Lease Agreement on the Public
Records of any public office without the express and written agreement of Lessor.

Real Estate Commission. Lessee acknowledges that Lessee contacted Lessor directly, and
that no real estate commission is due or payable from Lessor. Lessee will hold Lessor and
owners harmless from any claim made for a real estate commission. Lessor agrees that this
covenant and indemnity shall be mutual.

Lessee Deposits. Lessor acknowledges that it has possession of a deposit in the amount of
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$500, deposited by Lessee. Lessor agrees that the deposit shall, upon commencement of the
term of this new Lease, constitute the deposit which shall be held during the term of this Lease
by Lessor as security for the performance by Lessee of its obligations under this Lease.

There is a bathroom off the clean room where everyone will wash their hands prior to entering the
restricted access area, then put on a lab coat or tyvek suit, disposable gloves, hair net or hair tie if
needed and put on eye protection, then they will be escorted through a locked door to the restricted
access area.

The locked door to the cultivation area will be marked by a sign that says "Restricted access area.
Visitors must be escorted. No one under the age of 21".

The number of visitors will be limited to not more than five visitors for each licensee, employee, or agent
of the licensee who is actively engaged in supervising those visitors.

Someone is nearly always on the premises. Our cameras are motion sensitive and are capable of sending
alerts to our phone if there is an unauthorized breach of security.

We won't have an automatic or electronic notification system that alerts a local law enforcement agency of an
unauthorized breach of security. If we do have an emergency, we will at that time dial 911.

The cultivation facility is an oversized garage with a 15' ceiling that was previously used for a business as a
shop/warehouse.

Dimensions are 34' 8" x 23' plus a mezzanine area that is 15'11" x 11'8" (approx 170 sf).
Total square footage of the entire space including the mezzanine is approximately 1000' square feet.

Included in this space are entryway, changing area, a bathroom, stairs to the mezzanine and a separate wash area
with a laundry style double sink, access around plants and general work space.

The main cultivation area is 374 square feet. There is an adjoining area of 228 sf that will contain 4 rack systems
that will have (2) 2'x6" shelves on each rack for plants for a total of 96 sf of plant nursery space. The rest of that
space is for access/walkways and storage.

The mezzanine is approx 170 square feet which will be used for housing the surveillance equipment, and locked
storage of security footage and archived records. The mezzanine will also be used for manicuring, drying, curing
and securely storing marijuana.
