We are writing to oppose the application for a new Limited Marijuana 
Cultivation Facility License Number, 11350, doing business as Hardworking 
Hippies, located at 49755 Sterling Highway, Soldotna, AK  99669. 
 
There are five homes in this quiet little subdivision, four of which are owned 
by retirees who enjoy the quiet neighborhood. My wife and I are strongly 
opposed to having a commercial marijuana cultivation facility just two lots 
away from our home on a dead end road. We have yet to see any posting on 
the property regarding this application and have looked from the road several 
times for the posting.
