Inventory will also be
frequently weighed to check for diversion by employees. AK Kush will employ a no tolerance
policy towards the diversion of marijuana and will cooperate with local law enforcement in such
cases. Surveillance cameras will be visible to deter theft and provide full surveillance of the
facility. Employees will be trained and required to notify local law enforcement in the event of a
theft of marijuana.


A "No Loitering" sign will be clearly posted to the exterior of the cultivation facility. Employees
will conduct routine premises checks and will be trained to ask loitering individuals to leave the
premises immediately or local law enforcement will be contacted. AK Kush employees will
maintain a regular and noticeable presence around the premises to deter unauthorized
entrance and loitering on the property.


Motion detector lights will be installed around the property to ensure cameras are able to
clearly identify individuals on the property. All areas of the building will be monitored by motion
detectors and will send an electronic alert to local law enforcement, owners of the facility and
the third party security company.
